USED BY

CUT WITH KNIFE
GEO. LAMBERT.

Shortly after 7 o'clock last evening
a lad named John Williams,; of Bond
| Street, was stabbed, it is believed acs
Ggidentally, by George Lambert, . of
Boncloddy Street, in  the East End
Postal Telegraph Office, where both
arc messenger boys.’ Shortly after
the affair occurred a 'Telegram. re-
porter went to the olfice and learned
the facts from Mr. A. Frazer, the su-
perintendent at the -office, and Hy.
Willar, the checker there, of 25 P ros-
pect Street. Mr. Fraser was inside
the screen checking up his day’s
wvork and: did not- see the actual oc-
currence, though he heard the: hoys
arguing and the subsequent scuffle,
and asked them to desist. Shortly be-
fore the stabbing, Williams came into
the office and found T.ambert at the
drawer of the table opposite the
loor. Williams spoke to him, and as
e claimed to have tke sole charge
f this table, ordered Lambert away
from it. Lambert replied that he had
as much right to be there as he (Wil-
liams) had. Williams then said, “I
will take you out of it"—and seized
the boy by the shoulders, lifting him
from the chair in which he ‘sat. Lam-
bert went over by the door and Wil-
liams took the chair he had vacated.
L.ambert then addressed some hot
words to Williams, when the latter
‘'ose from the chair and struck the
ther. The boys grappled, and Willar
says he saw Lambert put up one 6f
iis knees as if to ward off, a blow.
Then Williams left him and imrhedi-
:tely said he was hurt and placed his
1and to his stomach. Willar then
ook Williams outside when he rais-
d his clothes and it could be seen
hat he had been cut with a knife on
he left side of the stomach above
he groin. The implement had gone
hrough his clothing and a- wound
bout a half inch in width was in-
licted. From it part of /the bowels
wrotruded. Mr. Fraser said .that he
wice ordered the boys to stop their
'rguing and thought that .only « a
light scuffle ensued, and  was shock-
*d when he saw that Williams ‘nad
een wounded. Dr. Fraser was cgll-
:d by ’‘phome, but being absent from
he country Dr. Mitcheil was sum-
noned, and quickly responded. On
xamining the boy he found that the
vound was a pasty one, and consult-
ng with Mr. Fraser it was deemed
idvisable to inform ‘the police, and
he lockup was ’phoned. Superin-
endent Grimes and Sergt. Byrne
ame quickly to the office and put
Lambert under arrest. In the mean-
ltrme a cab was called and Williams
was driven guickly to the Hospital,
where he was given every attention.
The wound i8 an ugly one but not
necessarily dangerous, and the opin-
ion in the Hospital last night  was
that the boy would be about again in
due course. Supt. Grimes received
the facts of the case from Mr. Fraser
and Master Willar, who said he saw
Lambert take a penknife which Hhe
had been using on a lead pencil from
the table, but he could not say that
he saw him actually.stah the other.
The belief is vhat in. the scuffle Lam-
bert momentarily forgot he held the
knife and that it accidentally cut the
other. Both boys ‘are of respectable
connections, and a sad feature of the
case is that Lambert's father is very
ill and fears for his recovery are en-
tertained, The police*have the knife’
which Lambert had in his . posses-
sion. At the Hospital last night the
doctors stitched the wound and it is
thought that nothing of a serifous na-
tare ‘will result, The affair is an
unforfunate ome for all concerned.
After the accident occurred, I, G. Sul-
livan, who was at his office, received
all the facts of the case. TLambert
seemed to be greatly concerned over

'

"what had occurred.
