Household Notes.
Chiffon veils can bè washed by mix­

ing two parts of finely powdered 
starch with one part of powdered 
borax. Spread the veil out and rub 
the mixture well into it. Shake out 
and repeat until there is only enough 
left for one last rub. Spread this on 
the veil and let it stand for twenty- 
four hours. Then shake it out, and 
the veil will be as fresh as ever.

Black linen, to be washed success­
fully, should first be dipped in cold 
salt water, one teaspoonful to each 
gallon of water. Wring out of this 
and put into a tub of clean warm 
water, to which some soapsuds should 
be added: then wash with the hands, 
not on a board. Put through two 
rinsing waters to which salt has been 
added. Then starch on the wrong 
side.

Success in making, jelly depends 
on the following things: Good fruit, 
a tittle under ripe; the best granu­
lated sugar; do not tnake large quan­
tities of jelly at one cooking; do not 
allow the syrup to boil rapidly; al­
ways make jelly on a bright, clëâr 
day ; wash The jelly glasses in hot 
water: heat the sugar In the oven be­
fore adding it to the fruit; Set the jelly 
in a sunn/ window for twenty-four 
hours ; then cover with melted par­
affin and set in a cool place.

Ppts and pans should receive the 
most scrupulous care. Fbr instance 
a skillet which has been used for 
frying should have Vgo washings, the 
last in boiling-hot soapsuds. The 
saucepans and pots should undergo 
the same treatment, and when the 
vegetable» t>r soups or cream sauce

have been put into their respective 
dishes ready for the dining room, the 
pans should be filled at once with 
warm water; they will be much eas­
ier to wash.

The kitchen range can be managed 
in a way to save. fuel, ijton rising 
in the morning, "turn dve the grate, 
open the draughts for a few minutes. 
When the coals begin to brighten the 
draught should be shut off. Then 
breakfast can be prepared and the fire 
used for an hour afterwards without 
replenishing. This method can be 
repeated at each meal. The oven heats 
more easily if the fire is clean and the 
fire box not more than half full of 
coal.

(nciuded in that branch line was a 
Spur line, running from Jenkins' 
farm, near Gott's Cove, into the town 
of Trinity.

The Spur was not a separate branch 
and did not necessitate a separate 
contract, nor a separate plan; it was 
part and parcel of the Bonavista 
Branch and was so contracted for.

The Government appropriated the 
land for the Spur and some of that 
land wgs arbitrated on and paid for 
two years ago. The remainder of. the 
Spur right-of-way is; we understand, 
still unpaid for, though appropriated 
and some of it entered upon by the 
Contractor.

Just before the official opening of 
the Bonavista Branch last November 
a few crews of men were put to .work 
and did some grading on either end.

It was urged that the season was 
too far advanced to complete the work 
and that operations would be resumed 
the next Spring.

Spring came and; went; Summer 
likewise; and now Autumn is with us 
and fast slipping into Winter, and no 
work is being done on the Spur. As 
a matter of fact even the wheel-bar­
rows that were left behind last year 
have been removed elsewhere.

What does all this mean ? Bluff! 
Bluff! ! Bluff! ! ! The Government 
have bluffed the people of Trinity; 
the Contractor has bluffed certain 
members of the Government, and 
members of the Goveynment • nave 
bluffed one another and the only 
persons who have not done any 
bluffing are Hon. R. Watson and Mr. 
Grant both of whom have been con­
sistent advocates of the Spur from the 
start.

Much more than bluffing Is involv­
ed in this apparently trivial Spur line, 
however..

The! questions arise as to whether 
a Contractor can take his own time 
to complete a contract; whether the 
Government can appropriate people’s 
land and wait for years before com­
pensating them ; whether the Govern­
ment -and Contractor understand one 
another in this game of bluffing the 
people of Trinity and whether they 
purpose trying the same game else­
where.

Why haven’t the Government and 
the Contractor the courage to tell the 
people of Trinity straight that the 
Spur line will never be built. This 
is being said for them, over and over 
again, by understrappers and officials.

is it all “bluff” And how long is 
this “bluffing" to continue?

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The Morris 
Party’s Broken 

Pledges.
More than four and a half years 

ago. Sir Edward Morris announced 
himself as the leader of the People's 
Party. „The name, however, never 

'caught on. The people were sceptical 
about the appropriateness of the title 
for a Morris-Morison ^Combine, and 
the record of the doings of that party 
since that time has fully justified that 
scepticism. The whole industrial 
classes of the Colony do not regard 
the People's Party as their party. The 
fishermen throughout theA’oIony have 
decisively rejected the People's Party 
as in any way representing them, and 
an equally pronounced animosity 
against the People’s Party is stirring 
other workers. The promise that 
a reduction of taxation would be 
brtfaght about- "that it may bear 
equitable on the fishing and labour­
ing classes ' has been absoluely ig­
nored. Taxation ■Weighs more heavily 
on them and on everybody else more 
heavily then it ever. did. Coal is 
dearer than it ever was.

The promise that there shoùld be es­
tablished Cold Storage for Bait in 
such a way that the advantages may 
be generally participated 1n is on re­
cord. But fishermen are wondering 
where the Bait storage is in which 
they may generally participate. So 
far from assisting the fishermen to 
get bait the Bait Service on the South 
Coast was disorganized this year in 
order to give the .Governor a trip.

The Agricultural Progress promis­
ed has been rendered ridiculous and 
highly objectionable by the wasting of 
the Agricultural moneys in the pay­
ment of Commissioners and Secretar­
ies for work that was largely useless 
to the country and by the distribution 
ot stock to party supporters.

The People's Party promise^ that 
the material resources of the country 
should be conserved that they might 

„ ensure for our people the greatest 
possible advantage. The reverse of 
this policy has been actually carried 
Out in the granting to a few the right 
to cut timber over immense areas on 
the labrador and has resulted in such 
scandal as the Morison episodes re­
lated in the Memorials to the Gov' 
ernor.

The promise to afford an opportun­
ity to the people to elect Road Boards 
and to manage their local affairs has 
not been carried out. Instead of this., 
the way outsort grants have been 
spent is far more objectionable to­
day than it ever was.

Public affairs are most extra­
vagantly managed. There is an ut­
ter absence of economy and care. 
Perhaps the most flagrant instance"Bf 
tliis was the making of the contract 
for the building of the branch lines, 
and the Undertaking to pay the Con­
tractor in cash, without^first obtain­
ing a clear and definite rdea of the 
cost of the undertaking.

Without doubt, the Government is 
not a people's government. The party 
in charge of it is"not a People's Party, 
and that name will never go.down to 
history as the one adopted by the 
people. The party is but making a 
parody of the name. The name Pic- 
nit Party is far more appropriate. It 
hits off the main characterisic of the 
Party which is having a Picnic wjth 
public affairs. *

roiling nanls
For Winter

Of courie you desire to have some 
bloomiQg plants, for tbe long winter 
days, and I will tell you how to have 
them with the least expenditure of 
time and money. By the time this 
article appears in print the days of 
foe outdoor plants will be over, and it 
is from these that you can get a sup­
ply to replenish your indoor pots for 
(winter.

You should not use old plants, es- 
Itecially of the geranium (by far the 
best winter-blooming house-plant), 
but only those which were grown from 
cuttings, struck last spring and 
grown outdoors during the summer. 
Plants which Were in the house and 
wh’ch were set out in the beds the 
past summer will be too much weak­
ened to make good blooming ones the 
coming winter.

Those which were grown from cut­
tings last spring will hardly have 
re ached that period of best bloom be­
fore the frost will kill them, but you 
must get them out of the soil and into 
pots before they have been touched 
by the frost.

Select the small, stocky ones: those 
with plenty of branches, and take 
them up out of the beds with a ball of 
the soil about the roots, after the 
soil has been watered thoroughly so 
as to get as many of the fine, feed­
ing. fibrous-roots as possible. You 
are sure to tear loose quite a large 
number of these, and on this account, 
and also in order to make the plants 
more branching back to two buds or 
"eyes."

This will take the strain off the 
roots, and allow them to remake the 
fibrous ones lost in taking from the 
ground and make the whole plant 
more branching. Keep in mind the 
q>r,t that the more branching the 
plant is the more flowers there should 
he in bloom at one time. —Samuel 
Armstrong Hamilton in Woman's 
World for October.
