Household Notes.
Thin cotton blankets are most 

practical for summer because they can 
be easily laundered. If hung double 
over the line they will need no iron­
ing.

In papering a room, remember that 
large patterns and dark colors- make 
the room seem much smaller, and a 
plain paper, if light, will make it seem 
larger.

There is economy in buying some of 
the household supplies in bulk—blu­
ing, soap and starch, for instance, will 
all keep. Soap really improves with 
age.

Don’t forget that even through 
drawn blinds, shafts of strong sun­
light find their way. Notice where the 
ray falls and lay a sheet of newspaper 
on the spot.

When the fire* is running low and a 
qirck oven is wanted, open the oven 
door, filling it with cool fresh air, 
Then close the oven door. It will 
heat much more quickly.

When velvet is spotted or stained, it 
sometimes is helpful to dip a spare 
piece in spirits of turpentine and rub 
it over the surface, using a fresh fiiece 
frequently.

To bread veal, dredge it with flour, 
then dip it in egg and bread crumbs 
and brown in hot fat. Then cover 
with milk and cook in a very slow 
oven until tender. .

The rapid evaporation of the ink in 
small ornamental ink wells can be 
prevented by lining the cover with a 
piece of absorbent cotton and satur­
ating the cotton with water.

A mixture of one teaspoonful < f 
black ink to a saltspoonful of liquid 
gum will do much to brighten a black 
straw if rubbed on the hat. This 
should be allowed to dry, and when it 
is rubbed well ipto the interstices of 
the plait with a stiff brush.

White straws are best cleaned with 
a cut lemon dipped in sulphur and 
rubbed on the hat. This should be 
allowed to dry, and when it is rubbed 
off, the straw' will have régained its 
whiteness.

Flat Irons can be kept in very good 
order if on wash day they are put into 
the tubs for a few minutes before 
emptying the Water. Scrub them with 
soap, rinse and polish them with a 
soft dry cloth.

sale in 1904, realized 12,100 guineas. 
The three artists who now stand 
highest in the English auction rooms 
are Raeburn, Gainsborough and Hop- 
pner.

French "Portraits.
A Lawrence portrait of Mrs. Sid- 

dons fetched 1,800 guineas. Reynold's 
“Girl and Dog” was sold for 950 
guineas. It came from the famous 
Wynne Ellis collection, and in the 
Duchess of Montrose’s sale in 1894 
fetched only 185 guineas.

Three Nattier portraits caused 
great speculation. Three-quarters oj, 
a century ago a portrait by this 
French artist was hardly worth the 
value of the frame, but since then 
there have been instances of rises in 
value from £50 to £3,000 ' or ~ 4,000 
^guineas. Yesterday the portrait of 
the Marquis la Tournelle, which was 
given a start at 1,000 guineas, went 
to 3,100 guineas. The portrait of the 
Marquis de Flavcourt went for the 
higlj sum of 4,600 guineas, and the 
same artist's portrait of Lord Brook 
sold for 3,200 guineas.

The Lionel Phillips pictures rea­
lized £40,000.

Several other important pictures 
were sold at Christie’s recently. For 
a very large portrait of “Lady Orde 
and Child,” there was keen bidding 
and the final offer was 6.400 guineas. 
Raeburn’s “Mrs. Wedderburn” was* 
acquired by Messrs. Gooder for 800 
guineas, and Reynolds’ “Lady Ann 
Fortescue” was sold for 1.200 guin­
eas. Romney’s portrait of “Mastern 
Thornhill” fetched 5,800 guineas. In 
1894 it realized only 500 guineas. Mr. 
Balfour came in to witness the sale.

Things New and Old.
The host was nervous and inex­

perienced, and he rose hurriedly at 
the conclusion of the song.

The canvas fetched 19,200 guineas. 
Its size is 4ft. by 5ft„ and in the 
Gibbon sale twenty years ago it fetch­
ed 4,500 guineas., Yesterday bidding 
began at 1,000 guineas and the next 
bid was 4,000 guineas. Then came 
5,(100 guineas. Hundreds wye offer­
ed closely, and then thousands. At
19(200 guineas there was no further
challenge and Messrs. Agnew were 
the purchasers. ■

The last high figure for a Gains-, 
borough in this obtintry was for the

How He Got Out.
Ex-GOvernor Williams attack on 

Judge Prowse brought him out in the 
Daily News this morning. Sir Ralph 
Williams ridiculed the Judge in the 
words: "One persistent applicant
badgered me for a C.M.G. in season 
and out of second, but all to no pur­
pose. ultimately, however, obtaining 
his reward by catching my locum 
tenens napping during my absence. .. 
.. .. "To this the Judge replies : 
"Our ex-Governor must be a rare .old 
hypocrite, as he congratulated me 
most heartily on my new honour, and 
in his letter declared that for my 
eminent services to the Colony I rich­
ly deserved my C.M.G.”

Perhaps the most amazing feature 
of the extracts so far published is the 
adulation of the Reids as controllers 
of the entire system of the railways 
of the Colony, the major portion of 
the coastal traffic, the electric light­
ing, the tramway system, and the 
great dry dock. He is appalled at 
what would happen to Newfoundland 
should they withdraw; and is filled 
with amazement that the work of the 
Reids is bitterly censured by the par­
ty led by Sir Robert Bond. We won­
der if Sir Ralph Williams had been 
here during the 1898 Deal and during 
the 1900 fight with the Reids, and had 
had the opportunity of realizing what 
that Deal has cost the country whe­
ther he would be so fulsome to the 
Reids. If money be the price of Reid 
Deals, then in the words of Kipling 
“we have paid it full." Is Sir Ralph 
Williams aware that bitter censure 
of the Reids is not confined to the 
Liberal Party? Had he no knowledge 
of the congestion of traffic that has 
been the execration of business men 
since the daily cross country service 
was instituted. Does he know no­
thing of the irregularities of the train 
service? Does he not know there is 
a bitter wail from all parts of Concep­
tion Bay about, the railway service 
and the hours at which the train ar­
rives? Did he never hear of such 
complaints while he was Governor? 
If he does not know these things, 
what did he do while he was b^re? 
He certainly did not do his duty as 
Governor in respect of Morison, and 
it would appear he was as slack as 
his friend, Sir Edward Morris, in 
keeping the contractors up to the 
scratch on their contracts to operate 
the railway.

The Ex-Governor covertly accuses 
his ministers of shirking their duty of 
refusing to issue undeserved pardons, 
and of unfairly casting the onus on his 
shoulders. This he can settle with 
his personal friend Sir Edward 
Morris. We however know of a notori­
ous instance in which Sir Ralph Wil­
liams attempted to shirk his duty as 
Governor of Newfoundland and at­
tempted to cast the onus of dealing 
with the Morison Memorial on the 
Secretary for the Colonies. This he 
did by calling in the President of the 
F.P.U. and endeavoring to persuade 
him that the Memorial was really

Sir Ralph Williams cannot flatter 
too much millionaires who exploit huge 
contracts with the Government, and 
turns tbe vials of his wrath on the 
poor man who has the audacity to 
look for a dollar out of work on the 
roads. "It is probable that the Reids 
see the colour of their money some­
how." Their exit would mean our 
ruin. If the Reids got out, Newfound­
land must get in confederation. They 
are the true saviours of the land. 
But the poor voter is the bane of 
the land. His ideas of his responsi­
bilities are extraordinarily oblique. He 
is always looking for something, 
bridges, wells, ferries, local , steam, 
jobs on the road. Enormous sums 
of money are thrown away on the 
road, the labor on which is nonfinal, 
and the expenditure grotesque. Each 
Government is regarded as 
a milch cow for the vot­
ers. “The Newfoundlander ex­
pects to be paid for his labor in 
conveying his food on his fork from 
his plate to his mouth.” Everything 
is wrong with the poor man. If he is 
in jail he wants to get out. If he is 
out he wants money from the Govern­
ment. He does not even pay his Gov­
ernor decently, nor even his Prime 
Minister. But fortunately the land 
is not left desolate, there are the 
blessed millionaires who save the 
land from ruin and the colony from 
confederation. Blessed be the name 
of Reid and may they long have a 
private car on the railway to place at 
the disposal of a Governor, who 
knows how to court them.

Circumstances Unfortunate— Liquor

the Cause—Enquiry will be Held.
Joseph Bolger, aged forty-five, and 

unmarried, was found dead on the 
Thorburn Road within speaking dis­
tance from his home last night.. De­
ceased lived alone in a house on the 
Thorburn Road, near Baird’s Cottage, 
a distance of between three and four 
miles from the city. He was in town 
yesterday and made some purchases, 
driving home at tea hour. Just as 
darkness was setting in Bolger was 
called on by Stephen Sharpe and Pat­
rick Hogan who had walked from 
town and who after a brief conversa­
tion asked Bolger to drive them to 
their homes about four miles in the 
road. Bolger willingly hitched up his 
horse and drove off with the visitors. 
After reaching Maynard's farm, a dis­
tance of three miles, a stop was made. 
Sharpe and Hogan deciding to walk 
the rest of the ways. Bolger then 
turned round his horse to go home 
and on his way collapsed. About 
10.45 p.m. as Miss Tucker and Miss 
Hynes were going to their homes they 
saw a man under a horse’s feet in the 
middle of the road. The animal was 
standing motionless and. its driver 
was apparently dead. The females, 
badly frightened as they were, ran to 
the nearest house and gave an alarm 
to Joshua Tucker, who in company 
with Patk. Parrell and Peter Oliver, 
went to the scene and after releasing 
the unfortunate fellow's b°dy from 
its dangerous predicament brought it 
to J. Tucker’s house. Bolger was on 
the verge of death but was breathing 
rapidly. His collar was opened and 
he was placed on a couch for the 
night, as it was thought it was a bad 
fall he got and would be all right in 
the morning. Parrell and Oliver stay­
ed watching Bulger for nearly an hour 
and then left for home. They had 
scarcely departed when the unfortun­
ate victim expired. Joshua Tucker 
immediately proceeded to Baird's Cot­
tage and telephoned the police author­
ities. This was at midnight. Super­
intendent Grimes and Constable 
Whelan responded hurriedly to Tuck­
er’s house and after making enquiries 
of what occurred wrapped up the body 
and drove to the morgue with it, ar­
riving here at 4.30 this morning. 
Dr. Rendell held a post mortem ex­
amination on the corpse to-day and 
pronounced death to be due to a col­
lapse of the heart caused by an over 
dose of alcohol. It is rumoured in 
police circles to-day that a row was 
in evidence on the Thorburn Road 
last evening and that the unfortunate 
victim might have been mixed up with 
it.

Corrup­
tion in its most up-to-date method is 
being employed to purchase influence 
and support tor Tory candidates. It 
seems certain that all previous cam­
paigns were but the types and figures 
ot the one we are about to enter up­
on. I am satisfied the end ot the 
reign of the gang of Picnickers is in 
sight; but I want to impress on your 
city political sages, that , outport 
electors are clamoring for a deter­
mined fight. I am well aware that 
sharp and short combats win splendid 
victories, still the honest electors are 
not satisfied to remain much longer 
in camp. Every artifice which sug­
gests itself to Tory heelers, is being 
resorted to. “Widen the seam" Is 
Morris's play; therefore, I think, the 
time has come, when we should “Up 
Guards and at them." The ways of 
Toryism are dirty and dark. A snake 
in the "long green" two-blade grass 
is a dangerous reptile; we should be 
ready to batter its poisonous head, 
with a suitable weapon, whenever and 
wherever its viperous fangs appear.

Our country to-day regards the 
Right Hon. Sir Robert Bond as the 
rock on whose firm foundation the 
hope of the Colony's Independence Is 
based. Newfoundland "has been bor­
rowing to spend"1 and like Adam 
Smith's example "will soon be ruined" 
Unless speedily rescued. The cull 
for the Liberal Chieftain to buckle on 
his armour ot righteousness and de­
stroy the grafting combine, Is Impera­
tive. We want the man and want 
him now. We want the ablest mind 
In our Colony. We want the states­
man who has given the prime years 
of his life In honest endeavor to make 
our Island Home prosperous, proud 
and free: Help us again to safe an­
chorage. Steer us clear of the break­
ers straight ahead, which we now 
know to exist and where the cunning 
of scheming political charlatans and 
the “policy" with a price tor every 
ulaceman is sure to land us. You 
have already won for your native 
land many notable victories. Forget 
the ingrate. Come on Sir Robert, 
hoist to the masthead the good old 
standard of Liberalism in the cause 
of honest Government. Good and ca­

pable-men are ready to come forward 
and give battle for the integrity of 
our country and purity In public life. 
The great heart of the country is 
honest and sincere. Mr. Editor, we 
are determined to rid the country of 
the present grafters; to this end in 
Harbor Grace District, party lines 
are considerably blurred, as compar­
ed with four years ago. It will be of 
little use this fall to attempt to traf­
fic on the passions of well-meaning 
men—that day is done and with it the 
P.P.’s chances.

'Evening Herald,’ cut the price of fish 
In two. He also told us how the 
Labrador men, who caught such 
beautiful fish only got $3 per quintal 
for it, while his constituents in Petty 
Harbor were getting $7. Is he still 
wearing that home-made suit he us­
ed to show us? But we have quite a 
litany of pertinent questions - to ask 
and will wait an opportunity tete-a- 
tete.

Distribution.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir.—Allow me space to make 

a few remarks concerning the Govern­
ment and on the parties who rule it. 
We have an Agricultural Society In 
Harbour Main which is ruleH by Pat 
Woodford, as President, Pat Hannon, 
as Vice-PresideQt, and a tew dele­
gates. Last spring we had some small 
seeds and seed potatoes given around 
by this Society, and the delegate that 
v-*as appointed to distribute thofle po­
tatoes in Callow’s Cove, Harbour Main, 
gave dissatisfaction. He applied to 
the Society tor 5 barrels more. 1, 
Thomas Ezekiel, knew the wrongs 
they were doing and went to Avon­
dale Station, took two barrels of those 
potatoes and brought them out to Ha la­
bour Main and distributed them to the 
people In justice to them, therefore I 
was summoned to court and fined 
$10.75 for trying to show up the 
wrongs that have been enacted 
amongst the people of Harbour Main. 
The Magistrate that governs the juris­

diction at present Is M. O’Toole. This 
said Magistrate would not allow me 
to speak in self-defence in court, but 
fined me the above amount and would 
not even give me a postponement 
It is ridiculous how everything is run 
by the parties in power at the pre­
sent time. I was a Tory at last elec­
tion but I am like lots in Harbour 
Main to-day, disgusted with the ac­
tions of the clique who have the 
handling of the people’s money.

LONDON, To-day.
It has been decided that Miss Emily 

Davison, militant suffragette, should 
be buried at her home l.<ong Horsley. 
Northumberland, on Saturday. The 
body has been wrapped In a suffra­
gette banner and the suffragist badge 
placed on her coffin. The Women’s 
Social and Political Union is arrang­
ing an imposing ceremonial proces­
sion across London. A memorial ser­
vice will be held at the headquarters 
of the militant organization, when the 
body is placed in the train to be sent 
to Northumberland. At a meeting of 
suffragettes, most of the women 
wore mourning. A telegram has been 
despatched to King George in the fol­
lowing words: “Constitutional me­
thods of approaching our King having 
failed. Miss Davison having givçn her 
life to call attention of the women’s 
passionate demands for franchise, we 
ask the King to give serious attention 
to this appeal of womanhood.

MONTREAL. To-day.
The rush of emigrants from Ger­

many to Canada continues. Steam­
ship companies are compelled to 
adopt extraordinary measures to 
cope with it. The ‘Neckar which 
sailed from Bremen on the 5th hist, 
for the States ports will call at Hali­
fax to land 630 third class passen­
gers. The ‘RyndanV which sailed on 
the 7th from Rotterdam, will Xlso call 
at Halifax to land 300 third class pas­
sengers.

LONDON. To-day.
With both sides stubbornly refus­

ing to make the slightest concession, 
the war between the Balkan Allies 
is hourly becoming more imminent. If 
Bulgaria sends, a negative reply to 
the Servian note, and nothing indi­
cates she will answer otherwise. Ser­
vis and Greece will proclaim the an­
nexation of the occupied Macedonian 
territories, thereby establishing a 
casus bell j. The only hopeful feature 
of the situation consists in the belief 
that Bulgaria is lacking the sinews 
of war; Servia and Greece are not

rfk«n«ct.only better situated in this 
but also occupy superior strategical' 
positions. These acts probably ac­
count for the calmness with which 
Servia apparently regards the prog, 
pects of war. The Ambassadorial 
Anference discussed the question 
of providing ’Servia with a commer­
cial outlet 'to the sea. The tentative 
plan adopted will be submitted to the 
Home governments for further con- 
sidération.

i BELGRADE. To-day.
General Putnlk, Chief of the Gen­

eral staff of the Servian Army has
arrived here to attend a war co\aci| 
which will be held under the prw, 
dency of the King.

LONDON. To-day.
The Cunard Line American office 

states their new steamship Aulania 
has been launched at Greenock on the 
Clyde. This vessel is the second of 
the new steamers to be placed in the 
Cunard Line’s Canadian service this 
year. The Aulania. like her sister 
ship Andania. launched in March, is 
a twin screw vessel of ISMflA (0ns 
She is 540 feet in length. 1:4 feel 
breadth. 46 feet deep and has two 
sets of quadruple expansion engines. 
The Aulania will have accommodation 
for 2.140 passengers. 520 second class 
cabin, and 1,620 third class. There 
are in all eight decks, six of which 
has been devoted to passenger accom­
modation.

LONDON, June 9. 
The Right Hon. George Wyndham 

died to-day in Paris.

BUDAPEST, June 9.
A new Cabinet was formed to-day 

by Count Stephen Ttsza, Speaker of 
the Hungarian House of Represen- 
tives.

LONDON, June 9.
In contrast to recent sittings, the 

House was crowded to-day, when 
Premier Asquith moved the seeond 
reading of the Home Rule Bill.

1 CUXHAVEN, June 9.
The British steamer Alleddale, 

while putting to sea yesterday, collid­
ed with the Hamburg fishing steamer 
Johann Heinrich, which was sunk. 
Four of the crew were saved, and six 
are missing, presumably drowned.

MONTREAL. June 9.
The Calrntorr reached port this 

morning after being in collision with 
an iceberg off the Newfoundland 
coast. The crash occurred last 
Thursday during a fog. She has a 
dent in her bow, with the glass of 
several port holes broken.

LONDON. June 9.
The Arsan squads of suffragettes set 

fire to the Club House at Hurst Park 
Race Course, last night. The dama­
ges was seventy thousand dollars.

LONDON. June 9.
The final sessions of the Balkan

HALIFAX. June 9. I 
In a fog the fislhng schooner 

Shamrock, front Newfoundland, bound 
here, with 1,100 barrels herring to .1. 
A. Farquhar, ran on the rocks at 
White Point, near Canso. She quick­
ly began to fill. Her crew of five 
Newfoundlanders took to the life 
boat and rowed ashore, and saved 
part of their belongings. The Canso 
lifeboat went to the wreck, and it is 
hoped she may be refloated. The 
Shamrock is 89 tons register.

WASHINGTON. June 9.
The weather in the mid-Atlantic 

and New England States, the Ohio 
Valley, and the Great Lakes region 
is the coldest ever recorded in June. 
The Gulf States alone have escaped, 
of territory east of the Rockies. A 
high barometric pressure of great 
magnitude is the official reason for 
the unseasonable drop. Frosts are 
reported from Vermont, Central New 
York, New England. Pennsylvania. 
Ohio, Michigan. Wisconsin; and are 
predicted to-night for the Great 
Lakes region. North Atlantic States, 
and the Mountain districts of the 
Middle Atlantic States.

LONDON. June 9.
All sorts of gossip surround the 

recent discovery of several cases of 
rifles at Belfast and Dublin. The 
Government's Intentions are still un­
known. It is now said that the seiz­
ure was entirely due to Customs offi­
cials» that the executive is not con­
cerned, and that the consignees mean 
to contest the legality of the seizure. 
Their names are not given. Every­
body mentioned as knowing some­
thing about the incident disclaims 
knowledge of it. The idea that the 
whole thing was an expensive joke 
is borne out by the Daily Chronicle, 
which says that the Belfast consign­
ment was practically useless, as 
some rifles were so antiquated that no 
existing cartridges would fit them.

LONDON, June 9.
British directors of the Peru Ama­

zon Company, of whom Sir John H. 
Lister Kaye, is the best known, as he 
was groom-in-waiting to King Ed­
ward, are held deserving of severe 
censure by the Commons Committee 
investigating the Putumayo Rubber 
atrocities. The report issued to-day, 
while absolving the directors from 
any personal acts for which they 
could be punished under the Slave 
Trade Acts or in connection with the 
cruelties which resulted In the deaths 
of so many natives, charges them 
with culpable negligence. The report 
says: “Directors who merely attend 
Board meetings and sign cheques 
cannot escape from their share of re­
sponsibility when gross abuses are 
revealed." The committee holds Ju­
lius Creaser, the “rubber king” and 
director, responsible for the atroci­
ties; and expresses the opinion that 
the Putumayo incidents form but a 
shocking Instance of conditions to be 
found over a wide area in South Am­
erica; adding that the laws againet 
slave-dealing need attention.
