~ Reminiscences.
Editor Evening Telegram:, -

ough to allow me space for the fol-
lowing:—After reading Mr. Shortis’s
account of the Musty Past and his re-
ference to thé trade carried on be-
tween Trinity, St. John’s and Poole
by Slade & Co., it brought to my mind
an old gentleman in his nineties I met
in Poolé a few -months ago, who told
me he had sailed out of Poole for
sixty years in brigs belonging to the
firm of Slade & Co.,* landing cargo
sometimes at St. John’s, and other
times at Trinity. The old gentleman
made reference to St. John’s being
more of a fishing station at that time
than he supposed it was nmow. If I
remember rightly, he said the name
of one brig was the Elizabeth. In my
going around I met another old gen-
tleman who was well versed in the
trade carried on between Poole and
Newfoundland. While at his home one
day he showed me a picture of an old
brig called the David, which he seem-
ed to prize very much. This old craft
was owned by Slade and Company,
and plied between Poole and New-
foundland. I was very much inter-
ested in Poole. It was here my father
received his education some ninety
years ago, and I was anxious to see
some of the things he used to tell me
about. My father told me some inter-
esting things about Christ Church and
its old cathedral and while there I
visited the cathedral and was shown
through the massive building by the
caretaker, .who told me he had a
brother in Fogo employed by the firm
of J. W. Hodge & Co., and wished to
be remembered to him if I chanced to
gsee him on my return to Newfound-
land. Christ Church Cathedral has a
funny history. Built on the banks of
the Rivers, Avon and Stour, in the
thirteenth century, on a sité that a
Pagan temple stood for centuries be-
fore, the Priory Church as it is call-
ed, was to have been built on St.
Catherine’s Hill. Legend has it that
the stones to commence the building
that had been carried up the Hill in
the day were brought down in the
night by unknown hands and placed
on the present site where the church
now stands. Legend further runs that
while the building wae progressing
there was always one psrson more
working than came to be paid on pay
day. This was supposed to be the
great Master himself, so they decided
to call the building Christ Church,
and it is further said that when the
workmen placing one of the principal
beams in position it was found to be
too ‘short, but on the seturn of the
workmen the next day they found the
beam in position and long enough.
About three hundred years ago while
repairing the church, this beam was
removed, and was placed in one of
the galleries with one end extending

where my guide pointed it out to me.
The size of this beam is about five
feet square. 1 ascended to the roof
of the Cathedral where I had a good
view of the Channel and the Isle of
Wight in the distance. Before leav-
ing the Priory some curious epitaphs
can be seen. Inside the church is a
“Sally Williams died
of grief, on the 8th of April, 1836, age
70 years.”
In the churchyard are many curi-
osities; the most important is the one
called the puzzle epitaph which runs
as follows:—
We were not slayne, but ray’sd
Ray’sd not to life,
But to be buried twice,
By men of strife.
What rest could the living have
where the dead and none.
Agree amongst you,
where we ten are one
Hen Rodgers, died, April 12—1641.

365 Tons of Gold.

ONE TON MAKES 114240 SOVER-
EIGNS.

Altogether, the British Empire pro-
duces sixty per cent. of the world's
annual output. Last year it produc-
ed £50,350,600 worth of gold. It

'weighed 12,800,567 ounces, or about

365 tons. As gold mines work cm-

ltinually every day throughout the

year, the amount of gold won per day
is just about one ton.

One ton of gold, in accordance with
the English Mint standard, can be
coined into 114,240 sovereigns. A
sovereign weighs just a little over a
quarter of an ounce and contains
twenty-two parts pure gold and two
parts copper. A ton of gold can be
moulded into about sixty-five bars or
ingots, each weighing, in accordancea
with the retognized standard, 400
ounces, and valued at £1,000.

Gold is throughout the world the
standard of currency, and in conse-
quence its value never alters. It i3

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THE WILL OF THE PEOPLE

__PREVAILS.

The sovereign will of a free people firm and unanimous in de-
manding their rights from the Legislature of this dominion, has
resulted, in a victory for the popular forces. Democracy has once
more triumphed. Its protest has been heard, noted and acceded
to by the Government. The withdrawal of their election Bill has
proven that fear of the popular verdict inspired the Right Honor-
able the Prime Minister to make the announcement of the post-
ponement of the arranged election. The action of a prominent
member of the Executive also contributed toward precipitating
the crisis, and the relations between the two Govermment groups
are now strained to the breaking point. The asseverations of the
Premier, in making known ‘the decision arrived at in a party meet-
ing held yesterday afternoon, the House being adjourned until an
agreement could be reached; that the Government have manifest-
ed their honesty and fearlessness in putting off the election for
which every preparation had been made, will not be taken seri-
ously by the country. As a mattér of fact they have been com-
pelled to this course by events over which they had no control,

- and the hostile demonstrations of the people have forced their

hand and dictated the course which, very reluctantly, has been
adopted. Legislation will proceed as usual and the people will be
able to judge for themselves how their stewards have acquitted
themselves, and later render their verdict.

The significant silence of the Ad-
vocate following the flaring announce-
ment of Wednesday is portentous.

At the House.

(Yesterday.)

The House met at the usual hour,
but there was no business and that
hardy annual “the petition” had ceas-
ed to bloom. Much to the surprise of
the members (Opposition at least), the
Speaker announced an adjournment to
5.30. This gave rise to no little specu-
lation, but it sooh became apparent
that there was something unusual on,
little groups of Government members
engaging in whispered consultations
and low voiced debates. At 4.30 all
the rank and file on the Government
side were summoned to the Speaker’s
room, when a general party meeting
took place, which it is rumoured de-
veloped into a high old.time and al-
most a free fight. The question at
issue was whether the F. P. U. presi-
dent should be the dictator, which
position he has attempted to assume,
or whether the Government should be
the dominant power. The matter was
threshed out very stormily but event-
ually it was agreed that the Premier
should make a declaration that the
proposed election would not be held
and legislation providing for a fur-
ther extension be introduced. ., This
was not in accord with the wishes of
the dictator, who however had to give
assent and a patched up truce was
arranged.

On the House assembling at 6.30
the Prime Minister in announcing the
decision stated that the Election Bill,
which had gone to Upper House and
there slightly amended, would we-
main so as to do away with the ex-
pense of taking a new list of voters,
it being the Government’s intention
to hold an election on the old list.
He said the Government had been
charged with attempting to steal ‘the
election because of the fear of letting
the country know what they had done
during the past year. To prove their
konesty and their fearlessness of
criticism, they had decided to go on
with the business of the country and
hold a regular session, and he court-
ed a full enquiry into the work of the
Government. The election would
therefore not be held till the Fall, and
a Bill would be introduced extending
the life of Parliament, so that if any-
thing arose in connection with the
Peace Conference, that necessitated
immediate action, which he did not
anticipate, a special session would be
called. The Bill, however, would
specially call for an election next Fal_l.

This action of the Government had:

not been forced by pressure of the
Opposition or from outside and was
purely voluntary, "anfhe had no doubt

that when they appealed to the coun-
try in the Fall they would receive the
endorsement of the country.

Mr. Currie expressed surprise at
the remarkable volte face of the Gov-
ernment, who only a few days ago
were grimly determined that the elec-
tion would be held early in May at all
costs. If this change had not been
due to pressure by the Opposition, he
had no doubt it was due to other pres-
sure which would become apparent
in a day or two. The postponement
of the election would not materially
affect the Opposition so far as the
country was concerned, for whether
it was -held- in the Fall or a month
hence, the result would be the same,
and it would not be so-fovourable to
Government as the Prime Minister
professed to think.

With the unanimous consent of the
House the Extension Bill was then in-
troduced and read a first time, and
will be read a second time to-day.

Before adjournment, Mr. Walsh read |

a telegram which he had received
from Placentia, stating that about
eighty passengers were held there
waiting to get west, and asking that
the Ethie, which was now at ‘that
port, take them home. He asked the
Colonial Secretary to communicate
with the Reids and see if the request
could be granted.

The House adjoured at 7 o’clock
until the usual hour this afternoon.

A New Source
of Food Supply.

It has recently been discovered that
the eggs of dog fish are as good for
eating purposes as hens’ eggs. Those
of the larger varieties of dog fish are
quite as large as ordinary hens’ eggs.

The empty shells or cases of these
eggs may sometimes be picked up on
the seashore. They are squarish
flaps of leathery stuff, with the egg
in the centre.

Turtle eggs are largely eaten 1n
all hot countries. You find them on
almost any sandy beach between lat-
itudes 25 north and 25 south.

The turtles come out of the sea,
scrape a hole in the sand, lay their
eggs and cover them up. A hundred
and fifty are often found in one nest.

Thesg:eggs: are.about the size of
hens’eggs, ‘covered with a white,
parchiment-like shell, and, if fresh, of
excellent, flavour. They make capital
omelettes, or can be fried or used for
cooking, but they will not boil. That
is to, say, the white will not set as
does that of a bird’s egg.

The fresh water turtle also lays
edible eggs. There are. both hard-
shell and soft-shell turtles in the
lakes of Florida and Louisiana; also
in South American rivers, such as ‘he
Orinoco.

The turtle living in the Orinoco lays
eggs which are extraordinarily rich in
oil. The Indians in British Guiana
collect twenty-five millions yearly for
making oil. b

Thé eggs of many sea birds are ex-
cellent eating. The pest of the lot
is said to be that of the “murre,” a
bird which is very common on the
Labrador coast.

The Indians of the Florida Ever-
glades eat the eggs of the alligator.
But these have such a strong musky
flavor that white men canmot touch
them.

pity that men capable of the work did
not come forward to put politics into
a higher sphere.

Whiteway and stated that it was due
to certain sections of the press that
men did not engage in public life.

Hon. Mr. McNamara called the at-
tention of the House to the high
freights, citing the excessive charges
on hay and coal, at $20.00 and $6.00
per ton, respectively, and stated that
a re-adjustment of the tariff was
necessary.

Hon. Mr. Templeman also took up
the question of freights. Freights on
fish shipments to Europe, as charged
the exporters, were matters for seri-
ous consideration. The high freights
had a probable lasting effect of Kkill-
ing the export of Newfoundland fish
to the markets they had held for
years. In the case of shipments to
Greece by the S. S. Hscasoni, there
had been a rush to get the fish aboard,
and crowd the markets—not intention-
ally,-but-simply in the desire to get
the fish abroad. The freight demand-
ed and paid was $14.00 and $16.00 a
quintal. The charge was simply a
matter of highway robbery; and there
was no other reason for shipping the
fish, which crowded the markets, ex-
cept a desire on the part of the share-
holders of the Escasoni to grow rich
at the sacrifice of the fish shippers.
It was a case of downright stealing.
St.~John’s shippers might think they
knew it all, but they had a lot to
learn. The city merchants did not
have to bear the burden of supplying
the small fishermen; they supplied
the outport planter mostly and were
generally assured of their returns,
but suppliers (like Mr. T.) who were
called upon to attend to the “small”
man, were bound to get caught all
the time. As regards the Food Con-
trol Board, he looked upon that
combination as a joke. He cited cases
of getting supplies of molasses last
yvear, where one was obliged to swear
to a document a “mile” long before
the supplier could get three pun-
cheons, and then told of a case where
one party got as many puncheons as
he demanded without swearing at all,
and had enough to go around and to
spare. The personnel of the Board
of Food Control was not as it should
be. There were men on it who did
not know the weight of a barrel of
pork. One member was used to sell-
ing laces and women’s skirts, and
such like, and not knowing how to
sell them properly had to give it up.
The whole trouble was that with high
freights and charges our fish was be-
ing placed in well held markets at
$40.00 a quintal, and put out of the
reach of the regular consumer. And
altogether with this, England had
dumped 180,000 quintals of Iceland
fish on the market without a consid-
eration of Newfoundland, which res-
dered our position worse than ever.

Hon. John Anderson then referred
to his own previous criticism saying
it was justifiable, and he seized tne
opportunity tc again censure the Hon.
President and the editor of the Herald
for his remarks in that paper espec-
ially on Mr. Ayre, pointing outthatthe
honours which had gone to the Presi-
dent and others of Newfoundland were
chiefly awarded by reason of the
blood of the soldiers poured out on
the fields of battle. He also spoke of
the Housing problem and the disre-
spect which the Government showed
while trying to remedy the pressnt
conditions of the people. He stated
that in St. John’s there were 2,500
houses in which 12,000 people were
living without water or sewerage fac-
ilities, and nothing had been done.

ernment trying to get an early elec-
tion was but a play to get a new lease
of power.

Hon. Mr. Anderson -did not consid-
er it was important what time the
Minister of Finance got to New York
so far as lifting the maturity bonds
were concerned. It was only a mat-
ter of getting the money. This could
be floated either in Newfoundland or
in Montreal, and it was only a matter
of transferring the amount to New
York to reduce the note.

Hon. Mr. Ellis said it was arranged
that the Minister of Finance would
get to New York at the right time, the
Government had arranged for this
provision.

Hon. Mr. Anderson desired to know
if his presence in New York was to
redeem the loan due, or place a new
one.

Hon. Mr. Ellis explained that it
was to raise a new loan to redeem
the bonds now due, and look for a
further loan of four or five millions.
About nine or ten millions were re-
quired by the Government.

Hon. Mr. Anderson would 1like to
know if Hon. Mr. Ellis knew what he
was talking about. He was sure the
Government did not worry here nor
there about a million. He would like
full information in the matter.

Hon. Mr. Ellis suggested he had
better seek it from the Minister of
Finance.

Hon. Mr. Anderson—You are the
mouthpiece of the Minister of Fin-
ance, and should come here fully in-
formed.

Hon. Mr. Ellis—I am not here to
be joked with or fooled with. Your
sarcasism about a million being
here nor there is not called for.

Hon. Mr. Anderson—You have been
parading in and out to the Govern-
ment since the House opened, 'getting
information. You better go back now
and get the information I am asking
for.

Hon. Mr. Ellis—Patience will soon
cease to be a virtue and you will pro-
bably get treated in a manner you
will not like.

Hon. Mr. Andesron—All bosh, Sir.

Hons. Messrs. Squires, Gibbs and
Goodridge contributed further to the
debate, which closed at 6 <o’clock,
when the Bill passed without amend-
ment.
