‘George Cadbury.

The Ideal Employer --- No Strikes
at Bournville.

“Not for the glory of God but the be-
nefit of the shareholders,” was the
blatantly cynical business slogan of a
now famous witness before the Cost
of Living Commission when charged
with making undue profits.

But subsequent witnesses put him
completely in the shade. His profits
were admittedly small compared with
those of the firms they directed.

In such times it is refreshing to re-
call the business career and poliey of
Mr. George Cadbury, chairman of dir-
ectors of Cadbury Bros., Ltd, of
Bournville, England, the world re-
nowned cocoa and chocolate manu-
faeturers. Certain it is that if all big
businesses were conducted on his lines
the present strained relations and even
bitter antagonism between labor and
capital would not be manifest. George

- Cadbury is now eighty years of age.
It is sixty-five years since he entered
his father’s business. At that time it
was steadily losing money owing to
the father's zeal for public service to

the neglict of his business. At the age

of nineteen, in company with his bro-

ther Richard, four years his senior,’

George Cadbury took over the manage-
ment of the-concern, at that time em-
ploying twelve ~workpeople. At the
present time it has a pay roll of 3,500.
1 went to school in the old building
which formerly housed the concern,
but which had been converted into an

~

improvised teachnical school. It has

long since been superseded by a mod-

ern palatial structure with up-to-date
equipment. Over 30 years ago Mr. Cad-
bury’s humanitarian spirit led him to
transfer his business to Bournville, a
pretty suburb of Brimingham.

He felt that healthier conditions
could be provided for his staff, though
the move was strongly discouraged by
his friends. Visitors to the place have
seen the beautiful cricket ground, two
football flelds, open-air swimming
baths, recreation rooms and institu-
tes for lads and girls. Competition for
employment with such a concern is
very keen and strikes are unknown.

Years ago Mr. Richard Cadbury died
while on a visit to Jerusalem, so that
the sole direction has long been in the
hands of George Cadbury. A five-min-
utes religious service, usually con-
ducted by the head of the firm “begins
each day, and is attended alternately
by men and womén'employes. Religi-
ously, Mr. Carbury belongs to ‘the
Friends,” more popularly known as
Quakers. For over half a century he
has been the moving spirit in the Adult
School movement, personally -attend-
ing every Sunday morning at 7.30 and

‘conducting the proceedings of one of

the principal branches in Birmingham.
To do this he-cycles several miles
from his home at Northfield. *

IMPOSSIBLE.

Britain in Persia.

The agreement recently made
between the Britjsh and Persian
Governments is one which has
given rise to many internation-
al heartburnings and jealousies,
the press of other countries de-
claring that the Imperial au-
thorities liave gone in for more
aggrandizement at the expense
of the Shah and his kingdom,
and with an ultimate possibility
of making Persia into another
British - protectorate. “Land
grabber” is a charge hurled at
Great Britain by hostile obser-
vers of her pact with the Per-
sian administration, and harsh
eriticism of the agreement have
been indulged in by the major-
ity of French journalists.

* % * % * %

Apart from the minor details
of the new Anglo-Persian
treaty, the main points are but
two: Britain lends Persia Brit-
ish army officers to reorganize
her forces and establish order,
and conjointly with the Indian
Government, advances to Per-
sia the sum of two million
pounds, which loan is secured
on the Persian customs. In
addition Britain promises to
support certain of Persia’s
claims for reparation by Tur-
key and Germany against dam-
ages done by these countries
during the war, and also ‘agrees
to uphold the rectification of
the Persian frontier. There is
nothing to foreshadow British
aggrandizement and control in
Persia, because of the text of
this treaty. 2

* %

But it is natural that where
agsistance is given, some return
has to be made or some conces-
sions granted., That is a busi-
ness proposition. Therefore the
British Government secures the
co-operation of the Persian au-
thorities for the encouragement
of Anglo-Persian enterprises
and for the greater develop-
ment of the natural resources
(which are many) of that eoun-
try. Persia abounds with saline
lakes, which ean easily be turn-
ed into valuable commercial
propositions. The soil is very
fertile producing an immense
variety of crops, the chief culti-
vated products being wheat,
barley and other cereals, cotton,
sugar and rice, and in many
sections tobacco. The Caspian
Province rivers teem with fish,
especially the sturgeon, great
quantities of which are caught,
cured and exported to Russia.
Minerals exist plentifully, chief-
ly iron, copper, lead, antimony,
coal, sulphur and naphtha.

All these Persian produets
are vitally necessary to Britain,
if she is to /take her former
place among the great manu-
facturing nations of the world,
and consequently the new treaty
gives the Empire a priority over
all other countries in developing
and increasing the output of
Persia’s raw material, and it is
this decided advantage which
has been secured by agreement

All we want to. do
is to give Persia expert assist-
ance and financial aid which
will enable her to carve out her
own fortunes as an independent
and. still living country.” . Inci-
dentally it may be added that
British industries will derive-a
vast benefit from the available
material which Persia will be
able to furnish and manufac-
tures will receive a filip from
the advantages which such a
source of supply commands.

Government Resigns

There. was a meeting of the
Governor-in-Council at Govern-
ment House this morning, at 11
o'clock, at the conclusion of
which Sir Michael Cashin, Prime
Minister, tendered his resigna-
tion, which carries with it the
resignation of the Government.
His Excellency the Governor
asked the Ministers to retain
their seats and offices until a
new Administration had been
formed, which 'they consented
to do. The resignation of Hon.
Sir P. T. McGrath, K.B.E,, as
President of the Legislative
Council, and Chairman of the
Board of Pension Commission-
ers was tendered and accepted.
Upon the request of the Gover-
nor, Sir Michael recommended
that R..A. Squires, Esq.,, K.C,
Leader of the Opposition, should
be requested to form a new
Ministry. The Ministers there-
upon bade His Excellency an
official good-bye.

Chinese Metal Type.

England and the United States share
the distinction of owning the oldest
set of metal type bearing Chinese
figures in the world, a part of the set
being in one country and a part in the
other; and a recent description goes
back into the ancient history of that
much-talked-about country, Korea, for
there it was, at least as long ago as
1403, that separate types of metal were
invented. In that early time the type
was set in a bed of beeswax, the sur-
face was covered with ink, a sheet of
paper laid across the upturned faces
of the characters, and the printing
dens by brushing the paper lightly
with a cloth.

CANT LAND THESE.

There may be some who class with
fishermen’s yarns the story of the diver
at Tobermory, who was recently at-
tacked by a 15-foot conger. There is
no reason for doing so. Congers grow
to a gigantic size and eels of all sorts
are ugly customera.

Some years ago a giant conger was
caught in shallow water off the beach
at Snettisham in Norfolk. It measur-
ed 8 feet 8 inches in length, and weigh-
ed 148 1b. Such a brute, if caught on
a line and drawn into a boat, would
be a most dangerous capture. Congers
half that size have been known to bite
a man’s hand in two and to have driv-
en their teeth through the blade of an
oar.

In 1913 Kakanamsku, the champion
Olympic swimmer of Honolulu, was
attacked by a giant eel which dragged
him under water and held him there
for nearly two minutes. He escaped
at last, but at the cost of the first
finger of his right hand.

An eel, estimated to be 10 feet
long, swallowed the hook and despite
his struggles, he was dragged in and
drowned. His dead body was after-
wards found under the pier with the
line, now severed, still attached to
his wrist.

troubles. Trapesing after am itinerant
monarch, in order to get your election
confirmed, must have been particular-
ly trying in days when there were no
roads to speak of and plenty of rob-
‘bers. Indeed, it became so harassing
that in 1267, Henry the third of that
name, being king in England, and
Roger Bacon just completing. . the
“Opus Majus,” the Corporafion . ins
duced to King to forego the ceremony
of personal presentation, and to.dele-
gate the interview to the Lord Chan-

chequer. The Barons of the Court of
Pxchequer are no moro. Their pic-
turesque robes vanished from the
bench about the 'time the judges
trekked from Westminister to their
new home in the Strand; and so,
when the gilded coach rumbles down
Fleet Street, and passes under the
great archway into the Courts, it is the
Lord Chancellor, in his black and gold
gown, who welcomes the new Mayor,
as the representative of the King, and
the embodiment of the law. For as

Stone was the great milliarium which
the Romans set up from which to
measure their roads out of London.
You may see all that is left of it to-
day tucked into a niche in the wall
of St. Swithin's Church, in Cannon
Street.

RENCE.

The Peace Conference, which at
the outset presented a formidable
assemblage of diplomatists and states-
men, has now dwindled to a commit-
tes of three. A further evidence that
the conference is approaching the
end of its work is the decision to
appoint a Co-ordination Commission,
which will be the guiding body for
the twelve or more major commis-
sions charged with carrying out the
provisions of the Treaty with Ger-
many.

IS IT JUST?

(By J. R. SMALLWOOD, of the Telegram Reportorial Stafh)

That quutlon, {n my sincere opin-
fon, cannot be rightly answered by
twenty people in Newfoundland., “An-
swers” may be forthcoming in num-
bers; but, as no one can formulate a
reliable opinion on any question,
much less that of Russia, unless he has
the facts, all the facts and pothing but
the facts at his conscious disposal, &
logical answer cannot be made. It is
no exaggeration to say that we in New-
foundland, as, indeed, it is with the
people of the whole world, have not
the facts of this perplexing case. True
we have received countless newspaper
correspondents’ despatches from Rus-
sia; those, under grdinary circum-
stances, would mnot be reliable, and
under present circumstances they are
a thousand times more unreliable. In
the first place the despatches are sent
¥y newspaper men (mostly American)
and, although I would have nothing to

pay against the newspaper profession
in general, I will say that the corres-
pondents in Russia do not wire their
papers the facts, all the facts and no-
¢hing butg@he facts: In the first place,
they are not actually in that part of
Russia with which we are now con-
sa'ned, but all of them swarm around
3n the territory occupied by British
and other soldiers. Imagine a small
frontier town where a dozen, say,
newspaper men are billeted. Each re-
presents a great newspaper Or a
greater news agency. Their papers or
agencies expect a certain amount of
copy from them, and the more start-
ling and sensational it is the better
they are pleased and the better pay
the correspondent receives. The cor-
respondents do not disappoint
them. I would not either if I were
there. I would turn out the most sen-
sational, glaring and hair-raising
ptories that my brain was capable of
producing. I could do it here, without
going out of the country at all, and
my “despatches” would send cold
ghivers down your spine. All I would
have to do would be to look up the
history of Chinese torture and I would
have an accesible fountain of “Rus-
sian Horror” stories. There is also the
individual competition between the
correspondents, and we should mnot
wonder at the stories sent back -by
them.

Now, our only idea of conditions in'
Ryssia, with here and there an ex-
ception, has been gained from ' the
newspaper stories. That such are un-
reliable, it not actually ficti-
tious, will not be denide. It stands
to reason, therefore, that our concep-
tion of the Russian Revolution, the
Russian Debacle, the Russian Horror
and all of the others is all wrong, dis-
torted and unreliable.

You have been in Courts? I shall not

forget my first case, The lawyer for
the prosecution stated his case, ex-
amined his witnesses and made his
specch or delivered his argument, and
I mentally decided that it would be
nothing less that a six months' sen-
tence. Then the defense began and
ended, The prisoner was dismissed.

You see what I mean, A reliable op-
inion cannot be formed unless we
have all the facts and first hear both
sides of the story.

Then let us, for the while, dismiss
all former ideas and “opinions” of the
Russian question and treat it accord-
ing to the facts. At present we are
lamentably deficient in them and it is
hard to arrive at any conclusions
without them,

Before the late Revolution started
there was a big organization in Rus-
sia known as the Social Democratic
Party. This party, comprised of Trade
Unionists and Socialists, (the latter
being further advanced in ideas than
the former) took in all of the Russian
people, with the exception, of course,
of the bourgeoise or mnon-producing
classes. Now, the ambitions and as-
pirations of every man in that great
party were identical. They all believed
and still believe that land, mines, in-
dustries and all means of production
should be owned and controlled by all
of the people, instead of by a few capi-
talists. They were unanimous in this,
but differed in their opinions of how
their objective was to be reached.

The majority considered that the
best way was direct action or blood-
less revolution. The minority thought
that the better way was evolution.
They said that they should wait and
keep educating everybody up to the
ideals of the 8. D. P. The two wings
of the Party were known as “majori-
ties” and “minorities,” or, in the Rus-
sian language, Bolsheviks and Men-
sheviks, pronounced, respectively,
“Bul-sh-week,” and ““Men-sh-week,”
with the emphasis in each case on
the firét and last syllables.

The Bolshevik Wing, having arrived
at the conclusion, immediately began
their work, organized and in a short
time had the great land in a bloodless
revolution. They set up a popular
government, appointed ministers of
different departments and abolished
private property, appropriating all
lands avd industries to the state. In
every village, town and city local
councils were formed, and those,
known as Soviets, appointed their dir-
ect representatives to Government.
This, of course, made it a Soviet Gov-
erment.

As soon as the Revolution got under
way the Mensheviks or most of them
joined with the Bolshevik Wing and
are with that wing to-day. The only

Another
had seen him thrown down an old
well and still another had seen him
exiled to Siberia, Dozens of similar
ones have been published. Trotsky and
Lenine have been captured and shot
about fifty times and still the game
goes merrily on,

Now, I am not attempting a defense
of Bolshevism. I do not persume to de-
fend Trotsky or Lenine. My \pbject is
to lay before the reader a few facts
not widely known. I would like to
counteract the strange idea that the
Russians are a nation of cut-throats
and murderers. That some unfortunate
killings did take place in the Revolu-
tion I am prepared to admit. In a coun-
try like Russia, where the people had
been ground down in the dust and suf-
fered the agony and misery of the
iron-heel of desporism scrunching in-
to their faces, there were bound to be
some such incidents. All of the politi-
cal prisoners were released, and, as
there were among them a large num-
ber of Anarchists, the possibility of
killings was greater. But as for the
massacre and bloodshed and repine
and rape and murdering I am very
skeptical.

Lenine said: “Russia is pictured to
outsiders as a vast region wherein no
such thing as order or security is pos-
sible,” where the Bolsheviki hunt
down and murder all who are in dis-
agreement with them. We are pictured
as a mere minority holding the rest of
the population is check by a saturnalia
of crime and terriorism.

“Would that the plain people could
vigsit Russia and see for themselves
the things that have been accomplish-
ed by us in the short period that we
have been in control; if they could see
Petrograd and Moscow darkened at
night, from lack of fuel for lights, as
safe as the streets of Europe’s or Am-
erica’s best policed cities in broad day
light; if they could see people going
about their business in an orderly and
systematic manner, while at the same
time our Red Army is fighting grimly
and successfully on many fronts, they

clusion that all the news from Russia
was not warranted by the facts.”

He also said: “The great mistake
abroad is the belief that only a few in
Russia are determined to maintain the
Russian Federated Soviet Republic.
The truth is that only a few wish to
overthrow it.

These few, practically all bour-
geoisie, find that under Soviet Rule
they must perform useful work in or-
der to play any part in the govern-
ment of Russia, and their previous
mode of getting a living prevents them
seeing the beauty of such an arrange-
ment.”

We have all heard of Prince Kropo-
tkin, the great Russian writer and
economist.

Prince Kropotkin, perhaps the best
known of all living Russians among
Englishmen, a man of unquestionable
honour and public spirit, and imbued
with a scientific mind's sense of evid-
ence, has addressed a letter to George
Brandes, the well-known Danish liter-
ary critic and essayist, and it is re-
produced in L’'Humanite and the Man-
chester Guardian.

It gives us an honest picture of what
is happening in Russia while old age
compels its writer to devote himself
to the task of a book on ethics.

Prince Kropotkin went to Russia
after the fall of the Tsar's regime. On
various occasions he had been report-
ed imprisoned and persecuted by the
Bolsheviks.

He says in his letter: “Nevertheless,
I protest with all my strength against
any armed intervention of the Allies
in Russian affairs, Such an action
would result in an outburst of Rus-
sian jingoism. It would give us again
2 Jingo monarchy—the signs of which
are already looming—and, mark it
well, it would stir up amongst Rus-
sians in general an attitude hostile to
Western Europe, which could not but
have the most unfortunate consequ-
ences. The Americans have grasped
this already.

“People imagine, perhaps, that they
are supporting a Liberal Republican
party in Koltchak and Denikin. That
in itself is a mistake, Whatever the
personal intentions of these two mili-
tary leaders, the majority of those who
have gathered round them follow
quite different aims. They would inevi-
tably bring us back a monarch, reac-
tion, and a bath of blood.
