And Reminiscences

of a Pleasant Tour

L C. NORRIS.
CHAPTER XXXIV.

SIR OLIVER LODGE

Several important personages were
-on the move during  our “tour, and
their nameg were prominently before
the public.
Cardinal Mercier, in the Statée. Presi-
dent Wilson, and in the Army Gen-
eral Pershing; and, as if to complete
the list, there was the Prince of Wales.
To all these dignitaries the people did
their duty, and much could be written
upon what we saw and heard. In ad-
dition to these distinguished men
there was ome other person, and
though he did not have any official
standing, he seemed to have attracted
the people, and to have aroused a per-
sonal interest im his presence among
them. 3

This person was Sir Oliver Lodge,
the noted authority on present day
Spiritualism. T did not hear Sir Oliver
Lodge. The hall, in which he deliver-
ed his series of "lécturés,” wag not
large enough to accomodate the peo-
ple, and because of this only about
four thousand at a time could attend.
But Sir Oliver's lectures were report-
ed in the papers, and his photo was
also inserted, so that his views and
personality were well advertised, and
it is upon these reports that  this
chapter of my notes is based. As to
Sir Oliver himself, he is evidently a
kindly man, as he came across the
ocean to tell the people of America
not to be afraid of death; that all
was well, and that it was possible to
hold converse with those who had de-
parted this life; and that he himself
was able to converse with his son,
Raymond. Truly, this is of great in-
terest to the children of men; and no
doubt Sir Oliver was actuated by the
purest and highest motives, and he
meant to be a comfort to those, who
through the war had lost some of their
loved onmes.

But somehow the good man failed
to establish his claim in the minds of
the people, and when he had finished
his lectures, he had not givem them
anything new; nor had he thrown
any light upon the future, mor upon
the whereabouts of the dead. Per-
haps Sir Oliver thought he did; but if
the reports were correct, and - the
present criticisms of equally learned
men were correct, then he failed, and
very signally failed. But after all,
_what could Sir Oliver Lodge, or any
other man tell America about“the un-

Colour and the Cause.

ORIGIN OF. FAIOUS EIBLEHS.

The Bolehevlta like all other re-
volytionaries, ‘have “achieved victory
or defeat beneath the folds of an
orifiamme of red. In doing so they are
following the great tradition of Rus-
sia’s former allies on the other side
of the English Channel. In their great
Revolution of a century and a’ quar-
ter ago, which began with the execu-
tion of a king and ended with the en-
thronement of an -emperor, they
sanctified for ever an indissoluble tie
which binds the Red Banner and the
Revolutionaries.

The red, however, which is  the
Welsh national colour, has a very dif-
ferent origin and a much longer his-
tory. When the old Britons rallied in
the misty folds of the Welsh hills
against the Saxon invaders they
marched beneath a flag emblazoned
with a red dragon, “the dragon of the
great Pendragonship.” From then till
now red has been their colour, the
dragon their emblem. The Royal pur-
ple has an even longer histery than
the Welsh red; that takes us back on-
Iy to the Saxons; for the connection
between purple and Royalty we must
go back to the Emperors of Rome.

" THE *VARSITY BLUES.

They decreed that'this colour be
reserved for the use of themselves and
their consorts, and their lead was fol-
lowed throughout Western '+ Europe,
whilst in Japan it is not even allowed
in the colour schemes of their floral
decorations. The imperial Roman
sumptuary law turns up rather curi-
ously in the original charter of the
H.A.C., in which Henry VIII. granted
them the right to wear “any man’r of
Imbrowdery or any Cognisaunce ' of
Sylver . . . and any man'r of Sylks

London, July 19.—H. G. Hawker,
the airman and motorist, who has
earned the title of ‘t’he man who won't
be killed,” had a wonderful escape at
Brooklands while he was testing a 400
H.P. Sunbeam motor car. Travelling
at a terrific speed, it dashed off the
track, tearing a gap in the corrugated
iron fencing the size of a house. The
nose of the car was smashed but Mr.
Hawker cooly alighted, stood beside
his damaged car, and invited the pho-
tographers to “snap” him.
In the afternoon he won a race at

991, miles an hour.

Mr. Hawker can now count more
thrilling escapes .than almost any
other man. Here are some of his ad-
ventures:

August 1913. When he made his
gallant attempt to win The Daily Mail
“Round Brijtain” Flight prize he met
with an accident in alighting off Dub-
lin.

October 8, 1913. While flying at
Brooklands a sudden gust of wind
caused him to crash, and he was taken
to hospital.

March 8, 1914. Fell again while fly-
ing at Albury, South Wales, escaping
without injury.

June 27, 1914. Fell into the trees
at Brooklands from a height of 500
feet while looping the loop. Unhurt;
machine smashed.

Feb. 27, 1916. At Brooklands the
cow! of his engine blew off in mid-air.
Again unhurt; machine damaged.

May 18, 1919. Mr. Hawker's fam-
ous rescue, with Lt. Com. Mackenzie
Grieve from the Atlantic, while mak-
ing the flight for the Dail Mail £10,-
000 prize. From the moment the ma-
chine passed over the coastline no
news was heard till seven days later,
when a Danish steamer reported their
rescue.

Patrick’s people, and, after greetings
had been extended, he was driven to
Sacred Heart glebe house, where he
will be a guest during his stay in the
city. The reception committee was
made up of A. K. Libbus, H. Joseph,
Louis Maroun and Thomas Maroun.

On Sunday evening His Grace will
be the guest of honor at a reception
in the Lyceum.

Adrift For 10 Days.

SYDNEY, July 19.—After drifting
about Cabot Strait for ten days and
ten nights in a leaky launch with
practically nothing to eat, Captain
Sam Suaine and his crew of two, have
been landed at North Sydney by the
coasting steamer Stella Maris, which
took them off St. Pul’s Island two days
ago.

Two weeks ago they bought a ten-ton
launch at Glace Bay and started to
sail -it to Carbonear, Newfoundland,
where they plan to operate a ferry
between Carbonear and Belle Island.
The.route they proposed was to follow

North, then to Part aux Basques, then'|
down the coast to St. John's. Off|
Ingonish the launch then commenced
to leak but was patched up and voy-
age continued. In sight of St. Paul's
Island, the engines broke down and
the sails were blown to tatters.

First, But Lost Race.

Sandy Hook, July 21 —American
chtsmen who followed t,he trim !

The crews on both boats—35 on Re-
solute and 40 on Shamrock IV., includ-
ing skippers and observers—had an
easy time of it on the home stretch
with no sails to shift and they crouch-
ed aft apparently "pulling"' for t.hair
sloops to win.

When they had crossed the finish,
both yacht® hoisted the “C”.fag- that
indicated unwillingness to race to-
morrow and it was announced the
next start would be Friday. Later, it
was announced, Shamrock was to be
placed in drydock to-morrow,
sumably for cleaning and polishing
of her hull.

Start of the Race.

The regatta committée  waited an
hour -for the: hreeze; andt then finding
that the faint air from a little ‘south
of west gave promise of increasing
later. in the day, set signals for a
fifteen-mile- beat to-a point 13 miles
off the Jersey coast at Asbury Park.
The struggle for place at the start
was not as exciting® as usual, for
Captain Adams  seemingly allowed
Shamrock to gain the Wweather berth
and made no effort f;o “work " hls boat
out of the leeward poﬂi&m

The two yachts crossed the line cn
the starboard tack with Shamro-k
leading by 19 seconds. Captain Burton
tacked immediately 6 port and head-
ed for the shore. Resolute followed
leisurely, and the yachts had not sail-
ed ten minutes when it was seen that
the defender was up to her old tricks
of beating out to ' windward, leaving
Shamrock to outfoot her but drop
away.

For the first hour Shamrock seemed
to be making more by_footing faster
than she was losing by falling off to
leeward, and at 2 o’clock it looked as
if she might cross Resolute if she
tacked off-shore. However, Shamrock
held in-shore until she was almost in
shoal water. When she tacked it was
seen at once that she had no chance

 to weather Resolute.

in irons. But Captain Adams was not
-to'be caught napping. In fact, Reso-
i lute gained a few hundred yards by
these fake tacks of Shamrock.

| The yachts' made morer‘tha.n 20
tacks between the Highlands and

Long Beach, all of them within two |

miles of the beach, still Shamrock
~could not gain the weatlier -berth.

| Finally Resolute Tefused % con-
tinue the short hitches and stood for
'the mark on a long six~-mile board
off-shore. Shamrock soon followed,
and for more than half an hour, the
yachts ploughed through the waves,
for the breeze increased to nearly 12
knots and at times knocked the boats
down until the water was rushing over
the lee rails.

The last mile was made with slight-
ly started sheets and on this point of
sailing Shamrock proved herself. a
trifle faster than Resolute. In faect,
the last mile was quite significant in
view of the fact that the next race
will be over a triangular course with
two legs on broad reaches.

If Shamrock can out-reach Resoluie
in the two ten-mile legs on Friday by
eight or ten minutes she may make
up for the loss of a mimute or two
in the ten-mile beat to windward,
which would give her the third and
deciding race. The last mile, there-
fore, on the windward leg to-day,
which:was in the nature of a reach,
caused consixierable discussion among
the experts.

Resolute rusheed around the mark
in a very narrow circle and had bhcr
spinnaker blossoming out one minute
and thirty-five seconds later. Sham-
rock made a wider turn and took half
a minute in putting her spinnaker.

Shamreck Cut Dewn Lead.

It was a straight-away slide down
te-the finish, with Shamrock getting
the:better wind astern, the breeze soft-
ening as the yachts ran along. Half
way to the finish Shamrock had cat
Resolute’s: lead in half. Three miles
from the line it had been brought to
200 yards, and half a mile from the
lightship the two yachts were sailing
side by side.

The Shamrock passed Resolute to
leeward and soon slipped out ahead
and dashed for the line, reaching it
19 seconds before the white boat. As
this race was exactly her lead at the
start, the two yachts were found to be
on even terms, boat for boat, for the
first time in the history of cup races.

Resolute, with her time allowance,
7 minutes and 1 second, used it to win
by that margin, so the series to-night
stands 2 to 1.in favor of Shamrock.

As the yachte crossed the line, the
committee asked their skippers
whether they wished tc race to-mor-
row and both replied in the negative.

London Elated.

LONDON, July 21.—Shamrock’s suc-
aess in obtaining two legs on the
America’s cup comes as a cheerirg
surprise to most people here. Sir
Thomas Lfpton’s past failures hav-
ing inclined the public to believe
there was little or ne chance for the
cup ever to be seen in England. It
is recalled that experts“here after
the last defeat proclaimed the vir-
tual impossibility -of  -any E_nglish
yacht winning under 'the - stringem
regulations imposed by the deed of
gift. While it is: realized that the
trophy by noi:means is yet won, yes-
terday’s result encouraged much hope.

The morning newspapers displayed
promniently the reports of the race,
but the result was received too late
for much comment.

The Daily Telegraph thinks the vic-
tory all the more remarkable “be-
cause the Resolute showed superior
to anything ever sailed in .American
waters and because the weather was
of the type which wrecked the for-
tunes of every previous challenger.”

‘Nfild. Yacht Club.

" On Saturday a Telegram represen-
ative visited . the yacht “Josephine”

d was shown over the craft by the
‘owner, Mr. Geo. R. Parsons. The
“Josephine” is a boat of 100 tons, pro-
pelled by a six cylinder gasoline en-
ging, with a speed of 16 knots. She re-
quires a crew of six for cruising night
and day, but three men can run her
perfectly. - The deck is'a spaaious one,
and in hot weather is covered with
an awning. On deck she carries three
power-boats, one a speed-boat, capable
of doing 25 knots per hour, the other
two doimg 10 and twelve respectively.
On the bridge is situated the wheel,
compass, engine-room, controls, etc.,
and last, but not. least, a powerful
arc searchlight for use in navigating
through locks, or canals and for dock-
ing at night.

The dining saloon is on deck and
has seating room for twelve, the Whole
beimg nicely furnished in mahogany
and well lighted by electricity. Acces-
sible by a small companionway under-
neath the saloon is the galley and
crews quarters. The furnishings even
in the latter are of mahogany. Abaft
the bridge is another companionway
leading to the sleeping cabins. Th2
owners’ apartment is roomy enough
for four and is furnished the same
way as the dining saloon. On the
oppisite side are the ladies and gen-
tlemens cabins. These are nearly the
same as the owners’ and also hold
four. Aft of the cabins is the engine
room containing the engine with its
compressed air, self-starter, main
switchboard and dynamo. The yacht
is built throughout of oak and is cop-
per-riveted. = Everything except the
engine is electrically including a
switch. Capt. Andrews and Mr. Par-
sons brought the yacht from Philadel-
phia, stopping at Bridgeport and Hali-
fax, The trip was accomplished in 11
days, despite the fact that from Hali-
fax to this port she encountered bad
weather and much fog.

Fraterning Enemies.

The battle of Tahairra, in which the
English and Spanish forces defeated
the French under Marshals Victor and
Jourdan, on July 27, 1809, was destin-
ed unfortunately to be fruitless, ow-
ing to the complete breakdown of the
Spanish co—operat.ion,' and the cam-
paign as the whole proved to be a
failure. But tactically it was success-
ful, and to the more thoughtful of
Napoleon’s generals must have seem-
ed ominous of trouble to come. Fur-
ther, it was remarkable for the first
display of that feeling of good fellow-
ship and confidence between the
French and English soldiery, which
marked throughout their relations in
the field in coming years. It happen-
ed that a small stream flowed through
part of the battlefield, separating the
combatants; and during a panic pro-

duced by heat and- the fatigue of the,

troops, both sides went to the banks

for water. The men approached each

other fearlessly, threw down their
muskets, and exchanged their brandy
flasks and wine-skins. For the time

being hostility was dorinant, and the

interval, also, was employed in re-
moving the wounded, who lay inter-
mingled on the hardly contested field,
each endeavouring to extricate and
carry off fallen friend and foé with-
out distinction. Thus they busied
themselves in perfect amity until the
bagles sounded and the drums beat

one “high B n_.uguq
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“to arms.” It was the signal to renew
the battle, and the opponents parted,
many of them with a shake of the hand
and an expression of cordiality. Before
very long they were meeting again at
the bayomet’s point in stern conflict.
But, indeed, 4 rough regard, rather
than rancour, characterised those
honourable enemies, so much so that
the terms of mutual respect and the
friendly intercourse maintained, when
possible, between the French and
English armies have been commented
upon by every writer on the Penin. ’
sula War.
