‘We read much in history of the dar-
ing and prowess of the hardy Nerse-
men. Frem time immemaorial they
have been-handed down to us as ex-
amples worthy of emulation. I, for
ome, feel very much inclined to ques-
tion their sole title to hardihood and
courage. To the careful student of
History, it is sometimes apparent that
the virtues of a people are often mag-
nified, whilst their faulis are almost
entirely overlooked.

{ bear in mind that for centuries the
halo of antiquity has been surround-
ing them, and they havé been accept-
ed without question as typifiyving all
that goes for greatness and courage.
They were,a hardy and fearless race
of men. The spirit of the pioneer wasg
strongly developed in their nature, but
I make bold to say that in their mest
sublime acts of adyenture and daring,
they fell short of' the Newfoundland
Sealer. In contrasting the bravery of
the two peoples, we must not lose sight
