> SITUATION.
Sir Michael was given a wonderful 

ovation and In a speech lasting nearly 
an hour and a half reviewed the ad­
ministration of the Squlrea-Coaker 
party since their election to office 
three years ago. Sir Michael after 
briefly referring to his term of office 
as Leader of the Opposition, brought 
hi* auditors back to the period pre­
ceding the last General Election 
when the Squires'Manifesto with Its 
glowing promises swayed the people.

went out of power, the people of 
Newfoundland were 'a happy and 
contented people, but It was ques­
tionable If we could get back to that 
condition again.

The public debt 
which in 1919 amounted to $38,000,-
