is importing thirty yairs of house spar-
rows this spring to keep down the in-
sects. Many others are doing the same
throughout the country, so that before
long, unless shot as other birds are, they
These efforts
are praiseworthy, but peshaps the spar-
rows will become too numerous ere long,
as they have already become in Austra-
lia, where they are destroying the grape
crop in some places, owing to their great
numbers.  Again, why should we go to
the expense of importing house sparrows
when we have so inany purely insectiv-
orous birds in this country, which, if pro-
perly protected, would serve our purpose
(except perhaps in large cities) equally
well, or better than the sparrow, and
would not be so destructive to fruits and
seeds. There is a law in force which
prohibits destroying the eggs, or. killing
any kind of insectivorous birds, and, in
fact, all kinds of birds, with a few excep-
tions, till after the first of August. Let
the prohibition be for a whole year, and

Progress of the Suez Canal.

Another step towards the completion
of this great enterprise has just been
taken. On the 18th ult., the waters of
the Medi were admitted into.the
Bitter Lakes with perfect success, in the
presence of the Viceroy of Egypt, and
numerous other invited guests. One of
the chief mechanical difficulties of the
undertaking has thus been surmounted,
and there can be little doubt that, in a
short time, the Canal will be open, at
lenst for vessels of a certain tonnage, the
entire length from Port Said to Suez.—
Those who have taken an interest in the
Canal may remember that in August,
1867, an official statement was made of
the condition and prospects of the works.
The completion of the Canal was fixed
for the latter part of the present year,
1869. The Canal had then attained its
full breadth of 100 metres from the
Mediterranean to Lake Timsah, and, it
was announced, would be at once con-
tinued onward to the place called Sera-
peum, and the Bitter Lakes. This part
of the promise has been duly fulfilled,
and already, in the spring of 1869, the
waters of the Mediterranean are flowing
into those lakes, or rather salt marshes,
which they will take many weeks to fill.
The remainder of the excavation does
not present any remarkable difficulty,
and we may therefore consider that the
work will be completed within a reason-
able time, wnd opened for the use of
shipping.

Mount Forest Correspondence.

The long and dreary winter is slowly
drawing to a close. 8till, much snow re-
mains, and sleighing is still tolerable on
the gide roads ; but it is to be regretted
that ere the face of nature changes from
its present sterile state, that the mortal
ity amongst the cattle willsbe fearful—
already many farmers have lost six or
more head of cattle.

But |
whilst the season is very destructive on
poor Crumey, it is most favorable for the
manufacture of maple sugar, and many
of our thrifty farmers are now busily em-
ployed at the hard but pleasant labor of
tapping the forest giants, and drawing
daily from their sides sugar at the rate of
100 pounds per day. This is not bad
considering the primitive appliances
used for the production of this domestic
luxury.
