Havana, Dec. 27.—The whole popula­

tion is in a state of unrest. The Span­
ish residents are fearful, and the Cubans 
eager to do something to show that they 
have gained their freedom.

Bands of Cubans freely enter the resi­
dences of Spaniards, caJl upon them to 
hoist the American and Cuban flags, and 
to shout “ Vive Cuba libre,” and terrify 
them with their machetes. A dozen 
such cases were reported to the Ameri­
can authorities to-day. In all instances 
American guards were sent to the 
houses invaded, but the Cubi us were iu^ 
variably gone when the patrol arrived, 
nor was there any such thin^r as catch­
ing the offenders.

No attention whatever is paid to the 
order against discharging of tire-crack­
ers, and pistols are tired in the streets 
continually. Three persons have been 
killed and 29 wounded, among the latter 
three women and two children, 
shooting has been for the most part in­
discriminate.

As General Ludlow was standing on 
the balcony of his hotel at dusk to-day, 
watching the scene on the plaza, a man 
waved a Cuban flag; another cried out, 
“An insult! an insult!” whereat the 
man who was waving the flag tired upon 
the objector.

A Spanish company that was retiring 
from Fort Principe was deliberately tired 
upon from a private residence. Lieut. 
Blount, an American officer, who was 
escorting the Spaniards, broke into the 
house, but the occupants fled to the ad­
joining roofs.

While Brigadier General Clous and 
Capt. Hart were returning from the pal­
ace to-day after an interview with. Cap­
tain General Castellanos, they met a mob 
of Cubans carrying flags and shouting. 
A minute or two later the crowd would 
have encountered a detachment of Span­
ish troops. The situation called for 
prompt action, and Capt. Hart leaped 
from the carriage, faced the mob and 
ordered everybody to go home immedi­
ately.

Sidney, Wash., Dec. 26.—The Connella 
trial came to an end early Christmas 
morning, resulting in a verdict of “not 
guilty.” It is the general impression that 
twelve ballots were taken by the jury be­
fore an agreement was reached.

In the charge to the jury Judge Reid 
said:

“If two men engage in fisticuffs and the 
one who commenced it is thrown down 
and his adversay ceases pommeling him 
with his fists and seizes a deadly weapon 
and threatens his life—the fact that the 
man on the ground commences the fisti­
cuff will not deprive him of the right to 
defend his life even to the taking of his 
adversary’s.

“But if the man who commenced the 
fisticuffs did so for the purpose of furnish­
ing a pretext to justify him in taking his 
adversary’» life, having a fixed design to. 
do so before commencing the assault, and 
with malice in his heart, then the homi­
cide would be murder, and the plea of 
self-defence would not avail.

“If you find that Connella assaulted Nel­
son by slapping his face or striking him. 
but that this was not done by reason of a 
fixed purpose to furnish himself pretext 
to murder him, but was done in heat or 
passion, and thereupon Nelson seized

Chani became notorious owing to his 
lawless proceedings in Epirus. He also 
inspired terror here by extorting money 
under threats of death. The officials of 
the foreign embassies have frequently 
demanded the punishment of Chani Bey, 
but always unsuccessfully.

Hafnz Pasha escaped and is still at 
large. The official press bureau prohib­
its any mention of the affair in the news­
papers. It appears, however, that Hafnz 
Pasha, after a slight altercation, placed 
the muzzle of a revolver close to the 
head of Chani Bey and fired, 
died after a few hours’ suffering.

Chani won the Sultan’s favor and pro­
motion by committing numerous crimes. 
He was sent to restore order in Epirus 
after the Greco-TurkisB war. At the 
head of 300 lawless companions he 
robbed, pillaged and murdered by whole­
sale, until he was summoned home, only 
to be promoted to colonelcy. Then he 
continued his iniquities here. He would 
enter a shop, draw a revolver and compel 
the owner to open the safe and give up 
the contents.

We got through the narrow straits at 
the southern end of the island by sun­
set, and dropped anchor as a gorgeous 
full moon rose. An early start next 
morning saw us drifting down the 
Straits of San Juan de Fnca on our 
homeward journey and if a strong breeze 
had sprung up it would have been pos­
sible to have made Victoria that even­
ing.

We were not sorry, however, as the 
scenery is so charming arid the passing 
glimpses of Friday Harbor and the 
ranches were^well worth a second visit.
That evening saw us safely anchored 
near Roche Harbor and glad we were, 
as it was blowing a gale outside. We 
now started on our return journey in 
earnest, hoping to make Victoria that 
evening, but the tide had turned when we 
were amidst the islands of Oak Bay, and 
it was impossible to- go against it with 
such a light wind, so we dropped anchor 
at Cadboro Bay and made an early start 
with the ebb tide next morning which 
took ns through Trial Island passage 
and there the strong breeze which was 
blowing increased in force and we had to 
tack against a very rough sea. All went 
well until trying to round Clover Point, 
but failing this we had to drop anchor 
in Ross Bay, and a very uncomfortable 
day we had, as she dragged her anchors 
and only held in the middle of the bay, 
where we pitched apd tossed until sunset, 
when the wind dropped, and we went 
along with the tide and reached 
moorings late at night

Life. The GrandSEALERS TO AMALGAMATE..
Resolution Passed at a Recent Meeting 

to Form a Joint Stock Company.

The sealers yesterday gave out for 
publication the resolution passed at the 
meeting on Thursday, which had been 
withheld from the public pending the 
receipt of telegrams from absentee own­
ers as to whether it met with their 
views. The resolution follows:

“That the sealing business be formed 
into a joint stock limited liability com­
pany with a capital of $650,000, to be 
known as the British Columbia Sealing 
Company, Limited Liability, and toat 
the necessary document» of incorpora­
tion be prepared and submitted for rati­
fication.”

There were abont 35 sealers present, 
representing most of the owners, and 
toe above resolution was unanimously 
adopted. It is, of course, subject to 
the finding of toe international 
sion now in session at Washington, for 
should it be decided that the United 
States should purchase all the schooners, 
there will be no private owners left to 
form a company.

This is not the first time that an ef­
fort has been made to amalgamate the 
sealing interests. Former efforts, how­
ever, failed for the want of unity among 
the owners. This difficulty, it is said, 
has now been overcome, and a large 
majority of the sealers now feel that if 
sealing is continued, their interests can 
be beet conserved by the formation, of 
a company of the kind proposed.

Mr. Sword Formally Takes the Field 
Against Resident Candiidàte.

Duncan, Dec. 24.—This was nomination 
day for the provincial bye-election. The 
candidates were, as already announced, Mr. 
William Bussell Kobertson, of Cowichan 
Station, opposition, and Colin Buchanan 
Sword, of Matsqui, government. Polling 
will take place on the 28th.

The Province, the organ of the Attorney- 
General in Vancouver, has the following 
unfriendly editorial article respecting the 
Premier’s nominee in Cowichan:

“The usual attempt to make political 
capital out of what the Province Jias to 
say regarding the candidature of Mr. Sword 
m Cowichan Is being made, and the usual 
policy of misrepresentation is being indulg­
ed in. Let us make the matter qu 
The Province did not like the ide 
Sword running, because Mr. Sword was 
a civil servant. It was subsequently an­
nul need that Mr. Sword has resigned his 
position before consenting to become a 
candidate, and the Province said it was 
glad of It, and hoped he would stay re­
signed in the event of his being defeat­ed.

“And In all seriousness the Province 
hopes that he will. In sohae other provinces 
of the confederation civil servants have 
resigned offices to contest elections only 
to step back Into It when the electors 
declared at the polls that they wished 
someone else to represent them. No one 
can justify such conduct. The Province 
trusts that there will be none of it in 
British Columbia, and will protest against 
rt as vigorously as possible If there is.

As the matter stands, there can be but 
one really forcible objection urged to Mr. 
Swords election in Cowichan, and that is 
that Premier Semlin has asked for it on 
the ground that it will be to the material 
interest of the electors of the riding to 
be represented by someone who has the 
ear of the government. Special pleading

IMPERIEUSE'S~SUCCESSOR.

Either the Warspite or the Terrible Will 
Be the Next Flagship.

A recent issue of the Naval Record 
contains the informàtion from the ad­
miralty that either H. M. S. Warspite, a 
sister ship to the Impérieuse and the for­
mer flagship on this station or H. M. S. 
Terrible, one of the two largest cruisers 
afloat, will be the next flagship on the 
Pacific station. The Imperieuse’s com­
mission expires early in March but it 
is said that she will leave Esquimalt 
next month, spending some time 
along the Southern coast before 
proceeding home. The only apparent 
obstacle to the sending of the Terrible to 
this statioin is that she is too large to 
enter the Esquimalt dry dock; she is an 
unarmored Cruiser, 14,000 tons and a 
sister ship to H. M. S. Powerful, the 
flagship of the Asiatic squadron. They 
are the two largest cruisers in the world 
and can steam 22 knots an hour. One 
advantage of having the Terrible on this 
station would be that in case of neces­
sity she could «soon .reach the Asiatic 
coast.

Fully 2,000 will come ont over the Ice, but 
there will not be any suffering, as the 
police and Arctic Express Company have 
established posts along the river, where 
men can spend the night and get provisions. 
There are not likely to be many going the 
other way, for the police have ordered 
that with the exception of men belonging 
In the country no one will be allowed to 
enter without at least *200 In cash and 600 
pounds of provisions, or 
200 pounds In provisions.

The list of disasters so far reported is 
also very small. The most sensational 
death Is that of Dominion Snrveÿor J. H. 
Caldenhead, on October 27. He fell through 
the Ice into the Klondike river near Dawson 
and was unable to pull himself ont. He 
slowly froze to death, with his head stick­
ing out of the water, his hands spread ont 
on the ice and some Important field notes 
thrown back from the hole. One drowning 
Is reported, but no name Is given.
