tion. From conversations which a Colo-
nist representative has held with mer-
chants and manufacturers in the city, it
is' clear that the changes are regarded
by those merchants in a very serious
light. The loss of business in the aggre-
gate will reach a considerable total, and
some individual losses will be very
heavy.

The amount of business done by the
na\_'al yard, and the vessels of the fleet
while they had their headquarters here,
may be better understood when it is
pointed out that H. M. §. Warspite,
to take one fiagship of recent times,
spent in Vietoria annually seventy thou-
sand pounds sterling, or $350,000. "this,
it must be remembered was the contri-
‘bution of one war vessel alone. What
the total for the squadron would be
during her stay maust-be left to con-
jecture, but a very fair estimate may
be formed from the foregoing figures.

But another point that should not be
overlooked is that the $350,000 men-
tioned was for what may be termed ne-
cessaries, staples, things actually requir-
ed for the daily provisioning of the ves-
sel. The omcers and crew must have
contributed in a very substantial mun-
ner to the city’s receipts through the
chapnels of entertainment, the purchase
of luxuries and so forth. In short, the
actual monetary loss to Victoria through
the effacement of the Pacific naval
station must run into many hundreds
of thousands of dollars.

Amother point mot to be overlooked is
the effect which the presence of the
naval vessels here had upon the tour-
ist traffic. Undoubtedly thousands of
American tourists visited Victoria with
no other object than to inspect those
ships of war, and, probably, compare
them with the vessels of their own navy.
§o that the departure of the squadron
has robbed Victoria of one of its most
attractive items for the tourist amnd
traveler. From remarks dropped by

120. men upon an average engaged, the
majority locally employed and not es-
tghhshment men, a total of upwards of
$240,000 was disbursed during the just
past twelvemonth in wages, salaries and
locally purchased supplies. The maxi-
mum number of the dockyard employees
may sateiy be piaced at two hundred—
and the average of the men upon the
ships has been reckoned at two thou-
sand. What is spent by the ships with
beef and bread contractors, etc., ete..
and distributed out of their earnings by
the men, may therefore fairly be estim-
ated at at the least ten times the dock-
yvard distribution, or move than two and
2 half millions of dollars annually. This
is of course altogether apart from con-
tingencies such as arose in the recent
repair of H. M. S. Flora; in connection
with which $12,000 was distributed
throngh the Messrs. Bullen. As anoth-
er chanee illnstration ofawhat the Navy

may be mentioned that since the depar-
ture of H. M. 8. Grafton, homeward
bound, a single Vietoria business house
(that of F. R. Stewart & Co.) received
a remittance of $1.600 ifor supplies sold
out of the flagship canteen after her sail-
ine from Esquimalt.

It would be impossible to estimate
even the direct financial loss to Vietoria
trade through the withdrawal of the
ships and the closing of the dockyard,

And in addition there is the equally
important if indirect loss through the de-
struetion of a most valuable tourist at-
traction—the loss which must fall pri-
marily upon the hotel proprietors, the
hackmen, the ear company, thé boatmen
and such others.

able Funds to Make

Every aw{ilable penny of capital that
the cannery men of the United States
Pacific coast canueries have at their
dxsposal in a direct salmon line is be-
ing used to prepare for the coming sea-
son. ..e various companies have all of,
their working capital called into.play
and the decision of the British Colum-
‘bia' Packers’ Association; operating the
combine 6f British Columbia canneries,
to issue an extra $100,000 in the form
of stock and the increase in capital of
the big “combine” is a direct result of
the heavy drain that is being assumed
to properly protect “canning operations
during 1905.

THE TUNNEL UP THE JUNGFRAU

Scientific American.

The bxggest tunnel in Europe is un-
doubtedly that of the new -Juungfrau
electric line which is to reach the sum-
mit of the mountains. According to re-
cent reports the tunnel, which is now in
construction, has passed the altitude of
8,000 metres (1.8 miles). As the'road is
entlrely underground after reaching the
altitude of 2,400 metres (1.04 miles) it
may be safely affirmed to be the highest
tunnel in Europe.

A UTOPIAN FAC’I‘ORY TOWN.

Garden City, Fnzland Is Planned to
Be an Idylhc Spot.

An industrial town unlike any other
in the world is about to rise near Lon-
don. It is to be called Garden City, be-
cause every* house will be surrounded
by a garden. Ebenezer Howard is the
projector of this Utopia' and he has,
after many years, induced rich philan-
thropists to form a stock company, and
furnish the large capital necessary to
begin work.

There is to be one family: to each
house, flats ahd two-family houses being
absolutely barred; the total population
is not to exceed 30,000 and a maximum
of oune-sixth of the town area is to be
given up to buildings. There are to he
factories, but .every window of these is
to be a window-garden. ‘Meat is to be
supplied direct from the surrounding
farms; each family is to grow *its own
vegetables on its own land; cows are to
be pastured in the town.and-each house
is to. be hygienic and pretty. Gatden
City is to be governed by a board of
managers and is to be managed stnctly
as & business enterprise. There is noth-
ing soeialistic about it and the residents
will ‘have little to say about the govern-
ment of the place.

Blame Lauifer
For Naval Change_

Feelng In'London That Canadian
Statesman Did Not Act
Patriotically.

Defence of Canada to Be no
-Longer Borpe by Home
Government,

London, Dec. 17.—Canada may thank
that heaven-born statesman and patriot,
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, for- the closing
down of the imperial dockyards at Es-
guimaltiand Halifax and the practical
abolition of the Pacifiec squadron, in
which the good people of British Colum-
bia were interested. Yes, thanks to his
vacillating policy at the time of the
coronation, the defence of Canada is to
be no longer borne by the home govern-
ment. When the premiers of the other
colonies come forward manly and intim-
ated to the convention what their coun-
itries were prepared to do, he pursued a
strictly non-committal pohcy and finklly
left the land of “foreigners” for France,
where he was evidently much more at
home. Sir Wilfrid got the chance of
Fhis life on the great subject of imperial
defence and failed to take advantage

The fine second class cruiser Chary-
bdis, Commodore , has been order-
ed home from the North American sta-
tion to pay off. The Charybdls, which
will mot be replaced on the station, went
there in 1899.

The reports showed
that the accuracy of the rifle was satis-
factory, and that the new ‘weapon was
superior to the service rifle in handiness,.
rapidity of loading and firing, but as:
the navy considered a cut-off was neces-
gary, this (with a piling swivel subse--
quently asked for) is fitted to all naval
rifles. From the reports received, the
small arms committee recommended the
rifle as suitable for umiversal use. They
were of opinion that' the ‘barleycorn™
should be adhered to, pending further
trials with the other patterns of fore-
sight and that the sight should be ad-
justable with open topped hood.

€.-P. R. Snowplow Causes Traln
Mishap With Fatal
Results

Portage la Prairie, Man., Dec. 20.—A
C. N. R. snowplow struck a defective
switch at Arizona, twelve miles west
of here and the caboose and. private
car of the superintendent of bridges
were derailed. The former had about
twenty men on board, and as it turned
over the stove upset and started a fire,
which consumed the car in ten minutes
and hall had narrow escapes of being
burned.

However all were rescued or escaped,
although the majority were injured.
Several were badly injured, including J.
B. Linklater, ‘who was crushed beneath
the 'wheels of the private.car so badly
that he died while en roude to Winni-
peg on a special train.

Others ‘injured are: N. Bigham, Por-
tage la Prairie, arm and legs broken;
J. Cockburn, arm broken and badly
burned; Mr. and Mrs. Lott, burned; W.
Linklater, crushed severely.

In
addition the stations ‘are bases for
fleets that will have very wide areas

which will be strengthened in view of
the development of naval power in
North Europe. All thede fleets will be
made homogeneous, and the commands
will furnish four cruiser squadrons of
great speed, with “a range area
stretching west to the American codst.
Sub-marine will be used for harbor de-
fence, and it is estimated that £50,000
a year will be saved by the reduction
of army defences for harbors.

NEW ZEALAND WANTS SALMON,

L. F. Aysomn, con‘mh'llone:‘ and chief in-
spector of fisherles of New Zealand, has
arrived at San Francisco for the purpose
f taking home with him 1,000,000 eggs of
300,000 ‘mon

“Spasmodie attempts have been made for
thirty years past,”” sald Mr. Ayson to the
San Francisco Chronicle, “to introduce
salmon ‘and other North American food
fish into the waters of New Zealand. Most
of the work kas been dome by what are
known as acclimatization socletles, and be-
cause the socleties were mnot experts in
handling the eggs and young fish, the re-
sults have been very unsatisfactory. We
have no salmon as yet, but as & result of

‘|the systematlc work which the New Zea-

lend government hag been doing since 1901,
we hope to have salmom before long.  We
Have now e salmon hatchery and rearing
station on one of the tributaries of what
is considered our best river for salmon
culture, and we are Imsporting from 300,000
to 500,000 salmon eggs from the  Unt

the American whitefish in our lakes, and I
have made arrangements to take back with
me to New Zealand abont 1,000,000 eggs of
the whitefish, in additfom to some 300,000
salmon eggs. :
“Although we have many excellent
streams: and Jakes -in New Zealand, it is a
fact, strange as it may seem, that when
settlers first went to that country there
were no fresh-water fish of any value to
be found in the islands. The English
brown trout has been successfu'ly intro-
duced, and has scattered throughout the
whole of the South island. The Eastern
brook trout and the rainbow trout have
also been introduced in the North island,
and the rainbow trout mas proved so vigor-
ous that it is a common ‘matter to take
fish of five to twenty pounds in the lakes |
and streams in the Auckland distpict. It
13 only three years since we started to
stock the streams with salmen, and it is
too early to determine whether our efforts .
will meet with success. 1 am confident
that if we persist in the work emn a large
scale we will have a plentiful supply of
salmon hefore long. We have been very
successful in shipping the eggs from here.
G. H. Lambson; superintendert of the
California hatcheries of the United States
fish commission, took the last shipment of
eggs from here to New Zealand, and they
were handled so successfully that there
was a loss of less than 1 per cemt. from
the time the eggs were packed gt the
hatehery on the MeCloud river unt® I wo-
packed them in New Zealand.”

SOME DEFECTS. O EbwUATION,

Sir,—Before the discussion on the sub-
ject of education closes, I would like to
refer Driefly to what might be termed the
defects of our educational system, for even
the nwst ardent friends of our public
schools are ready to . acknowledge that
there is yet wide room for improvement in
these.  Without wasting space with un-
neeessary preliminaries, let me say at the'

the gravest and most serieus defect in the
educationd]l system of this province Hes in
the existence of “that relic of an old-time
age—the ' examination evil.
stages in the school life of ‘our pupils, cer-
tain written examinations are set by the
education department,’ which the pupil ' is
expected to pass., These examinations
mold and dominate the entire school work
leading up to them. 'The teacher who pre-
pares and passes a large percentage of
pupils is commended by school boards,
parents and the public generally. Such
teachers get the best positions and the best
salaries. ' On the other hand, those teach-
ers whose pupils fail to pass are co red
as unsuccessful, and' they suffer all = she
consequences—social, financlal and . other-
wise—incident to such conditions. - Under
these circumétances, the teacher’ who
wishes to be regarded as successful must
(cne.;;‘e m:o be an educa!tor and become a
T, & preparer of examination wares
for the departmental market.. His pupils
have to be treated like gramophones, into
which a huge imass of facts have to be .
crammed, or like the chickens operated on |
at Hon. Sidney Fisher's chicken-fattening
establishments.

On tlie other hand, education is some-
thing entirely different from this. The
most successful educator is not the one who |
can cram the most information, useful or
otherwise, into a pupil’s head in a given
time. * Education consists In drawing out,
not in cramming in. * The human mind is!
& very complicated plece of machinery, and
that mind is the best trained which is best !
able to achleve desired results—in  other
words, which s best able to think, to|
reason, to understand, to know and to ex-i
press. ‘The trained mind has the abmtyi
to concentrate the power to observe, to
reason accurately and quickly, and to ex-
press concisely and readily. It is a manu-
facturing plant, well oiled and smooth-
roaning—not a storehouse. The best
teacher, therefore, is the one who produces
trained minds, not well-filled odes. If this:
is so, then it follows that the teacher who
passes the most pupils through the exam-
ination mill may have done the poorest |
teaching, the least real educating. Our
present system, therefore, sets up a false
standard of judging our teachers.

The High School entrance examination Is,
then, open to the following objections:

(1) It is expensive.

(2) It is wholly umnecessary, at least in
the cities and larger towns.

(3 It is the cause of cramming and
other evils ‘of the examination system.

The object of this examination is merely
to ascertain if the pupil is able to take up
the work begun in the High School. But
why should we spend a  lot of money to
learn indirecfly what can be more easlly
learned directly from the teacher of those
pupils and the city superintendent of
schools? . Puplls are now promoted from
one grade to another in the common school
on the recommendation of the teacher,
which is based on the year's work. y
nct go one step further and promote to the
High School in the same way? This would
leave our principals free to educate and
not to eram.

A quarter of a century ago the examina-
tion eraze held full sway in most of the
states of the neighboring republic. Today
it is largely a thing of the past in most of
the more progressive states. A course of
study is there marked out for)the primary,
grammar and high schools. “When a pupil
has suécessfully completed the grammar
school course, he is graduated, given &
certificate or' diploma signed by the prin-
cipal of the school and the mayor of the
city.  This certificate admits the holder
ta a high “school without examinatlon.
When the high scheol course is completed
h~ is again given a certificate of gradua-
tion which. admits him to a university,
without a - matrieglation examination.
Hervard will 80 admit high school gradu-
ates.  So will the hest universities of
Culifornia and other states; Massachusetts
does not . even require teachers’ to have a

{ Turmoil Over Reform Agitation

Causes Apprehension In
Official Quarters.

8t. Petersburg, Dec. 28.—It is evident
from the reports received from the jn-
terior that the fairly good impression
produced by the manifesto on the sub-
ject of reforms may be-more than offset
m many places by the effect of the gov-
ernment note of warning to the Zem-
Styos, &

Private reports from Moscow especial-
ly indicate that much excitement pre-
vails there and the gravest fears are ex-
pressed that the aucient capital of Rus-
sia may be the scene of b ¥y excesses.
A banquet arranged to take place there
last night on the anniversary of the
Troubetzskoi revolution was sto by
order of the police, and the Moscow
Zemstvo adjourned sine die as a protest
agaiust the government note and the re-
turn of Grand Duke Sergius, the gover
nor-general of Moscow. The Grand
Duke is held to be responsible for the
notes which may signal a renewal of
terrorism.  The Pskoff Zemstvo has also
followed the lead of those of Cherni-

‘gnd \Moscow !
<that others will follow the example.

Altogether the moment is considered
critical although thé feeling in St. Pe-
tersburg is quieter. The papers are not
disposed to regard the injunctions to re-
frain from discussing political matters.
Under cover of commenting, on the mani-
festo, which they really -acc&-pt in a spirit
of hopefulness, they do not hesitate to
pdint out the vagueness of its terms and
the lack of guarantees.

The conservative liberals fear that a
coutinuation of this' course, especially if
accepted by a renewal of revolutionary
activity, will compel repressive measures,
jeopardizing a realization of the fruits
of the victory gained and place the mod-
erateliberals in a false position.

In the meantime M. Witte, president
of the committee of ministers, is acting
with energy in preparing to organize the
various commissions under the commit-
tee of ministers to formulate the laws
projected by the manifesto. The destin«
ies of Russia in the immediate future
seem to be in his hapds. . The majority
of the ministers are hostile to him, but
with the warm support of Interior Min-
ister Sviatopolk-Mirsky assured, no
doubt is entertained that Witte will
make himself complete master of  the
situation. The danger is that a crisis
may be precipitated, not in the form of
an actual revelutionary movement, but
in scattered demonstrations and a re-
vival of terrorism that will again place
the reactionaties in the complete ascen-
dency. M. Witte, it is understood, pur-
poses, in the consideration of the var-
ious subjects touched upon in the mani-
festo, while avoiding the use of the word
“representatives,” -to invite' ‘editors,
Zemstvoists, etc., to participate in the
digcussions. ¥

‘The big strike at the Baku oil fields,
coming at this time, is another cause for
anxiety as possibly forming a rallying
cry for the workmen’s organizatjons.

A report received from headquarters
of the tiurd Japanese army before Port
Arthur, received here on Wegdnesday,

of Kihlung mountain, charged and occu-
pied the parapet under cover of fire from
heavy guns constructed defence
works, despite the enemy’s fierce fire.
