MERCHANT TAILORS

FLOODS IN THE STATES,

4 CONTINUOUS DOWN POUR OF RAIN
LASTING MANY D4 ¥s.
——p
Lives Lost—Bridges Swent Away--Fallway

Tracks Washed Out—Traflic Suspended

—Immense Damage to Property,

New York, Sept. 23—Reports from a
large extent of territory show that the con-
tinuous rain of the past few days has re.
sulted most disastrously. Sioce the com-
mencement of the storm here there has
been & rainfall of 3,28 inches. The cellars
in the lower portion of the city are flooded
and great distress is caused amongst the
poorer classes. The lowlands at Tremont
are submerged to-night four feet, and several
people, whose escape was cut off, were res-
cued by the police with great difficulty.
The tracks of the Harlem railway at Tre.
mont aud Fordham have been washed away.
The lime in Lyon’s yard at Mott Haven
was slacked by the rain and fired the build-
ing, causing a loss of $6000.

NEW YORK STATE .

PoucHKEEPSIE, Sept. 28 —The storm is
the heaviest known hereabont for years
and is still raging. -The reports from along
the Hudson tell of roads being cut and
washed away in every dirvection. The
lowlands are everywhere flooded and in
several places bridges havc been carried
away. The streams, already swollen, are
stil rising rapidly and serious: damage is
feared. Alongthe Newburg, Dutchess and
Connecticut railroad the iron bridge at
Verbank is impassible and the New York
and New England railroad is badly washed
out near Waterbury.

Port JERVIS, Sept. 23—Heavy rain has
been falling here since gesterday morning.
The river is rising fast and trains have
been much delayed in the Ramapo valley,
where the track is submerged in some
places.

NewsureH, Sept. 28—The reports of
damage caused by the flood continue to
come in. In Cornwall eight or ten bridges
were carried away,the damage amounting to
$12,000. At Mountainville a barn and dam
carried away a floar mill -damaged to the
extent about $2500. Solomon’s dock is
torn to pieces, loss about $1000. Many
others in Cornwall lose considerable
amounts. In the Broadway here the cel-
lars of the merchants are flooded. Serious
washouts are reported on the branches of
the Frie railway. Travel has been sus-
pended on all the short cuts since yesterday.

PENNSYLVANIA,

PHILADELPHIA, Sept. 23—Eleven inches
of rain have fallen here dJuring the last
72 hours, The Schuykill has risen six
feet and is still rising. - Travel on the New
York division of the Pennsylvania railroad
is suspended, owing to. the washing away
of the bridge at Holmesburg and the giv-
ing away of a large section of the track be-
tween Holmesburg and Fraokford. There
are serious washouts on the Boundbrook
route at Boundbreok. Five hundred pas-
sengers of the Pennsylvania railroad from
New York were brought here by boat from
Bristol. Oh the West Jersey road, between
Wennoah and Barnsboro,’the washout has
carried off the embankments which are in
some places thirty feet high Breaks in the
sewers here are numerons and serious. A
large portion of the neck below the city is
ioundated. The farmers here will suffer
heavy losses. At Newtowa..several build-
ings were washed away and four men were
rescued from the trees, Many manufactur-
ers in the suburbs have suspended opera-
tions, and the damaye to their stock is es-
timated at $100,000.

NEW JERSEY.

PuaiNsFieLp, N, J., Sept. 23,—Heavy
continuous rains here have done much dam-
age. The bridge over the Green Book gave
way to-day while crowded with people to
watch the flood. = 8ix people were rescued,
but a number it is believed have perished.

DIVORCE IN CANADA.

We publish an article from our namesake,
Le Monde, of Montreal, in answer to &n
editorial in these columns favoring a mod-
ified divorce law for Canada. Le Monde
is conservative ; more, it is ultramontane,
and is ome of the organs of the hierarchy
in Quebec. We are sorry we cannot com-
pliment our contemporary on his argument,
on his method, or on his language, It
does not stremgthen his case to say that
when we discussed this question we were
under a * misfortunate inspiration,” or that
we discussed it ‘‘randomly,” or that we
¢tdid mot understand the first word of the
question.” The public must judge of that ;
they have our article, and we give them
the answer of Le Monde.

Le Monde is unjust in the first plaze in
leading its readers to believe that we are
advocating & divorce law so lax as that
of Indiana for instance. We never
so committed ourselves, The furthest we
went was to say that as divorce wasallowed
by the constitution as it now is, it ought
to be 80 allowed that the poor as well as
the rich should be able to avail themselves
of it, and that the present tortuousness
and wide publicity ought to be done away
with., But we go further and say that
there ought to be in Canada a earefully de-
vised system of divorce which would afford
the greatest ameunt of relief to those de-
serving it, and yet which would not be an
encouragement to those evils which flow
from an abuse of such a privilege. Our
statesmen are not beyond finding just
where this point is. They bave found it
pretty,well in England; we as Anglo Saxons
want just some such law in Canada,

Moteover we are not all French Cana-
dians snd Roman Catholics in Canada.
And we repudiate any attempt of our
French Canadian fellow subjects to
jnflict their dogmas, customs or laws
on us. We are British and we
want British institutiens. 1f Lewer Cana-
dians wish no divorce, perhaps they can be
accommodsted. But because there are
French Canadians living with us and of us,
that is no reason why we should be de-
prived of liberties, rights or privileges en-
joyed by our fellow subjects in Great
Britain, in Australia, and as a matter of
fact by our own race in the United States.
We bave admitted the right of French
Capadians to their laws, language and cus-
toms as symbolized in their motto, * Oar
laws our language.” If their ruligion and
their institutions call for onme order of
$hings, we are willing that they should en-
joy it, but we claim equally well that we,
as British subjects, should forego mnothing
of what we consider our privileges, because
the two conflict. Each is entitled te his
own for himself, not to inflict it on the
other.

Le Monde has denied none of our asser-
tions : (1) that though divorce is allowed
in Canads, it is unequally allowed jin that
it .is very expensive; (2) that a scan-
dalous publicity 'is now given to it;
(8)  that we are comstantly losing
numbers of our people—and many ef these
good citizens notwithstanding the insult of
Le Monde—because they camnot obtain
relief here ; (4) that the senate is about the
worst possible tribunal before which such
a causé can be brought ; (5) thatEnglish-
speaking people who freed themselves as
they claim from the domination of Rome
and modified their religion and their social
manners to suit their own consciences are
not going to again submit their consciences
to its keeping.

" We regard marriage as a civil contract ;
+he whole tendency of the laws of English-
tongued people i3 to so regard it. We are
beginuing to give a married woman & legal
individuality of her own in the matter of

property and the control of B childfen
and in a dozen other ways we are becoming
more advanced, more liberal, and let us
add more moral in our attitude toward
marriage.

A mistske seems to have got abroad in
regard to this interdiction of Marm’on, - If
has been struck off the high school  pro-
gram, not eff the univemsity curriculum.
Bat whether the umiversity senate will
see its way to insisting on an examination
in a‘book, in the study of which the atud-
ents have not the assistance. that the high
schools give, remains to be seen. We
imagine that the real fight over the matter
will come up between the senate and the
minister,  The scholars who have drawn
up the curricalum of the university are
net likely to stand by and see their work
denouneed as immoral.

THE UNITARIANS CONGRESS AT SARATOGA.

If Methodism may justly ve called the
established church of Americs, the Unitar.
ian body, to which special attention is just
now being called by the session of its con-
ference at Saratogs, may well claim to be
the sanctuary of Ameriesm culture. Uni-
tarianism hass remarkable history. It be-
gins with the brilliant heretic Arius in the
fourth century, whose teaching won what-
éver of intellectual mevement continued
unstified by the constant marrewing of the
church’s creeds. When Arius was pois-
oned, as is theught probable, by the ortho-
dox, his doctrine made itself felt in sucoes-
sive waves of revolt, the prelude and pro-
phecy of the coming reformation. = The
most thoroughgeing of the reformers was a
unitarian, Socinus. But he was still more
the apostle of culture than of theolegical
change. He belonged to the little band of
scholars who insugurated the new birth of
classical letters beneath the stately dome
which the genius of Loremzo de Medici had
reared beside the Armo. In Esgland uni-
tarianism began asa feeble sect, persecuted
by the episcopal church. Though ot con-
neeted with any sectarian erganization,John
Milton held distinctly unitarian doctrines.
Priestly, William Godwin, snd his ocele-
brated wife, Mary Wolstonecraft, the first
asserter of woman’s rights, and mother of
Mary |Wolstonecraft Shelly, belong to the
upitarian roll of honor in Englama. But in
America unitarisnism may be said te have
almost monopolized the literary and phil-
osophical culture of the age. Bryant, Long-
fellow and Emerson were unitarians. Oliver
Wendell Holmes is & umitarian. Boston is
the Mecca and Jerusalem of unitarianism.
No christian church is more remarkable for
good work of a practical kind.

IN BGYPT.

The victory of British valor in the field
has by no means disposed eof the Egyptian
difficulty.  There appears to be mno dounbt
| that the entire population of Egypt is as
much opposed as ever to the resumption of
the rule of the usurer, with the added
burden of taxation that shall pay Englaud’s
outlay for the recent war. The disbanded
soldiers of Arabi will prove s new props-
ganda of revolt. Even if the conference of
the great powers does mot interfere, it will
not be possible to keep the army and the
ironclads in police duty much longer. And
any form of protectorate likely to be agreed
on at the conferemce is ag certain to lead
to misunderstandings a dead-lock
as the old joint eontrol system of
France and England. It is the
merest hypocrisy to talk of the benefite
which the unfortanate fellaheen are to ex-
perience by being brought into contact
with our civilization, omr prayers and
piastres, our concussion shells and chris-
tianity. The higher race never does really
benefit the lower race, with the single ex.
ception of the negro. As'a demonstration
that British courage and military skill are
pot changed from what they were at the
begining of the century, Sir Garnet Wolse-
ley’s achievements are of value. To what
practieal result they will lead in settling
the Egyptian question, it is difficult to fore-
see. The pressure of an added income tax
will give the British tax payer a lasting
souvenir of Arabi the unblest.

GOVERNMENT CURRENCY.

(To the Bditor of The World )

Sir: The national currency question is
again looming up, and like a certain other
thing will not down until it rests on the
national rock of solidity, justice, security.
Every one who has an idea on the subject
or'a suggestion to make should now venti-
late it. Like the keystone in the urch,
the currency of a country has but one
‘proper place in a country, namely, the
government of the country. Out of that it

becomes a shuttlecock in the hands of un.
scrupulous and designing speculators and
financial sharks who wax strong and
grow fat in opulence, idleness  and
impudence upon a credulons J)eople.
The river of currency should have
but one- source, viz., the government. The
government should be its fountain head,
and from that source alone the river of cur-
rency should start to flow, branching out in
every direction over the nation. We should
thes have no trouble in recognizing and
tracing the stream to the fountain head.
Only a few daysagoin changing a bill there
was handed to me a one-dollar note on the
bank of Prince Edwards Island. I paid o
attention' to the matter, and in course I
handed the note to & street-car con-
ductor., In making his return, the
street car company  refused the
bill and extended it to the conductor as
worthless. Before the conductor met me
again he managed to the bill in some
shape. 1t must be wellknown that this is
a common occurrence in Canads, while in
the United States not only annoyance but
also a heavy discount is ohaiged sgainst
our bank bills in consequence of the num-
ber and variety of the issue. If the cur-
rency was issuec by the government, every
individusl at home and abroad would
know precisely what he was getting. He
would recognize the fact that not only was
the gold and silver of the country

e  back of such  note
or bill, but farther and moreover, the gold
and the silver, the real and personal proper-
ty of the nation, fn fzct the nation itself,
and everything which constituted a dollar
of value in the nation was at the back of
such bil} or note ; consequently, the bill is
only valueless when the country 18 value-
less. This is the backing which inspires
universal confidence. National currency at
home here is condemned, but in England
the money lender will accept nothing else.
Let the finance minister go to the money
markets of Europe and say. ‘‘Here, 1
desire to float these bonds; at the back of
them isthe gold and silver of the dominion”
1 fancy they would be apt to langh at him
for his simplicity; but let him say the
dominion of Canada with all its wealth is
at the back of them, ‘‘Oh yes, my friend,
now that is all right” you can have the
money. If, therefore, this is good security
for the foreigner why not good for our own
people. Why not issue our own currency
with the same backing, and thereby save the
many millions which are annually paidtothe
foreigners in interest. Let some one answer
why. Take up any of the United States
national bank - issues and on' the face of
such mote you will see stamped on the
bill, viz.: This note ot bill is secured by
bonds of the United States, deposited with
the United States treasurer at Washingtor;
therefore while the mnation is good the bill
is good. On the contrary, pick up the
issue of our Canadian banks, and they
don’t say they are secured by any
thing; they are ln';poud, however, to be
received, by some Tom, Dick or Harry who
may be worth something or who may be
worth nothing probably ten years ago whem
he subscribed for stock he was all right, but
he has had time to bankrupt a dozen times
since then and who knows but what he has.
There will be a grand exposition of this
rotten system some of these days; look out
forit The troe inwarduess of the shell is
seldom known to many till it bursts. In
my next I shall view the matter from
another standpoint.

A Hebrew Charasecteristic’
From the Jewish Chroniele.

The mobility of Jewish emotion is doubt-
less one of the causes of the very marked
Jewish capacity of music. On the intellec-
tual side music and mathematical power
appear togo hand in hand. On the side of
eniotion there seems to be requnired for mu-
sical ability a ready play of d emotion,
A nation that has produced within the last
half century such musical geniuses as Felix
Mendelssohn. Meyerbeer and Halevy, nqt
to speak of the smaller ones like Offenbach,
must possess greater talent for music than
people. Perhaps m.ore than anything we
owe to this flexibility of our nature the
decided Jewish joy and eapacity to
bear trouble. No mation except the Jap-
anese can vie with us in general ch‘oerl'ul-
ness of disposition. The connection of
the two qualities is obvious. A nature
that can change its moods easily can
more easily bear sorrow than one
one which broods on its troubles. A less
mobile character than the Jewish would
probably have been crushed and certainly
embittered by the centuries of persecution
that fews have passed through. Yet it
is undoubtedly most characteristic of the
Jews to be bright and gay. Jewish family
life is more attractive on this account, and
this prevents that seeking for amusement
outside the family circle which is the guick-
est dissolventof family love. Itis like-
wise du~ to this tact that servants who
have -lived a long time with Jews are

‘spoiled’ for any other service. In a wider
sphere this_jovousness led to an optimistic
view of things in general. which was the

Jewish trait that had ivecited the ire fzf
Schopenbauer, the father of modern pessi-
mism and the hidden source of much of
modarn Judenfresserei. Wagner’s opposi
tion to ‘Judaism io music’ 18 due to his
pessimistic manver an‘ to the more peaco:
