Have ordered
them to give up the flour taken and the
horses and cattle, and I am sending part
of the police to see if it is all given up.

The 90th have just arrived by steamer,
and are in camp, - The rest are coming by
land,

If obliged to move on the Indians, I
propose organizing a force of mounted
infantry made up of police, Boulton's
mounted infantry, scouta and some mounted
artillerymen; in all about 300 men, with
light carts and with as little baggage and
supplies as possible, so as to scour th®
whole country and strike rapidly,

I expect Big Bear will soon give up, If

Poundmaker’s Plea,

BarTLEFORD, May 27.—There is quite a
fine argument between Poundmaker and
Colonel Otter, The wily Cree chief is
trying to make out that Otter attacked
bim unjustly. He says that he was on his
own reserve, that he was making war with
nobody, that hia people had taken littl®
part in the raids and outrages, that he hag
done his best to preserve peace, that he
had refused the offers of Riel to join him
on the North Saskatchewan, that he had
kept his young men in check at great per-
gonal risk, and that if Otter had left him
alone there would have been no breach of
the peace, Riel, on the other hand, stated
that owing to Otter having licked Pound-
maker the latter was prevented from join-
ing the chief of the insurrectionists at
Batoche,

It has not yet leaked out what General
Middleton. ‘thinks of Otter’s attack on
Poundmaker, though it is believed he is
now inclined to the opinion that it was a
good movement, and one for which due
praise ought to be given, !

Tae Sarrender,

Then came Poundmaker
with thirty of his council gnd sub-chiefs
with the captured wagon train, 200 stand
of arms and some cattle that had been
stolen. Poundmaker put the blame of the
rising on Riel, and said he lun:enderod
that he might be killed and his people
gaved. Gen. Middleton demanded that the
murderers of Payne and Fremont
be given up. A young brave sprang
forward and koelt at the general’s
feet, saying “Let the great chief cut me
in pieces, as I cut Payne.” Another brave
confessad that he killed Fremont. The
general ordered the murderers and Pound-
maker, Break-through-the-ice, Yellow
Mud and Blanket intoiponfinement and
rent the remainder of the tribe, numbering
240, back to the reserve. .

Realities of the Rebels’ Position,
Color-Sergeant Mitchell, in & letter $o
his wife says:

. The rebels have been taught a severe lesson.
They fought well, and are.in the main more to
be pitied than hated for their action. They
have been played upon by designing men, and
being ignorant and superstitious, a false reli-
gion has been inculcated in them until they
thought their cause a righteous one, But now
the realities of their position stare them in the
face, They have lost all. Their families are
destitute, their houses looted and many of
them burged ; their cattle killed and their
horses takén. _The season is o far advanced
that no crop cfin be raised this year, and a
severe winter is ahead of them. ere will be
terrible suffering yet. I can't say I feel sorry
for them. I have ever believed in punishment
(properly administered) amd their condition
now is punishment erough for the majority of
them., If you had seen the battlefield you
would not have much cnmgnssion for them.
They had a strong,natural, defensive positian,
snd had dus;J Sits, hundreds of them, on the
face of the hills amoung the scrub and one
might fire on them till doomsday and not kill
many of them. Day by day it was jftiful to
see our brave boys being sent out from camp
to attack, and to see them return at night
with another comrade dead and several
wounded.

From the Field of Battle,

Lient, McPhillips of the 90th had his
life saved by his glasses. Ina letter he
thus parrates the incident: ‘‘As we were
charging down the hill and were out in
front and turned sideways calling on my

men to hurry, I felt myself swerved around
and my left hand went involuntarily to my
left hip, and on looking I found that a
bullet had torn my haversack, similar to a
satchel, and my trousers torn to wmy
drawers, and I felt a bruise on my hip, but
having no time t6 take any notice of it, on
we went, After the engagement was all
over I found that the bullet was making
for my hip, but in its course struck on to
uny field glasses and case that were in my
haversack, and its course was first through
the haversack, then through tke case on to
the leather casings on the glasses, smash-
ing some and glancing off, passing out of
the haversack through my pistol pocket
and pants, and, I fancy, took to mother
earth,”

Sergeant Jackes of the 90th, speaking of
the second day at Batoche, says that Gen.
Middleton strolled down to where C com-
pany was looated. They could not get a
shot at the rebels, as it was impossible to
distinguish any of them. Whilst the
general was speaking, five or six bullets
whizzed about his ears, The general, tak-
ing the hint, walked quietly away, remark-
ing that it wasn’t qui-e safe to trust those
rebels too meach, A The general displayed
great coolness, and inepired the men with
confidence by pis excellent conduct on all
occasions. t

Mr. Jackee referred to G, Flinn, the
Winnipeg Sun correspondent with the
troops, and said he was a general favorite,
He always carried a rifle, and tramped
with the boys:on all oocasions, enduring
the same hardships sand exposing himself
to danger the same as any of the troops.

Col.-Sergt. Mitchell says: *“We fell in at
2 30 p.m. and doubled for two miles, fight-
ing half that distance and harrahing for all
wo were worth. The rebels were filled
with-alarm, and we soon had them on the
rout, I must just say here that to the 10th
and 45th battalions is due the credit of the
first charge. From them the boys caught
fire, and I don’t think anything in the
shape of Indian or halfbreed could have
stopped them.” 4

While Riel was in Gen. Middleton’s
camp the Grenadiers were on guard over
him,

A Furaiture Factory Destroyed.
New York, May 27.—H, Heriman
Bros.’ furniture factory, a five story brick
building on Maugin and Tompkins streets:

was burned down to-dey. The factory is
surrounded by tenement houses, the ocou-
pants of which ran into the streets in their
pight clothes, After two hours’ work the
firemen got the flames under control. The
tenement houses caught repeatedly and
were only saved by great exertions, The
dwelling house, 35 Tompkins street, was
smashed by a falling wall, and the boiler
ghop of Phillip Hoferhauser was crushed.
Heriman estimates his loss at $250,000,
The loss on the building is $300,000 Three
hundred workmen lost their tools, valued
at $20,000. The aggregate lossis about
$625,000.

ANOTHER vl’.Nl.l’!’ TRAGEDY.

Four Killed and Elevem Injured This
Time,

Jersey Crry, N.J,, May 27.—A three
story frame tenement house, 76 Colgate
‘street, tumbled down shortly before 7
o'clock this morning. Four persons were
killed and 11 injured. The house was
owned by James Anderson, who with his
wife and five children ocoupied the first
floor. The other occupants were Hugh
McGuidy, wife and two children, Michael
Webb, wife and two children, Patrick
Carlia, wife and five children, and John
Coyne, wife and five ochildren. All
except Anderson were in the honse
when the crash came, When the
noise of the approaching collapse was first
heard Mrs. Anderson and children were
in bed. She arose hurriedly and aronsing
the children directed them to leave.
Before they ocould do so the house fell,
John Coyne was the only person so badly
injured as to be sent to the hospital. Mrs,
Anderson, who had managed to make her
escape, stoed on the sidewalk while the
debris was being examined, and when the
bodies of three of her children were placed
in the ambulances she fainted, The dead
are: Harry Anderson, 10 years old, smoth-
ered in bed; Nellie Anderson, 8 years, spine
broken; Mary Anderson, 8 months, smoth-
rered; Michael Webb, 15 'years, head
crushed,

TURKEY RESPECTFULLY DECLINES

To Undertake the Task of Smashing the
o Mahdl.

LoxNDoN, May 27.—1t is stated that the
English proposals for the ocoupation of the
Soudan have been declined by Turkey,
although Fehmi pasha, the porte’s specia)
envoy, was assured that France would
raise no objection to such a course. The
refusal causes some surprise, and indicates
at least some kind of understanding be-
tween Russia and Turkey, and that thig
was the reason for the issuance of orders
for the guards to land at Alexandria. The
proposals permitted the Turkish govern
ment to occupy and control the Sondan,
provided action was taken to suppress the
tlave trade and develop commerce. The
porte would be free to assert suzerain
rights over the whole of the Soudan, in-
cluding the province of Dongola., The
com%:tion of a railway between Suakim
and Berber, under concession to sn English
company, was to be part of the under-
standing with the Turkish government,
although it had not been formally referred
to in the propoeals,

Andrew’s cross, The crystals of butter
which i8 not fresh or is of inferior quality
presents a roseate form, generally four-
lobed, and revolve with the turning of
the polarizer,

Add by F Workers in the
Cause In the United States,

Probably not in the history of public or
military fanerals in Toronto did . there
ever congregate such a throng of citizen®
as turned out yesterday aftersoon to pay
a parting tribute to the memory
of Lieut. Fitch of the Royal
Grenadiers. ~ The family . residence
is in Jarvis street, just north of Wellesley.
From 2 o’clock until 4, at which Lour the
cortege moved off, the streets leading to
that locality were perfectly'jamrmed. At
least 60,000 people crowded the thorough-
fares reaching from the botse to Mount
Pleasant cemetery, via the Gwynne street
bridge to Rosedale, through that suburb,
slong  through Roxboro - street  to
Yonge and out to the cemetery.
Nearly two-thirds of the concourse
were ladies. The jam at some
points on the line of march was terrific.
Citizens in every condition in life were
in the crowd. Judges, lawyers, doctors
and artizns were out,

When the metal casket was taken from
the train early in the morning to the resi-
dence, it remained all day without being
opened, ' The dead officer’s belt, through
which the fatal bullet p&ssed into his heart,
his sword and busby rested on the coffin,
which waa literally covered with the fiural
offerings, the latter being very numerous
and handeome, Rev. A. H, Baldwin of All
Saints’ ohurch held services at the.house
and at the grave.  The casket was

This is what we are coming to in Canada,
and Sir John “missed it” badly in not
going straight for it in his franchise bill’
this year. He complains that Mr. Mowat
“atole his thunder,” by passing a bill the
main featurée of which were taken from
the dominpion bill, the latter having been
already before the country in 1883 and
1884, In other words, the Ontario
premier, knowing yihat Sir John’s bill was
or was to be, made his own just a little
more liberal, and so got credit that was
not really his due. So Sir John says, and
we may reasonably enough suppose that the
expectation of the dominion bill being passed
this year had much to do with causing the
Ontario bill to be hurried forward. Bat,
seeing all this, why did not Sir John get
ahead of Mr. Mowat by promptly amend.
ing his own bill, so as to make it still more.
liberal than the Ontario one? Had he
done this, the laugh would have been on
his side now, “‘by a large majority,” and
on the franchise question the opposition at
Ottaws would have been left strandeds
high and dry. But how can a conservative
minister propose so radical a measure as
manhood suffrage, it may be asked ? The
answer must be that he may as well do it
soon as late; better get the credit of
taking the lead and “‘doing it up )Jrown."
than incur the reproach of opposing it and
having been driven to it at last.

It goes to confirm this view of the matter
that the Montreal Gazette, which is for
the east the chief newspaper exponent of
8ir John’s views, how comes out in favor
of manhood suffrage in dominion el¢ctions,
Not yet, to\be sure, as being immo‘qiltoly
wanted, but as something that must come
before many years. Between dominion
and provincial voting qualifications
respectively the Gazette draws this very
proper distinction—that whereasthe domin-
fon parliament has control of personal
rights, the provincial assemblies have
charge of the rights of property. A
property qualification for electors is,
therefore, ireslly more necessary, ‘or at
least more defensible, for the latter than
for the former. Exactly the contrary idea
prevails, however; it is alpopular mistake
that the qualification for dominion voters
is or should be higher than for provincial
voters, This is all wrong, the truth being
that, as far as property qualification goes,
the maunicipal - franchise should be the
highest of all, the provincial coming next,
and that for the dominion being the low-
est. On this point the Gazette says:

Taxation is the true basis of the suffrage,
Every man who contributes to the cost of
government ought to exercise a vote, and if
the sources of revenue of the federal and tro-
vincial governments are considered the char-
acter of the franchise which ought to prevail
will be best understood. The dominion de-
rives its income from customs and inland rey-
enue duties, and toward this income every
cirizen contribugzs, ' The provinces derive
their revenue rrom the federal subsidy,
licenses, crown lands and law stamys,
and toward that revenue the people,
®s a people, do not contribute one
dollar excepting through the medium of
the federal treasury. But the provincial
legislatures are charged with distinet powers
and privileges; they have exclusive jurisdic-
tion in matters of civil rights and righ¢s in
property and of education; until, therefore,
dfreet taxation s had, we see much forcein the
contention that the franchise for the provin-
cial législature should be somewhat restricted
and based upon property. With thedominion
it is different. Every citizen is a taxpayer and
contributes to the maintenance of tne cenipal
government, and may fairly agk that he shall
begiven a voice 1n the control of its adminis-
tration.

And our contemporary thus concludes:

Manhood suffrage, with registration, need
not be dreaded by any class of people, It will
come sooner or later, and judging by the
liberality of the bill now before parliament, is
already well-nigh reached The cons. rvative
party in two provinces is formally committed
to'manhood suffrage, and in the direction thus
indicated the whole party must ere many
years follow. The franchise bill now before
{)sniument is & long step toward it + as far as,

waving regard to the recent expression of
opinion by the provineial legislature, it would
be proper to go at this time. The discussion
will have an educational influence which will
bear fruit before many years,

Had Sir John boldly pronounced for
manhood suffrage this year he would have
been first in the race to-day, with Mr,
Mowat nowhere. Hanging back on this
question has cost him a good deal of popu-
larity, and has inflicted upon his govern-
ment a long and troublesome session, with
gome very important and necessary meas-
ures delayed-in consequence, But Mr,
Mowat does not appear to much advantage
in the franchise business, after all, Some
time back he gavé votes to farmers’
sons, but it was like drawing teeth to
get him to consent to anything like a
parallel extension of the franchise in
cities and towns, And his bill of this
year, not to come into force till the first
of January nexf, is full of finical and far-
cical distinctions as if intended to make
lawyers and judges as necessary as posible
to explainit, There are far too many p’s
and q’'s about it —too many absurd and
needless restrictions. - The better oppor-
tunity, therefore, was there for Sir John to

And the fact ofthe fore legs being shorter
than usual may be taken as an indication
that more attention will be pald to the
development of the hlndqu"a.rtqri; in fact,
88 there will be no head all the quarters
will be sold as hindquarters, and juatly so,
This, we must remark, will be better by
half than the present arrangement,

Stock farming will receive a great im.
petus as soon as it has been demonstrated
that animals can be grown with four high
priced hindquarters each. Spesking of
stocks this freak of nature is highly sugges-
tive of the other kind of lambs who, hav-
ing no heads, go to the brokers and in a
very short time throngh lack of head and
consequently of brain skip at anything
which to their powers of absorption (before
referred to) seems good and very soon loge
their wool, and are left as the Scugog lamb
was found—dead, with the additional
word of explanation, droke,

The Dominfon Bank.

The strong and steady upward progress
of the Dominion bank is something to
make a noteof, Yesterday the fourteenth
annual meeting of the shareholders Was
held at the head office here, and a report
of the same will be found in anothe,
column. From the statement submitted,
it appears that the profite for the year end-
ing April 30, after deducting charges of
management, etc.,, and making full pro.
vision for all bad and doubtful debts,
amounted to $203,496.51, a little less than
three-fourths of which—$150,000—was
applied to paying two semi-annual divi
dends of 5 per cent. each, or 10 per cent,
for the year. The reserve fund was in-
creased \ by 350,000, and now stands at
$980,000, which is almost two-thirds of
the paid up capital. In other words, $100
stock in the hands. of -an original share.
holder has now grown to something over
8180, after dividends paid regularly dur-
ing the interval, and the same stock can
be sold to-day for $187. Frém which it
may be inferred that making s good in-
vestment in the first place, and then hold-
ing i, pays better in the long run than
speculating on the fluctuations of the
market. Dominion bank stock will surely
ouch 200 ““ere long,” which will be double
the original value,

The Channel Tunnel,

Although we are of opinion that this
scheme to connect England and the conti-
nent of Europe and afford an all-rail route
between London and Paris, will be ulti-
mately accomplished, yet the feeling in
England appears, at present, to be strongly
against it. Sir Edward Watkin’s motion
in the house of commons to read the
channel tunnel bill a second time was
voted down. Sir Edward argued that as
the enterprise was one for extending the
British empire to mid-channel it ought
therefore to be carried out at the nationa]
expense ; and the Londgn Times remarks
that English coalowners and mronauts
might put forth an equally sound claim
upon the national purse on the ground
that they extend the British empire
toward the centre and the dog-star. But
neither the fascinating idea of an undeg;
ground extension of the’empire, with Sir
E. Watkin as viceroy, nor the advantage
of having two holes fourteen feet wide for
the nation to burrow in,in case of invasion,
could induce the house of commons to pass
the second reading of the bill,
