‘A Whito Book on Samonn Affairs.

BerLIN, March 22.—The Government bas
issued a white book on Samoan affairs. It
shows that ¢n March 9 Prince Bismarck wrote
to Herr Steubel, the newly appointed consul
of Germany to Samoa, describiog the .conduct
of Dr. Knappe, his “predecesser 1n. the. office,
as lwkh}o in calmness and coolness and as
contrary to the lines of Ewperor William’s
policy, with which Dr. Knappe had been weil
acquainted. Kuappe, Prince Bismarck wrote,
apparently lost his Lead owing to a lester from
Herr Branders, Tamasese’s Prime Minister,
which was published - in the last white book
aud. the preseues: of.three men-of-war at
Sumoa. ;

Bearing Animals in and Abewt Alaskn
and to Shut Up Beliring Sea.

‘W asmINGTON, March 22, —The ‘iollowing
was issued this afternoon:

By ihe President of the United
America.
; A PROCLAMATION.

. The following provisions of the laws of the
Unted States are hereby published for the
information  of ~all concerned :  Seetion
1956; Revised Statues, Chapter 3, title 23,
ensots that: “No person shall kill any
otter, mink, martin, sable or fur -epl-or
any’ other fur bearing animal within the
limits of Alaska territory or in the waters
thereof, and every person guilty thereof
shall for each offence be fined not less than
$200 nor more than $1000, or imprisoned not
more: than six months or both, and all ves-
sels, their tackle, n?pu'el, furniture and car-
go found engaged in violation of thijs section
shall be forfeited, but the Secretary of the
Treasury shall have power to authorise the
killinz ‘of any such mink, marten, sablo or
other fur bearing animal except fur . seals
under such reguiations as he muy prescribe,
and it shallibe the daty of the secretary to
prevent the killing of any fur seal andto
provide for the execution of the provisions
of this section until it is otherwise provi-:l L
by law; nor shall’he grant any special privi-
leges under this section.

Qection 3 of the act entitled * An act to
provide foxtbe protection of the salmon
fisheries of Alaska, & roved March 2, 1888,
provides that : Section 3—That section 1956
of the Revised Statutes of the.
