TOUCHED A LIVE WIRE.

SHERBROOKE’S MURDER.

The Jury Declares Beaulieu to Have
Killed Bouchard, With the Lat-
ter's Wife as an Accessory.
SHERBROOKE, Seps. 17.—The jury which
has been investigating the recent tragedy
here brought in a verdict ‘‘thab Philip
Bouchard came by his death on the 1lth
September, in-the house occupied by him, by
means of blows and’ wounds inflicted upon

him by William Beaulieu, in connivance with
Albina Carbonneau, wife of deceased Bou-

‘chard, in the course of a drunken quarrel in

the said house.”

The pringipal testimony against the ac-
cused was furdished by Albina, the 9-year
old daughter of the victim. In clear, un-
hesitating voice.she gave the following very
damaging evidence: “Thursday evening
Beaulieu came to our place and asked my
father if it would make any difference if he
went and got a bottle of liquor. ' Papa said
it would not, and he did go, and all three
commenced drinking. I went to bed and
fell asleep. When I awoke again papa was
making a noise; he wanted to strike mamma
and she ran away. He followed her down-
stairs and came up again, and mamma came
up and he wanted to strike her, and Beaulieu
struck him, Papa was standing when Beau-
lieu first wanted to strike him on the fore-
head; after that he threw my papa down on
the floor. He was on the floor in the middle
room, wherghe was afterwards found dead,
when Beaulien kicked him. Then I ran
downstairs to Mrs. McKeever’s room below
our place, which was not locked. When I
went up again papa was lyinﬁon the floor,
bis face covered with blood. Mamma and 1
washed paps. Mamma his head and I
washed his hands. We thought he was only
unconscious, but he did not recover  con-
sciousness. We also washed the floor & littie
where there was blood.”

‘Mr. T. C. Patterson’s brown mare Cheese-
cake by Strachino, dam Beauty, who was
awarded second prize for ladies’ saddle
horse, was greatly admired, in fact more so
than the winner Bonnie, a bay gelding by
Lapodist, owned by Mr. ‘W. D. Grand, who
was also successful in the heavy-
weight hlnter class, capturing the
prize with the bay gelding Prodigal
and third prize with a roan gelding by big
Sandy, Messrs. Fulcher & Beck of London
getting second wita the bay gelding Gar-
field. Mr. Grand also secured first prize for
saddle horses with a chestnut mare by Cali-
guen, Dr. Maclean of Meaford getting second
with & bandsome chestnut mare and Mr. W3
Hendrie third with the bay gelding Rasper,
by Inspector. Mr. F. A, Campbeli was
awarded second prize in the lightweight
hunters with the chestnut mare Fannie, who
showed to be very clever over the jumps, and
the same owner also secured the yellow
ticket among the ladies’ saddle horses with a
good looking chestnut.

The _high jumping competition proved
rather a failure, having but three contest~
ants, all of which failed at 5 £t. 5in. Mr. F.
A. Campbell, Glenora, was finally awarded
first prize and the same owner’s Fauny third,
Messrs. Fulcher and Beck getting second,
with Dick, who on his last attempt gave Mr.

In devising
our tariff England Wwe are

" forced to make it suit our interests as
best we can against Belgium and the German
states; though our fiscal attitude towards
these three countries should not necessarily
be the same, If Canada were to arrange a
tradé treaty with the United States it would
réequire Imperial sanction, and if we got that
sanction to unrestricted reciprocity then Bel-
gium and the German Zollversin would fall
heir to free trade with us under terms of a

~ “favored nation” ty with the British
Empire. Mind -you, while the German
States, Belgium and the United States would
thus have free trade with us, England would

~easdo shut out. Would England sanction

“a treaty having that effect ? But the recip-
procity the Americans talk of designs to
throw the McKinley wall around Canada,
and—sifice we would become potter’s clay in
their hands—would they allow the German
States and Belgium wide gateways through
that wall out'of respect for treaties between

. European powers! These are complications

* that would Yorbid unrestricted reciprocity if
Canada sought to secure it while a colony of
England. It is easily seen what a poor posi-
tion Canada enjoys in the matter of treaties.
‘We can impose whatever duty we like on
British goods or American goads or those of
other nations, but if we seek to negotiate a
treaty to cultivate a peculiar trade with any
country we can only do go via London,
where the mixed interests of the:Empire will
be first considered.

- Premier Abbott's proposition should find
Reform favor. Edward Blake in his famous
Aurora speech demanded for Canada full
treaty-making powers, and the Liberal party
unreservedly committed itself to the demand
Whet" Sir Charles Tupper was trying to
megotiate a Cuban treaty with Spain.

Then the gun fires, the matches are lit, the
cigarets 1nhaled, the cofféa sipped, the cous-
cous ordered, and every Mahometan thanks
Aliah. That short period of refreshment
over, cigarets and coffee, affer gun-fire is
the most silent of an Arab’s life during the
Ramazan fast.—The Gentleman’s Magazine.

ITHE PARK BYLAW 18 SOUND,

Gals Says the  City :Has Ample

Powerto Enforce It. ;

Chief Justice Galt yesterday delivered
judgment in the case of Cribben v. the City
of Toronto, sustaining the Park Sunday By-
law. In his judgment'His Lordship says “‘that
no question as to the legality of the bylaw
was raised.. Objections to its . being unrea-
sonable and unconstitutional were strongly
urged, the contention being that all persons
bave the right: to hold meetings avd make
speeches in public parks and that the council
have no power to interfere with such rights.
I cannot assent to this view.”

The case of Bailey v. Williamson,
LR 8 Q.B., a similar case in the English
courts, is then cited, and the learned Chief
Justice says: “It seems to me that im ac-
cordance with this judgment, the eorpora-
tion of the City of Toronto has power and
authority to pass the bylaw, and  that it
violates no eonstiv.ution.trighv and cannot
be said to be unreasonable.”

As to the objection to the word ‘*Sabbath”
being used in the bylaw insteaa of Sunday
His Lordship cites the definition of this word
ven in the Imperial Dictiopary and de-
cides that shere can be no question as to the
day of the week which is meant by the ferms
of the bylaw, at any rate in the mind of a
Christian.
