London, June 22.—Field Marshall
Sir Henry Hughes Wilson, former
chief of the imperial staff, member
of the British Parliament for North

Ulster government, was assassinated
outside his house in Eaton Square
this afternoon.

Sir Henry was just stepping out
of his automobile when he was con-
fronted by two men who opened fire
on him with revolvers. The field
marshall fell mortally wounded, with
several shots in his body, and died in
a few minutes.

The two assassins were captured
after a ghort chase, in which three
policemen and a civilian were wound-
ed. The arrested men, the Central
News states, gave the names of
James 'O’Brien, aged 24,%no occupa-
tion, no address, and James Connolly
aged 24, no occupation, no address.

Scotland Yard announced that one
of the assassins declared they were
soldiers.. They refused to designate
their regiment. One of the murderers
carried a letter revealing the fact
that he was a member of the Irish
repubilcan army.

BEAUMONT 5. FLACK
OBITUARY

Corporal Beaumont 8. Flack died
at the Military Hospital at Byron on
Friday, June 16th, 1922, “Beaumie”
as he was familiarly called, was born
in South Africa, reared and educated
in England, and came to Canada to
reside about 10 years ago. He found
employment in the vicinity of Ark-
ona, where his genuine qualities and
attractive personality soon command-
ed such attention®ss to surround him
with many friends. Although without
relatives here, . he had friends who
were as true.and staunch ag any rela-
tives conld be.

When war was declared and the
empire called for volunteers, he like
many others from the old land was
prompt to respond and enlisted in
1914, within three weeks after the
war broke out. He served at the front
doring nearly the whole war. He was
wounded but returned to action, un-
til finally late in the war, in 1918, he
was' 8o gassed as never to be able tc
further serve.

Returned to Canada, he spent near
ly four years in’the military hospital
in Byron, patiently awaiting the re-
lease which finally freed him from
the physical weakness and disease.

In conformity with his request, his
rémains were brought to Arkona. The
home of William Evans was gener-
ously opened for his funeral. The
roomy house and spacious lawn were
required to accommodate the friends
who gathered’” on Sunday afternoon
t0 pay respect to the memory -of the
departed. His «casket was covered
with floral  tributes, and his body
rests - in the beautiful cemetery at
Arkona, the first to occupy the sol-
diers plot near which the memoria)
will soon stand.

The increased ratés of stamp taxa-
post office orders
and express orders wiil not become
effective until August 1, next. Until
that date the present ﬂat rate of two
cents on all cheques will continue in

| force. After that date, the rate will

be two cents for every fifty dollars
or fraction thereof with a maximum
tax of two dollars. The proposed
stamp tax of two cents on receipts
for payments of ten dollars and up-
ward will not beecome vperative until
January 1, 1923, the proposed excise
tax of 24 cents a hundred pounds on
beet sugar produced in Canada, will
also-remain inoperative until the be-
ginning of next year.

The postal guide for June reports
that during the last fiscal year $90,-
000 was collected on shortpaid mat-
ter at those offices  where care was
exercised in colleetion
postage.
