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REVENUE AND TELEGRAPH' STAMPS!
At the present time, it is scarcely neces-

sary to advocate the collection of Telegraph
Stamy, for they are now ineluded in the
album, whieh has, perhaps, a larger sale than
any other, namely that of Mr. Moens. The
onlyiagazine which still holids out against
them is the Stamp Collector's, but even it
wiill have to change its sentiments, to kcep
u) to .te populir opinion. *We are not aware

baüt oDne fot .w i ù ;"ndto tb si1mp4e
re])ly. The usual reply is, that they are
only semi-postal, but if' all that is semi-postal
is to be rejected, how imieli smailer will our
albmins becone; all the locals, all the official
stamps, aIl the retuned letter stamps, all
the unpaid letteri stamps, and most of the
newspaper- stamps are semi-postals. Why
should Tolegraph Stamps be collected? ano-
ther simple question, to vhich we think we
Can find a satisfietory reply. Our reply is,
that they are in reality postal, to prove this
We have only to shew how the stamips are
used. In most foreign coutries ail the tele-
graph wires etc. are owned by the govern-
ment, and not, as in Canada, byprivato coin-
panies, the superintendent is usually the
postmaster, and the office is usually the post-
office. When a person wishes to sen41 a tele-
grami, he places a telegraph stamp on the
envelope, drops it inte the box, and the
message is forwarded in due course; now
whether the message is forwarded by mail or
by wire is of but little consequence, in both ca-
ses the stamps are cancelled, and the letter
dispatched by the post-office authorities.
différence does it imake, in wv'hat way the
What messages are dispatched ? a dilference
might just as -well be made between stamps
used on letters fowarded by railway and those
on letters fowarded by steamer. Telegraph
stamps are in fact postage stamps used for
telegrams, and the ordinary stamps miglit
just as well be used (they are in .England)
if it were not, that telegrams cost more,
than'ordinary letters, and consequently the
stamps have. to -be of higher values.

lE VENUE STaiMs.-Ofcoure the argument
used in favor of telegraph stamps, will not
hold here, as revenue stamps have nothing
whatevor to do with the p3ost, and therefore
cannot be colleeted as even semi-postai. In
Amerien there is a certain cla s ofeo!lectors,
w-ho colIleet anything tiat is a stanp, al-
ways provided it is not a hiun bug, for these,
revenues have as mueh attraetioi as postals,
but of course have to Le kept ln a separate
album. There is no argument that ean bce
used in favor ofthe coJeetion of revenues,
exeept that they are stamps, and shou(l bce
eollected, just as mnueh, as anly other kind of
stamnps. The collection of revenue stamps is
a vOry simple atiair. there being but little
diffieulty iu obtaining the stamips, and none
wihatever i arraiging themi. One of the
arguments that could be used against theim
is their inimber, in Canada ve have no less
than 89 distinct varietis, bcesides law stainps
surcharged with various letters, bill stamps
for Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, and
w-e believe there is-a distinct issue of the new
law stamps for each province. In the United
States the revenue stamps are innunnerable,
aud a complete set voulid fill an. album of
itself. *We are surprised that no deialer lias
issued a complote price catalogue of the re-
venue stamps of aill nations, such a catalogue
would, to use a hackneyed phrase, supply a
want long folt, at least by Aimericai col-
leetors.

Wlilst we would not entirely recommnend
revenue staip collecting, we think that a
w-ell arranged album of thei, would be a
scoure of much pleasure to the owner, pre-
senting, as they do, a great variety of well
engraved, and fineily colored specimens;
this niatter however should be left to the tasto
of the collector, but not so with telegraph
stamps, for, in our opinion, no collection can
be complote without them.

Of course there are parties who think diffe-
rently but-when our reasons are examined, we
are certain, that but few vill be able to con-
tradict then, much less bring decided proof,
against them.
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NEWLY ISS!E STAMS,
1rinc Edwar<l Island..-On the first of January

last the old currency was changed to the decimîal,
and with the change n new issue of stamnps was
enitted. We have as yet seen but two values the
1 cent, orange and 3 eents, rose. Ilead of queen
in cirele. inscrited above " P'rince Edward Is-
land " below " Postage." Value in str:ight line
beneath circle, figure of value in smaIll squares at
eneh :mîule, the ground is composed of simall dots,
and tic whole, as in the previous issue, is very
poorly enigraved.

C!el.-Thelc 2 cents snall size bas just ap-
peared, it reseimbles very miuchi the 6 cents des-
cribed in last iinmbr, It is unlikely that the
12c. snmall size will issued. as thîey are very little
used, and e-i 1ow bouglt at the post-office for
12 cents. We have never lieard it mnentioned
before, thiat the 3e. lrge, exist on laid paper, we
have s0e sever::l specimens lately, on which thie.
lines wcre very plaiily visible.

Geirnwt .Empirc-Thie 10 and 30 gr. registra-
tion stamîps have appe:tred, they are identical in
design witli the former ones, except that the ins-
cription is changed to " Dl)eutsche Reichaost.

.Newc Zooul.-2d. chanCed from blue to ver-
milion.

Fiji 1sland.-Crown over letters " C. R. , in
circle,above " Fiji " below - Postage " and value,
on thin unwatermarked paper.

Oie penny, blIe.

THE QANADIAN POST,

FROM THE EARLIEST TO THE PRESENT TIME.

In the following year (1852) the rate of pos.
taue to ingiand, via U. S., being reduced to
10d., the 12d. becamne obsolete, and a stanmp ta
represent the new rate was issued in the month
of June. At the saime tine the ½·1, and 7-U
stamps were issued, so that the 1852 emissions
were as follows:-

4 penny, reet, Queen Victoria, rose.
Vr pence cy. 6d. stg, reet, Queen Victoria,

green.
10 pence ey. S. st.r, reet, Jacqus Cartier, blue.
Ail the stamps of the pence series appear in

various shades, usually fromt dark to light. Mea-
tion is made in some catalogues of tie id sur-
charged 8d and 1 but suli stamps are purely
fictitious.

In 1855 the money order systein was intro-
duced, followed in 1856 by the registered letter
systemn, in the sanie vear ihe Grand Trunk Rail-
w:ay was conmpleted as far as Toronto, so that in
connecetion with the Great Western, there now
was an unibroken line of railway co-munication,
between Rtivière du Loup, a village about 100
miles below Qucbee. and Windsor in Canada
West.

Towards the end of the year 1857, the 1d. 3d.
and 6d. stammps were issued perforated, and no
doubt the 74d. and 10d. would have also un-
dergone this improvement, iad not the decimnal
currency been adopted in 1859, when of course
it wus necessary to prepare a new issue. This
series, which appeared on July lst 1859, was
enlgraved by the Aierican Bauk Note Çompany,
and consisted of the following

1 cent, reet, Queen Victoria, rose.
5 cents, oblong, beaver, vermilion.

10 cents, reet, Prince Albert, blia andbrown.
12% cents, reet, Queen Victoria, green, light

and dark.
17 cents, reet, Jacques Cartier, blue.
On unwatermarked paper, perforated.
These are albnost identical in design .with the

preceding issue.
In 1861 31esSrs Nesbitt & Co., of New York,

received the contract for a supply of stamped
envelopes, these were issued in the sanie year,
and consist of only two values as follows:-

5 cents, oval, hcad of Queen to left, ver-
milion.

10 cents, oval, head of Qteen to left, brown.
On white, laid paper, watermarked CA. P.O.D.
In 1864 a 2 cent stamp was issued, for the

postage on soldiers letters, it is similar in color
and design to the I cent, with the addition of,
the figures of value, in the angles.
