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The Jordan,
BY THE REV. GEO. J, BOND, R.A,

A courLk of hours’ ride from the Dead Sea,
through a sandy, swampy country, brought us
to the bank of the Jordan, at the place which,
according to Greek tradition, is the scene of
our Lord’s baptism. It is a lovely spot, sur-
rounded with rich foliage of clustering trees,
between which the river sweeps along in a rapid,
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Forps or THE JORDAN,

muddy current, so swift that it is dangerous to
venture more than a few feet from shore. Here,
annually, come thousands of pilgrims to bathe
in these waters as a religious duty and privilege.

It was intensely hot when we reached the
Jordan, and the sun beat down with dangerous
fierceness, but a careful bathe in the cool
waters, and luncheon and rest in the shadow
of the trees, renewed our energies for the ride
to camp. Whatever be the opinion as ‘to the
authenticity of the place, as the site of our
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Lord's baptism —multitudes of pilgrims bathe
in the sacred waters. There can be no doubt
that here the lsraelites crossed on their way
from Egypt; and ws now rode along in the
route they must have taken across the valley
to our tents, pitched on the site of their first
encampment at Gilgal. It was fearfully hot
and oppressive in the deep valley with its still
and burning air ; and the sight of our tents on
a riging ground at ( jilgal was a welcome one
indeed.

Gilgal was, as 1 have said, the first cnmging

cound of the Israelites after crossing Jordan.
ilere the manna which had fed them in the
wilderuess ceased to fall, and here they erected
the 1welve stones which they had brought from
the bed of the Jordan when its waters were
cleft for their passage. Here the first Passover
in the Land of Promise was celebrated, and
here Joshua saw the vision of the ‘‘ man over
against him with his sword drawn in his hand,
and Joshua went unto him, and said unto him,
Art thou for us, or for our adversaries? And
he said, Nay ; but as captain of the host of the
Lord am I now come.” In later times the
grand assemblies of Samuel and Saul were
convened here; here Saul was anointed king,
and here the whole tribe of Judah uumbl‘eq
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to welcome David after Absalom’s
revolt. Here, too, Elisha received Naaman,
the Syrian, and made whol the poisoned

The Chief Aim of Sunday-school
Teaching.

GREAT is the privilage and great also is the
obligation of the Sunday-school teacher. It
has been said that the chief object of Sunday-
school teaching is to impart a knowledge of tie
Word of God, to promote an intelligent study
of these holy oracles. That is only part of the
truth. The knowledge, even of the Scriptures
is only & means to an end. There may be an
intelligent acquaintance with the Word of God
and the way of salvation, and yet a spiritual
rejection of it. The chief end, we deem, of
Sabbath-school instruction, is to bring those
holy truths so to bear upon the heart and mind
and conscience of the scholar, to lead to an im-
mediate soul surrender, to a personal consecra-
tion to the service of our blessed Master and
Lord. Towards this should the teacher's best
efforts be directed. He should seek first for
spiritual illumination himself, for the baptism
of the Holy Ghost upon his work, the quicken-
ing influence of that Divine Spirit without
which all our efforts shall be vain and profitless.
Hence the importance of their having heerts
aflame with love themselves, that they may




kiudle the flames of piety in the hearts of their

scholars. In this view how
important becomes the teache
com| n with this great ob;
secular knowledge, the geo, aphy of the Bible,
the history of the Bible, tﬂ interpretation of
the Bible, {ecomel but secondary.

Thank God, that every year thousands of
conversions are reported in connection with our
Sunday-schools. Indeed, we think it will be
found that by far the larger proportions of
additions to our churches come through the
Sunday school, And this must be more increas-
ingly the case. There are not now the great
unevangilized and ignorant masses in connec-
tior with our churches, especially with our
rural churches, that there were when the pio-
neer Methodist preacher went forth into the
wilderness, like John the Baptist, calling men
everywhere to repent. Almost every one now-
aduys has often heard that cry. It is the on-
coming generations of clildren in our schools
whe are to replenish our churches, who are to
recruit the army of the living God. Those
early brought to God, and trained from child-
hoog' in piety will make better Christians, will
develop a much nobler moral mauhood and
womanhood, than those who have wasted their
rowen in sin and sqandered their best years in
olly, Let every faithful teacher feel encour-
aged by the sure word of promise, ** Therefore,
my beloved brethren, be ye steadfast, unmoy-
able, always abounding in the work of the Lord,
forasmuch as ye know that your labour is not
io vain in the Lord.”—1 Cor. xv. 58.°

CAMBRIDGE NOTES.

We take only the briefust survey of the reign of
Hezekinh, whose Listory essentiully belongs to the
writings of Isaiah, to be studied uext ‘year, - The
chronicler, writing at a time when the temple
ritual held an almost exclusive domination in Jew-
isk religion, fills his pages mostly with documents
which illustrate the history of the holy place. The
much carlier editor of Kings deals generally with
prophetic rather than priestly authorities, and the
present account of the cleansing of the temple is
naterally not found there. The religious reforma-
tion of Hezekiah was the long-delayed fruit of
Tsaiah’s teaching. Through the reigns of Jotham
and Ahaz he had lubored patiently, but the old
abures remained as cver, Ahaz probably was
only following long custom in his encouragement
of the * high places,” the danger of which was now
beginning to be felt. His son, taught by the great
prophet, determined to sweep away every thing
that clouded the purity of the national faith. Isaiah
does not seem to have taken any direct part in the
restoration of the temple service. The work of his
ottice lay dceper. But when the zeal for God and
purity of life was once rekindled, the rehabilit:-
tion of worship would inevitably follow. Manas-
seb's persecution showed that the reformation at-
tuined & depth and permanence which no mere
priest-led movements could have secured.

Verse 1. As before, we must not pin our faith to
the aceuracy of the figures. The main lindmarks of

the parallel chrouclogies of Isruel and Judah are
supported by Assyriun record:, but there are con-
siderable. dixcrepancies in  detail which, with
the present light on the subject, it is difficult Lo ex-
plain.

But the name was common
among the Hebrews.

2. In many respects tiese reforms went further
than the standard of Duvid’s day. But David’s

Repaireds ¢ Kings 18, 18,
suggests that he plated them with gold.

The
close connection between that book and this makes
it probable that the phrasc means the same here,
It would thus be a large area outside the temple on
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the east, in which * all the people ™ of Jerusalcm,
under Ezra, could asscmble.

5. Compare David's words (1 Ciiron, 15, 12, 8¢.)
referring to the disaster of Uzzah, The * sanctifi-
cation” was of course purely ceremonial, but its
ignifl would be i tively felt till long
familiarity had reduced it to a mere form. It must
be remembered that the root idea of *holiness”
among the Shemites was not purity, but exclusive
dedication to a deity. The ‘* holy ones” of Baal
and Ashtoreth shared the foulness of their divinity,
and the  holy ones” of Jehovali were to be pure
only because he is pure. Filthiness. Comp.
note on 2 Kings 17. 12, last month. Besides the
pollutions of idol-worship, there would be accumu-
lated rubbish from years of neglect. The house of
the Lord must be purged from all defilement, ma-
torial or spiritual,

1t was rescrved for Hezekiah's son to outdo this
neglect of Jehovah's house by profaning it with
idol-altars far more than Ahaz had done in the
earlier part of his reign. The reference docs not
scem to go further back than Ahuz and his gener-
ation.

16 (often, but winngly,
supposed to be Zoroastrians). But the words here
must be taken in the metaphorical sensc, of aban-
doning and despising the house.

This book was the Pentateueh, subistantially as
we now have it. It is less likely that Moses would
leave a mere digest of the law than a full exposition
embraeing, in addition to the bure statutes, a history
of their origin, and the principles by which they
were to be adwministered. If this were the very
munuseript that Moses wrote, its disappearance
from public knowledge is not strange. Moses com-
manded that the law should be kept hexide the ark,
When the ark was taken from the tabern-cle in the
days of Fli the book was left. On the return of
the ark from its Journcyings David put it into the
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new tabernacle at Jerusalem. The old tabernacle
was in time tuken down, and the book was proba-
bly removed to Jerusalem from Bhiloh, and again
found a place before the ark, In Solomon’s temple
the book and tiie ark were again together. When
the idolatrous kings of Judah cast the srk out of
the holy of holics, the book went out with it; both
were thrown as'de in some lumber cliamber of the
temple, If hidden, instead of lost, some pious
pricst might have quietly visited the lumber room,
rescued the sacred book, and secreted it under a
flag-stone of the pavement or elsewhere in the
chamber; possibly workmen in repairing the pave-
ment found the roll.— Rev. J, M, Durrell,

This was probably the Pentateuch, which is ealled
in the Seriptures **the law of God.” As a whole
this luw was practically unknown, It is supposed
that the priests, for convenience, provided the peo-
ple with un abridgment or ritual directing them
in the observances of their religion, leaving out
much of its history and especially its promises and
threatenings. This book of the law, originally
placed in the side of the ark of the covenant by
command of Moses, was doubtless lost or secreted |
when the temple was desecrated.

# case of metal resembling brass. Whence it came
no one could tell. On examination it was found to
be u eopy of the first edition of the Bengalee New
Tostument, printed ut Serumpore in 1800, This
copy of u part of the xacred volume reformed twelve
villag.s and opencd the way for cxtensive mission-
ary work. '

General Statement.

The wicked Jehoiakim was slain—wlether by his own people or by enemies is unknown—atter a reign
of eleven ycars, His son Jehoiachin succceded to tive throns, but sat upon it only a hundred dayx, for he
was carried awuy cajtive by Nebuchadnezzar, and with him many of the nobles and best of the people.
This was Nebuchadnezzar’s second invasion of the land, B. C. 598, Ile placed upon the throne the uncle of
the deposed king, who was the son of Josiah and the brother of Jehoiakim, He took the name of Zedekiah,
* the righteousness of the Lord,” a name which seemed to show a desire to rign justly, He took an
oath of allegiance to the great King of Babylon, ond, had he kept it, all might have been well. But in
uan evil hour he followed the counsels of the ambitious nobles around him, rejecting the advice of Jere-
miah, and rebelled against Nebuchadnezzar, He aimed for independence, relying upon the hope of
assistance from Egypt und from the smaller states uround, all of which were restless under the Bubylonian
yoke. Having choxen his course he pursued it regardless of results. Ho threw Jeremiah into prison be-
cause of his opposition to his policy ; he compelled the people to endure heavy burdens of taxation ;
and he preparcd to defend his eapital against the Chaldeans, But all was in vain, Jerusalem’s hour had
come. The city was besieged by the Chaldean armies for more than a year, while within its walls
the people starved and princes gave their gold for a crust of bread. “ At last, after sixteen dreadful
months, the catastrophe came. It wason the ninth day of the fourth month, about the middle of July,
at midnight, that the breach in those stout and ble walls was cffected. Passing in through the
breach, they made their way to the center of the city, and for the first time the temple wus entered by a
hostile force.”—C. R. Barnes, D.D. Zedekiah tried to escupo, but he wus seized and taken before King
Nehuchad - His children werc slain in his sight, his eycs were put out, and in blindness he was sent
to prison ia Babylon, Thus fell the throne of David, which had stood with varying fortunes for four
hundred and fifty yeurs, 5
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EXPLANATORY AND PRACTICAL NOTEHS.

Verse 1. In the ninth year. Zedekiah, the
last King of Judah, began to reign in 598 B. C., so
that the final siege of Jerusalem, which is here re-
farred to, began in 690 B. C. Tenth month.
Geikie gives the dute of the investment, December
10, 591 B. C. This would make its fall take place
in 588, instead of 587, Nebuchadnezzar. lle
was the son of Nubopolussar, the founder of the
Babylonian Empire, and begun to reign about 604
B. C. lle was a great conqueror, and a great
builder. Nearly all the bricks found at Babylon
bear his name. He conquered the lands from the
Tigris to the Mediterrancan but his empirc passed
away soon after his death. Babylon. Sce note
on verse 8, below. and all' his host. Twice
lefore had these stern Chaldcan soldiers stood
around Jerusalem, once in the reign of Jehoiakim,
when Daniel and his friends were carried away j
again when the young King Jehoiachin was taken
to Bubylon.

Fearful
picturcs of the fumine are given in the prophecy
and Lamentations of Jeremiah, Nobles, delicately
brought up, were stuggeriug through the streets
and digging with skeleton fingers in dung-heaps
for & morsel of food. Mothers beiled and devoured
the flesh of their own children, From the want of
food wud the unburied corpses of the dead a pesti-
lence was engendered which swept away malti-
tudes.

CAMBRIDGE NOTES.

The culmuess of the' historian deseribing the
trazedy of fullen Jerusulem reminds us of the yet
more wuderful self-restraint of evangelists telling

the story of the eross.  What the historian and his
countrym:en felt may be scen throbbing in the
passionate outbursts of many Pralms, of the dirge
** Lamentations” of the prophet of sorrow who
suffered through the awful siege, or of his exiled
¢mrade who saw in vision the successive stages of
that woe from the distant banks of Chebar, All
who wish to realize the catastrophe should rexd the
mugnificent chapter in Stunley’s Jewish Church
(vol ii), where the contemporary aspeet of the
whole is presented with tho most vivid truthful-
ness, Many things have happened since the nc-
cussion of the good king whose degenerate sons we
sce passing like phantom monarchs over the scene.
Nineveh has sunk forever in the whirlpool of na-
tions, leaving scarcely a hubble to mark her fite,
exeept the exultant triumph of the propliet Nahum,
Pharaoh-Necho lias marched from the overthrow of
Josiah to reccive from Nebuchadnezzar at Carche-
mish a defeat which blotted out Egypt as an Asiatic
power. In Judali Shallum ascended his futher's
throne, taking the new name Jehoahuz, Tuken
into captivity by Necho in his retreat, he made
way for his elder brother Eliakim, whom Nccho
set up in the vain hope that a vaxsal King of Judah
might be maintained against the victorious Baby-

lonians, Ile, too, as a kind of charm, took a new
name, Jehoiukim, but Jehovah was in nothing of
him but his pame. Ilis headstrong folly and
wickediess were denouuced by Jeremioh in the
written prophecy which the king burned, and he
died under un awful eurse. His son Jehoiachin
was taken away to Babylon ufter a three months
reign, and the weak but not ill-meaning Zedekinh
(Jehoval's rightcousness), the lust son of Josiah,
was ruised to the throne, his old name Mattaniah
being changed perhips in reference to Jereminh’s
prophecy (23. 6). The flower of the nation had
already been taken away (Jer. 24). The worthless
nobles left behind foreed the king to break his oath
to Nebuchadnezzar, and the ecrash came when
David’s last successor had reigned ten years,
Verse 1. The last chapter of ‘the Book of Jere-
miah contains this narrative in a better textuul eon-
dition (ref.rred to as “ Jer. ” below). The chron-
icler substitutes a compendious account with reflee-
tions on the causes of the disaster, Ninth., We
may suppose that Zedekiah's refusal to pay tribute
wus some time earlier, Note the minateness with
whicl this dark day is chronicled. It wus kept us
a fust by the later Jews, and is kept to this day.

He took Jerusalem (verse 2) in B. C. 586,
Seven years before Zedckiah had gone on an em-
bassy to Bahylon (Jer. 51. 59); but not long after
this he had been tempted by the proposed league
against Nebuchadnezzir (Jer. 27. 8), of whose sue-
ce<s he was a-sured by t'ie fulse prophet Hananiah
(28.1,s¢.) Forts, Perlups more probubly a
stockade ( Thentus).

2. We learn from Jeremiah (chap. 84, 7,

The punishment of putting out the eyes was cx-
tremely common among these cruel people, us their
monuments abundantly show.

Come up to the top of Jerusalem’s walls and look
off. Many others have ascende| with you and are
also looking away. Do you see that suspiciously
black mass over in the north? It grows, spreads
out, advances like a flood and pours all about Je-
rusalem. What a clamor comes with it—the shout-

ing of men, the neighing of horses, the clush of |

arms, the rolling of chariot-wheels! It is the
dreded army of Babylon’s king. Ou every hill,
yes, through the valleys, 18 drawn cut a girdle of
violence und wruth inclosing and confining Jeru-
salem.

¢« Ha-ha!” laugh the Jews near you. * We are
strong. Look at our stout gates, our heavy walls,
Ha-ha! We have friends, too, in our weapons.”

Yes, rock-planted, r.ck-built Jerusalen: ix strong,

and in sword and bow aud engines of war the Jew
has friecnds. Ah! there is one Friend lacking. Go
up tothe temple. No fire smokes from its aitars,
No song of worship trembles in the morning or
evening air, Zion's courts are forsaken, dexpised,
polluted. God is far off. Far off? Yes, as Jeru-
salem’s friend, but, O, 8o nigh as Jerusalem's
judge! The rocky city is his judgment-seat, and
the Jew knows it not. The siege goes on.
* The encmy build forts round about the ecity.
Still the Jew on the wall laughs, * Ha<ha! who
carcs for the enemy? Our towers are higher!
1a-ha!”

But one day there comes to Jerusalem an encmy
that all care for.  No one pees ti.c shadow of uny
approach. No one heurs any voice. No one fecls
any hostile touch, Unseen he stalks through the
crowded streets, No door opens to him, and none
cry, * Come in, thou Guest of Jerusalem!" and yet
he cuters every home. Wherever he goes people
weaken, grow pale and thin and gaunt, and die. His
name is Hunger, and Hunger conquers. One black
night Jerusalem’s gutes are madly assaulted, but as-
waulted from within, With a groan the rusty gatcs
fall back, and there is a savage rush out of Jerusalem.
Men are in mad haste to get away from the grim
euemy within, All the men of war and the king
himselfare fleeing. They drive along the old road
to Jericho, Faster now, for Babylon's hosts are
after them, On the green plains of Jericho Zede-
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kiah is captured. His men of war are scattered
like chaff before the thresher's fluil in harvest-time.
There is no running now, but a leisurely, ad going
toward Babylon. And what ingeniously eruel pun-
ishment awaits him! They are about to put out his
cyes, What shall be the last thing he looks upon ¢
The beautiful sky, the green plain, with ils sweet
brilliant flowers, and the strong river flowing
through ull?  Not that, not that, but the butchery
of his young sons; and then, in the torturer's
hands, the poor king is made blind forever!

And other torturcrs are at work, too, in Jerusa-
lem. They nre putting out the city’s eyes. They
are humbling its high towers and rolling the stones
down into the valley. They rush about, torch in
hund, They fire the once happy homes. They
make ashes of the king's house. They sct the toreh
to the house of the very King of kings!

Jerusalem at last is as helpless ns that poor,
blinded king in fetters of brass up in Bubylon,

Come up now to Jerusalem’s walls and look off
again! There is onco more a dark object on the
northern landscape. It is not an enemy approueh-
ing, buta conqueror leaving ; at his heels a miser-
able, fettered crowd of unhuppy cuptives, sobhing
and hobbling toward the long land of exile. No
sound now of any Jew sneering at an enemy, but
the warm, gray ashes sputter, while «vcr the tem-
ple's broken walls hangs, likea sackeloth, a blacken-
ing cloud of smoke. To-night the jackals will
prowl through the silent streets, and the doss will
l.owl at the gates ever open and that no watchman
will close for many a long day. Smoldering fires
glare amid the temple’s ruins, but none flash upon
its altars, The great day of the Lord has set iu,
Day of doom, day of judgment !

By Way of Illustration.

“ Pursued after the king, and overtook lhim.”

Blane. Darkness came down upon them and they
lost their way. When the morning dawned the
whole party had perished, and were foun! five
steps from a place of shelter. O, how near they
were !

Will you
not take it ere the night falls and you perish ?

A number of persons employed by a la-ge maru-

cilities provided for them, and therefore have only
themselves to blame for losing their situations. In
a far more important matter, ** how shall weescape,
if we neglect so great salvation?”

When told that she
could she patted the pillow lovingly, and said,
 Pretty white bed, 1 love you 1" Ada loved pure
things because her heart was pure.  When people’s
hearts get stained with sin they do not mind much
if things about them are not clean.

Let children gucss what you have on the plate.
Tell that it is something God made, which children
love to eat. They will look for something nice,
Tell that God made it beautiful and good, but it is
spoiled [uncover], just as people sometimes spoil the
good bodies and xouls which God has given them,
Put where all can see two pictures—one an inno-
cent baby, the other a drunkard, as ill-looking a
picture a8 you can find. Tell that once he was a8
pure and sweet as the biby. What has he done?
The children will say he has spoiled himself. Yes;
and our lesson tells how he hus done it.

Why is this fruit no Jonger good to cat? Once it
was full of sweet juice. Now the juice is sour, It
has begun to ferment. When cider is made the
juice is pressed out of apples, and then it is allowed
to stand until it ferments. The sweet apple-juice
spoils, justas this apple hus spoiled. Nobody
would like to eat the spoiled apple, but a great many
people would drink the spoiled apple-juice. What
is it that makes them likeit? It issomething called
aloohol, There is some of it in & glass of almost
sweet cider, There is more in beer, and still more in
whisky. It all eomes from deeay. Do you think
it can be clean and good ?

This sweet little haby has not begun to spoil its
body. It drinks milk and eats bread and has a
clean, healthy body. But this bad-looking man
has spoiled the body which God gave him. He
has done it by drinking spoiled juices. Do you
think he knew they were spoiled, and would spoil
his body? Read from the Bible verses 7 and 8 of
the lesson, God told him in his book, but he
would not hear, He made a covenant with death
and hell, A covenant is an agreement, you know.
