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EDITORIAL NOTES.

The news that Rudyard Kipling, the popular youag auther, is fatally ill
of consumption will be received with deep regret by the readers of his
books. He has been ordered to Italy, in hopes that the change of climate
will benefit bis case.

Hon. Edward Blake has spoken again on the political situation. He
takes a rather gloomy view of things, but he is right in saying that any
person occupying the position of First Minister will not find it as easy an
office as many ruppose it to be. Hc sayg Canada is an immense country,
alacd of vast possibilities, an inheritance which every Cavadian is proud
of, and none moie 80 than he is, for it is the land of his birth, and destined
to occupy a prominent position among the nations of the earth; but to
achieve all that is claimed for it as posaible, our legieslators must be required
1o so frame the legislation of the country, either Federal or Provincial, as
1o steer it clear of shoals or broakers. e, however, gives such a gloomy
outlook that the task would appear well-nigh impossible.

The little republic of Hayti is a hot place at times, and it has just been
having oae of thcse times. Two attempts to overthrow the government of
President Hippolytle were made—the last on May 28th. After the first
revolt the President had very many people arrested, snd failing to find
General Sully Guerrier, he arrested and put in prison the wife of Guerrier.
Generals Sully Guerrier and Badere, an old politics! offender, then headed
a mob which they led against the prison, and secured the keys and liberated
the prisoners—among them Guerrict’s wife and all political offenders. They
then procecded to try and gain control of the arsenal and the arms and
ammucition it contained, but were frustrated by the quick movements of
the troops under Hippolyte, which dispersed the mob, killing aboat forty
pecple in the process. The shooting discipline of Hippalyte has continued
1o be carried out ad libitum. Two bundred or more people have been shot
down io the strects of Port au Prince, and arrests are daily made on little
or no pretence. Fred. Douglass, the United Statea Minister in Hayti, is
said to be in fear of his life. Two or three men per day have been shot
since the revolt, the only offence of some of the victims being their failare
to rise and shout, ¢ Vive la Hippolyte ! when the mighty man rode by on
his horse. This is the eighty-cighth year of Haytian independence, and to
judge by reports, the President must be a regular old Turk,

In Japan they do not seem to have any prejudice against cremation.
That method of disposing of the dead would appear to be cxtensively
practical, for we rcad that in the month of November last §36 cremations
took place in the capital of that country.

The Governor-General took his time in calling a successor to Sir John
A. Macdonald. For over a week he wis without responsible advisers.
‘This appears 1o us to have been altogether unnecessary ; a Prime Minister
might bave been quite as eanily found several days carlier.

After abiding in a state of patient expectancy for a week, the people of
Canada learned on Monday morning that the man selected by Lord Stanley to
form a pew Cabinet is the Hon. J. J. C. Abbott, leader of the Government in
the Senate. Wein the Provinces by the sea arc not as familiar with Mr, Abbott
as we are with Sir Charles Tupper and Sir John Thompson, the two men
whose names have been mentioned most frequently in connection with the
high office of Premier during the last week. Mr. Abbott is a lawyer. He
represented Argenteuil, P. Q., in the House of Commons for some years,
but in 1886 he declined to be again nominated, and dropped out of political
life for a time, until in May, 1887, after nearly thirty years' service in the
House of Commons, he was called to the Scnate and given a portfolio
without oiice—a position he has held up to the present, Mr. Abbott is
seventy-one years of age, und it is probable that the preaent arrangement is
but temporary. As far as we can see, there is no cause for dissatisfaction
in the appointment. At the present crisis, the chief consideration was to
appoint a man upon whom the party would be agreed for the present, and
loave the more definite settlement of the question in abeyance for a time.
Most Nava Scotian supporters of the Government would like to see Sir
Charles Tupper made Premier. Sir John Thompson stands next, but his
being a junior member of the Government doubtless weighed againet him.
In Nieu of the Premiership, it appears wost hikely 2t the time of writing that
Sir John will be the real leader in the Commors, with Sir Hector Langevin
as the nominal head.

Natural scicntists will be interested in the formation at Montreal, on the
29th of May last, of the Botanical Club of Canads. This club was
otranized by a committee of the Biological section of tha Royal Socicty,
which recently met in Montreal. In view of the fact that the exploration
of the floras of the various sectiuns of the north of the contineat has been
very deficient, the formation of this club to stimulate botaaical investigation
and the publication of local lists ought to prove beneficial. Neither con-
stitution nor bye-laws have bzen adopted, but a corps of officers, which
can be increased by appointment, was selected, and the memb:rs are at
liberty to advsnce the work in whatever mizaner each may find most
effective. For this year Professor Lawson, Pa D, F. L. §,F. R.8.C,, etc,,
Halifax, is Presideat, and Principal Macksy, Halfax, Sccretary-Treasater.
The Secretaries for the Provinces are as follows .—Oatario —Prof. J.hn
Macoun, M. A, F. R. S.C,, ctc.. Botanist of the Geological Sarvcy of
Canads, Ottawa. Qucbec—Prof. D. P. Penhallow, B. Sc., F. R. 8. C,,
Montreal. New Brunswick—G. U. Hay, Ph. B., St. Joho, Nova Scutia—
E. J. Lay, Esq,,. Anherst, P, E. I._F. Bain, Lsq., Charlottetown. New-
foundland—Rev. A. C. Waghorae, St. Johns. Manitobs—2r. Burman,
Winnipeg. Alberta—\V. H. Galbraith, Lethbridge. DBritish Columbia—
Dr. Newcombe, Victoris, They are expected to stimulaic botanmcal
exploration in every section of their territory by stirring up local botanists ;
by ectting collectors at work in cvery possible locality, and thus develup
new botanisis; by having published in the lucil papers the lists of all
plants in each section of the conatry as the work of exploation gues oun;
by collecting and critically ex«mining aond cortecting sach lisis ; by forming
field clubs; and by transmitiiog suggestions anl a summary of the work
done in the Provinces to the central officers b.fure the cad of 1891. To
cover expenses of postage, citculars or bulletins with liais of manbers, an
assessment of 35 cents par membor hes becn aathunze:d. Tacre are
handreds of people in the couatry who have uarsalied oppotiaaitics 1o
assist in this wortk. Many perhaps ate well acquainted w.a places where
rare plants arc io bz found, bat for lack of baviag their atteutisn direcied
to them never think of speaking of them. Al such people who take the
slightest iaterest in the promotion of scizutific ubjects vught to cumumence
botanics! work at oace and commuaicate with tue nearest officer of the club.
Interesting botanicsl news will be welcomed by the DPeess.  All such local
news will be suaraed up in the geaeral Canadian botanical records, which
will doubiless go fat towards solviog maoy curious and imporiant prublems
of general intercat to the public at large, as well as to the scientific. No
study could be more delightful than batany, and we are surc that those
who engage in it will fecl well repaid for their trouble,
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The baccarat scandal bas left every one connected with it pretty well
beemirched. In the expressive language of slang, their name is mnd.,

We observe that the article on *‘Cwo Canadian Poets” in the Cuncdian
Presbyterian, which we referred to a short time ago, has been disowned by
Mr. Archibald Lampman. In a letter to that paper he says the article was
made up of extracts, taken without his knowledge, from a lecture delivered
10 a literary society in Ottawa, and was framed in such a manner as to con-
vey a very erroneous impression of the form and intent of his lecture. At
any rate, the article was ioteresting and well sritten, and attracted a good
deal of attention.

Royalty, says the Pall Mall Qasetle, is being born at Sheen Lodge; it
is dying at Camberwell workhouse. This institution is already noted for
inmates with a title to fame. Now one more celebrity may be added to the
list, for an aged woman, nsmed Caroline Guelph, has just joined the ranks
in the “big house.” This old lady, who has resided in the neighborhood
of Peckham for some years, claims Royal relationship, as s daughter of Lis
Majesty Kiog George IV, Caroline Guelph is now seriously ill, and is not
expected to recover.

A peculisr fatal accident occurred at Tempelhof, Germany, on Tuesday
of last week. While a party of Grenadiers were being exercised by the
Emperor at morning drill, s vivid flash of lightning, followed by s deafening
thunder clsp, startled and half blinded the men on parade, and hurled a
number of them to the ground. The officer in command and three soldiers
were picked up insensible. Two of the Iatter died, the others were
seriously injured, snd a horse also was killed. The despatches do not say
that the day was otherwise than fine, and loave vs to infer that the stroke
was a thunderbolt out of » clear sky. It is thoughtthat the rifles and bayo-
nets of the soldiers attracted the fatal fluid,

The exploit of the Salisbury, N. B. girl, Clara Wortman, who was sup-
posed to be lost ir the woods, and had between two and three hundred men
searchlng for her for a week, must have proved very trying to the tempers
of her friends. The young woman was not lost, but had donned male attire
snd hired out as a laborer on the farm of Byton McLeod, near Penobsquis.
She had been reading trashy stories, which excited ber mind, and she
assumed the name of the hero of one of the books. Miss Wortman appears to
staud badly in need of correction—a sound spaoking would be likely to
remove all further desire for romance of the kind she has just been indulg-
ing in. The rage of the searchers must have been unbounded when the
girl turned up all right. Parents should have some oversight over the
literatare allowed their children, but in many cases the mothers at least, if
not the fathers, are just as fond of sensational stories as the children are.

Rumors that come by way of New York are not always to be credited,
but if it is true that Sir Wm. Gordor Cumming has decided to write a book
sbout the baccarat case, there is something interesting in store for a good
many people. Itis said that in this book he will deal particularly with
what he has termed the “ rascality ” of Lycett Green ; the manner in which
the Prince of Wales keeps secrets; his candid opinions of the hostess of
Tranby Croft ; the true and only reason why he was called upon to sign
“¢ that document ;" how the Prince of Wales plays the roll of banker ; why
he carvies his own baccarat apparatus about with him ; the nonsepse that
occurred among the party on both nights of the play; and last, but not
least, Lady Broke's reason for breskiog her promise to the Prince of Wales
that she would not utter a single word about the affair to a buman being.
‘With these live and interestiog headings for his chapters he ought to make
a howling success of his literary veature.

The Toronto Week, in discussing the pros and cons of the Government
situation, says:—* Mapy of the best citizens, both in public and private life
—those whose judgment is held above the swirl of party feeling—realizing
that the country ison the verge of 2 poiitical crisis, and that the most
momentous consequences may be involved in the events of the next few
montbs, would, we believe, be heartily glad were a coalition of the best ele-
ments in the two parties possible. Such a conlition, capable of sioking all
minor considerations, and devotiog itself in singlencss of purpose to the
task of solving the problem of the country’s destiny, might do a work for
its futore well-being, second only, it second at sll, to that which was
achieved by the Fathers of the Confederation. But in the present state of

1ty passion, such a thing is, we fear, too much to hope for.” This is,
indeed, an Utopisn dream. We entirely agree with the Week in believings
coalition of the best elements of the two great parties of Canada would be
advantageous to the country, but until the lion and the Jamb shall lie dowa
together, we do not expect to see it accomplished.

It appears to be the fashion to “ pitch into™ the Prince of Wales for his
share in the bsccarat case.  Unforiunately, the most ardent admirers of His
Royal Highnpess are unable to exonerate him from all blame in the matter,
but it secems to us that-a good deal of the present indignation is quite
uncalled fcr. The Prince of Wales, in comparison with otber men of his
house, is almost beyond criticiam, altbough he falls fer short of the excel-
lence of his father, the late Prince Consort. He has been all his life a
prelly hard worker, constantly attending to state and public duties, and per-

forming many of the offices that would naturally devolve upon the Sovereign
without himseif enjoying the splendors of a throne. 11e has been an acknow-
ledged favorite among the people, and it is acarcely likely that they will fail
to forgive him for getting found out in this matter. As to his carrying the
apparatus for baccarat about with him, it is probable that the Prince iz, as
people in his own siation as well as in others often are, s little particular
about havipg things to suit them, It is regrettable that the Prioce was con-
nected in any way with the scandal ; we do not like to see Royalty showing
flaws, and in the present time the purity and correctness of Queen Victoris
and her daughters throw into relief any faultiness on the part of the male
members of the family,

Hetetodoxy appeara to be geting in a large amount of work in all the
churches just now. The narrow lines of creed cannot hold men of inde-
pendent thought, and the bre: king away from them of numbers of men and
women of good repute i3 one Jf the notable signs of the times. Germany
is the birthplace of the * higher criticism,” and from there the current has
grown wider as it travelled to liritain, and has finally reached this country.
The Orthodox lift up their hands in horror at the bare idea of refusiog to
be bound to what has been instilled into one from the cradle up as the only
way of salvation, but when we compare the chorches of the day, and their
members ard adherents with those who make no such professions of right-
eousness, we cannot say that they are always shining lights. The danger in
the present wave of thought is that scores of people, ever ready to take up
with anything new, will readily make a fashionable cant of imitating the
men who become notable from their heterodox views. Truth lies deep, and
there is every reason to suppose that the men who risk their positions in
the church rather than act a lie, are in a better way to find it than those
who meekly await the signsl to follow some one else in their form of reli-
gion. The Bible is more than any man has ever been able to thoroughly
grasp, and if men differ in their interpretation of parts of it, who is to say
who is right ? So far as the churches are concerned, they have a perfect
right to exclude from their communion men who conscientiously differ
widely from the theologicsl belief of the denomination, but the frequent
gecessions from such bodies speaks the spirit of the age for independent
thought and belief, which will not be downed by putting any premium on in-
tellectual self deception. There can be little doubt, that out of (his nettle,
danger, we shall pluck this flower, safety, Tho freedom to think and believe as
they iike cannot do the people any harm—and it is fast coming to that. Itis
well also for the path breakers of this mavement, that the thumb-screw and
the rack are not now brought into operation, and that the stike can claim no
more victime. The only tortures broad-minded clergymen, who give
expression to their real sentiments, have to fear, are the thumb-screws of
ridicule and the racks of suspense they have to endure while their cases
come before the church courts for trial.

The barbarism of the check-rein appears at last to have sttracted the
attention of our humanitarians, and the announcement was made some days
ago that the S. P. C. A intended to prosecute sany persons found using it.
Time and again we have called out against this needless torture of the horse
~—one of msan's noblest friends among the brutes, The obnoxious fashion—
for it was little else but & fashion— has been blindly followed by ecores of
people who never had senss enougi. to see the discomfort they were giviog
the unfortunate animals in their p.ssession, and the result has been that
many a horse that otherwise would have been free from vice has had his
temper ruined by the check-rein.  We have spoken before of that excellent
little story ¢ Black Beauty,” which has done so much for the horses’ cause.
In it the horse tells his own story, and describes the different kinds of
masters he had been in the possession of. A wide circulation of this baok
has already been achieved, but all the people who ought to have read it
have not yet seen it. In regard to the check-rein, we rejoice to see that
Queen Victoris has shown herself not unmindful of the need of a change in
the pattern of the harness of the horses of her mews.  An order was recently
given 1o have the bearing reios taken off the royal harness, and unless
human natare has greatly changed we shall soon see the new order of
things finding its way down to the masses, and tbe horses of common people
will be emancipated. Everyone knows how hard it is to carry a losd with-
out bending forward ; how thea can a horss be expected to do his work
essily with his head tightly held up by the besring rein. Blinkers or
blincers are another evil, but they will have to be more gradually abandoned,
because the horse that has been accustomed to them would perhaps not be
able to go without at once. The use of blinkers has always appeared to us
patticularly foolish. A horse with his vision so interrupted, and constrained
t5 Yook right before him, is often frightened by objects which he can only
partly discern, wheress, if he could only look squarely at them, he would
see 0 cause for alarm.  Why did the Creator place a horse’s eyes o that
he could look 10 one side or the other if it were not well to do so? Man
sometimes thinks he can improve on Nature, but he does not often succeed
in doing so. It is true in this matter, as in many cthers, that with what
measure we mete, it shall be meted to us sgain, where we treat our dumb
servants best, they will render us the best service. * Evil is wrovght by
want of thought, as well as want of heart,” says Hood, and we believe that
in many cases of abuse, thoughtlessooss is as often the cause as heartless-
oess, but when the cruelty of a practice is clearly pointed out, there remains
no excuse for tbe perpetrator.  The action of the 8. P, C. A, will, of couree,
be an additional inducement to people to trest their horses in an humane
manner.

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PARLIAMENTARY REVIEW.,

Douminton.—The suspense regarding the sppointment of a successor to
the Iste Sir John A. Macdonald was removed on Saturday, when it became
known that the Governor Geueral bad called on the Hon, John J. C. Abbott
to form a Cabinet, This appointment is believed by many 10 be only a
tomporary one to tide over this session of Parlisment, and that Sir Charles
Tupper will eventually be called upon to assume the leadership of the
Liberal Conservative patty, a position which he is ¢cminently qualified to
fill. Inthat event he will doubtless choos: an Ontario constituency, and
the most appropriate ope would be Kingston, so lovg and so sbly represented
by the late Sir John A. Macdonald. In this choice he would be ably
sccongtd by the talented and influentinl Principsl Grant and his return
assured.

Parliament met on Tuesday, and after routine Sir Heclor Langevin, who
continues 10 lead the Government in the Comwons, read a statement
prepared by Premicr Abbott and assented to by the Governor General which
explained that his excellency did not feel that the state of public affaire
necessitated the formation of a new Cabinet until the grave had closed over
the late Premier and the last honors had been paid him, and he had
consequently postponed action uantil the Friday after the funeral. His
excellency had then coneulted with Sir Joha Thompson and had sent for
Mr. Abbott and requested him to form a Cabinet. On Ssturday Mr.
Abbott consented to act, and requested his colleagues to remain in their
respective offices, which they conscnted to do. This was approved of by
his excellency, who also sanctioned the assumption by dir. Abbott of the
Departmental Office of President of the Council, the vacancy caused by
the death of Sir Jobn Macdonald remaining unfilled, -and pendiog the
appointraent of a succeseor, the affairs of the Department of Railways to
be administered by a member of the Cabinet.

Michael Connolly then appeared at the bar of the House, and after
some discussion Sir John Thompson woved that the books be placed in the
custody of the Houee to be handed over to the Committee on Privileges
and Elections. He would postpone moviog that Connolly be taken into
custody until the order was complied with or until the House knew whether
he would comply with its orders. The motion carried.

On motion to go into supply Sir Richard Cartwright asked Sir John
Thompson when the additional reciprocity correspondence would be pro-
duced. Sir John replied that authority had been obteived, aud that it
would be leid before the House on Wednesday.

The House want into supply and passed the penitentiary estimates;
had a long discussion over contingencies for the Senate, and then passed on
to the items of salaries for revising barristers,

Mr, Flint stated that the revising barrister for Shelburne was a partner
of the present member for that County, which was a violation of the spirit
of the law, but Mr. White denied this and asserted that the revising
barrister was not and never had been his parntner,

In answer to Mr. Landerkin, Sir John Thompson said the electoral lists
would certainly be revised this year.

Mr, Bowell, it is reported, will be tho acting Minister of Railways.

The Board of Trade met on Wednesday. They resolved to abaodon the
Cornwallis Street termious and go in for the water-front extension.

A barque from Montevideo arrived at St. John on Monday with two
cases of smallpox on board. She is lying in quarantice off Partridge
Island.

The General Assembly of the Presbyterian Church, in sessiop at Kings-
top, received reports from the six Presbyterian colleges last Saturday. Ali
are prospering.

French warships are reported on the French shore to be enforcing
treaty rights with the utmost vigor, while Newfoundland cruisers are main-
tainiog the bait act.

Two Newfoundland bankers, the Angeline, Capt. BMichel, of St. Cast,
Brittany, with a crew of 18 men, and the dux Chiens, with the same num.
ber of meo, are missing.

A fire company has been formed in the southern suburbs of Dartmouth.

Tlie Rev. Robert Murray was offered, but has decliced, the editorship
of the Preshyterian Record, 1t was afterwards offered to Rev, E. Scott, of
New Glasgow, who will probably accept.

La grippe has rpread to a groat extent in the Magdalen Islands, and
fishing is practicslly suspended. Within the past few weeks over fifty have
died from the discasc and hundreds are down with it. Great want is
experienced.

A Dathousie Alumoi Association is abut to be formed in New Bruns.
wick. It is good for a college to have its graduates organiz2d, and as theso
are about 100 Dathousic graduates in N. BB, the movement ought to mect
with success.

A young lady named Schelp has dicd near Russell, Ont., under peculiar
circumstances. She ate suine lemon peel that had b:en soaked in water
over night. An hour latzr she wus seized with a drowsy fit, lay down and
a few hours later was dead.

The ratepayers of Dartmouth held a public meeting on Monday evening
to inquire into the cause of the great increase in taxation during recent
years. A committee was appointed to inquire into the facts and to ascer-
tain what necessity exists for the increase.

Information has been received st Montreal that the American Govern.
ment has fixed the cattle space on board steamers at two feet six inches on
deck and two feet eight inches on other portions of a ship. The sizz of
space allowed cattle exported from Montreal is two feet six inches and at
that it will probably remain for the present scason despite the protests of
the catile exporters, who all along have agitated for two feet eight inches,
No Iaspector has yet been appoioted by the Goverameat,

There is 2 movement on foot at Montreal to perputuate the name of Sir
John Macdonald by establishing an organization to be known as the Maple
Leaf League of Canada, on the same principle as the Primrose Lesgue of
Great Britain, namely the maintenance of the integrity of the Empire, the
upholding of religion, ete, It is also proposcd that June 6th be observed
as 2 National holiday in commemoration of the late Premier ; that every
member of the League on that day wear a maple leaf, etc. It is proposed
that ladies should take a prominent part io ths new organizition.

We regret to record that the entire bread baking establishment and con-
fectionery stores of Moir, Son & Co., this city, were destroyed by fire on
Tuesday worning early. The loss is 100,000, only $19,000 of which is
covered by insurance. Mr. Moir has the army and bpavy contracts for
bread, which he is under heavy bonds to carry out. Soms of the other
bakers of the city took on a number of Moir’s men and assisted him with
the work. Not a few people were incounvenienced for want of their daily
bread. Oane hundred and seventy men, boys aad girls have been thrown
out of employment by the fire. All day Tuesdsy and Wedaesday the Royal
Enginesrs were at work blasting the daugerous walls, and despite the fact
that water was continually thrown on the suins, and heavy rain fell on Tues.
day night, smoke was still rising on Thursday morning. The whole com.
munity sympathiz2s with Mr. Moir in his loss, which is heavy. The fire, it
is thought, started from the spark of a candle which was carried by a man:
wbo went over the building to see if it was all right.  The three alarms that
were struck alarmed a good many people who own large places in the city.
It was the worst fico Halifax has experienced for a long time.

The most important provisions of the bill introduced in the Housc by
Mr. Tupper to provide for workiog of d:ck and ioad lines are as follows :—
The act does not apply to ships registered elsewhere than in Canads, or
ships under 150 toos, or to ships registercd in Canads marked as load lines
according to requirements of the Merchants’ Shipping Act of 1876 and
18go. Section 5 defines the style of the deck mark; Section 6 fixes
penalties of §s500 for neglecting 1o mark, or for effacing marks; Section g
deals with load line, and after defining its form, provides that it shall be
placed at such level below the deck line as is approved by two of the
peracos mentioned in following sub s=ctions. The next sub section
designates the owner of the ship as one person, and a surveyor of Lloyds
or Bureau Ventas or any port warden duly appointed by the goversor in
council, as the other, It 1s specially provided that the owoer or msster of
the ship shall 1n every:case be oue of the persons fixing the load lines.
Other sub sections provide for remarking when necessary, and for penaliies
for neglect. Section 10 provides that if two persons authorizad to fix the
lead line shall fail to agree, the matter may be referred to the Minister of
Marine, who may decide the matter, or refer it to an expert, who may
render a report to the Minister in writing.

The great silver mines in McxXico, owned by the Omaba Mining Com-
pany, have been sold to an Eoglish syndicate. The price is uoknown, but
it is up in the millions.

The Colorado conference of the Mcthodist Episcopal Church a few days
ago voted to drop from mewmbzrship n the church the former evargelist,
Rev. Sam Small.  Mr. Small’s connection with the Methodist Uaiversity at
Ogden, U, as its president, aod stories of a shortage ia his accounts aze of
recent memories. Bat there 1s another side to the story. Sam Small
charges the directors of the university with ruoniog a skin game and
denounces them os swindlere.

The fleet of sailing vesecls belonging to San Francieco have lost one of
their best bunting grounds.

The eruption of Mount Vesuvius conlinues, the flowing lava now
threatens to destroy tho observatory. The principal crater is throwing
ehowers of ashes,

One hundred and twenty persons lost their lives in a rajlway accident
near Ball, in Switzerland, on Sunday last, Many others are injured, The
cause was the breaking of a bridge.

A number of laundresses of London, supported by numecrous trade
societies, aggregating 80,000 pereons, held a demonstration in Hyde Park
on Sunday., They want an eight-hours’ day.

The Oficial Gasette announces under date June 10, that the name of
Sir William Gerdon Cumming has been removed from the list of officers in
the army, as her majesty has no further occasion for his services.

None of the relatives of Sir Wm, Gordon Cumming's bride were at the
wedding, and it is said they will ignore her in future. Sir William and bis
bride were enthusiastically received at Forres, Scotland, near which Burgh
Altyre, the baronet's estate, is situated.

The Senaputti, second brother to the Maharajah, and Commander-in
Chief of the Manipuri forces, has been convicted of rebelling against the
Empress of India and of abetting the massacre of Chief Commissioner
Quinton, Political Agent Grimwood and other British officers in March
last and has been condemned to be hanged. This sentence, however, is
subject to coofirmation on the part of the Viceroy of India. :

Convention with Portugal provides that goods in transit througa
Portuguese territory between east cosst and British sphere shall not for a
period of 25 years be subjected to duty above 3 per cent. This gives
England option within five years of claiming freedom of traneit on payment
of a sum capitalizing thc annual duties for the remainder of the period at
the rate of 830,000 yearly, and opsns Zambezi and Shire rivers to free
navigation by all nations. .

Since the paragraph respecting the Prince of Wales, elsewhere in this
issue, was written, His Royal Highness has wade the amende honoralle for
his icdiscretion by apologizing through Mr. Stanhope to the House of
Commons. The largest afternoon attendance of the present session was
attracted by the ioterest in the baccarat question, and the Speaker's,
Strangers' and Ladics' gallerics were packed. This straight-forward and
maaly action ou the part of the Pricce has taken the wind out of the ssils
of those who would have continued the sgitation against him It is to be
hoped that the lesson will be taken to heart and that our future King will
give gambling and gamblers a wide berth from this time forth.

MUSICAL SANDS.

Dr. H. Carrington Bolton, of New York, delivered an address at the
Midland Institute on Monday (week) upon ¢ Researches on Musicsl Sand in
Many Lands.” The lecturer said that in July several years ago ho made s
cacual visit to a little seashore summer rosort on the coast of Massachusetts, a
few miles from Boston. Walking down on the sea coast he found bimseli
in a very charming little spot—a sandy beach, with rocky promontories
projecting into the ocean on the north and south of him. As he walked
from the loose sand on to the somewhat firmer sand, he thought he heard the
barking of a dog.some little distance from him. This was his fist impres-
sion, and be turned about surprised not to seo & little dog at a very short
distance. He went on, and every stop he took he hesrd the same noise,
Ho was very much surprised, and sesicg two boys playingin the distance he
webnt to them, and then learnt that he was on “ the famous wusical sands.”
This was his firat experience of musical sands, but from them he began to
study the subject, He inquired of his friends, and corresponded with dis-
tinguished geologists far and nesr, and found, to his surprise, that the study
of the phenomenon as a whole had been neglected. Heo procesded to make
a fow simple experimonts. Whenever the wusical ssnd was disturbed by
friction, either by the hand or the foot, a peculisar sound was hesrd-—one
which he hardly dared to imitate. The pitch was determined by the amount
of sand acted upon, and tho method of producing the sound was simply
friction. A piece of dry wood dragged over the sand magnified the sound
in & peculier fashion. Ho found by placing the so-called musical sand in s
bag and plaiticg it together he got & whoop-like sound, which could be
heard about 420 feet ip atill air.

A patch of musical sand could not be distinguished by the eye from
ordinary sind ; and yet a blind ran who was deaf and dumb could easily
distioguish musical sand from any other, the reason being that musical sand
communicated to the fingers or the fest when struck or kicked a distinct
vibration—a tickling sonsation, which he had felt as far as his wrist, and
through his boots as far up his legs as his knees. The sand uonder certain
conditions seemed to lose its power. After being taken away from the besch
80ms specimons lost their powor in twenty four hours, but by being bottled
up the musical saud could be preserved for a number of years ; and if kept
in bage, snd the bags wore kept ressonably dry and awsy from dust and dizt,

the sound could be preserved for almost any length of time. The “slightest
moisturo added to the sind immadistely destroyed its pawer of emitting
gound, and so did the slightest admixture of fine powder, euch as aoil.
Haviog destroyed its acoustio power he had not succeeded in restoring it,
although his experimonts had been manifold. \When he came to Birmiog-
ham Profeasor Woodward took him to tho Old Cometery, where he was told
that he would find a largo deposit of sind, and as Birmingham was noted
as a musical town, he expectod that its sand would give hima soms sound,
The lecturer then made some experiments with the sand, which was placed
ia & canvas bag of the shape of a stocking. The local sand was tieat tried,
but no sound was emitted. Dr. Dolton then took a * stooking foot,” as he
termed it, of sand taken from the beach at Manchester, Missachusetts, and
preasing it shatply with his hands, it gave off & sound which could be
heard all over the building. Ho afterwards treated some sand brought
from the Sandwich Islands in tho ssme way, and this gave off a somewhat
similar sound, though scarcely &0 loud. As a proof that the sand could be
preserved he opened a bottle of sand which he explained was corked up on
July 9, 1684, and placing the sand in the “ stocking foot,” end preesing it,
he obtsined a louder sound than from any of the other spacimens,

Early in his investigations, the lecturer said he called in Dr. Alex. A.
Julien, an expert with the microscope, and between them they collacted 610
samples of sand from around the world. From about 500 ssmples examined
it appeared that the musical sand was not a variety of sand, but a condition
into which the sand got. Bacomiog anxious to eatablish the question as to
whether musicil sand was common, he sought the assistance of tho Govern-
ment at Washington. He was placed in communication with the superin-.
tendent of the Life Saving Service, who ob'sined for him, fres of coat,
reports from all the life-saving stations of the Stite, and from thess he found
that of eighty-five heaches in the United States sixty-five ware famous for
musical sounds. Musical sounds occurred on miny baaches around the
world, and iunstead of being & unique phenomenon, it was so common thai
it was hardly worth talking about. The lecturor hete showed a numbsr of
limelight views illustrativo of his experiences whilst in search of musical
sands in Arabia and in the Sindwici: Islande. Som»y of his descriptious
wera humorous and wore loudly applauded, Hbo concluded by sayiog that
varions theories had boen propsunded as to the cause of the sound; bu! in
his opinion the osuse aross from the fact that sach individual particle of sand
contained an air cushion round its surfice, aud whan disturbsd it gave off
a note.—Enylish Mecchanic.

The Wilmot Spa Spring Co., since commencing busineas threse months
3go, have shipped over forty car loads of their manufactures from Middleton
station. As yet the season for their trade is only opened.—New Star.

New Compast 10 Maxe Fine Buick.—Me. W, H. Ros3s, C. E., of this
city, has just secured a title to two square miles of mining land in which
there is an outcrop seam of 6 feet of coal and 9 foet of fice clay. The ssam
of fire clay is claimed to ba the largest deposit of fire clay known in the
world as regards the thickness of the lodo. The clay has been analyzed and
found free from phosphorous and apecially adapted for furnace lining. Inthis
market fite brick is quoted at $30 per 1,000, and Mr. Ross claims that he
can manufacture and place the bricks in the local market at $9.50 per
thousand. ‘The coal which lies above tho fice clay can be used in the mana-
facture of the brick and for working the mine. The property borders on
the Eastern Extension Railway, is a quarter of a mile from shipping, and
only a few miles from the town of New Glssgow, Pictou County. Mr. Ross
is organizing a company with a capitsl of $30,000, ot which he siys some
$18,000 has already been subscribed. The object of the company is of
course to mino the clay and manufactare fire brick. Ho also claims to have
option offers of contracts for nearly $60,000 worth of firs brick to be
supplied this year, provided hia company can get to work in time. —Halifax
Morning Chronicle.

The Buckler Brick Co's. yards present a very busy scene al present.
They have some 600,000 bricks raady for shipment, and aro burning s kiln
0f 200,000 this week. Otbor kilns are in course of construction. It takes
100 cords of wood to bura ono kiln. Some 1000 cords of this combustible
material will bs consumed the prosent season.—~Annapolis Spectator.

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COMMERCIAL.

Several rossons have combined to csuse hut little chango to occur in tho
courso of trade during tho weok and to mako business quiet. Tho uncer-
tainty rospecting tariff changes continues to embsrrass trade, while crop
prospects are beginning to be considered, and the present outlook cannot be
said to be favorablo, as complaints about drouth are general and not restricted
to any eection in particular. This, of courso, induces somo snxicty as to the
futnre. As to actual businesa trinscctions thero have boen but fow to note.
Groceties occupy tho asme posi ion na they did last woeok, ond tho uucer-
tainty caused by tho delay in bringing down tho budgst is unsettling trade.
The gencral situation is summed up by tho Montreal Trade Bulletin as fol-
lows :—¢* Thero are not a few of our business mon who foar that we are
on the eve of troublous times iv regard to the all-important matters of trade.
It has been previously pointed out in the columns of the Trade Bulletin
how eeverely tho business of the country is suffering through the uncertainty
oxisting in tho .ninds of our merchants respecting tho chapge in the sugar
duty, as it is feared that after all tho Goverument will decide upon some
hslf-hearted tinkering policy that will no more meet the emergency created
by the removal of tho American duty than the present condition of affsirs,
What is wanted, and what must bo granted, is the rescission of the present
duty on raw sugar at a clean sweep, unloss the Government sre preparved to
prove to the whole country their utter incompetoncy in dealing with, and
protecting ono of the most important industries of tho country. Thoe ques-
tion asto how the deficiency of 83,000,000 in the revenue that will be
caused by the removal of the duty on raw augar can be met, does not render
the necessity of removing the duty onoc whit the less imperative. There
stands the stark truth th t unless tho importan® industry of sugar refining,
which has been built up by the present Counservative Government, is placed
upon an equal plane with that of tho United Statos our manufacturers may
as well-get out of the business ; and then how will the Government provide
for the deficiency of £3,000,0007 Itis now admitted even by those who
did not want to believe the fact, that large quantities of refined sugar are
being emuggled into Canady from the United States notwithetanding the
extra precautions taken by the customs to prevent it,

Then sgain there are other anticipated changes in the tariff, the uncer-
tainty of which is a eorious drawback to trade. It is thought thst the
Government will be compelled to sstisfy the pressing demands of the
farmers of Ontario, Quebec and Manitoba, by modifying the present abomin.
ably excessive duty on agricultural implements smounting to 35 per cent,
which is belping to suck the life blood from the poor tillers of the soil.
Now that the veteran statesman, Sir John Macdonald, has passed to his long
rest, it is believed there will be less objection offered to placing a duty on
tes, in order to meet part of the deficiencies that may be caused by reducing
the duties on other articles. Then there is the talked of impending change
in the tobacco tariff, etc., all of which expectod mutations have a demoraliz.
ing influexce, and tend to clog the wheels of business in a variety of ways.
It is therefore hoped that the Government will now aettle down to work,
bring down the budget with as much despatch as possible, and taus give
the present unsettled stale of the trade of Canada a chance to regsin its
normal swing.” Payments aro still below expectations, although some of
our large houses report having experienced an improvement in remittances
during the past week. Money is still obtainablo at moderate rates. Mler-
cantile paper is discounted at 6 to 7 per cent, while less dusirable signatures
aro quoted at about 74 to 8 per cent, but thero is, at the present time, no
business that will warrant 8 per cent discounts. A cable despatch recoived
in New York on Saturday says:— ¢ The Stutist, in its money article to-
day, does not believe that tho Bank of England bss mado any mistake by
attracting gold, and in its endeavor to maintsin rates, The Russian demand
for gold is sure to be large, and it is impossible to foreseo what America may
require to be returned. Besides, tho bank psnic st Buenos Ayres may lead
to a heavy Argentine demand. It is ressonably certain, in any event, that
the demand on ‘he Bank of England for the next six months will be very
Jarge, and the Statiz¢ predicts that tbe American demand in the autumn
will be very large also. The hsrvest throughout Western and Central
Europe will be lato and of poor quality, and ss a consequence, Europe must
import extra large quantities of wheat. The Russian harvest in many of
its important districts will be a failure, and Russia will not have the surplus
crops that sho expected, and must, therefore, depend on the United States
mainly for her supply, Tho wheat barvest in India bas turned out good,
and the high prices prevailing in Europe are already loading to oxtra large
exports. The crops of Western and Ce .tral Euzope being bad and late, the
price of wheat will be high for the whole of the coming year and ss India
will make these large exports, Indis will in consequence take larger
amounts of silver. A rizo in the price of silver may, therefore, be expected
at an early day. Tho Argentine budget shows a deficit of 811,051,000, but
the Goverror says this deficit is covered by taking $6,798,900 out of the
Proviveial Bank and issuing £4,253,000 in Troasury bills, Tho balance
sheot of tho Provincial Bank up to the end of March, reached totsl assets
of $118,800,000 currency. The capital wes $445,000,000 and the admitted
bad debts wore $41,600,000 but as tho bank held bills extended to the
amount of 8160,000,000, it is a question whethor the bad debts cover what
really ought to appear under this head.

WEERLY Financian Review or HeENRy Crpws & Co.—New York,
June 13tb, 1891.—* Events during the week were mostly of a favorable
character. The situstion abroad, which has beon the chief source of anxiety,
shows further satisfactory improvement. The best ovidencs of this was
the decline in gold shipments and tho rise in the Bank of England's
proportion of reserve to liabilities from 44.35 per cent to 46.06 por cont in
s week. On May Tib, or little over a month ago, the ratio was down to 33.
35 per cent; so that it can be seen how successful this institution bas been

in strengthening its reserves. The Bank now holds about £5,000,000
gold moro than at this time in 1890, and is in a much better poaition to meet
all probable demands than was thought possible a fow weoks sgo, What
over sums may be withdrawn by Ruesia, tEey will ehortly be disbursod agaio
in debt paymente. The bsnk rate is still held at 4 per cent, but in opon
market the rate for money is 2 to 2 per cent ; suggeating a further decline
in the official rate. Another indication of reviving confidence in London
was the failure of the joint stock baoks to support the Bank of Eogland in
maintaining discount rates, This movement included several of the leading
bsnks of Great Britain, but was a complete failure, for the simple rcason that
borrowers had no difficuity in finding all necessary accomodation olsewhere
at lowor rates. Tho favorable progress of the Baring liquidation also exerted
a good effect ; and, altogother, the outlook at the world's finaucial centre is
certainly much brighter than in Mirch or April. Paris and Berlin aro still
in somowhat straightened circumstances, but Jess tonsion is naturally roported
there as a result of improvement in London,

It is upon the home situation, however, that we chiefly depend regarding
tho future, Kurope may, if sho wishes, tomporarily leasen her holdings of
American stocks, but their superior intrinsic valus, in compsrison with
other investments, is certsin to assert i‘celf and restore them into preference
ogain. If Americans are the best securities on which to realize in times of
depression, they must necessarily bo the best to buy when the change for the
bettersets in. The all-important factor in determining future value of stocks
is the crop situation. Happily, this is in our favor, as frequently pointed
out, and as tho season advances evidences of improvement sesm to multi-
ply. The certainty of an abundsnt harvest at homo and a deficiont one
abroad ivcresses each day. To more fairly understand the effect of good
crops upon business and railroad interests, it should be remembered that st
presont we are suffering from the short crops of 1890, In spite of this
drawback, the declines in earnings are small and many roads show unex-
pected gains, when tho unfavorable conditions are tsken into consideration.
Money continues essy, snd promises to 8o continue until the ciop move-
ment ; the present quietness of trade tending to inoreaso supplies. More
attontion has been given to Secretary Foster’s action in extending the 44
per cent bonds than the question deserves. I do not believe he will attempt
any step that mesns contraction of the currency, for that would be less
popular than succees in oxtending thess bonds at 13 per cent. Everyons
understands, also, that such a low rate of interest is possible only because of
the advantages of holding thess bonds, other than their ssfety and the bigh
credit of the Government. Western banks, who hold the bulk of outstand-
ing 443, may be willing to sccept a lower rate of interest thau Eistern
banke, the higher money rates of the Weet rendering circulation more
profitable in that section than here; but, as just said, more importance has
been attsched to this eloment thsn it deserves. The Treasury is, upon
Secretary Foster's statoments, able 10 meet sl obligations, and the monetary
outlook is clear until the Fall. When the crop morement begins, then
caution will be necessary. It is likely that, through sales of produce and
possibly securities, wo shall regain much of the gold recently spared. The
bank reserves are in good shape, and it need not be forgotten that each year
the West shows itsolf less and leas depondent upon the East for its supplies
of monoy, and the coming Fall may prove no exception. I look for an im-
mediate improvement, but not for any radical change in the Stock Market,
but the present position of affairs certainly justities taking a more hopotul
opinior regarding thu future; and good stocks at present prices ought fo
yield a profit t> buyers with reasonable expectations.”

Dry Goops.—In this department of wholesale trade we have no impor-
tant change to chronicle. Sorting orders continuo to be comparatively
small, although some houses roport a fair amourt of business in fall fabrics.
However, most of the beat houses will not place their fall orders until crop
prospects are better assured than they are at preseut, when they will be
better able to judge of futuve roquiremonts. The fine weather has induced
some movement in summer lines of textiles in a sorting-up way. Other-
wiso dry goods are very quiet.

IroN, Hanrvwane axD Mgerars —Thero has beon little news in the
niarket during the week. In fact wo know of no important sales, and prices
rewain unchanged. Tho warrant market hes been flactuating recently, and
is at present much easier than it was a week ago, %o that it is probable busi-
ness may improve shortly. :

Breapsturys.—There has been litile change in the local flour and meal
market, but a bettor tone is apparent. Stocks hero aro reported to be very
low, and the prolonged quiet spell recently oxperienced has induced several
QOatario mills to shat down, a8 they could find no outlet for their stocks.
Both in Furopo and the United States the grain markets have beon weak
and dull, official reports showing prospects of a large yield this year.

Provisions.—The local provision market has remsined dull and quict
without cbange in prices nor any particular feature to note. At Liverpool
the only thing to chbronicle was a further decline of 3d. in tsllow. In
(;lbiclgo the provision market was very weak and littlo has been dono in
them.

Burrer.—The market remains as beforo and, with comparstively large
receipts, there has been no improvement. Added to this the loca! enquiry,
though fair, is very particulsr as to quality snd price, which is characteristic
of a dull market, while our basis is too bigh for au export outlet, Even
if it wers not Britishors do not hanker much after the early mekers. Tob-
bing prices of creamery run about 21c. to 22¢c. for the best, but business
could no doubt be done izside thoes figures, while dairy ranges about 16¢c to
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19c. A writor in London reports : —* The butter trade has boen of s quist
and lsnguid paturo this woek, owing to the unsottled weather avd the
absence of buyera intont on backing thoir fancy for the Derby, aud prices
havo tended lower, seme descriptions boing 6s lower, whilo 4s ia tho loss on
Normandy, tho top prico of which is now 112s. Thero is no Amorican
here, but wa aro likely to have rome soon if tho reported hoavy fall recontly
is confirmed. Iu Liverpool Amorican is quoted lower at from 508 to 70-.”

Cugesk.—~Tnero is no chango to note in the position of cheeso hers,
though cable onquirirs indicato a desire for lower figures, Factorymen,
towevor, show po willingneea to mako any material modificition in prices
just at present. It 15 ovidont that somo buyers on this sido are calculating
on a short mako and prices are thus kept ahout steady. It appears to re.
aolvo iteclf into a question of whothor Englishmen can hold off or whother
the factorymen cap forco their own figuree. Businiss is, on tho whole,
quiot. A London letter says: — * The reaction in cheeso has set in,and
though thero is comparatively little old Canrdian in stock, and sellors ask
the rates curront of lato, buyers aro not eager .\nd hoiders havo had to alter
their views in order to effcct business, and busiuess has conacquently beon
passing at elightly casior rates at from 578 to 603 per cwt. New mnkes of
Atmerican bave been selling at rathor low prices, being disposed of in London
at about 52¢, and from 183 to 51s at Liverpool.

Frutr.—The fruit market bas shown but little change during the past
wecek, and business has been on the quiet side without avy cbange of im
poitance in prices. Ruitins have beon fairly steady with oniy a quiet busi.
ncss doing. Currants are preciecly the same as they were with values
unchanged.  Groen fruits have {urnished a fair jobbing trade with prices
generally steady,

Tea.—Thoro appears to be a genoral fecoling among the trade that tho
govermmnont will make somo change in the tanif which will affect toa, and
deslers aro buyiog spiringly in consequence.

Well we have got it—at
least Irving says so, and I guess Jonathan koows if anyone does. At any
rato wo have got a big lead that has a reasonable good title to bo called big.
It is eight feet whero tho tunnel crosses it, for I measured it ; and it has a
decently fair show of gold. Mr. Irving says it is the lead that produced
tho big boulders on tho point, and I think he is right.

1t scoms as if wo were on the track of a big mino and a gool one, and it
is a solid comfort to sec tho preliminary work being done without that
extravagant and wasteful expenditure, which scoms to be tho necessary
adjunct of now mining enterprises.  Mr. Stemshorne has a very direct and
personal interest in making overy dollar tell, and it is necdloss to say ho is
doing his utmost to accomplish that desirablo feat.

With a snug littlo plant ontircly suited to tho tworl: a great deal of
very cffectivo work is being donoe at a moderate cost. the chiof obstaclo to
his entiro success heing the unscrupulous roports circulated to his detrimont
to tho cffect that the shaft was as wet as a soa, and the work was cesting
enormously.

As reports of this character tend very greatly to retard anew oporation
by making it difficult to procuro men, I am glad to have the opportunity
of saying that tho wotk now being prosecuted by Mr. Stemshorne for tho
Mooseland Company, J.td.. of Halilax, must not bo confounded with the
operations of the Iloston Company of the same name, whoso operations at
Mooscland wera heneficial, neither to the company, the cmployees nor tho
miving interests of tho Province.

Mr. Stemshornoe’s works, instoad of being of tho character described, arc a
particularly fine place to work in, in proof for whick I may say that I apent *
somc hours below ground te-day without having to don tho customary
overalls.

If we find as good 2 mine 28 wo now expect, and-open it out with as
littlo waste of tho needful as has been tho case 80 far, no ono conncected
with it will have any cause to coroplaip. J. H. Towssexp.

Wmrengny ITEns.—Tho Whitebura Mining Co., with G. J. Partington
as mwanager, is in full operation again. Last week thoy had a clean up of
quariz from the Colo load only. Alhough thoy had hut ashort run, it gavo
good returns, ovon beyond thetr expectations, and will no doubt securo
G. J.is well liked in this place, ecither in
business or otherwise.

Tho Queens Co. Minc is runping steadily day and night, under the
able management of J. C. Puttner.  Tho prosident (Mr. Parker) and Mr.
Sanborn, from Doston, paid usa visit last weck. Wo understand thoy
paid out for April expenses tho sum of five thousind dollars. Pay day for
May will be on the 17th inst., which ought to make times bright in
Whiteburn. .

Isaacs Hannor.—Mr. Fisher, the masager of tho leading mines iu tius
district, has lately roturned from a visit to the United States. The proper-
tics under his charge aro all doing well,

Aspestos.—Thore aro two asbestos mines in the Province of Qucbec,
‘They are worked by hand-drills, and the sesms aro from one to four inches
wide. Theso aro thought to be the only mines of the kind in the Dominion.
Recantly Mr. William McNsughton, who formerly worked in tho Quebec
mines, discovered asbestos in Annapolis County, near Deep Brook, on the
Anvapolis River. Tho seams aro from one to three and a half inches, with
pockets at frequent intervals of five aud six feot wido, Messr2, McNaugh-
ton, Wie. Shaw aud Iseac Joues of Clemoutsport, havo secured tho right of
mining from tho ownors of the soil, which extends over four farms, and
oven beyond. Mr. McNuaughton informs us that the seam crops out for o
distance of fivo or six miles, Tho Co. aro now doveloping the mine, aud
already have had an offzr from Halifux parties to buy the property.—Golt
Hunter.

Extaacts rrox Mixes Rerort.—West Mine, so-called.—G. C. Swmart,
underground manager. G0 men omployed, chielly engaged bui.ding. Also
adding some new machinery.

Royal Qold Mining Company for waut of machinery are not doing very
much, but have tho necessary plant oo the ground, and are hard at werk
getting into working shape.

Qa the new vein iyiog sonthof
the present workiugs a shoft has beeu sunk 50 feet in paying oro, aud on
the surface it has buen traced 1,000 feet. No. 1 shaft was unwatered and
repaired, and the drill plaut propared so that a drift would be run1nto ven
R., lying a short distance to the south. The additivnal drills aud com
pressors alluded to in a previvus report have been added to the plant, giving
it a strength of ten drills, twith two in reserve, aud svine 3,000 feet of
piping has been laid to connect shafts 1 and 3 with the plant at shaft No.
2. On the Argylo arca tho westward extensiou of the veins has been
further tested, and a point has been selected for a new shaft.

GOLD MINERS' ASSOCIATION OF NOAV SCOTIA.
Discuaston ox THE Report of Tie ComMitrek ox Law aAxD LEGISLATION.
(Concluded.)

Mr. Hardman continued.

By Section 73 of tho Minsa Act the course of the Commissionoer of
Minpes is cleatly 1aid down, whon, io the case of furfeitures, he is unable to
decide who is the first applicant for the same. He is, in such case, obliged
to sell tho arcas applied for at pudlic auction; certainly a made of procedurs
which iy for the banefit of tho trowsury of the commonwealth. Dut in the
case of vacant ground, ground that has becoms vacaunt by expiration of
lease, or has never been undor lease, no special direction for the Commis.
sioner’s guidanco is wade.  Ono would suppose that the method prescribed -
by etatute for tho one case would naturally govern tho other cases, which
are of similar nsture. Not at all: this infamous ** custom” steps ia (pro-
bably tl.e offspring of .some défunct commissioner, conturies sgo, who was
too indifferent to do otherwise), and preacribes tha: it is the regulation of the
«ftice thst all such applicants for now ground must be unit-d ina partnership
in those arcas, or at least in o co-owner ship,—aud thus washes its hands of
all trouble, But, as Mr. Wilson ssya: ¢ the Government haa yoked thoss
people together, but provided no mesns of divorco,’” unless soms one of the
co-owners kicks vigorously and goes into court to have such ¢y -ownership
dissolved by public sale. So thst the Governmoant, by sinctioniog such a
practice, veally gives its approval to “ customs” and * regulations” and
practices which are illegal, inequitable and upjust, which have no warrant
in Jaw or cquity, and which oncourage expense, litigation and troublo,
instesd of suiiving 1o foster and aid one of the industties upon which thoir
financisl credit is based.

Such a case as be described was personally known to him, and not oxe,
but several, That the Commissioner (and by the Commissioner he mosnt
the Dopartment of Public Works and Mines,) should attempt without any
warrant of law to force vanwilling pasties into an obligation, which was one
of the most delicate of business relstiona, and oune usually ssfegusided by
exticme preliminary care ard caution, was of itself sufficient resson for
demanding an immediate and explicit direction by statute of mode of pro-
cedure io such cases. DBut, there were too many of these customs and too
littlo of the spirit of the Jaw ; the miner was beset on all sides, and bound
with circumscribing cords, until his life was hardly worth the living. Ouge
solution, snd one only, would cut all these Gordian knots and free tho gold
mining industry, so that it should have new and trebled life and strength,
and that soluticn was foo simple. Once get thbis, and all other difficulties
would vanish as smoke before the wind.

Mr. MacDufl, of the English syndicate, expressed himsolf as much intor-
ested in the suhject, Tho owners of the property ho ropresented lived in
Europe, aud he had found considerable difficulty in making clear to them
some of tho intricacies of our mining laws, and they natunally felt consider-
able interest in the validity and permanence of their titlos; and ho fucthor
mado somo comparisons boiweon our mining laws and the more claborste
and definite statutes and regulstions in Australis, where he had spent soveral
years, snd whero tho best mining talent and expericoco of the country hod
becn employed to drsft the statutea and admioister the 1aw, and considered
that much of their legislation and practico might bo introduced in Nova
Scotia with advantage, snd promised t: ‘avor tho associalion, at 2 future
meeting, with some transcripts and data from tho ablipodean colosy. He
ondorzed the remarks of Mr. Wilson referring to suiface rights, speaking of
the ownerskip of tailings which were depositod on the surface of aroas other
than those owned by mill owners, maintaining that the present lease gave
1izht 10 all gold upon a3 well a8 under tho surfice. Ho adrised the adop-
tion, modified perhaps, of the Austialian plan, of esch owner voluntarily
tegiateting his tailings at tho Mines Office, psying therefor a certain feo.

Mr. Purticgton referred to the nccessity of a revision and simplifying
of the mining lawa and mines oflfice practice, and iostanced tha objection
frequently raised by capitalists and prospectivo investors in the Uunited
States, to what thoy considered tho jnsufficiency of traosfer titles and the
mabifest injus ico of sume of the regulations or roquiromonts of the Mines
Department.  Iefersing to Mr. MacDuff’s romarks rogirding the ownership
of tailings, ho objected to this plan of registration, mainwining that the
Government took enoogh money out of the gold minor alresdy Hoe also
maintsined that under the statute, surface gold or alluvial mines should be
taken up under » acparate leaso.  Seo sections 1, 10, and 12, chap,, R. S.

Mr. Hardman concurred in this construction of tho sections reforrod to,
and &xid it was a malter of doubt whethor the wosding of the loase and the
words of the statute wers not in coufl.ct. Tho matter, if over warth the
while, would probably some dsy be refersed to a court for coustruction.

Mr Fisher said sho Dapartment had informed himn that there wis no
conflict between the loass snd the statute.

Mr. Stemshoro said the discussion showed that the mining 1w was
faulty, as new pointa came up under it every timo it was discussed. o, for
onc, had never knowa bsforo of tho distinction in clusses of aress, ss shown
by sections 10 and 12, |

Remarks were also made by Massrs. Reid, larding, Archibald,
Mclonald, and others.

President Siuart considered the watter one of vita! importanco, and not
only to the mining fraternity, but o the provincial welfaro in gencral, and
soggeated that the papors and tho oxprersions of the members of tho Asso-
cialion present be compiled and printed for distribation, in order to induce
a mote geaeral intercst in the gold winiog industry and its requirements,
and if pouible, olicit {rom practical mining men esuggestions of nceded
amendments to ths mining laws, sud indace combined action by those
intetestcd,—which was unaniiwusly approved.
