Hope, $61; Canada, $36. Wc are not so
badly off, it appears, as others of the great
family.

Davip Mook, who owns the water power in
Walkerton, Ont,, and whose grist mill was des-
troyed by fire last winter, made an assignment
on the 10th jnst, for benefit of his creditors,
Mr. Moore was & member of the Walkerton
Lumbering Co. This Company assessed him

lately for $5,200 which they wanted immedi-
‘ately, and, as be was unable to pay as promptly
ag required, he had to go to the wall. It is
~ impossible as yet to ascertain the exact amount
of his liabilities and assets. The latter are
probably about $30,000, and liabilities doubt-
less will be something in excess.

P. A. Bouraer, hardware and grocery mer-
chant at St. Joseph de Levis, is endenvoring to
comprowige through Mr. H. A, Bedard at 35
cents in the dollar secured.”

“Tyraeoy & Co’ (composed of Ed»Tur-

geen) retail dry goods dealer, this city,is
again in difficulties. .

The Hamﬂton bpectatm must feel ‘that
in offenn5 an unceasing opposition to
one of ‘our’ most impor {ant national ‘pub-
lié works, the lmprovement of the channel
of ‘the 'St. Lawrence, e has no argument
of weight to bring forward.
