The crest
which had nodded so sublimely over his shoul-
ders since the morning, now lay bedaggled in
gore, and little Dunn, that sat on an adjeining
cminence during the conflict, now came forward
whining, and putting its nose to his mputh,
howled most piteously. He in the agonies of
death, broadly opened his eyes on this faithfal
animal, then turning his head, closed them for
ever.

They
were, however, buried afterward, and last scason, be-
ing something curious regarding ko many stories
that I had heard told concerning them, T took with
me another person with a pick nnd spade, and being
directed by the sexton, we, in the space of two yards
square, raised fourteen or fiftecen skulls, and & vast
vumber of thigh,arm, and leg bones of a very Inrge
size. Some of the skulls were dinged inward as if
by stones, otliers were split right across, and in
others I could visibly discern the cuts of a blunt
instrument used in those times chiefly Ly strong
men, as sotne of the foregoing notes show. One of
the skulls, on account of its size, I brought home
and kept in my bed-chamber a few nights, but by
the continual solicitation of a female in the house,
was obliged to return it to its companions. 1 broke
it before I sent it away, and at the back part of the
head, where it was thickest, found that it mensured
nearly balf an inch in depth. At the openingof the
skulls, and where they were serrated on. cach side; I
found there was no ossification, Lut one part
separated from the other with case. ~ A surgeon has
since informed me that this was a proof that the
men were young, as. in".old men they become com-
pletely ossified and solid. That one which I brought
home with me, however, had no appenrance of ser-
rature, but was hard as iron. If I am wrong in this
temark, or if my terms arc inapplicable, I hops those
who are connoisseurs will pardon me, as 1 contfuss
that I am out of my depth when discussing any
length on this subject. In the making upof a ditch,
about sixty years past, through the field of Gortmore,
the laborers came upon a pit of bones some perches
in length, which, undoubtedly, were the bones of
men who foll in the same battle.

IRISH INTELLIGENCE.

Dopury, Nov. 8.—Sunday being the day fixed for
tho annual collection througliout Ireland ‘in aid of
the Catholi¢ University, s pastoral was read .from
the Cardinal Archbishop of Dublin in the Cathedral,
Marlborough-street, in which thefaithful wore urged
to contribute generously on the forthcomini; ocea-
sion. Cardinal Cullen was present, The pastoral
sintes that‘dbring the present week an important
circular would be addressed to the clergy. Iis éb-
Ject was to impress upon them the necessity of up-
holding religious education'in schools, and the im-
pathing of solid instruction in the fnith of the one
Holy @atholic Church, qut of which there'is no sal-
vation.” ‘Unhappily, there was a growing indiffer:
-ance to religion, more especinlly in the columns of
a licentious press, Efforts were being made to ban<
ish the nanio ofgGod, and the Cross, the emblom of
redemption, from schools, snd to ‘rednce education
‘to & sort of Paganism, If the ennemiés of God’ suc-
cecded in their attempts, the world would bs reducdd
to-chaos. - "Fo thig evil spixit of the'age' religion op-
pos¢d the maxims'of the Divine law and the’ Word
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of God, Imprussed with the maxims of the Gospel;
the clergy Lad always laboured for the cause of re-
ligious cducation, and had made glorious sacrifices
to establisha University in which the higher brancbes
of education arc accompanied by the hallowed influ-
ence of religion, This would always bo o credit to
this Catholic country. Though much had been
done, they must continue their exertions, and, once
having put their hand to the plough, they must not
turn back. While hoping for help from Heaven,
they must depend on their own exertions, for events
of the past showed that, so far as their rulers were
concerned, they could not expect anything. They
gave large grants in aid of ungodly Universitiet,
and endowed colleges with immense revenues arls-
ing from confiscated Catholic property and the pub-
lic taxes of the country, while they would not give
any grant to a Catholic college or wake any repara-
tion for the daring spolention the Catholic people
suffered inthe pnst. Under these circumstances, the
Cardinal deemed it the duty of the clerry to impress
upon the people that they should act with gt_anerosn':y
towards the Catholic Church, While giving their
contributions for the University they assisted in the
cause of religion, and forwarded a work which had
been blessed by the successor of St. Petcr, and was
admired by the Catholics of the world. The Fas-
toral farther reminded the clergy that Friday next
will be the feast of St. Lawreace O'Toole, which
should be celebrated with great solemnity, aud that
the saint should be asked to prescrve this diocese
from infidelity, and banish the terrible vice of strong
drink. A prayer in honor of St. Lawrence will be
added to the Litany of that day. During this ser-
vice they should not forget to pray for the Holy
Father and for the community of Nuus, who in
many countries are suffering exile and persecution
surpassing even that inflicted on the Christiaus in
the carly ages, It was mect that while a great
neighbouring Catholic country—IFrance—was pass-
ing through a great crisis they should offer up prayers
to God that there be restored to hera firm and per-
manent Government, neither despotic nor licentious,
but able to restrain the violence of revolution, to
maintain liberty in religion and cducation, to up-
hold justice, and to preserve nll the arts that render
a country safe and prosperous. France welcomed
St. T.awrence to her shore and pr-served his remains
with pious care. Let them hope they would gbtaiu
great blessings for the country which paid him so
much honor, nad that the elder daughter of the Cath-
olic Church may again become the right hand of the
Holy Seo, to punish theinsults of the successor of
St. Peter and to restore His Ioliness to his former
rights and privileges. They were more than ever
called upon to pray for France, for she was now
being led by n warrior who was animated by the
faith of his forefathers.

Tan Bisnor oF Linenick oy Epucarion —Addres-
sing the clergy of the diocese of Limerick, at the
annual conference, the Most rev. Dr, Butler, Catho-
lic Bishop of Limerick, dwelt at somo length on the
question of education.. He said that recent legisla-
tion plainly showed them that the people of Ireland
had but little to expect from cither of the parties
which constituted the English House of Commons,
and that public events were rapidly tending to show
that it was to Irishmnen legislating for Ircland that
Irishmen should look for those remedial measures
so mnuch ueeded for the country. His lordship urged
on the clergy the neccssity of sustaining by their
individusal exertions the resolutions just adepted by
the Catholic Hicrarchy.

Tre CrErcy axp Hous Rung.—A meeting of the
Catholic clergy of the deanery of Epnis, Co. Clare,
at which forty were present, was held on the 5th
November, and the following resolutions were unani-
mously adopted :— :
#That it is our conviction that Ircland as a
nation has an undeniable right to self-government.

“That we will not support any candidate whose
previous political character does not atford a suffi-
cient guarantee of the sincerlty of his pledges

Exrraorpmany Take o Fisn—A correspondent
of the Clonmel (hronicle gives an interesting accdunt
of an extraordinary shoal of fish which lately visited
Waterford Harbor. The shoal of herrings was such
as to bafile d-scription. The fish were actually
wedged together into one compact mass, and the
men could not let out more than half their nets,
lest the immense weight of fish would Dbreak them.
The farmers from the surrounding country came
with their carts to reap this bountiful harvest, and
every available net in Dungarvan, Yeughal, or Cork
was put into requisition; “ baskets, creels, and even
cradles” being used, it is said, in drawing in the
fish, The first Dungnrvan fisherman who heard the
news put off at once in his boat, and arrived shortly
after the shoal entered the harbor. In two days he
sent his poor wife and family a check for £9. The
news of his good fortuae soon spread, although the
local men tried to keep it as sccret as possible, and
before long the harbor was crowded with fishing
eraft of all descriptions, Buyers came over from
England and bought as many fish as they could
manage to Larrel and cure.  The shoal of herrings,
which was followed by a large number of turbot,
and dogfisk, moved off to the Wexford side of the
river.

AzsesteEism—Absenteeism is, no doubt, a great
evil, even in its pecuniary aspects ; but these must
be supplemented by industrial, social, and political
considerations, if we would rightly comprehend the
importance of the question. The two great sources
of political strength and materinl and .moral pro.
gress are, excluding veligion, property and education
which, in fact, may practually be regarded as synony-
mous,  From both these, the Catholic people were
éxcluded : their estates wete confiscated, and edu.
cation was denied them,  Under these ciicumstances
the absenteeism of 2 large proportion of the upper
classes, alicn though they are in race and erecd,
entails cvils worse than pecuniary. Confiscation,
conquest, and ascendency nre constantly associated
in the mind of the tenant with the alien and absen-
tee proprictor, so that the tirst conditions of a sound
§ociul life, and a healthy political system are want-
ing on such estntes. Hence Lord Chesterfield, who
was Viceroy in 1845, declared, in denouncing the
cvils of this system, that # Ireland was governed by
the deputics of députics,” as the chicf peers, planters
and undertakers who lhad obtained grants of estates
from the Crown were absentees, and committed their
management to agents, often attorneys, who trampl-
od on the rights ol the tenants. Itisonly by con-
sidering the question of absenteeism in the several
relations just indicated that its baleful offects can
be understood. It is,to a great extent, the cause of
the still backward state of agriculture, and is a fertile
source of that antagonism of race and creed and that
political instability "and disturbance which retard
the moral and material ‘progress of the conniry.—

The criminal and judicial statistics for the year
ended the 31st of July last, compiled by Dr. Han.
cock, furnish very satisfactory evidence of improve-
ment in the moral condition of the country, Aj-
though the pressure on the poor was incrensed b
the unfavourable harvest of 1872, only 2,148 offences
gnd outrages were specially reported to the police
in the cleven months preceding the above date
being 274 loss than in the previous vear. In the
satoe period of 1864, under similar pressure, the
number of outrages was 3,88l. Treason is extinet
gnd agrarianisun isdying out. Some recent outrages
it may be hoped, arc only. spasmodic efforts which
show no real vitality, In the first seven: months of
this year there were nine’ counties free, In tle
county Clare therc was a temporary revival of aga-
rian crimes, and the number of offences roge from
eight 10 39 ; but the special powers of the Pence
Preservation Act were put in force, and in July the
country was restored to perfect order—a proof of the
efficient operation of the law. The nhsber of agra-
rian offences spccially reported to the Constabulary
fell from 1,228 in 1870 to 266 in 1872, which is the
more gratifying from the fact that the autumn was
not as prosperous as in other years, Allthe countics
specially proclaimed exbibit a decrease except
Meath, where their has been a slight increase, the
number of offences having risen from 183 in is?o
t0 189 in 1878, In Westmeath and Mayo there has
been & marked decrease~~in the former from 236 in
1871 to 129in 1872, and in the latter from 149 in
1871 to 89 in 1872. As regarded heinous crimes of
all kinds, the Report is more favourable than in any
year sinco the statistics were first collected, The
state of the country, comparcd with that of other
parts of the United Kingdomn is, on the whole, satis-
fagtory,  First, as to the comparison with Scotland,
which in many respects resembles Ulster, it appears
that in 1872 offences of all kinds in the Morth of
Irciand amounted tv 53,993, while iz a portion of
the population of Scotland equal to that of Ulster
in 1871 they numbered 62,995, In one class of
crime only—ofiunces against human life—the pre-
ponderance of guilt was on the side of the latter
the number being 96 in Ulster, against 55 in Scot-
land. This excess was last year exceptional, owing
to the Belfast riots. Tn 1871 the stafistics were to
the credit of the Irish provinee. As regards the
comparison with England and Wales, the figures
show fewer cases of infunticide, but more of other
marders in Ireland. The infanticides numbered 31,
and other murders 23, in England and Wales, and
in Ireland therc were 18 infanticides and 25 murders
of adults. In serious crimes of all kinds disposed
of by indictments the Irish crimes “were 282 per
cent. Jess thanin England and Wales, and in in-
dictable offences disposed of summerily by the
magistrates the Irish crimes were 19-7 per’ cent,
less, The totgl number of the former class was in
Ireland 7,716, and in England and Wales 10,749,
and of the latter class, 18,771 in Iveland and 23,-
371 in England and Wales. In non-indictable
offences disposed of summarily the comparison is
unfavourable to Ireland, the number being in Trce
Jand 192,699, and in England and Wales 105,370,
The excess is confined to three classes of offences—
druvkenness, breaches of the Ways Acts, and com-
mon assaults. Someo allowanco must: be made for
the greater number of-arrests in Ireland, -owing to
the more numerous police force, but even with this

Tar Potate Drkase—~Among the many matters
that demand considemtion in counexion with this
subject, one at least should have attention now, for
the longer it is delayed the less satisfuctorily will it
be disposed of. Tt is quite certain that the samo
stock grown on the same luad for geveral years in
sticcession does considerably deteriorate, and as the
vigour of the plant declines it becomes more awd
more susceptible to the intlucnee of unkind weather,
It will generally be found that in o year of dizease
tho sorts segarded Uy the caltivator with interest as
noveltivs turn ont the hest; while those that have
been grown ou the same spot for several years sutler
most severely, It will be observed that the novel-
tivs usttally come from a distanee, and, irrespective
of their intrinsic merits as varieties, they have this
peeulinr advantage—that  they were mised on
different soil, and to some extent in a different cli-
mate, from that they are next to depend on fur sub-
sistence, At this seasan of the year cultivatovs cun
Letter find time to settle the little matters that arise
out of these considerations than ix possible in the
busy days of spring. In many cases cxchanges
mixht be made of parcels of seed between persong
residing in districts remote from each other, and on
rolls distinetly differing in constitution.  Gencrally
speaking, the bert sced for strong soils is that raised
ou peat und bog Innds, and seed of exeellent quality
may be obtained from dry calenreous sofls and newly-
breken sandy pastures. It is very much the practice
of traders, who have te provide largely of seed pota-
toes for thelr customers, to send certain sorls to
growers occupying such lands, in ovder to secure
vigorous stocks fur cultivation the next season on
strong productive lands, The seed so obtained pro-
duces a cleaner crop in a bad season and n Jicavier
crop in agood season, than seed of the same sorts
that has not cnjoyed a change of soil for many years,
Hence purchased seed is, as a rule, butter than that
of the same sorts home-grown ; and hence, to sceure
the same advantage at the least posgible cost, we
advise growers to make exchanges, ue the writing of
a few letters and the cost of railway carringe for the
pareels would in most cases comprise all the trouble
and expense of tho operation.— The Gardener's Mayu-

The quarrel betwixt Spain and the United
States is scttled.  There will be no war, as the
first named has yielded to the demands of the
United States Government. She agrees to de-
liver up to the Intter the Virginius, and the
survivors of the crew and passengors; she
agrees also to salute the United States flag on
the 25th inst., unless in the interim, she can
prove that the Virginius was not a bone fida
United States ship, and not entitled to hoirt
United States colors; in which case there 1s to
be no salute, but Spain will formally disclaim
any intention of offering insult to that flag.—
Oo the other hand, if it be shown that the
Virginius had no right o show United States
colors, the Goveroment at Washington will in-
stitute legal procecdings against owners and
crew of the vessel, The question’ of damages
to be reserved for future consideration.

Thia settlement of the dispute does not seem
to be very much liked"in Cuba. The fact is,

WHoOLESALE PoisoNiNG.—The demoa of
drink hae caused many a horrible tragedy, has
furnished matter for many a chapter of hor-
rors; but rarely have his doings been more
hideous than in the tragedy that has just been
enacted in Montreal, and which by TFriday
night had already brought about the death of
seven persons, The following are the main
facts of the case.

On Thursday of last week a man pamed
Thayer who occupies a room in a lot of filthy
tenements in Tabb’s Yard, off Hermine Street
—a place well known to the police, wretched
beyond the power of description, and a blot
upon our vaunted eivilisation—made his ap-
pearance at the Central Police Station to give
information that his son, a lad of about 14 or
15, had just died, from the effeets of a class of
hiquor given to him by one of the neighbors.
Detectives Lafon and Murphy immediately
vizited the placs, where a seene of indeseribable
horror awaited them. In the adjoining tene-
ments they found a number of other perscus,
men and women, prostrate with vomiting and
purging, and many of the well known symp-
toms of cholora. The poliee officers imme-
diately called in wmcdical assistance; Doctors
Dugdale and Major were soon in attendance;
and administered such relief as they could to
the sufferers, numbering in all abont a dozen.

Naturally the first enquiry of the medical
men was as,to the cause of this extraordinary
outbreak of disease. Then, bit by bit, it came
out that a man of the name of Flaherty had,
on Monday night, breught home a large bottle
filled with wine as he belisved ; that he had
swallowed some of the stuff, and given some of
it to his neighbors; that on the Tuesday he
and they had indulged in a regular carouse,
and that on the fellowing day, signs of poison-
ing had displayed themselves amongst all who
had partaken of the contents of the bottle. ‘This
was then produced, and upon examination it
was found to La labelled ¥in Colchici, Wine of
Colchicum, a very powerful irritant poisen used
in cases of gout and inflammatory rheumatism.
The mystery of the sickness was thus solved ;

'| tho next question was how casme the bottle into
the posscssion of Flaherty? He accounted for

its being in his possession by affirming that he

bad found it lying in & snow bank somewhere |;

On the other hand a young lad, Hawkey one
of the witnesses at the Inquest, deposed on
cath that, on Mouday night he had accompa-
nied Flaherty on an expedition te pick up
wood ; that on their way home, they saw an
Express sleigh, whose driver was absent; that
Flaherty ran up to it, and absiraoted a bottle
which, he first hid in a gateway, and afterwards
came back for, and earried home with him.

The next step in the investigation was to
find out the Express driver, who soon tarned
up in the person of Archibald Cameron, driver
for Messrs, Bancroft and Sharpe. From this
witness the following facts were elicited.

He deposed that on thy 24th Nov. he re-
ceived from Mr. Bourque, Druggist in St. An-
toine Street, 1 bottle to be returned to Mesars,
Evans and Mercer, Wholesale Druggists—the
said bottle having been left by mistake at Mr.
Bourque's storc some short time previous.—
This bottle the driver placed in his sleigh, in
which there were no other goods at the time,
and turned np Alexander Strect to the stable
where he put up his horse, leaving the bottle
in his sleigh. When he returned to look for
it, it was gone ; he reported the ocireumstance
to his employers, Mcssrs. Evans and Mercer,
by whom a note was made to the effect that the
bottle had been ¢ mislaid.” This evidence
was confirmed by Mr. . Strong am employee
of Messrs. Evans, Mercer & Co. He deposed
that on tho 14th of last month, a bottle of
Colchicum Wine intended for the General
Hospital, had been left by mistake at Mr.
Bourque’s etore; that the latter had written a
note to Messrs, Evous & Mercer, informing
them of the error ; aud that in consequence the
driver Cameron had been imstructed on the
24th ult., te go and fetch the bottle baek. This
cxplained every thing. It was evident that
Flaherty had either found, or stolen from the
sleigh the bottle containing the poisonous mix-
ture, known as Wine of Colchicum.

This medicine or poison is prepared by
stacping in white wine, the roots or seeds of a
plant belonging to the Melanthaceus order, of
which most are poisonous, and which inciudes
the meadow saffron. From a plant of this or-
der, the Colchicum Autumnals,is prepared the
medicine so commonly employed to give relief
to gouty patients; but the dose must be small,
as its effects if taken in large quantities are
very violent, and often fatal. The symptoms
in all the cases of which we are treating were
the same: Vomiting and purging, rapid pulse
but weak, and general loss of strength, The
victim retained consciousness to the last,

With these facts, and symptoms before them,
the medical men had a solution to the myste-
rious diseas¢ Which thoy had been called in to
treat. They saw at once that nothing could be
done to save the lives of those whbo had most
freely indulged in the poisonous mixture, and
they warned their patients to prepare for death.
The Catholic priest and the Sister of Charity
were, as usual under such cireumstances, quick-
ly in attendance, doing all in their power to
soothe the last moments of the wretched dying
creatures before them, Soon the dread scene
arrived ; one after another, in terrible agonies,
and amidst scenes of horror, which no tongue
ean adequately describe, they yielded to the
fatal effects of the poison, until in a short time
seven corpses were stretched out, a dreadful
warning of the consequences of yielding to the
beastly craving for intoxicating drink. At the
time of writing the names of the victims were
as under :—

An Inquest on the bodies was held on Fri-
day; and after a prolonged and eareful inves-
tigation, the Jury found the following verdist ;
“ That the seven persons now deceased came
to their death by drinking and swallowing an
excessive quantity of sherry wine, mixed with
a poisonous drug, Celchicum, commonly called
and known as wine of Colohicwm, taken and
drank in total ignorance of its poisonousnature
and character.”

The jury before separating recommended
that the sanitary officers should use their efforts

to enforce obedience to laws of oleanliness.

Tell me not that the sense of your words is
hidden and therefore the less dangerous. The
sanse of your words is hidden a_nd thet:efc.:re
the more dangerous, because aroasing cuz'flomy
te invent and imagine every thing In iis at-
tempts at a solution. Yesimpure b_uﬁ'oon, you
are in the hire of hell. As the bird e:ftc!aer
having taken one bird in his nfats uses 1t.1m-
mediately to entice and allure its companions
b-jits gong, 80. you having been caught in the
aueshes of impurity are used by the devil to
entice and 2llure others from virttle'by your
play on words and your covert allusions to im-
purity, Yes impure buffoo ! your ].ot is hell,
Am I presumptuous ‘in thus Judg'mg you?
“Nolt o Qut of thy own mouth 1 judge thee,
thou wicked servant (Luke 19, 22.) Farbe
it from me to pnss sentence. om you; but as

when we see a halo round the sun we knqw-u
storm is ot hamd, se¢ whem we aee you 1B
the service of the devil—when we see you
enticing victims iato hell—when we hear
-your siren song leading others to degtruc-
:tion we know that your destruotion. also is not
far distant, . ** By thy words theu shalt be jus-

tified, and by thy words thou shalt be con-
demned” (Mat, 12, 87), Impure buffoon, the
mark of reprobation is on you, Vhat greater
mark of reprebatiou, than the profanatlon of
the Blessed Sacrament, than to soil that tongue
with impure jests—to use that tongue for the
suggesting impurity, on which yon havo go
often received the Body and Blood of your di-
vine Saviour. With what blessings, with what
anointings does the Bishop prepare the hands
of the Priest in order that they may be worthy
to touch the August Saerament? With what
blessings with what anciating is the chalice
consecrated in order that it may be worthy to
‘hold the precions Blood of Jesus Christ the
God Man? Your tongue has not indeed been
conseerated by the unction of oil; but it has
been rendered most holy by actual contact with
the body and bloed of Jesus Christ; every
time you received holy communion your tongue
became a sacred chalice consecrated and anoint-
ed into his service. Beware the fate of Bal-
tassar the Babylenian Kiag! You condemn
his conduct as impious beeause he used the
sacred veseels brought from the Temple in
feasting hLis wives and concubines. And what
would you deem the aonduct of that man, who
should blasphemously use ‘the ehalice and paten
of our altars in his eating and drinking? You
would not deem him a Christian. Nor was
the Chaldean King a Christian, not even a
Jew. Me wa: an idolater or probably an
Atheist without relizgien and without faith.
But you who have, or should have, both reli-
gion and faith; you who believe, or should be-
licve, that the bread and winc is by the power
of God in the Eucharistic Sacrifice, turncd
wholly and entire into the Body and Blood
of Jesun Christ; you who believing this re-
ceived this Body and Blood upon your tongue;
yon whose tongue became by this sacred con-
tact, another chalice and another paten conse-
crated to God; you do not hesitate to use this
tongue in the service of the devil—in feasting
courtizans and comoubines with the unholy
feast of impure deeds. Again, I say, beware
the fute of the Babylonian king. Mane-Thecel-
Phares—mwas the handwriting on the wall by
which Almighty God delivered sentence against
the desecrator of the sacred vessels, The wise
nen of tke world understood it net, because
their hearts were as carnal as the king’s; but
fear smote them, for they saw that it was the
hand of God that wrote. And youw, impure
buffoon, know you not that a handwriting on
she wall has goge forth against you and your
sin. This time it is not Mane Thecel Phares
that is written againsf you. It is a sentence
of far deeper import, of a far more grievous
punishment. The handwriticg on the wall of
the Chaldean palace only deprived the Chaldean
king of his earthly possessions, Daniel speak-
ing from God thus interpreted that fearful
writing, Manc: God hath numbered thy king-
dom and has finished it. Tnecel; thou art
weighed in the balance and art found wanting.
Phares; thy kingdom is divided and is given
to the Medes and Persians. But the sentcuce
which is traced out against you, Q impure
buffoon ! is of far deeper import, By thy words
thow shalt be condemned (Matt. 12, 37.).
Condemned! 'fo what? 7o lose 2 kingdom ?
No! Te lose thy soul, thy precious, thy im.
mortal soul. To lose thy kingdom? Yes,
To lose that eternul kingdom which is promised
from ages ol ages to the clcun of heart and pure
of tongue. Mark well; impure buffoon; the
night of the handwriting and of the feast
“ Baltassar the Chaldean l:ing was slain
(Dan.).””” Has this terrible fuct mo import
for thee ? Thy sentence has been long since
past; ages ago was it traced upon tho wall of
all time, by ¢ figures, as it wera, of the hand
of a man writing, It is Jesus Christ who has
decreed it to all ages: “By thy words thou
shalt be condemned.””  Beware lest the day of
the feast—lest the first time you deseerate the
sacred chalice of your tongue by impure allu-
sions ; beware, I say, lest you also be slain:

Perhnps that
sight sets you to thinking.- You may have been
attracted earlier in the night by her delicate toilette
and her face pure as a pearl; you saw her later,
warm from the dance, eating and drinking in the
supper room ; then her partner's arm was around
her waist, her head was en' his ‘shonlder, and she
waa plubging into the German, whirling to maddon-
‘ing meagures, presently caught in"a new embrace

to'another’s, growing wild with the'abandon of ‘thoe

figure, hair flying, dress disordered, powder-caked
face burning, till pausing an instant for the cham-
pagne in a servant’s hands, your girl with the fuce
85 pure as & pearl scemed nothing but a bacchante.”

Rowpvisa v MonTREAL.~It is a genoral
complaint that rowdyishs is on the increase in
Montreal. There is scarce an issue of any of
our daily papers that does not comtain an as-
count of a brutal assault commtted, sometimes
upon elderly persons, sometimes upon women
and children, by gangs of blackguards whose
objects are sometimes robbery, often the mere
infliction of suffering upon their victims, The
law as it stands at present seems quite imade-
quate to repress these outrages; and under
these eircumstances we sce not why theremady
that has been applied with good effect in Lon-
don should not be resortad to in Montreal.—
That remedy is of eourse the lash ; and if some
of the blackguards who infest our strects were,
instead of being fined a dellar or two, sent
down to gaol to receive some 30 or 50 lusheson
their bare backs, we are sure that in a very
short time the race of rowdies would become
extines, or, at all events, compelled to shift
their cuarters. A sound flogging is the
“ govercignest thing on earth” for checking the
rowdy complaint,

The Eunglish speaking yeomanry of Canada East, of
whom he so sueeringly speaks, have no nced of one
taking the gauntlet in their defence; yet, a8 show-
1ng the power of observation; and honesty of the
man whom the agricultural labourers of England
have chosen to trustas their guide, we cannot choose
but call attention to the absurd statement of their

oracle. We have peraonelly visited, on move than

one occasion the beautiful country alluded to, and,
independently of our own observations, we can af-
firm that through the whole district of 5. Francis,
through Brome, Shefford, Missisquoi and Beauhar-
nois, no finer portion of Canada can be found, no
population more thriving, and no set of men who
in their moral and physical aspect would less justify
the insolent application of such terms to them. . But
it appears he made enquiries as to the rate of wages
and hours of labour. As to the firsl, we pregumo he
was satisfied ; but when told that the mean fellows

who answered his questions worked themselves and
‘axpected their labourers to work, fromi synshine te

sunset, in summer, and from six to six in winter,
his angwer was, “ If you expect Englishmsn to coms
out here to be your slaves, I wish you may get it.”

easy work, He wants high pay, animal food twice
or three times a day, instead of once a weck; with
unlimjted indulgence in bed in the morning, and
with plenty of time to play skittles and drink beev
af the Jolly Plough Boys in the evening., I'be farm-
ers with whom ho spoke held out no such induce-
ments to Mr. Jeokins' dowa-trodden workmen of
England. They said, we have short seasons for our
farm labours, we must make bay while the sun
ghines, and all the #ime it shines, or not at =ll. If
you send us industrious men, willing to work as our
climate compels us to work, let them come, and the
more the merrier ; we shull pay them well, feed them
well, and treat them well ; but, like us, they must
work hard! Mean fellows! don’t they wish they
may getit? Oh, dear no !—this is not what the
Governor General’s guest wants, He tells us the
Government ought to provide land for his friends—
clear five acres and build o house for each family.
We trust our Government will do nothing of the
kind.—Mont, Gazettz,

The tenements in Tabb's yard, belonging to Mr,
Horatio N. Tabb, of Craig street, are with few ex-
ceptions in a stute of deeay. The tenants, some of
whem ate people of respectable appearance, pay
from {4 to §5 per month rent for the apartments,
but complain that they are very cold. In several
places the brick work is cracked open, while things
generally are dilapidated. Cleanliness does no$
scem requisite to a life in the yard. Oune or two of
the homes ars exceptions, but the Hawkey den is
simply a shocking spectacle, while the alaps, which,
are ¢emptied into the yard, have defiled the pure
snow and prepare the visitor for the scenes within,
All these yards should le regularly inspected by the
Sanitary Police. :

.- Tae Fate or FrRENcH MArsnaLs.—The
“history of previous trials of Marshalsof France
is not calculated to flatter the hopes of Buzaine.
The officc of Marechal was instituted in the
reign of Francois I., and since then five Mar-
shals have been tried, found guilty, and all of
_them executed. Marshal de Retz was hanged
and burned for rebellion and high treason.—
'Marshal de Biron was decapitated for conspir-
'ing with Spain against his friend and benefac-
tor, Henry IV. Marshals de Mercillae and de
Montmorency were sent to the scaffeld for con-
_spiracy against Richelica. Marshal Ney was
“ sold by the Bourbons, in 1815, for going over
‘to his old master, Napoleon, on his return from
‘Elba.. Bazaine is the first French Marshal
charged with not having done his duty in the
faco of the enemy. .
A SpectRAL BAaNQUET.—The Cologne Ga-
zette prints the following curious story:—
¢ Tn one of the principal restaurants in Paris
a single guest lutely sat down. to a table laid
for 13. Ho signified to the garcon that the
other 12 places were taken, and proceeded
‘quictly to cat his dinner. For 20 years, on
the same day, he had dined at a table similarly
furnished. This year he was unaccompanied,
except by memories of the dead. On the first
anniversary the 13 places were all filled, Al-
fred de Musset, Theophile Gautier, and the
Comte de Flehac being of the number. Next
yoar one chair—like Banquo’s—was cmpty.
Year after year passed, and, though the friends
wero fewer, the seats were placed as for the
original party. During the course of the pre-
sent year the last but one died, and the sur-
vivor, M. Rabelles, the artist, in his 84th year,
dined alone.—Pall Mall Gazette.

SPAIN.

Maprip, Nov. 25.—A Cabinet Council was
‘held yesterday at which a note to be sent to
the Government of the United States was un-
der consideration.

- It is denied that the Spanish Government is
disposed to submit the ¢ Virginius” question
to the Emperor of Germany for arbitration.

MaDrip, Nov. 26—-The situation is grave.
On the 19th Gen. Sickles, by order of Presi-
dent Grant, delivered a formal ultimatum to
President Castelar, demanding prompt and rig-
orous reparations for the insult to the flag ; the
restoration of the Virginius; the release of
surviving prisoners; indemnity to tho families
of the murdered; and the punishment of the
murderers ; and also a guarantee against future
outrages in Cuba. The demand was couched
in a kind, sympathetic tone; but no alternative
was given. Gen, Sickles was also instructed
to say that if Castelar did not comply with the
derand in a week he should ask his passports
and Jeave Madrid with the legation, The time
expires to day, and no answer has yot been re-
oeived. Iverything at the legation is packed
up ready for immediate departure. Siokles has
no hope that the ultimatum will be complied
with, and telegraphed to Paris yesterday to
have all his official correspondence that might
be there kept for a few days, Gen, Sickles, in
conversations, says that he does not see how
war can be ayoided, as Castelar can give no
assurance that the order will bo obeyed im
‘Cuba. Publio fecling is also opposed to con-
cession. Unless Castellar responds this even-
ing, Gen. Sickles leaves immediately. All
American ships in the Mediterranean have
been ordered to Key West. In the event of
Gen. Sickles leaving, the British Minister will
probably proteet the archives and American
residents. President Castelar is personally
anxious to accept the British Minister’s good
offices to effect a compromise, but there is no
hope to-night. ‘

Nov. 28.—Cartagena wasbombarded during
eight hours on Thursday, by the land batteries,
The town and the man-of-war Mendez Nunez
replied with spirit; tne outlying fort, Saint
Julien, was silenced by the fire of the besiegers.
Tt is reported that its commandant and several
others were killed. It is believed that pro-

- BavonNE, Nov. 28th.—The Carlist report
that typhus fever and small-pox prevail to such
an extent in Gencral Moriones’ army that it is
unable to make any offensive movement.

ITALY.

Tag PorE’'s SUPPRESSED Lerrer.—It ap-
pears that the Holy Father addressed a second
letter to William of Prussia, which has not yet
been published ; but, as the Pope’s ministers
are very anxious that it should be, it is proba:
ble that he will accede to their request,. If his
Holiness has not published certain correspond-
ence of the Emperor and Prince Bismark's, the
originals of which are in the Papal archives, 16
is from the same motives of delicacy which
prevented his doing so with the famous letters
of Napoleon ITL. It is notorious ,_tha§ a man
of scrupulous honor and chivalrous delicacy 1s
always at a certain disadvantage with an ad-
vérsary possessed of neither; and Pius IX,
who is grand scigneur aux bowts des ongles,
has long held the means of a_crushing refuta-
tion of the assertions of the Emperor, and has
hitverto abstained fromy doing so from sheer
excess of princely courtesy.

SWITZERLAND.

Tue Swiss PerscutioN. — The diabolie
fury of the Council of State is, we regret to
say, on the incresse. The violence of the per-
sccution is so shocking that we aro almost ready
to oxpress our astonishment at the total silence
on the subject maintained by the daily press.
From the Courrier de (eneve we learn that
Carteret, whose cnmity to everything Catholic
can only be compared to that of the evil one,
has recently informed the rector of S. Ger-
main’s that he is no longer chaplain to the
secondary school, as his sentiments are not
those of M. Loyson’s voters, who voled at the
late election of parish clergy in Geneva, He,
therefore, concludes that the chaplain does
not believe in that which the Catholics of
the locality believe, thus artfully endeavoring
to make the European world suppose that the
Genevese Catholics are apostates. In reply
the rector has written a2 most excellent letter,
which we regret that the space at our disposal
will not permit us to print. In the Jura the
persccution is so outrageous that, if it were
possible on so painful a subjeet, one is almost
tempted to laugh at the devices practised by
the infidels, At Delemont the dean has been
sued before, and fined by, the Vice-president
of the Courts, for publishing the banns of
marriage of the presiding judge of thatcourt at
his own request. A monster protest is being
once nsore signed by the people, but their mi-
series, we greatly fear, cannot be cured by pro-
testations,—Cutholic Opinion.

GENEVA, Oct. 31, 1873.—The ¢ Old-Cath-
olic '’ movement has not been an unmixed evil
to the Catholics of Switzerland. It has been
no doubt a great and awful scandal and the
text of endless blasphemies by hereties and
frecthinkers against the Church, but on the
other hand, it has been the means of reviving
a spirit of religion and of infusing into the
majority of the Catholics of Geneva whe have
remained firm a unity and devotion which must
be a great source of consolation to their exiled
Bishop.

I found myself unexpectedly at Geneva on
Sunday last, and a total stranger. I was direct-
ed to St. Joseph’s as the nearcst church, It
is a recent crection, in nowise remarkable in
an architectural point of view, but whatgreatly
interested me was to witness the striking piety
of the crowded congregation. There was not
a seat to spare, indeed we were packed some-
what more closely than was pleasant, and the
aisles as well were filled nearly up to the altar
with knecling worshippers.

Walking through the strects later on, in the
morning, I came upon the Temple Unique,
formerly a Frecmason’s hall, which the Catho-
lic body have rccently bought for 175,000
franes, to replace the Church of St. Germain
of which they have been dispossessed in favour
of the Loysonists. It is a fine spacious build-
ing in the Italian style and will hold from 1,000
to 1,200 people. Until the dedication (to the
Sacred Heart) which is to take place on the
Feast of All Saints, Mass is said daily in the
vaults beneath—a rude altar having been put
and the space filled with some hundreds of
chairs, Mass was ending as I entered, and in
the dim light, its recesses only faintly visible
by the open door and the few glimmering tapers
on the Altar of Qur Lady—with the dense
crowd of faithful buried in silent prayer ome
was irresistibly reminded of a meeting of early
Christians gathered together in the Catacombs.

A Catholic gentleman that I met here gave me
some interesting particulars of the scizure of St.
Germain’s, and its being Landed over to the Loy-
gonists. . .- . Since obtaining possession they
hiave broken up all the confessionals but have, strange
to say, allowed the statuc of Our Lady to remain
undisturbed. They celebrated their shameful vic-
tory in true Internationalist fashion—blasphemously
parodying the service of the Church and baptizing
a child of one of their nuraber in white wine, keep-
ing up their wretcled orgies through the night and
far into the morning. , ;

- My informant confirmed what I had already beard
and seen that the outrage had given an inipetus to
religion that could hardly be conceived. Climbing
the hill of the old town I arrived at the @€hurch of
St. Germain, a mean, dingy-looking, Gothic edifice,
withcut aisles, and the west end blocked np by a
hideous gallery. Outside was & lively crowd, laugh-
ing, jesting, and evidently not at all impressed with
the gravity of the occasion, trying to get a peep
threugh the open door at Loyson, who was about
bringing his sermon to a finish. As he ended the
congregation surged out, and T scized the oppor-
tunity of comyparing its component parts with the
one I had just quitted....Of the 500, or thercabouts,
that made it up, fully a fifth part were, I should
say, English or Americans, Among them I recog-
nized Dean Stanley, whom I had travelled with the
evening before from Chambery, and who had doubt-
less come cspecially to do honour to sodistinguished
ahoretic. ‘The other fourfifths were made up of
Genevese shop-girls and young men who had evi-
déntly come out for a morning’s amusement, a cer-
tain number of gobemouches, always to the fore at
guch:times; but of .the ‘earnest religious reformers,
Weary of the . vanities and fripperies of Rome” 08 s0
graphically described for' us by our own correspond-
ents of the English press,.therc were next to none.

. .It was emphatically a light-hearted frivolous
crowd, many of whom, a8 they ran the gauntlet of
the lookers on, seemed heartily ashamed of them-
selves. But where were the lenders, the heads of

Here were
tho men I sought: fa group of stern-eyed, long-

haired ‘men, with faces strangely communistic in
their expression ; which did not astonish me whenT
found that many of them were Internationalists, the:

a reception. 1 guess they're interviewing him,”
said a gentleman from the States, ag he pushed on
towards the open door, “we'd better do' the same,”
1 followed, and pausing on the threshold found my-
self face to face with that fallen angel the ex-Pere
Hyacinthe, He had taken of the surplice in which
he preached, and was surrounded by an admiring
circle, to whose felicitations be was listening and
responding, He hLas a clover face, in which the
nose is the most prominent feature. ' One would
at once say on sceing it, © there is & man powerful
“either for good or evil” What struck me the most
‘wag his pre-occupied careworn expression, On this
theday of his success he might at least have been
expected to carry an air of triumph, but he looked
rather like a beaten, disappointed man. At frequent
intervals an uncasy troubled look stole over his
face, aud when he smiled in answer to some com-
pliment it was forced and ‘artificial, one of those
sad smiles that can only come from a mind ill at
ease. .

Our eyes met more than once as I studied—per-
haps somewhat rudely=his lineaments. My own ex-
pression, I fecl sure, was not an equivocal one, and
told him plainly that I was not of the number of
his admirers. . . I turned back into
the church, where a baptism was in progress at the
altar il, one of the cures, M. Chavard I believe, of-
ficiating. . j

The service of the morning I found upon enquiry
had commenced by the Internationalist discourse
Lefore mentioned, und then came the massin French,
It concluded by M. Loyson’s sermon, for, which, if
he took, a text, it certainly was not that of “Render
unto Ciesar, the things that are Cisar’s,” &e,, for it
was it laboured apology for that principle by which
alone the heresy he has inaugurated can cver hope
to drag on a miscrable existence, viz., submission
to the Statc inall things.

Well may the cloquent Bishop of Geneva, who,
though in exile, speaks unceasingly by pen and
voice to his flock, exhorting them to courage in the
evil days that are come upon them—well may he
say in the sentence of interdict that he has issucd
against these miscrable intruders, ¢ that their cxist-
ence will terminate the moment that they shall
cease to be upheld by the State subsidy and the
constable's staff."—Corr. of Tablet.

GERMANY.

Beruiy, Nov. 23.—A fresh sentence has been pro-
nounced against Archbishop Ledochowski, for con-
tinuing unlawfully toinstitute priests; ho is con-
demned to two years imprisonment, and an addition-
al fine of 5,400 thalers.

Tue Prussiax LErecrions.—As the returns of the
elections come in, it becomes clear that the Catheo-
lics in Prussia will gain a notable accession of
strength, though they will of course still be in a
most decided minority. At Cologne, out of 11,000
votes polled, 7,000 were given to the Catholics and
only 4,000 to the Ministerialists ; but as the Cathbe-
lic voters were principally of the poorer class, the
system of dividing the votes into three categories of
tax-payers will give the larger representation to the
lesser number, But the success in these prelimi-
nary elections was already sufficient in the Rhine
provinces, Westphalia, and Silesia, to render it pro-
bable, in theopinion of the correspondent of the
Hour, that instead of 62 members, asin the Landtag,
the Catholics will have 74 or 85 in the new one.
The screw has becn most vigorously applied to
every one who could be considered in Government
employ, even down to railway officials and postmen.
And the correspondence between the Pope and the
Emperor has been used even more dircctly than
we supposcd it would be, At Aix-la-Chapelle it has
been hawked about by police agents on a loose
sheet, and clectors have been requested to observe
what a knockdown blow the Emperor has - dealt to
the Pope. At the same time, at a meeting in the
electoral district of Lublinits, Prince von Hohenlohe
Ingelfingen had the courage to malic the following
assertion : “In electing Ultramontane deputies,”
he said, “you are electing men who are for subject.
ing the Stat: to the domination of priests, for mak-
ing the German Emperor the subject of the Pope,
for nullifying the success of Prince Bismarck’s policy
and the heroic exploits of our Emperor, our generals
and our arniy, who would cause the new German
Empire to fall to pieces, and thus injure the interests
of our Pruxian Fatherland” But the known results
of 412 out of 432 final clections have now furnished
data for the following calculations. The three sec-
tions of the Liberals taken together are estimated
at 230; and of these the 57 Progressists are not to
be entircly depended on by the Government. Then
there aré 20 Old Consecrvatives, 12 New Conserva-
tives, and 39 Frec Conservatives; 85 of the Cent-
rums-fraction or Catholics; 17 Poles, two Danes
and three Hanoverian P'articularists, so that a tem-
porary coalition between the Conservatives, Particu-
larists, and Centre might at any time constitute a
very important opposition, which a defection of the
Progressists would convert into o majority.—Zublet.

A Brave Woxan.—Under this heading the Cath-
olic Union, continuing its valuable work of sup-
plying forvign intelligence that may be relied on,
publishes the following: “The spics of Prince Bis-
maick are wakeful and watchful to find occupants
for the cells of .the German prisons, Their atten-
tions are specially dirccted to the priests who are
remaining so faithful to the Church, and their
cvery nerve is strained, and means availed of, to
detect them in {he discharge of some of their pas-
toral functions. They found out the other day that
a priest of Posen had dared to baptize a child, and
they were certain of a victim. They went to the
poor woman who had acted as sponsor. and de-
manded of her to give cvidence against the priest.
The brave woman replicd with simple emphasis
that whenever they asked her about the payment
of her taxes, or any other matters of State concern,
she would be glad to give them all the civility and
all the information in her power; buton a question
that concerned her Church and her conscience she
bad nothing to say to them, and they shonld have
nothing to say to her. They then asked her to
sign & formal document of investigation, but she
firmly refused, and the Commissarics left her, none
the wiser of their visit.”

Tne StaaT MATER—Among the mass of medizval
hymns, the # Stabat Mater "stands forth prominently.
Nothing can surpass the touching simplicity of the
evangelist's words. “Now there stood by the cross
of Jesus His Mother,” but no paraphrase can excel
that ofthe apthor of the well-kngwn Sequence. No
man bas jnterpreted the sorrows of the Mater Dolor-
osa and sympathized with her in her affliction as the
Benedictine monk of the thirteenth century, The
most rigid adherent of that most unpoetical form of
religion, Protestantism, who has not words crough
to denounce the Church of Rome, which he is pleased
to call the “mother of abominations,” forgets for a
moment that he ig listening to & hymn which forms
part of the “ Officium VII, Dolorum,” and yields
involuntarily toits softening influences. - And surely
he must be & barbarian if he does not. How beauti-
ful dre the verses with which the hymn opens! The
painful drama of Calvary. is described in sad and
golemn words, It seems at first as if the poet canncd
find language to express the sorrows of the mourning
Mother.  Danto describes the unfortunates who for
-very weeping can weep no more ; the Virgin Mother,
8tands at the foot of the'cross in’ silent grief.. But
the ‘spectacle of her grief overwhelmns the poet ére

long, and he bursts out, *O quam tristis et afflicta,

fuit illa Benedicta, Mater Unigeniti” Once more
the poem assumes & ‘dramatic” ferm, but again-the
poet feels overpowered by his emotions ;- # Eia Mater
fons amoris.”. " He i8 no longer a mere narrator, he
is not satisficd with being an idle spectator, hé longs
to bear part of the burden that so cruelly oppresses
her, Others may shrink from suffering but he longs
for it’ with unuttcrable’ yearnings. = His eyes fill
with tearg, his heart is' well-nigh' breaking at the
thought of it, and his pale lips pour forth a passionate
prayer : “Sancta Mater istud agas, Crucifixi fige plagns
Cordi meo valide. This is not a metaphor, or an
exaggerated poctical expression ; he .desires above
all things to bear literally in his body the “stigmata
of our Lord” ~And, therefore, the petition occurs
once more at the end of the bymn. . The prayer is
no more interrupted as it was at first; the agonized
soul standing, or rather kneeling, at the foot of the
cross, gives .vent to the passion :of adoration’ that
consumes it, and as the pocm closes we secm to see
a bent form refusing to ‘be lifted, and to catch the
echo of a voice going forth in endless supplication.
No wonder that this poem became soon after it was
written one of the favorite songs of the people. 1ls
author belonged to the world; the hill on which it
dwelt was the centre of the moral universe; the
cmotions which it described were common to hu-
manity. - The cry of agony of the pious monk pierc-
ed through the walls of his narrow cell, and found
a response among the masses of Italy and Germany.
The Albatiof Italy and the Flagellentes of Germany
revelled in this most elonuent deification of suffering.
As they wenton their long pilgrimages, as they
knelt at the shrines of their Virgin Mother, or paus-
ed on the way before some crucifix once erected by
pious hands, they sang with trembling voice the
bymn of the Mater Dolorosa. And no doubt the
tears streamed down many a face and many a heart
throbbed violently—for there were few in that multi-
tude who had not to mourn over the loss of some
near and dear—as the meclancholy chant drew to
a close. But if anything could have consoled them
it would have been the thought of that ¢ Mater
Dolorosa fons amoris” who had suffered more than
any one else, and therefore knew what suffering was,
and whose arms wete always open to receive her
weary children on her bosom that they might find
comfort and rest. The translations of this hymn are
numerous. But a translation is generally, a mutila-
tion. It iscertain thatno translation can givean idea
of the original. These versus leoninicannot be ren-
dered ; one forgets all about the curious Latin in
which they were written, or about the peculiar ex-

otony and meclantholy about the rhythm in keeping
with the theme. Its very form impresses you us if
you were listening toa mournful minor; it is all
throughout one great cry of grief.—Macmillan's Aa-
gazine.
