It is said that the Bill for the protection
of persons and property in Ireland will much
resemble the Westmeath Act of 1871. It
will empower the Viceroy, with the advice of
the Irish Privy Council, to declare the dis—
tricts in which the Act shall be enforced, and
a subsequent clause will suspend the Habeas
Corpus Act by em owering the Viceroy, upon
reasonable suspicion, to arrest any person
deemed the offender within the terms of the
Act. It will alsu provide that persons so ar-
rested cannot be released, tried or bailed with-
out an order of the Privy Council or Viceroy.
Another clanse will, in certain cases, substi-
tute the trial Lefore two Judges for a trial by
jury. It is possible that the suapension of
the Habeas Corpus Act will continue uutil the
first of August. :

The result of the State trials at Dublin is
awaited with considerable interest. Mr, Par-
nell left London to-oight, and intends to be
present during the Judge’s charge. Prepara-
tions are being made to give him o grand
reception on hkis arrival. All members of
the League in town will meet him with
bands on Monday. He will be escorted to
the Court by an imposinz procession. A
telegram from Castlebar states that a troop
of dragoons, with a large force of constabu-
lary, will leave that town to-morrow, to assist
in prohibiting a land meeting to be held near
Balla.

The Judge, referring to
Archbishop McCabe’s celebrated pastoral, in
which His Grace spoke of Ireland as having
drunk deep of the blood of her sons, said ;—
«I'am obliged to advert to the strong lan-
guuge used, in which the Archbishop said that
the present movement had the sympathy of
the people of America. You will reflect
that one of the detendants preachea Socialis-
tic doctrines, which, if carried out to their full
extent, could only mean the establishment of
a Socialistic republic, and that it was but
preaching that which was accepted and re-
ceived in America, Mr. Davitt told yon that
everything connected with the League had
the entire sympatby of Americs, the entire
sympathy of the whole American people. I
forget the exact language—but he charac-
terises a great American paper, possibly
the greatest in tue world, the New
York [Herald, as a ¢“vile centemptible
rag,” it being the only representative
of the great American TRepublic that
did not sympathize with bim, Gentlemen,
I must say tor myself and you wounld under-
stand my meaning if any of you h-d been to
America, that these statements in reference
to the citizens of the United States are unjust,
unfounded, and calumnious. When I speak
ot the American people I mean native born
citizens of America. They are not respon-
sible for the mere feelings of those who are
but fresh immigrants among them. They
are a great and noble people and are proud
of their free institu.ions which they derived
from ouv common law or which were
established by their British descent. They
are not Socialists, on the cootrary they re-
spect the rights of property and enforce them.
I read with pleasure in their primary school
book of instruction to tbe young that thoy
are bound in every relation in life to observe
their contracts. They do not sympathize with
crime. Theirsympathies are everywhere ex-
tended to every race and clime where the
people are oppressed. But in the United States
there is no sympathy with crime. On the
contrary, gentlemen, they are a peaceable,
law-abiding people, blessed with the greatest
virtues, and above all and before all with
unbounded bospitality. 1 have beep in-
duced to make these observations by a state-
ment which is found in a letter addressed to
a public journal of importance in England.
The writer, speaking of the land mov-
ement, eays, most unjustly, that it is
sustained by American ruffianism, and
not native sedition, I say that the statement
is uterly untrue. I can only conceive that
the writer of the letter, whean he spoke of
American . ruffianism, meant the returned
emigrants, some, and only some of whom,
having failed in this country becanse they
were not industrious or honest, having failed
equally in Americd, have been cast back
upon our shores with their original vices,
strengthened by contact with the soum of
emigration, which always is to be found in
the precincts of New York. His Lord-
sbip then explained the law of con-
spiracy, and took up the speeches of
the Traversers singly. His charge Is dead
againat the Traversers, The T.eagne rules,
speeches, meetings and vesolutions and
actions were all declared to be absolutely
illegal and ngainst the laws of the country.

THE COERCION BILL.

Lbxoox, Jan. 19.—In the House of Com-
mons, Lawson, Liberal, moved an amendment
to the reply tv the Queen’s speech, praying
for the aseimilation of the English and Irish
borough franchise. He 'spoke for an hour
and fifty minutes, being several times called
to order. Forster complained of Lawson's
course, but eaid the Government were anxious
to assimilate the franchise if possible. Several
Irish members followed. A slight scene took
place because cries ot ¢ shut up” were raised
while Gray, Home Ruler, was speaking. The
debate was adjourned.

When the debate on the Addvess was
resumed,

Rogers pointed out the irregularity of
Lawson's anendment, praying for the assimi-
lation of the Knglish and Irish borough
franchise.

The Speaker coincided in this opinion,
end the amendment was withdrawn, but
brought up by Sexton in another form.

After debate, Sexton's amondment was re-
jected—36 to 274,

The overwhelming majority of the English
members appeared to be quite convinced of
the necessity of the measure, and seemed to
regard Mr. Forster’s statement as conclusive.

SUPPRESSING THE LEAGUE.

The extreme section including Mr. Jesso
Collins, Mr, Joseph Cowen, Mr. Burt, Mr. La-
bouchere and perhaps Sir Wilfrid Lawson,
will offer the bill their wnconipromising
opposition in all its staves. Mr. Labouchere
bas pledged himself to this.

answerod Mr. Forster's statement, that the
local power of the League was exercised by
miscreants, by calling to mind the fact that
half of the priests in Ireland were active
members of the League.

Mr. Parnell is absent in Dublin, but witl
return to-morrow to lead the resistnuco to the
bill in the House. In view of the character
of the measure, all the metbods of obstruction
will be used. In all probability it will not
become law until the Irish party is silenced.
How this can be done is not clear, but mem-
bers skilled in Parliamentary law are said to
be busy devising machinery to put down
obatruction.

MHe snid the Government
would now strike terror to the miscreants who
were known, and their liberty would shortiy
be curtailed. They were blackguards, and
would be arrested on the Lord Lieutenant's
warrant to persons accused but nut convicted.
Mr. Forster, in course of his speech, threat-
ened to arrest Feplans, when, ke said, the
ruffians would disappear. The bill, he said,
was not coercive, but protective. The Gov-
ernment would, however, introduce reforms of
the land system.

Loxpey, Jan. 25.—Mr. Forster’s statement is
well recoived by the press. The Standerd’s
torecast of the bill was correct.

Dr. Lyons, Liberal member for Dublin city,
moved an amendment to Mr. Forster's bill, A
stirring debate followed, during which Mr.

Iten-
ables the Lord-Lieutepant to issue a warrant
for the arrest of amy person suspected of
treasonable designs, or of being comnected
with agrarian outrages. The persons so ar-
rested may be detained as prisoners accused
ot crime. The powers conferred by the Act
are to remain in force until the 30th of Sep-

the mercy of the Lord-Lieutenant, Mr,
Forster introduced the Lill in an adroit
gpeech, with great dramatic power, wbhick
made a marked impression upon the House.

RAILWAY ACCIDENT.

A PASSENGER TRAIN ON THE ST. LAWRENCE &
OTTAWA RAILWAY RUNS OFF THE TRACK AT
OBGOODB.

OTTAWA, Jan. 19.—The Montreal and To-
ronto morning express on the St. Lawrence &
Ottawa Railway, due hero at 6.30 a.m., left the
track at Osgoode station. It isreported that
n number of passengers were injured. Rail-
way wires smashed.

The accident to ihe express train this
morning was caused by a broken rail,  The
ftrst class car and Pulinan went off the track
and rolledover the embankment iuto the
ditch. They were both fairly filled with
passengers, who were tumbled about inall
directions. The railway employees set about
immediately rescuing the passengers, which
was done with some difficulty aud after some
delay, and as the doors could not be moved
axes had to be used to cut a way into the
carriages. In the meantime the passengers

that the cars did not take fire, a3 the coal
oil lamps and the contents of the stoves.
were emptied among the passengers and
seats. One of the pnssengers siates that had
the cars caught firo nothing could have
rescued them.

A great moajority of the passengers were
iojured, but none suricusly, the wounds con-
sisting for the most pnri of scratches and
bruires.

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 THE CRISIS IN IRELAND.

.. The followjng’ letter: copled from the New
York Sun is__a'.lmqpt_fgrpcious in its trath.

"One very rematkable feature in the [rish
crisis {s the. present changed attitude of the
Catholis elergy., During the Fenian excite-
miént the Bishops'and priests of Ireland were
united  In-their ‘efforts 'to aid the British
Covernment in the maintainance of order and
to stamp out the incipient rebellion. The
zeal which they exhibited in this work
‘struck the Natiopalists with astonishment,
“who, in' their turn, amazed the clergy with
the - bitter hostility- which they envinced
toward the Church. It is8 more than
probable that the opposition of the priests to
Fenianism was founded upon the honest con.
viction that revolt could bring nothing
but disaster fo the people. Ausnother
reason for it was supposed to exist in the fuar
of the set back which an Irish rebsllion
would be sure to give to the work of convert-
ing England to Catholicism. The priests
mny have discovered that their progress in
this wark was not sufficlently rapid to com-
pensate for their losses in Ireland, or they
may have been swept along, in spite of all
their efforts, with the current of public
opinion ; but that they have now experienced
a wonderful ckange in their political position
is bevond dispute, Priests in Irish politics
have hitherto been united ; in the present ex-
citernent they appenr to be somewhat divided,
with the majority declaring for the Land
League and all that it imports. Wkhile we
find Cardinal Mc(abe aud his followers, who
supported Lthe late Cardinal Cullen, mildly re-
bukivg the Land League, we also find
Bishops and priests ardently supporting it in
speeches which appear to upbold that very
cause which they denounced in 1865, when
they took for their text the thirteenth chapter
of Romans:

« Let every soul be subject unto the higher

powers. Whonoever, therefore, resisteth the
power, resisteth the ordmance of God, and
they that resist shall recelve to themselves
damnation.”
. It may be, however, that they stand upon
the grrund that Land Leagueism and
Fenianism are by no means kindred organiza-
tions; that while the latter aimed at the dis-
menmberment of British Empire, the former
simply demands, in a legal and constitutional
manner, the reforms that are believed to be
necessary to better the condition of the
people.  This may be very true; but it
looks as though the British Government
had reason to believe that the Land League
organizstion is Fenianism under a thin dis-
guire,

From the Vatican, we are told, but little
rympathy may be expected for Ireland. The
English Government will doubtless do its
utmost, by all the means in its power, to
bring the thunders of the Church against the
League. But in this matter the Pope ap-
pears to be in a difficult position. He would
probably wish to oblige the British Govern-
ment, but he is too shrewd anl wise not to
know that in an attack upon the present
Irish movement the Church might be the
loser, and great numbers of Cathotlics in the

- Lond League might fall away from religion,

and, like the ultra Nationalists and Fenians,
drift into skepticism and ucbelief. Convinced
of the justice of the Irish cause, tha Catholics
of Ireland would be sure to resent bitterly
any new attack upon that canse from the
Church. Losing some of their respect and
devotion, they would be very apt to becoms
lukewarm, if not hostile, toward the Catholic
religion itself, This is the reason why we
find, for the first time, a struggle in lreland
with the Pope on the fence. To be sure he
frowns, but he contents himself with trown-
ing. He is evidently not in favor of what may
be called coercion by the Church.

‘I'n1s new movement in ireland is the most
singular and doubtless the most pewerful
tbat bag appenred in that country during the
past hundred years. Perbaps the Irish re-
public, which the Nationaliets already pro-
fess to see upon the distant horizon, muy be
only the mirage of patriotic drenms; but
even while purswing phantoms men some-
times reach new results far beyond their ex-
pectations ; and the movement which war
started to strike down the last vestige of
feudalism in Ireland may yet lend to the end
of monarchy in Great Britain and to the for-
mation of a British republic.

Of courase it is not to be expected that the
British Government should remain jnactivein
the present crisis. It must naturally try to
defend itself and to check the growth of an
organization that might become extremely
dangerous to the crown; but in its methods
of putting down that organization the Govern-
ment cannot afford to run counter to the
liberal sentiment of Eungland and ot the
world. The Liberals of England are
thoroughly sick of coercion. They believe
that the best medicine for the cure of
Leagueism and Fenianism i3 simple justice
to Ireland—na medicine that has never been
tried, Reforms are certainly needed in a
country where one-lalf of the Jand
ir owned by G44 .persons and two-thirds
of it possessed by 1,942 persons with
abrolute power to drive three million indi-
viduals to ditches or to poorhouses, ¢ to hell
or to America.”

At the close of one of his lectures in this
city a few years ago, Mr. Froude used the
following language:

“In all my resding of history I have ob
served one tremendous phenomenon. It is
that every political crime is a dubt registered
in heaven, and payment to the last farthing,
with interest and with compound interest,
will be demanded of thoss who, when the bill
is put in, represent the person of the criminal.”

It is to be hoped that the present Eng-
lish Government f{s not preparing to commit
a political crime in the renewal of the old
and bloody work in Ireland. In its present
attitude, the Government appearsto be afraid
of improvement in the condition of tho Irish
pensantry, and to be eagerly watchipng for the
chance to kill, Coercion and butchery can
only exhibit a revolting spectacle at the end
of the nineteenth century. The demand for
the reforms which belong to the present age
can never be silenced by such means,

And if the Irish people, driven to despera-
tion, resolve to resist coercion by every means
in their power,"they may sicken the British
Government with the business. If the spirit
of progress animates their movement, there
ig nothing in the ghasily monuments upon
liberty's road in Ireland that can teach that
splrit to fear, No new deluge of blood can
stop its advance. No artificlal famines can
gtarve it to death. No pricon walls .can
enclose it. It must go on,and the only thiong
that can lessen its rate of speed is the folly
of enthuriasts who would endeavor to drive it
with undue baste. B
. But the saddest thing in all thia exgite-
ment 18 the joy with which the Irich loyalists
look upon the preparations of the Government
for slaughter. From the time of the Eoglish:
invasion, Ireland has never been without a
singular class.of Irishmen who consider them-
selves  honored in obeying the orders of
foreign masters, and fortunate in having a
country of their own to fight against or to
vilify. They are so completely blinded by

sn unnatural prejudice ¢hat they cannob see

that, when they endeavor to ¢ast ddfurh ppon

thelr own countrymen they are heaping dis~
grace upon themseolves.  They never hesitate
to declare that they; are ashamed of: their

-1.country, forgeiting that, in the judgment. of.

theworld, no man can be ashamed of his
country withous having reascn to be ashamed
of kimself. In Paris with insolent-vulgarity,
they swagger as Ebglishmen;-in London,
with crin.ing humility, they apelogize for
being Lrisbmen ; and in Dublin, with refresh~
‘Ing modesty, they poss as exceptions to the
general run of thelr countrymen. But who
are those ultra loyalists in Ireland? Are
they thedescendants of Koglish settlers who
were too proud te mix with common Irish
folk ? Notatall. The most patriotic Irish-
men, and, indeed, the boldest rebels, are the
descendants . of the Anglo-Normans and of
Cromwell's troopers. The Irish loyalists, oun
the other baud, can be traced fur the most
part to those ancient clans whose modern re-
presentatives buvealways been the spaniels
of Irish politics, ever ready tohunt the de-
fonceless and lie down under their master's
lash., No coercion can be fevers enough o
plense them. No butehery, however horrible,
can satisfy their desire fur blood. When the
country is stricken by famine, and thousands
of their people are perisbing before their eyes,
thes~ same loyalists are always loud-mouthed
in their denials of the existence of any distress.
Fortunately for lreland, they are a mere
fraction in her population. They are a
class within themselves, easily recognized by
their bogus Lpglish accent, their course
fentures, and the lond vulgarity of their dress.
The Loglish peuple despise them ; the Eag-
lish press completely igoores them, never
making abny exceptions in its wholesale
attacks upon the Irish. All their fawning and
all their loyalty, therefore, goes for nothing.
The English may sometimes use them, bus
they can never respect them.

He
stole a whole drove from a Delawara County
farmer, and the Jow price at which he offered
the animals in Philadelphia led to his detec-
tion. He says that in stealing the cattle all
from one person he acted systematically, ex-
plaining that he could only be indicted on
one hill upnder those circumstances, whereas,
‘had” he taken the same number (eight)
of cattle from different persons he could have
‘been indicted and sentenced on eight dif-
ferent bille, making his sentences equlvalent
to imprisonment for life, Under his pre-

While he 2ivested himself of his
overcoat and 1aid his revolvercarafully but con-
splcuously on oqeside, ie proceeded to cross-
examine me. '“Are you an Irishman or an
Englishman 2" he began ;** Areyou a Roman.

Cdtholic or & Protestant ?” he continued, and
then added,**You sre we have to nsk a good
many questions {n these times. Come in bere.”

Mr. Bence Jones first proceeded to show me a
sheaf of letters he had recelved offering him
assistance. “But I do not waut it,” he com-
mented ; **All I require is labourers, and I couid
havethern ul once if the Government would
only suspend the Habeas Corpus Acl.” Amonyg
his letters some offered physieal succour, one
correspoudent stating ihat severul hundred
pavvies, nuder his snperintendence, were at Mr,
Jenes’ digposal any time he wanted them.
Another gentleman wiites glving hints astothe
‘manner in whichin fature Mr. Jones ought 1o
cousign his cattle,in order to make the public
carriers liable {n case they again refused to
convey the stock.

It
will depend upon the temper of
the "Italians whether the attempt—if it be
made at all—will end in a finsco like that
which culminated at Aspromonte, or in a
trinmph which closed with the unification of
Italy. There is no doubt Europeis groaning
under the weight of immense armed legions
and of th burthens consequent thereon, and
that the thing cannot last for ever. The crash
must come sooner or later and it may be the
Xrredentas who are to hasten it.

It was at one time thought that the name
of the Right Honorable Mr. Gladstone would
go down to posterity without being obscured
by,a title, but the latest news from England
which seems to be more than & mere report,
is to the effect that he is to go to the House of
Lords under the title of Lord Liverpool. There
are few men who can resist the sound of “my
lord,” and it seems Mr. Gladstone is not one
of them. Mr. Pitt, Sir Robert Peel, Mr.
Canning and a few other English statesmen
refused elevation to the peerage in their
time, and it was thought Mr. Gladstone was
cast in the same heroic mould. The fact of
his consenting to be * promoted” will rejoice
the hearts of the aristocracy,as rightly or
wrongly they 1magined that Gladstone was
favorable to the extinction of titles, but it
will cause regret to the millions of genuine
admirers of that great mar throughout the
world. Beaconsfield will be glad. He will
now be in a position to command a majority
over his ancient rival, a comfort he could not
often tuke to himself in the Commons where
Gladstone was his master. They do these

thinge better in France, where numbers of
Barous, Counts, Marquises and even Dukes go
about content with the simple prefix of
monsieur. But after all the news may not be
true, and it is to be hoped it is not.

Ty long war between the Chilians and
Pernvians is now, apparently, drawing to a
close, and most disastrously for the latter and
their allies, the Bolivians. Lima has been
taken by the Chilians after a sanguinary con-
test, in which more than fifteen thousand men
were placed kors de combat. And we hear of
the captare of Callac and other important
places, and the utter collapse ef the allies.
Perbaps it is just as well that the battle has
been so decisive, for it will be the means, it
iz to be hoped, of bringing the unnatural
struggle to a termination. Few of our read-
ers care to enquire into the original cause of
the war between Chili and Peru, for, although
it has dragged its slow length along on our
own continent, yet, 80 obscure are the belli-
gerents, that it is really less interesting than
a contest between the Turks and the
Greoks. Like most wars it began by a
a claim for territory. The allies thought
Chili was becoming t0o prosperous and ag-
gressive, and demanded that a certain section
of territory, long in dispute, should be handed
over to Peru, which being refused was ac—
counted a casus belli. DBut it does not take
much to set the armies of a South American
republic inmotion. The blending of Spanish
and Indian blood in the inhabitanta does not
conduce to a peaceful settlemuent of even the
most insignificant questions. They are
fonder of settling disputes in the tented
field than at the polls, and by the sword
rather than by the ballot. So much the

DR. JOAN O'CONNOR.

The gudden death of the Reverend Dr.
O'Connor, Vicar-General of Ottawa, hus
caused a painful shock to those who were
accuainted with that true gentleman and
thorough Catholic priest. Apparently strong,
robust, healthy and cheerful, oneof the last
men one would suspect of containing within
him the seeds ot early dissolntion, he has
been stricken in his prime, cut down in the
zenith of his great unsefulness, and just when
he had surmounted difficulties, the like of
which few, even in his sacred calling, had to
contend against. Dr. O’Connor, or Dr. John,
as the people of Ottawa loved to call him,
was descended from one of the founders of
old Bytown. O'Connor strest was named
after his {atber, a man who brought with him
from the old country the lenrning, in-
$elligence, probity and love of honor-
able dealing, which he left to his
sons along with a fair share of this
world's goods. It was almost against
this father’s wish that the deceased clergy-
man took Holy Orders, for the boy was deli-
cate almost to attenuity, although as he ad-
vanced in years he grew robust and appar-
ently strong and healthy. Another objection
advanced against his entering the priesthood
was a babit of stammering he contracted
in his childhood. Butnothing could conquer
his invincible spirit, and he sv triumphed
over the stammering as to become an eloquent
preacher, and over his delicate health as to
be known as one of the hardest workers in
Ottawaand vicinity. It may be said without
exaggeration that he was the most pooular
man in the Capital, among rich aud poor, old
and youpg, Cathelics and Protestants,
smong men of all npationalities. He
drew the most people to his bazaars
and realized the most money; he was mo
more than a year pastor of St. Patrick’s
Church when its affairs flourished; as Vicar-
General he was instrumental in arranging
matters so satisfactorily as to excite admira-
tion throughout the diocese. But his great
achievement was the successful estab-
lishment of that magnificent edifice,
St. Patrick’s Orphan Asylum, with which
his name will be connected when the
building itself grows old and grey. Heit was
who laid the foundation stone, saw the asylum
gradually rigse, saw it completed, but heavily
involved in dsbt, ard had the happiness be-
fore he died of witnessing the last dollar of
debt liquidated, and the home of the
orphans free and prosperous. Well
and traly, therefore, and genuinely will
the orphane mourn for their benefactor.
Father O'Connor was well known throughout
Canada as a polished gentleman and scholar.
He was a journalist also of no mean talents,
having edited the ¢ Union” in conjunction
with his brother-in-law, Mr. F'riel, for several
years Mayor of Ottawa. In truth such was
the force of character and the energy possess-
ed by the lamented Dr. 0’Connor that therais
no calling or profession he would not have
been successful in. But he is dead at the
early age of 48; the warm heart is still ; the
body of the man who was so eager to help his
fellows now lies prone and helpless. But his
soul has fled to the Throne of Him who gave
it, for its reward. Pencatn hirarhes.

ANGLO-IRISH POLITICS.

After an unprecedently long debate the ad-
dress in reply to the Speech from the Throne
has been carried in the Imperial Parliament.
Parapell and his friends obstructed as long as
they could, and offered several amendments,
all of which, of course, were defeated by over~
whelming majoritles. And now the Coer-
clon debate has begun, It is also the inten.
tion of the Irish Nationa! party to oppose
coercion to the bitter end.

‘coercion. Mr. Forster has commenced the
campaign in Parliament by a fierce onslaught
on the Land League. For a Quaker he uses
strong language, and flings the words mis—
creants, ruffians, and blackguards around
him promiscuomsly, while in marked
contradistinction to this Ministerial - swash-
buckler ane the Bpeeches of the Irish
National party, cool, logical and gentlemanly.
The debate will be long and acrimonious ; of
that there need be no doubt, and still less
need there be that the Government will carry
their measure with the assistance of the
Taries. There has lately sprung up a sort of
alliance between the Whigs and the Tories,
landlords as they are, and baving common
interests, which will ingure the passage of
a Cousrcion Act by a large majority. But the
Coercion Act having been passed, the alliance
will have ceased, as even the Whigs are
committed to the three’F's (or something like
them) while the Tory Chief, Sir Stafford
Northeote, declared at a late public meeting
that they meant fraud, force and froth. The
Cosrcion Bill having passed, the alliance will
be broken up, and thers_will emergo three
Parfiamentary parties, the. Tories, the Whigs
and the Radicale, which last-named will in-
clude the Home Rulers for present purposes.

refuse large concessions a revolution will
follow. Taking all the circumstances icto
consjderation it looks extremely like as if Mr.
Gladstone’s Government will be upset before
it has been a year In office, and, if he is no
better than he bas shown himself up to this,
tew will be sorry for his downfall.

PROFESSOR GOLDWIN SHMITH.

THE position of Goldwin Smith in Canada
is a peculiar one. His talents as a writer
and o man of varied learning, gave him a high
position ia England, and though Disraeli
scorched him rather unmercifully in Lothair,
the scorching was nof sufficient to kill or
even discourage him, if he is the man of
mettle which his admirers would like him
to be considered. Mr. Smith is also wealthy
enough to live in England and
move comfortably in the best society
but notwithstanding all the inducements to
remain in the old country he elected to come
here and reside in Canada, thus taking a step
which very few of his countrymen would take
under like circumstances, for we need scar-
cely say people donot come to Canada to
spend money but rather to make it. It is,
however, mot ours t{o enqunire into his
motives for leaving the seat of empire
where he was honored and wealthy and
making up his mind to throw in his lot
with us and identify his interests
with ours. We are too happy to have such
a man amongst us to enquire into his motives.
In pleasing himself he has pleassd the whole
of us, except it might ba the fading-away-
empire loyalists, who adore Beaconsfield and
hate Goldwin Smith for his advocacy of
Canadian Indepsndemnce. For Mr. Smith
does go in strongly for a free and inde-
pendent Canada in the Torouto Daily Tele-
gram, whick he inflcences, and in the racy
Bystander, of which he is proprietor. Itisa
pleasure to read the Bysiander every
month, not only for the varied information
it containg, but for the style in which it is
written, almost a8 concise and brilliant as
that of the now famous Justin McCarthy. We.
will do Mr. Smith the justice of thinking
that much as he detests Lord Beaconsfield
and the Jingos, he would never go to the ex-
pense of publishing a magazine in order to
dissect that mao aad that party devoutly
once every month, although, as a matter of
course, he does dissect them and then flay
them, as every one knows who reads what
is contalned within the blue cover of the
Bystander.

MR. CLANCY AGAIN TO THE FRONT.,
Tq the Editor of THE Post and True WiTNESS:

Drar Sip:—In my last communication I
promised that I would give the readers
of Tux Posr and TRGE WITNESS an cz-
pote of the finances of the city of
Ottawa and of the general condition of
the people ; but the municipal elections have
since taken place, and as the contest was
pretty lively and marked by some peculiar
features, a brief bistory of it, and of the
causes that led to it, will not be without in-
terest to your readers. ‘

I was one of Mayor Mackintosh’s staunchest

supporters when he first came forward asa
candidate for the Mayoralty. I opposed his
re-election because he did not redeem the
pledges of ecodomy he made the electors
when' before them as a candidate, and because
I suspected he was inclined to waste the
funds of the Corporation in riotous living. In
the early part of the year 1879, the Corpora-
tion petitioned the Legislature of the Pre-
vince for an Act to smend the Water Works
Act, an Act to amend the Street Railway Act,
and an Act to authorize the construction of a
toll bridge over the Ottawa river at the Gati-
neau Point. The city was at that time repre-
sented in the Legislative Assembly of the Pro-
vince of Ootario by Daniel J. O'Donoghus, and
shortly after .the opening of the Session
of 1870 it was asserted in Corporation
circles that Mr, O’Donoghue was neglecting
his duty as a member of the House ; that his
knowledge of Parlinmentary procedure was
not sufficient to enable him to carry the Cor-
poration bills through successfully in face of
the strenuous opposition they were likely to
meet with, and that under the circumstances
it wonld be necessary to send some com-
petent person to Torento to look after the
business of the Cerporation in the Legislative
Ascersbly. Accordingiy, on the 28tk Jan.,
1879, a select committee of the City Council
was appointed, and empowered to send
one delegate or more to Toronto to look after
the Corporation bills and endeavor to get them
passed. Of the doings of this com mittee I heard
nothing until the 14th March following, when
the Finance Committee of the Corporation
submitted a report to the Conncil recommend-
ing amongst other things the payment of
$106.60 to the Grand Trunk Raiiway for
passages of a deputation to Toronto, and of
242G.66 for other expenses of the deputation
while at Toronto. I was then a member of
the Council, representing Ottawa ward,
and when the Report came up for
consideration I moved for & statement of
the particulars of the above items. Mayor

Mackintosh opposed the motion and
requested me to withdraw it. 1
insisted on having my motion put

to a vote; but it was negatived by a corrupt
Council. Out of fourteen Aldermen who were

present, only two voted for the motion, the.

mover and the seconder. The rate-payers
have bad to pay the piper, but they have
never learned who danced or what kind of
music was furnished. The next trouble I
had with His Worship was in connection
with the exemption of the poor widows of
Ottawa Ward from the payment of taxes on
ibelr respective homesteads. The Assess-
ment Committes, of which I was a
member, after baving relieved the
widows of the other wards, refused to

-do any thing for those unfortunate women,

so that I !was obliged to bring their case
before the Council. When the report of the
Assessment Committee was brought in I
moved to bave it amended by adding to it
the names of the widows of Ottawa Ward.
His Worship ruled the motion out of order.
This was evidently done tomake me unpopu-
lar with my constituents in Ottawa Ward.
Next came the Dominion Exhibition,
affording another opportumity for a dis-
play of prodigality. His Worship or-
dered a sumptuous tent to be set mp
on the Exnlbiticn grounds, which for the
sake of bon ton he called a marquez, The
Governor of the State of New York is sald to
have reposed undex the shadow of the mar-
qute. 1,88 a member of the City Council,
had an invitation to attend a banquet in the
marguee, but felt so disgusted that I did not
go. I know nothing of what transpired in
the marquee during the exhibition, but I
know that after the exhibition was over the
Finance Committee of the Corporation re-
ported in favor of the payment of $290.78 for
accounts connected with the Dominion Exhi-
bition;of which accounts no particulars bave
been given, and the report was adopted by
the Council at a meetiug thereof held on the
3rd November, 1879, But, besides sll this,
there was the great question cf retrenchment
in the expenses of the administration of the
affairs ot the Corporatfon which expenses
were far above the means of the city, Mayor
Mackintosh and I were candidates for muni-
cipal honors at the same time; he for the
Mayoralty and I for the position of ‘Alder-
man, We had both chosen retrenchment
and economy as our political platform, and
we were Loth elected on tkat score ; but his
Worship was not long in power when he
changed or rather reversed his policy. During
the previous year, under the administration
of Mayor Bangs, I had succeeded by cou-
tinual agitation, in getting the aznual ex-
.penditure reduced - to the extent of ten
thousand. dollars, and if Mayor Mnckintosh
bad . made any vigorons effort to Te-
deem the pledges he made before the
electors, : . a' sufficient rteduction might
bave been effected tv moet the defleits
of former years which had been caused by
gross mismanagement. The lastuct of the
Council of 1879 was a vote of four hundred
dollars by way of indemnity to the Mayor

_for his services, in addition to the amount set
‘down In the estitnate for that purposé at the

veginning of the yeat. Throughoutthe year
I alone constituted Her Majusty’s lnyal op-
position ln the Oity Qouncil. L wasthe only

member of the House that opposed the policy |.

Depare—The University Literary Society
has, at its two last meetings, had under con-
sideration & question which excited more
than ordinary interest. The subject of
debate was: «Is the Mrench Government
justified in enforcing the decrees against
religious orders ?” The discussion was begun
on the 14th inst., the speakers on the affirm-
ative being Messrs. W A Weir and B J Sjos-
trum ; and on the negative, A McGoun,
BA, BCL, and C J Doherty, A B, BCL.

These gentlemen entered fully into
the matter af 1issue; the speakers
on the affirmative confining their re-

marks almost exclusively to the Order of
Jesuite, while their opponents, mecting them
boldly on this point, contended ‘that the
action of the French Government, not only
in respect to tbe aforesaid order, but to all
the religious orders, was illegal and upjusti-
fiable. At alate bour the debate was ad-
journed to the 2ist inst., when the question
was again taken up with renewed vigor, the
gpeakers being, on the affirmative: Messrs
RS Weir, BCL; 8 B Leet,B CL; and on
the negutive, P B Mignault, A M, B CL;
W A Weir,and J D Purcel, A M, B C L,
The former gentlemen went over very much
the same ground as did the affirmative at the
last meeting. The speakers on the negative
freely criticiced the manner in which the
uffirm ttive had carried on the debate by rely-
Ing on wholesale assertion unsubstantiated
by proof of any kind. They then went on to
show the utter futility of the accusations
made against the Jesuits, and citing the de-
crees of the French Government from 1762
down to 1850 clearly domonstrated that the
expelled Orders had a legal right to existence
and co-habitation as religious communities
in France. In support of their arguments
they quoted Guizot, Thiers, Olivier, Gambetta
and other recognized enemies of the Jesnits.
When at one o'clock this merning the de-
bate was brought <0 a close after nearly five
hours discussion, the vote declared itself in
favor of the negative.

From the youngest to the oldest,
who in helpless first or second chilabood
bave found a refuge there, all seered to feel
that they had lost & friend who well de-
served all the respect and affection that the
term Fatber implied. 'The good Sisters who
bad such intimate knowledge of his generous
nature, and the value of his keen business
ability and wonderful executive powers, were
no less deeply affected at the sudden and al-
most irreparable loss the ipstitaution had sus-
tained ; a fesling equally felt by the laity by
whom the asylum has been most nobly sup-
ported.
TUE CHAFEL

which so long had beean the scenc of his
active duties as a priest, was the spot whers
his body Iay in state, robed in the vestments
in which he had so often given spiritual con-
solation to those who wera weary and heavily
laden, heartsick and tired of combat with a
cold and unfeeling world.. The altar at the
upper end of the chamber was gracefully de~
corated with white and black hangings, and
in front of it gn a simple catatalque sur—
rounded by massive candelabra, bearing large
Hambeauy; reposed the carket that contained
all that was mortal of the friend who had
proved 80 ¢ trusty and tried and true.”

THE YVISITORS,

who during the twe days passed through
this quiet little chapel, must have numbered
some thrusands, and In almost every case it
was evident that their presence was the out—
come of love even more than respect—the
sense of adeep personal loss.

DISASTROUS STORMS IN ENGLAND.

Lonpox, Jan, 19.—7The severest snow storm
experienced for many years visited England
yedterdny with a terrific easterly gale. Re-
porte from all parts of the country testify to
the damage of property, wrecked shippiog,
loss of fishing smacks and lives, and blocked
locomotlon. At Harwich several fishing
smacks were blown ashore. At Dover
flagstones were upheaved along the
quay. At Folkestone several fishing
vessels were sunk and business had to be sus-
pended. From Cardifl, Gravesend and other
harbours rimilar reports of disasters were re—
coived. The gale cavsed an immense flood
along the Thames. 7The Seuth of London
was flooded. The Woolwich pier, erected re-
ceutly at a cost of some thousand of pounds,
was washed away. The men were blown
from the Albert docks into the river, The
Thames itself was covered with the
wreckage of at least 1u0 barges sunk,
including two laden with preserved meuts
for the Transvaul. It is expected that many
lives have been lost. Two lifeboats are re-
ported lost, one of them, the Springwell,
sank at Harwich. It is not known if the
hands were saved. The other was tho Abra-
ham Powers, at Yarmouth. Several of the
crews wero drowned. Both had gone to the
assistance of distressed vessels. Few truins
arrived during the day, as the lines were
averywhere snowblocked. The Holyhead mull
arrived 12 hours late in Loudon: twelveinches
of snow stopped all traflic at ten in the morn-
ing. Trains cesred running at eleven, omni-
buses atnoon, cabs and hansoms being the
only vehicles left sfince then. Business is
practically suspended. Londoners do mnat
remember such a total stopping of busy life.
The underground railroad has been the only
means of communication open.  Travellers
arriving bud to stay at the nearest hotels.
Theatres are deserted ; at Her Majesty’s,which
is occupied by the Haverley’s, scarce one hun-
dred persons were present, but four persons
occupying the stalls. Booth, at the Princess,
made hle first appearance as Iago before a
scanty audience. Between ten and eleven
to-night the only wvehicle seen in Fleet
street was a solitary hansom with an
extra horae mounted to draw a single occu-
pant. A curious silence prevails. The re-
cent frost having frozen the water pipes the
unusual sight is seen on the streets of water
being offered for sale to supply Londoners
with breakfast and tea.

At noon the centre of the depression was at
Brest, the pressure being 20° 1 in, In
Northern France the soldiers were called out
to clear the lines.

Iam not aware thatI stated any-
thing but the simple truth, In my opinion, as
Chier Magistrate, entrusted by the Crown with
tho preservation of peace in this country, it was
my duty to spesk the truth and the whole truth

upon that subject, and I adbere to everything
that I then stated. But it has been objected
that Iused language which imported that Toon-
sidered the traversers guilty of the charges con-
taived in the information laid agalost them in
this case. Itoccurred to myself that I might
have used terms capable of such & construction,
and I immediately corrected what Ilind said,
adding : 'I mean thesec are the charges and ac-
cusations which the traversers will have to
answer, and If they can satisfy the jury of their
fnnacence, let them be acquitted.”

Opera clonks made of pinch ang velvet, in
white and delicate colors, have frequently a
mutf to match—the muff being of the reticule
shape, and beautifully gurnishcd with satin
ribbon, chenille fringe and lace smothering a
bouquet of artificial lowers and roses,

For house dresses light colors are much
used, especially in cream, tap and old gold
shades, and in those of pale blue or of red
cashmeres, which are mow worn by blondes
and brunettes alike, whilé the lavender and
mauve wools are confined to blondes.

The Nower corsage pockets are extremely
pretty they are composed of small flowers of
several kinds, or of rose buds of a single kind,
arrnnged in the sbape of a tiny satchel, with
bhandles of the flexible stems, braided, which
also border or serve as a frame for the
flowers.

When tho National
Policy was brought out two years ago, the
farmers were to be ruined by the taxes im-
posad on them. Theartizans wereto beruined
hy the increased prices they were topay for
fuel, breadstufis and everything else, and the
lIate Finance Minister told us that in time the
manufacturers themsel ves wers to be ruined, so
that there was going to b= ruin all round.
All I can say to that hon gentleman, is this
—tbat if he went into any manufacturing
district he would find that the people thers
think difforently. He would find that work-~
iogmen, instead of working three-fourths
time, are working extra time and receiving
extra pay, and instead of having to leave
Canada and to go to the United States, I am
happy to inform the hon. pentleman that
many men who had left during the ad-
ministration of hon. gentlemen opposite, are
now returaing to Canada day by day and ob-
taicingz employment at more remunerative
wages than they received on the other side,
I bave befors referred to the Sault Ste.
Marie road. 1 belleve that road will be
constructed as a commercial undertaking.
I wounld be glad if the Government of
Canada could see their way to giving assist-
ance for the construction of that road, as I
think, commercially speaking, it would be a
vaat benefit to the Dominion of Canada to
have a second line of communication with
ths Great’ North-West, though 1 should be
exceedingly sorry that the Lake Superior
line should be sucrificed to it.

From the
past aggoclations of the member for Centre
Huron with the right bon. gentlemaun he
must have known his high character and
servicas-to the country, Whilst I have oc-
cupled 8.8eat In this Housel remember when
the late' Finance Minister was a great sup-
porter of the right hon, gentleman ; but his
aspirations ‘having beerd overlooked when a
vaceucy occurred in twe Fioance Depart-
ment,which showéd conclusivelythe Premier's
sound judgment of human’ nature and.bis at-

tention lo the interesta of the coantry Sir,

Francis Hiuncks having beeu praferred to the

I have heard much of
the grest ruin and misfortune brought upon
the country by the present Government by
the increase of tuxalien and otherwise, and
the injury to the North-West by this Syndi-
cate, and the exemption of its land by taxa-
tion and otherwise. 1 can cite, n striking
instance to the contrary, A municipality
adjoining Montreal, St. Heonri, has decided to
rive a cotton company $15,000 with an
exemption from taxation for 25 years on
condition of its estabiishing a factory within
ite limits. That does not look much like
ruin brought about by the National Policy
mentioned !y the member for West Middle-
sex. I have no fear that the people of
the North-West or any part of the
country will be ruined by the policy of the
present Government. With regard to the
question of the exemption of the Syndicate
property from taxation, and the statement that
the emigrants going into the North-West
would be likely to change the rod for the
scorpion, I can see no such danger. Every
settler gets a freehold of 160 acres for a
settlement fee of $10 with the right to pre-
empt another 160 acres. KEven this Syndi-
cate, which is to do 50 much barm, bas no
further claim upon the land when it sells it.
There can be no landlord system like that ot
England, Ireland and Scotland. I may eay,
in conclusion, thut the contract before the
House will receive my hearty support.

THE AMERICAN FORGERS IR ITALY.

Panis, Jan. 20.—The Jlerald's correspondent
at Rome telegraphs as follows:—Since the
arrest of the American forgers at Florence,
Turin and Milan important papers have been
found secreted in their lugzage, showing that
their operations extenaed throughout the
United States, Cunadn, England, France,
Belgium and Italy, revesling ulso the names
of toeir confederates, some of whom bave since
been arrested in different parts of Europe.
Among their aperations were forgeries several
years ag on the Board of Education of New
York ; passing bogus cheques in Cheyenne,
Balt Lake City, San Fraocisco and
Sacramento; robberies on board Pacific
mail steamers, forgeries and swindl-
ing operations im Cincinnati, Loulsville,
Richmond, Baltimore, New York and Boston ;
forged drafts on Alexander Brown & Co.,
Baltimore, Seligman & Co., New York, the
Planters Bank of 8t. Louis, the Bank of Cali-
fornia and banks in Buston and Buffalo; for-
geries of Eris, Central Pacific and Chicago
and Southwestern bonds ; sales in Earope of
counterfeit $50 bills on the Bruadway and
Tradesmen Banks, New York, and of Mont-
real notes ; counterfeiting letters of credit on
Brown Bros. & Co., of New York ; thefts of
French and Ruesian bouds on the Calais and
Dover steamers and forgeries of French 3 per
cent and Italian 5 per cent bonds. Partof
the proceeda of the Trenton Bauk robbery has
also been found upon them. These are the
results of the investigation so far. No doubt
there are numeroug other crimea to be added
to the catalogue.

THE WAR IN SOUTH AMERICA.
DEFEAT OF THE PERUVIANS,~

Paxaua, Jan. 11.—The latest newa receiv-
ed from the South Pacificis dated from Guay-
aquil, January the 4th. Tho Nacion containg
confirmation of the presence in Obilica and
Turin of the Chilians, numbering 27,000 men
of all arms. President Pierols, 8t the head of |
the Peruvian army, has gone to meet the
Chilians, leaving but 7,000 men at Lima
under command ot Gen. Lacotera. It is prob-
able that a decisive battle hus already taken
place, as the armies were in sight of each
other, and the combat could not be long de-
layed. Other reports state that the Chilisns
had advanced close to Lims, and had taken
up positions of advantage within communuicat-
ing distance by signal with the fleet in
Callao Bay. They are eaid to occupy points
whichk have a horseshoe form, leaving the
country towards Ancon and the North open
and undisturbed. The port of Ancon ia still
open, and large numbers of people aro leaving
for the Northern departments of Peru. There
is no other news of interest.

Buexos Ayrss, Jan. 21.—The Chilians at-
ticked and completely defeated the Peruvian
army at Miraflores. General Pierola, Presi-
dent of Peru and Uommander-in-Chief of the
army, has fled. The Chilians occupied Lima
withont resistance on the 17th inst. Pierola’s
brother and the Peruvian Minister of War
were taken [ridoners. The Peruvian loss in
the battle ot Charilios was 7,000 killed and
2,000 prisoners. Twenty-five thousand Peru-
viang were engaged in the battle at Laflores..
The Chilian 1088 in both battles was heavy.

Catholic Directory for the new year. It ap-
pears from it that there are now six_icardinal
bishops, 50 cardinal . priests and 15 cardinal
deacons in the Sacred College at Rome, only
one living member of which, the Archbishop
" of Prague, owes his sgarlet‘cap‘ to Pope
Gregory XVL.; 50 still live who were raised
to the cardinalate by his sucressor, by Pius
IX. and 13 more have been created and pro-
claimed by Leo XIII, The name of John
Henry Newman figures 1ast but two among
the cardinal deacons. Although there are
only 13 Sees in England and Wales, and six
more in Scotland, there are no less than 28
Bishops in Great Britain, thog,e unac-
counted for being mostly coadjator and
auxiliary bishops, The number of places in
Great Britain which have churches or mission
chapels, and are served by re~ident clergy,
are about 1,000 in all ; and the clergy, secular
and regular, amount to nexrly 2,300 ; thus
showing that the ministry of the ‘Church in
this country bas doubled itself in little more
than a quarter of a cestury: The Catholic
members of the peerage in the three king-
doms are 38: the list runs 88 follows: The
Dulke of Norfolk, the Marquises of Bute and
Ripon; the Earls of Denbigh, Newburgh,
Aghburnham, Westmeath, Fingall, Gravard,
RKepmare, Orford, and Gainsborough ; Vis-
counts Gormanston, Netterville, Taaffe, and
Southwell ; and Barons Mowbray and Stour-
tan, Camoys, Beanmont, Vaux ot Harrowden,
Braye, Petre, Arundell of Wardour, Uormer,
Swftord, Clifford of Chudleigh, Ashford,
Herries, Lovat, Louth, Ffrench, Bellew, De
Freyne, Howard of Glossop, Acton, O’'Hagan,
Emly, and Gerad. Xo less than 47
baroneteies of the three kingdoms also are
held by Catholics, the youthful Sir Henry
Tichborne standing at their head, and the last
Sir Maurice J. O'Connell. There ate also
geven Catholic members of Her Majesty’s
Privy Council, Lords Ripon, Kenmare, Robert
Montagu, Bury, Howard of Glossep, Emly
and O’Hagan.

So far the movement has
not been large in aoy line but constant en-
quiries for goeds for forward delivery,
prompt settlement of bills at maturity and
satisfactory reports from country Btore-
keepers all tend to o great future. A point of
great interest to the farmers is the steady ad-
vance which has taken placein the prices of
produce, an advance too which seems in no
way to bave checked the demand for grain,
butter, cheese, eggs, dressed poultry, meats
and all and every article of food which comes
under the well known head of ¢ produce and
provisions.” With the hardy ¢ cultivator of
the soil” in luck the rural storekeepers have
their hopes raised and through them the in-
fection, to be welcomed and not dreaded,
spreads to the city and tnkes posseesion of
our solid men of business in all departments
of industry, trade and commerce.
Boots AND Suoes.—The ruinous practice of
cutting rates ie still a subject of complaint in
some quarters, despite the fair number of
orders teceived by the trade here, both from
their travellers and by mail. As a result of
the sharp competition, orders to cancel
transactions already entered upop are fre—
quently received by bouses which refrain
from the eunt-threat policy, causing incon-
ceivable trouble and annoyaunce.

CHICKENS WITH THE Rour.—Roup, or
mallgnant catarrh, is a dlsense of the
nasal and bronchial membranes: it is ac-
companled by inflammation and a fetid, puru-
lent.dischiarge which is poisonous to the suflerer
and contaglious to others. It Is caused primarily
bv cold, damp, or other unhealthful conditions,
but it is communtcated from one fowl to an-
other by contagion. It should be treated b;
antiseptics and alteratives both outwardly and
inwardly. The deeeased parts should be washed
to remove the secretion, with caustic sotutions,
ag those of suiphate of copper, chloride of zine,
or chlorate of potash—onc dram belng dlssolved
in 4 pint of water and applied with a feather
inserted inthe throal and nostrils. The swoilen
head should be bathed in warm vinegar, and
one dram of hyposulphite of soda or chlorate
of potash may be dissolved and mixed with
the fvod of a dozen fowls. Medicine alone will
not cureit. The discharge must be removed as
above.

The waler 1n which salt
beef has been boiled could not safely be given
in the food for fowls, The result would be
diarrhea and inflammation of the Intestines. As
fowls seerste no urlne, there is n0 means of
getiing rid of an excessive quantity of salt with-
ot injury.

To REMOVE MOLES AND PrMPLES.—Moles
may be removed obnly by destroying the skin
where they appear by means of nitrate af sllven
(lunar caustic,) moistened and applied to 1t
daily. When the skin has been removed cover
ithe raw spot with court-plaster until it heals.
Pimples are caused by impuri y of blood, and
cannot be removed by external applications;
some alterative medicine should be taken; a
dose of one ounce of epsom salts, followed by
one dram of hyposulphite of soda, every morn-
ing before breakfast might be beneficial Use
only perfectly pure castile soap.

How To CURE AND CoRN BEEF.—A pickle for
beef ls made as follows: Slx pounds of salt, {
pound of suzar, and 1 cunces of saltpetre are
poiled ir 4 gal ons of water, skimmed and
coo'ed. The meat is packed ¢ osely in a barrel
or vat and the pickle pouredoverit. The pickle
may be preserved and used year aff ter yeak, by
boiling and skimming it to remove the
coagulated albumen which comes from the
meat, and which would socon cause it to spoil,
and also adding o' @ salt and sugar to replace
that which the meat has absorbed. Beef may be
corned by rubbing il with salt in & dish or tub
very thoroughly, and turping it and rubbin it
every day for six days, when it will be ready for
cooking.

UsE FOR SKIMMED MILK.~I{ a cow yields
5,000 pounds of milik in & year, apd all the mllk
is sold, there are taken {romn the soll In that
milk precisely 304 pounds of mineral matter and
24 pounds of nitrogen ; this would be more than
returned in 250 pounds ofguano. If the milk is
fed to pigs part of this loss is saved in the
manure, but part of it goes into the porlk. So
{hat any way o save this loss,something should
be brought back. One thousand poundsof rye
bran comtains 24 pounds of nitrogen and 7
pounds of minersl matter. Thus, iIf the bran
be fed, the milk may be so!d and the jarm wiil
gain.

A THREATENED BpaviN.—A threatened
spavin in a young horse should be treated by
rest, by biistering, or by & seton under the skin
of the part. It isgenerally constitutional, and
Is caused by & deposition of bony matter on the
hock Joint, and sometimes in the joint, when it
Is producilve of extreme lameness.
