No alteration shall be made in the Constitution of this

Society, nor shall any Bye-Law, Rules or Regulations of the

m^ of the General Committee, by the vote of at least two-

thirds of the members ]»resent, nor until it shall have
received the sanction of the Lord Bishop of the Diocese

No alteration or amendment in the Constitution, nor any

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REPORT. «

ft';

The proceedings of this Society, daring the past year,

may well be regarded by all its members with more than
nsnal interest. New arrangements were required for the
maintenance of the Missions in the Diocese. A large

amount, within a short period, had been withdrawn by
the Society for Propagation of the Gospel ; there was no
endowment fnnd to resort to, nor had tliere been a corres-

ponding increase in the contributions to the Society. To
all, therefore, interested in the present and the future state

of the Church in tliis Province, and especially to those

appointed to take a prominent part in the work of the Sch

cietv, the past year has been one ofmuch care and anxiety.

The plan adopted in July, 18-70, under the management
of a Standing Schedule Committee, is well known to all

who read the Annual Beports. It is only just to say that

this Committee have spared no pains or lal>or in the endea-

vor to carry out successfully the scheme as adopted. They
have striven to make a proper adjustment as to the pay-
ments from this Society, and of those conditionally re-

quired from the several parishes. This has been done
after frequent meetings ana most careful consultation, with
all the information that could be obtained.

The Report of this Committee, which has been generally

circulated, will receive due consideration. By carrying out
its recommendations a vast improvement may be made
with regard to the missionary work. Increased and punc-
tual payments may be secured from local sources, and then
the funds of the Society majr be more generally applied' in

Heply to the many calls in aid of new missions. To effect

this resultmuch exertion and self-sacrifice are called for on
the part of all the members of the Church in the Diocese.

The grant from the Society for Propagation of the Gos-
pel will yearly be reduced to a large amount, and before a
great while it will all be gone. At the same time it is of

the utmost importance that a more ge^^rons provision be
secured for the support of the clergy/"wile year by year
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openings for new missions are found in the larger parishes,

and in many remote settlements.

Means sufficient to do all this have been given, by our

Heavenly Father, to the members of the Church in this

Diocese. Only let them give back to Him, and for His

service, a small portion of what He has given to them,

and there need be no stay in the onward progress of the

blessed work undertaken by this Society.

Meanwhile much encouragement may be found in the

subjoined abstracts from the reports or the Missionaries,

and Local Committees^

Andovkr, Grand Falls, &(X->Rev. Leo A Hoyt writes as follows ;—^*' I am
glad to report an increase upon the contribution list of last year. With regard

to the progress of the Church in this Mission I can say nothing. It is not

natural to suppose that any progress could be visible in a period of five and a

half months, while an enumeration of my own labors would be a species of

boasting inconsistent with that charity which ' vaunteth not itself.'

*' I cannot close this paper without an appeal for a clergyman at Florence>

ville. The distance between Woodstock and Tobique is fifty miles. In all this

extent of country there is not a clergyman. There is here a missing link,

and the omission is more evident, as in travelling over the road we pass through

the thriving village of Florenceville. This village, midway between Woodstock

^and Tobique, and in the midst of one of the most populous and flourishing

farming districts in the Province, is so adapted for a centre of work for the

Church, that its supply cannot be neglected without a great loss to her interests,

In Rorenceville, itself, there are not, perhaps, a docen church families ; a fact

not to be wondered at when it is remembered that the services held here have

never averaged one a year. In the neighborhood, however, there are Eeveral

stations to be occupied with advantage. Upper Oreenfield is a settlement with

scarcely a dissenter in the community. Here the building of a church haa

dragged its slow length along for the last six years. But the slight encourage-

ment afforded by an occasional visit from a clergyman, already occupied in bis

own mission, is hardly sufficient to advance the work to completion as rapidly

as it is desirable. In Jacksontown there has been a Church for many years.

But the withdrawal of the assistance of a Curate from Woodstock has caused i

the service to be bi-monthly, and the Rector would willingly relinquish this
|

etation to assist in the support of the new Mission.
" In Glassville there are twenty Church fkmiUes. The heads of many of these I

families are communicants. In East Florenoevilie there are several Church I

families, though the people here are prindpally poor, and not to be depended!

upon for support. In Williamstown there was formerly an interesting Church
|

congregation, but the service has of necessity been relinquished, and uie child'

i

ren oi many staunch Church families have gone over to the dissenters. Be>|

sides these there are islolated Churchmen in every direction, some in importantl

places as Centreville, &c, who might be utilised and rendered a profit totbemj

selves and an advantage to the Church through the labors of an energetiel

clergyman stationed at Iloreneeville.'^

Contributions amount to $186.88.

Batrurst and JUmw BANDON.-'-Bev. W. LeB. MoKiel vrrites as follows;
** There is little to report from this Mission beyond the discharge of routinej

duty. Pastoral visitation, from time to time, has been attended to, but mu

be unsatisfactory to me and to a certain proportion of the people till the

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" The increase in the numhor of the servicos has, I trust, been prothictive of

iucrt'usod good. There should be service in Ht. Geor<;e'j< Oliiirch, Hatlmrst,

twice every Sunday, and once, at least, in Christ's Church, New [{iindon, but
tlie distance between the Ciuirchus is too m'eat to admit of it. Tbe (/iiurcij at

Bathurst is open, therefore, twice every alternate Sunday, and the other
Sunday I go to New Handon and return,—lioldinj; services in both Churclies,

and at an intermediate station; thu? making three services, imd thirty-two

miles to travel. IJy means of a collection on Thanksgiving Day and a <;rant of

money by the Vestry, a bell has been ordered for the Church at I'uthuist.

" It is necessary that a new Church should be built at IJathuiyt, so tiiat the

services of the sanctuary may be conducted with decency and in order. A
fund is being created for the purpose, and soon we hope to begin the biiildinjr.

" Last September we were rejoiced by a visit from the Bishop. The day of

tlie conlirmation at Bathurst was so stormy that, with two exceptions, the can-

didates from the country were kept at home. The Bishop confirmed tlie next
day at New Bandon, and the day following at Caraquet, 42 miles from Biith-

urst. The whole number confirmed was 46, of whom some have since become
communicants, and I trust that others will soon follow their example. Thirteen

Qcw names have been added to the list of the communicants during the year."

Contributions amount to fill 1.05.

BucTOtJCHE.—Rev. A. H. Weeks reports contributions to the amount of

$30.10, and he writes that since his last report he and his people have been
gratified and edified by a visit from the liOrd Bishop ;—the first episcopal visit

to the parish of Wellington. The Church here was consecrated on the 24lh
September, and the day following the Church yard in Dundas, about two acres,

me to the settlement, and taking all the steps required to make it a uernuinent
Station. Itis SiO miles fron? mv rar.sonns?e, but I urn able tn hold an evein!i;.j ser-

vice ia the school-house every f )urih Sunday. Three years n-io there were but
two Church families, the remainder being Baptists, but others have come, and
the leas prejudiced of our Baptist brethren attending, our conjire^jation has never
been less than iO, and has reached HO sometimes. They kindly take caro of me
and my horse for the night as well as their limited and moderate accommoda-
tion allow. I administered the Holy Communion a short time sine ;. for t'le first

time, to six persons iu the log-house of the settler referred to. and [ cm truly

say that never in ray Missionary eKperieace did I ever more fully feel the gra-
cious solemnity o1 the occasion.
"Nothing could be humbler than our surroundings. It was in the early

morning, about eight o"'clock, as being most convenient both to priest and peo-
ple, and we were almost literally under the shade, as wilhiu the stillness of the
primeval forest.
" The work has been begun here auspiciourfy, and I hope and pray that the

time will soon come when 'his solitary and remote settlement will have a small
church rising in its midst, in which our worship may be more worthily sustained.
Were the Society in a condition to make grants for Church building, I certainly

should apply to it for aid for this object ; meanwhile I shall be glad to receive
private donations for it.

" A beginning has been made towards erecting a Church at H^ar Islaiid, but
the movement is too young for me to say anything about it in this report.
" I cannot close, hewcver, without saying bow gratified 1 feel with my people

for promptly resnondiing to the new requirements of the Society, more espe-

cially in a year in which many of them have been sufferers by the drought «nd
raging (ires of thi last summer. There were very few itu'mers in th s pari&h
who cut over one-third of their usual yield of hay in 1S70.

Rev. F. Panridge, Assistant Minister, reports with regard to the work ut

Chamcook as follows:—"The condition of the Church at Chamcook is, on

During a large part of the year the congregation was augmented by a number
of young men who were employed in the neighborhood. These, however, have
now left us. I held a Bible Class lor some weeks, which was very well attended,

a fair proportion consisted of young men. At the end of the Bible Class on

each evening, I gave them some instruction in the history and meaning of the

Prayer Book. I found them much interested in this subject, and believe that

it has resulted in a more intelligent use of the Prayer Book in the service of the

Church, as well as rn a higher appreciation cf its beauties and associations. I

hope to resume the classes after my vacation
•' If we can form any oprnion of the spiritual life in our people from their

constant attendance at the Lord's Table I think the prospect, this year is very

encouraging- The average attendance at the Holj ComiBunion, which bus

been more frequently admioietered during the past year, has been 22, aud there

seems no sign.-i of decrease. The whole number of eommunicants in connec-

tion with the Church at Chamcook is thirty. Some of tbem attend the celebra-

ti' ns at the parish Cbarch when they bave the opportunity.
" The intention of adding a Chancel to St. John^s Chapel is not abandoned,

though it may be some tine before the work is completed. It will be observed
that the contribntions from Cbameook are not less toan those of last Tear.

prHcti'-e. T felt not a little anxious ns to whether the people in this Mission would
make up a sum which was so lar in excess of what they were accustomed to.

I am more than tlumkful, however, to he able to reuoit that t^e nmoui.t re-

quired by the Schedule (.'ommittee has been willingly jjaid without any very
preat apparent trouble. At Sus.sex we still continue to work on the ollcrtory
system with succjbs, atid I think 1 may say with the peneral approval of the
people. Formerly the oiriitory collections avernged ? .40, where now they
nveratTH JiJ.'J" for the pic.>( nt quarter. At Dutch Valley, where Mr. Kliss, 1 be-
lieve, tiave I' his services becuuse the people did so little, they now make up
fi4 by subscription list; and at Studhoim the sum of JILT, is raised by the
Siime method. The oflVrtory collections at the two lust naniul ])luces n»e de-
voted to the genorul purposes of the (.'hurch Society niid thenecessaiy Church
expenses. On the subject of the needful funds, therefore, 1 trust my doubts
andfe:irs are removed.
" Nor liavc 1 irvetxt reason to be discouraged with the fi'uit of my imperfect

labors. The coiigregatians arc good in all the Churches, ;ieiR'ral iiitijrcst seems
to be awakened, the worship of God I trust is more thouj^ht < f than tiie mere
words of man, and the number of communicants has been increasing steadily,

though perhaps not quite as rapidly as 1 could wish. The chief point of regret
is the small number of l)aptisms as compared with the number of births in tho
Mission. A baptism in (iod's House is the exception rather than the rule a.s it

should be, and I grieve to Si»y there are very many who reuulaily attend the
house of prayer who cannot yet see tho need or the blessing of entering into

covenant with iltm, who is our common Father. Of couise this maj' Le attrib-

uted in part to the influence of the Anabaptists, but I am .gorry to say this is

not the only influence against the work of the Church, and we inust only hope
and pray that in God's own time the evil may be overcome. 1 only meBtiou
this subject lest it might be supposed some negligence of the Missionary was
the cause of the smal! number of baptisms during the past year
" We have again opened our Sunday Schools during the summer months,

and the number of the teachers and scholars is not less than laat year. At one
we have about 50, at the other 25. This, in a country place, is not, to be des-

pised, and I trust real good may be done by the work in wliich teachers and
taught .shew a good will and a ready mind.

^
'* My services at Susex Station have been given up for the present, as tho

Haptist brethren required theirmeeting-house, and I have been unable as yet
to get another building. The congregations were so large at this place that I

do not intend to give up the hope of commencing the work agiin as soon ns an
opportunity serves. At Studholni we are on the eve of building a new Church,
the old one being very cold in winter, and much out of repair. It is nut, how-
ever, so unsightly a building as the ancient fabric at Sussex, with which we
seem too well satisfied. At Dutch Valley an additifln has been put to tho

Church at some expense, which will give us more room, and act as a sort of

porch in winter. VVe have also a very simple but effective stained window and
some new furniture, the gift of the Bishop, which makes the building a little

more like a Church, and the people are mach pleased with it. I have a new
opening for a Station at the Paper Mill, about 10 miles from Sussex, and I hope
soon to begin regular weekday services there. This is on the road to Mechan-
ics' Settlement in Albert County, a place which I visit occasionally, and where
1 alwavs find a hearty and attentive congregation. On my last visit the people
presented me with $11 as a proof of their good-will. I wish I could get some of
those fc'ood gentlemen who say there are no Church people in Albert to come
with me to this Settlement; I dotbiak they would be convinced to the contrary.

They may not be the rich sous of earth, but if they are poor we have no right to

negject them. More and more do 1 feel the necessity of a Missionary m that

County, and I do humbly trust that the Church Society will not only gran a
stipend, but send a shepherd to the scattered sheep of Christ's flock there with-
out further delay."
Contributions amount to $254, to which a little more may yet be added.

Tri:vit7, St. Johk.'—Mr. Stardee reports that the contributions are not
completed. They will not exceed $-200.
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Upuam.—Rev. S, J. Hanford wiiles as follows :—" I nm thankful to be able

This may
be somewhat inconvenient to the Society, but I see not how at present it can bo
avoided
" We are ull quite of opinion that the payments should be made yearly, or at

least half-yearly, it being altogether out of the question to thmk ot calling

upon people every quarter for a portion of their small subscriptions."

2. This Committee views with pleasure the recommendations of the Schedule
Committee towards making each Mission, as far as possible, self-sustaioing, and
they are ready ( d willing to co operate to their utmost ability, with the Diocesan
Church Society, ,^ carrving the proposed measures of the Committee into effect,

and in meeting its requirements with promptness.
" With regard to the Mission.'' Mr. Neales writes, "An increase of work done

cannot be reported, us the death of the last Rector has been to the Parish a

great loss, without any cnrrespondina gain I am now left, single-banded, to

carry on the work of a Mission, which before, two clergymen were here to

accomplish. This work is therefore of necessity, but imperfectlv done; and,

wh«re it not for the hearty aid and sympathy of tiie parishioners themselves, I

should feelquite unequal to the duty beforeme, I &xa forced torelino :^'i the

weekly Sunday services at Jacksontown, and can only manage tc '^et *bere

every alternate Thursday, and on Sundays, every alternate month. On this

section of the Mission, the late change presses most heavily. At the Settlements

where services have been establi^ned for more than two years, 1 still continue a

monthly service during the week.
*' The Sunday School is still under the oarec«f Mr. James McCoy f Principal of

the Grammar School), assisted by three male and seven female tedcbers.
*' Great assistance has been afforded me in ooUectin)), for the Society by Messrs.

G. H. Ketchum and C. !i. Bull, besides the help received from several ladies in

the parish.
" I may also add that since the change a year ago ofpews tor free seats in St.

Luke's Cbarch, and the devoting the collections to the general purposes of the

Church, the offertory has increased at the rate of about 150 per cent, for the

year." Contributions amount to |800.
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It will be seen that tlic sum total of the contril)ntion&

I'roiu the foregoinq; reports cannot be cxaetlj stated. The
full auioiint may be regarded as very nearly $7000.

Th'i Sof;iety will observe with especial interest the iiu-

provenients going forward in the several Missions, and the
great amount of labor which is being done by the Alission-

aries.

Every Churchman in the Diocese must, however, see

the insufficiency of the contributions, and the very limited

means provided for the necessities of those engaged in their

blessed Master's work. In a country like this, with the

lately increased expense of living, the life of a clergymaii

is sutHciently trying, when encouraged by the warmest
sympathy of the laity, and with a competent provision for

all tcDiporal wants.

During the past year two of the older Clergy, well worn
by many years in the Missionary work in this Diocese,

have gone to their rest. The names of the Rev. S. D. Lee
Street, Hector of Woodstock, and of the Rev. James Hud-
son, Missionary at Newcastle and Glenleg, will long be
closely associated with the proceedings of this Society.

Active and untiring in their special charges, few have done
80 much to extend the usefulness of this Society. Much
exposure in their Master's work, no doubt, in each of these

instances, hastened on the last great change, at a compara-
tively early period of life, and brought those labors to a

close, for which so little, in the way of earthly reward,

had been provided, And so the older Clergy are passing

away ; and might not the members of this Society be re-

minded that valuable lives could perhaps be lengthened by
timely assistance in large and extensive parishes ? In this

way too, important points for Missionary Stations might
be occupied in those villages rising up all over the country,

and especially along the lines of railways. In many such

places the ministrations of the Church would be welcomed
even by those wiio do not profess to be her children, if

they were readily and duly aftbrded. Therefore it is that

the" Society calls upon the Church in this Diocese to re-

member and act upon the charge given by her Lord and

Head, *' Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to

every creature."

PROVISION FOR THE WIDOWS AND ORPHANS OF THE CLERGY.

RULES AND REGULATIONS.

"I. The Church Societv of the Diocese of Frcdericton, in the Province of

New Briiiibwick, shall have a special Fund, to bo called " The Cleugt Wi-
dows AND Orphans Fund," which shall consist of the present capital held by
the Societj- for this object (subject to its present llaiiilities), of all subscriptions,

donations, legacies, devises, and bequcstf?, and other contributions f;iven and
paid to the Society for this special purpose, and of all payments received under
these Rulfs ; and this Fund shall be applied to the assistance of the families of

deceased CMcrgyuien, in accordance with these Rules, and to no other object.

2. Ever>- Clergyman in this Diocese, duly licensed, whose widow is not al-

ready entitled to a pension from the Socikty for the Propagation of the
Gospel, Avishing to share in the benefits of this Fund, .«hall -within six mouths
from July 5, 1871, or within one year from receiving: Holy Orders, or from his

admissioh into the Diocese, apply to the Sccrctai-y of th t Fund for a certilicate.

and shall thenceforth pay annually the sum set opposite ;;"s age in tlie annexed
scale. Any applicant, after such period of time, sliall only be permitted to re-

ceive a certilicate at the option of the Executive Committee of the Church
Societ)', and upon such terms as they shall direct.

3. Evciy Clergyman, being a member of this Fund, shall make and forward
to the Secretary a yearly collection from every congregation in his^Parish or
Mission. Aseistjint Curates, serving under a Rector, or other assistant Clergy-
nien, slnill not, however, be required to make a collection, but shall forward
only their own annual payment.

4.' All payments shall become due on the first day of Januarj', in each year,

and must be paid within thirty days ; and all congregational collections uiust

be sent in before the first day of May. If this Rule is not complied w ith, the
certificate sliall be considered as forfeited, but nuiy be regained at the option of

the Committee, and the applicant shall pay for the new certificate at the rate

payable at the age when the same is taken out, according to the annexed
scale, together with such sum as the Executive Committee may require in lieu

of payments and subscriptions in arrear.

5. Upon compliance with the above Rules, the Diocesan Church Society
undertakes to pay out of " The Clergy Widows' and Or])lians' Fund," a

yearly pension of One Hundred Dollars to the widow of each Clcrgj-man hold-

ing a certificate, during her widowhood.
0. If the widow die, or marry again, the pension sliall be paid towards the

support of such children of the deceased Clergyuiiin as may be under the age
of eighteen years. In this case, when the youngest child shall have attained

this age, the pension shall cease.

7. Tlie Trustees named in the Will of a Clergyman shall be recognized by
the Committee, in the event of the death or marriage of his widow, and shall

receive the pension, to be applied by them for the support of the child or

children ; but if the Trustees so named are unwilling or unable to act, or if

Trustees should not have been named, then the Bishop of the Diocese shall

himself act, or in writing appoint a Trustee to act, in the application of the
pension.

8. If the wife die before the husband, his child or children shall at his death
receive the pension, under the limitation as to age expressed in Rule 6.

9. No certificate shall be issued to any Clergyman over the age of sixty

years, who is not already in the Diocese at the tiine of le formation of these

Rules ; but any Clergyman already in the Diocese, over the age of sixty years,

an d whose widow is not entitled to a pension from the S. P. G., shall be ad-

mitted a member of this Fund, on making the annua payment for the age of

sixty years, and otherwise complying with the Rules.

10. If a Clergyman removes, with the Bishop's consent, from the Diocese,

after officiating m it not less than ten years, he shall be allowed his claim upon

11. If a Cler£?yman is unable to continue Iiis public ministration- through
sickness or accident, upon the production of a medical ccrtitlcatu lestifyin;^

the same, he may continue his connexion with the Fund, upon nmlviuj;; his
yearly payment.

13. Any Clergyman degraded or suspended from the ministry, or any widow
or orphan who shall not bo in communion witli the Church of Engliind, shall

be entitled only to sucli piyinent as the Executive Conunlttec shall prescribe.

13. The pension-' sliall be payable half-yearly, on January I, and July 1, in

each year; the first payment to be calculated for the interval from the death of
the insured to the day of payment.

14. The Treasurer of the Diocesan CiiURcn Society shall be Treasurer of
this Fund, and shall, from time to time, under the direction of the Loan Com-
inittee, invest every Imndred pounds of surplus money, and add tlie same to
the capital of the Finid. A yeai-ly detalhjd statement of the income, pay-
ments,*and invested money, shall lie published in tlie Annual Report of the
Diocesan Church Society.

15. The Sccrctarv of tliis Fund shall be appointed by the Executive Com-
mittee, and it sliall be his duty to issue certificates, receive payments, dona-
tions and collections, which he shall hand to the Treasurer every quarter, or
oftener. If required by him.

16. None of the above Hules sliall be altered, except at the Anmuil Miieting
of the General Committee of the Diocesan Church Society, after a full year's

notice of the proposed change.

the Missionary's stipend.

2. That all grants made by the General Committee be made subject to these

resolutions, and be distributed under the direction of the Schedule Committee,

who shall have at all times all such and the like powers and rights with respect

to the same, or any of them, as the General Committee of the Society would

liave if in session.

?,. That the Schedule Committee annually present to the General Committee
of the Society on the first day of their meeting, a full and detailed account of

all business transacted during the expired year and also a list of grants recom-

mended for the ensuing year, with the conditions to be annexed to each, and

shall also reportto the Executive Committee at each quarterly meeting thereof.

4. That on the approval by the General Committee of the grants reconi-

mended for the year, the same shall forthwith pass into operation on the basis

of the foregoing Resolutions, and subject to the following regulations :

(a.) The Schedule Committee (acting in conjunction with the Lord Bishop),

shall forthwith after the annual Meeting communicate with the Wardens or

other lay members of the Church in each Mission, requiring them to enter into

engagements (A) with the Society, to cotitribute the sum required of the Mis-

sion for the year.

the Society for the full amount of his quarterly salary, including therein the
sum required for the qtiarter of the Mission itself.

(<".) The sum required of the Mission shall in such case be remitted by the

Wardens quarterly in advance to the Treasurer, and may consist pither of
money or written receipts of the Missionary, for produce furnished to him at

<he market rates : Provided that two months grace (but no more) mny be al-

lowed the Mission to make up such sum ; that is to say, the sum re(iuired for

the quarter of the ensuing year, ending 30th October, shall be remitted before

the 1st September, and for the following quarter before the 1st Decembir next.

(/.) Should the Missionary give any such written receipts for produce, he
shall keep a record thereof, and shall make his next quarter's draft Ibr such
sum only as shall be due him, after he shall be debited with such receipts in

the Treasurer's books.
