Enemy is Ready to Fall Back
Before the Advancing
Allies.

AMSTERDAM, Dec. 2.—Absolute
confirmation’ of the reports that the
Germans are removing large forces of
their mobile troops and smaller gun$
from Flanders and Fxlance to Poland
has been received. One hundred and
forty-eight machine guns and 50,000
cavalry have passed thru Herbesthal
en route to Poland.

On the contrary, 18 large guns have
been sent forward to Blankenburghe,
on the coast north of Bruges and east
of Ostend, indicating that the kaiser
is preparing to resist further attack
from the British and French war ves-
sels on the coast,

A wounded German lieutenant wao
has made his way into Holland from
Thorout, states that strong German
forces are concentrated at Thorout
and Roulers, on the reported line of
defence, in preparation by the Ger-
mans, and that a force of 4600 reserv-
ists have arrived at Herbesthal, on
their way to Thorout.

New Line of - Defence.

Heavy artillery is being removed by
the Germans from western Flanders
in the direction of their new line of
defence. Tae civilian population of
Belgium is overwhelmed with fear of
indignities and peril at the hands of
the Germans when the expected re-
treat begins, owing to the demoraliza-
tion which exists among the German
troops.

Another bombardment of the German
positions between Ostend and Zee-
brugge on the north coast of Fland-
ers, began late Tuesday nigit, and is
still continuing. The fire of the war-
ghips in the allies’ fleets has again
caused a suspension of the work of the
Germans in fitting out submarines in
the naval bases which have been es-
tablished there. Additional naval
stores continue to arrive at Bruges
from Antwerp.

When Sir George Paish  told 'the
people in New York what the Bank
of England and the British Govern-
ment had arranged to do in the way
of taking care of London, he was im-
mediately asked if England would not
find a hundred millions of dollars for
the support of the New York market
when it opened. And for a few days
the feport was current in New York
that some such arrangement was in
sight. Then it suddenly collapsed
and ‘Sir George Paishk started back
for London, accompanied by mem-
ber of the Morgan banking firm. They
ought to be in London now. The
hope of New York that relief might
come from London has considerably
dwindled away, unless  the - United
States Government can be ‘nduced to
come forward somewhaf like Lioyd
George., But there is a substantial
difference between the class of secu-
rities thaf are to be taken care of in
London and those that threaten to
come on the New York market if it
‘is opened. The question, therefore,
still is, who is to take care of New
York? Until that is in sight, the
holders: in the United States of bil-
lions of these American securities
will press that Wall street be kept
closed.

It is the natural and reasonable wish
of the people that in times of a great
and deadly conflict when the very ex-
istence of the empire is at stake, only
men of the empire should be in places
of responslbility and influence. In all
that is opposed to this it seems to be
forgotten that alien enemies are alien
enemies, and must be treated as such
according to all the codes and laws of
nations.

Co-Operative Mortgage Banks

‘Wisconsin has pessed legislation
under which banks may be organized
for the primary purpose of lending
money to shareholders upon first
mortgage security. The savings
panks generally thruout the Union
are restrictéd in their investments to
building loans and certain high-class
securitigs. The new banks will in-
vest altogether in mortgage loans,
but will also gradually bulld up a
cash reserve, which will no doubt
enable taem to become members of a
federal reserve bank, and thereby ob-
tain additional accommodation for
customers by the rediscount of farm
mortgages.

Thére is nothing new in the gen-
eral scheme, which has been-dévelop-
ed in Germany to a wonderful extent,
and with state assistance has accom-
pliched so much in Australia and New
Zealand. It is of interest mainly as
heing the first appearance of the ag-
ricultural credit bank in the west.
In an interesting resume of the Wis-
eonsin act, The Philadelphia Record
says:
