While Sir Edward Grey’'s
reply to the United States Govern-
ment’s mnote concerning the food
steamer Wilhelmina intimated that
such a step probably would be ne-
cessary, the absolute prohibition of
food shipments to Germany has not
actually been announced. In fact, the
decision of the Wilhelmina case by the
prize court ig being looked forward to,
as it is- considered that this will
amount to a deflnite statément of the
British position.
Memorandum Expected.

For several days it has “been .inti-
mated in official circles that the foreign
office might issue a memorandum set-
ting forth definitely the British policy
concerning foodstuffs destined for
Geérmany and outlining plans
for the reprisals deemed neces-
sary because of the operations of
the German submarines. The impres-

statement may be issued indepeéndently
of any reply which SBir Edward Grey
may give to the latest American sug-
gestion for feeding the civilians of Ger-
many. It is known that part of the
rhaterial for such a memorandum has
been considered, and that the issuance
of the statement within two or three
days is not improbable.
Expect Little Objection.

British officials are said to be firm-
ly convinced that the neutral powers
will offer little objection if food sup-
plies are cut off from Germany in re-
taliation for the German submarine
activities, which, they point out, are
in violation of all international history.
A prominent British official, discussing
today the probability of making food-
stuffs absolute contraband, mentioned
the position' taken by Count Caprivi,
once German imperial chancellor, on
this subject. The chancellor, in a
speech in the Reichstag, March 4, 1892,
was declared by this official to have
said: “A country may be dependent for
her food or for her raw products upon
her trade. In fact, it may be abso-
lutely necessary to destroy the enemy's
trade. The private introduction of pro-
visions into Paris was prohibited dur-
ing the siege, and, in the same way, a
nation would be justified in preventing
the import of food and raw produce.”

WASHINGTON HOPELESS.

Special to The Toronto World.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 24.—Efforts
on the part of the United States to
bring about, thru diplomatic inter-
changes, any worth while or measur-
able modification of Great Britain’s
determination to starve Germany into
submission as a part of her military
campaign, are foredoomed to failure,
according to opinion prevalent in
Washington today. It is believed that
the reason for the extracrdinary se-
crecy which has surrounded the latest
negotiations with Germany and Great
Britain with tHis end in view, is that
the &dminigtratlon sees sfall prospect
of success from tle start, and ismak-
ing representationd to the two leaders
of the combatant nations as a final
resort before returning to the original
position assumed by the United States
ir the first note of protest to QGer-
many.

To Show U. 8. Sincerity.

The most recent representations to
Germany are framed to impress that
ration svith the entire sincerity of the
United States in her efforts to relieve
neutral shipping and natural cargoes
from the menace of the German mines
and submarines. It is felt to be Ger-
many’s’ due that the United States
should' leave no effort unexpended
whereby the possible spread of the war
and the inclusion of more nations than
BOW comprise the fighting line might
be stopped. The United States has
been officially made acquainted with
the state of the public mind in the
Netherlands, for example, where it is
reported that it is only by dint of the
most strenuous efforts to preserve an
outward semblance of a neutral posi-
tion that the government is able to
restrain an outbreak.

It 18 known in Washington that a
despatch from The Hague, relayed via
London, was drastically censored
within the last 24 hours. In this re-
spect it was made to appear that the
Dutch ministry was in daily communi-
cation with the diplomatic representa-
tives of all the nations at The Hague.
It is understod diplomatic representa-
tives who were in consultation with
the ministry were the British and
French ministers. The despatch relat-
ed that there was renewed and extra-
ordinary activity in various depart-
ments of the Dutch Government.

Co-operative Scheme Extends
From Summerhill Avenue

to West Don Bank.

OTTAWA, Feb. 24.—The bill of the
Canadian Pacific under consideration
by the railway committee on Tuesday
contained among other things for
ratification the agreement betweeén
that line and the Canadian Northern

for joint .use and ownership of the
lines and improvéements now existing
or to be built in North Toronto on the
present right-of-way of the C:P.R.
from Dufferin street in the west to the
eastern end of the hridge hcross the
west Don at Eglinton avenueé and Les-
He street, over four miles and a half in
distance. The plans for the elevated
tracks, including a station at Yonge
street, from Dufferin- street to Sum-
merhill avenue at Reservoir Park, east
of Yonge street, are known to the
publie, but the agreement speaks of the
plans for increased trackage, common
and joint, east of Summerhill avenue
and over to the west Don, quite two
miles, which plans have not yet beén
seen by the public.. The agreement
says the plans for these are “hereunto
attached,” but théy were not before the
committee yestérday.
C. N. R. Yards.

The agreement sets out that the Ca-
nadian Northern is to have its freight
yards at- Yonge street, east of the
street and north of the C.P.R., and its
division yard at Leaside, and that the
agreement i8 for the purpose of allow-
ing the Canadian Northern to get to its
freight yvards and to the new union
station uptown and to its yard at Lea-
side, and also to allow it to use the
lines of the C.P.R. in North Toronto
from Bathurst street to the east end
cf the west Don bridge.

The Canadian Pacific is to build,
most of the improvements. and the
Canadian Northern is to pay 4% per
cent. on half the cost and its share of
the upkeep and of the service. The re-
lation is to be one of mutual service
and co-operation. with absolute equal-
ity in the use of the joint tracks. the
common tracks, the unfon station and
of all the joint premises.

Plan of Co-Operation.

Here are some of the significant
paragraphs in thé agréement:

“Each party hergto shall have,equal,
rights in all respects to the use and
enjoyment of the joint premiseés for
the handling of 'express, telephone,
railway and commercial télegraph and
passenger traffic, and for the trans-
action of business ordinarily connect-
ed with a passenger rallway terminal,
and the Canadian Northern Company
shall operate its own trains upon and
over the joint tracks with its awn en:=-
gines and train crews under the con-
trol of the agent who is to have charge
of the joint premises and be approved

t""""ltzlge traing of the Northern Com-
pany shall in every respect be treated
by the officers, agents and employes
of the Pacific Company, or those in
charge or control of or éngaged upon
the joint premises and common and
joint tracks, as trains of a simlar class
of the Pacific Company, and shall have
equal preference over trains of an in-
ferior .class bélonging to eithér of the
parties, and the Northern Company
shall have the right to run all classes
of trains over the common and joint
tracks, subject onily to the regulations
prescribed or provided for herein. The
main tracks shall, as far as practica-
ble, be kept 'unobstructed for the use
of either party. '
Use of Rolling Stock.

“The trains and engines of the Nor-
thern Company and of any company
owned or controlled (thru stock own-
ership or dtherwise) by it or operated
as part of the Canadian Northern Rall-
way System, shall be considered the
trains ,engines and cars of the Nor-
thern Company, and 'the Northern
Company shall have the right to
operatesthe same in its own ' name
over the joint and common tracks and
into and out of the joint premises un-
der the terms of this agreement. The
trains and engines of the Pacific Com-
pany, and of any company owned or
controlled (thru stock ownership or
otherwise) by it, or operated by it, as
part of the Canadilan Pacific Railway
System, shall be considered trains,
engines and cars of the Pacific Com-
pany, and the Pacific Company shall
have the right to operate the same 4n
its own name, over the joint and com—
mon tracks and into and out of the
joint premises under the terms of this
agreement.

Other Companies Excluded.

‘Provided, however, that the Nor-
thern Company shall not assign or
transfer any rights or interest in this
agreement, or give or assume to give
to any other company or person any
rights or interest in, upon or in re-
spect of the joint or common tracks,
or the joint premises, or any part
thereof, nor shall the Northern Com-
pany, except to the extent in this
paragraph provided, undertake to op-
erate the traffic of any other company
over the said joint or common tracks,
or into or eut of the joint ‘premises
under cover of this agreement, and
any assignment or transfer ,or any in-
strument contrary to this paragraph,
shall be void ‘and of no effect.

‘Division of Cost.

‘“The Northern shall pay to the Pa-
cific a sum equal to one-half the in-
terest at the rate of four and one-
haif pér centumper annum, upon the
present value of the Pacific’'s property
and upon all moneys expended by the

“All working expenses, whether in

MARYBOTS REECTE
FOUND T B BURNED

Lt.-Col. Halleck Discovered No
Fraud in Canadian Army
Shoe Contracts.

Canadian Press Despatch.

OTTAWA, Feb. 24—It was made
evident at the resumption of the inquiry
into the boots furnished to the Canadian
expeditionary forces that the scope of the
investigation would be enlarged and that
its functions would be judicial, as well
as inquisitorial.

E. M. Macdonald said that the scope
of the inguiry extended to the boots
furnished the second contingent, as well
as the first, and to boots now furnished.

A. E. Stephens, a member of the de-
partmental commission, was recalled. He
was asked by Sir James Alkins what
he thought of the Ames-Holden boot,
irrespective of wearing conditions.

“Generally fair.” .

In regard to some of the worn samples
of boots, Mr. Stephens dtated that their
unsuitability was the ‘‘fault of the gov-
ernment for allowing men to fit shoes
on soldiers who did not know how to fit
them.” He also testified that manufac-
turers who used inferior ‘‘ split leather’
in their boots had been given permission
to do so by the militia department, tho
he did not know this was because sup-
plies of calfskin were lacking in Canada.

Lt.-Col. Halleck, chairman of the de-
partmental committee, said that in his
departmental investigation he had simply
collected information for his superior
officers.

He had charge of the issue of boots
at Valcartier. T men had been so hard
up for boots to ¥replace their civillan
footwear at Valcartier that in many
cases they could not leave their tents.
The boots had arrived in thousands as a
result of constant pressure on the con-
tractors and had simply been handed out
{c.) the soldiers with no time for inspec-

fon.

Witness said that most of the com-
plaints of the boots had come from Eng-
land. In many cases the boots had been
found to be burned.

Asked if there had been any fraud in
the manufacture of the boots, Lt.-Col
Halleck stated he ‘‘wished to convey to
t};e 1L;u.blic that there had been no fraud
at all.”

Lt.-Col. Halleck sald that it would have
taken the manufacturers a month to
ch’angc their last for the manufacture of
militia boots. Thus, if the militia de-
partment had changed the shape of the
shoe he did not think the boots could
have been secured in time.

Mr. Macdonald objected that many of
the manufacturers had never before
manufactured military shoes. Col. Halleck
replied that some of them had used their
own last, which were in certain cases
better than the militia last.

Colonel Halleck thought the. soles of
boots supplied would last under ordinary
militia conditions from six to eight weeks.

CANVAS SHOESFOR
CANADIAN TROOPS

Forty-Five Thousand Pairs
Ordered by Government

From Seven Firms.
NO FARMERS’ BANK AID

Legislation to Reimburse De-
positors Will Not Be
Brought Down.

OTTAWA, Feb. 24.—The question of
slippers and shoes for the Canadian
soldiers came up in the house today.

Hop. Mr. Lemieux was informed that
the government had purchased 2,350
pairs of slippers for the Canadian con-
tingents. They were made by the
Ames Holden Company of Montreal, at
$1.50 per pair.

Canvas shoes were ordered from
seven firms at $2 per pair- The firms
were: Cook & Fitzgerald, 5,000; Du-
fresne & Locke, 10,000; Dufresne &
Galipeau, 5,000; James Muir Company,
10,000; Brandon Shoe Company, 5,900;
Regal Shoe Company, 5,000; E. T.
Wright, Co., 5,000; total 45,000 pairs.

Gustave Boyer was informed that
334 remounts had been purchased by
Sir Adam Beck for the first contingent
at an average cost of $166. The aver-
age expense for purchasing the horses
was $7.50. .

No Appointment in Sight.

Sir Wilfrild Laurier enquired when
the government intended to appoint a
successor to Lord Strathcona. The
premier replied that Sir George Ferley
had been acting since eariy last sum-
mer under order-in-council, and his
gervices had been a very great advan-
tage in facilitating co-operation oe-
tween the Canadian and the hofne gov-
ernments.

Sir GQeorge Perley had been com-
missioned to make some liiquiries as
to certain changes in' the status of
the office and until the premier and
his colleagues were able to confer with
him upon this subject the present ar-
rangement would continue.

No Farme’s’ Bank Legislation.

The premier also stated in reply to
Mr. Lemieux that the government did
not intend to introduce legislation this
session to reimburse the dep.sitors of
the Farmers’ Bank.

The minister of flnance, answering
Mr. Martin of Regina, sald he was
aware that life insurance companies
generally were charging additional
premiums for enlisted men, in some
cases as high as $200 per $1,000 in excess
of $2,000 and the government had taken
steps to insure that the provisions of
the insuranse act were being complied
with in regard to military service.
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Than Had Been Dreamed
of Before.

UNITY OF IDEALS -

Dozen Nations Represented at
International Dinner
Tuesday Night.

“There will only be one toast to-
night, ‘The King' and when we say
the King, we shall think of him being
among us as one who serves,” was the
opening note of the international din-
ner Tuesday at Dunning’s. Following
the royal toast the guests rose and
stood in silence until Chairman Ar-
thur Hawkes pronounced the words,
“To the memory of those who lave
already laid down ‘their lives.”
There were over a hundred present,
and they met to celebrate the essential
unity of democratic ideals in Canada
and thé United States. Ladies were
almost as numerous as gentlemen. A
dozen nations were represented. The
professions were present in person,
with military medals and civil decora-
tions. The Aryan of India and the Ar-
yan of Scandinavia sat within hail of
each other.
The fact that Great' Britain ' was
fighting for tae rights «of the smaller
nations, said the - chairman, in
introducing B. A. Gould, an
American Tesident in Toronto, had
done more to weld together the two
great English-speaking nations than
could have been dreamed of before.
Mr. Gould pointed out that the
struggle was really one of democracy
and the free peoples against the me-
diaeval dootrine of government by
force, which Germany had adopted.
The greatness of the British Empire
was due to the lesson so thoroly learn-
ed when the attempt to prepetrate
feudalism was checked by the Am-
erican revolution. As in the case of
other dependencies,  Hngland had
learned that no advantage could be
gained from India except as India
benefited by British rTule. Germany
could not understand the loyalty of
the British dependencies, which arose
from the recognition of the essential
unselfishness of British rule. It was
impossible . for Americans to be in
sympathy with the doctrines for which
Germany was fighting. The real .is-
sue was whether the progress of de-.
moocracy, which had done so much for
the happiness of the world, should
continue. Mr. Gould, in the course of
a fine speech, which aroused much
enthusiasm and frequent applause,
declared that the United States should
assist the other nations of the world
to realize their democratic ideals. He
hoped that Americans in Canada would
do their part in at least making Can-
ada and Great Britain understood in
the United States.

Looked to Britain.

Col. McQueen did: not quite catch
the spirit of tae meeting. He was fol-
lowed by Consul ~Printz of Norway,
who, while & ndt Canadian,
was proud of the country in which
he was born. Prof. Catalani spoke forl
Italy, which he said was the only
country with which England had never
been at war. When Italy was striving
for liberty she always looked to Bri-
tain flor a word of “encouragement.

Harry Roher of Lewn.berg, Austria,
who has been a rvesident of Toronto
for 12 years, said that among his
friends and compatriots there Was
only thankfulness that they had come
to this country, - Where people had
more consideration for each other
than in his native land. Austrian
young men who lived here felt that
they owed it to Great Britain to go
and fight for the flag and its liberties.

Dr. Sunder Singh, representing the
Sikh nation, which has 200,000 fight-
ing men in the mneld, 75,000 ot whom
are in France, said that the Sikhs
had shown, nota by words,but by deeds,
that they were worthy of tae confi-
dence of the rest of the empire. In-
dia. wanted emancipaation, but not by
treachery. It would avail hothing to
gain the world and lose their souls.
Like Ireland, they had sunk all dit-
ferences till the gre~t cause of demo-
cracy was established.

Miss Constance Boulton sald that a
great responsibility rested on the wo-
men of Canada. They must see that
the citizenship of Canada was equal
to their boasting.

Justice Riddell was not ready, he
said, to sum up the meeting, which
was unique, and which could not be
fully appreciated after 50 examina-
tions. They needed all the elements
represented to form a great and great-
er Canada. .

The true ideals of humanity, of _truth
and justice, were the real foundations
of Britishand American unity. To fol-
low right in scorn of consequence.
instead of the principle that might
was right, was a stronger tie than
those of language, race or religion.

Manitoba Conditions. '

Conditions in Manitoba were spoken
of by Mrs. Graham of Winnipeg. In
1880 the first record of voting in
Manitoba was made. Ten years later,
males or females over twenty-one
years with property qualification to
the value of one hundred dollars might
vote. The speaker, referring to On-
tario, asked, “Is it a crime to marry a
man?” :

A plea for the women was made by
G. W. Bengough, who declared that the
only way in which man was woman's
superior was in physical force. and that
the question of their enfranchisement
is of human concern and the petition
of the delegation. reasonable.. The
principle of taxation without repre-
sentation was prepugnant, and New
Zealand and Australia had already
done justice in this regand.

Representing the Trades and Labor
Council, R. J. Stevenson asked the
government to accede to the request of
the women and to do it now. He
took the oppurtunity of thanking the
government for its action in so far as
it concerned the labor cause.

%I have never heard a better pre-
sentation than that of the ladies,” said
‘R. D, Fairbairn, a member of the
Jboard_ of education and manufactur-
“ers’ association, who, however, claimed
to -speak. for himself alone. Women's
votes had placed him where he is today
on the board of education, he said. He
was with the -delegation, and stated
his opinion that the average woman is
above .the average of male voters.
Rev. Mr. Ellis advocated “push” and

ASSESSMENTBILL

AFECTS FARM LANDS

{ ;
Purpose is to Prevent. Heavy
Taxation in Villages and
‘Small Towns.

W. C. Chambetrs of West Welling-
ton' introduced yesterday . an assess-
ment bill of unusual character. The
purpose of it is'to prevent the heavy
taxation of farm lands in villages and
small towns. Assessments in general
and those on improvemenis are both
excluded in the provisions.’

The first clause rules in all centres
having 3000 persons or under. in which
lands are held for farm purposes only,
and in sections of not less than five
acres under ownership ~of one man,
they shall be assessed »nly as farm
lands. irrespective of subdivision.

Provision is also made for exemption
from prevailing charges for local im-
provements and water services. The
owner applies for this privilege and
where the local agsesssment board
fails to uphold his claim, may proceed
to the county judge.

Mr. Justice “Sutherland at Osgoode
Hall yesterday. gave judgment in the
application of Josepihh Bennett for a
declaration that a partnership exist-
ed between him and A. Pearce in the
working of a gravel pit, known as the
Silverthorne Sand and Gravel Pits.

The plaintiff declared that the de-
fendant approached him in' May, 1914,
for the purpose of forming a partner—
khip in the distribution of gravel from
the pits, the property for which he had
leased. He endeavored to have the
defendant put the agreement in writ-
ing, but he states that Pearce kept
putting it off from time to time. It
was  verbally agreed that Bennett
should have charge of the distributing
of the gravel and Pearce was to have
charge of the books, The first week
of the working of the pits Bennett
supplied horses and wagons to clear
the property and Pearce paid themen.
This was to have no effect on the
partnership. %

Secured Lease Himself.

. The 'plaintiffs horses and wagons
were used in the operation from about
May 24, 1914, until the end of the
year, when the partnership was dis-
solved. &

Not 'beﬂlg able to secure any pro-
fits, which he considered he was en-
titled to. and being treated as an em-
pploye by the defendant, Bennett found
out that the lease could be terminat-
ed at any time and that it did not
exist for three years, as he was led
to believe. He then secured the lease
in his own name-

*The defendant denies that the
plaintiff was a partner and states that
he voluntarily agreed to give him a
share of the profits. He submitted
that a partnership did not exist. .

Tn his judgment his lordship stated
that it was impossible to come to any
other conclusion than that a partner-
ship did exist and each one 'was, to
have an equal share of the profits. In
support sof his contention he Ppoints
out thatibill heads, with the name of
Bennett and Pearce, were printed and
that the plaintiff signed cheques re-

Germany’s Failure in South Africa

Among the bitterest of disappoint-
ments to' Germany has been the loyalty
of General Botha, prime minister of
the Union of South Africa, to the em-
pire. German agents in that latest of
the imperial deminions had long been
at work sowing seeds of disaffection
among the Boers to the accompani-
ment of much expenditure of German
rold and more in  promises. These
agents seem to have vyeritably  be-
lieved and to have indoctrinuted the

paper and contributed by Pastor

Showalter starts out by admitting that
“official South Africa is our enemy as
long as this war lasts” All the talk

of Botha's secret plans and of “the de- =

fection of South'Africa” has, it de-

clares, proved to be pure imagination. |
This writer now admits that there is ||

no longer any hope of winning Botha
over. The whole South African cam-
paign, he continues, will bear the stamp
of Botha's name, and he mourns the
ifact that the general
‘abandoned his friends and his past
and shgwn that he “profers economic
sad political advantages to disinterest-
ed idealism.” .

All this nonsense is typical of Ger-
man inability to understand that what
\Germans believed te be the inherent
weakness of the British BEmpire ., is
really the basis of its strength. The
Union of South Africa has'alread'y been
given independente. It controls its
own affairs without let or hindrance
from London. The whole head and
front of General Botha's offending .is
that as the head of the Union Gov-|
ernment he prefers British freedom to
Prussian autocracy. None knows bet-
ter than he does what German colonial
Tule is and the small room it leaves
for free self-gevernment. Apparently
the long years of Prussianizing have
made the average German incapable of
understanding that an empire can ex-
ist not on force but thru freedom.

The Empire and Its Ideals

Mr. Justice Riddell characterized
the international dinneér held on Tues-
day evening as a uniaue and remark-
able thing in the history of the world.
Only two nations could have produced
{he material for such a gathering, the
British and the American. He con-
fessed that he was unable at a mo—,
ment’s notice to sum up ‘a'll the signi-
ficance of such an inspiring and un-
usual ‘gathering. Speeches were given
expressive of various Canadian and
British' views, and by a Norwegian, an
Italian, an Austrian. Mr. Gould’s ad-
dress we have already commented
upon as an expression of the good
feéling of the United States towards
the allies.

Even more significant was the
speech, brief and effective, of Dr. Sun-
dar Singh, the representative of the
Sikh nation, of whom so many are
now fighting in France, Dr. Singh did
not cxpress his consciousness of any
distrust existing in Canada tcwards
him or the race which he represents,
but he showed that he was prepared
to meet any formulated expression of
such distrust wherever it may exist.
It had existed in India in official cir-
cles, and his countrymen demanded as
a right the opportunity to take their
wlace beside their feliow-Britons and
help to fight the empire’s battles.

Yet there was more than this, for it
was the innate spirit of dcmocruc)'J
stirring in India as in Belgium and
Pcland and elsewhere that brought
these Indian troops into the field
where Democracy wrestled with Des~
potism. India, said Dr. Singh,’ asked
no more than that when the world
had been delivered from the menace
of German militarism she should be
grented the rights purchased by the
blood of her first-born, in accordance
with the principles of democracy for
which they had fought.

It is clear that the end of the war
will not see the end of all human
problems,' and these problems which
arise with the progress of humanity
can only be solved, as they have been
in the past, by fidelity to the principles
of human liberty and enlightenment.
It is because Great Britain has been
peculiarly loyal to those principles
that she has had the honor of leading
the van of human progress, and Bri-
tons will include the United States
as bone of their bone and flesh of
their flesh in making that claim

It was in the proclamation ®of the
essentiai unity of democratic ideals
in the British Empire and the republic,
as Chairman Hawkes put it, and the
acknowledgment of that unity by con-
senting nations in sympathy with the
allies, that such occasions as the in-
ternational dinner find their chief
significance.

Progress North of Mesnil Record-
ed in Attempt to Relieve
Rheims.

[PARIS, Feb: 24—In the fighting in
France the battle of Champagne con-
tinues with unabated fury, with the
French troops steadily pressing back
the Germans and making considerable

NO CHANCE OF SUCCESS

F eeling Against Germany is
Stronger Than Ever in
England.

Special Cable to The Toronto World.
LONDON, Feb. 24—President Wil-
son is endeavoring to mediate an ar-
rangement between England and Ger-
many for an abandonment of the
threatened embargo on' German com-
merce on the part of the allies and a
cessation of submarine warfare on
Germany’s part, as is indicated by
whait is known of his latest communi-
cation to the two governments As
Germany blows up one helpless ship
after another England's amger grows
‘hotter. The nation is in no mood to
bargain with Geérmany. A hundred
ships may be lost, but the nation will
not be ready to make a trade even if
the government wished to do so. It is
virtually certain that the country
wouldn’'t stand for a retreat of this
character.
Has Not Much Chance. .
However, there is ao indication that
the government is likely to abandon its
intention of taking drastic measures
against German commerce. The note
to Britain apparently was delivered
yesterday morning. It is now under
‘the foreign office’s consideration, but
there is little indication that it will
have the effect of deterring govern-
ment reprisals against Germany. The
feeling against Germany, which na-
{urally has been the essence of hosti-
lities, 18 now more noticeably bitter
than ever. Where before the conduct
of the war has been tinctured with
ideas of Hague conventions and tradi-
tional chivalry, there is now a feeling
that Germany isn’t in the least degree
entitled to any of the benefits of being
an honorable antagonist. >

LONDON, Feb. 24,—It is learned of-
ficially that the congress of chambers
of commerce of the British Empire,
which was to have been held in To-
ronto next September, will not now
be held at that time, but probably ar-
rangements will hold good for a meet-
ing there the : following September.

It is held once every
three years, London always being the
meeting place for atternate gatherings.

The trade in canning stock was
quiet, at $3.70 to $4.70 per hundred
pounds

The tone of the market for small meats
is firm, on ag¢count of the very limited
supplies coming forward, for which there
is a good demand, and sales of lambs
were made at $8.25 to. $9, and sheep at
$4.75 to $5.50 per hundred pounds. There
is also a good demand for calves at prices
rarging from $5 to $15 each, as to size
and quality. A weaker feeling developed
in the market for hogs, and prices scored
a further decline of 25c per hundred
pounds. with sales of selected lots at $8
to $8.25 per hundred pounds, weighed off
cars.

Shorts - Found Stocks Scarce

YORK, Feb. 24 —Stocks mani-
fested a degree of resistunce today,
prices recovering sharply in the after-
noon after an early period of depres-
sion, and closing with numerous frac-
tional gains. Professional selling was
less aggressive, the short interest pro-
ceeding more cautiously in conse-
quence of development which denoted
a lessening of the strain in the foreign
situation.

As a matter of fact it was gener-
ally recognized that the persistent sell-
ing of the past few days had made the
market somewhat wvulnerabie on the
bear side. According to impartial ob-
servers the short interest is out of
all proportion to the amount of busi-
ness transacted, this being evidenced in
the scarcity of stocks during today's
covering movement.

Foreign selling of stocks was less
marked, but offerings of high-class
bonds continued, tho on a smaller
scale, with less depreclatiop of values.
London’s -market for internationals
was more steady, much of the. foreign
selling emanating from Amsterdam,
which indicated further Germo.n liqui-
dation,

Steel Business Improves.
Foreign exchange was again a dis-
turbing element, demand bills on Lon-
don falling to within a fraction of the
low record, but making substantial re-
covery later. Reichsmarks sold. under
all ‘previous quotations and foreign
money markets were feverish, presum.
ably as a result of the British chan-
cellor’s statement regarding the status
of Russia’s finances.

Advices respecting the steel industry
were increasingly cheerful, almost alll
leading mills operating at greater per-
centage of capacity, but with little im-
provement in prices. Copper was at
a standstill, with some shading from
recent quotations,

State and municipal bonds figured to
an unusual extent in today's dealings,
mostly at slight recessions. Total
sales par value were $2,361,000.

WHEAT HIGHER ON
FOREIGN BUYING

Reduced Estimates of. Argen-
tina's Exportable Surplus
Accelerated Recovery.

What reaction there was from the
top prices in wheat seemed due chiefly
to selling that followed reports of the
sinking of mmore vessels by German
submarines Attention, towever, to
the fact that stocks thru the United
States and Canada had decreased in
the last week 4,500,000 bushels, acted
somewhat as an offset to uneasiness
in regard to developments about ship-
ping.

Oats, instead of corn, mainly gov-
erned the situation as to feed. Cash
sales of oats in Chicago today aggre-
gated 1,500,000 bushels, almost wholly
for export. There were also said to
have been liberal sales of cash oats
at other western markets.

Shorts
covered freely and hural offerings
were light.
