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SIR CHARLES AT HONTREAL

ADDRESSES A GREAT MKETING IN
THE WINDSOR HALL, -

Semator Prummond Outlines Four Planks
of a Platform-Siy Charleés Says He
Has Always Stood on the Prineiple of
Equal Justice to Alland Pays a Tribute
to Sir Mackenzie Bowell.

Montreal, Feb, 9.—S8ir Charles Tup-
per addressed a great mass meeting
here last evening in the Windsor Hall,
presided over by Hon. Senator Drum-
mond. The hall was packed, and 200
merchant princes and professional
men occupled seats on the platform.
Hon. Mr. Drummond outlined four
planks in Sir Charles’ platform, or
rather work, yet to be done by the

nservative party—the Pacific -cable,
the fast steamship line, Imperial trade
and rendering justice to a minority.
Referring to the latter, Hon. Mr.
Drummond said he would never cease
to advocate it, The chairman, however,
80t the biggest cheer when he refer-
red to the leadership of the Conserva-
tive party being confided to Sir Charles
Tupper. ' 5

An Address to Sir Charles. 3

The Junior 'Conservative, the Sir
John Macdonald, the Conservative and
Cartier Clubs . presented a joint ad-
dress to Sir Charles, who was a little
hoarse in beginning, but altogether
made an admirable speech.

After referring to the formation of
Corfederation, Sir Charleg Tupper pro-
ceeded to discuss the Manitoba school
question. From the first hour that he
had entered public life, he sald, he
had taken his stand on the principi
of equal justice to all without respect
12 race or creed. (Great applause.) He
had stated his views freely in the re-
cent contest, and from the beginning
to the end he had approached neither
priest nor prelate of any denomina-
tion, and had not had the slightest
communication direct gr indirect with
his friend Bishop ameron, (Ap-
plause.) The clergy of all denomina-
tions, he had found, united in favor
of hawving justice done to the minority.
Sir Charles Tupper said he kad the
greatest objection to the coercion of
any province or tampering with the
autonomy of a province, The Act of
Confederation clearly defined the
dutles and powers of the local Legis-
latures, and, having been one of the
fathers of Confederation, he would be
the last man in the world to lay his
hand on the work of the constitution
and to tamper with it in any way
whatever. :

A Marked Exception.

But, while the question of education
was placed in the hands of the local
“Legislatures, there was a marked ex-
ception, and it was just such a case
as had arisen now. Sir Alexander Galt
had written with his own hands the
clause of the constitution that dealt
With this.-subject, and that demanded,
on behalf of the Protestant minority
of Quebec, a guarantee that would pre-
vent the rights of any minority, whe-
ther Protestant or Catholic, being in-
vaded by a majority of a different
kind. (Applause.) The constitution
provided that in case the local Lrgis-

vture improved upon or took away
‘the” right of the majority, its power
ceased a t beca.tme a madtier for the
¢ nt.

A Tripute to the Premlier.

Sir Charles Tupper then proceeded

to pay a warm tributes to the present

Premier, Sir Mackenzie Bow-l, whora,

-he said, he had-first met on the floor
of the House of Communs in 13¢7. He
had been ‘intimately associated with
Sir Mackenzie Bowell in and . out of
office, and he was bound to say that
the Conservative patvty never had a
more loyal supporter.
View of a Conservalive M. P.

A Conservative M.P. said to-night :
“Although Sir Charles Pupper’s suc-
cess in Cape Breton and the sight of
thousands of dissatisfied Conservatives
returning to the support of the old
cause gladdens the hearts of Montreal
Ministerialists, yet it does not allay
the apprehension felt here amongst
the knowing ones as to the future.

Sir Charles is still hoarse as a result

of his last effort at the Halifax ban-|

quet, but his voice /is growing in
strength, under the dare he is receiv-
ing at the hands ¢f Lady Tupper.
Shortly after leaving Moncton, N.B.,
yvesterday, Sir Charles left his berth
and decided, contrary to previous ar-
rangements, to make a reply to an ad-
dress presented by the Liberal-Conser-
vatives of Petit Codiac in Westmore-
land County, in which the result. in
Cape Breton was termed the fight of
Sir Charles’ life, and in which pro-
mises of the heartiest support were
pledged. At Sussex, in King’s County,
a large number of people passed
through the car, Ottawa, and paid their
respects to the Baronet. A like pro-
ceeding was gone on with at
Hampton. About 1000 people were in
readiness at St. John, N.B.,, when that
station was reached. Instead of usging
a temporary platform erected in the
train-shed, Sir Charles spoke from the
platform of his car, expressing plea-
sure at the ovation his presence called
forth. As the train moved out Sir
Charles stood on the platform waving
his cap in return for e cheers, and
bowinrg to the numerous friends whom
he recognized among the crowd. This
ended the demonstrations for the day,
and Sir Charles retired at an early
hour, putting in an appearance this
morning when Farnham was_reached.

Under the influence of the bright
sunshine this morning, Sir Charles’
spirits rose perceptibly as the train
neared Montreal, and he expressed the
pleasure he felt at once more having
a chance to meet friends in the com-
mercial metropolis.

Now Edwin Flelds’ Body Lies on a Dissect-
ing Table in Chicago-Ups and
Downs of Lire.

Chicago, Feb. 9.—All that was mor-
tal of Edwin 1ds, who once counted
his money by the millions, lies on a
dissecting table at School of Anatomy,
He died a phuper, and his body was
turned over {o the Demonstrators’ As-
goclation. TRe.story of Field’'s life:
is one of romance. Among others who
squatted upon what was considered
worthless claims when the Tombstone
was in its infancy, was Flelds. He
had gone o Tombstone without a dol-
lar. When the boom began, the
“Gilded © Age,” the principal claim

and early became desirable property.

e were several claimants, how-
ever, and considerable litigation en-
sued, but Fields, backed by New York
captitalists, finally won and sold the
“Gilded Age” for $600,000. He however,
reserved the surpace, comprising about
30 acres, and on this was situated the
busines part of Tombstone. He sold
256 foot lots as high as $5000, and for
yars his rents amounted to over $4000
a month,

Then commenced a career of extra-
vagance seldom equalled except by
“Coal OIil Johnny” and a few other
fortunate but foolish men. When
water in Tombstone sold for 5 cents

His personal expenditures averaged
no less than $100 a day. After milking
Tombstone dry Fields went to St
Louis to speculate in grainm, but he
soon lost the larger portion of his for-
tune. Then he came to Chicago and
was speedily reduced to poverty and
it became with him a question of get-
ting enough to eat. For a while he
worked at various hotels in the dity,
seldom receiving more than $14 a
month. Worry and advancing years

OTTAWA’S REQUKST REFUSED,

Toromto Will Not Assist fm Procuring
Special Municipal Legisiation. :

» The following letter has been sent
by City Clerk Blevins to the City
Clerk of Ottawa, in response to a re-
quest for support of the city’s appli-
cation to the Legislature for power to
reduce' the number of aldermen and to
€lect them for two years: :

‘‘Having received a blank petition
gnd a circular from you I caused the
game to be forwarded to the chairman
of the Executive Committee, ‘who Just
now informs me that after consuitation
with His Worship here they do not
think that they could récommend the
signing of the petition in the form in
wkich you forwarded it to me, I there-
for return it to you, not being signed.

“The chairman of the Executive
Committee, who is also chairman of
the Committee on Legislation, tilis me
that we are secking for legislation
here of a character which may conflict
with something sought for in your
petition,” and for that, among other
reasons, he could not recommend the
signing of the petition.

FRANCE IS OVERDOING IT,

Enormous Expenditures Will be Made at
! the Czar’s Coronation Festivities
New York, Feb. 9.—The Times’ Lon-
don cable says: The French Govern-
ment is hurrying forward plans for
representation at the Czar’s corona-
tion at Moscow in May which will
eclipse anything on record in such
matters. It happens that the present
French Ambassador in Russia is, by
senjority of service, the doyen of the
diplomatic corps at St. Petersburg,so
he is to enjoy the right of receiving
‘the young Czar and Czarina in the

ter Moscow. He will do this on a scale
of extraordinary magnificence.

Two of the largest noblemen’s pal-
aces in Moscow, rented for the occa-
sion, are being all refitted in the
costliest manner from France. A mile
and a quarter of the costliest carpet-
ing that France can produce is merely
one item in the bewildering outfit. The
supper alone, when Their Majesties
attend the first ball under the French
roof, is to cost $70,000. Louis XV.'s
ornate state chariot, which g0 many
Americans have seen at the Musee
Cluny, is to be sent out for the use of
the Ambassador in the procession,with
trappings for horses and liveries for
postilfons and fotmen of the same
highly monarchical period, and orders
are already placed in Morocco, Al-
giers and along the Riviera for the
choicest fruits, vegetables and flowers
that the season will permit, all to be
ghipped to Moscow.

This wild ostentation may not Iim-
probably prove in the nature of a fu-
neral demonstration over the corpse
of the Franco-Russian entente,

Many signs point to the conclusion
that the Russians are already tired of
the thing. Fewer of their princes and
millionaires are spending the winter
in France than for years before, and
France is hardly mentioned nowadays
in the l}ussian papers.

' WARD ALL STIRRED UP.

Selim Elles Swears Vengeance Against the
Caromns and Butiras Nisbey. and is
Gathering His Forces for a Great Effors

The little Syriac colony in St. John’s
Ward, comprising in all some 60 mem-
bers, is highly excited over a feud
wkich exists between two parties of
their nationality.

She claims that she was set upon by
Maria Gose, who lives with Buttrus
Nisbey. A fight ensued, during which
Mrs. Collolo knelt upon :the steps and
prayed fervently in Italian. The fra-
cos resulted in the Gose woman get-
ting the worst of.it, and as a resuit,
about two hours later, she was taken
in the police ambulance to St. Mich-
adel’s Hospital, where her injuries are
not serious, unless peretonitis sets in,
a condition which the physicians re-
gard as probable.

In most cases the men
do the cooking, and the women ped-
dle cheap jewelry and notions in the
suburbs of the city. Some of the men
are said to have three women thus
employed. /

What becomes of the little Syriacs
bern to these people has long been a
n.ystery to those who have watched
the movements of Toronto Italian con-
tingent. In one case where a child not
a month old was left in care of its’
father while the mother was out sell-
ing her wares, Mr. Basso succeeded in
getting the infant /into one of the
homes, but it died\a short time after
being admitted.

DEATH OF MR. L. S LUNDY.

He Was a Grandson of William Lundy,
After Whom the Mistoric Lane
Was Named.

Niagara Falls, Feb. 9.—The Niagara
district has lost one of its best-known
and highly respected citizens in the
death of Mr. Lanty Shannon Lundy
of Lundy’s Lane, yesterday evening.
He was the last surviving member of
the family of Thos. Lundy, a son of
Willjam Lundy, a. U.E. Loyalist, after
whom the ‘historic lane was named.
The late Mr. Lundy was born and
spent most of his life in the house in
which he died, and which was used as
a hospital during the Battle of Lundy’s
Lane, and as officers’ quarters during
1814, his father’s house having bezn
burned by guerillas in 1813, The origi-
nal plot of the homestead was grant-
ed by King George IIL, Jan. 6, 1796,
thus having been in the unbroken pos-
session of the family for more than a
hundred years, and the clock, whose
ticking marked his birth, marked also
his release from the weary hours of
his suffering, during which he was
sugtained by an unwavering Christian
faith. He was also of revolutionary
stock, his maternal grandfather hav-
ing been Col. Shannon, a British offi-
cer, whose command was the last to
surrender to American arms. He had
entered upon his 77th year, having
been born Jan. 1, 1820, He had been a
iife-long Liberal, a justice of the peace
for 33 years, and had held many other
puklic positions of trust. He was es-
teemed by all for his uprightness of
character, and kindness of heart, and
revered by those admitted to his
friendship and home circle. He leaves
a sorrowing widow and large grown-
up family,by whom he was dearly loved
and by whom his memory will be held
ag their best possession. The funeral
will take place from his late residence
or. 1Wednesday afternoon, Feb. 12, at
2 o'clock, interment taking place at
Drummond Hill Cemetery. :

The next
summer I went down there. The place
was covered with young shoots of what
would be in the future black walnut
trees. My man attended to business,
and kept the ground covered by plant-
ing wherever, from natural or aceci-
dental causes, the shoots had failed to
appear or had been destroyed.

“It was not until three years had
pasged that I began to feel at all cer-
tain of the success of my experiment,
Then, when I saw the forest of black
walnut saplings and realized that they
were all mine and would some day
bring me in returns by the hundred-
fold, I began. to feel independent.

“To cut a long story short, things
went well with me, and six years ago
I cut my first trees for sale. They
were not very large, measuring on an
average 12 inches in diameter under
the bark. I had selected only the larg-
est ones, but I sold enough standing
timber that year to pay me back all
the principal of my investment, with
liberal interest added. Since then I
have been cutting timber every fall
I live in Richmond, but my summers
are spent with my family among the
trees on my Loudon County estate and
in the autumn I stay personally by and
superintend the felling of the timber.
So great is the demand for black wal-
nut that to-day it is worth $100 a thou-
gand feet, after it is sawed into boards,
and sold standing, as I sell mine, it
brings double what the dressed lumber
was worth when I began my experi-
ment. I am thinking of putting in &
saw mill, and my visit to Buffalo is
partly in conection with that idea.
There is a considerable stream running
through my property that would give
me abundant power, and 1 think it will
pay me to manufacture my own lum-
ber. 1t is more readily tshlpped and
commands a higher price.

“By my system of only cutting the
largest trees cach season and imme-
diately replacing them with small sap-
lings, I have.in my tree farm a con-
stant and permanent source of income.
By the time the treces that are to-day
only saplings have been cut down,
¢nese new ones will be large enough to
saw up into boards.

“I take no credit to myself for my
scheme. It is all due to the sugges

tion of the old Boston' lumber deaier,
who lived long enough to-see me reap
the first fruits of the idea.

Taking as his text Acts 1.,8, he spoke
for 40 minutes upon the standing of
the home missions of the church in
the Northwest and British Columbia.
His discourse consisted chieflp of a
runing description of the state of af-
fairs at the various mission ‘stations
in the mining districts of the Pacific
Province, and it was sh how, at
many points, where a f years ago
no one worshipped 5d, flourishing
churches now existed.

Passing on the preacher told of the
difficulty of the work, and the many
flelds yet unoccupied by the church.

The population might, as some one
‘had said, be divided into four denomi-
nations, Methodists, Anglicans, Pres-
byterians and Americans. The Ameri-
cans, who had come [gcross the line,
believed in nothing, d were a very
anti-religious lot. It was the church’s
duty to try to make good Canadians
of them.

He (the speaker) had found only one
man in a village of 750 people who
would at all encourage' the idea of
erecting a church, and that was a
saloon keeper, who thought that it
might “increase business.”” In an-
?ther place an Ameriecan said to him:
‘We cannot serve God and mammon;
we're here to serve mammon. So there's
no use humbugging about churches.”

The moderator appealed for funds g
carry on the good work,

At the conclusion of the service Rev.
‘William Paterson, the pasior, gave
his people a slight scolding. He eaid
that out of a congregation of about
1400 only 300 or 400 gave a red cent
to missions. Yet he could not blame
them altogether, for many of his
hearers did not get more than $2 a
week salary. He ‘condemned rather
the pretended philanthropists, who
crushed their employes and hindered
g:r(ils’tianity by cutting prices and sti-

The countries of continental
Eumpg ought to be as anxious as
Great Britain is to restore peace in
Turkey, but as a matter of fact these
countries have regarded the sufferings
of the Christian population of Asia
Miror with comparative indifference.
The world is governed by conditions
and actualities, not by theories.

Here in Canada a confusion of the
relative importance of certain condi-
tions and /certain theories is liable to
cause us no end of trouble. Everyone,
except the most bigoted, admits that
the minority of Manitoba have a just
grievance, For our part we should like
to see the people of Manitoba make an
effort to remove that grievance, and
we think a large majority of the peo-
ple of Canada would like to see them
do so. As far as Canada as a whole
is concerned, it cannot make much
difference in her progress as a nation
whether the Roman Catholics of Mani-
tcba have their children educated in
separate schools or not. What is of
most importance to the country is that
the children of this minority develop
into’ law-abiding and loyal citizens.
While we don’t believe in separate
schools, we 'do believe in the
principle of upholding the rights of
any and every se¢tion of the communi-
ty, knowing-that "the exercise of that
principle will. more than anything else,
foster among the people a spirit of
loyalty to the country and respect for
the law. We venture to say- that 90
per cent. of the people of Ontario would
like to see the majority in Manitoba
recognize the rights of the minority
and, by granting them their separate
schools, relieve the country from its
present embarrassment. That is the
theory of the Manitoba school ques-
tion. We see clearly enough what
ought to be done. But an equally im-
portant branch of the case is to en-
quire into the actual conditions of the

,The Government of this -country
must be carried on. not according as
we ‘think its citizens ought to be, but
according as we actually find them.
We must remember that neither the
people of Quebec ner of any other
province are directly interested in the
Manitoba school question, The liberties
of the Catholics of Quebec are not
threatened by any possible phase the
Martitoba question may assume. We do

that any liberties they enjoy under the
constitution will ever be interfered
with. The Manitoba question is pecu-
liar to that province. There is not the
remotest -probability that a similar
question will ever arise in any of the
other provinces. The dssue affects di-
rectly but a very smmil minority in
a sparsely populated province,

Before the Dominion Government de-
cides to pass legislation to remedy the
grievances of this minority, it should
look into the future and estimate, as
well as it can. the effect that such
legislation will have on the welfare
of the country as a whole. If the Do-
minion Government decides on any
legislation to remedy this grievance,
it must also make provision for enforec-
ing it. The passing of Remedial Legis-
lation means that the maiority in
Manitoba will be coerced. forcibly if
necessary, to lend their oractical as-
sistance in the establishment and per-
petuation of separate schools in that
province. This they will not do. The
time to recognize and give heed to
the importance of that fact is the
present moment. The present moment,
not the future, is the time for the
Government to realize that the di-
rect sequence of coercive legislation is
revolution and civil war. The Mani-
toba majority believe thev are right
in this matter, and to a. certain extent
they are right. because in anything
they have done in regard to the schools
of the province they have acted legal-

ly, and the present school
law is a perfectly legal enact-
ment. Not only have thev the law

on their side jn *ais respect, but we
think that they are conscientious and
that they honestly believe the presen?
School law is more in the interests of
the province than the dual system that
is sought to be substituted. Apart
from these or any other considerations,
we belleve the majority of Manitoba
will absolutely refuse to recognize the

While the Dom-
in‘on of Canada sympathizes with the
Manitoba minority, and while it re-
ccgnizes the justness of their griev-
arce, yet we are satisfled this country
will not undertake to remedy that

Mr, J. C. McLennan, M.A.,
demonstrator in physics, has be_en_ suc-
cessful in duplicating the new process,
and has proved its efficlency by aatual
experiment. These facts are. evidence
of the true spirit that ought to chsr_-
acterize a progressive university. In
science especially: should 'the great
seats of learning endeavor tp be up-to
date, and anticipate what the fut
is about to reveal to ys. But the redl
subject for investigation in regard to
cathode rays has just begun. What'is
now wanted and what is being sought
for by scientists is the real scientific
source of these wondérful rays of light,
There is no reason why our own uni-
versity should not take part in the
search after this knowledge,

In another place in this paper wil}
be found an outline of the proposed
Remedial Bill, which outline is taken
from The Toronto World. That journal
claims that it is the trué and only fore-
cast of the bill. and affirms that it is
quite correct. In the heading to thé
description of the bill The World as-
serts that thére is ‘“no semblance of
coercion” in the document. But there
is coercion in every line of it. .

Manitoba has abolished separate
schools and refuses to re-establish
them. This bill provides for the re-es-
tablishment of the schools. which Mani-
toba says she will not have. That,
surely, is coercion.

Manitoba has abolished its Catholic
Board of Education. and the bill in-
sists upon the restoration of the same,
the province to pay the necessary ad-
ditional expenses. That -is coercion.

If the provincial authorities refuse
to create a Catholic Board of Educa-
tion, the bill provides that the Board
shall be established by the Federal
authorities. That is coercion.

The bill insists that a sunerintend-
end of separate schools shall be ap-
pointed. and if Manitoba refuses to
make the appointment, this superin-
tendent will be appointed by the Do-
minion.

And not only is the Government of
Manitoba to be coerced. but the people
of certain municipalities are to be co-
erced.

The bill provides that if in any muni:
cipality where there are a certain num-
ber of Catholics, these Catholics re-
fuse to form a separate school district,
the Catholic Board of Educatipn is to
have power to form such district and
force separate schools upon the unwil-
ling peoble !

Could coercion go farther than that?
Could anybody devise ga more unjust
law than that ? We- think not.

And yet the people who are anxious
to get this bill made law, for political
purposes, have the hardihood to tell an
intelligent people—a people who can
read—that there is no coercion in the
proposed Remedial Bill, and that there
is nothing in it to which any “righta
thinking” man could object ! Verily,
the politicians must have g poor opin-
fon of the intelligence of the people.

lenders’ petitions were rejected by the
Volksraad amid scornful laughter, one
