Were
thege any necessity that youngsters should
be made familiar ‘with the use of firearms,.
one wcould understand the prevalence of
these fatalitles. But there Is absolutely
none, and there {s not a single argMment
urged i favor of the practice that will
bear a moment’s examination. Yet' Hftle
boys are given toy pistols when they have
not yet learned to walk, and they beghn
the habit of poiuting them at veople be-
fore they know what they are doing. It
is all in a spirit of fun—the unfore-
seelng oldsters laugh at the kiddies’ smart-
ness, and the children, taught to think
the pointing of pistols and gums a huge
joke, grow up with that idea. . Now it 18
absurd to expect a boy, who has been de-

Kberately taught when small and unthink- .

ing by his parents to perpetrate 'jokes of
this kind, to realize later on the gravity
_ 8nd enormity of them; but this 18 exact!y
what hundreds of parents expect to-day.
A woman in the car pot long ago 'had a
little chap of three or four with her; the
ckild had a toy pistol with fim. and he
an:used himself and his silly mother by
aiming at each person in the car in suc-
cession. It is women of this irresponsible
class who are responsible for the numer-
ous shooting accidents which occur among
lads in their teens. In civillzed countries,
and - in these peaceable Wavs, it I1s aot
necessary that children showld know of the
existence of weapons of any kind till they
come to manhood—but If they are taught
to be foolhandy and to play at kildng peo-
ple before they cam properly walk, what
can - we expect but foolhardiness
and criminal carelessness when they ar-
rive at their teens? The goon-
er the pistol and the gun as tovs are aboi-
ished from the nursery the better will it
be for the boys themselves. ;For it Is not
oply the poor lad who is cut off untimely,
by the didn't-know-it-was-loaded tdiot, it 1s
the idiot himsklf that one thinks of. What
more horrible thought to carry thru life
thap this—that he has, thru a bit of inex-
cusable folly, sent a friend or chum un-
timely into etermity? Life can never be
the same after so shocking a deed—the
horror of it m?:st always walk with the one
who has done -t till death releaseg him.
Parents, however, do not consider this
enough—they c¢annot, else they would not
commit the folly of teaching their chila-
ren the use of weapons of this class by
toys, however popular.

In our opindom
the party who will' solve the servant girl
question {s the girl herself, The abstruse
discussion - of the probl by e
dames 15 no doubt highly Iinteresting to
the ladfes, but it is productive of few
practical results. * The scarcity of domestie
servants has its ormigin in the openimg up of
50 many avenues of employment to women
Quring recent years, ‘The emancipation of
women is phoceeding rapidly to finality.
Those who are inconvenienced by the inabil-
Ity to secure servamts In their homes must
se¢k consolation in.the fact that the status
of woman is fast reaching bigher levels.
Formerly a great majority of the girls Seek
ing employment were quite content to' work
as servamts. Now the kitchen and the
diming-room of private houses attract only
the culls of the femafe labor world. Far
our part we have nothing to say against
| Young women refusing to do,menial work
when higher occupations are open to them.
In this country we go on the pringiple that
all are free and equal. The do&trine has
permeated to the lowest ranks of soclety,
and it Is playing the deuce with household
ecogomfcs, At the same time if is o good
wholesome doctrine. We believe in the
theory that women, like mem, shounid be
paid to do work, not to serve as.menjals.
The hours of girls who work in the kitchen
and dining-room should be defined with
somewhat of -the same precigion as ¢harac-
tertzes the office, factory and store. Domes-
tic science will have to conform to the rules
of labor as they have developed in all other
trades and occupations, Service In the
house is pecuifar, and it s doubtful if it
can ever rank on the same level as service
in the store amd office, but the tendency
will atways be in that directfon, It may
yét be possible for a girl to work as a
servant in a house without losing caste
among the girls who work in the factory.
How the levelling-up' process I8 to be ef-
fected we do not know, but some one may
be able to tell us how it can be dome. No
man need die of ennui as long as he has
the servant girl problem to work upon. It
can absorb the best talent the world has
to spare. In the meantime fhe ondy advice
We cam tender a long-suffering community
Is for householders to introduce all kinds of
labor-saving appliances in and abowut the
house, to furnish the home with simplicity
and in such a way 'as to minfmize the
amount of work necessary to keep it In
good, samitary condition. The universal use
of gas for cooking and heating would re-
move a lot of houschold drudgery. The
development of the lundry business has
relfeved many households of a - great and
ever-recurring nuisance. The adoption of
linoleums amd cork carpets in place of dust-
absorbing Brussels and Axminsters {8 tend-
ing to simplify the problem of household
management, A great deal Is possible
along these and similar lines to reduce to
2 minimum the amount of work that is
absolutely mecessary to be done in the
house. The problem of household economics
is a many-sided one. Inventors, sclentists
and domestic economists may all take part
in the great movement without interfering
with one amother’'s work. If politics were
not eternally with us we should say that
the question of household economy was the
issue of the day. We know that it is
such, at least to thousands of matrons in
this and other cities,
