WHAT WAS SAID

At the Banquet to Messrs. Macken-
zie and Mann in Port Arthur.
Port Arthur, Dec. 31.—At the banquet
last night B. E. Walker showed how the
Canadian Northern had followed the old
Dawson route, and was following the
good lands belt described in 1857 by Prof.

Hind.

Hon. Mr. Davis said it was the Inten-
tign of the Ontario government during 1902
to send inte Rainy River district as many
sottlers as possible. The completion of
Canadian, Northern would facilitate this.
Ju the last two years the output of nickel
at Sudbury had doubled, and Indications
tor the future were still better. During
the year just closing three fine iron furn-
aces of Ontario had tdrned out pig iren
valued at one and three-quarters million
dollars. He touched on the great railway
development in New Ontario, and prophe-
eied great things from the incipient new
trans-Continental. Railway.

Mr. Conmee made a point that Lake
Superior - could, \with ice-breakers, be
ravigated all the year round.

D. F. Burk follawed with a strong plea
for New Ontario.

Attormey-General Campbell of Mamniteba
said seventy thousand new people had
come into Western Canada this year and
that 100,000 would come in in 1902. He
prophesied Manitoba and the Territories
would yet export five hundred million
bushels of wheat per annum.

William MecKenzie, in responding to a
toast and referring to early history of the
line in Manitoba, said that this was the
first case where a government had assist-
ed a rallway by guaranteeing its bonds.
Jt was thought by some that Manitoba
would. have to pay interest on these bonds
for many years. But he was glad to say
‘the earnings of the road bad always been
flarge enough to  pay expenses and in-
terest charges. He said in reference to
terminal facilities at Port Arthur that the
new million and a quarter elevator would
be finished in a few weeks. Port Arthur
would be the lake terminal for the Cana-
dian Northern for all time.

The growth of the road had been phe-
nomenal. In January, 1897, employes
numbered fourteen, and to-day over a thou-
sand. On a former date the monthly pay-
roll totalled $645. and to-day it was over
§44,000. The mlileage operated had In-
creased from 100 miles in 1897 to 1309 - to-
day. The gross earnings for January, 1897,
were $4200, and for October, 1901, $136,-
000,

D. D. Mann made the most interesting
speech of the evening. He pointed out
that for over 800 miles on the main line
of the new road there are no grades going
east over 26 feet to the mile, and none
going west of over 52 feet “to the mile.
This would enable the road now to haul
45.000 bushels of wheat in one train-load
from the west to Port Arthur, and later,
with permanent way and a heavier engine,
72,000 bushels. Transition curves " and
split switches facilitated smooth: traveling,
and 'most modern passenger trdins were
now being built.

Manitoba and the Northwest were esti-
mated to Mxport y50,000,000 bushels of
wheat this year, and in fifteen years
should export 200,000,000. The Canadian
Northern would have a full share of this
enormons tonnage, for it would run for
twelve hundred miles from Fort Frances,
Ont.. to beyond Edmonton, thru the Rain
Joit, while other trans-continental lines
ran thrn great arid plains for a portion
of the way.

Mr. Mann went on_to make a state-
ment that will surprise many who here-
tofore regarded the country between Port
Arthur and Rainy River of little account.
He said that portion of the road thru
this part of the country would be ex-
peeted to furnish a greater tonnage than
sny other part of the system. The coun-
try contained gold, silver and copper, but
it was from iron ore deposits that the
company should draw its greatest tonnage.
This ore belt should be as great a revenue
producer as the grain belts of the west.

Qo far this season, be said, the Cana-
dian Northern had shipped via Pembina
to Duluth 61,250,000 bushels of heat, (v
abouf 23 per cent. of the export to\date
of Manitoba, and the Territories. Next
year every bushel brought out by the
Canadian Northern would pass thru Port
Arvthar elevators.

With 1300 miles in operation at the
first of the year the Oanadian Northern
had the largest mileage In Canada, ex-
cept the C.P.R. and the G.T.R., and ef-
forts wouid be made to put it in the
sccond place in this respect. In closing
he expressed hope that in seven years
they would celebrate the driving of the
last spike in a new Canadian trans-con-
tinental line.

Some results of the scientific balloon
ascensions made in: Europe under the di-
rection- of the International Aeronautical
Committee follow: Great varlations of
temperature have been found at different
localities even in the uppermost layers
of the atmosphere. The coldest regions lie
to the northeast, the warmest to the south-
At an altitude of
5000 metres the temperature was 20 de-
grees C. above Parls and only 110 degrees
C. above Vienna at the same time. The
isothermal lines at 5000 metres run from
south toward nortbenst. Those of minus
10 degrees C. extend' west from the north
of the Adriatic Sea to Moscow; those of
minus 15 degrees = from southwestern
France to St. Petersburg, ete.

The isobars of 5000 mietires also extend
in general In the same direction. The low-
est pressures are above England; the high-
est above southeastern Burope. The velo-
city of the wind increases from 83 me-
tres per second at 1000 metres altitude to
11.2 metres at 2300. At altitudes above
6000 metres the velocities are
above 16 metres.

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KLONDIKE MEAT SUPPLY.

Winter  Prices Lower Than in Apy
\_sPrevious Season.

Seattle, Dec. 31.—The close of Yukon
navigation always brings with it the In-
teresting speculation as to the supply of
fresh meat in the Klondike. H. I. Miller,
one of the best known meat shippers of
the North, in speaking of the sitvation,
said :

“Fresh meat will be cheaper in the Kilon-
dike this winter than it has ever been.
Probably not more than 6000 people sre
now in Dawsom, and the district. 'When I
left the dealers were selling beef at 20c
per Ib. A few days later I that the
price went to 25¢, but there it will remain,
I predict, for some time. Indeed, I doubt
if the retail price of beef goes much high-
er than 85¢ per 1b. in Dawson at any time
this winter.

“The day of dollar per pound steaks has
passed. Fach year the Kilondike butcher
must figure his profits closer. And as a
matter of fact, I think that more money
is to be made in the butcher business 'n
Seattle than in Dawson. Then, too, It
does not require so much capital to do
bueiness. In Dawson when I left the
bulk of the meat supply was in the hands
of Bartsch & Co., C. W. Thebos Co., Car-
stens Bros., Pat Burns and Edward La
France.”

London, Dec. 81.—Lond Kitchener, under
date of Johamnesburg, Dec. 80, sends 4
wealymﬂdmw‘lngmtdmnec. 23
35 Boers have been kliled, 5 wounded, 23
taken prisoners and 51 have surrenGered.
These, says the commander-in-chief, do Dot
include Dewet's losses in his attacks on
Dartnell and Firman, when, it Is reliably
estimated, 50 were killed and 50 wounded.

Dewet ls stili in the vicinity of Lang-
berg. Col. Spence and Col. Plumer came
in comtact Dec. 28 with Britze’s comman-
do, and took 27 prisoners.

KRITZINGER’S PLUCK.

Made Three Attempts to Rescue &
Comrade Without Success.
Pretoria, Dec. 31.—Commanaant Kritzin-
ger was captured while bravely attempt-
ing to rescue a comrade named Aaft, who
was shot near the blockhouse while at-
tempting to cross the line near Hanowver
Road Station. Kritzinger made three at-
tempts to rescue the man, and at the thted
was shot himself and dragged into the
blockhouse. ~Two other Boers who akso

tried to rescue Aaft were captured.

Commandant Kritzinger, now a wounded
prisoner in the hands of the British, has
his amiable as weil as his cruel side. The
following incident is vouched for by an
officer of irregular horse who recently re-

turned from South Africa.

Near Rouxville,Orange River Colony,about
twelve months ago, a small British force
attacked a position held by Kriteginger's
men, but eventually, their ammunition be-
ing exhausted and their casualtics heavy,
they were forced to surrender.

The Boer leader, who is described as a
young man of colonial parentage, was most
complimentary to his captives. ‘““He praised
the conduct of our boys,’’ says our cor-
respondent, “and said he had never wit-
nessed snch heroic conduct on the part of
our troops before in hie life, and that if it
were not for the fortune of war he would
be well content to serve with them.”

Many of Kritzinger's men were cowhoys
who had come over in charge of mules from
America. Their chief was most courteous
and his men paid promptly for the ac-
coutrements, etc., they took from thelr
prisoners. Half a guinea weas given for
puttees. The captured men were detained
for three days and them provided with food
and released.

TRANSOCEANIC TELEGRAPH,

New York Tribune: Marconi h.s now de-
cided not to resume Immediately the ex-
periments whi¢h were interrupted a fort-
night ago, but to postpone further opera-
tions until after he has returned to Eng-
land. Several weeks must elapse, there-
fore, before new light will be shed on the
possibilities of transoceanic wireless teje-
graphy. This delay is Important, how-
ever, only on account of the doubt which
remains concerning his recent performance.
The great majority of people on bofh sides
of the Atlantic regard the latter as a cow-
plete demonstration. But here and there
an expert like Silvanus P. Thompson, or a
technical paper of such high rauk as The
Electrical World and Engineer, evinces a
desire for more convincing testimony. Une
of tue features of the Cornwall-Newfound-
land test with which dissatisfaction is
felt, it may be remarked, is the use o
the letter *‘S,” and not a fully developed
message, for purpose of communicatien.
But no matter how eager the public may
be for results, it has no right to complain.
In the first place, Marconi made the trial
for himself primarily, and was privileged
to select his own wethods. Second, it is
not unlikely that his choice was partially
dictated by a very graceful séntiment.
Realizing that, if he was successful, his
first message would have an historie Inter-
est, he may have preferred to wait until
cirecumstances would permit him to frame
one worthy of the occasion.

Newfoundland has now been practleally
abandoned as a base of operatfions. It %{
proposed to utilize Cape Breton instead,
permanent stition will be established on
Cape Cod, too.

THE YEAR AND THE WORLD.

New York Tribune: The first year of the
twentieth century has been worthy of its
place. It has been said, and truly, that
the nineteenth century surpassed In
achievéments not only any, but the sum
total of all of its predecessors in the Chris-
tlan ern. We shall not be rash in anti-
cipating for the twentleth an equalling of
its nineteen  predecessors, of which
achievement its first year has given pro-
mise. Not often, if ever, in our annals
have twelve mon been more crowded
with do gh import than those
which ¢l to-day. Every quarter of the
world and every department of human in-
terest has felt the impulse of the opening
century, has been the scene of im-
portant mowv: ts heavily freighted with
the future fortunes of the race. And tho
Iife and prospect are most fitting to be
considered at such a time, It so chances
that death and retrospect claim a peculiar-
ly signiicant place. Five great natlons,’
including three of the very greatest in the
world, have lost in 1901 each of them Lis
foramost personage. That is a fact of
cireumstance scarcely paralleled in the
history of any othef year.

Far the United States a single date over-
shadows the whole calendar—the date on
which this nation was bereft of its chosem
chief. The widemess of the world's sympa-
thy and mourning and the magnitude of
the new or newly developed issueés now
before us attest unerringly the largemess
of the place in history filled by Wilillam
Mc¢Kinley. The year goes into the penr-
spective of the past as that In whi his
great works were—for him—ended and were
passed on, unchanged and unimpaired, to
his successor. The man who restored
unity and prosperity to this natiom, ex-
panded its possessions and exalted I8
standing among the powers of earth gave
to this year the last inscription of his liv-
ing name. A single date, and an rearller
one, similarly dominates the year's record
in all the remainder of the lish-speak-
ing world—the date that marked the pass-
Ing of Victoria the Good, the world's first
constitutional sovereign and the real or-
ganizer of the British Fmpire. The th ri
of the five supreme names against which
in 1901 “the fatal asterisk of death’” has
been set is that of Francesco Crispl, who
was at least equally with any other, and
probably on the whole a little above any
one other, entitled to be known as the
creator of the Kingdom of Italy. The
fourth is that of Abdurrahmau, who s
known as the Great Ameer, and who, in
fact, was the puissant chief ‘“who made
of tribes a nation’’ and was the first Ameer
of all Afghanistan. The 1last Is that
of LI Hung Chang, who was for more
than a generation incomparatably the fore-
most figure in the oldest and most popu-
lous of empires,

The simple fact that in the year these
five great personages were removed from
the world and their places were left {o
others indicates in itself the vastness of
the changes wrought in the world in
1901. But it is only one of many. In
the United States important national poll-
cies have been developed, a new relation-
ship with Great Britaln has been estab-
lished in place of the outworn Clayton-
Bulwer Treaty, the first practical steps
toward a Pacific cable and an isthmian
canal have been taken, a world’s record in
foreign commerce has been made, and a
peaceful and most salutary elvie revolutio:®
has been effected in the second city of
the world. The United Kingdom has been
busy with the South African war, with
Irtsh agitation and with grave fiecal prob-
lems. France has expelled the religious
orders. Germany has plunged into ihe
greatest tariff debate in her history. Aus
tria-Hungary has returned to the field of
racial and lingual feud. Russia has finigh-
ed her Siberian Rallroad and fallen De-
neath the sway of am appalling famine.
Japan has given fresh proof of her astound.
lng powers of progress. China has Leen
forced into new relationships with the
outer world. Crete has attained the de-
glre of ages in practical annexation to
tireece.

says Prohibition is an Impudent

Fraud and an Impudent Failure.

New -York, Dec. 31.—During a discussion
of the subject of the opening of Sunday
saloons before the Church Club, Bishop
Potter sald that, inasmuch as the “powers
that be'” bad decided against any change
in the existing excise laws of New York
State, the subject was academic. Bishop
Potter then went on to ‘describe .the law
as it exists at present, saying It recog-
nized drunkenpess as & mitigation of
crime, and that this attitude of the law
was false and vicious.

“That was the first blunder that was
made,” said Bishop Potter. ‘‘The next
was in the matter of vicious sentiment.
John B. Gough always pictured the drunk-
ard as a victim, who was not a criminal
in getting drunk, because he was practi-
cally a marytr. That is just as false a
sentiment as the other is a false statement,
and the whole theory of Mr. Gough's teach-
ing was false and wrong.”

Bishop Potter said concerning prohibi-
tion :

“Wherever it has triumphed it has edu-
cated a race of frauds and hypocrites. |
In Maine, New Hampshire and Vermont !
to-day, by actual statistics, the consump-
tion of certain preparatiéons is larger than
snywhere else in the country. One of
these is a sarsaparilla, which has 17 per
cent. of alcohol, another is a compound
with 27 per cent, of alcohol, another is a
bitters with 61 per cent. of alcohol; a
good claret has 10 per cent. of a}éohol,
and great multitudes of people, who are
sworn prohibitionists, are the consumers
of these things. We are going. to persist

in this pollcy to screw up all the front

doors on Sunday and open the back doors.
We are going to nurse a race of hypocrites,
to furnish an opportunity to the police to
exact a bonus and to close the door to
the manly and Christian method of dealing
with intemperance.

mind has been unsettled by business cares
He is about 35 years of age.

The exact time of the shooting of Miss
Columbe Is not known. From a notq left
in the store by Bitzer it gppears that she
was attending to her duties and Bitzer was
cleaning a révolver. The revolver was
discharged accidentally amd the bullet hit
Miss Columbe in the head, killing ber
instantly. Overcome by the situation Bit-
zer apparenfly rushed to his home, hat-
less and wild with excitement, and began
the work of exterminating his family. The
little boy, ill in bed with the measles,
was apparently shot and killed as be lay
in his couch.

The 16-year-old daughter, Anmnle,’ was
wounded thru the left hand and in the
ear. It is considered possible that one
bullet may have caused both, if the girl
raised her hand. The 12-year-old daughter,
Carrie, was shot thru the neck. Mrs
Bitzer was hit in the face, the bullet
passing thru the nose.

The sound of repeated shots led neigh-
bors to rush into the house, and soon/
physicians and the police were at hand/’
and Bitzer was arrested.

TRIED TO END HIS LIFE,

Queen's Hotel Waiter Stabbed Him-
self With Pocket Knife.

While in a despondent mood Monday night
Richard Eels, a waiter employed in the
Queen’'s Hotel, attempted to end his life
by stabbing himself with a pocket knife.
He succeeded Jin .inflicting two deep
wounds in his breast, but, he will recover.
This is the second time he has tried to
do away with himself. 5

FFor some time past it has been appar-
ent to his friends that he has been brood-
ing over some imaginary trouble, which
weighed on his mind, a#nd caused wm to
iry to take his life. He returned to his
boarding house at 118 West Front-street
Jast night about 6 o’clock, and appeared to
be ill. An hour later he came out of
his room, and told the other inmates of
the house that he had stabbed himself.
Blood wag flowing from two wounds in
his breasf. Dr. Winnett was hurriedly
sumumcned and dressed the wounds. Eels
was afterwards removed to St. Michael's
Hospital. At the hospital Eels admitted
that he had stabbed himself with a pocket
knife. 'When asked as to the reason fov
irving to end his life, he simply replied
*‘trouble.” The wounds were made be-
tween the fourth and fifth ribs, and are
very deep. Once the knife penetrated the
lung. ~Eels is about 40 years of age, and
bas a wife and family living at Winnipeg.
He is the oldest waiter in the employ of
the Queen’s Hotel.

WIRELESS ON THE FARM.

Inventor im Muarray, Ken-
tucky, Conducts Successful Test,
New York, Dec. 31.—A special to The

Herald from Murray, Ky., says :

A successful public exhibition of wirse-
less telephone was conducted here to-day
by Nathan Stubblefield, @an ereemtric
clectiician and inventor, who lives about

three miles from this town, and has for
Yyears been conducting experiments in elec-
tricity.

He was able to talk a distance of from
150 to 2000 yards, which was as far ¢s
the trial tests were made. The public
tests were but a continuation of numerous
private tests that Stubblefield has. made
jecently. He talked at a distance of
nearly half a mile to a neighbor’s house on
Christmas evening, and has, in the pre-
cence of a number of reputable and in-
telligent citizens, conducted tests which
were convincing for the distance of which
the trials were made.

Stubblefield claims that it Is just as casy
to commilnicate for miles as it is for
vards. He contends that the earth, by its
revolving, creates a certain amount of
clectricity, which encircles it like a blanket
and by absorbing which the! earth has
hecome practically a great magnet. He
says that the electrical envelope is capable
of transmitting the sound of the human
voice, and that it is possible by erecting
the proper receivers to send a single
message over amy space.

80.—Signor Marconi ar-
rived -this evening, the guest of tbe
Dominfon government, and will have
a conference to-morrow with Sir Wil
frid Laurier and Hon. Mr. Fielding, Minis-
ter of Finance, who have promised him as-
sistance In establishing wireless telegraph
stations on the coast of Nova Scotia. Just
what speclal privileges he seeks, the young
inventor did not feel at liberty to discuss.
It is learned, however ,that he will be of-
fered the free use of the government's
coast telegraph system, Including the ca-
bles, which are under Federal control, and
that the government wild also place at his
disposal a suitable steamer for carrying
on further tests of long-distance signalling.
In addition to this, he will be granted en-
try free of customs duty for the apparatus
to be used at the station in Cape Breton,
which is to be erected during the present
winter. As Canada is joint owner of the
British Pacifie cable, now in course of con-
struction, Mr. Marconi will doubtless fur-
ther the commercial interests of his com-
pany in this connection by some under-
standing with the Dominion Ministers.

'The inventor’s stay on this continent will
not last much over a week. After leaving
Ottawa next Saturday, he will proceed to
New York, to remain there only untikthe
first steamer sails for Liverpool. He says
he is anxzious to get hack to England as
soon as possible, in order to see about in-
ereasing the bwer of his transmitting ap-
paratus on the Cornwall coast, as it is his
intention at once to begin experiments in
the transmission of messages between the
English station and South America and the
Cape of Good Hope.

THE INDUSTRIAL EXHIBITION.

V-lnnbl'g Outside Advice to the
Ratepayers of Toronto.
From The Buffalo Express, Dec. 29.

It is up to the City of Toromto to say
whether the famous Industrial Falr shall
become a thing of the past or shall be
placed on a more substantial financial foot-
ing. At the municipal elections, to be held
there on the first Monday In January, the
electors will vote on a bylaw to raise $133,-
500 for new exhibition buildings. Last Mu’
a vote was taken upon the same question
and the outlay was objected to, but the
directors believe there is g better feeling
towards the exhiblition since that time. To-
ronto has considerably over $500,000 invest-
ed In the exhibition. The city is anxlous
to preserve the investment, and, despite the
losses every year, figures that the exhibi-
tion more than pays its way by bringing
imany thousands of dollars into the dty
which would not otherwise find their way

to the provincial capital. The material
benefits of an annual exposition such as
Canada’s Industrial are difficult to estimate
in dollars end cents, and yet it is in dol-
lars and cents, rather than the gilt of suc-
cess and the glory of achievement, that the
benefit to be derived from such a source
is measured. Toronto ought to possess
enough public spirit to place its famous
fair on a firm base and make it a perman-
ent institution. There should be no thought
of its abolition.

WILL REMONUMENT BOUNDARY

Line Between New York State anid
Canada to Be Rearranged.
Albany, N.XY., Dec. 31.—State Engineer
and Surveyor Bond, In his annual report

As this law is likely to be re-enacted
by the present Congress, and continued
indefinitely, the commission at Its De-
cember meeting, adopted a resolution re-
questing the United States government
to provide a suitable prison of its own
on the Canadian border for Chinese prison-
ers, thereby relieving the intolerable over-
g‘owsﬂng of our jails in the border coun-
es.”

Furious Police Charge.

There is intense indignation against the
police. They allowed the crowd to peit
the Town Hall with stomes for two hours
when they might have cleared them off
with thdddsdounmounudm,and
‘then mesorted to unrestrained violemce
when all the mischief had been done.

Up to this point the crowd had chaffed
them good-neturedly, and the best of good-
feeling existed. Not a single officer was
hurt, save in an accidental way; that is
to say, no missile was directed at an offi-
cer. They were eimply hit by missiles
thrown at the Town Hall windows.

By twenty minutes past ten seven-tenths
of ¢he crowd had cleared off,and snow was
falling ®o heavily that the rest were pre-
paring to go. Then, because those left
made an assault on one of the doors with
a scaffold-pole, the order was given t0 draw
batons and disperse the crowd.

The moment the onder was given the
police charged the mob with violence, strik-
ing right and left at any part of the body,
altho -the strict Tule of the force is that
no one shall be struck on the head.

Not content with driving the crowd from
the Town Hall, the police followed them
down all the streets radiating therefrom,
peating and striking as they went. Many
harmiess pedestrians coming from the
theatres and places of amusement were in-
jured.

Practically the whole of the twenty-nine
people who were treat at the nos-
pitals between 10.30 11 o’clock were
suffering from cuts onfthe head, resulting
from blows from the ipolicemen’s batons.

Mr. Alex. Stewart's Candidature.

At the nomination meeting in Ward 5
yesterday, Mr. Alexander Stewart sought
the suffrages of the ratepayers as ‘an ald-
erman of that ward, and not as sthool
trustee, as erronecously stated. In his re-
marks he deprecated as blunders and waste
of money the St. Lawrenceé Maxket ques-
tion, the grant of $20,000 for the royal re-
ception, a great portion of which aia not
go Into the proper channel; the settlement
of the gas question and the })roti)oted oy-
law for $133,000 for mew Exhibition build-
ings, which he hoped would be snowed an-
der until such a time as the Exhibition
passes into the hands of the city, the pre-
sent management not warranting any en-
couragement. There was also gross neglect
in not enlarging the western cattle mar-
ket. As to his platform he would do his
very best to have the street car service
extended to the different parts of the Is-
land and also to High Park. He was in
favor of the city owning the gas plant or
any other plant that would be profitable to
the corporation, and to compel the Street
Car Company to give sufficient service on
the different routes, or reduce the standing
fare to one-half. By doing this the com-
pany would have to put on more cars. He
also advocated competition in the matter
of electric Mght, urging that the Niagara

plant in the city.

TWO WEEKS AGO HE WAS GLAD

Now He 1is Indignant—Too Much
Jeily Fish About
Politicians.

Toronto Junction, Dec. 31.—Rev. H. 8.
Matthews spoke on ‘‘Christian Citizenship”
in Annette-street Methodist Cburch, prior
to the watch night service to-night. He
spoke on the duty of the citizen to the
Dominion government, the Ontario legis-.
iature and of the interest Cthey m.ould
take in riding and municipal affairs. He
urged the passage of a prohibitory liguor
act for the Dominion, and considered that
it was the duty of the province to pass
a prohibitory act similar to that in Manl-
toba, without a veferendum and without
any stipulation in regard to compensa-
tion. The duty of the people was a higher
morality. He advocated equal rights to
all, with no special rights to any race,
church or people. He was thankful for
the Ministerial Association formed In the
town, which was an example to laymen
of all denominations to work together in
a common couse. In regard to West York,
he sald that two weeks ago he was glad,
but to-night he was as Indignant as any
man could be who had been fooled. In
municipal affairs he said a clean, pure
government was needed in town affairs.
The people should fight to the death an
increase of hotels in the town, and he
warned them to be on their guard and
look out” for two more. He advocated
banding together to prevemt such a con-
‘tingency, and regretted ‘that o miany
people had pot the courage of their con-
victions. There was altogether too mwuch
of the jelly’ fish about them. _The pool
room, he sald, was a moral and mental
eye sore to all. He thought it required
a little backbone on the part of the town
authorities in order to suppress it. Wher-
ever gambling is done it is necessary that
every Influence should be exerted to sup-

Sixty-Seven Persons Hear the Mayor
and His Supporters at York-
ville Meeting,

EXPLANATION OF A NOTABLE REMALK

Speakers Given a Good Hearing-—
Press Blamed for Circulating
Falsehoods,

Sixty-seven men, includlng the Mayor
and his speakers, three women and a po-
licemen, listened to the numerous reasous
put forth in support of the re-election of
Mayor Howland, at St. Paul's Hall, York-
ville, last night. The meeting was as
tame as It was small, but the speakers
were given a good hearing, and occasion-
ally were applauded.

Mr. Hugh Blain presided, and expressed
the hope that the people of the North
end would re-elect the present Mayor next
Monday, because he was a gentleman and
was fit for the position. He reiteraced
{he reasons he gave at the nomination.

Not a Question of Politics.

Frank Arnoldi, K.C., followed Mr. Blan.

“I¢ it is a question of politics, why is
Mr. Maclean coming out? I don't think he
wants to divide his party. Perhaps he
never thought of that. Mr., Maclean Is a
meteor shot out from The World office,
with no dnvitation from anyone but aim-
gelf.” Railways to the moon and bridges
to the plamet Mars were the size-up Mr.
Arnoldi made of Mr. Maclean’s platform.

Mr., Arnoldi said he had been a 'aw
partner of Mr. Howland's for 20 years, and
he knew him to be a man of great abil-
ity, and the Mayor had guided the legal
Qépartment and other departments at the
(ity Hall into the right channels thru his
great ability. Matters had been dealt with
in a manly, courageous way under his ad-
ministration.

Why Take Howland’'s Place?

“Mer, Maclean is a- very good journalist,
a splendid man in the House of Commons
and a great friend of my own, but why
should he take the place which Mayor
Howland has so ably filled and which
requires another year in order rthat his
plans may be carried out to the benefit
of the city?’ he asked.

“Was not Mayor Howland the very man
of all the men in the city to reciive the
royal visitors? Socially and every other
way, wasn’'t he the man? [{Applause. ]

“} am going to violate Mr. Howland’s
confidence and tell yon that he has placed
not a dollar in his pecket of the moaay
received by him from the city, but he
has spent thousands of dollars of his own
money to sustain the position.””

He thought Mr. Maclean, if he wanted to
help Toronto, should resign his seat at
Ottawa, and get into the local parliament,
where some one was needed to fight the
battles of Toronto. He sald it was abso-
mtely impossible for Mr. Maclean to carry
out what he said he could carry out if
he was made Mayor.

C. C. Robinson’s Speech,

C. C. Robinson said that once it was
eaid that BE. A. Macdonald would promise
anything, but E. A. was not In it at all
with W. F. Maclean. _ 'The new caudidate
could not carry out his promises. If a
bylaw was submitted to the freeholders
of Toronto for mullions to buy the Street
Railway, the Gas Company and other con-
cerns Mr. Maclean wants to buy, would
the people vote for it—would they vote
for expenditure of $17,000,000” No!

Mr. Maclean, the speaker said, hoped to
be member for St. Paul's Ward in the
legislature, and a member of the
Dominion parliament, as weli as Mayor,
and he also wanted to be Premier, and
God only knows what he would want
after he got that.

Mr. Robinson claimed that Mr. Howland
had been abused by the press of Toroato
becanse he was a gentleman. No man
could accuse O. A. Howland of crookel-
ness. The worst fault to find with him
was that he was not a married man, and
the speaker believed he was going to recti-
fy this at an early date. M. Robinson
spoke highly of Mr. Maclean as a man,
but he thought he should not seek to serve
two masters.
