Both have been addicted
to drink. The wife was found dead
Sunday morning.. Vale wads very drunk
Saturday night, so drunk that he J4id
not remember what time he retired.
He woke up some time during the night,
he doesg not know the hour, went down~
stairs, and saw his wife lying under
the table. He did not touch her nor
move her, but wgnt to bed again.

When he awoke again, it was 9
o'clock. His wife was still lying In the
same position. He did not touch her,
but called in a neighbor. The woman
was dead. She was partially dressed,
no fire in the house, a pafl of water
near ‘her. The water was frozen,
There was nothing in the house to eat,
The woman had been ill for a week.
She had la grippe, but no medical at-
tendance. The rooms are squalid and
filthy dirty. When the pojice took
charge of jhe premises, they procured
hot tea for Vale, who was sﬁ\h;ehﬂ;mg and
shaking like a n witl e ague.
He was cold, chilléd, and suffering from
the effects of his debauch.

The article is intended to prove that
caruption 18 not rampant in this pro~
wvirce, and is ostensibly an answer 1o
the slanders of the “stupid party,” but
yeally an answer to The Globe itself.

THE NEW BOARD OF EDUCATION,
The reorganization of the school
boards in this city will do good at least
in stimulating the interest of citizens in
a most important subject. The child-
ren of the country are the most valu-
able of all its “undeveloped resources,”
and no money is better invested
than in education. There has been a
good deal of talk about “over-educa-
tion,” but there can be no such thing,
tho there may be false or misdirected
education. Pducation is simply the
development of human facuities; and
it is simply absurd to speak of a person
being too cefined, too intelligent, or
having a mind too well-trained, One
might just as well say that moral
training must not be carried too far,
lest it should lead to excessive honesty
and kindness.
One question that will come up is
the relation between primary and sec-
ondary education. It is by no means
certain that the giving of free educa~
tion in the first form of the Collegiate
Institutes is a wise measure, Pupils
who 4o not intend to take
full collegiate course would pro=~
bably recelve much more benefit
from another year's study under
the old public school teachers. In the
Collegiates education is conducted on
an entirely different plan, and its ad-
vantages cannot be realized in a year's
experience. ’
Another idea that was broached about
o year ago was the classification of
High Schools and Collegiate Institutes,
making some commercial, some scien~
tific, some literary.
