Ferdinand is ‘a good-looking three-year-
old chestnut colt, rather on the small side,
with that nice long style of galloping that
bespeaks speed. Imported In utero by Mr.
Haines of Owen Sound for Mr. Seagram,
Ferdinand was got by Fernandez (a full
brother to Parole’s only m&ineror at excess
of weight, Isonomy) out of mg. Celandine,
a daughter of Hermit and BSt. Medard’s
dam, by Musket (sire of Curbll.:ed) out of a
daughter of Teddington Maid of
Masham, by Don John.

Fernandez, the sire of Ferdinand, besides
belnthhe full’ brother of Isonomy, sire of
the Derby winner, Isinglass, 1s not un-
known to fame on his own account. He was
bred by Mr. Graham in 1877 at the Yardley
stud: a dark bay horse only 15.2, a long, low
horse with exceptionally strong quarters.
As a 8-year-old he won the Craven Stakes
at Newmarket, and at Ascot ran Ben d'Or
to a head at even weights in the St. James
Palace Stakes; later running second
Lucetta in the bridgeshire, beating 28
others and carrying 11 , At the
stud he has sired only a few colts each
year, among them Miguel, winner of the
Rutland Plate.

Toronte Loses One of Iis Oldest Clitzens
and the Metropolitan Church Jis
| Oldest Members.

Worn down by welght of years, there
passed away yesterday one who was born
when Napoleon’s power was at Iits zenith,
and who saw the bonflers blaze in exulta-
tion over Waterloo, In the death of Mrs,
Fanny Beatrice Thomson Toronto loses perr
haps her most aged citizen and the Metro-
politan Church certainly its olgelt mems-
ber. Fanny Brotchie, for such was her
malden hame, was born in the little town of
Snelster, In the Orkney Islands, in April of
the year 1802. It was there she spent her
flrlhood days, and It was there, as she often
oved to tell, where she at one time fed for
a week three deserters from the navy, who
had been forced to service by the old-time
press-gangs, but who had managed to es-
cape from a frigate lying in port In the
isles, Her father was a pllot, who plied In
and out from Long Hope, a port near her
native town. In 1828 she was married to her
late husband, Willlam Thomson; in 1841 the
cox‘:‘pla emigrated to Niagara-on-the-Lake,
apd In 1 to this city, where after five
more years, the husband and father died.
Mrs, Thomson, upon coming to the ¢ity, had
joined the old "Adelaide-street Methodist
Church, and when the Metropolitan Church
was erected, was one of the first to sign
her name to the church rolls. For some time
ast she has lived with her son-in-law, Mr.
ohn Shannessy, 43 Ulster-street, where her
death took place. She retained a vigorous
use of all her facultles until the last, and
was apparently well 10 minutes before she
W&T found dead.

TOE FIGUT OVER AGAIN,

The Carson City Affair Presented on &
Scroen—There Was No Foul.

New York, May 22.—Dan_ Stpart’s In-
stantaneous photographic production of the
Corbett-Fitzsimmons gf , which took
place at Carson City, March last, was to-
nright presented for the first time at the
Academy of Music. A large white cloth
was stretched across the proscenium arch
and the figures were presented there in life
size. The exhibition was in six parts with
four or five minute rests between each
for changing the film rolls. The prelim-
inarfes and first round filled the first part.
Each of the other parts covered ree
rounds saving the last which covered the
last round and scenes five minutes follow-
ing Corbett's defeat. The Academy was
crowded to standing room and those pres-
ent saw an accurate reproduction of tne
contest, marred somewhat by the unsteady
movement of the photographic plates.

Request That a Fish Poacher's
Schooner Be Released.

Notwithstanding That Both the Admirally
and Supreme Conrts Judged That the
Laws Had Been Contravencd—A Pointer
to Stamp Fanelers--Trade Beturns—The
Police Authorities After a Scorcher—Sir
Henrl Joly and the Collegians—A St
Joun Delegation — General News from
Ottawa.

Ottawa, May 23.—(Spccial)—An un-
usual, not to say extraordinary, request
trom the United States Government hos
been transmitted to the Dominion Gov-
ernment through The Imperial authori-
ties, 'Three weeks ago the Supreme
Court of Canada upheld a judgment of
the Admiralty Court of Nova Scqtia
confiseating the Gloucester (Mass.) fish-
ing schooner Frederick R. Geering for
ponchiug in Oanadian waters-last year.
The United States Government now.re-
&:mat that the judgment be set aside,

e penalties remitted and the schooner
released, The owners of the condemne
vessel claim that the vessel drifted
within the 3-mile limit off the Canadian
coasts, and that none of the catch was
obtained within the forbidden waters.

Two diametrically opposite views pre-
vail among the members of Parliament
who discussed this question to-night.
One class held that it wonld be an evi-
dence of good will on the part of Can-
ada to her great neighbor to liberate
the vessel, notwithstanding -that two
courts had held the seizurg to ‘be strict-
1y legal. They point out, 'moreover,
that just now, when the squestion of
abrogation of the bonding privilege i¢
being seriously discussed at Was ing-
ton, Canada would not suffer by as-
suming a conciliatory attitude. The
other view which prevails is that the
Canadian Government will be creating
a bad precedent by acceding to the re-
quest of the American authorities: that
as a result Gloucester fishermen would
assume that they could defy the con-
vention of 1878 with impunity, and that
her inshore fisheries to the New Eng-
landers.

The decision of the Government will
be awaited with interest.

The Duke of York, who has
one of the finest collections of postage
stamps in the world, will be one of the
recipients, while Lady Aberdeen will b
the other. The Postmaster-General will
have the stamps bound up ina peautiful
morocco case, as an appropriate  souve-
nir of the Jubilee Stamp collectors may
as well start in to complete t eir sets
of the present issue of Canadian post-
age stamps;-as they will soon be a thing
of the past.

THE INJUNCTION PROCEEDINGS,
Although the argument before Judge
Ferguson on the injunction proceedings
on Saturday night was a lengthy one,
the facts were quite simple and to =a
man of the learned judge's perspicuity
there was little room for doubt in ar-
riving at a decision. The salient facts
of the case are these: According to the
agreement between the city and the rail-
way company, the latter has a right to
run Sunday cars as soon as a vote of the
citizens has been taken approving a Sun-
day service. It was established to His
Lordship’s satisfaction that the vote
recently taken was substantially on the
question as to whether or not there
should be a Sunday service. The official
return of the voting showed that the
result was in favor of the cars being
run, This, according to the judge’s rul-
ing, was a fulfilment of what was re-
quired to be done to enable the com-
pany to run their cars. As a matter
of fact, the City Council seems to have
little or no say in the matter. The by-
law that has been talked about is a mere
matter of form. The argument took the
question of Sunday cars out of the
hands ofithe: Council and delegated it
to the plopte. The people have voted
and thé Failway company has been »fii-
cially apprised of the result., The rail-
way company are legally, morally and
actually in possession of the field, anl
nothing but an earthqaake can disturb
them in the enjoyment of their righte,
or rather can disturb the people in
the enjoyment of their rights,

We do not imagine that the railway
company are particularly anxious to have
the bylaw passed by the City Couneil.
The bylaw restricts the company- in the
handlifif=of' the employes, and, although
the company will, no doubt, treat their
men fairly; ,bylaw or no bylaw, yet they
would, perhaps, just as soon see the

Council refuse to pass the byhyi.

Blake alleges that there are matters
which make it the duty of the corpora-
tion not to pass the bylaw. In our opin-
jon, the Council will be wanting in its
duty if it does not pass the bylaw at
the earliest possible moment and there-
by secure to the company’s employes the
rights granted under the agreement. The
sooner the bylaw becomes operative the
sooner will the motormen and conduc-
tors be guaranteed their rights, The
railway company ought to be satisfied
as far as it is concerned. It has been
sustained in its right to operate a Sun-
day service. It is the city’s to look out
now to see that the company’s employes
are protected.

TRE JURY SYSTEHN ON TRIAL,

An unusually able address on the jury
system was recently delivered by Justice
Dean of the Supreme Court of Pennsyl-
vania. This is the highest judicial court
of the state, and the gentleman who de-
livered the address has had such a long
and varied experience at the bar and
on the bench that probably no one is
able to discuss the subject of trial by
jury with more authority than he.
Judge Dean adfits that the jury system
is on its trial, and he concludes that
unless the system is more genernlly ad-
ministered in accordance with the plain
mandates of the law its overthrow fis
not far distant, Forty years’ experience
with juries has confirmed Judge Dean in
his belief that the financial conditions of
the parties to a suit have a great deal
more to do with determining the ver-
dict than the evidence. Given the par-
ties and their financial condition, it is
quite easy, says he, to forecast the
verdict of the jury with proximate
certainty, without regard to the weight
or significance of the evidence. 'The
jury almost always favors the individual
against the corporation, the poor man
against a rich ome. The litigation of
the street railways of Philadelphia 1is
cited as an instance to prove the tenden-
cy on the part of juries to take from
him who has and giv# to him who hath
not. Duning 1896 there were 118 ver-
dicts rendered against the Philadelphia
street car companies for negligence and
the damages assessed amounted to
$345.410. This is an extraordinary in-
crease over the damages collected ten
or twenty years ago. A somewhat simi-
lar condition prevails in Toronto, where
the street railway company and the city
corporation are sued for nearly every sc-
cident that occurs, no matter how cul-
pable and negligent "the plaintiff may
have been. Judge Dean does not blamé
the injustice of the modern jury panel
so much to socialism as to a perverted
moral sensibility. The root of the evil,
says he, is not a growing deficiency in
moral sense, but an ignorant perversion
of it; an active sympathy with the indi-
vidual ecomplainant whom they see and
hear, and no sympathy with and offen
a prejudice against the aggregation of
capital, which, to their senses, is devoid
of personality, This perverted morgl
sense is due in great degree to the edn-
cation of the public, the demagoguery on
the stump, unjust attacks in newspapers
and even denunciations from the pulpit;
such epithets as bloated bondholders,
soulless corporations and robber barons,
have been familiar for at least tweaty-

Mz, |

\ﬁve years; they are indiscriminately ap-

plied to corporations and their members'
until the tendeney, even in intelligent
minds, i§to ‘consider suitors as belonging
to two- elasses, corporations with no
rights and natural persons whose rights
as against them must be strictly guard-
ed, To some extent this perversion is

due to unwise conduct of those in charge
of corporate property. But unquestion- h

ably, popular education has brought
about largely a perversion of the popu-
lar consgience, and this habit of thought,
starting 'with prejudice against corporate
capital, has been insensibly extended to
include dndividual ecapital, so that in
every issue of fact, with large property
on one side and poverty on the other,
the weight of the evidence,
cases, palpably fails to establish the
truth by s verdiet.

In spite of its manifest unfitness in
many eciases to do justice between liti-
gants,” Judge Dean still has faith in
the jury system. But that system must
be improved. We must return to first
principles. The jury must be constituted
as originally designed. In the early his-
tory of the country the most influentinl
and intelligent citizens felt honored by
being ealled to serve as jurors and
never sought to evade thé duty. To-
day theé professional man, the business
man, the best class of citizens and farm-
ers, all ek to escape jury duty, The
result of this evasion of duty is that
the jury box does not represent the ave-
rage conscience and intelligence of the
public. Judge Dean’s remedy is not the
abolition of the jury system, but rather
the introduction of a reform that would
improve the intelligence and moral tone
of the jury panel. The remedy he pro-
poses is just as badly needed in Canada
as in the State of Pennsylvania, We
quote his' remarks on this point in full,
They are worthy the serious considera-
tion of the lawmakers of this country:

1 would take the banker from his
desk, the editor and professor from
their chairs, the preacher from his

x, there, under oath, to well and
trufy try or a true deliverance make
according to the evidence. 1 would
make shirking jury as odious as
skulking in time of war; instead of
leaving to them the sole part of crifi-
cising and denouncing courts and
juries, 1 would inflexibly compel
them, as the law intended they
shoufd, to 'orm their part in the
administration of justice, wherever

were sober, intelligent and ju-

dicious. 1 would make jury duty as
imperative and as certain. as pay-
ment of taxes on a house and lot,
The presence of such men would
raise the average of conscience and
intelligence, as indicated by the ver-
dict, and have it represent the intelll-
gence and conscience of the general
public. Instead of wholesale denun-
ciation from the most trivial evi-.
dence, and, instead of stating the
real cause, their own defanlt In
duty, 1 would give them the or-
tunity to learn for themselves how
both courts and juries, with the
light they have, strive to arrive at
the truth, under the law and the
evidence. If they have not all the
light they should havé it is beeause
those who earry the light *“hide it
under a bushel.”

THE PRESS ON SUNDAY CARS,

Set Back to Clerical Intexference.

The result of the Sunday street car vote
in Toronto may be taken as & direct set-
back to clerieal interference in the civie af-
fairs of Ontario. The good men of Toronto
who rejoiced in the recent Liberal victory
in Quebec because it represented to them a
step in the separation of church and state,
were the warmest supporters of paternal
legislation in this province which accorded
with their religious views. It would appear
that these persons had no great amount of
faith in the influence which they are able to
exert in preventing an intemperate and
harmful use of a useful and necessary con-
venience, No man can be legislated into a
higher moral status, and a compdlsory con-
formation to the law is ne victory for the
conscience. Whoever multiplies enactments
beyond what Is essential tempts buman
econusciences to transgression, or it Is
transgression when a man does a thing
which he thinks wrong, even though It be
not abstractedly wrong. Much abandon-
ment is caused by the strict severity of Sab-
bath observance, when those, who are not
fit for it are compelled to obey, at the risk
of being treated as infidels, Many a crim-
inal on the scaffold can trace his first de-

< | elension in crime to such a restriction, and

the feeling of hopelessness ‘and  defianee
which seized him when he had omce broken
it. To exalt a ‘‘law positive”—that is, a
law contrived for temporary and special
ends—into the ranks of a moral law exter-
nally binding, has always been the first step
toward relaxing the reverence :for that
which is moral. The Pharisces were very
scrupulous about tithing mint, anise and
cumin: justice, jundgment and truth they
cared little for. In the same way, there Is a
tendency now to be very indignant about a
poor man spending Sunday afternoon in a
public park, while there is little zeal against
the real damning sins of social life. Why
do the reverend gentlemen of Toronto not
preach against plutocrats driving in the
parks? Why do they hold up hands of
plous indignation when a street ear runs by,
while so many religious persons drive regu-
larly to church on fine days as well as wet?
| Why do they say that it is a erime to sa-
crifice a motorman to the comfort of the
community, by making him work on the
first day of the week, wher their own ser-
vants are “sacrificed”’—if sacrifice it be—in
making beds, cleaning their rooms, boiling
their luxurious hot potatoes, etc., none of
which are either works of necessity or
works of mercy--the only works they say
which are oxcv{yted from the male? Why do
they not grapp

gn_ulp, and the pride of soclety, and the
crimes of the upper classes? Why are they
touched to the quick only when desecration
of the Sabbath puts on a vulgar form? Be-
cause, scrupulosity about laws *“positive’”
generally slides into laxity about the eter-
nal laws of right and wrong. It is small
wonder after all that the people of Toronto
have declared azainst the high priests of the
gospel of paternalism.
