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TOGO'S TASK DONE. i
Admiral Togo's general report on the
siege of Port Arthur and the déstruc-
tion of the Russian fleet shows him to
be thoroly imbued with the chivalrous
spirit of the ancient daimios. What-
ever may the the ultimate issué of the
present war, it is safe to say that his-
tory will rank Togo amgng the great
sea captains of the world. ‘He has not
lost a ship in acfion, but during the
blockade his fleet suffered - severely;
from Russian mines and from collisions
caused by .dense fogs. But even at
that cost, the work he has accomp-
lished is almost without parallel, in
naval annals, Something must be set
down to the maritime incapacity of his
foes, and nothing can ever extenuate
their supineness in allowing a yet for-
- midable squadron to be wiped out
without firing a shot in reply. What
General Stoessel had gained by his
heéroic defence has been imperiled, if
not destroyed, by the failure of ihe
Ru_s’sgan “naval commanders to inflict

~ what would certainly have been an ir=

reparable loss on the Japanese fleet,
whether it was much 'or little. But
to sink ingloriously at anchor, and to
arrest the vovage of the fleet which
bore General Stoessel's forlorn hope of
relief is a stain which will always mar
Russia’s naval record.

The old admiral renders tribute with
no niggard hand to the “incompatfable
gallantry” of the investing army,
which put the final touch to his own
brilliant exploits. The epithet is well
deserved, and as the extraordinary
strength of the fortress lgecomes bet-
ter known, so does the marvelous
quemems‘ of ‘the Japanese stand
out in bolder relief. "There has been
honor enough and to spare gained be-
fore the frownirng patleries of the Rus-
sian Gibraltar, but the exceptional
warmth of Admiral Togo's language
testifies to the existence of a complete
and appreciative understanding be-
tween the sister services of thé island
kingdom. Whether an equally gqod
understanding exists on the Russian
side is more doubtful. Russia in naval
affairs dpes not appear to have ad-
vanced much beyond the ideas that
dominated Phillip II. in the prepara-
tion of his famous Armada. There,
also, the military element took prece-
dence, and little attenition was paid to
naval requirements "and necessities.
Some such subordination -may wgll
have led to the extraordinary inac-
tivity of the Port Arthur fleet, and to

. the melancholy failure of the one seri-

ous attempt made to run Admiral
Togo's blockade. But it would have
been better for the name and fame of
the Russian navy had the ships that
lie stranded in Port Arthur harbor
been sacrificed to ensure the successful
advent of the Baltic fleet—better, in-
deed, to have sunk fighting to the last
than in ignominious silence. .

BRITISH EAST AFRICAN CHANGES.
Another landmark in the develop~
ment of the African Continent will be
reached ahout three months  hence,
when the gdministration of the British
lEEiAtrlca. Protectorate will be trans-
ferred from the foreign to the colonial
office.

THE CZAR AND RUSSIAN REFORM.
Previous essays towards the liberali-%
zation of the Russian admlnlstratlvcf‘
system g_o)not justify any very great’
belief that the latest imperial decree
will produce any more favorable re-
sults than have hitherto attended sim-
ilar .documents. A benevolent despot-
ism, where the absolute ruler is able
personally to supervise the execution
of his measures, may be the best of all
governments, in so far as the material
welfare of the people is concerned. But
when the autocrat himself is at the
mercy of a bureaucracy, whose one en-
deavor it is to maintain its position and
privileges and nullify, either openly or
secretly, all reforms which tend to in-
terfere with 'these, imperial. decrees
mean very little and seldom effect more
than a strengthening of thé popular
belief in thﬁ%x\al sympathy of the
supreme head of the state. ¢

There is no questfon that, if popular
government, even in a lim#ted form, is
ever to be successfully established in
Russia, it will not be, introduced by
any wholesale delegation. of power. Tt
is, of course, highly probable that an
absolute refusal to grant any conces-
sions at all, or the constant thwart-
ing of them, will,. soongr .or
later end in revolution and anarchy,
and this might easily be pre-
cipitated by the act of the czar
himself. But. when it is recalled
that the mass of the Russian peogle
are at present tdtally unfittgd to ad-
minister any but the simplest affairs,
it can easily be judged that such tenta-
tive experiments as the czar appears
inclined to foster, dfford the most hope-
ful means of training them up in the
ways and methods of local self-goveri-
ment. But the success of these i‘xperi-
fhents depends in turn on the sympa-
thetic attitude of the representatives
of the central government, who, drawn
as they are. almost exclusively from
the ranks of the bureaucracy, have al-
ways set themselves determinedly
against all reforms which impaired
their powers.

Nothing has emerged to demonstrate
that the spirit of the Russian buresau-
cracy has in any way been changed.
Nor, except in occasional. instances, !
has its influence declined, altho it may |
have been in recent years less con-
spicuous in- the, immediate counsels of
the czar than in the thwartigg' of his
liberal ideas. And-.the point of inter-
est now is whether this latest decree
bas any greater chance of becoming
efficacious ‘than its predecessors. Un-
fortunately, Russia has hitherto given
little or no proof -of possessing an edu-
cated class who could stand as inter-
mediaries between the czar and the
people, and this fact makes the recent
action of the zemstvos of considerable
significance. While the members who
met in congress were firm in their de-
mand for reforms, their demands were
clear and moder\te. 1f they where fair-
ly representative 'of the class to which
they belong, there' should be ample
scope for the establishment of 1ocal
governments, who will know the néeds |

of the districts and how to satisfy them |
in dccordance with the law. If the
bureaucracy is still hostile, and ruins
this as it has previous attempts at re-
form, it will simply be repeating the
fatal error of the French ancient re-
gin)p. with the same inevitable end.

The petition alleges that the defend-
ar'lgs entered into an agreement to com-
bme and control the sale of the pro-
dugt of the .different companies thru
thg General Paper Company, in that
the General Paper Company regulated
prices, sales and shipment, and terri-
tery: for the sale of the same, and
after deducting the operating expenses
of the General Paper Company, divided
the surplus among the members of ‘the
cornoration. i i

he petition recites that the General
Paper Company was organized with
a capital stock of $100,000, and that ‘it
berame the exclusive selling agent for
the defendants, with absolute power to
cohtrol the output of the various mills,
fix the price of all paper sold, and to
whoin and uvon:what terms and condi-
tigns the paper should be sold, and in-
to: whatlstates and places it shall be
shipped, and what publishers and other
customers each mill shall supply.

he petition alleges that, in conse-
quence of the combination, all compe-
tition in the manufacture, sale and
distribution of paper had been restrict-
ed,-and the price of all paper products
qqeatly increased,, particularly that of
news prinit paper, which has been in-
¢reased about 50 per cent. It -further
states that no dealérs or newspapers
or other consumers|in the territory
west of the Mississippi, with the, ex-
ception of certain newspaper publish-
ers in St. Louis and Chicago, can pur-
chase any paper except directly thru
the General Paper Company, and then
only upon terms dictated by the lat-

ter.

el early in the spring, and since Septembas
the process of curing, sorting and drying
hihs given employment to a number of local
“hands.

The twenty acres have yielded abont 14,-
00 pounds weight of leaf. This is a re-
markable result for what is practically an
imitial experiment; it is estimated, however,
that the average yield per acre will be
al.ont 1000 pounds.of tobaces. Dublin man-
ufactarers and exporters have valaed the
samples already grown as high as 7d and
Sl per pound for the hest leaves.

Referring to
annexation, he said that he would sup-
port it, on reasonable and favorable
terms. Jesse C. Smith said the state-
ment had been made that he had not
had sufficient municipal experience. He
pointed to his four years’' record as

councillor, during part of which time
he was chairman of the property com-
mittee. He had reorganized the fire
department.

What
citizens wanted was the proper en-
forcement of the law with respect to
the . local - option bylaW; (as well. as
better police protection. Referring to
the exemptions of manufacturers, he
said, if elected, he proposed to do
something for the poor man along that
line. ‘“What have we to show for our
million-dollar debt? Nothing but the
subway and the Weston-road overh2ad
bridge,” he said.

FARM ECONOMIES.
" In nearly all great industries there
are by-oproducts that pay "‘handsome
profits. The great packing houses have
utilized all the waste of country butch-
ers as by-products, and realize a Te-
munerative revenue from these com=
mercial goods. Glue, tertlllzex} and
bone meal are all valuable products
‘that, under the prodigal system of
country butchers, were wasted, but
now add to the value of every animal
slaughtered for food consumption,
The same is true with many neglect-
ed ecp}lomies on the farm. One of the
important revenues on the farm is ig-
noring the luxury and profitableness of
fruit growing as a side enterprise, both
for home consumption and the market.
Every farm should, if possible, be im-
proved with a variety of small fruit.
The raising of a supply of family fruit
interferes but‘little with theﬁordina,ry
operations of the farm, while as a sid2
product it is immen_g}ly profitable. The
farm that is featured with a ‘diversity
of fruit is admirably equipped to sup-
piy the table with appreciative and
sanitary luxuries in their season. A
well-assorted collection of fruit is ofien
the turning point in selling the farm
if the owner wishes to dispose of his
homestead. i
Nearly every farm is equipped Wwith
an onﬁ:ard, which, in a majority of
céses. is sadly neglected. Much could be
accomplished by prudent pruning an:
grafting with improved varieties. To
sﬁpply the family with plenty of ap-
pies of standard quality is most desir-
- able, and to have a good surplus for
market is & very profitable by-product
on the farm, Small fruit takes more
time relatively to cultivate and har-
vest, but it is esteemed more of a
luxury and.commands proportionately
higher prices. The farmer Who raises
‘his own fruit consumes it more liberal=
‘ly, and, considering the expense, he

could not duplicate the investment to!

. promote the comfort and health of his
family. If the farmer does not raise
his own fruit, he discovers every year
that fruit is high and too expensive for
daily consumption. _. Peaches, pears,
plums, cherries, strawberries and brush
fruit should be cultivated on every
farm as a luxury and a profitable by-
product to increase the earning ability
of the property,

Dipping Lambs in Winter,

A correspondent wants to know if 1t
will be a good plan at this scason ot
the year to dip lambs for ticks. The
answer to such a question aepends
largely upon the position that the own-
er 1s in to take care df sheep atter thoy
been put thru the dipping trough.
Work that has been donc at the Wis-
consin station along this line has tend-
ed to show that if shecp or lambs can
be *dipped and then provided with
warm shelter until they are thoroly

. dried out again, no bad eftects tollow
the dipping. Obviously there are com-
paratively few farmers in a position
to provide the necessary quarters, and
if they are, it is hardly wise to attempt
to kill ticks in this way. !

Good. strong, vigorous lamb s might
undergo the ordeal without any ser-
ious inconvenience, but, there is a lib-
eral percentage in every flock that
would seriously. feel the effects of a
cold water dip in the winter and the

long period of drying out that' would|

follow.

* It is well recognized ameong sheepmen
that the best way to handle a lamp
is to keep it free from a cold. Few
things will work greater havoc among.
the younger and weaker members of
the flock than a severe. ¢hilling, All
dipping should have been done in the
early part of the season, At thattime
a close observir should have been able
| to tell .if his lambs were Sufficiently
* ticky to warrant dipping.

does not lame the animal, the horse is'
sold as serviceably sound. While side- |
bones were of frequent occurrence in
American horses, ' they never attained!
much prominence in the market until
after, British buyers commenced to pur-
chase horses for export, Until side-
bones in horscs caused the animails to
be rejected they were but little under-
stood or appreciated. Many do not yet
know what a sidebone is or where it is
located in- the anatomy of the horse.
Many think it is the prominent bone |
at the side of the head. Owners of!
horses with sidebones frequently do'
not know they are afflicted with any
unsoundness, A. S. Alexander, V.S. 1n
a recent communication for the press,
says: “It is evident, therefore, that ali
breeders, buyers “and sellers should |
know what a sidebone is, and how it
should be detected. Stand with -the
back to the horse’s head, lift up the
nigh forefoot with the left hand, and
with the fingers and thumb of the right
hand take hojq of the side of the coronet
(hoofhead) at the heel. At this part
there is a ridge of elastic cartilage in
sound horses, and it should be possible
to bend it from one side to the other.
This is called the ‘lateral cartilage,’
and its purpose is to spread the heels
apart and distribute concussion so that
the leg above it is not jarred in a dam-
aging way. When this cartilage has
turned to bone it is termed a aide-
bone.”

Duriné the winter time the farmer;
should make every attempt possible to
move all the manure into the fields that
is to be hauled. When spring opens;

any season of the year the time is
money it is during the spring. During,
the winter season there is always op-|
portunity of hauling out wmanure
as fast as it is made. We are
aware that .investigators tell us -‘that
there is considerable loss incurred in
leaving manure lie upon the surface
for any great length of time. Undoubt- -

,edly this it truc, but it is also true that

there is equal, or greater, loss incurred

' when the manure is thrown upon the

‘ground in the yard and allowed to
steam and leach until the coming
spring. Of the two evils we prefer to
risk the manure upon the land, where if
the leaching occurs, as it doubtless wilt,
the =oil will stand a reasonable chance
of securing its portioni, Some men have
recommended the manure shed. When-
cver experiment stations have investi-
gated the fertilizing value of manure
protected in the manure shed and that
left in the open yard, the results have
invariably been. in favor of the shelter.
There is an advantage to be derived
from the use of the manure shed, even
for the man who aims to keep his
manure piles well in hand by regularly
hauling  the product to the’ ficlds as
fast as it is made, Even tho the man-
ure is not left under a shed more than
a fortnight, there is an advantage in
so housing it. It js protected from the
elements, and particuldarly the drench-
ing rains. Added to this is the fact
that freezing would be prevented.
This is one of the greatest impediments
that the farmer hauling maniure in the
winter has to contend with. Manure
well sheltered from the melting snow
and rain would be reasonably dry at
all times. ¢

As a convenience in spreading manu-e I
during the winter the manure spl'ea.l.‘-r|
has c¢ome into considerable popularity
in the past few years, Thése machines |
have beén reduced to such a. degree of
perfection that many farmers regard
them as one of the most important of |
farm implements, One of .the hardest |
things about handling manure is the
Jabor that is almost unavoidable.

Hew He Doubled ”i a Newspaper's
Circulation.

Speaking recently at an institute of jour-
nalists’ dinner, Mr. St. John Brodrick
gald that, while he could not claim to be
a member of the journalistic profession,
he could not say he had never written gn
article. He wrote his first article at the
age of 15, for a Surrey paper.

It was upon the appropriate subject—
upon which a discussion was raging in the
London press—-of the degree of castiga-
tion which should be administered to those
who were enjoying tutelary instruction in
public schools. (Laughter.) There was
one unfortunate misprint, ‘“masters” being
represented by the word ‘‘wasters.)
(Laughter.) He thought the article had a
great deal to do with settling. the contro-
versy. (Laughter.) .

Shortly afterwards be became editor of a

paper, aud he doubled the circulation.
(Laughter.) Hc appealed to records to
substantiate this. In order to do it, how-
ever, he had to lower the  tone a little.
(More laughter.) The increase was achiev-
ed, h’wever, and the paper wast still go-
ing. ;
E)n one ‘occasion one of his articles was
rejected. Having been invited by the edi-
tor of the most Tory journal in the metro-
polis to write an opinion of the closure, he
ventured to write on the assumption that
it bad come to stay. The editor refused
to take it and wrote him rather a violent
letter for having so far diverted from the
polities of the paper. (Laughter )

Grub-street was a thing of the past. The
‘man who influenced a great organ of pub-
lic opinion was certain of the heartiest
welcome in whatever society he cliose to
enter. He had the best arm-chair in the
club and the best seat at the-banquet.

. Sir Oliver Lodge, the principal of Bir-
mingham University, last. week in the
heavy fog which spread over England
from the Thames to the Mersey put to a
practical test his invention for the ‘dis-
persal of mist. His apparatus, fitted up
from his Jaboratory at Birmingham and
working  to a’’ height of 60 feét
cable despatch to The Herald on Sunday
nmiorning, his apparatus. fitted up from
his laboratory at Firmingham and
working to a height of €6 feet
on the university buildings, was found
quite effective, thé buildings being re-
vealed in the midst of the fog. :
This method of dispersing fog was
demonstrated by Sir Oliver Lodge be-
fore the British Association when it met
at Montreal twenty years ago, in
1884, and he has been engaged in work-
ing on the subject since 1870, when an
observation of Prof. Tyndall directed his
attention to its study. The method of
dispersing fog is based on the principle
that a dust free space is formed over a

especially between the shoulder blades,
well covered. alsp the chest well pro-
tected. Endeavor always, waking or
sleeping, to breathe thru the nose.
Never go to bed ‘with cold or damp
feet. Never stand still in cold weather,
especially when in a glow after taking
exercise; and avoid standing on ice.-or
snow, or where a cold wind blows over
you. Nevef omit regular bathing. for
unless the skin is encouraged to per-
form its work, cpld will close the pores
and favor congestion.

A silk handkerchief, a plece of loose-
ly-woven woolen cloth or knitted wooi-
en material placed over the mouth and
nose, or the mouth only, when in. the
open air, is very beneficial for persoens
who have weak lungs, and should never
be neglected when the.temperature is
at or below the freezing point.

Useful Advice.

Never take warm drinks immediate-
ly before going out into the cold, and
never start on a journey in the morn-
ing before eating breakfast. .

A fire in a bedroom is not desirible,
excepting for an invalid; and even for
a sick person, the temperature should
be. lower at night, and the rest will be
better if the room be thoroly aired be-
fore settling for the night.

1f subject to cold feet, rub them thor-
ol\y with something rough before going
to bed. : 5

A quick rubbing all over the body
with a rough towel, a flesh brush or
horsehair gloves is an excellent thing
to do just before going to bed, as it
quickens the circulation, and often in-
duces quiet sleep. :

Take one gallon of water, four
and one-half pounds of loaf sugar, two
drachms of the best oil of peppermint,
one pint of gin. Boil the water and
sugar together for 20 minutes: let
stand still till nearly cold: then add
oil of peppermint and gin. Mix aK to-
gether, When %ﬂnu‘ cold - pout Nnto
bottles and cork tightly.” Smallgr quan-
tity may be made by halving the meas-
urements.
