When arrested by Policeman Olive in the
Park hotel last evenmng and brought to
central police station, there were found
in his possession four checks bearing his
name, also seventy-nine cents, a gold ring,
s fountain pen, three pawn checks, two
receipts for registered letters, a note book
and a bunch of keys.

L. L. Sharpe & Son, A. Gilmour, and
Anderson & Co. all received calls from
Prince, and in two instances, when the
checks were found to be valueless and the
matter was followed up, those interested
say Prince acted strangely. This is the
report, too, from the Park hotel, where
he hoarded.

A WOLF BEAR

Frederick Gillett, a vice-president of the
Zoological Society, ~who:/has recently re-
turned from a mting expedition in Chin-
ese Turkestar, has Becured 2" &pecimen of
what is believed to b¥ a’ new species of
wolf. He also saw an animal which,
though resembling a bear in size and col-
or, moved like a wolf; but whether this
was an animal unknown to scientists it is
imy ible to state.

. Gillett-declined to express an opin-
jon himself about the curious beast, but
hoped that any other hunting expeditions
visiting the district would keep a look-
out for it. The facts; says-the Standard,
are as follows:—He was' shifting camp one
day when an animal was observed on the
mountain-side opposite, a deep valley Iy-
ing between. By means of his field-glass
Mr. Gillett noticed the peculiarities al-
ready mentfoned, and asked his trackers
what it wae. They gave it some weird
name which he had never heard before
and which was net the word for either
wolf or bear. To make sure, when he ge-
cured a specimen of each of these anim-
als, he on each occasion asked the men if
that was the animal they had séen on the
mountainside, and on both occasions he
gob a megative reply. The men seemed to
know the animal, and stated that there
were only a few in the country. It was
impossible to get near to it on the one
oceasion ‘on which he saw it, owing to
the deep ravine which lay between them—
a fact much to be regretted.

Col. Geo. W. Bain of Kentucky told the
Cenadian Temperance Leagie in Toronto
last week, that in asouthern state town 40
years ago he refused the use of a church,
for a temperance lecture.

A Tangled Affair in Which $30
