BUCHAREST, March 30—Field guns
loaded with grape winning
against the revolutionary peasantry, whose
arms are mostly = hay-forks and
bliges.

POWER FOR
FORT WILLIAM

Kakabeka Falls Utilized to
Generate Electrical Energy.

New Plant Destined to Attract
Many Industries to the Town
of Fort William.

FORT WILLIAM, March 27—A project
long discussed and variously considered,
has at last been crystallized into fact by
the Kaministiquia Power Company, and
this town is now being supplied with elec-
tric energy generated at Kakebeka Falls
on the Kamimstiquia River, 25 miles west
of Fort William. The power is transmit-
ted to the town by two lines on a single
right-of-way, and is there distributed from
a sub-station. The electrical equipment,
which was manufactured and installed by
the Canadian General Electric Company,
is of the most approved and modern pat-
tern. The buildings are absolutely fire-
proof, being built entirely of structural
steel and reinforced concrete, and the
plant as a whole will bear fevorable com-
parison with any of its kind in the world.

At the generating station the installa-
tion comprises two 5,000 k. w., 4,000 volt,
three phase, alternators, each direct con-
nected to a 6,786 h. p. twin reaction water
turbine; two 150 k. w., 125 volt, direct
current generators, each direct connected
to a 250 h. p. turbine'and two banks of
three transformers each, each transformer
of 2,200 k. w. capacity of the air-blast
type, 2,300 to 14,475 volts.

The electricity is conducted in leaden-
cased cables laid in tile ducts underneath
the floor from tne generators to selector
switehes, located in cells near the trans-
former air chamber. For handling the
heavy parts of the machines a 35-ton Niles
crane has been installed. The crane mo-
tors are supplied with current from the
exciter generators. i
The switchboard is thoroughly ~up-to-
date in the manner of control and also in
the apparatus used. No voltage higher
than 125 volts is found near it. 'Lhe
transformers are set in concrete cells in a
gallery beneath "the 4,000 volt buses and
the current transformers are placed on
concrete shelves in similar cells behind the
higher tension oil switches. -

It is difficult to realize what the instal-
lation of this important plant really means
to the tgwns of Fort William and Port
Arthur. Admirably located at the ex-
treme end of Canada’s extensive system
of waterways, these towns bid fair to be-
come great industrial centres were it not
for the difficulty of the fuel eupply owing
to the great distance from the coal fields.
Now that an abundant supply of electric
power is available at reasonable rates the
growth of these towns should be mater-
ially accelerated. Already a number of
big industries are nearing completion,
while several others are projected. These
comprise the Atikokan Iron Company,. the
Canadian Northern Coal and Ore Dock

y, the Meisel Manufacturing Com-
panl, said to be a branch of the Port
Huron Harvester Corpany; the Semans
Kent Co., woodworking plant; the Cana-
dian Iron Foundry Company, wl‘nle the
Northern Steel Company of Collingwood
are negotiating for the erection of a plant
for manufacturing wire and nails. Ihls
is only a partial list, but- it is sufficient
to indicate that the twin towns, as they
arc sometimes termed, are on the high
road to industrial prosperity.

'RAILROAD
VOLUBILITY

Magnates Should Talk to the
Purpose and Attend to Busi-

ness.

(New York Evening Post.)

President James J. Hill remarked in
Chicago yesterday that “too much has
been said by railroad men alread_y.” Th'ls
is not unlike Carlyle praising silence in
forty-nine volumes. Few ra.ilway mana-
gers have spoken in public more fre-
quently . or at a greater length than Mr.
Hill. We hasten to add that what he
has said has usually been well worth at-
tention. In what may be called the state-
manship of railroads—that ig,their large
relations to the development of the
country and the growth of commerce,
both domestic and foreign—he has had
an acknowledged eminence. Amd, of
course, it is not talk by railway mana-
gers on such subjects that he 'n_'ould now
discourage; but only the inconsiderate or
reckless statements of which we have cer-
tainly had too maly within the past few
days.

It is not much speaking, but foolish
speaking, that ought to be stopped.
What we need on all hands is sober scru-
tiny of the facts and unexaggc_:ra'!?ed and
honest explanation of their significance.
When men have been overtaken by the
fatal consequences of their own actions,
the thing for them to do is to shoulder
the responsibility of ‘their folly, and to
attempt to shift the blame to others.
This is exactly the situation that con-
froats the leading railway officials of Am-
erica today. They have been exposed as
having too long been more anxious to
manipulate stocks than to make the man-
agement of their roads efficient and hon-
est. In the reaction of public seatiment
which has followed, their properties have
guffered, values have shrunk, and the cga-
fidence of the people received.a severe
shock. This being so, it is best for them
to face the truth squarely. ¥or them to
cry out mow about “hostile legislation™
and ‘“unreasoning popular suspicion,” is
only to make their plight the worse. Of
talk of that kind, from Mr. Harriman
and the officers of the Erie and other
roads, we have certainly had too much.

Mr. Hill is right in thinking that what
the country mow wants from railroad
managers is not words so much as deeds.
They should give their days and nights
to operating their roads, not to working
a “cormer.” And if they will make up

FAIL FOR $1,700,000

New York, March 29—The Corbin
Banking Company yesterday assigned for
the benefit of creditors to George S. Aus-
tin. The two members of the company are
George S. Edgell and Austin Corbin, Mr.

“The Corbin Banking Company is a
firm of private bankers consisting of Geo.

The assets
exceed the liabilities by over $1,000,000.
The principal assets consist of valuable
real estate, which could not be sold, ex-
cept at a sacrifice, in time to meet matur-
ing obligations. The members of the firm
deem it best for the creditors, therefore,
that they should make an assignment. The
c:izld’i,tors will. undoubtedly be paid in

Mr. Austin said that a rough estimate
placed the liabilities at $1,700,000, and the
assets at $3,000,000. “The assignment was
due to the maturing of obligations,” said
he. “Times are hard and money is high.
The company owns four hundred acres of
land at Manhattan Beach-and Far Rock-
away, which is worth $3,000,000, but it
could not be sold today under existing
conditions for $1,500,000. There is other
valuable real estate in the South and
West, but loans and contracts prevented
it from being disposed of.”

FRENCH TROOPS NOW
OCCUPY MOORISH TOWN

Paris, March 29—The war department
has received a uJespatch from General
Liautey saying that the occupation of
Oudja, Morocco, has been carried out ac-
cording to instructions and, thanks to
the admirable arrangements made, with
great success.

The governor and a number of Moorish
officers rode out to meet the Fremch col-
umn. The governor told Colonel Felicau
that he resigned himself to the inevitabls
and that the differences between the two
governments would not prevent him from
maintaining the most cordial relations with
the French authorities.

The population of Oudja showed much
pleasure at the arrival of the French col-
umn, believing that its presence will do
rmuch to promote security and protect
commerce.

Although it is impossible to say how
long the occupation of Oudja will be con-
tinued it is not probable that the entire
force of 3,000 men will remain long on
Moroccan territory. As sooa as the ob-
ject of this sudden and imposing demon-
stration of the power of France has been
accomplished, the great portion of the
column of occupation will be withdrawn
gradually, leaving at Oudja only the few
hundred men who are necessary for the
preservation of order.

It is he who pays the
taxes of the merchant, the middleman and
the retailer, and the landlord, and if he
does not pay his own it is because he has
to pay all the above and has nothing left
to pay his own.
