War Tax Bill Recommited to 
Find New Revenue—Wine and 
Beer Undisturbed—The Effect 
of the Legislation

KILLS OLD MAN FOR $100
Victim, Dying, Accuses His Son’s Boy

Washington, July 10.—The foes of 
whisky won their fight in the United 
States senate today when Section 12 
of the food administration bill 
amended so as to prohibit further manu­
facture of distilled spirits during the 
war, while the president was directed 
to take over for the government all 
stocks of distilled spirits in bondT* As 
finally passed, the section allows the 
making of wine and beer.

1 As disposed of by the senate, the 
liquor fight, so far as whisky goes, is 
a complete victory for the “drys,” but 
as it affects beer and wine they were 
obliged to capitulate to the “wets.” 
The house, it is believed, will uphold 
the liquor legislation evolved by the sen­
ate. In the bill as passed by the house 
the manufacture of all alcoholic bever­
ages was prohibited, but the president 
was empowered to authorize the making 
of wine to save perishable products 
from going to waste.

The substitute whisky sectioif adopt­
ed makes it mandatory for the presi­
dent to take over all stocks of whisky, 
rum, gin and brandy in bond, but stip­
ulates that owners of the stocks taken 
must be paid the actual cost of them, 
plus 10 per cent. All these stocks the 
government must gather in when the 
food bill becomes operative.

In the debate on the floor of the sen­
ate fit was estimated that there were 
at present approximately 250,000,000 
gallons of whiskey In bond. If the gov­
ernment takes this over it will entail 
an outlay of 76 cents a gallon, which is 
approximately the cost price, or $187,- 
500,000, besides the 10 per cent, mar­
gin allowed, which would add $18,- 
750,000, an aggregate of 206,250,000. In

New York, July 10—Samuel Schneid- 
erman, sixty years old, was pressing a 
pair of trousers in his little shop on the 
first floor of 181 Second street when 
a young man walked in and began to 
talk with him. A few moments later 
Schneiiierman started from the room; 
the visitor spoke to him and the old 
man turned to be shot through the 
stomach.

Taking $100 in 
cash and the old man’s watch and 
chain the assailant escaped through a 
window.

Neighbors heard the shots, and when 
they got to the old man found him al­
most unconscious. An ambulance was 
called and he was taken to Bellevue 
Hospital, where he died.

Schneiderman told detectives that he 
had been attacked by Benjamin Assarts, 
a friend of his boy, Samuel Schnelgjtr- 
man. _

The detectives went to the home of 
Assmiss at 618 Fifth street, and after 
waiting an hour Benjamin came in. 
He was arrested, and the detectives 
searched his home, and said that they 
found in a trunk a blood-stained re­
volver with a broken butt. 'They said 
that pieces found on the floor of 
Schneiderman’s tailor shop fitted the 
broken handle.

Young Assmis was taken to police 
headquarters where, after a long ques­
tioning, the police say, he confessed.

Fredericton, July 10.—At an inquest 

into the death of Joseph Francis, a 
Kingsclear Indian, whose body was 
found in the St. John River on July 2, 
the coroner’s jury last night brought in 
a verdict that, no postmortem having 
been lriade, the jury was unable to as­
sign the cause of death.

Thirteen witnesses, all but one In­
dians of the St. Mary’s or French Vil­
lage reserves, gave evidence. The gen­
eral trend of the evidence was that the 
dead man had been in the company of 
Robert Brooks, a St. Mary’s Indian, 
during the greater part of June 24. With 
other Indians they had drunk three -bot­
tles of gin. Brooks and Francis were on 
the best of terms the whole day. They 
last were seen drifting down the river 
under the influence of liquor.

Montreal, July 10—The public en­
quiry into the charges against Hon. Robt. 
Rogers opened this morning, and lasted 
thirty-one and a half minutes. Mr. 
Rogers was questioned on a matter of 
detail affecting the sending of a telegram 
from North Bay, bi 1911. His examin­
ation lasted possibly one minute. Then 
counsel for Mr. Rogers announced that 
they would forego oral argument, con­
tenting themselves witli submitting a 
written statement of the case, as they 
weighed it. This statement was turned 
over to the investigating commissioners, 
Sir Ezekiel McLeod and the Hon. Mr.

In this war the persons who stay at 

home will constitute the “home gu» 
not because there is likelihood of a. 
vasion that will necessitate their sh 
dering rifles, but because they constltu 
that branch of the nation’s army that 
is required to perform its part in the 
war at home.

Our soldiers will fight In the trenches; 
“home guard” will raise their food, 

make the clothing and pay the bills. The 
hazard in the one case is greater than 
that in the other, but the need of the 
cne 
other.

Just as the soldiers in the fighting 
branch of the army must be organized 
and disciplined, so the producing part 
of the army must be organized and dis­
ciplined. Those who stay at home must 
be prepared to “obey orders” and under­
take with vim the tasks allotted to them; 
and ultimate victory is as likely to be 
determined by the one branch of the 
army as by the other.

Every community that has not put It­
self “on a war basis” should do so at 
once; for the time is coming when com­
munities that neglect to “do their bit” 
will 6e pointed at by the finger of 
exactly as the individual “slacker” is 
scorned today. The community must 
be a unit in the programme of prepar­
edness and defense.

If leadership be required in the army 
proper, it is equally important in the 
“Home guard.” Leadership always hart 
been needed in the community to enable t 
it to perform its normal functions; lead­
ership is indispensable to the perform- 

of the community’s duty in sup­
port of the nation in the war. There can 
be no leadership, no organization, with­
out submission to authority, without 
obedience to orders.

der the amended act is in full force in 
Alberta.

The new amendments to the liquor 
act were scheduled to become effective 
July 1, but three days of grace were 
given the dealers and mail order houses 
in which they might close up business. 
The new regulations are now effective 
In toto. Under the amended act, as 
now in force, lt is not permissible for 
any person in Alberta to keep liquor in 
excess of one quart of spirits and two 
gallons of malt. This automatically 
rules out everything in the way of 
warehouses and commission firms, and 
the several establishments in the city 
that were doing business under the for­
mer system have closed their doors ac­
cordingly.

It is also a provision of the new act 
that there shall be no advertising of any 
description in the interests of any kind 
of liquor. This applies not only to 
newspaper advertising, but to the dis­
play of electric signs, bill posting, or 
circularising by mail, the law expressly 
stipulating that there shall be no at­
tempt to advertise liquor within the 
province in any way or form.
