Therefore it makes the foUowing final 
proposai

“If the German and Austro-Hungar­
ian governments wUl reserve wholly to 
the civU populations of occupied terri­
tory the entire produce of the soil, all 
Uve stock and all stocks of food, fodder 
and fertilizers In those territories, and 
if they wiU admit to those territories 
neutrals selected by the President of the 
United States, wih fuU powers to con­
trol the distribution to the whole popu­
lation and to transfer from one territory 
to another surplus stocks existing in one 
and lacking in the other, and if the 
President of the United States wiU un­
dertake the selection of these agents, His 
Majesty’s government wUl give them 
every assistance, and admit into such 
territories any imported food suppUes 
necessary to supplement native stocks, 
and afford the population a fair subsist­
ence ration so long as it Is satisfied that 
the enemies are scrupulously observing 
their part of the agreement.

If this offer Is refused, or a reply delay- 
until the harvest in the occupied terri­
tory begins to be gathered, His Majesty’s 
government wiU hold them responsible, 
and wiU exact such reparation as can be 
secured by the allied arms or enforced 
by the opinion of the neutral world for 
every civilian life lost through insufficient 
nourishment In the territory occupied.”

Captain J. A. Demers, wreck commis­
sioner, began an enquiry in the court 
house this morning into the cause of the 
Royal Mail Steam Packet liner Tyne 
running aground on the Muir Ledges on 
last Sunday morning.

He 
weighed anchor on last Saturday at 4.20 
p. m. At that time a southwesterly wind 
was • blowing and he was able to see 
about eight miles. At five o’clock a 
dense fog set in. At that time he con­
sidered that his ship had gone about 
four or five miles. He had not used the 
log, as it was not in very good working 
order.

He was then questioned regarding the 
course he took, and gave detailed explan­
ation with the aid of a chart. He told ! 
of his reckoning until 8.27 when he de­
cided to reduce the speed. He consid­
ered that the ship was at that time 
making about six knots. At ten o’clock j 
he stopped and took a sounding, mak-1 
ing forty-seven fathoms. At midnight he i 
heard a sound and stopped the ship. He | 
then distinctly heard the fog horn blow­
ing at Digby Gut. From that on during 
the night he kept taking soundings.

At six o’clock in the morning the lead 
showed 100 fathoms, but at 7.20 o’clock 
he noticed a disturbance in the sea and 
when a casting was made he found that 
they were in twenty-seven fathoms.

The sad Intelligence of. the death of 
Murray Jamieson, Clover Hill, was re­
ceived on Tuesday by his parents, Mr. 
and Mrs. Alex. Jamieson. Murray Jam­
ieson was every inch a hero, and the 
story of his military service might well 
bring the blush of shame to some of 
those who drilled, with him at Camp 
Sussex.

He was in New York when war broke 
out, and wrote home that he intended 
to enlist, and first thought of going with 
Major Anderson, of Moncton, who was 
then recruiting an artillery unit. Mur­
ray had been with the 19th Battery. He 
decided not to go, however, in deference 
to his mother’s wish, and later thought 
of joining the 26th. Finally he resigned 
a splendid position with a large hard­
ware concern and left for England, were 
he enlisted with the Middlesex Regi­
ment, one of the crack Infantry bat­
talions of the Motherland.

For some months he fought In many 
actions, and, although he was wounded, 
he never wrote of his injury to his par­
ents, not caring to cause them unneces­
sary worry.

On June 21st he entered the trenches, 
and after two weeks’ service was badly 
wounded during the big offensive, in 
which none won more credit than the 
Middlesex Regiment.

The letter conveying the sad news of 
his death was as follows:
Dear Mrs. Jamieson:

X regret to inform you that your son, 
Private Jamieson, of the M. G. Corps, 
has died of wounds in the hospital on 
July 4th. He has been laid to rest in a 
quiet cemetery near. A cross bearing his 
name, regiment and date of death will 
be erected and a record kept.

I hope that God will be 
you and give you grace to carry your 
cross. It may be a consolation to know 
that your son has died for his country 
and that his sacrifice will not be in vain. 
It must one day produce the fruits of lib­
erty and righteousness.

The Mexican army of today is as dif­

Six years ago, 
the Mexican army was composed of the 
riffraff of Mexico, convicts, political 
prisoners, drab slaves who served be­
cause they owed money to some friend 
of those in power. Unlike the “rurales,” 
who having been bandits and highway­
men, still preserved their air of free­
dom and independence because they had 
been bought and not enslaved, the regu­
lar army of the Diaz administration 
was herded to its work as the Russians 
were driven into battle at Port Arthur 
or bound, as Guatemalan soldiers are 
chained to their barracks lest they flee.

Today, the Mexican army is compos­
ed of free men, most of them bandits, 
it is true, many of them murderers, few 
of them to be trusted out of sight of 
their commanding officers, but all fight­
ing because they want to fight, not be­
cause they have to fight. And those 
who judge the coming opposition of the 
Mexican army of 1916 by that which 
the forces of Santa Ana put up nearly 
seventy years ago are as mistaken as 
those who would attempt to compare 
the Armada with the British North Sea

which to carry our exports" and Im­
ports. The British blacklist does not 
strike all houses with German Interests, 
and there is probably something behind 
this peculiar favoritism which will not 
be made public by those who have es­
caped the dragnet. England is play­
ing with our trade interests like a cat 
with a mouse and the state of uncer­
tainty is part of the game which keeps 
those who are favored from rushing to 
help those who are blacklisted. News­
papers express honest indignation and 
talk of the strong resentment expressed 
by the public, but bankers and mer­
chants who have not been blacklisted 
arc keeping quiet and the stories of 
general protests in business and financial 
circles are grossly exaggerated. This 
is a confession of our lamentable de­
pendence on English shipping companies, 
and it is our own fault that we find our­
selves in such a humiliating position. In 
the early half of the last century we 
would have been able to defy England. 
With the necessary ships we could do 
so now. As it is, our foreign trade 
would be wiped out by a misunderstand­
ing that would not involve us in actual 
war. All the Allies would have to do 
would be to tell us to carry our own 
goods to market and we would be left 
high and dry. Such a blow just before 
the end of the war would seriously dis­
organise our trade relations and put us 
behind at the start of the race fpr com­
mercial supremacy.

“We can do nothing but protest. The 
British government has a right to print 
a blacklist in a London newspaper and 
we have no standing in diplomatic us­
age or international law when it! comes 
to making a protest. If our protest is 
unheeded we can retaliate, but we may 
not gain any advantage if we do.”

That the Allies will take measures 
after the war to protect themselves 
against German competition in trade 
and industry is assured. They have 
learited a severe lesson. In the mean­
time, however, they are justified in 
closing every possible avenue for Ger­
man trade, as a war measure, pure and 
simple; and that is really to the advan­
tage of neutral countries in the long 
run; for they would have nothing to 
gain and much to lose in the event of 
German success, or even a dead-lock as 
a result of the war.

EIGHTY DAYS
This to the eightieth day since 

Hon. P. G. Mahoney was appointed Min­
uter of Public Works. He is still Min­
ister of Public Works—the big spend­
ing department—though rejected by the 
people. How much longer will Lleuti- 
Gov, Wood permit this gross violation of 
the principles of responsible government 
to continue?

AN AMERICAN VIEW 
The British blacklist is not kindly re­

ceived in the United States. It is aim­
ed at Germany and German trade, but 
American interests will be somewhat af­
fected, and therefore a protest has been 
entered. The New York Commercial, 
however, points out that to protest is 
about all the United States can do. It 
takes the view that the aim of Britain 
is to destroy Germany’s trade with all 
neutral countries and place herself in a 
position to lead In the race for financial 
and commercial supremacy after the 
war. Of course the immediate purpose 
of the Allies to to cripple Germany now, 
and the blockade is a war measure; but 
Its effect will of course be as the Com­
mercial describes, in relation to the 
period after the war. But the Commer­
cial article is interesting as a statement 
of the case from the American stand­
point. We quote;

“The great race for commercial and 
financial supremacy will begin the min­
ute the war ends and Germany will be 
badly handicapped if her merchants and 
agents in neutral countries are weakened 
and their trade connections disorganized 
so that they will be unable to go ahead 
as efficiently as before when Germany 
is once more able to reach outside mar­
kets.

:w monotonous. Protest Prohibition Act.THE GOVERNMENT AND Halifax liquor men, through their 
counsel, Eugene Lafleur( K. C., of Mon­
treal, and Humphrey Mellish, K. C., -of 
Halifax, presented argument to the min­
ister of justice yesterday at Ottawa ask­
ing for the disallowance of the Nova 
Scotia prohibition measure recently pass­
ed. The line of argument used was that 
along with eighty retailers and ten 
wholesale men, 150 clerks were put on 
the street, while $850,000 worth of liquor, 
which is on hand, cannot be disposed of. 
The fees paid by the liquor men for 1 heir 
license in February last amountd to $80,- 
000 and was for the current year. Then 
the act passed in June, but no arrange­
ment was made for refunding the bal­
ance of the license for the remainder of 
the year. The fees have gone to city ; 
treasurer at Halifax and'are being held j 
by the city.

News of the bayonetting by the Hun* 
of Dr. Haight of the C.M.R. while in hi* 
dressing dug-out caring for the wound­
ed is told in a letter Ju*t received by 
Crown Attorney J. Seymour Corley 
from Capt. M. M. Crawford, Ontario 
Military Hospital, Orpington. Dr. 
Haight was the cousin of Chas. Smyth, 
an honor graduate of Osgoode Hall, 
who is connected with the Crown At­
torney’s Arm. Capt. Crawford writes i 
“Let me warn you never to trust any­
thing with even a smell of German about 
him. There is only one good German, 
and that is a dead one, but make sure 
that even he Is deed before you trust 
him. On the Snd of June, when our Can­
adians lost , some of their front trenches, 
they had to leave behind Dr. Haight of 
the C. M. R.’s who was in his dressing 
dug-out caring for the wounded and ab­
solutely unprotected. When our boys 
retook the trenches on June 11 they 
found Haight bayonetted to deaths as 
were also the seventeen wounded he had 
In the station,with him.

From the beginning of the war it was 
recognised that a man offering his body 
to defend our cause should have eon, ■ 
pensation for any injury his body might 
suffer in the carrying out of that task. 
A scale of pensions was adopted both 
for disabled soldiers and for their de­
pendants, in proportion to the degree of 
disability. A revised scale, involving a 
large increase of expenditure, was lately 
agreed to by a parliamentary commit­
tee and is already in force.

A pension alone, however, will not re­
store the injured man to his place as an 
active and useful member of the com­
munity ; and that has to be done, by 
some means or other, both in the com­
munity's interest and in his own.

A very few of the injured will be 
found so totally helpless that this restor­
ation is impossible. On the other hand, 
judging by experience so far, a large 
majority, in spite of their injuries, will 
Still be fit for their former work. But 
'between these two classes will be many 
men with injuries either handicapping 
them seriously in their old occupations 
or barring them out altogether.

Such men must not be condemned to 
perpetual uselessness. They would not 
thank us for that» They are not of the 
backboneless kind, or they would hard­
ly have thrown themselves into the war. 
They did not enlist to be -coddled or 
spoon-fed, and they will not want to be 
coddled and spoon-fed now. Having re­
covered their strength, they will natural­
ly expect to use It. The question simply 
is—How t

,To begin with, their disability can of- 
be lessened by what Is called “func- 

nal re-education." By special exer­
cises, with or without the aid of ingen­
ious apparatus invented for the purpose, 
the muscles mutilated by wounds and 
operations, and weakened by compulsory 
disuse, can recover some of their strength 
and become once more accustomed to 
exertion. Then, by “vocational ^e-educa­
tion,” the men can be enabled to return 
to their original trades ; or, when that Is 
impossible 
helped to
cupatlon. There is no intention, by the 
way, to provide re-education for men 
who do not need It.

The parliamentary committee decided 
that the cost not only of pensions and 
artificial limbs, but also of this voca­
tional training should be paid by the 
dominion government.

The Military Hospitals and Convales­
cent Homes Commission, with Sir James 
Lougheed at its head, has already given 
a great deal of consideration to the mat­
ter, and has taken steps to organise the 
training required In many parts of the 
country. The complete establishment of 
the system may be expected very sooni 
for the government, by order-ln-council, 
has just adopted » report of the Military

London, June 86.—(Correspondence of 

the Associated Press.)—The Heuter cor­
respondent at Saloniki writes of the suc­
cessful transport of the Serbian army 
from Corfu to Saloniki:

"The Allies have another wonderful 
feat to their credit, Over 100,000 men 
have been brought through seas infest­
ed with submarines, with never a mis­
hap or the loss of one man, 
astounding performance, especially If 
we take Into consideration the means 
the enemy undoubtedly possessed of 
knowing all about every departure and 
the seal with whiçh the Austrian N 
boats, particularly, must have sought 
the prise of a transport. But in spite 
of their vigilance and their daring and 
their ruthlessness, they have not been 
able to Interfere with the steady flow of 
troops which has poured into Saloniki 
regularly, methodically and unceasingly 
for the past four weeks.

"The vessels have been entirely French 
transports, and great praise is due to 
skippers and crews for the manner in 
which they have accomplished their 
dtuies, but both French and Serbians 
gladly and gratefully recognize that their 
achievement would not have been pos­
sible without the British navy ; that 
only the constant vigil and unceasing 
patrolling of our warships has made 
these Mediterranean seaways clear and 
safe.

(Bradstreets)
Rural credit legislation at length took 

shape this week in the form of the fed­
eral farm. loan act, which became a law 
on Monday through the signature of 
President Wilson. This act aims to pro­
mote agricultural prosperity by enabl­
ing farmers to borrow money on the se­
curity of farm mortgages at a reason­
able rate of interest and for relatively 
long periods. Two farm mortgage sys­
tems are provided under the new law; 
one for operating through regional land 
banks and the other through joint Stock 
banks. Both are to be under the super­
vision of a Federal Farm Loan Board in 
the Treasury Department, composed of 
the Secretary of the Treasury as chair­
man ex officio and four members ap­
pointed by the President. Under the 
bill the country is to be divided into 
twelve farm loan districts, in each of 
which a federal land bank is to be es­
tablished with a subscribed capital stock 
of not less than $760,000, shares being 
$6 each. Branches may be established 
by each bank within itp district. With­
in thirty days after the stock is offered 
for sale it may be purchased by any 
one; thereafter the stock remaining un­
sold is to be bought by the Secretary 
of the Treasury for the government,
•which, however, will not receive any 
dividends on its stock. Provision Ls 
made for transferring the original 
stock at par to associations or borrow­
ers ,who, it is expected, will ultimately 
own all the stock in the banks.

London, July 28—Since the completion of the capture of Pozieres, the news 
from the British front in France is mainly of artillery actions and testing 
encounters at various points .on the German line. The comparative lull and 
hot, hazy weather, It Is assumed have given the Germans an opportunity to 
bring up further troops and guns with a view to renewed attempts to recap­
ture Pozieres, where, however, according to unofficial reports, the British troops 
have further consolidated their positions. Tonight's official reports shows .that 
there has been hard fighting all day, with some fluctuations of fortune, but that 
in the end the British improved their positions northeast of Pozieres, and in the 
vicinity of Longueval and Delville Wood.

Similarly, from the eastern front there is little fresh news. There is much 
comment in the European capitals on the effect the loss of the last great Turk­
ish fortress in Armenia, from which place the Turks are said to be fleeing, 
owing to exhaustion of their ammunition supplies, is likely to have in Con­
stantinople, and also as to the influence this defeat, conjoined with the success 
of the Russians towards Brody, in opening the road to Lemberg, will have in 
Greece and Roumanie. ....

O. C The New Field Ambulance 
Corps—He Accepts Post

Ottawa, Ont, July 28—The weekly 
lye-witness report from the militia de­
partment relates several minor incidents. 
There has been no heavy fighting on the 
Canadian front. It reads in part:—

“In general during the last week hosl 
tile artillery fire was unusually light, but 
jn two occasions sections of the Cana­
dian front were subjected to an intense 
bombardment by the enemy guns and 
trench mortars. Our batteries respond­
ed vigorously.

“After one of these duels, several small 
parties of the German infantry attempt­
ed to approach the trenches held by bat­
talions from Montreal and Vancouver. 
At all points they were met with rapid 
machine guns and rifle fire and driven 
off.

“The Canadian corps was visited by a 
party of Canadian parliamentarians, 
sisting of Sir George Foster, Senators 
Landry, Belcourt, Ross and Dennis, and 
Messrs. Rhodes, Nickle, Shepherd, 
Knowles, and Armstrong. Another vis­
itor at the front was N. W. Rowell of 
Toronto.” ____________

Major G. G. Corbett, M. D., has ac­

O. C. 1st Infantry Brigade, New Bruns­
wick, and will be made the commanding 
officer of the new Field Ambulance 
Corps that is now being raised in New 
Brunswick. The announcement of this 
appointment will be read with universal 
satisfaction throughout the city and in 
the province. Dr. Corbett is at present 
in England, having a position in the 
Bearwood Hospital, England, after a 
most creditable record at the front.

News of the appointment reached 
headquarters this morning in a letter 
from Colonel McLean to Lt.-Col. P. A. 
Guthrie, and is as follows :—“I have the 
honor to send herewith a letter from 
Major G. G. Corbet, accepting the ap­
pointment of officer commanding the 
new Field Ambulance to be raised in 
New Brunswick.”

In the letter from Major Corbet, writ­
ten from the Canadian Convalescent Hos­
pital, Bearwood, Wokingham Berks, he 
writes in part: “If appointed I will do 
my utmost to make the unit a success, 
not alone for myself but for the glory 
and honors of our native city arid prov­
ince.”

Major Bishop has been acting O. C. 
for this unit.

Sergeant E. S. Cosman, who has been 
attached to the subordinate staff of head­
quarters has been transferred to the 62nd 
guard and will receive the rank of lieu­
tenant.
