Quebec Forbids Building Border Houses; 
Step Taken in War Against Bootleggers

Quebec, Jan. 31—Trouble Is brewing for bootleggers and others who 
take advantage of International and interprovincial conditions for unlaw­
ful purposes. Honore Mercier, Minister of Lands and Forests, will Introduce 
a bill to prevent the building of houses on International and interprovincial 
boundary lines, and the United States and sister provinces In Canada are 
expected to enact similar legislation.

Under the projected bill It will be Impossible to build a house partly In 
Canada and partly in the United States, or partly In Quebec and partly In 
Ontario, or partly In Quebec and New Brunswick. Houses under this law 
cannot be built within sixty feet of the border line of the Province of 
Quebec In either direction. When the United States, Ontario and New 
Brunswick pass similar legislation It will become harder for bootleggers and 
others engaged In unlawful commerce to carry on.

Yet although 
our modern prophets frequently pic­
ture the future as drawing its electri­
cal energy from harnessed tides, actu­
ally little has been done in that direc­
tion beyond experiments on a small

France promises the first extensive 
test of the practicability of harnessing 
the tides. At L’Aber-Vrach, on the 
north coast of- the peninsula of Brit­
tany, there is a strong tidal flow up 
and down the channel of the small 
river Dlouris. In general the conditions 
resemble those of the Bay of Fundy, 
though on a reduced scale, the maxi­
mum differential between rise and fall 
being 25 feet as against Fundy’s 65 
feet.

It is proposed to harness 
river with two dams, one to impound 
tide water and one to control the 
stream itself. French engineers esti­
mate that the tidal water wiU produce

Beef liver Is never as high in price 
as calf’s, but neither is it as desirable.

Methods for the prevention and relief 
of unemployment in Canada were dis­
cussed at this morning’s session of the 
Social Service Council of I Canada. 
The discussion took place during con­
sideration of the report of the commit­
tee on industrial life. The report of 
the committee on the family occa­
sioned considerable discussion on the 
matter of marriage laws, during 
which a more strict supervision of the 
wedding ceremony was urged by sev­
eral speakers. The report of the 
committee on political purity and the 
franchise was also presented. . 
Industrial Life.

Discussing the report on industrial 
life, Prof. John Line, Mount Allison, 
urged the adoption of a constructive 
radicalism which would get at the 
root of the unemployment problem 
without destroying the fabric of the 
present systems.

He said that Canada was bound to 
be an Industrial nation and steps 
should be taken now that would pre­
vent the usual causes of unemploy­
ment as well as those due to the cli­
matic and seasonal conditions in the 
country. He regretted it was usually 
found that the first to suffer by un­
employment were the workers, and In 
most cases the willing workers.

Dr. W. C. Keirste&d said that back 
of the Imperfections of the industrial 
system were the imperfections of hu- 

nature. He sa'd there could not 
be any peace until the world was di­
vided, not according to forts, but ac­
cording to the requirements of its 
people. He said the day would come 
when the League of Nations or some 
such body must say “This is your ter­
ritory” and “That is yours,” .according 
to the needs of the particular country.

Speaking of the difficulties encount­
ered in the industrial situation, he’ 
doubted if the ethics of the business 
world were not as high as either the 
legal or medical professions. He said 
there was an over-emphasis on the 
pecuniary interest in industry, as 
pared with the economic and oth 
teoests. He said that the problem of 
distribution of population today was 
» greater one than the distribution of 
wealth.

of Will S. Hayes as “czar of movle- 
dom” Is one of the alleged objects of 
a suit begun In the United States 
District Court here by Sidney E. 
Samuelson, proprietor of the Park 
Theatre, at Newton, N. J., who charges 
that he has suffered from a conspir­
acy in restraint of trade in violation 
of the Sherman anti-trust law. He 
asks $450,000 damages. Besides Mr. 
Hays, defendants in the action in­
clude the Famous Players-Laskey Cor­
poration, Fox Film Corporation, As«o- 
cited First National Pictures, Inc., 
Goldwyn Pictures Corporation and 
Metro Pictures Corporation.

At the office of the Motion Picture 
Producers and Distributers of Amer­
ica, Inc., 522 Fifth avenue, which is 
Mr. Hays’ headquarters as “dictator” 
of the film industry, it was said that 
Mr. Samuelson’s difficulties had al­
ready led to the filing of a suit in the 
State courts.

In the absence of Mr. Hays, Court- 
land Smith, secretary of the corpora­
tion, gave out the following state­
ment:—

“Neither Mr. Hays personally nor 
as president of the Motion Picture 
Producers and Distributers of Amer­
ica, Inc., nor the association itself, is 
in any way involved in the alleged 
action leading up to the Samuelson 
suit.”

One of the purposes of the suit Is 
said to be to contest the right of any 
industry to appoint a “dictator.” Mr 
Samuelson and those associated with 
him contend that such procedure tends 
to centralize the control of an indus­
try in the hands of a few and that it 
is illegal and invalid under the spirit 
of the Sherman law.

David L. Podell, it is reported, will 
be associated as trial counsel in the 
action with Norman H. Samuelson of 
50 East Forty Second street, the attor­
ney of record. Benjamin S. Hirsh of 
233 Broadway Is mentioned as asso­
ciate counsel. Mr. Podell, who has 
figured in anti-trust prosecution, was 
special assistant to Attorney General 
Daugherty In several successful Gov­
ernment actions against combinations 
formed to control building materials, 
lie also was prominent in. the rent law 
cases against landlords.

The plaintiff alleges proprietors and 
of motion picture theatres have 

been blacklisted by producers and dis­
tributers for the purpose of aiding 
their supposed effort to monopolize 
the business. The complaint charges 
that exhibitors have been prevented 
from receiving the proper supply of 
films to carry on their business.

The plaintiff asserts the producers 
and distributers forced him to close 
Ins theatre on several occasions and 
that they made it difficult for him to 
obtain films of a quality which would 
enable him to do business profitably.
