M. Emmeline Pankhurst had an-
nounced that would lead a great proces-
sion to the royal residence, but it was
said she would probably be arrested. The
police formed a complete ring around
the palace and its grounds, as the wo-
men had threatened to scale the high
walls. All detectives from police head-
quarters at Scotland Yard were on duty
and a body of 1,000 more patrolmen
were held in reserve in case of emer-
gency.

To throw the - suffragettes off the
track, the king and queen did not go
direct to Buckingham Palace after
reaching London, but drove to Marlbor-
ough House, the residence of Dowager

Queen Almg'ldra.
Great cfowds had gathered around

learned that the king and queen had
changed their plans because of the
threats of the suffragettes, murmurs
against the women were heard.

King George wore the uniform of a
field marshal of the British army, and
he replied with a military salute to the
cheers of the people in the main streets.
Mrs. Pankhurst did not appear early
in the day. Besides the police there
were a dozen ambulances in front of
the palace and numerous squads of foot
and mounted men massed at strategic
points in the vicinity.

The Women Appear.

The suffragettes were expected about
four o'clock this afternoon. They as-
sembled at Whitehall and decided to
march upon Buckingham Palace and
demand admission. With flying banners
they moved upon the palace, scattering
suffrage literature right and left. When
told that King George and Queen Mary
were at Marlborough House the leaders
declared “they would camp at the palace
until Their Majesties returned no matter

The skirt forms the subject of this
article because it is a very fashionable
model for independent wear. The ma-
teriat should be laid open and half of
the pattern laid upon it and cut out.

“TTT” perforations and should be
placed on a lengthwise fold. The low-
er front and back of the skirt are mark-
ed for either round or square outline,

After the skirt is cut, proceed with
the making. First, close the center-
front seam, which is easily distinguish-
ed by the perforations. This can be
piped, if desired, the fold of pip-
ing being stitched on at the same time
the seam is closed. | The back seam is
then closed, the edges being left free
above single large “O” perforations for
the placket. Now, adjust stay to posi-
tion underneath the skirt; stitch upper
edges together and gather skirt to fit
the stay.

Leads Attack on The C. N. R.

Agreement

MINISTERS ROUTED

Misleading Statement of Hon. Mr.
White Exposed — Dr. Pugsley
Insists That Mackenzie & Mann
Should Pledge Personal For-

tunes

Ottawa, May 20—Hon. William Pugs-
ley, member for St. John, the Liberal
hero in the great fight on the naval de-
bate last session, signalized his return to
parliament this morning by promptly
tangling up the government apologists
for the MacKenzie & Mann deal. When
the house opened he was there in his
seat smiling through the smoke from the
Gatineau forest fires, which has hung
like a pall in the chamber throughout
the day. And the government smelt
trouble as soon as it caught sight of
him.

They got it too, for Dr. Pugsley came
into the fight at the very start, and
throughout the day and night sessions
kept the front row of the government
busy defending the various points of
their proposals. Great strength has
been added to the opposition by the ad-
dition of the keen legal mind, and fight-
ing spirit of the member from St. John.

The most excitement of the day oc-
curred, however, when Mr. MacDonald
recalled the “gift” of $7,000,000 of the
Canadian Northern stock, which the
minister of finance had secured last ses-
sion as part return for the $15,000,000
subsidy to the company. Mr. White had
led the house to believe that this $7,000,-
000 was part of the then authorized and
issued stock of MacKenzie & Mann. He
had declared that the country was get-
ting one-tenth of that stock. As a mat-
ter of fact the company had simply turn-
ed out the extra amount on its printing
press and that was what the country
had got.

“He misled the country,” remarked the
member for Pictow

The temper of the minister could
stand no more. “When the member for
Pictou declares that I deliberately mis-
led this house he says what is not true.
I am unable, owing to the rules, to say
to him here what I would say outside
the precincts of this chamber,” declared
the irate minister. 4

Mr. MaeDonald cafne back to the at-
tack. “Here is the watchdog of the |
treasury,” he said, “and he admits to this i
house that he did not know enough
about the bargain last year to tell par-
liament what the amount of stock in
the company was. No minister of finance
was even in the position before of not
knowing what he was buying with the
country’s money. If the statement last
year was not an error of judgment, the
minister was guilty of the most positive
negligence in his dealings with the C.
N. R. I am not saying that he deliber-
ately fnisléd the house, but 1 do say
that he was guilty of absolute negligence
and did mislead the house, because of
that negligence, and because he didn’t
know what he was getting with the
public funds.”

Dr. Pugsley held that the finance min-
ister should make an explanation of his
statement to the house last year that
in return for the guarantee then given
the government was getting one-tenth
of the C. N. R. stock when, as it after-
wards turned out, and as already point-
ed out by E. M. MacDonald of Pictou,

they were getting but one-eleventh, since
the railway had issued $7,000,000 more
stock immediately.

He criticized the government’s at-|
tempt to take credit for the routing ofi
traffic over the C. N. R. to Canadian
points, and thought it was a dangerous |
| provision by which the C. N. R. was|
i given the right to define over what por-
tions of the government railways they
could get running rights.

Hon. W. T. White explained that he
had not been in the house when Mr. |
MacDonald had made statements in this
regard. Turning up Hansard of last|
year he pointed out that he had said
the government would obtain “one-tenth
of the authorized capital of the com-
pany, $70,000,000.” As a matter of fact
the authorized capital at the time was
$92,000,000 and he had been in error in|
rating it as $70,000,000 when interrup‘ted!
in the middle of a speech; still it was
evident from what he had said that
he had meant the house to get the im-
pression that the one-tenth of the $70,-
000,000 or $7,000,000 received, was from
the authorized, not the issued capital.
He had not misled the house.

Mr. Pugsley contended that MacKen-
;zio & Mann should put up their personal |

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DO IT NOW. vide accommodation at West St. John

The future of the port of St. John is
at stake. A delegation from the city
council, which best represents the city,
should proceed at once to Ottawa and
learn definitely whether it is the inten-
tion of the government to provide for
ﬁllir;g in the space behind the new
wharves and erecting the warehouses in
time for next winter’s business. The at-
tention of the government has been di-
rected to the importance of this mat-
ter, but it should be further pressed up-
on them by a delegation from the city
council. If the citizens of St. John do
not realize the imperative necessity for
making immediate provision for filling
in the space behind the wharves they
can easily find out the truth by visiting
the site of the works and asking some
questions. The members of the board
of trade who visited the placé this week
fully understand the condition of affairs,
and that unless prompt action is taken
the city will not be in a position to ac-
commodate the big steamships next
winter. Apparently the government does
not fully understand the situation, and
it is the duty of the city council to sup-
ply the information so that if the work
should not be completed in time for
next winter’s business the blame cannot
be laid at the door of Mayor Frink and
the members of the council. It is un-
fortunate that St. John must constantly
be fighting for its rights, but the thing
must be done. The contractors for the
\wharves say their work will be com-
pleted, but it will be absolutely valueless
unless the space behind the wharves is
filled and the warehouses erected. This
is the most important matter with
which the city council has to deal. There
is nothing else to approach it in im-
portance, so far as the welfare of the
port is eoncerned. Other things can
wait, but this matter of making provis-
gon for the big steamships which Sir
Thomas Shaughnessy says will be sent

" to the port that is able to accommodate

them cannot be delayed without lasting
injury to St. John. It is up to the mayor
and the members of the city council. A
delay of weeks now means a delay of
weeks in com'pletlng the work. The
(citizens should make it clear to the
council that prompt action is expected
of them, so that the government may
have absolutely no excuse, and no rea-
son to say next winter that the urgency
of the case was not soon enough
brought to its attention.

A SIGNIFICANT CONFERENCE

That is a very significant conference
which is being held at Niagara Falls,
on Canadian soil. Representatives of
three South American republics are
there, to discuss and to terminate if
possibfc a very serious dispute between
two North American republics. This
entry of South American countries into
the realm of North American politica
marks a new departure, and directs at-
tention in a very marked manner to
the development that has been in pro-
gress during the last quarter of a cen-
tury in South America. It is said that
a cheerful spirit pervades the conference,
and it may well be hoped that its de-
liberations will result in averting war
between Mexico and the United States.
FEven that would not solve the Mexican
problem, since the conditions in that
country are not such as may be relied
on to ensure lasting tranquility; ‘but if
the horrors of a greater war may be
averted the effect of this conference on
Canadian soil will have far-reaching
consequences.

BORDEN'S NEW, POLICY:
A NAVAL RESERVE

Ottawa, May 20—The government is
arranging for a Canadian naval service
without warships. An order in council
has been passed to create a Canadian
naval reserve similar to that in New
Zealand and Cape Colony. The cost of
the new scheme is estimated at about
$2,000,000 a year, and this will be suf-
ficient to organize some twelve naval
reserve companies of 100 men each, with
three divisions, one at Halifax for the
Atlantic coast, another at Toronto, for
the Great Lakes, and a third at Es-

quimalt for the Pacific. Seamanship,
boat drill, and regular naval drill are to
be some of the subjects taught,
calculated to make them available to
supplement the® requirements of the
British navy in war time. The fisher-
men in the maritime provinces, who are
already expert seamen have a chance to
get an idea of naval service each year,
by using the Niobe and the fisheries
protection cruisers.

GETTING READY FOR THE
ECLIPSE IN AUGUST

Astronomers Prepare For Journey
to Asia to Study Phenomenon

Washington, May 21—The eclipse of
the sun on August 21 next—total in
part of Europe and Asia, and partial in
north-eastern America—is attracting the
widespread attention of astronomers and
scientists, various expeditions being ar-
ranged to witness this phenomena.

On August 21, 1914, the moon will
pass exactly betwesn the earth and the
sun, and there will be a total solar
eclipse. It will not be observed in Am-~
erica, except as a small partial eclipse
at sunrise in the Northern States and
Canada, but in Persia, Russia and Scan-
dnavia the full effect will be seen.

Many European and American part-
fes propose to observe the coming
eclipse. Russians and Scandinavians, be-
ing on the ground, will be most num-
erous, but all the other principal Furo-
pean nations will furnish both govern-
ment and private observing parties. No
official expedition is proposed to repre-
sent the United States government. The
Lick Observatory, of California, will
send an expedition in charge of Director
W. W. Campbell to Russia, and Profes-
sor Todd, director of the Ambherst Col-
lege Observatory, proposes to observe in
Persia.

THREATENING A
FASHION STRIKE

| Tyranny of Style Dictators Likely
B to Be Resented

New York, May 2l1—Are American
women about to combine in a nation-
wide strike against modern styles in
dress? Within a month an ultimatum
may be issued to Dame Fashion which
will cause her more trouble than all the
man-made pulpit thunderings or sump-
tuary laws.

The National Federation of Women’s
Clubs, with nearly a million members,
represepting every state in the union,
will assemble next month in Chicago.
And one of the questions to which the
convention will give serious considera-
tion is the much discussed problem of
modern dress, writes Marguerite Mooers
Marshall in the Evening World.

This is the announcement of Mrs.
Mary I. Wood, manager of the Federa-
tio’s Bureau of information:

“Women have written to me complain-
ing that they were unable to huy skirts
which did not hinder locomotion. Men
have stopped me in the street to call my
sttention to some particularly noticeable
costume (onme of those which covered
everything and concealed nothing), and
have asked if there was not something
that eould be done about it.

“Is it not time that we should cease to
countenance styles set for us by Parisian
houses, regardless of the influence of
such styles on our comfort, taste or sense
of decency? This question must be
answered at our next convention in Chi-
cago in June.”

When I showed this declaration to Dr.
Cecile L. Greil she béamed approvingly.
Dr. Griel, who is the examining physi-
cian at the Manhattan Trade School for
girls, long ago went on a private and in-
dividual strike against modern clothes.
She never wears anything resembling a
corset, and designs ali’er: own frocks
along the lines of Grecian robes and
least resistance.

“There never was a better time than
the present for women to go on a fash-
jon strike,” declared Dector Griel. “For
a year or two a certain latitude in the
styles, a wide variation in the designs
offered, has made me hope that women
would break away gradually from tyran-
nical dressing. If, instead, they weaken
and return to the ahsolutism of the past,
they will give men the best possible
proof that they are not ready for eman-
dipation of any sort.

“You see, as a physician my quarrel
with fashionable dress is the physical
harm it does to women. Tight skirls
“are spoiling the naturally fine carriage
of the American woman and ruining her
nerves. The effect is almost as bad as
the effect of bound feet on Chinese
women. Instead of a fine natural erect-
ness and a swinging, free walk, we poke
our way along, our heads bent and all
our attention focused on the planting of
our steps. Walking should be as un-
conscious as breathing, and there is a
terrific strain on the nerves if one has
to think every time just how to put one’s
foot down.

«Also I anticipate an increase in foot
ktroubles due to the tight skirts. At the
time of their inception many accidents
to the legs and ankles were reported,
particularly in climbing on and off street
cars. The wearer of a tight skirt can-
not put her foot on the ground natur-
ally. She bears too much weight on the
'ncél, where all the nerves in the body are
centered. Tight shoes, another of fash-
ion’s frequent dictates, of course increace
the damage.”

“Besides corsets, you would do away
with all constraining of the waist, would
vou not?” T asked.

“Yes, the ideal costume should hang
from the shoulders,” she replied. “There
should be no strings or skirt bindings
about the middle part of the body. And
even from the ‘point of beauty the long
line from the shoulder to ground is so
much more effective than the line broken
half ‘way down.

“I am not in favor of leaving off
clothes indiscriminately, as so many
women have done during last season.
To go out on a cold winter’s day in a
thin silk dress cut low in the neck, thin
silk stockings, patent leather pumps and
almost no underclothing, is to invite pul-
monary troubles. The increase in pneu-
monia and tuberculosis is undoubtedly
due in part to the scanty dressing of
women.”

Expect 100,000 Bushels of Po-
tatoes For Shipment

DOUBLE THAT IN OATS

Cattle Shipment to Montreal —Hay
is Reported Scarce—Crop Bul-
letins Give Hope For Yield at
Least up to the. Average

(Special to Times.)

Charlottetown, P. E. I, May 21—The
island is now in the middle of spring
shipping season. The opening of navi-
gation was nearly three weeks later than
last year.

It is estimated that more thon 100,000
bushels of potatoes and 200,000 bushels
of oats will be shipped this season. This
week the farmers will be in the midst of
their cropping. The prices for potatoes
range from forty to forty-five cents and
of oats from forty to forty-two cents.
T'he island 'is fast building up a reputa-
tion for seed oats and the greater bulk
of oats shipped will be for seed pur-
poses. Hay is scarce on the island, there
being hardly enough to suply the local
demand. The price ranges from $15 to
$16 a ton.

The Black Diamond steamers Mor-
wenna and Cacouna, running between
Montreal, the Island, the Sydneys and
Montreal, have each made trips to this
port. The outward cargo of the latter
included 160 head of cattle. The price
was about seven cents a pound, ‘live
weight. Owing to the scarcity of feed
in some sections there are more cattle
than usual to dispose of. The Casca-
pedia from Montreal took away a large
cargo of produce.

There is a big rush on the P. E. L
railway and all the available cars are in
use. The readjustment of through
freight rates took place this spring with
tlw result that there are reductions in
some cases and increases in others, but
on the whole there will be a decrease.

The local department of agriculture
will issue a crop report this week. Re-
plies to inquiries so far indicate that
the prospects for a hay crop are fair.
The cattle wintered in good condition,
but the scarcity of fodder and the fact
that the pastures are so late has handi-
capped breeders. Seeding was started
this week but it is about three weeks
Jater than usual. However, there is con-
siderable moisture and the .farmers are
hopeful that the yield of crops on the
whole will be at least up to the average.

VISITS REFINERY

Board of Trade Secretary Study-

ing Local Industries

ONE OF FINEST IN GANADA |

Work Going on Vigorously, But!

Plant Not Ready by June 1—|

St. John Wants More “Get,
" Together * Spirit, He Says

The secretary of the board of trade is |
endeavoring to familiarize himself with |
industrial conditions about St. John.
Yesterday afternoon he visited the At-
lantic Sugar Refinery Company’s new
plant and received a very cordial wel-|
come from Manager Seidenstiker. This
stupendous enterprise is gradually ap-|
proaching completion. The building con-
tract has been virtualy finished and the |
attention of the manager and staff is
now being directed to the installation of
the necessary machinery.

In this department considerable yet
remains to be done, but the work is be-
ing pushed as vigorously as circum-
stances will permit. It will not be pos-
sible to have the plant ready for opera-
tion by June 1, and the manager would
not hazard an opinion as to when the
company would be turning out sugar,
but intimated that there would be no
more delay about it than was absolute-
ly necessary.

The company’s plant will be one of
the finest in Canada, and will be cap-
able of turning out a splendid article.
'The large ten-story building, with its
tall chimney rising many feet above it,
is one of the most conspicuous features
of the landscape as the port is approach-
ed from the sea. It may very fittingly
be characterized as the eastern pillar of
the great gate-way of St. John, while
the C. P. R. elevator on the West Side
of the harbor makes a splendid western;
pillar. With these two great pillars of
industry in operation—the one supplying
sugar for Canada and the markets of the
world, and the other emptying its stores
of golden grain into the ocean steamers
which carry it to the mother land and
elsewhere, St. John will have every
reason to be satisfied with her standing
as an industrial centre and as the winter
grain depot of Canada.

Let’s Get Together

“One of the difficulties that I observe
in connection with my work,” remark-
ed the board of trade secretary, “is the
absence of a co-operative spirit. Every
man is eager that the city shall prosper.
He is proud of his city’s history and is
prepared to throw off his coat and fight
for her good name, but in too many in-
stances his interest ends there. What
we want in St. John is more of a get-
together spirit, more of the spirit of co-
operation. The board of trade offers a
splendid fleld for co-operative effort—
undoubtedly the best that is in the city
—and yet its meetings .are but slightly
attended. :

“If there was more of the co-operative
spirit, our city rulers would know better
what the people want, there would be
less conflict of opinion, less friction
among them over city necessities. We
would know our city better, we could
make a better fight for what we want
than we do now, and the ‘knocker
would speedily find himself out of a
job.

“St. John is undoubtedly making sub-
stantial progress,” remarked the mana-
ger of one of the new industries to the
secretary of the board of trade, the other
day, “but the city is still far behind in
many respects. More attention should be
paid to sanitation. The smallest town
in New England pays more heed to its
sanitary necessities than does the ambi-
tious city of St. John. The stranger
who stands upon one of your uplands
and looks down into the carelessly kept
and fith-strewn backyards below him,
is shocked at the sight and wonders that
the city is the healthy place that it is.
Providence has undoubtedly been kind
to St. John; but it should not be all left
to Providence. The people should help
themselves more. They should support
the efforts that are being made by the
city comymissioners and the board of
health to cleanse and purify the city.

“T'he breeding spots of disease which
exist in so many backyards should be
put out of existence. I would not like
to see a fire, but undoubtedly a fire
would purify some undesirable localities.

I understand
that the board of health is trying to
meet this condition, but it should be
supplied with more money, so that it
could make its work more thorough. I

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OCEAN MALS

(Canadian Courier, May 16) !
A matter of considerable import-
ance to Canadians generally is that
of the delivery of English mails. The
government will soon be called upon
t°. enter into another contract for a
winter mail service. The attitude of
8t. John toward the question differs
from the attitude of Halifax in that,
while: Halifax is asking that their
port shall be named as the sole win-
ter mail port of Canada, St. John 1s
asking that St. John and Halifax
shall be placed on an equal footing.
While Halifax has the shorter ocean
haul, St. John has the advantage in
a shorter rail carriage, so that in the
final result there is practically little
difference between the times of deliv-
ery of the mails in Montreal. The
manager of the trafic department of
the Toronto Board of ‘Trade, who
has been making tests of the service
both ways, says that there is very
little difference in time between the
two ports so far as Toronto is con-
cerned. St. John wants the matter
left open so that the steamship com-
panjes might have the right of mak-
ing their own selection of a port. The
boerd of trade, the city council and
the Trade and Labor Council have
united in a demand upon the govern-
ment that St. John should have a fair
klhare of this mail business.

NOT SO MANY AS
IN YEAR BEFORE

Emergency Hospital Treated Twenty-six
Accident Cases During Winter Port
Season

Although the Emergency Hospital at
West St. John was open this winter for
ten days longer than last year, the num-
ber of cases treated during the winter
just closed was only about one-half of
the number during the previous winter.
This season the hospital was opened on
Nov. 20, 1918 and was closed on May
18, 1914, and twenty-six patients were
treated, while last winter the institution
was open from Nov. 18 to May 6. and
fifty-one injured were cared for.

The cases treated during the season
just closed included: Hands injured, ten;
wounds on head and face, six; foot in-
jured, three; ankle sprained, two; legs
injured, two; contusion of abdomen, in-
ternal injuries, and other injuries, one
each. The only case of a serious nature
was that of internal injuries. The pa-
tient was taken to the General Public
Hospital. He recovered.

The Emergency Hospital ‘has been in
existence now for three or four years
and has proved to be an excellent in-
stitution. Those who have had occas-
jon to be taken there, have spoken in
the highest terms of the treatment re-
ceived at the hands of the doctor and
nurses.

The reduction in the number of ac-
cidents treated at the hospital this sea-
son, as compared with last year is at-
tributed to the fact that there was less
cargo handled at West St. John the last
winter.
