Heavy inroads were made in the demo­
cratic representation in greater New 
York, making gains of niçe counties, 
while in other sections exactly the same 
number of gains was registered.

The Republicans had the best of ft gen­
erally speaking in yesterday’s élections in 
New York city. Tammany retained its 
grip on Manhattan and the Bronx by the 
narrowest margin while the Republican 
fusion ticket had a landslide in Brooklyn.

A meet unexpected blow to the Tam­
many was the loss of control of tljie Board 
of Aldermen which will have thirty-eight 
Republicans and fusion members as against 
35 Democrats. The city’s representation, 
in the state -assembly, the lower house of 
the legislature shows a Republiéân gain 
of about fifteen members.

The loss of the board of aldermen was 
regarded as the hardest blow of the elec­
tion to Leader Murphy of Tammany Hall. 
Brooklyn elected sixteen Republicans to 
the board while the Democrats won in 
only eight districts. In Manhattan and 
Queens the Republicans gained two aider- 
men.

Results in other states showed varying 
results, with little indication of a wide­
spread wave of public sentiment.

In Massachusetts, Governor Foss, De­
mocratic, was re-elected by a reduced 
plurality of about 8,000 compared with 
35,000 one year ago. In Rhode Island, 
Governor Pothier is elected. He is a na­
tive of Quebec.

In New Jersey the assembly is reftqbji- 
can, and the senate will probably be of 
the same political complexion.

The Times last week announced the re­

tirement of Colonel We. F. Cody, Buffalo 
Bill, from public life.

During a career which began as a pony 
express rider, led him through more In­
dian battles than any other living white 
man, and included twenty-eight years as 

® a show man, Colonel Cody became known 
of the most picturesque figures of 

A me* can frontier life.
Buffalo Bill, whose adventures have fired 

the enthusiasm of countless boys and 
aroused the interest of older people, was 
bom in Scott county, la., in 1846. His 
father "was killed in the “Border War” in 
Kansas, and young Cody branched out 
for himself, becoming a pony express rider 
in 1860. The following year he became 
a government scout and guide and was a 
member of the Seventh Kansas Cavalry 
from 1861 to 1865.

While the Kansas Pacific Railway was 
being constructed Cody contracted to fur­
nish the workers with all the buffalo meat 
required. In these days great herds of 
the bison roamed the prairies of the west, 
and Cody had an easy time finding his 
game. In eighteen months, 1867-8, he kill­
ed no less than 4,280 buffalo, the meat ot 
which went to feed the railway construc­
tion workers, while the hides were sold 
to make coats and robes for sleighs. Cody 
thus earned the sobriquet “Buffalo Bill,” 
and his fame became widespread.

He later became a government scout, and 
served in operations against the Sioux and 
Cheyenne Indians. In the battle of In 
dian Creek he killed Yellow Hand, the 
Cheyenne chief, in a hand-to-hand fight. 
He also took part in the battle of Wound- 
ed Knee and many other engagements 
with the Red men. From 1882 up to the 
present he headed his Wild West Show, 
which exhibited in many parts of the 
world. Colonel Cody is judge-advocate- 
general of the Wyoming National Guards. 
He was elected a member of the Nebraska 
Legislature in 1872.

Buffalo Bill is a tall, soldierly looking 
man. His long hair and pointed grey beard 
help to make up his striking appearance. 
He rides a horse like a Centaur.

There’s a little boy with the voice of 

a thrush in hii throat and a musician’s 
soul looking out through his great, sad 
eyes, living at the Skin and Cancer hos­
pital in East Nineteenth street, and one 
of these fine days he is going to be dis­
charged as cured,, when he hopes to start 
on the road to becoming another Caruso, 
says thel New York World.

He. has been in the country only five 
months, and has lived in the hospital all 
of that time, and when he got to New 
York with his father and mother and two 
little sisters, from the town in Russia 
where ' they had lived ,it was discovered 
that the children had ringworms.

The government authorities were about 
to deport the children, but the boy, Isaac 
Weildman, was so bright and clever that 
officials themselves became intersted in 

, his desire to become an American citizen. 
They telephoned to the hospital and it 
was agreed to receive the children there 
and cure them. They are' all more than 
usually intelligent and have already learn­
ed to speak English.

But it is 12-year-old Isaac who has be­
come the most notable one of the fam­
ily. When he sings out in the yard of 
the hospital all ,the windows in the neigh­
borhood are. raised to hear him. Although 
he is a frail lad, even for his twelve years 
his voice is strong and very liquid. He 
is a natural musician and sings with much 
expression.

His selections arc altogether from the 
operas, and he knows many roles com­
pletely. He sings “Rigoletto,” 
vatore,” and many others, but in Rus­
sian. The nurses say that he apparently 
does not care for popular music, but 
amuses himself by the air singing selec- j 
tions from his favorite composers.

The way he came to learn these songs [ 
Isaac explained as follows:

“My papa, when we are in Russia, is I 
a man who makes clothes for the actors j 
in the opera, and attends to their ward-1 

robe. Always, I love music, and to hear 
the people in the theatre to sing. So 
when school is over my papa lets me 
come to the theatre. I can sit in a corner 
on the stage or out in the auditorium 
where it is dark, when the people are re­
hearsing. So I watch, and when they 
practice I listen and see how they sing.

“I learn the roles when the so grand 
tenor and soprano are singing, and soon 
I know the notes as well as they. Then 
in my mind I sing as well as they do, 
and when I go home I sing out loud as I 
heard them sing. I love the music— love 
the lights— love the theatre—and the 
people clapping their hands—and most of 
all I just love the songs.’’

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"Kev. Canon Powell, president of King’s 

College, and Reginald Harris, of Halifax, 
secretary of the King's College extension 
movement, both addressed the synod on 
the subject cf assistance to King's College 
fiom the diocese of Fredericton. The re­
marks of both gentlemen were enthusias­
tically received, Rev. Canon Powell mak­
ing a marked,impression upon his hear­
ers. The general opinion was,, that, with 
him as head of the college, King’s never 
had a better opportunity to expand.

Canon Powell was the first speaker. He 
gave instances of the manner in which 
the campaign for the extension of King's 
College had been received in Nova Scotia. 
Not only had people of the Church, of 
England responded in a most generous 
manner, but those of other denominations 
had also contributed, to the fund for the 
expansion of the oldest collège of Nova 
Scotia and of the colonial empire.

With regard to the contribution of the 
diocese of Fredericton, it.could take any 
form that might be desired. The money 
collected could be invested in New'. Bruns­
wick, and the income devoted to the sup- : 
port of a professor of 'divinity! An en-1 
dowment of $30,000 or $40,000 would be 
ample.

It was not aimed to make King's a .low 
church college * or a high church college. 
It was to be a college for the people of 
the Church of England.

Reginald Harris was the next speaker.
