A female “employment agent’ ’in Ber-|
lin ,says the writer, told her in the pres-
ence of witnesses that she sent children
abroad at prices rdnging from $75 toi
§2,500, a particularly large number going!
to Ruseia. Neither the police, the muni-
¢ipal guardians, nor the children rescue
societies ever created any trouble. Only
a few weeks ago a child had been sent
to a Russian “baron” for $2,500, but in
this case the child came from aristocratic
parents. The average buying price for a
child of working-class parents in Berlin|
is said to be $75, while for children of bet-
ter-class people, more money is paid, rang-
ing up to $1,250 and $2,500 for children of
noble birth.

The publication of the book has created
so great a scandal that the police authori-
ties have been obliged by the pressure f)f|
prblic opinion, to.open a thorough in-|
vestigation into the alleged trading ini
children, and are making exhaustive in-|
quirics into each single case mentioned in
Sister Aremdt’s book.

“INSPEGTOR™ WAS A
CLEVER GRRL THIEF;
ROBBED STORE OF 600

Calmly Went From one Department
to Another Collecting the Day's
Sales Money From Cashiers

Philadelphia, Pa,, Nov. 8— A twenty-
one-year-old girl, described by those she
duped as beautiful and intensely business-
like, planned and carried out a robbery
as bold as it was cunning, when she rob-
bed a large department store of $600 by
impersonating a cash register inspector.

With the money in her possession she
eluded store detectives who were looking

for her and escaped. That the girl did
not succeed in getting away with several
thousand dollars was due to the refusal

of a young cashier in the suit and cloak

department to turn over the balance of
the day’s proceeds to the ‘“inspector.”
She rifled five registers and in each de-
partment gave to the cashier a receipt
signed in a bold, firm hand in the initials
“M. R.C”

That the robbery was carefully planned,
the police declare, is evidenced by the
fact that the girl preceded the regular
inspection, who daily collects the cash, by
but a few minutes. So close was her cal-
culation that while she was getting cash
from one cashier the regular inspector
was collecting from another register only
a few feet away.

The operations of the girl, so far as the
detectives could learn ,were started in
the basement. There, about four o’clock
in the afternoon, without coat or hat,
she made her way to one of the counters.
She told the cashier the regular inspector
had been discharged and she would in the
future make daily collections. = Without
a word further than to ask for a receipt
the cashier turned over about $50 in bills
of small denomination. The ‘‘inspector”
affixed her signature, put the bills in a
small box, a duplicate of the one carried
by the regular inspector, and, taking up
the schedule of the day’s sales, went along.
This was repeated on the main floor.
There the cashier, seeing = the. girl
with the cash box, which, carried open,
revealed bills and the basement counter
over
$125.

But at the cloak department the cashier
became suspicious and refused to turn
over the day’s proceeds, which exceeded

| 84000. The “inspector” did not remon-

strate ,but took the schedule of business
and went to another counter, where she
got $225. The same performance was Te-
peated at several other counters success-
fully, and then she vanished.

HIGH SCHOOL GIRL 5
HOSPITAL HEROINE

Gives Fire Alarm and Looks After
Children While Blaze Rages
Near By

New York, Nov. 8—Charlotte Lloyd, an
18-year-old high school girl, is the heroine
of the Yonkers -City Hospital for conta-
gious diseases. Just convalescing after a
severe attack of scarlet fever, she left her
bed in the night to warn the superintend-
ent, Dr. Elizabeth Holmes, that a fire was
raging in the hospital stable, not twenty-
tive feet from the hospital building.

She then gathered twenty-four children
into a room at the other end of the build-
ing and sang kindergarten songs and told
them “sandman” stories, while night-gown-
ed nurses fought the blaze until the fire-
men arrived.

The children, who, like Miss Lloyd, had
seen the flames through the window, were
badly frightened at first, and ran about
the smoke-filled ward, screaming for their
nurses.

With the aid of two or three of the old-
er children, Miss Lloyd started a game of
tag which wound up in the room farthest
away from the fire, and there she began

exhausted nurses returned after fighting
the fire.

They found the young heroine in the
center of a group, which had been so well
entertained that they were ready to cry
when taken back to their beds.

Another heroine of the fire is Mrs.
Mary Stanfield, a nurse, who dashed
throiugh the smoke and flame to rescue
two horses from the blazing stable. She
wore only a nightgown, and sparks rained
all about her as she ran to the terrified
animals after breaking the lock.

The horses lashed about as the sparks
fell on them, kicking and whinnying with
fright, making it dangerous for anyone to
approach them. Undaunted by the peril,
Mrs. Stanfield led first one horse and then
the other out of the burning stable.

Kmployes of the hospital formed a buck-
et brigade and did what they could but
by the time the firemen arrived the stable
was in ruins. Nothing but the horses had
been saved, for the nurses had devoted
their attention to a line of fire hose which
they had manned. They had used it so
effectively that the hospital building had
hardly been scorched. The firemen had
nothing to do but make sure that the em-
bers of the stable were no longer glowing.

COMMERGAL

A DUEL IN FRANCE

Paris, Nov. 8—Charles Lebargey, of the
Comedie Francaise, former husband of:
Mme. Simone, who is now playing in the
United States, and M. Malherbe, a journ-
alist, fought a duel. Both men were
wounded.

Some time ago M. Lebargey and M.
Alexandre, both of the Comedie Francaise,
were on the point of fighting a duel over
statements attributed to them by inter-
viewers, but it was found that the re-|
porters had misrepresented the statements
made by the actor.

“BUFFALO BiLL”

The Times last week announced the re-
tircment of Colonel Wm, ¥, Cody, Buffalo
Bill, from public life.

During a career which began as a pony
express rider, led him through more In-
dian battles than any other living white
man, and included twenty-eight years as

a show man, Colonel Cody became known
‘as one of the most picturesque figures of
Ame#can frontier life. 7

Buffalo Bill, whose adventures have fired
the enthusiasm of countless boys and
aroused the interest of older people, was
born in Scott county, Ia., in 1848. His
father was killed in the “Border War” in
Kansas, and young Cody branched out
for himself, becoming a pony express rider
in 1860. The following year he became
a government scout and guide and was a
member of the Seventh Kansas Cavalry
from 1861 to 1865.

While the Kansas Pacific;Railway was
being constructed Cody contracted to fur-
nish the workers with all the buffalo meat
required. In these days great herds of
the bison roamed the prairies of the west,
and Cody had an easy time finding his
game. In eighteen months, 1867-8, he kill-
ed no less than 4,280 buffalo, the meat ot
which went to feed the railway comstruc-
tion workers, while the hides were sold
to make coats and robes for sleighs. Cody
thus earned the sobriquet “Buffalo Bill,”
and his fame became widespread.

He later became a government scout, and
served in operations against the Sioux and
Cheyenne Indians. In the battle of In
dian Creek he killed Yellow Hand, the
Cheyenne chief, in a hand-to-hand fight.
He also took part in the battle of Wound-
ed Knee and many other engagements
with the Red men. From 1882 up to the
present he headed his Wild West Show,
which exhibited in many parts of the
world. Colonel Cody is judge-advocate-
general of the Wyoming National Guards.
He was elected a member of the Nebraska
Legislature in 1872.

Buffalo Bill is a tall, soldierly looking
man. His long hair and pointed grey beard
help to make up his striking appearance.
He rides a horse like a Centaur.

14E LAST WORD FROM
THE ELECTIONS N
THF UNTED STATES

New York, N. Y, Nov. 8—Fisttion re-
turns from various states this morning
clear up some of the uncertainties appar-i
ent in the late reports of last night.

In Massachusetts, Governor Eugene N.
Foss, Democrat, will be head of the state
for another year, but he will, as in the
past, be surrounded by state officials
elected by Republicans. Foss was the
only Democratic candidate to pull through
yesterday.

Returns early this morning from Albur-
querque, N. M., indicate a triumph for
the Democratic party. This was the first
election held in New Mexico, which is a
new state. The Republicans, however,
still hope to control the legislature and
elect the two United States senators.

In Maryland at 10 o’clock this morning
the election of - Philips Lee Goldborough,
Republican, as governor was apparent.

There were reversals, from the Republic-
an to the Democratic party in Kentucky
and Ohio. In the former state majorities
were given to practically all the Demo-
cratic candidates and James Bennett Mc-
Creary, governor, was re-elected by more
than 30,000. The state legislature will have

five, sufficient to secure the election to
the United Btates senate of Congressman
Ollie James. ;

Municipal elections in Ohio resulted in
the election of George J. Karb, Democrat,
as mayor of Columbus. Democratic mayors
in Cincinnati and Cleveland also were
elected.

Two states, New York and New Jersey,
replaced Democratic ‘assemblies with Re-
publican. New York elected an assembly
that will have ‘a Republican majority
greater than the present Democratic ma-
jority in the lower branch of the legisla-
ture. The Republicans will hold the as-
sembly by upwards of fifty, as against the
present Democratic majority of twenty-
four.

In New Jersey, which has a Democratic
assembly and a Republican senate, the
Republicans will have control of both
houses. A Democratic governor and state
officers were elected in Mississippi and a
Republican executive was chosen in Rhode
Island where Governor Pothier, a French-
Canadian, defeated Louis Waterman, Dem-
ocrat. *

Governor Judson Harmon, who is spok-
en of as a Democratic presidential possi-
bility; today predicted a national deme-
cratic landslide next year.

In Maryland the Republicans elected a

governor for the second time in thirty|-

years.

Mississippi elected a Democratic governor
the Socialistic candidate for lieutenant-
governor ran strong.

*The municipal elections in Ohio result-
ed in the election of Democrats as mayors
of Cincinnati, Cleveland and Columbus.
Brand Whitlock was re-elected mayor of
Toledo.

In Kentucky, James B. McCreary, Dem-
ocrat, was elected governor by a majority
estimated at 20,000. A Democratic legisla-
ture will elect Ollie James as United States
senator. : .

New Mexico will probably elect a Demo-
cratic candidate for governor. Indications
point to a Republican legislature, which
will elect two Republican United States
senators.

Democrats were elected to' congress in
the third Nebraska and second Kansas
districts. In the 14th. Pennsylvania dis-
trict, a Republican was elected in place of
a Democrat. E

Philadelphia elected Rudolph Blanken-
burg, independent Republican, who headed
the fusion ticket by 4,364 plurality, defeat-
ing George H. Farle Jr., the candidate of
United States Senator Penrose,

{ 7fie relations between the church and
| the working men were the subject of a
{ very interesting discussion at Monday’s
meeting of the Evangelical Alliance. Rev.
| Mr. McCutcheon’s paper, introducing the
|! subject, showed careful research, and a
{ broad view of the situation. In reading
| the paper, one gains a fuller knowledge
of what is being done by the various
churches, not so much to press upon work-
{ ing men the claims of religion as to clear
the ground, by overcoming indifference
and prejudice, so that the religious ap-
peal might be made with greater hope
of success. It is recognized that employ-
ers and ecmployed do mot meet and
mingle in the churches to the extent that
is desired. The assurance, ““g]l are wel-
come,” in church announcements, is mnot
taken literally by the man on the out-
side. Possibly he reasoms it out some-
what in this fashiong—

“Those people in the churches offer on;
Sunday to help me solve the problems of
another life, but I do not see that they
are over-anxious to help me make the
conditions under which I toil and my
family sufier in this life any better.”

Of course this iz a narrow view, but
the world bas not yet got beyond the
stage of narrow views. To reach this man
the church must do more than invite. It
must give practical evidence that it de-
‘sires the reform of social conditions,
and is working to this end; mot merely
concerning itself with galvation in an-
other world, which so many men regard
with indifference.

Having convinced the man that it is
seeking to help him solve his problems,
the church may fairly ask for his sym-
pathy and support; and when these are
secured it will be found that he is mot

to the religious appeal, rationally

is not something apart from daily life, |

but the very inspiration of that life
which yields the highest satisfaction. Per-
haps he will not learn to distinguish very
well between formal creeds and doctrines,
but he will get a working religion which
will give peace to his soul, and bring him
into sympathy with all effort for the bet-
terment of conditions in the community
wherein his lot is cast.

The relation of the church to the man
who is out of work opens up a large ques-
tion. There are several classes of such
men—those who want work and are able
to perform it, those who want work but
are physically unable to perform rcason-
able service, those who will reject all
work except that which pleases them, and
those who refuse work of any kind. An
ox-ﬁznization connected with a church
might act as an information bureau to
assist men to find temporary or perma-
nent employment; but that does nothing
whatever to solve the general problem of
unemployment, of discovering the causes
swhich lead to loss of work, or to the
creation of a certain proportion of per-
sons who prefer idleness to industry.
More than sixty years ago Carlyle
against the conditions in England, where
there was abundance of food and cloth-
ing, and yet nearly a million and a half
of paupers. There are still so many pau-

railed

pers or people on starvation allownnco}
in England, that radical legislation de-
signed to improve conditions has become
almost commonplace. Social wunrest is
everywhere. We have it in Canadian
cities. The problem of unemployment is
not solved. Not all the men who have
steady work have learned to make pro-
vision for the lean years to come. There
is an enormous waste through careless’
spending. There is waste through dis-|
sipation. And above all there is the
millionaire and multi-millionaire, and all
the spendthrift army of colossal wealth,
provoking by its extravagance the Dit-
terest class prejudice and sowing seeds
of social strife.

It is therefore idle to hope for an easy;
method of making working men as a class
piously contented with their lot, or of
overcoming conditions of unemployment
in any community. There are conditions,
economic, social, individual and educa-|
tional, which must be taken into account.
To the extent that the church can root
out class prejudice; interest its well-to-
do members’ in social questions rather
than in handing doles to the poor; en-
courage workingmen to be sober and
thrifty and keenly alive to their interestg
in public questions, and the power they|
wield at the ballot box, it will bring the
church nearer to the hearts of these men.‘
and bring them nearer to a condition of
mind where the appeal of the church in|
behalf of the higher life will not be made
in vain.

CONTINUATION SCHOOLS
The city of Cincinnati has developed ‘a
plan by which working boys who leave
school at fourteen to work in factories,
may keep up their connection with sehool
work, and increase their efficiency by
study. The plan is thus generally describ-
ed by Mr. J. ngard Renshaw, principal
of the continuation school for machine

shop apprentices in that eity: —
“In the city of Cincinnati the voters

years of age cannot work unless his edu-
cation is looked after for not less than
four hours a week. The manufacturers
have said that no boy or girl 16
years of age shall be employed in their
place of business who does not continue
his or her education at least four hours!
per week and in the daytime. The ﬁrsti
query of the boy seeking work is, “‘Will you
let me go to school one-half day a week
without loss of pay?” Manual training in-
troduced gkill into the school room. When |
the pupil begins his employ‘ment in the |
shop where his skill will be applicable and
greatly augmented, he is returned to the
school four hours a week that his mental
activities will continue to be developed.
A Continuation School is not a room full
of machines—it is more like a library or
home room, with pigno, stereopticon, lib-
rary, magazines, pictures, etc., operated
in the spirit and atmosphere of culture
and refinement. A Continuation School
looks after the life of the boy rather than
his living.” 1

Ano her Critic, Too
Lord Rosebery said a good deal more

'in the same strain, and then a day or two
later, Edmund Gosse, a famous writer and

critic, put in his oar, with a letter to the
London ““Times,” boldly advocating the
destruction of most of the existing books.

“Let me have the audacity to say,” he
wrote, “that I am, and have long been, in
favor of an enormous destruction of print-
ed books. T believe in selected and con-
centrated libraries. The most exquisité
and probably the most valuable private
collection in England is contained within

{ the drawing-room of a small house in Lon-

don. This includes nothing which is not
a master-piece of condition, of variety, of
quint-essential literary value.

} “Here we have, of course, excess in a

direction opposed to the huge' aggregations
of the Carnegie libraries. I do not wish to,
all public libraries turned into jewel-
But something must be done in
that sense; we must start a tendency to-
wards concentration and selection, or else
librarians will go mad, and the public,
face to face with these gigantic masses of
rubbish, will give up reading altogether.
Why should a printed book be considered
a sacrosanct object? Why should it not
enjoy its hour or its day of usefulness,
and then disappear? i
“We want to get rid of the almost uni-
versal superstitution that numbers and
quantity make up the value of a library.
If “The Times’ would help us to invent a
scheme for the wise and careful, but un-
flinching, reduction of books, it would add
to its manifold benefactions. I am® told
that the Caliph Omar's burning of the
library at Alexandria has “been proved to
be a fable. I am sorry to learn it, for we
need just a precedent of that kind.”

Theére’s a little boy with the voice of
a thrush in hié throat and a musician’s
soul .looking out-through his great, sad
eyes, living at the. Skin.and:Cancer hos-
pital in°East Nineteenth street, and one
of .these fine days he is going to: be dis-
chargged as cured, when he hopes to start
on the road to becoming another Caruso,
says they New York World.

He. has 'been . in - the country only five
months, and has lived in'the hospital all
of that time, and when he got to New
York with his father and mother and two
little "sisters, ' from' the town in Russia
where* they - had 'lived -,it  was discovered
that the children had ringworms.

The government authorities were about
to ‘deport the children, but:the boy, Isaac
Weildman, , was so bright and clever that
officials . themselves became intersted in
his desire’ to become an American ' citizen.

was agreed to receive the children there
and_ cure' them. They are’ all more than
usually 'intelligent and have already learn-
ed to speak English.

But it - is -12-year- old Isaac_who has be-
come .the most notable one of the fam-
ily., When ‘he sings ‘out in the yard of
the hospxtal all“the windows in the neigh-
borhood are. ralsed to -hear him. Although
he is a frail lad, even for his twelve years
his .voice is strong and very liquid. He
is a natural musician and sings with much
expression.

He sings “Rigoletto,” ‘Il Tro-
vatore,” and many others, but in Rus-
sian.: The nurses'say that he apparently
does not, care for popular music, but
amuses himself by the air singing selec-
tions' from his favorite composers.

The members of the St. John county
branch Temperance Federation held a very
enthusiastic meeting in the Christadelphian
Hall, in Union street, last night, the presi-
dent, C. Fraser McTavish, occupying the
chair.
