Regarding “Road to
Mandalay.”

Rudyard Kipling has been heard
from in his own defence of the accur-
acy of the statements in his familiar
poem, “Mandalay,” which has been un-
der fire for inaccuracy. The defence
comes in a letter addressed to E. Ather-
ton Smith, of St. John. The Boston
Post said recently that the poem per-
haps had spread more misinformation
than any other single bit of accepted
writing. :

When on the world cruise on the Em-
press of Canada, Mr. Smith’s fellow

passengers were remarking on the sup-
posed inaccuracies of the poem, but
Mr. Smith maintained that Kipling was
noted for accuracy and must have been
accurate in this poem also.

To get proof of his defence Mr.
Bmith wrote to Kipling and he re-
ceived the following characteristic re-
ply which was in St. John awaiting
his arrival here. :

“Dear Sir,—Many thanks for yours
of the 29th March, from between Ran-
goon and Singapore, where I wish 1
was, too!

east across the Bay of Bengal, where
there are plenty of flylng fishes. You
don’t get them in a river; that’s all.

“Wishing you a very pleasant voyage,

“Sincerely yours,
(Signed) “RUDYARD KIPLING."

Hance Logan Opens Impor-
tant Debate—St. John
Member Takes Part.

Ottawa, June 12.—A plea for the de-
velopment of trade between Canada
and the West Indies was made by

H. J. Logan, Liberal member for Cum-
berland, this afternoon when the esti-
mates of the Trade and Commerce De-
partment were taken up.

He said that for the year ending
March 381, 1924, the total trade of the
West Indies with the United States and
Canada amounted to $859,701,689. Of
this amount, the trade with the United
States totalled’ $814,708,260, and with
Canada but $54,998,429.

Imports from the West Indies to the
United States in 1923 were valued at|
$483,428,475. In the same year imports
into Canada from the West Indies
amounted to $35,592,096, while exports
from Canada were valed at only $19,-
406,333. The increase in United States
trade with the West Indies from 1922

to 1923 amounted to $224,197,599, or

{ nearly 40 per cent., while the increase inas, those four already sold, of nearly 93

Urges New Trade Treaty. ‘

“It seems to me,” he said, “that the

The Government should not use
the money at their disposal to run ton-
nage at a loss in opposition to private
interests.

He estimated that the loss in oper-
ations of  the Government Merchant
Marine to date has been over one hun-
dred million dollars. 'Taking the value
of the tonnage owned by the Govern-
ment today there would be a shortage.

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A LIVE ISSUE.

A question of intense interest to the
Maritime Provinces was debated yes-
terday the House of Commons,
when Hance J. Logan, Hon. Geo. P.

Graham and several other members
discussed better trade relations with
the West Indies, and really made it
clear that Canada has merely been
‘iddling with a question, a proper
solution of which would bring immense
benefit to the whole Dominion.

Two things stand out particularly
as a result of the discussion. One is
that we shall never have satisfactory
business relations with the West Indies
until we have a line of ships with
proper refrigerator equipment, plying
between their ports and ours. It was
shown, in the second place, that a more
liberal tariff arrangement would help
us to get the trade and keep it.

Mr. Logan, in showing the import-

~~ance of this trade, said that for the
year ending March 31 last the total
business of the West/ Indies with the
United States and Canada amounted
to $859,000,000, and of this huge total
the trade with Canada alone was only
$54,000,000. The United States im-
ported from the West Indies to the
value of $483,000,000 in 1923, while
Canada in the same period imported to
the value of $35,000,600. The United
States trade with the West Indies
increased by forty per cent. in one
year, whild Canada’s tradg increased
by only cight per cent. "‘Mr. l.ogan
points out, too, that we are not only
sing the trade, but that in buying
Wfopical products through the United,
States we lest $2,000,000 last year in
exchange alone.

Hon, Mr. Graham spoke directly of
the position of the Maritime Provinces
fn this matter, saying that while we
@re not in a good position to reach the
{arger markets of the Dominion, at
present the development of West
Indian trade is the logical thing for
the Maritime Provinces. He said
Canada cannot hold the trade it has,
let’ alone develop it, with the present
teamship service, and that the amount
aid to the Royal Mail Steam Packet

>mpany in subsidies would pay for
__uar steamers in ten years. The Gov-
ernment, Mr. Graham says, proposes
during recess to make a full investigs-
tion of the West Indian trade situatioﬁ,
believing that there is a chance for
great expansion.

With a proper steamship service,
with more liberal tariff arrangements,
it is now once more made clear, a great
trade is available if the Canadian Gov-
ernment is progressive enough to go
after it. If privately owned ships are
to do the business they must be such
as will fulfil all the requirements.

Canada has been too long blind to a
great opportunity. There should be
progressive and businesslike action
without any further delay.

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NO RINGING MESSAGE.

There is no ringing message for the
world at large, or even for the people
of the United States, in the proceedings
of the Republica National Convention
at Cleveland. The nomination of Mr.
Coolidge was taken for granted. Some-
thing of the caution, which is one of
é Coolidge’s strongest characteristics,

2 ¥ s to have affected those who had
the framing of the platform. The
American people, politically speaking,
are in -a disturbed condition this presi-
dential year, and the platform makers
have shown a tendency to deal in gen-
eralities, apparently fearing that votes
might be alienated by too definite
expressions of policy on many conten-
tious issues. On domestic questions

se~<the platform is studiously vague.

With respect to interational relations
the Republican position is marked by
limitation or negation rather than by
any real promise to contribute to the
world’s welfare. The keynote speech,
delivered by Representative Theodore
Burton of Ohio, which serves as a sort
of introduction to and expansion of
the platform declarations, does contain
a few direct, if disappointing, state-
‘ments, the m#st conspicuous among
them being: “We have refused to join
the League of Nations, and this is in
full accord with the wishes of the vast
majority of the American people.”

Mr. Burton says Americans welcome
whatever of good may be accomplished
by the League, adding: “But that does
not mean that we should assume mem-
bership. We are still confronted with
the fact that Europe has a system of
offensive and defensive alliances which
are entirely alien to our most cherished
policies. We cannot relinquish that
independence which is the mnatural
result of our detached position. So
long as the League remains a political
body, inevitably dominated by the
lJarger nations of FEurope, poisoned
with the tradition of long-age animosi-
ties, membership is not for us.”

Narrow as that view may seem, it
probably fairly represents the Repub-
lican attitude today, but so good an
authority as the New York Times does
not believe such is the attitude of the
American people, and it strongly
*avors American membership and evi-
\ently expects the Democratic conven-
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tion to declare, more or less directly, in
favor of such a policy.

With respect to the World Court, the
convention declares for membership
along the lines recently approved by
President Coolidge, who was very care-
ful to make it clear that membership
in the Court would in no sense involve
the United States in any connection
with the League of Nations. So far as
another conference for the limitation of
armaments is concerned, the Burton
speech was a little more indefinite than
that recently made by the President.
Mr. Burton says that President
Coolidge has promised, when the time
is ripe, that another conference shall
be called at Washington. But there
are reservations, and there will be
delays. It will be remembered that
the Prime Minister of Great Britain,
in commenting upon the American
President’s statement, agreed that no
such conference could be held just
now, but that it should be called after
conditions in Europe were more settled.
Mr. Burton says the United States
cannot enter a conference “in which
the main request will be to release the
obligations of foreign countries to us in
the way of debts contracted.” His
contention is, in fact, that the time for
action will not come until after the
report of the Dawes Commissior: has
been accepted and _.irried into effect.
When there is no longer any question
alout debts to the United States, then
Mr. Burton modestly hopes for cxvel-
lent results from the conference “under
America’s leadership.”

The convention, in short, strikes no
very high note in regard either to home
policies or international relations. Mr.
Coolidge, assuming his influence to have
been paramount, gave the convention a
bit of a chill so far as its platform goes.
The Democrats may produce a little
more fire for domestic purposes, but so
far as Europe is concerned they are

likely to show pretty much the full

measure of Republican detachment.

A FOURTH PARTY UNLIKELY.

Ottawa is discussing a sort of rift
in the Progressive lute, a new portent
but its
significance is will scarcely ‘be known
until It
appears from some Ottawa correspond-

ence published in Toronto and Mont-
real that there is something like a
defection from the Progressive party
on the part of a group of fifteen or
twenty members who are still more
Progressive than the Progressives, and
who would establish a camp in advance
of the mait body. One correspondent
—the Toronto Globe’s Ottawa adviser
—thinks it is only a matter of time
until “a fourth major party” will
appear in the federal arena. The gist
of the story is that nearly a score of
the Progressive members have discov-
ered that they are more nearly allied
in their ideas with Labor than with
Mr. Forke’s main following. The
Globe’s correspondent says of the
situation:—

“The word ‘party’ in its ordinary
application cannot be applied to this
new division, which, on the evdence of
many of those who are placed within
the group, is more of a loosely bound
unit than any of the others.

“The defection of an appreciable
number of Progressive members from
the parent Broup, while generally
accepted as likely, was not thought to
be imminent until the vote on the
budget disclosed the true position.
Since thén, with few exceptions, the
Progressives who backed the Woods-
worth amendment have shown a dis-
position to act in unison with the
l.abor group on most of the funda-
mental issues which have arisen it
Parliament. All are of the same mind
on the banking problem, and they are
agreed upon the solution to the fiscal
dificulties. This unity in outlook on
major problems has brought them inte
increasing closer contact, until last
week they held an informal caucus to-
gether. It is now quite certain that in
dealing with such matters as banking
and finance they are so thoroughly in
agreement that the points are divided
smong them so that, in the debate,
there will be no duplication.”

Miss Macphail is named as one of
these More . Progressive Progressives,
together with W. C. Good (Brant),
M. N. Campbell (Mackenzie), Robert
Gardiner (Medicine Hat), William
Irvine (Calgary), and several others
from the Prairie provinces. Seemingly
they are moving along toward the
position taken by J. S. Woodsworth,
the Labor member for Winnipeg
Centre.

So far as the present House of
Commons goes this advanced guard
will have little effect upon party
fortunes, as the budget vote indicated
The Woodsworth- amendment was
regarded by the Conservatives as highly
objectionable, since it advocated a
general reduction of the tariff, and the
Liberals and most of the Progressives
voted against it as merely an attempt
to make mischief in connection with
the budget, upon which the Govern-
ment and the Progressive main body—
for defensive purposes if not because
they were wholly in agreement, as they
are not—stood together. The creation
of a formidable fourth party seems less
likely in the future than a drifting
back to two main parties after an
election or two.

JOE HOWE'S NOTEBOOKS.

(Toronto Globe.)

Joseph Howe's fame rests on his
work as statesman and orator. Will a
future generation regard him as a
writer of the first class as well, and
regret that he had not more time for
literature? This is the suggestion of
Prof. B. K. Sandwell of Queen’s Uni-
versity, former secretary of the Cana-
dian Authors’ Association, in a letter
to The Manitoba Free Press. Prof.
Sandwell writes regarding the import-
ance of certain unpublished notebooks
of Howe’s, recently added to the Cana-
dian Archives, and containing some
poems of merit. Prof. Sandwell says
that the poems show that it is highly
desirable that the notebooks should be
carcfully edited and put before the pub-
lic. He adds:—

“Howe’s reputation, even so recently
as 1915, the date of W. L. Grant’s ad-
mirable little volume, ‘The Tribune of
Nova Scotia,’ rested almost wholly on
his statesmanship; and I believe it is no
exaggeration to say that up to that
time in Canada a reputation for states-
manship was likely to be diminished
rather than enhanced by any claim that
it was accompanied by literary achieve-
ment. That error is rapidly dying
away, and it seems possible that a later
generation of Canadians may actually
learn to regret that the overwhelming
need of his contemporaries for his poli-
tical talents deprived us, their posterity,
of all product of his literary powers
save such as may be contained in a
small volume. Possibly some enterpris-
ing publisher may consider the project
of a reprint of ‘Poems and FEssays’
along with the more important pas-
sages of the notebooks.

SCIENCE AND THE CRIMINAL.

(Toronto Star.)

Science is continually equipping crim-
inals with better tools and weapons,
better facilities for making a ‘'get-a-
away” and better means of reaching
little-known countries where they may
hide in safety.

But science is just as busy equipping
their pursuers with better weapons,
better facilities for chasing fugitives,
and better means of convicting them
when they are caught. Exploratlon Is
reducing the number of little-known
countries to a minimum. In these days
of travel, the criminal who thinks he
has escaped is actually in momentary
danger of meeting some one who will
recognize him.

Men invent new ‘ways of detecting
guilt faster than the guilty can invent
new ways of escaping the consequences
of crime. It is not 6o many years ago
that Mark Twain wrote his “Puddin-
head Wilson” and introduced the sci-
ence of finger-print detection to the
world, but since then many new means
of identifying criminals have been de-
vised. Today a criminal’s picture can
be sent by telephone—an invention
which promises to come into general
use. His description can be broadcast
by radio before he is a mile away.
There is even said to be a drug which
will make him tell the truth when
caught.

Science has recently played a promi-
nent part in a murder trial in New
York, where Harry L. Hoffman was
found guilty of killing Mrs. Maude A.
Bauer. Dr. Frank Whittier, professor
of bacteriology at Bowdoin College, for
years an experimenter with different
kinds of microscopes, testified as an
expert. A revolver, identified as hav-
ing been owned by Hoffman, was in-
troduced by the prosecution. Two
empty cartridge shells, found in some
brush not over three feet from where
the body of Mrs. Bauer was discovered,
were also introduced. Professor Whit-
tier exhibited microscopic photographs
of the heads of the shells and the firing
pin of the revolver. He testified that
extensive investigation shows that no
two firing pins are exactly alike and
that in his opinion the shells found
near the body of the woman were ex-
ploded by the firing pin of the Hoffman
weapon.

Criminals have been convicted be-
fore now because no two typewriters
turn out copy exactly the same. But
the application of this principle to the
firing pin of a revolver is new, and
promises to be valuable.

CANDIDATE FOR
VICE-PRESIDENT
HUMAN DYNAMO

“Hell an’ Maria” Dawes, Se- l
lected Yesterday, Has Had
Bustling Career,

(United Press.) !

Cleveland, June 3—General Charles
G. Dawes, Republican nominee for the
vice-presidency of the U. S., was born
in Marietta, Ohio, in 1865, son of Gen-
eral Rufus R. Dawes.

Besides running a great metropolitan
bank, piloting the nation’s national
banking system, keeping the U. S. army
in France fed and supplied, putting the
governmént on a business basis with a
budget, and settling Europe’s financial
ills, at various times in his career.
Dawes immortalized the expletive “Hell
an’ Maria”—and it is probable that this
phrase, inextricably linked with his
name, will survive where his other ac-
complishments perish.

Dawes practised law in Lincoln
Nebraska, for seven years. There he
met young Lieut. Jack Pershing, who
was an instructor at the University-of
Nebraska, a meeting that was to have
an important sequel in years to come.

The east drew him back at the end
of that period, however, and late in
1894 he abandoned law and went into
the business of furnishing gas to the
inhabitants of Evanston, Ill. Subse-
quently, he has, among other things
done the same service to citizens of
La Crosse, Wis., and Seattle, Wash.

A McKinley Boomer.

In Illinois he got his first . firm hold
in politics in the preliminaries of the
1896 campaign when he hitched himself
to the McKinley kite. He was an ex-
ecutive in the McKinley movement in
that state, and after McKinley was
nominated he became a member of the
executive committee of the Republican
National Committee during the cam-
paign. [ : :

1t was at this stage of his career that
his driving personal force, his dynamic
personality and his keen business and
financial acumen finally obtained sway
over the legal leanings and swerved him
from the law, to which he has never
returned.

The Republican organization and
McKinley were grateful to the 30-year-
old dynamo, and when McKinley was
installed in the White House in 189%.
Dawes went along as Comptroller of
the Currency, an extremely important
post with the national banks expanding
and the silver fight still hanging in th
air.

For three years,”Dawes applied him-
self to his job, but, in 1892, he quit to
go into business again, this time a¢
president of the Centrai National Bank
of Chicago, a post he held for 15 suc-
cessive years. Thereafter he made his
home in Chicago.

When war broke out, Dawes entered
the army, and was assigned to the ‘en-
gineering corps with the rank of major
In June, 1917, he was sent to France
with the rank of lieutenant-colonel
with the railway engineers, but three

months later he was attached to the
administrative staff of General Persh-
ing, as chairman of the general pur- |
chasing board and general purchasing
agent of the American Expeditionary
Forces.

Dawes Cut Red Tape.

His talent for organization, his im-
patience with red tape, his unerring
thrust to the heart of a situation with
a ready solution at hand, once again
found full play, and he spent the re-
mainder of the war in this position, a
veritable “buddy” of Pershing, who
leaned on him heavily. He passed
through the ranks of colonel to briga-
dier-general. When the war ended, he
was appointed to the Liquidation Com-
mission of the Allies and efficiently dis-
posed of the vast surplus stores of the
army to willing purchas<. s in European
countries. When that task was over
he resigned from the army and return-
ed to Chicago, bringing with him the
Distinguished Service Medal, the Order
of Leopold from Belgium, and the cross
of officer of the Legion of Honor from
France.

At that time the Graham committee
in the House was investigating war
expenditures and there was a great

to-do over extravagance and waste.
“Hell an’ Maria”

Dawes, as ex-purchasing agent, was
called to give his testimony which,
some of more partisan interests
thought, might cast some reflections
on the democratic conduct of the war.

“Hell an’ Maria,” shouted Dawes, as
he passed up and down before the
committeé, answering some question!
about obvious waste, “we were fighting
Germans over there.” Thereafter it was
“Hell an’ Maria” Dawes.

He did not long remain a private
citizen, however, for when President
Harding was elected and Congress
created the budget system, Dawes was
drafted to be director of the budget.
The position was difficult, for Con-
@ress, in creating the budget, did not
put any teeth in the law with which
departments (or Congress itself) might
be bitten if they stepped outside the
budget’s bounds.

But with President Harding at his
back, Dawes commanded respect from
all executive branches of the govern-
ment and kept them within their
scheduled. expenditures. Under his
stewardship, the finances grew health-
ily, the national debt was curtailed
regularly and an anticipated deficit
turned to a surplus.

Dawes lent the color to the “busi-|
ness meetings” of the government,|
when “all executives of departments
were called together for talks about
the conduct of their finances. On sich
occasions, “Hell an’ Maria” used to
lash them with his fiery language, |
wave brooms or strands of rope whose
duplicated purchase he was deploring,

delight of the audience.

A year of it was enough, however.
The first budget was on its way and'
the system seemed to be on a firm
basis, and Dawes quit and went back
to Chicago. Two years’ privacy was
pgrmitted him and then the Repara-

tions Commission dragged him out
azain and made him chairman of the
committees of experts to examine into
Germany’s capacity to pay reparations

and recommend methods of stabilizing
Germany’s currency.

With Owen D. Young, New York in-
dustrial chief, and Henry M. Robin-
son, Los Angeles banker, Dawes sailed
into the task with customary energy
and impatience with the hampering
conventions of red tape and Kuropean
diplomacy. Three months’ work pro-
duced the results, and Europe faced a
new financial era.

Retirning to the United States,
Dawes found himself mentioned promi-
nently as a vice-presidential running-
mate with President Coolidge. Dawes, |
though 59 this year, is wiry, youthful
and the typical American ‘“human
dynamo.”

PRICES OF SOME
QUEBEC LIQUOR CUT

Wines, Gins, Brandies and
Liqueurs and Some Scotch
Cost Less Now.

Quebec, June 12.—A readjustment in
prices of wines, gins and brandies is
announced by the Quebec Liquor Com-
missions, resulting in a general, though
small, decrease in prices, except in-a
few instances, where there is a rise of
five cents to ten cents.

Several brands of champagne benefit
from reductions, varying between 25
to 50 cents, while Sandeman port wines
are reduced from $3.20 to $2.80. Some
other popular varieties of wines are also
decreased.

A general reduction in the prices of
fine liqueurs is announced. In the case
of Benedictine, for instance, from. $5.25,
the price is reduced to $4.60; green
_Chartreuse, from $3.50 to $3.35; kum-
mel, from $3.50 to $3.15.

There is an increase of five cents to
ten cents in the price of some rye
whiskies and a decrease of ten cents in
some qualitties of Scotch. For in-
stance, Old Mull is reduced from $4.20
to $4. It is rumored that a recent pur-
chase of a huge quantity of Scotch
abroad on good terms will bring a re-
duction soon in some of the Quebec
Liquor Commissioners’ owif brands.

1t is also learned that the prelimin-
ary report of the commission, contain-
ing only a summary of the financial
statement, will be available by July 15,
and that the surplus of the commission
will reach about $4,000,000, which has
been the average of the first two years
of operation. A detailed report will
be given out late next fall.

Premier Taschereau Says
Administration of Justice

|

St. Jerome, Que., June 12.—Spread
of the mentality that makes a citizen |
refuse to condemn a murderer because |
of objection to capital punishment will |
make administration of the criminal
Jlaw impossible ‘to Quebec, and raises
the question: *Is it time to change
the jury system in criminal courts?”
the Hon. L. A. Taschereau, Premier
(;f the province, declared here yester-
day.

Referring indirectly to the difficulty
cxperienced in securing a jury in the
Banque d’Hochelaga murder trials at
Montreal, the Hon. Mr. Taschereau,|
admitting that evety man has a right |
to his own opinion in a free country,'
névertheless took full responsibility as
Attorney-General of the province for
this slatement: “Montreal must be
protected. We have a reputation to|
keep up here and we do not want sfa- |
tistics to show that it is in the Pro-
vince of Quebec that the most crimes
are committed and repression is the
lcast effective.” He asked for the sup-
port of public opinion to aid the De-

! yiartmeny of Justice in applying the
law.

'T'he Hon. Mr. Taschereau's speech
made a deep impression, revealing as
it did the official view of the recent
experience in the Montreal Court of |
King’s Bench. The Premier spoke at a |
banquet organized by the County of|
'I'errebone and the Town of St. Jerome
following inauguration of the court |
house erected here, now that St.
Jerome has become the chef-lieu of the
Judicial district of Terrebonne.

I'he administration of justice gen-
erally was Mr, Taschereau’s topic, and
he dealt with the jury problem in this
fashion:—

“Perhaps another reform has to be
made. It is not perhaps immediate,
but it might be termed a black spot in
the administration of justice. Does the]
administration of criminal justice by |
juries entirely satisfy public opinion? |

“It is the English system, and the|
administration of English criminal jus-
tice is the finest in the world. It gives
1o the accused all necessary safeguards
to present his defence and does not!
cxpose an innocent to being found
guilty.

“But 1 opened the newspapers this
morning and I saw the opinions of the
jury yesterday, of men in normal life
who are very well versed in things
generally, who have an interest in their
country, their province and their city,
and consequently in the administration
of justice. And one says: ‘I am
against capital punishment and if those
people in the box today were guilty I
would not bring in a verdict that
would mean death.’ .

“If {hat mentality—and I take the
full responsibility for my words—if
that mentality spreads among out
population, we can put forth all the
good will and all the sacrifice in the
world, but it will not be possible te
adruinister criminal justice in out
pu'vincc. (Applause.)

People Mot Blamed. -

“T am not blaming those people. We
are in a free country and everyone has
a right to his opinion. But if today
that mentality spreads, gains ground,
and gets the upper hand, I ask if thel
time has not come to change our sys-
tem,

“Montreal is a big city, cosmopoli-
tan, where there is a great deal of
good and bad, a city which draws, un-
fortunately, a good deal of the flotsam
and jetsam of the great country beside
us. We must protect Montreal, not|
only because it is Montreal. It is also
because it is in the province of Quebec
and we have a reputation to keep up
here. We do not wish statistics to
show that it is in the province of Que-
bec that most crime is committed and
that repression is the least effective.

“We face a problem. I say that you
should not criticize the administration
of justice when justice is hampered or
powerless. The judge of the magis-
trate will do all he can. But if we do
not have the support of public opinion,
§f there is not among our population
the necessary support and co-operation
necessary to administer justice, failure
is ahead of us.

“That is our problem today, I, for
one, am ready to do all that 1 can to
solve it, but we want public opinion
behind us. And we ask public opinion
to support us when we denounce theor-
les which are expressed by: ‘Because we
are against capital punishment we will
not respect the law of the country.””

Swiss Engineers Patent 3 In-
ventions—Warnings at
Railway Crossings.

|

Stockholm,- June 13.—Stimiilated byg
the rapid motorizing of Swedish high—i
way traffic, native engineers have!
patented three inventions for the com-
fort and safety of motorists. These are|
an automatic beacon light for giving |
warnings at railroad crossings, an auto- !
matic slot machine for refillling gas|
tanks, and a device which prevepts
the accidental running out of batteries.

The crossing beacon consists of a
flashing light in a cylindrical lante.rn
with red and white sectors in opposite
quadrants. When the railroad is c}ear
the white lights so indicate to the high-
wav trafic, but when a train ap-
pro'nches the lantern rotates automat}c-
ally showing a red light to the train.
This beacon will work under unfavor-
able conditions of snow and ice.

The automatic gasoline vendor can
be utilized by the customer at any
time of night and day by connecting
the tube with the gas tank of the car,
dropping a krona in the slot, and
operating a lever. The quantity of
gasoline received naturally var?es ac-
cording to the market price, which can
be quoted at the minimum, owing to
the saving of wages for attendants.

The attachment which automatically
cyts off the batteries when the engine
is stopped involves the principles of
suction and gravity. It is essentially
a switch system which is conncc?ed
with the gas intake or the lubrication
pipes so that the suction actuates a
weight that rises and closes the electric
circuit. When the suction stops,
weight falls and throws the switchli

FARMERS PROFIT BY

FEDERAL LAND BANK

A General Upbuilding of
Rural Communities Re-
ported by President.

Columbia, S. C., June 13—*“A general
upbuilding of the rural communities”
has resulted, and the farmer is being
taught “a much needed lesson” in reg-
ulating his business through operation
of the federal land bank in the Colum-
bia district, according to L. I. Guionm,
acting president of the bank.

“Heretofore the farmer has tended
to let ‘obligations drift from year to
year, but he now realizes that he Is a
member of a great cooperative asso-
ciation and that he has obligations to
the association,” Mr. Guion said. “In-
terest and amortization payments
must be met promptly, as only in
this way may he and his fellow farm-
ers enjoy its advantages.”

Amounts of loans in North Carolina.
South Carolina, Georgia and Florida
total $73,846,374. Of this amount, Mr.
Guion said, loans have been cancelled
with total principal and interest of
$16,321,130.

“Jt is almost impossible to tell how
many farmers have been able to buy
farms since the federal land bank was
established,” the speaker continued. It
has been more of a question of keep-

FORTY-EIGHT MEN
ARE VICTIMS IN
U.S.SHAM BATTLE

(Continued from page 1.)

It was a “flare-back™ from one of the
guns that shot death in flames and
poisonous gases back ‘into the turret
through its open breech. A second
gun, the breech locked, let loose in the
harbor here as the Mississippi steamed
home with its dead and injured from
the drill grounds, and hurled a steel
projectile dangerously near to an out-
bound passenger liner. Should the
third gun’s charge explode before 1t can
be removed, however, it is believed that
precautions taken will render the firing
harmless.

Of the injured there were strangely
few. With a death list close to the
half-hundred mark, only eight men
were numbered among the hurt, and
their injuries were comparatively slight,
censisting mainly of minor burns and
lacerations.

Just how the explosion occurred still
was undetermined early today, though
from witnesses aboard the Mississippl
and other vessels near her when the
disaster broke up their scheduled target
practice a fairly comprehensive picture
of the accident was given.

The battleships Mississippi, Tennes-
see, Idaho and California, the latter
towing the target, were off San Clem-
en's Island, a feature of which was
mass firing by thirty-six 14-inch rifles
trained on a single target.

It was about one oclock. In the
plotting of the Mississippi, electric
bulbs flashed one by one their signals
as each gun was fired and reloaded.

Eight of twelve scheduled salvos had
been fired, each rocking the great ship
as the guns belched their steel at the
target. After the eighth salvo other
guns in other turrets reported ready for
the next volley, but no flash came from
turret No. 2, near the bow of the ship.

Dreadful Suspense.

In the plotting room, anxiety grew.
Attempts to communicate with the
turret failed. Then came a terse com-
mand “flood the magazines.” On deck,
men and officers hastened to the rescue,
but it was more than half an hour be-
fore any attempt could be made to
enter the doomed turret. There were
eighty odd men there—48 of them per-
ished. When the flare back from the
first 14-inch gun came, officers say it
may have been caused by a premature
signal to throw the electric switch set-
ting off the charge, or by a still gloom-
ing fragment left in the breech after
the previous firing. The only avenues
of escape were cut off by flames. Four
men leaped through hatches to safety.
All others in that part of the turret
ocntaining the guns suffocated in the
atmosphere of flame, gas and poisonous
fumes.

Joe Caviesel, seaman from the New
Mexico, and another bluejacket attach-
ed to the Mississippi, hurled themselves
through an open hatch, with Robert
MacAvin, New Mexico boatswain, cat-
apulting after them. Ensign J. J. Lev-
easseur, another observer from the New
Mexico, dived from the shell deck down
the shaft of the powder hoist leading
away from the turret.

For half an hour every flame ex-
tinguishing agency on board was direct-
ed toward quelling the burning gases, |
and the flaming oil drip of the gun- |
operating machinery.

The hatches were choked with dead,
and only water hose at first could be
forced through the entrances.

flames, made a complete inspection of |
the turret and reported no survivors.,
Then he went back and brought out
the first bodies.

By then the other vessels in the
division knew what had happened. The
Tennessee and the Idaho stood by and
lowered emall boats. Ships’ surgeons
were sent to the stricken vessel.

Over all was the apprehension that
other guns in the turret might explode;
that the explosion might reach the
magazines and wreck the Mississippi.

One other gun did explode, and that,
too, at the tragic moment when the
bodies and injured men were being
transferred to the hospital ship Relief,
after a race to port in the wake of wire-
less messages that gave naval officers
their first intimation of the disaster.

That the second explosion did not
send a projectile crashing into the
centre of San Pedron was due only to
the fact that after the first blast the
damaged turret swung around so that
its guns pointed out to sea.

A Horrible Death,

Inhalation of flame, gas and poison-
ous fumes, rather than the violence of
the explosion, caused the deaths, wit-
nesses pointed out. The explosion
itself did little damage. The flames
which followed it were what created
the inferno in which the 48 perished.
Many officers and men aboard the
ship did not know of the disaster until
several minutes after it occurred. The
blast came at a time when other guns
were roaring at the target.
. Three officers who died were sta-
tioned in a booth immediately behind
the breeches of the three rifles. Their
chance of escape was even smaller
than that of the men, they being locat-
ed farthest away from the hatches.
The U. S. S. Mississippi is one of the
crack ships of the United States battle

fleet. The vessel was launghed in’
1917, and from the first was a prizc-l
winner and popular with the men in
the service. She carries twelve lt—inch!
guns, twelve five-inch, eight three-inch
and four six-inch guns. The dread-!
naught is 624 feet in length, 97% feet |
beam, and has a displacement of 32,000 |
tons.

Financial Budget

W. B. Snowball of Chatham present-
ed the report of the finance committee.
The budget for the voluntary funds of
the whole chupch this year is as fol-
lows: Missionary, $1,225,000; educa-
tional, $150,000; evangelism and social
service, $75,000; religious education,
$40,000; church and parsonage aid fund
$5,250. Total, $1,495,250.

The assessable funds are superannua-
tion fund from circuits and missions,
$260,000; from ministers and proba-
tioners, $140,000; general conference
fund, $48,000; total $449,000.

The total budget of the departments
for next year is $1,948,250. This is a
little less than $4.80 per member.

Reference was made to the remark-
able liberality by which the funds of
the church had been sustained, particu-
larly through this period of financial
stringency in some parts of the coun-
try. But while the aggregate seemed
large. It would be very easily obtain-
able under the tithing system. This
system, the report stated, was recom-
mended strongly not only because it
would remove friction from the finan-
cial machinery of the church, but be-
cause it would return in spiritual bless«
ing to those who practiced it.

VISITORS PRAISE
MUNICIPAL HOME

Councillors and Others,
Guests at Luncheon, In-
spect Institution.

Apprecaition of the splendid manage-
ment evidenced in the carrying on of
the St. John Municipal Home was
voiced yesterday afternoon by the yi.sxt-
ing members of the city and municipal
councils and local legislature, who were
the guests of the Board of Commis-
sioners at a luncheon at the Home. A.
M. Rowan, chairman of the board, pre-
sided, and W. E. Scully, M. L. A, oc-
cupied the vice-chair. After the
luncheon an inspection was made of
the building and farm, and later t!\e
visitors were entertained by the chil-
dren of the Home, in the schoolroom.

Chairman Rowan sald the Muni-
cipal Home was conducted in a most
economical manner, but the appro-
priation of $35,000 at present was
hardly enough, as the Home was
now being conducted at the small
cost of about 47 cents per day for
each of 160 inmates.

Compliments Management.

Councillor R. W. Wigmore, Warden
of the county, complimented those
in charge for the excellent manner
in which the institution was con-
ducted. The Board of Commission-
ers was to be congratulated on the
manner in which the Home was con-
ducted, and a request for an increas-
ed appropriation should be granted,
he sald. He spoke about better fire
protection, and hoped that the Board

‘would take the matter under consid-

eration.

Dr. E. J. Ryan, visiting physician
to the Home, stated that he was
happy to have the opportunity of
drawing to the attention of the
councillors the economy with which
the Home was conducted. He >oint-
ed out the small amount that was
allowed for the rumning of the in-
stitution, while the cost of other in-
stitutions was greatly in excess of
this. The people residing in the
Home were neatly dressed, the food
served was of the very best, the
building was kept in a neat manner
and those residing there were very
comfortable.

Commissioner Frink spoke in
glowing terms of the conditions as
found in the Home and said that he
would support any reasonable re-
quest that the fhstitution manage-
ment would make.

There are
altogether some 120 widows in Moncton,
but most of them are well provided
for, some receiving pensions from funds
provided, for widows and children of
deceased soldiers.
