Passing from that he began todeal
with the methods of warfare which had
been persued by the Liberals against the
Conservative party, and especially to
that phase which was illustrative of it.

sent season. In abrief manner he des-
cribed the various scandals that had
been circulated and showed how far they
were from being of a general character,
and how little ground there was for the
statement that had been made that the
entire civil service of Canada was
steeped to the lips in corraption.
This part of Mr. Foster's
speech was very heartily - ap-
lauded, and it was gratifying to many
people who had not given the subject as
attentive a study as its importance de-
manded.

Qur Egg Trade.

Our people especially in these mari-
time provinces, who had been exporters
of eggs to the neighboring re public,
were much taken aback by the enactment
of the McKiniey bill, by which the duty
of five cents per dozen were placed on
that article. But afew enterprising ship-
pers of Montreal, Charlottetown and
Halifax determined tosee what could
be done on the English markets, and in
consequence they forwarded their ven-
tures. which arrived in good condition,
and realized prices equal to those usually
obtained in American markeis, thus
proving two things: first, that egus could
be sent across the Atlantic and suffer no
loss 1n quality, and second, that paying
prices could be obtained for them. The
trade in these perishable articles has
gone on increasingtoa surprising extent.
1n connection with this subject a late
number of the Liverpool (Eng.) Post
gives the following facts: “The import-
ation of Canadian turkeys and chickens
was a prominent feature of 1ast Christmas
market, but it is not so well known that
alarge and growing trade is being car-
ried on in eggs, Thanks to the cold
storage, now almost universal on the
Atlantic liners, it is possible to deliver
Canadian eggs in Liverpool in a condition
that will compare not unfavorably with
the best Irish produce. During the three
months preceeding the 31st of July no
fewer than nine millions of eggs were
shipped from St. Lawrence to Liverpool,
Glasgow, and Bristol, and they have
been fetching almost the best prices in
the market, above seventy shillings per
long hundred being the average price
realized. It is clear, therefore, that the
Canadian egg trade threatens formidle

competition with at least the lower classes
of foreign eggs, such as Russia, Germany
and krance, while so great is the con-
suming power of this country, so far as
eggs are concerned, that anything like
overstocking is hardly a possibility.
The total import of eggs into England

the value being sixteen millions of
dollars.”

The reader will note that according to
the above statement the average paid
for Canadian eggs was within a fraction
of seventeen and a half cents per dozen
being, we believe, in excess of the aver-
age price obtained in former yearsin the
Boston and other American markets,
the cost of shipment to both countries
being abont the same, special low rates
having been concede: by the Atlantic
liners, 80 in this matter that which
seemed at first to be an evil bids fair to
result in our ultimate gain. The five
cents adozen duty imposed by the United
States has but turned the attention of
our shippers in other directions, and at
present  the English markets afford an
outlook full of promise for this speeial
trade.

WINTER PORT AND MAIL SERVICE.

Itis reported from Ottawa that a tem-
porary arrangement is to be made with
the Allans, for the renewal of the mail
service this winter from Halifax to Eng-
land, at the same rate that was paid last
year. This arrangement will only last
until tenders have been accepted for the
fast line service now advertised for. The
Allans have been defeated in their at-
tempts to exact an enormous subsidy
from the government and are
now glad to accept & con-
tract at the old rates. Under the
new contract it is provided that the
steamship company shall not directly
or indirectly discriminate against
Canadian ports as regard freight rates,
but that space shall be provided for
goods to be shipped from Hahfax pro-
vided the agents are notified twenty-
four hours previous to the sailing of the
steamship from the last previous port of
calling, for the amount of room re-
quired. We presume that under this
arrangement the Allan steamships will
make their terminus at Portland calling
at Halifax for mails, passengers
and freight. Last evening an impor-
tant public meeting was held in
Halifax at which a series of resolutions
were passed in reference to the winter
mail service. These resolutions express-
ed tue disappointment and concern of
the people at the abandonment of all
direct mail communication between
Canada and the mother country as un-
worthy of our nationality. They ex-
pressed the opinion of the meeting that
it was of paramount imporiance taat
Canada should have a first class steam-
ship service equal to any now crossing
the Atlantic ocean. Members of parlia-
ment and senators without reference to
 party were asked to give their support
and assistance to the securing of a
contract for & fast mail service at the
earliest possible day and an appeal was
made to all Boards of Trade and public
bodies to the same effect. In the course
of this meeting a speech was made by
Dr. Weldon of Albert, in which he stated
that the maritime provinces should work
together, and he expressed the opinion
that when the fast line was established
Halifax would secure the transport of
passengers and mails, but that the
Queen City at the mouth of the
8t. John would trans shipthe hulk
of the freight. This view of the matter
is no doubt the one that is held by most
people. Still the people of St. John would
prefer that the fastline service should
come directly to this port, and the
Gazerre is of the opinion that a fast line
running direct to St. Jobn would make
quite as good time as to Halifax, besides
the advantages that it would bave in
the way of freight.

Whether Halifax
is a better terminus for passengers than
St. Jobn is in our opinion very question-
able. The fast steamships which run to
the United States do not go to Portland
or Boston but to New York, although the
distance is longer. Why should not the

were then. Mr. Griffin in his review of
the life of Lord Rodney by David Han-
nay is good enough to say that the bat-
tle of the 12th April 1782 was the crown-
ing glory of Rodney’s life. 1f he had been
killed in the “battle his fame would
have rivalled Nelson’s, for his
victory was even more decisive
of the events of the war than Trafalgar
was.” This is mere nonsense with all die
respect to Mr. Griffin. Rodney’s victory
over Count de Grasse was no doubt a
very important one, but the total loss of
the French fleet was only five ships of
the line. Nelson’s victory at Trafalgar
involved the capture or destruction of
twenty of the enemy’s ships, and so ut-
terly demoralized the navies
of France and Spain that they were
never able to muster another fleet fit to
send to ses, except by stealth. It is

Robert Longon Badly Weunded—Mrs.

Hunt and George Shephard Say it

Was Maund Lindsay Who Fired The
a A e

Shot—1

Held ns Witnesses.

Robert Longdon was shot in Maud
Lindsay’s home on Walker's wharf last
evening. The case is strangely interest~
ing for Longdon has made statements
that he shot himself while two witness-
es of _ the affair say that Maud Lindsay
shot him. Maud Lindsay’s house is one
of questionable repute and she is a char-
acter well known in police circles. She
is about 36 years of age and has two sis-
ters livingon Sheffield street. Longdon
is some years younger than Maud Lind-
say. Hestopped at the house and is
said to have beena favorite of hers.
For some unknown reason it seems that
be desired toshield her from the blame
of shooting him.

As Policeman Caples and Gosline were
walking down Walker's wharf afew min-
utes afier eight o’clock they were called
into Maud Lindsay’s house by J osephine
Hunt, a woman who lives there. The
officers had not heard any report, but it
seemed a8 though the shooting had been
done only & few minutes before they
arrived on the scene. The blood was
streaming’ from a wound in
Longdon’s neck and Maud Lindsay
was trying to stop the flow by holding
the end of her finger in the. wound.
When the officer asked hér to take her
hand away from the wounded man’s
neck she said, “no, he will bleed to death.”
Wheu officer Gosline asked Longdon who
wounded him he replied that he had
done it himself to committ suicide, and
the Lindsay woman said, “yes, he did it
himself.” Maggie Dyas an inmate
of the house had been sent for 2
doctor but she did not return. Chief
Clark was telephoned for and soon
after he arrivéd. Longdon told him that
he had stabbed himself with a knife but
a 32 calibre revolver with anempty cart-
ridge in one chamber was just then
found on the floor. Dr. J. E. Hethering-
ton who was summoned by the chief
cauterized the wound in Longdon’s
neck and he was then sent to the hospi-
tal. Maud Lindsay was then arrested
on suspicion of shooting Longdon and
Mrs. Hunt and George Shephard, the
other inmates of the house, were taken
tothe police station with her to be de-
tained as witnesses.

It was found that Longdon had been
so dangerously wounded that the physi-
cians at the hospital dare not probe for
the bullet for fear of hemorrhage set-
ting in and causing death to result ab
once. It was thought best to takea
statement from him in case he might die
andjaccordingly Police Magistrate Ritchie
and Clerk Henderson were summoned.
Rev, W. 0. Raymond, as Longdon was an
Episcopalian, was also telephoned for,
and gave spiritual consolation to the
wounded man. The patieut stated after-
ward that he had been playing cards all
day, with bad luck ; that he bad been fly-
ing his kite too high, and that he had
shot himself—thus partially contradict-
ing his former statement. The pistol
was a self cocker and he had been fool-
ing with it. He said it was better for
