A DREADFUL MISTAKE.

AN EDITOR SHOT DEAD BY HIS
BROTHER-IN-LAW.

Having Returned From His Ofiice, He
is Mistaken For a Burglar and
Instantly Kigled in the Presence of
His Wife.

SPRINGFIELD, Mass., May 13.—James
Beebe Smith,the local editor of the Spring-
field Republican, was shot and instantly
killed at 3 o’clock this morning by his
brother-in-law, Royal B. Sturtevant.
He was mistaken for a burglar.

In the absence of Smith’s father-in-law
who is at Rangeley Lakes on a fishing
trip, Smith and his wife and infant dau-
ghter were spending a few days in Mrs,
Smith’s old home. Early this morning
burglars entered the Sturtevants house
and young Sturtevant was aroused
from sleep by the servanis
who had been awakened
hy the noise made by the burglars. He
looked out of the window and saw & man
in the yard and seizing his gun went
out into the hall. In the meantime Mr.
and Mrs Smith were aroused and had
stepped out of their room into the hall.

Young Sturtevant not knowing that
his brother-in-law was in the house and
supposing himself the only mah there,
at once fired and Smith fell dekd by the
side of his wife. Smith had slept in his
own house until last night on account
of the lateness of his hours, but he was
off duty last night though his brother-
in-law did not know it.

Smith was the only son of Heman Smith

graduated at Harvard in 1883, and has
been employed on the Republican ever
since. He was a member of Trinity
Methodist church and was a young man
of good ability and high character.

His brother-in-law is a young man
of 22, and is overwhelmed by the terrible
tragedy.

ELEPHANTS LOOSE.

Cirens Animals Run at Large im-the
Sireeis of Chicago and Create a
Panie.

There was another panic in Chicago
Thursday night says aspecial. It was not
created by exploding fireworks and run-
away teams, as on the lake front ~April
30. Two runaway elephants were re-
sponsible for last night’s wild excitement
on the West side, but their escapade was
attended by no fatalities. This was not
because of any disinclination on the part
of the elephantine monsters fo crush out
a few lives, but because the hour was
late and the route they took was not
crowded by people or vehicles.

About 11 o’clock two kig Asiatic ele-
phants, belonging to a circus, were heing
escorted by their keeper from their
winter quarters, at the corner of Ran-
dolph and Arm to the Chicago and
Northwestern station, where they were
to be shipped to Evanston. The
‘beasts were chained together
and traveling quietly on
Lake street toward their destination. At
Ashland avenue a dog came bounding
into the middle of the street, directly in
front of the elephants, yelping and howl-
ing as only a worthless cur can. Whether
the huge brutes were anxious for & frolic
after their long confinement, or whether
they were reallyfrightened at the barking
whelp the keeper is unable to say. At
any rate, they raised both tails and
trunks and started off at full speed down
Lake street. When Ashland avenue was
reached they turned north to Fulton street
trumpeting loudly. As they went lumber-
ing down the avenue windows were raised
and frowsy headed objects in white
attire anxiously peered out into the
night wondering what the hubbub was
all about.

THE SAMOAN_ HURRICANE.

ABOUT ONE-THIRD OF THE BODIES
OF THE STORM’S VICTIMS MAVE
REEN RECOVERED.

The Supposed Body of Capt. Schoonmn-
ker of the Vandalin Found and
Other Officers’
tified—The German and American
Consuls Share the Expenses of In-
terments.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

S8ax Francisco, May 13.—Samoan ad-
vices report the condition of affairs
peaceful. Not more than one-third of
the bodies of the victims of the storm
have been recovered, and it is supposed
the greater number of them were either
washed faront to sea, or are fastened in
the coral reefs and sunken in the
wreckage.

A body, supposed to be that of Captain
Schoonmaker of the Vandalia which was
found on the beach four miles from Apia
was buried on a German plantation
near the spot where it was washed ashore

Paymaster Armsbody which was posi-
tively identified was washed ashore near
the house of Captain Hamilton an Amer-
ican citizen living in Apia. Captain
Hamilton buried the body in his yard.
The body of Pay Clerk Roche was also
found about a mile from the wreck of the
Vandalia. Lieutenant Sution’s body has
never been found.

Shortly after the storm, it became im-
possible to identify the bodies as they
were all greatly swollen and discolored
by the warm water and many were hor-
ribly mutilated. Very few were clothed
and it is impossible to tell whether they
were Americans or Germans, so the con-
suls of the two governments employed na-
tives to bury all the bodies that should
come ashore and agreed to share all the

MAKES CAPITAL

Effect of Prohibition in Jowa Towns—

Some Interesting Facts and Figures.

Dusvque, Ia., May 6.—The; efficacy Jof
Towa’s prohibition law in Dubuque is
measured by the fact that four years ago
there were 168 saloons here. Now there
are 194, a"decrease of four in four years.
At this rate of progress Dubuque will be
free from saloons some *time in the
twenty-first century if the state shall
still adhere to prohibition.

About as much attention is paid to the *
law here as in Davenport. Not only are
there a great number of saloons in full
blast, but there are also prosperous brew -
eries that do a prosperous business
The municipal authorities collect a
license fee of $100 each from the saloon
keepers, though of course, they have no
right to do so. Tt is a sort of hush mon -
ey contributed by the liguor men, as the
state law forbids such a thing as licensing
a saloon. The city is very guiet and ap-
parently prosperous.

It is carious to note the unanimity
which both political parties show in re-
jecting prohibition. The mayor who has
just retired from office—President Burch,
of the seeond National bank—was a Re-
publican, and under his administration
the saloons remained open. He was not
renominated, but in hisplace the Republi-
cans put up a man whom the Democrats
at once accused of being in sympathy
with prohibitior. This was considered so
grave a charge that a labor convention
which bad proposed toindorse the candi-
date refused to do so until he had ap-
peared in person before it and solemnly
declared that he was utterly and entirely
opposed to enforcing the prohibitory law
The Republican daily paper grasped the
opportunity to denounce “the death grip
of prohibition,” which has fasten:d upon
nearly every city in Towa. After all this
protesting the Democrats carried off the
plum and elected their man.

Dubuque is the headquarters of the
internal revenue district for the northern
half of Towa, which comprises forty-
nine of the ninty-nine counties in thy
state. The southern district contains
most of the cities of Iowa, but there are a
number of of good-sized towns in the
northern district of well as Dubuque
and Sioux City. Collector Webber,'a very
intelligent official, in speaking of the ex-
tent of the liquor traffic as shown by the
books of his office, said today:

“The total number of liquor stamps is
sued in the northern district of Iowa
during the past year has been 1520, or
about one-third less than in the year bef
ore prohibition went into effect. This
does not show, however, that there have
been fower dealors, for the prosecttions
in the United States courts for violations
have more than doubled, and many more
¢ escape detection owing to
the insufficiency of the revenue force and
the secret methods of selling. The con
sumption of spirits has really increased;” i
88 is shown by the recordsof the whole-
sale liquor dealers.

“Since the decision of the United States
supreme court in the case of Bowman
versus the Chicago & Northwestern rail-
way, which precludes the local authori-
ties from seizing liquor shipped into the
state while in the hands of the carrier,in
the interior towns, where open saloons
are not found to any extent, the liquoris
mostly secured through the express-
companies upon orders to the vari-
ous wholesale houses in cities of other
states. In fact, this method of shipment
has grown to enormous proportions. My
deputies have counted from 10 to 107

ackages of liquor in one day, received
in towns of from 200 to 1500 inhabitants.
The records show, too, that a much poor-
er quality of liquor is sold now than pre-
vious to prohibition. When prohibition
went into effect there were thirty-two
breweries in operation in the district.
Now there are thirteen. More than
three fourths of the beer nsed now comes
from Chicago, Milwaukee and St Louis.”

Collector Webster, whose official posi-

tion gives his statements on these point
unnsual weight, says that there is not a
county in his district in which_ liquor is
not sold and in which there is not an
open saloon. There is not a place of 500
people in his district in which lignor is
not sold by some dealer other than a
druggist.

« Since prohibition went into effect,”
said the collector “ nearly every town in
the district has fallen off in population
except Sioux and Dubuque. Property
also has depreciated in value from 20 to
50 per cent.

While Dubuque ignores prohibition
it has not remained entirely unaffected
by it. It was but ashort time ago, that
$200,000 of local capital which formerly
found investment at home was sent
away from the city. Chicago obtained
$125,000 of it, and the remainder went
to other states. Outside capitalists are
equally shy of putting their
money in a state where the
legislature is so intermeddling as in
Iowa. The result is that few new enter-
prises are started. Dubuque is prosper-
ous because it has refused to allow pro-
hibition to. be enforced, but it never
expects to see a boom so longas the state
shall retain the obnoxious law on the
statute-book.

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THE PDLICE MGISTRICY

Tt is seldom that the people of this
city have been so profoundly stirred as
they have been, during the past week, in
regard to the appointment to the Police
Magistracy. To find a political matter

Mr. James Spar
was the shipping news editor, and had
about as much idea of the wants and
management of the other departments
as Judge Gunn himself.

Butthe statement
of the ranters is manifestly absurd, in
as much as they are the very persons
who believe the professional battery to
have no effect on a club on ordinary
occasions and at the same
time to cause that club
to be professional when
playing for a pennant.
