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FINANCIERS DISMISSED

New York, Oct. 27.—The defence in
the case of Chas. W. Morse, financler,
and A. H. Curtis, former president of
the National Bank of North America,
who are on triai in the United States

court here, scored several telling points
to-day. The presentation of evidence
by the prosecution had been concluded
before the adjournment of the court
yvesterday and the defence before open-
ing its case had made motions to have
quashed the indictments, Judge Hough
ruled 'in favor of the defence.

By his decision two counts of the
indictment, one charging conspiracy,
and the other misappropriation, were
stricken from the records.

In dismissing the conspiracy charge,
Judge Hough said that from the evi-
dence which had been adduced, he could
not see how the minds of the,two de-
fendants could act in concert.

CRIPPLED IN GALE

For Seven Days Crew Worked

Continually to Save Their
Lives.

Port Townsend, Oct. 27.—With ‘her
crew of nine men almost overcome by
battling with an.ocean gale, a large
part of a valuable deck cargo of min-
ing timbers locst at sea and with
wrenched rigging and torn sails, the
American schooner J. H. Lunsmann,
Capt. August Anderson, put back from
sea to this port last night. In a storm
encountered a short distance off Cape

Flattery, during the night of October

18th, the vessel all but foundered,

For seven days the fight of Capt, An-
derson and his crew to save their ship
from sinking and theig own lives, con-
tinued in thick fogs and against high
winds. Cruising off Cape Flattery, the
tug Wyadda picked up the “derelict
during last night, towing the schooner
to "this port for survey and repairs.
The condition of the schooner upon ar-
rival here is much better than when
picked ‘up, but the exhausted condition

of the sailors furnishes evidence cor- |
roborating a thrilling story of hardship |

and narrow escape from death.

The Lunsmann sailed for Santa Ros- |

alia, Mex., with a cargo of mine tim-
bers from Eagle harbor, dropping the

tug that had towed .her 4£0.sea om the ;
afternoon. pf -October 18th. At sunset, |
a heavy northeasterly gale sprung up, |

and with thick weather and a high

sea, a hard battle against the waves |
commenced, Shortly after midnight she |
listed badly with the shifting of her |
deckload. 'Thus hampered, the mizzen- |

sail and jibs were blown out and a
tremendous wave sent the schooner on

| her beam ends.

“At this point,” states Capt. Ander-
son, ‘it loked like our end had come.
The waves had opened several seams
below the line where our list carried
the vessel. In an hour we were water-
logged with the intake ten feet high
in the hold. Until daylight we strug-
gled in an attempt to break the deck-
load lashings in an effort to get a more
even keel.

“Throughout Tuesday and Wednes-
day the crew labored without sleep or
rest and with secarcely time to eat be-
fore we had righted the ship sufficient-
ly to overcome the great danger . of
shipping water. The labor had con-
sumed fifty-five hours, and the men
were all but dead from' their congtinued
exertion,

“While out of immediate danger, our
difficulties were not whONy overcome
until we sighted the tug Wyadda and
the intervening four days contained
many anxious hours.”

The buoyancy of the cargo carried
by the Lunsmann made her exceeding-
ly difficult to handle in the rough seas.
With other cargo, however, it is im-
probable that she.could have with-
stood the severe,;buffeting of the gale-
lashed waves.

The Lunsmann is a well-known
member of the fleet of Pacific coast
lumber carriers. She was making her
first voyage after having been disen-
gaged for several months on Puget
Sound. She is of 952 tons register and
her cargo of pole timbers was valued
at $20,000. It is estimated that one-
sixth of the cargo was lost,

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AUSTRIA GROWS |
MORE PACIFIC

WILLING TO DISCUSS-
BALKAN ANNEXATION

Five of Signatories to Berlin
Treaty Now Acting in
Harmony.

Buda Pesth, Oct. 28.—Baron Von
Aerenthal, the Austro-Hungarian for-
eign minister, in an important speech
yvesterday, indicated a yielding attitude
on the part of Austria which may aid
materially in the preservation of peace.

Addressing the Austrian delegation
the foreign minister admitted that it is
Austria’s desire to do its utmost to
relieve the present tension, and that
therefore the government would not
insist that the question of the annex-
ation of Bosnia and Herzegovina
should be entirely eliminated from the
programme of the international con-
gress, although naturally he could not
admit that the powers had the right to
question the annexation of the prov-
inces, or the idea of any - territorial
compensations in other directions.

On this basis, however, he added,
there was. no objection to the congress
placing on record the abrogation of the
articles relating to Bosma and Novia-
zar. The Austria-Hungarian govern-
ment was trying to smooth the way for
the conference, and he hoped his gov-
ernment’s intentions would be appre-
ciated at Constantinople, and a hand
extended for a friendly agreement. H®
would also be glad to see the Turko-
Bulgarian negotiations lead to an un-
derstanding for which conditions were
by no means unfavorable. Acting with
that view, Austria, in commgn with
other powers, has’ dissuaded the ad-
ministrations at Constantinople and
Sofia from adopting military measures
calculated to increase mutual distrust,

With regard to Servia and Monte-
negro he said neither was entitled to
interfere in the matter in any way, but
notwithstanding this his government
was willing to treat both with benevol-
ence and take their interests into con-
sideration. It would, however, be bet-
ter for their own interests to set prac-
tical aims for their activity instead of
pursuing dreams that would not be
realized.

Continuing, the foreign minister dil-
ated upon Austria’s conciliatory atti-
tude which had met with the warm
support from her allies—Germany and
Italy.  He looked to the future with
confidence, and for that very reason he
believed that other governments were
playing an equally conciliatory policy.

Happy Augury For Peace.

London, Oct. 28.—A dispatch to the
Times from Sofia states that ’'Great
Britain, France and Russia have pre-
sented an identical note approving
Bulgaria’s recognition that compensa-
tion is due to Turkey, and requesting
Bulgaria to follow Turkey’s example
and give assurances of abstention from
mobilization pending ‘the proposed in-
ternational congress, The Times in an
editorial sees a happy augury in the
fact that five of the signatories of the
Berlin treaty are thus acting in har-
mony for the first time since the crisis
arose, especially as it is unlikely that
Germany and Italy are acting with-
out Austria-Hungary's knowledge and
consent, )

Turco-Bulgarian Tension,

Paris, Qct, 28.—It was learned here
authoritatively to-day that the Bul-
garian government, in view of the ces-
sation of military preparatiors on the
part of Turkey, and acting upon the
advice of the powers, has decided to
release to-morrow, 75,000 reservists who
have been held to the colors.

ZEPPELIN HAS PRINCE
AS AERIAL GUEST
German Aeroplane Fulfils Many

Expectations of Its Aged
Inventor,

Friederichsaven, Oct. 28. — Prince
Henry of Prussia spent several hours
in the air yesterday as the guest of
Count Zeppelin, who made an ascension
in his remodelled alrship at a com-
paratively early hour. Not only did
the Prince thoroughly enjoy his ex-
perience, but he sat’ at the steering
wheel. for many miles of the flight,
guiding the movements of the craft
and compelling it to execute all kinds
of complicated - manoeuvres. Prince
Hehry's satisfaction at the great flight
was unbounded, and he has expressed
it in a telegram which he sent to the
Emperor: “Under Zegppelin’s guidance,
I felt just as safe as on my own flag-
ship.”

Capt. Mischke was also a passenger
when the start was made, in the di-
rection of Uberlingen to the north-
ward of Constance. With Count Zep-
pelin himself at the wheel, the air-
ship rose to an altitude of 600 feet,
and moving rapidly against a strong
wind, soon disappeared behind a bank
of clouds. Soon messages began to
arrive from the towns in the Rhine

valley announcing the passage of the
airship, but about 2 o’clock in the
\| afternoon a sonorous sound from the
sky indicated that the craft was re-
turning. Soon it appeared above the
thronged . streets of Constance, where

the Prince gracefully saluted in ac-
knowledgments of the ovation from
ithe cheering crowds below,

After manoeuvring above Lake Con-
stance, in full view of the city for
some time, the airship made its way
towards the Swiss frontier, disappear-
ing in the direction of the Tyrol. It
returned to its moorings about sun-
set.

CHINESE CRUSOES

SEVENTY-FIVE DAYS
ON BARREN ISLAND

Crew Mutinies When Barquen-
tine is Repaired After
Shipwreck.

San Francisco, Cal.,, Oct. 28.—A story
of hardship. as castaways in the South
Pacific is told by seven Chinese who
arrived on the steamer Manchuria from
Hongkong. They foymed the crew of
the barkentine Ebster, which was
wrecked on a reef 700 miles from Free-Y

AFTER-THOUGHTS.

We would not like to. beileve that
there is another constituency in Can-
ada besides North Toronte that-would
put its signature on Foster’s back and
send him 'again to Ottawa.

THE: RESULT IN VICTORIA.

Mr. G. H. Barnard is personally to be
congratulated upon the splendid vic-
tory he achieved Monday in the elec-
toral contest against the Minister of
Inland Revenue. His majority is small,
it is true, but he worked hard for it,
and to the extent that -the.vote repre-
sents his personal energy no single Lib-
eral in the city of Viectoria will be-
grudge him ful] honor for his achieve-
ment.. That much being said, all has
been said that can properly be credit-
ed to the Conservative candidate,

But neither Mr. . Barnard neor the
cause he represented was wholly re-
sponsible for the result of the election
in the city of Victoria. The member-
elect was brought out and supported
by the McBride machine, which Is ad-
mitted to be a practically perfect piece
of political mechanism, admirably
adapted for the purposes for which it
is designed—to subvert the true will
and intent of the electorate. At the
lever of this machine was the hand of
Mr, R. F. Green, whose name will for-
ever be associated, along with the
names of other persons of no less mal-

The general result proves

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CANADA'S SPLENDID PROBPECTS.

In an’ interesting and thoughtful ar-
ticle the Toronto Star says a compar-
ison of the position of the United
States in 1810 and at a much later date
with that which Canada occupies to-
day, very clearly demonstrates how
abundant is the justification for the
prediction that the progress of this
country in the present century will at
least equal that made by the Republic
in the century which has passed.
apt ‘to forget, says
that our neigh-

We .  are our

Toronto contemporary,
bors, like outselves, had to wait a long
time for their boom to begin. Cana-
dians of the present generation, who
have lived during a period in which
such phenomenal advancement has
been made across the line, do not real-
ize how slow was the progress made
there during a long period following
the Revolutionary war. - Even with no
overshadowing attraction to draw pop-
ulation away, such as Canada suffered
from between 1870 and 1890, it was
nevertheless not until nea~™ forty
years after the Revolution th.t the
population of the United States had
doubled itself, and in 1810 the num-
ber of people under the stars and
stripes was no greater than our next
census will show under the beaver and
maple leaf.

The relative position of Canada at
the beginning of this present century,
as compared with that of the United
States in the past century, is much
more advanced in other respects than
in population. In immigration it was
not until 1850 that any considerable
inflow into the United States took
place, and even so late ag 1870 arrivals
in that country from abroad were no
greater than will be the inflow into
Canada during the present year. Our
export trade to-day is nearly equal to
that enjoyed by the United States in
1860; our bank deposits &are greater
than were those of our neighbors in
the same year; our present coal pro-
duction is equal to the total of theirs
attained in 1850; the figure representing
the railway mileage in Canada at pres-
ent ‘was not surpassed by the Un’lted
States until near the emd of the fifties,
and the tonnage of freight carried by
Canadian railwdys last year was equal
to that carrjed by American railwys
in the eightfes. )

In other -respects the position of
Cnada to-day is identical with that
of -the United. States at the close of
the Civil War. Their western terri-
tory was then just being fairly opened
to settlement, and manufacturing and
all branches of industry were at the

conditions are duplicated in Canada at
the present-time;, Our west is just
fairly open; Ontario agriculture is but
beginning to” realize its possibilities;
our railway freight traffic has doubled
in ten years and our export trade has
considerably more than doubled in
that same time. Bearing in mind the
fact that ten years under present ‘con-
ditions. count for more than twenty-
five did .under the conditions which
have passed; it is not too much to
hope that the Dominion may, before we
are far beyond the middle of the pres-
ent cehtury, be in a position corres-
anding to that occupied by the Re-
public at the present time.

Vessel on First Visit to This
Port—Ore For Tacoma

her home port since leaving. She is
under charter to W. R. Grace & Co.

When
she has digcharged her present cargo
she will load wheat at Tacoma ° or
Portland, which will be taken to Dun-
kirk, Havre and Antwerp. She is a fine
vessel of 3,142 tons register, This is the
first time she has tied up at this port,
although she has picked up a pilot in
the Royal Roads on a prevxous occa-
sion,

CHINA SQUADRON
IN QUICK-FIRING TEST

Comparison cf Figures Shows
Advance Over Last
Year.

S —

The China squadron has been carry-
ing out the heavy guniayers’ test, and
if the results, writes a naval corre-
spondent of a London paper, are as
good as those which have attended the
light ' quick-firing test, there is every
expectation of this small, but highly
efficient squadron again occupying the
premier position in the annual firing
returns.

‘In point of fact the firing is the light
quick-firing test, which took place at
Wei-hai-wei recently, is better than it
was last year, as is seen by the follow-
ing comparative results for the 12-
pounder guns: 1907, 143 rounds, 1.0 hits;
1908, 143 rounds, 104 hits. Last year the
best 12-pounder gun fired 12 rounds and
made 11 hits, whereas this year the
highest individua] score was 16 rounds,
14 hits, which is claimed as a world’s
record for this type of gun. ‘While
heartily congratulating Sir Hedworth
Z.‘ambton and the officers and ship’s
ompany of the King Alfred on these
splendid results, a special meed of
praise must be given to Lieutenant W.
F. French, the gunnery officer, and the
group of officers and guns’ crews who
have been influenced by his enthusiastic
desire to see the flagship of the China
squadron again setting a good example
to her consorts. That these 2fforts have
not been in vain may be gathered from
the results attained by the other units
of Sir Hedworth Lambton’s command.
For instance, from the Bedford’'s eight
12-pounders 76 rounds were fired, with
51 hits, the best gun firing 11 rounds,
all of which hit the bull’s eye. The rate
of fire was also good, 10.36 rounds being
got off per minute with an average of
6.95 hits. The Kent, another ship with
a good record in gunnery, is credited
this year with 42 hits out of 75 rounds
from her 12-pounders, the best run be-
ing 10 rounds, 8 hits. The Kent's rate

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NEW FREIGHT RATES
AND OCEAN TRADE

shipping Men Are in Doubt as
to What Results Will
Be.

The British steamer Inveric and
Japanese steamer Tosa Maru are now
on the Sound, both having been dis-
patched from the Far East ahead of
time and with large cargoes, says &
seattle dispatch. This freight will get
the benefit of the existing rates, which
are considerably lower than those
which will be effective after this week.

The British steamer Antilochus, of
the Blue Funnel line, is due next Sun-
day or Monday, while the Great North-
ern liner Minnesota is expected in Se-
attle about Thursday of next week.
The cargo on these vessels will be bill-
ed under the new tariffs,

Just what will be the results of the
new condition of affairs in the Ori-
ental trade no traffic man will predict.
All agree that the increased through
rates will greatly decrease trade be-
tween this coast and the Orient. There
will be no less business in products
of this coast, such as lumber, flour,
wheat and salmon, but it is not likely
that much overland freight will here-
after be shipped to the Far East from
the Pacific. Steamship men claim that
freight cannot stand the increase in
through rates in competition with the
Suez canal,

The new order of things was brought
about by the interstate commerce com-
mission’s ruling compelling the rail-
roads to make public their proportion
of through rates. As a general thing
this proportion was much less than the
overland carriers charged for freight
billed to this coast. Consequently the
roads increased their share of through
rates to- such a figure that the steam-
ship lines were compelled to schedule
higher through rates so that they
could get about the same share as
heretofore. ; ;

The United States ,railroads have
threatened to withdraw entirely from
over-sea business, and this may yet
be done. The Canadian Pacific, whose
road is. but slightly affected by the
new ruling covering carriers in. United
States territory, will maintain the
former through rates, This has placed
the ' steamship lines, operating inde-
pendently of the railroads, in a seri- |
ous difficulty, and what will be the
outcome no one dares. to predict - at
present. ¢

It is understood that the Alfred Holt
line, operating the Blue Funnel steam-
ers between . Liverpool and Puget
Sound, will continue ‘to operate as
heretofore. As far”’as overland freight
is concerned, this fleet is affected.
However, the Blue Funnel business is
said to be but slightly dependent %pon
overland cargo, so that these steam-
ers will run as heretofore between
Puget Sound, the Orient and Liverpool,
‘via the Suez canal.

U. S. BATTLESHIPS .
ARE NEARING AMOY

Second Squadron Expected to
Reach Chinese Port To-
Morrow.

‘Amoy, Oct, 29.—The supply ship Cul-
goa _returned ‘to the harbor here late
this afternoon., having failed to se-
¢ured connections by wireless tele-
graph with the second squadron of the
American battleship fleet now on its
way here, Capt. Patton says that the
battleships .are more than 200 miles
away, and will probably arrive to-
morcow afternoon.

FURTHER INCIDENTS
~IN MORSE TRIAL

Ex-i’resident Curtis Endeavors
to Clear Himself—Finar=
ing Mr. Heinze.

New York, Oct. 28.—The apparent de-
termination of Alfred H. Curtis to clear
himself of all blame in connection with
the banking transactions for which he
and Chas. W. Morse are now undergoing
trial in the United States district court,
became more definite yesterday, when
under the prompting of his attorneys?
Curtis produced a letter written by him
under date of June 13th, 1907, and address-
ed to Morse, in- which he made vigorous
protest against the continuation of prac-
tices inaugurated by the latter. and
which, in Curtis’ opinion, .constituted a
grave menace to the stability of the Bank
of North America.

The incident of the overdraft of $210,000
given by Morse, previously testified to,
was made the subject of searching ques-
tioning by the witness’ own attorney.

Mr. Curtis related the coming of F.
Augustus Heinze to hi with a request
for a loan of $126,000, and his refusal to
grant the accommodation. Morse had
remonstrated with him, saying: ‘‘Unless
we let them have the money they must
go to the wall.’”’ Curtis had stood firm,
howevyer, he said, and retorted: ‘““They can-
not have a cent of the bank’s money. If
they fail, they must fail,”

He testified that a personal cheque of
Chas. W. Morse for $126,000, drawn to tie
order of Heinze, came through the next
day. The cheque had been- paid, although
Morse had at the time, witness said, a
balance to his credit of only $3,100. He
at once went to Mr. Morse, the witness
said, and told him that he must protect
the bank, and at once wipe out this over-
draft.

.“*Mr. Morse went out and got two boxes
of securities and turned them and their
contents over to me. I told him that the
securities proffered were insufficient, and
he offered to give me an order for $1,000,-
000 of steamship bonds, which he had on
deposit in Loondon. I accepted the offer,
and upon being given the order at.once
cabled to London to have the securities
held subject to the Bank of North Am-
erica’s order.”

The witness was then turned over to
the attorneys for Morse, for what virtual-
ly proved a cross-examinatiom

Despite the efforts of the Morse attor-
neys to present the witness in the light
of a free agent, the witness persisted in
maintalning t]mt he had been but the
instrument of 'another’s will and@ purpose.

“I never made a dollar through any
speculation in any of the enterprises up-
on which the bank was. loaning money,”
said he. “I earned my salary and that
was all. The bank was my life’'s busi-
ness, and T worked for it conscientiously
and faithfully.”

An adjournment was taken until to-day,
when Mr, Curtis will " be further ques-
tioned.

When a covey of quail is flushed, con-
fine your deadly attentions to those
birds on your side. A nervous snapshot
nearly always falls into the error of
taking the first bird that flushes. You
can have him if he comes your way,
but if he dosn’t remember that he is
not yours and ‘that there are plenty
more. Your score will improve, too, you
will find, because of a 'little delibera-
tion, In this connection, keep a double
watch on yourself if you use a pump
gun. A man who is proud of these in-
genious instruments can make a pretty
music for some seconds, but his friend’s
ear is seldom in tune.

Don’t claim a bird unless you know
that you have hit it, and don’t ask a
man to make his retriever search for
a dead bird unless you saw it fall, It's
not .geod for .the dog. There is little
excuse for both guns doubling on the
same bird, Take your ‘turn on the
shingles and don’t try to wipe jyour
companion’s eye until he has shot his
second barrel. If he uses a pump give
' him all six shots and wait to see if he
wants to load up agaln. It is all right
to wipe his eye occasionally, but pride
goeth before a fall, and you are daring
him to get you. This eye-wiping is a
delicate process arﬂ'how and requires
judgment,

Never let a cripple get away if you
can avoid it. Always use your second
barrel on a feathered bird that fails to
fall to the first. When you see him
strike the ground mark him carefully
and don’t give him up till you find
him.

Don’t run up excitedly to a dog on
point, Take your time and he will take
his.—From “The Ethics of Field
Shooting,” by Todd Russell, in the Out-
ing Magazine for November.

CHARTER MARKET

There are very few
steamers along the coast that are not
under charter and the sailing vessels
are now being gradually taken up.

Co., of Tacoma, to carry lumber from
Tacoma to Sydney, Australia,
The Falls of Dee has been lying in
the Royal Roads since July 28th. She
is the last ful} rigged ship afloat and
is registered as of 1,845 tons burden.
‘She hag orders to he ready to load No-
vember 15th and will accordingly leave
here within a few days in order to pre-
pare.

Besides the chartering of the Falls of
Dee, it is rumored that the steamers
Thordis and Transit have been char-
tered by Foley, Welch & Stewa'rt, of
Vancouver, the contractors for a large
section of the Grand Trunk railway,
and that they will be used to carry
rails and other supplies to Prince Ru-
pert. The Thordis has just come off the
ways and is ready to start at any
time. The report has not as yet been
confirmed, but it is considered to be
extremely likely as it is known that
work on the railway is to be rushed
from this end as soon as all arrange-
ments can be made.

NEWSPAPER FOR BURGLARS.

This is the age of specialization in
journalism, as in other things, the
world over. Nearly every trade or pro-
fession has its' organ. But in the an-
cient city of+Moscow an editor has dis-
covered an entirely new field for news-
paper enterprise, which appeals to a
numerous clientele. His paper, which
made its first appearance only a little
while ago, is called Rosatska Gazeta,
which, interpreted, means, The Bare-
footed Man’s Gazette. It is a little
weekly journal, consisting of one
double sheet of printed matter. It is
ostensibly run by thieves and vaga-
bonds for the benefit of thieves and
vagabonds.

'The bulk of its contents consists of
contributions ‘from burglars and other
folk who prey upon society, in which
they describe their successful exploits.
Its tone is humorous and racy. The
text is enlivened with comic sketches,
some of which are uncommonly well
done. Unless the police suppress it, it
bids fair to have a prosperous- career.

It is not lacking in advertisements,
most of them of a decidedly unique
character. In one issue, for instance, a
young man announces that, “being
full of energy and temperament and
having a loving heart, he seeks a life
partner in the shape of a young lady
with 'small means.” The adventurer
goes on to say that “having practised
housebreaking from his tender youth,
he is now, at five-and-twenty, as ex-
pert a burglar as any in Moscow, and
can, therefore, assure his wife comfort
and even luxury.”

The “office” is situated in the Nikit-
inska, a shabby enough street, oppo-
site a small theatre, It is a private flat,
and its small dimensions—d room over-
looking the courtyard—seem too big for
the table, chair and stove which furn-
ish it. The chair is occupied by a shock-
headed youth with long black hair, in-
telligent eyes, and an odour of greasy
sheepskin and stale tobacco. He al-
ways says the editor is out, and con-
tgibutors are invited to leave their of-
ferings on the table, where lay an
empty vodka bottle, a tea-stained
piece of blotting-paper, and a few
cigarctte ends. In a word, the manage-
nfent of the paper is wrapped in mys-
tery. Nobody knows where it is print-
ed, least of all the police,- who have
been on its track since the first num-

EFFORT OF EUROPEAN
POWERS TO END BOER WAR

e . e

Interview With Emperor Wil-
liam Published in London
Daiiy Telegraph.

Paris, Oct. 29.—The Echo de Paris this
morning publishes a lengthy article giv-
ing the other side of the story concerning
the negotiations between France, Russia ;
and Germany to call upon Great Britain |
to put an end to the South African war,
as told in an interview with Emperor
‘Willlam, which was published in the Lon-
don Daily Telegraph yesterday. France,
says the paper, joined in the Russian at-
tempt at mediation only on the ground
of humanity, while Russia acted as
spokesman in the negotiations, in the be-
lief, from previous assurances, that Ger-
many would unite with the other two
powers on this basis. Instead, the Em-
peror replied that intervention by the
three powers would be a lengthy affair,
and before it was undertaken France,
Rusia and Germany must enter into a
mutual engagement to guarantee the in-
tegrity of their territory. Russia at once
said that this condition would not be fav-
orable to France and discerned danger in
Germany's design.

Transmitting Russia’s - decision to. M.
Delcasse, French foreign minister, Count
Mouravief declared that in the eyes of
his' government -the acceptance of Ger-
many’s condition was inadmissable, be-
cause it would imply in the first place the
disappearance of the Franco-Russian al-
liance, which henceforth would be with-
out object.

According to the Echo de Paris, Ger-
many’s object clearly was to form a new
triple alliance against Great Britain and
at the same time to destroy the Franco-
Russian alliance, subserving France in
her policy for all time by conditions
which were tantamount to signing again
the treaty of Frankfort and giving an en-
gagement - never to attempt to regain
Alsace and L.oraine.

SUCCESSOR TO LATE
BISHOP OF MONTREAL

Laymen and Clergy Opposed in
Voting for Candi-
dates.

Montreal, Que., Oct, 29.—No decisive
result has been reached by the Mont-
rea]l Diocesan Synod in an effort to
elect a successor to the late Bishop of
Montreal. The candidates who led in
the vote were Dean Evans, of Mont-
real, and Dean Farthing, of Kingston.
The lay vote is especially strong for
Dean Farthing, while the clergy stood
by Dean Evans. Probably some person
as yet unmentioned will be appointed.

BIG EARNINGS OF
WRITERS OF PLAYS

Barrie, . Jerome, Pinero and
Caine Draw Large Amounts
in Royalties.

Everybody ‘is talking about the suc-
cess which has- come so suddenly to
Jerome K. Jerome, says a’'London dls-
patch. Two ZLondon plays—both big
money makers—have .fallen to his lot.
Perhaps there is nobody in the play-
writing line inore worthy to win out
after so many vears of struggle. It is
estimated that his “takings” must ‘be
something like $2,000 a week, although
failure was freely predicted for his
“Pagsing of the Third Floor Back.”

The fact that Jerome has “struck ile”
proves that there are plenty of for-
tunes still to be made from writing
drama, despite the recent failure of
one or two admittedly good plays.
Among the most successful money-
makers in the play-writing line to-day
are J. M. Barrie and Hall Caine. After
one week’s production of Barrie’s la-
test play, “What Every Woman
Knows,” at the Duke of York’s theatre,
the box office had seat orders in hand
for $50,000. Out of his earlier play, ‘“The
Little Minister,” Barrie and his then
partner, Cyril-Baude, netted the neat
little sum of $10,000 a week, while ‘“Peter
Pan,” “Quality Street,”” and “The Ad-
mirable Crichton” brought to their aun-
thor $2,500 each weekly for quite a con-
siderable time. Hall Caine has been
netting $3,000 a week from his plays for
a long time now, while the recent Gil-
bert & Sullivan opera revival has
brought Gilbert nearly $200,000,

Among other London playwrights
who havé amassed fortunes might be
.mentioned Arthur Pinero, who cleared
$300,000 out of one play alone—“Sweet
Lavender.” Pinero is actually the high-
est paid dramatist in England. He
gets $100 for each performance of a play
in advance. By this arrangement, he
made another $300,000 out of ‘“The Sec-
ond Mrs. Tanqueray,” and is now add-
ing to his income by the production of
his plays in Paris,

It is really remarkable how the ele-
ment of luck enters into wealth-win-
ning in the matter of play writing.
“Charley’s Aunt,”” which earned nearly
a million for Penley, was refused several
times, and Brandon Thomas, the au-
thor, literally hawked it about from
manager to manager for a Jong time.
He finally interested a man who put
$5,000 into it as a venture and had out
of it within a few weeks $185,000,

HERCULEAN TASK
TO ELECTRIFY C. P. R.

Cost Would Reach Hundreds of
Millions and Require Years
of Labor.

Just what the electrification of the
Canadian Pacific Railway would mean
were it undertaken—not at once, for

{'that would be impossible—but within &

measurable period of years, ‘was the
subject of an interesting talk with &
very distinguished electrical authority,
Dr. Charles Siemens, electrical engi-
neer, a member of the great London
and German nouse of that name, says
the Montreal Herald.

Dr. Siemens, who has had practical
personal experience of the application
of electricity to mountain railways in
Switzerland, was here on hig way home
from Japan, where he has been em=-
ployed in an advisory capacity by the
Japanese government with regard to
the introduction of electricity in the
railways of Japan, where some of th3
lines which are owned by the govern-
ment traverse mountainous country in
which waterfalls and swift-flowing
mountain streams would supply abun-
dant power.

Mr. Ciemens observed that as his
mission to Japan was necessarily of a
confidéntial character, he did not feel
at liberty to discuss electrical pro-
gress in that country, but having. on
his way east from Vancouver made
menta]l note of the physical features
of the C. P. R., he hud no objection to
giving his views on the electrification
of the Canadian Pacific Railway as a
practical proposition.

Its Immense Cost.

“When you speak of the electrifica-
tion of the Canadian Pacific Railway.”
said Dr. Siemens, “it must be under-
stood that I do not postulate ‘the in-
troduction of electric power over all Its
ten thousand miles, I would not re-
gard that as a practical proposal to-
day, having regard to the cost it would
entail and the vast amount of expen-
sive equipment that it would throw out
of service. Not $50,000,000, but hun-
dreds of millions would have: to bs
spent in new equipment or thrown
away in the already existing rolling
stock that would have to be discard-
ed in order to make way for the elec-
trical equipment which would have to
be specially built—locomotives ‘and
cars of unique design.

“I am not surprised to find that it is
the mountain section of the system
that is spoken of as offering a possibly
advantageous start for the introduc-
tion of electricity, for not only does
the enormous quantity of water power
running to waste offer an inviting pros-
pect in the economic sense, but the
operation of that part of the line by
steam must of necessity be extremely
costly. The initial expenditure, sup-
poging' the whole .of the mountain di-

- vision: were .electrified, would on ths

lowest computation be very great, so
great that it would have to be taken
up in sections, assuming that the prin+
cipal difficulty were overcome.”

“And that difficulty is—"

Greatest Difficulty.

“The difficulty--and it has to be faced
at once—is the ¢ertainty of perman-
ency of water supply in winter. ‘Sup-
pose the source of power in' the moun-~
lains get frozen up. The freezing up
of all the waterfalls is impossible; but
the waterfalls would not be the only
gource of power. There would bé ar-
tificial dams across the rivers.and other
works of. a structural character. The
problem of the constaney of supply at
bigh altitudes is certainly a grave one,
probably the most serious that has to
be encountered.” £

“But could it not be overcome by
long-distance transmission?’*

“That is what would have to be con-
sidered—the limit that would have to be
assigned to distance. This would have
to be subjected to economic as well as
engineering tests. Then there is the
application of the current to the¢ pur-
poses of traction.”

“Wouldn't it be the trolley?”

Question of Current,

“Oh, yes, it would have to be the trol-
ley, but there is the question of wheth-
er it would be direct current, two-
phase or three-phase alternating cur-
rent. With a three-phase alternating
current, which is the principle adopt-
ed by the New York Central with
satisfactory results, I understand,
there would have to ,be three wires,
with two-phase four wires and with
direct current two wires.

“The trouble with direct current as
applied to long-distance traction is
that safety necessitates a low voltage,
because there could be no transformer
on the train. The transmission of the
current at high voltage introduces. ele-
ments of danger that you avoid with
the alternating current. You have seen
the sparks flying from the street cars
during a rainstorm. That will illustrate
what I mean. I mention these things
just to show how little they know who
talk about the electrification of the
Canadian Pacific Railway as if it were ®
a thing that could be done in a day
or even in a =ingle generation,”

Cost Would Be Higher.

“Is it to be assumed that the electri-
fication of the prairie section weuld
e more difficult than the mountain **

“More difficult in the practical sense,
inasmuch as it would be the mors
costly to operate. If you are to rely on
waier power it would have to -be .ear-
ried enormous.- distances, and you
would have to depend upon that or
manufacture the power from steam.
which would mean that the 'coal would
have to be mined in the mountains and
hauled to the centres where you pro-
duce the power. :

“One thing is sure, that if the com-
pany decides to electrify it will mean
the creation of an enormous deman-d
for electrical machinery, so that there
will probably be great times ahead for
the manufacturers of highly special-
ized electric equipment.: It will mean
this, even if carried out, as I think it
would have to be by installments of
comparatively small sections at a
time.”

| NEW COMMONWELATH
IN THE MAKING

Conference at Durban Consid-
ers Proposed South Af-
rican Union.

A new British Dominion or Common-
wealth is in process of the making at
the present time iz South Africa. A
few months ago the principle of the
desirability of a closer union between
the various colonies in British South
Africa was settled at a convention
which took the form of an intercolonial
customs conference when the following
resolution was adopted:

(a) That in the opinion of this con-
ference the best interestz and the per-
manent prosperity of South Africa can
be secured by an early union under the
crown of Great Britain of the several
self-governing colonies,

(b) That to the union contemplated
in the feregoing resolution, Rhodesia
shall be entitled to admission at suth
time and on such conditions as may
hereafter be agreed upon.

(e) That the members of this confer-
ence agree to submit the foregoing res-
olutions to the legislature of their re-
spective colonies, and to take such steps
as may be necessary to®obtain their
consent to the appointment of dele-
gates to a national Sauth African con-
vention, whose object shall be to con-
sider. and report on the most desirable
form of South African union, and to
prepare ‘a draft constitution. The con-
vention shall consist of not more than
twelve delegates from the Cape Colony,
not more than eight delegates from th<
Transvaal, and not more than five del-
~gates from Natal and the Orange
“iver Colony respectively; angd it shall

.cet as soon as convenient after the

cxt sessions of all the parliaments,
~wrovided that as soon as at least two
colonies shall have appointed their del-
egateg the convention shall be consid-
ered as constituted.

(e) The convention shall publish the
draft constitution as soon as possible
and shall, in consultation with the self-
governing colonies, determine the fur-
ther steps to be taken in reference
thereto,

(f) In the convention the voting shall
be “per capita” and not Qy states.

The greatest trouble of al] is the race
question. In all four colonies the num-
ber of natives far exceeds the number
of whites, and the whites are divided
into Dutch and British. The great
question that lies before the Durban
convention is: How are the cases to
be represented? Are the natives to
vote as in Cape Town, or not to vote as
in the other three states? And how is
the fair proportion of representatign to
be struck between the farming Dutch
and those of British descent. who oc-
cupy the towns? In the Cape, Trans-
vaal and Orangia, there are at present
overwhelming Dutch majorities in the
parliaments. Dutch -ministers are in
power, and these ministers have ap-
pointed the delegates to the conven-
tion.

Next is the question of state debts.
In the Cape and Natal there have been
successions of alarming deficits; debts
are accumulating, credit falling. In the
Transvaal and Orange River Colony
there have been surpluses ever since
civil administration wag re-established,
despite the recent depression. For in-
stance, the Cape budget this year show-
ed a deficit of £996,000, and an increasc
in the public debt during the last four
years of £12,000,000. All incomes over
£50 are to be taxed, al] salaries of civil
servants and members of parliament
reduced, the sinking fund suspended.

The Transvaal budget, on the con-
trary, showed a surplus of £400,000, not-
withstanding the diamond crisis. In
short, the coast colonies must raise
fresh reveneue, while the inland col-
onies' first necessity is a reduction of
ihe burden of taxation and the cost of
living.

Lastly, comes the problem of trade,
and more especially the railway rates.
The tariff will be one battlefield, but
another will be the railroids, which are
state-owned. Natal's revenué depends
chiefly on through railroad traffic, Cape
Colony is to a very considerable extent.
But the nearest and cheapest port ot
entry and exit for the Rand is Delagoa
Bay, in Portuguese territory, and to re-
duce the excessive cost of living the
Transvaal requires first and foremost.

It is apparent that the inland col-
onies hold the key to the situation. But
will they assume the sister colonies’
debts and submit to higher taxation
and higher freight rates without a quid
pro quo? Obviously not. The difficul-
ties are great, but the whole people of
South Afriea, Dutch and English, de-
mand a unification rather than a loose
federation,

THE AMERICAN
WOMAN

By Dr. Andrew Maephail
London Spectator.

The old-fashioned American novelist
who was pressed for an explanation of
the waywardness of his heroine found
it in the fact that she was born of a
French mother. The English writer of
early romance attributed the vagaries
of his heroines to the circumstance that
they grew up without mothers at all
Sc shall we explain the unsophisticated
Miranda, the ingenuous Desdemona,
the vivacious Rosalind, and the way-
wvard Jessica. The ostentatious prud-
ery of Pamela, the sprightly courage
of Sophia Western, the dourness of
Jane Eyre, the wrong-headedness of
Dorothea Brooke, the obvious virtues
of all Scott’s heroines with the single
exception of Lucy Ashton, and all
Shakespeare's with the exception of
Juliet, are traceable to the circum-
stance that they were motherless. The
novelist of to-day finds quite another
explanation, not of the virtues—for
ncvelists no longer find virtuous women
interesting—but of the caprice of his
heroine in the fact that she is, or is
descended from, an American woman.
All novels are written for women ex-
cept the few which are worth writing.
Time was when the characters achiev-
ed distinction by reason of the tempta-
tions which they resisted rather than
by the concessions which they made.
The English heroine resists or yields to
her desire for place; her French sis-
ter is impelled by love; it is luxurious

In literature
and life this is' the clue to her actions.

This prodigy which looms so portent-
cus will bear some investigation. The
term ‘“American woman,” whilst itl-
has a certain definite value, is capable
of wide extension in time and place.
We suspect her presence at Ephesus
and in Corinth, and the Proverbialist
biad her in his mind when he declared
in _his great eulogy that ‘“favor is de-
ceitful, and beauty is vain.” The man-
ifestation is not confined to thé Amer-
ican continent, nor even tg the United
States; indeed, it is entirely inaccurate
as a description of the mothers, wives
and daughters of the average Ameri-
can man. This anomaly in classifica-
tion is not confined to any one depart-
ment of natural history. We speak of
that anatoid, web-footed bird, which is
jarger than a duck and smaller than
2z swan, as the Canada goose, whilst
in reality the animal is the Branta
canadensis. ‘It is not a goose and is
not especially indigenous to Canada.
To speak of the “American woman" as
if she were confined to, Oor €ven ‘espe-
cially characteristic’' of, the TUnited
SQtates is as if ones were to assume that
the common scale which destroys apple
trees is found nowhere else than in
San Jose,” or that the potato bug con-
fines its ravages ‘to Colorado. These
pests did not even originate in the
places whose names they bear, and the
“American’ woman" was a common oc-
currence long béfore the tEinited States
were discovered.® It is-affamiliar fact,
however, ‘that ‘a disease which occurs
spordically in ene milieu, will-burst into
an epidemic of unexampled fury when
it is transferred to @& new environment.
Upon this analogy, it would appear
probable that the ‘““American woman”
was introduced into the United States
at a very early period, and finding
there a suitable environment, began
to develop an exuberant growth
and to thrive exceedingly.

It would be too large a task to trace
the genesis of the ‘“American woman"
beyond the period of her entry into the
New World, fascinating as that inves-
tigation would be. She was early upon
the s«cene 'in New England, probably
as early as 1620, the year in which the
first shipload of passengers arrived.
The annals of the community are full
of accounts of her doings. One of the
most forward harassed the ministers
for five years by arising in church and
asking questions, apparently to. elucl-

ford her the opportunity of applying
approbrious epithets to them. Another
woman pushed her recalcitrancy to
such a point that “she would not- bow
Ler knee even at the name of Jesus.”
"The whip and cleft stick were her por-
tion; yet in spite of these precautionary
measures the evil had grown so large
that in ten years sixty women assem-

trine.” A Diet of ministers was estab-
lished to consider further measures of
repression, but it is perhaps needless
to add that nothing very definite came
oftheir deliberations.

The origin of evil has always been a
fascinating speculation to the novelist
as well as to the theologian; but all
writers are agreed that it lies some-
where outside of their own hearts and
beyond the confines of their own coun-
try. When Canadians discover political
and social evils in their midst they are
quite sure that they came from the
United States. The outbreaks of wick-
edness which occurred sporadically,
though not infrequently, in Scotland,
ranging in heinousness from assassina-
tion to sleeping in church, were ulti-
mately traced across the Tweed to
England, or across the Channel to
France. The early inhabitants of New
England, Pyritan though they were,
found that the ‘“American woman"” was
als@ present with them, and, having
no neighbors from whom they could
acquire the infection, they °boldly
ascribed the phenomenon to an outside
source, and laid it to the charge of the
devil, One has a-cgrtain hesitancy in
contradicting the divines of New Eng-
land upon a quggstion in which they
were so much dt home., Yet I think
that by a less esoteric exegesis we may
arrive at an understanding of this
phenomenon. Idleness alone, which
they described as the ‘“mother of
naughtiness,” will account for all those
characteristics which are expressed by
the term ‘‘“American woman.”

Off stage, we are told that
these animals are subject to. fits of ill-
temper, to outbursts of emeation, to dis-
content, that they crave for excite-
ment, and that finally, they “break
down.” It is not disclosing any profes-
sional confidences to say that symp-
toms of a somewhat similar nature
have been observed in the case of the
“American woman” as a result of her

L performance,

The man and the woman are com-
plementary the one to the other. In
so far as the woman acquites the quali-
ties and characteristics of the man who
has acquired the quality of effemin-
acy. No matter how effeminate a man
becomes, he can never be so adorable
as a woman. He will always be an am-
ateur in that role, and the woman has
him beaten at the start.

SURVEYORS RISK
LIVES IN NORTH

Dominion Government Parties
Return After Summer’s Work
Among Glaciers.

Vancouv&, Oct. 27.—As perilous a
summer’s work as was ever undertaken
by a government survey party was
successfully completed during the past
season by a party of nine men under
Wm. F. Ratg, of Ottawa, who, with P.
W. Green, is at the Hotel Vancouver.
This work was done within 45 miles of
Juneau and other small parties accom-
plished similar work on other sections
of the survey in charge of Messrs. H.
S. Mussell, J. W. Craig and Bates, of
Ottawa.

Mr. Ratz with his party spent the
entire~ summer crossing four g¥ciers,
the highest point touched being 7,500
féet above sea level, The work was a
continuation of the Endicott Arm and
up the Tradey Arm, Crevices eight feet
wide were jumped by the members of
the party, each man having & fifty-
pound load on his back and & none too
light load on his mind, the depth of
many of these crevices bemg thousands
of feet.

Photographs showing the dangers of
the survey were brought down-by Mr.
Ratz, and they give an' excellent idea
of the perils that were daily eéncounter-
ed. Peaks apparently insurmountable
are shown in the photos with members
of the party on the summits, and 'a
couple of photos show the men in the
aet of jumping over crevices where a
slight miscalculation would result in
horrible death.

The most difficult of the four glaciers
was Dawes Glacier, the surface of
which is broken in every conceivable
manner. Photog of the surface show
it to be apparently impossible of travel
and clearly indicate what pluck and
energy was required by the party. Fifty
miles were surveyed by friangulation.

Mr, Ratz's party encountered noths
ing more serious than tremendous ob-
stacles, but a member of one of the
other parties, it is said, had an interest-
ing interview with a grigsly, resulting
in the two rolling in each other’s em-
brace down part of a glacier,

SERVIANS URGE
KING PETER TO FIGHT

Women Join in General Ac-
clamation for
3 War.

Portland, Ore,, Oct. 26.—At a mass
meeting of Servians a message was
drafted and cabled to King Peter, urg-
ing war to resist the annexation of the
provinces of Bosnia dnd Herzegovina
by Austro-Hungary, and promising
both money and men in case of war.

Theére were between 300 and 400 Ser-
vians at the meeting, and many are
sald to have come from far parts of
the state, so deeply interested are they
it the affairs of their fatherland. Pa-
triotic addresses were -delivered and
enthusiasm expressed itself in vocifer-
ous applause and hurrahs.

The meéting was attended by beth
men and women, and the women were
as patriotic as the men, and joined in
the general acclamation for war on the
part of King Peter,

The message also fieclared that there
are at least 150,000 Servians in the
United States who would respond to
the first call to arms.

Committées were appointed to can-
vass the various citizens of this and
adjoining cities, to ascertain how many

men could be erllisted in case war is

declared.

LUMBER DESTROYED.

Cranbrook, Oct. 26.—A firé which de-
stroyed $20,000 worth of lumber: broke
otit at the Wattsburg yards of the
Waltts Lumber Company :near: Cran-
brook. - The fire started.in & shed usged
for storing the ~high-grade ‘material,
and in a few minutes.the entire con-
tents were destroyed. The nearby piles
of lumber and the.adjoining buildings
also caught and for a while threatened
to involve the entire yard 'and mill.

VETERAN MISSIONARY
GOING TO ALASKA

Rev. R. Tomlinson Will Shortly
Leave Mission on
Skeena River.

(8pecial Correspondence.)

Port Essington, Oct, 23.—Rev, R.
Tomlinson,” who for many years has
exercised a great influence over ‘both
the native tribes on the Skeena and the
stream of prospectors and later settlers
rassing up and down the-river, will
shortly leave Meanshkinisht. Mrs.
Tomlinson has already left, intending
to pay a brief visit to Vancouver and
then meet her husband at Port Simp-
son, from which point they will pro-
ceed to Port Chaester, Alaska, wheare
they will be again associated with the
famous missionary, William Duncgan,
in his work at that place.

It is nearly fifty years that these vet-
eran missionaries. were first associated
in work in the early days of Metlakatla,
where Mr, Duncan had founded hisg mis-
sion and built a model town. Years
after, when Mr. Duncan broke from the
Anglican church ynder whose auspices
he had originally begun his work, and
moved with a thousand of his people
to an unsettled island off the Alaska
coast, Mr, Tomlinson, deeply sympa-
thizing with His confrere, moved to the
Naas river. From that point twenty-
nine years ago Mr. Tomlinson started
with his wife and young family to es-
tablish an independent mission on the
banks of the Skeena river some distance
above Kitselas canyon. The difficulties
overcome and privations endured; both
on the trail over the mountains from
the headwaters of the Naag to the
Skeena, ‘and in the yeéafrs of isolation
that followed, can better be imagined
than described.

Choosing a site many miles from any
settlement, he .purchased a tract of
wild land, surveyed it into smal] lots,
and calling & number of sélécted Indian
families about him, he Hased thess
lots at a nominal fée to those whom he
desired to instruct in the arts of civili-
zation and the Christian faith. The
sawmill] be built Wwas the first on the
Skeena above Port Essington. Clear-
ing was extended, . substantial homes
built, and soon a model village stood as
an objéct lésson to the surrounding
tribes. The village church, ' recently
cempleted, is heated by furnaece, light-
ed by deetylené, and is one of the finest
on the Skeena.

And now, just when the country is
opening up to civilization, and the G.
T. P. is. about to cross his domain, Mr,
Tomlinson leaves all to answer a call
for help from his old associate in mis-
sion work,

Mr. Tomlingon is now approaching
seventy yeéars of age, but he stil] feels
himself good for many years of hard
work., His oldest son, Robert, who is
a skilful millwright, will accompany
him to Port Chester to assist Mr. Dun-
can with the mill and canneries there.
The second son, Richard Tomlinson,
will remain in charge of the mission at
Meanshkinisht.

MILL TO BE OPERATED
THROUGHOUT WINTER

Col.. Conrad Says Plant Near
Conrad City is Running
Successfully.

At the cost of $100,00, with the same |

amount to be spent next year on ad-
ditions which will double the plant, the
first mill in the Yukon with a capacity
of one hundred tons per day has re-
cently been completed on the Conrad
mines, 'in the immediate heighborhood
of Com‘a:i city, and is now running
successfully, and will be continued at
work throughout the winter,

Col. J. H. Conrad, of Conrad
who arrived in the city last night, hav-
ing recently come out for the winter, is
optimistic regarding — the territory
round Conrad and Porcupine -creek,
and backs up his optimism by the ex-
penditure of $100,000 for the'mill at
Conrad mines, and further large sums
for the construction of a flume and
plant. The flume is set on piling,
driven to bedrock. It is 6,280 feet in
length, 38 feet wide and 8 feet deep.
Col. Conrad also has under construc-
tion an ariel railway from Dyea to the
head of Lake Linderman, a distance
of 23% miles, for the carriage of freight
and ore. «

Of the country round Conrad city
and White Horse, Col. Conrad said
this morning that transportation, capi-
tal, development and men were needed
to open up and develop the district as
it should be done. Of the Porcupine he
says the country is very rich, and pro-
vides eight months sluicing in the
winter. The mines in Conrad district
are all working full time, and will
continue  throughout the winter. The
population numbers about one thou-
sand.

HYDROGRAPHIC WORK.

Capt. Musgrave, of the hydrographic
survey, is again occupying the quart-
ers over the C. P. R, offices, corner of
Government and Fort streets. The
work done by the hydrographic steam-
er Lillooet this season, he says, has
been very gratifying. The steamer is
exceedingly comfortable and well
adapted for the work intended. Quite
as much has been done as Capt, Mus-
grave, who is at the head of the Can-
adian hydrographic service on the Pa-
cific, expected, and now abcut three
months will be required to get the
work done put in shape to be of ser-
vice to shipping.

Mr, Parizeau remained behind to
wind up some work that required to
be done, and will come to Victoria in
a little time. Capt. Musgrave and Mr,
Davies. are moving the equipment
necessary for the work into the offices
in the city.

Count of Ballots Gives

G. H. Barnard Majority

of Five---Electors Turned OQut in
Large Numbers.

(From Tuesday's. Daily.)

Never in the history of federal elec-
tions in Victoria was there greater ac-
tivity shown than there was yester-
day, when Hon. W. Templeman, repre-
senting the Liberal cause, and G. H.
Rarnard, in the Conservative interests,
contested the local seat. From early
morning until the hour of the close nf
the polls there was a steady stream of
voters entered the polling place. At no
time was there any cessation. Before
the hour of opening in the morning
there were hundreds waiting to regis-
ter their votes. Just before the polls
closed  automobiles! were brought
quickly .up to the polling place and
numbers of voters got into the build-
ing just in time to cast their votes.
There were a few less fortunate and
when 5 o’clock arrived the doors closed
leaving several electors outside with-
out the opportunity of marking their
ballots., ‘This is the experience at near-
ly every election, there are always
scme that reach the polling place too
late.

The workers on both sides did good
service, The Liberal headquarters
were located in a large tent on a lot
next to the polling place. The Con-
servatives occupied rooms in the Mec-
Gregor block on View street. Thus the
whole excitement was concentrated in
a small space on View street. From
Rroad to Institute hall, the whole day
long the street was crowded with cabs,
autos and people on foot. At different
times ladies visited the scene to watch
how the men weré behaving them-
selves, but the excitement was tdo in-
tense to permit of the least relaxation
on the part of the workers who were
qetracted by nothing from the great
object in view, that of having their
candidate elected. .

There was no disorder and under the
eye of Returning Officer T. J. W. Hick
everything went without confusion,

A large vote was cast. In all 4,427
voted, although there were a number
of spoiled ballots.

Realizing that the results were likely
to be very close there was great play
for betting and large sums were
wagered.

Count of Ballots,

‘With the arrival of 5 o’clock and /the
closing of the poll both Liberals and
Conservatives prepared for a count
which it was acknowledged on both

sides was destined to show very close

figures, As the count. progressed it
was_ evident that not until the ballots
had been totalled up on the last poll-
ing booth would it be possible to say
for a certainty who had secured the
largest number of votes. The final fig-
ures as totalled up from the count
made by the deputy returning officers
showed G, H. Barnard to have 2,171
votes and Hon. Willlam Templeman 2.-
166, There were, however, 90 ballots re-
Jected for various. reasons.

The announcement de by the
Times bulletin board that the city of
Vlctqua, according to the count of
tallots, had turned down a member of
the Laurier government, was received
with.groans in the streets. The re-
turn of the Liberal government with a
very large majority and the defeat of
a member of that government in Vic-
toria” it was felt was some}bflﬁg to be
deplored.

There i8 ho question that during the
last few days of the campaign by a
system “of misrepresentation carried
out- systematically many voters had
been led to shift their allegiance. The
false statement made ‘by J. ' W. Bolden
in a speech at the A, O. U, W. hall
last night that 300 Japanese had that
day entered the city, was a clear in-
dication of the tactics which were em-
ployed in conneetion with the Oriental
question. Undoubtedly there were
many who believed the reports there
circulated and also placed reliance
upon the declaration of the Conserva-
tive candidate that he favored a
“White Canada.”

Bulletin Service.

For some hours before the poll closed
on the local election the returns from
the East were beginning to arrive by
wire. Thesé were bulletined by the
Times as fast as received. These
showed that the government was being
sustalned with quite as large a ma-
Jority as in the previous House. An
immensé crowd soon gathered. in the
street in front of the Times building
and followed the results with the deep-
est ‘interest. The Times' summary of
the results as received shown on a
ladder in which Sir Wilfrid and R. L.
Borden, the leaders, were made 1o
take up their comparative positions,
proved very convenient to the crowd in
arriving at the exact standing as the
election returns came in.

Clifford Denham, local manager of the
Victoria theatre, placed his excellent
lantern at the disposal of the Times,
which assisted materially in the work.

Up to a Iate hour this service was
continued, while Broad street was
crowded with citizens who cheered the
results as they suited their wishes,

In addition to the bulletins as to the
progress of the elections from time to
time portraits of some of the leaders
were thrown on the canvas. When-
ever the portrait of Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ler was thrown on the screen the
cheers were deafeningf showing the
hold which Canada’s greatest son has
on the mass of the people. In spite of
the fact that the vote had been de-
clared against Hon. William Temple-
man, the crowd showed its confidence
in him by cheering his picture thrown
on the canvas in a manner which' left
no uncertainty as to how they felt.

Liberals Hold Meeting, -

When it became an assured thing

that the Liberal government had been
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sustained and the results had been an-
nounced for Victoria, the Liberalywork-
ers gathered in the committee rooms
on Government street and short
speeches were called for from a num-
ber of the prominent Liberals present.
In these speeches was a note of op-
timism which was very evident.

The large committee room Wwas
packed to the door. When Hon. Mr.
Templeman entered he was given an
cvation such as a victorious candidate
would envy. W. E. Ditchburn, chair-
man of the campaign committee, pre-
sided and he thanked the workers for
their efforts on behalf of their candi-
date.

Hon. Mr, Templeman was then
called upon. On rising he was again
greeted with deafening cheers, and it
was some time before he was allowed
to speak. He said they were in a min-
ority in thig election but were not

beaten. Anyone could be proud of the
way in which this election has been
fought on the Liberal side. There was

never a cleaner or more honest cam-
paign; (Cheers). On the part of the
opposition, however, he regretted to
say that many of the methods wused
had not been fair. On that account
he did not fee]l inclined to accept the
verdict as final. The following day
there would be an official count which
might alter the complexion of affairs.
So far as could be gathered at the
present time the Liberals had been re-
turned to power with the biggest ma-
jority that had ever been received at
a general electicn, and it would be
very unfortunate if the final returns
demonstrated that Victoria would have
to depend for the next four or five years
for assistance from a member repre-
senting a party that was in a small
minority, rather than occupying the
advantageous position of having their
representative a member of the govern-
ment. (Prolonged cheers).

Colonel Gregory was then called and
he gave a rousing -speech, referring
particularly to the clean sweep made
by the party.

R. B. McMicking, president of the
Liberal club, expressed his pleasure at
seeing so many present . after what
seemed like a defeat. ‘They were-de-
feated by a slight majority, but-net
conquered yet. No other city on.the
continent with a cabinet representa-
tive would have thought of surrender-
ing their hold on the Fovernment by
having him there. They would have
returned him by a large majority. Mr.
McMicking then spoke of the develop-
ment of the country and the need of
having Liberals in charge of the “gov-
ernment during that K growing time.
“Who would think of going back .to
Conservative rule/and stagnation?” in-
quired the spe{tker, and his
aroused much -enthuslasm,

Frank Higgins, when called upon,
said that a week ago he expected vic-
tory. He still thought they would win.
.Ralph Smith had won out well in the
neighboring district, and he thought a
recount would give them the victory.

H. A. Munn said when President
Lincoln was assassinated a message
was sent out to the people of the!
United States, “Remember the govern-
ment still lives.” Liberals had reason
to be proud of the success of the Lib-
eral party.

D. Stevens, of South Saanich, was
then called for. He said he was sorry
to hear that they had lost the election
in the city. He had assisted in elec-
tions in the old days, and had gone
down to defeat, but had never been
down-hearted. Although they  might
feel somewhat glum over the defeat of
Mr. Templeman, they had something
to be pleased over. They had defeated
all the machinations of ‘the McBride-
Hawthornthwaite combination. In his
constituency they had elected Ralph
Smith, whom they were proud to have
to represent them,

Rousing speeches were also made by
John Jardine and R. L, Drury, both of
whom thought a - mistake had been
made and that the will of the people
had been thwarted.

Conservatives Speak. '

There was not an overplus of joy at
the Conservative headquarters after
the count had been announced. The
yeung men were enthusiastic enough
and wanted a procession but older
heads recognized that with a majority
small enough to be wiped out in a re-
count there was no occasion for hilar-
ity.

A torchlight procession of a sort was
organized after a while. .There was
no lack of small boys ready to carry
a blazing broom. It was not an im-
posing affair by any means and no en-
thusiasm was evoked as it passed
along Government and Yates streets
and on to Broad street. Portion of
a brass band led the way, followed by
a dozen torch-bearers. Then came the
Conservative candidate in a carriage,
more torches, a couple of carriages
with leading Conservatives, and there
you are. >

There was the usual large crowd
watching the bulletins in front of the
newspaper offices. Just before the pro-
cession came along Mr. Barnard’s por-
trait was thrown on the Colonist
screen. Absolutely not a cheer greet-
ed it. When the candidate’s carriage
arrived before the newspaper office it
was stopped and he .made a brief
speech of thanks. -

‘“What will you do -if you go to Ot-
tawa?” was a very periinent question
put by one of the crowd.

Mr, Barnard ignored the question but
went on to remark oracularly that the
province was still free to go to Ot-
tawa to demand Dbetter terms ani
Asiatic exc¢lusion.

The -crowd heard the brief speech in
almost dead- silence, With the excep-
tion of one or two voices what little
cheerine thove was rawa from the noros
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cessionists, By the time the atten-
uvated line moved on up View street to
“a quiet little celebration” in the A.
O. U. W. hall, it was found that the
band had vanished, and so the
“¢riumph” was shorn of that attrac-
tion, R i

R. F. Green presided at the meeting
in the hall. There was a big attend-
ance, naturally, and a mixed one. By
far the greater part of the crowd was
not there to celebrate for anyone but
to see what was going on.

The chairman proclaimed a sweeping
victory all through the Dominion. Wil-
liam Blakemore saw it too, but both
took care not to particularize. Mr.
Blakemore declared that Mr. Barnard
would insist at Ottawa on Victoria get-
ting its rights and if he could not get
them he would resign and come home,

The candidate had little to say ex-
cept in the line of gratitude to all and
sundry.

J. L. Beckwith made the announce-
ment that if he had listened to the ad-
vice of several of his best friends,
level-headed men and good Conserva-
tives, he would have been in the field
as a third candidate, but he sank him/
self for the' good of his party. Six to
one, at worst, he figured out for Brit-
ish Columbia, giving the Liberals a
fighting chance in Comox-Atlin. Na-
naimo he appropriated as a Conserva~
tive victory along with the cities.

As a‘Nova Scotian Mr. Beckwith ex-
pressed his satisfaction at the result
in that province, but he got no response
from the audience when he defamed
his great fellow Nova Scotian, Hon, W.
S. Fielding, by calling him *‘‘the cham-
pion purchaser,” and attributing the
solid eighteen of 1904 to' that,

Other speakers were Fred, Davey, M.
P. P.; H. F. W, Behnsen, M. P. P.; H.
B. Thomson, M. P, P.; E. A. Lewis,
Leonard Tait, Albert Carss, William
Price, J. W, Bolden, H. B, Perry, A. E.

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WORK ON EXPOSITION
IS WELL ADVANCED

Every Building at Fair at Seat-
tle Will Be Complete on
Opening Day..

Seattle, Oct. 26.—On. the first day of
June, 1909, the gates of the Alaska-Yu-
kon-Pacific exposition will open. Every
bailding will be finished, every season-
able exhibit wili be .in place, every
road will be paved, every path laid
out, every garden wil] The radiant with
flowers. 1f the visitor comes on the last
day, or in Avgust ¢r on the opening
day, he or she will find things the same.
The promise of 1he officialls of the expo-
sitlon to break alj previous records and
thus establish u precedent will' be real-
ized.

A month ago the gates of the expo-
sition were closed to free admission.
JThe day was celebrated by a vast meet-
‘ing of the stockholders held on the
steps of the huge Manufactures build-
ing. The director genera] presented fig-
ures showing thaf the exposition was
more than 70 per cent. complete, eight
months remain for the finishing
touches,

Three. of the great permanent build-
ings which will be turned.over to the
University of Washington at the end
of the fair are finished, and a fourth
will be completed by January 1st. The
two main exhibit palaces, the Manu-
facturers and Agriculture buildings,
have been finished for several months.
The ' Mining palace and the Fisheries
building are ready, the hospital and the
fire station have been in use for months,
The power plant is ready to start up.
Oregon finished her palatial building
in September. California will have her
immense building completed by Janu-
ary 1st. The Washington State build-
ing, which Will be permanent, is going
up rapidly. Contracts have peen let
with a time limit of February for the
Arctic Brotherhood, Forestry and Wo-
men’s buildings. The United States
government commissioners are prepar-
ed to rush work and have the buildings
ready two months before the opening.
The .other buildings to be erected can
be run up in two to three months.

The“site, 2560 acres of virgin forest, has
been cleared and graded. Roads and
paths have .been laid;out. The central
court of’honor- with ‘its ‘beautiful cas-
cades and geyser basin is tomplete.
Acres of lawn are coated with a heavy
turf of refreshing green. The sunken
gardens are finished.

Miles of - sewers, water mains and
electric conduits have been laid, all per-
manent work for the university. Con-
tractors will soon start laying asphalt:
over the eleven miles of streets and
walks. Several miles of cinder paths
winding through the virgin forest,
through beautiful glens and shady
nooks .are ready. 4 o)

The greenhouses which have been in
operation for two years have oveér a
million plants including 250,000 - rose
bushes ready for .transplanting. = The
decorative features of ' the  exposition
will be one of the most distinctive parts
of the brilliant show,

EFFORTS TO PROTECT
'LIVES OF MINERS

—— i Sl g

Noted " Experts Are = Studying
Conditions in-North. -
America.

Washington, D. C, Oct. 26.—At the
instance of this government, three
noted foreign mining experts, Captain
Arthur Desborough of England, His
Majesty’s chief of explosives; Victor
Watteyne of Belgium, chief adminis-
trator of mines, and Carl Meissner,
private superior counsellor of mines In
Germarny, assisted by Dr. J. A. Holmes,
chief of the technological branch of
the TUnited States geological survey,
have made a six weeks’ investigating
tour of the coal regions of the United
States,. for the purpose of preparing a
report which will embody ‘suggestions
on the needs in American mines of
such safety devices, methods of super-
vision, etc., as will reduce the fearful
death rate among the miners.

Last summer’s catastrophes in the
mining region resulted.in the admin-

istration’s invitation for the services of,

these experts. In 1906 by these disas-
trous “accidents” 2,061 people lost their
lives in American coal mines, and in
1907 the death roll totalled 3,125. This
was at the rate of 4.85 per 1,000, while
in the mines abroad’ the death rate is
only 1 per 1,000, This government has
established an experimenta] -station at
Pittsburg for the sludy.of mine condi-
tions; and it is believed that with prop-
er supervision there' is no necessity for
the death rate among miners in this
country being any higher than it is'in
Europe.

All of the countries represented by
this (visiting “commission have experi-
menta] stations similar to that now
gstablished by this government and
their reports will probably save at
least two years’ time in experimental
work. : .

The experts are booked for a tour of
the Canadian mines, after which they
will present their report to the secre-
tary of the interior. They are rather
guarded In their statements as to wha.
this report would recommend, “but it
will. contain some radical suggestions
as to the management of American
coal mines. One thing that they did
say concerning thieir observations was
that they were astonished at the
wealth of coal resources shown in this
country, the thickness of the veins, the
stability of the mines roots and sim-
ilar features all appealed to them very
strongly. They said that in the Euro-
pean mines they were working, at a
profit, veins which would not be touch-
ed commercially by the mine owners in
this eountry. This is borne out by the
fact that the mines abroad are making
and selling briquettes at a. profit and
are utilizing all of the coa] waste which
is still thrown away in this country.

REPORT MADE ON
LAYMEN’S MOVEMENT

A. G. Little Puts Claims of Mis-
sion Before Anglican Young
People.

At a recent meeting of the Anglican
Young People’s Association in the
city, A. G. Little reported on the pro-
ceedings of the Laymen’s Missioanry
Movement Convention held recently in
Victoria. The report endorsed. .the
movement which aimed at greater ac-
tivity in the mission field.

The report, which was adopted, was
as follows:

Mr, President, Ladies and Gentle-
men,—It was my privilege and pleas-
ure to attend the meetings of the
Laymen’s Missionary Movement as
your delegate, and also . with your
president to hear the powerful speech
made by Mr. J. Campbell White, at a
banquet given by the committee in his
honor. Mr. White and his fellow
workers in the movement are all hard
headed business men who have taken
in hand the enormous task of stimu-
lating missionary work among the
churches in Canada, and the United
States. The idea which was placed
before the church in this movement
was the evangelization of the. world
in this generation. Mr., White urged
the business men of Capada to take
up the question of missions in a prac-
tical business-like manner, and not
with the half-hearted sentimentality
in which it had been treated up to
now.

It will be necessary for me  before
proceeding further to give you .some
idea.- of the preseat siate of affairs in
the mission field, and- what it is pro-
posed we should do to accomplish our
ideal. Protestant churches of all de-
nominations have contributed during
the last vear $22,460,000 for church pur-
poses in their respective countries,
while less than ten millions have. been
given to missions. There are 13,000 mis-
sionaries working in the field of which
not 6,000 are ordained. If we divide the
heathen world in which we are now
working into 27,000 districts of 25,000
people to each district and over each
group of 25,000 people place one mis-
sionary, our present missionary force
would be able to. evangelize ' 325,000,000
in this generation, and remember there
is a difference between evangelizing
and converting people, we only pro-
pose to give them an opportunity of
hearing the gospel in the hope that
they will -be converted. Canada has
now only 300 missionaries in the for-
eign- field, and the L. M, M. are en-
deavoring to ‘raise ‘this  number to
1,600. The average cost of a missionary,
including native workers, buildings and
travelling - expenses is $2,000 per an-
num, which would make it necessary
for Canada to raise $3,200,000 to sup-
port 1,600 missionaries. Now let us sup-
pose that our present 13,000 mission-
aries could perform the impessible
task of ‘evangelizing 325,000,000 people,
we shoudl still have 675,000,000 to whose
ears the gospel message could . not
reach. When you. have thought care=
fully over these few .facts, I have no
doubt that you will come to the.con-
clusion that. it is not only our duty,
but it would be a glorious privilege to
nelp Canada to so Increase her force
in the mission field that the evangeliza-
tion of the world in our own genera-
tion may become within the next
twelve months not merely a possibility,
but the greatest of all probabilities, No
special fund js being raised for the
purpose but what we are asked to do
is to increase our own missionary
funds. Many of you no doubt will say
we cannot a]ﬂ{ord to give anything
worth while, but think! could we not
all afford to give five cents a week?
How many things do you often need-
lessly throw away five cents on? We
hope to have at least 100 members at
the beginning’ of our new year, and if
every member woudl give 5 cents a
week to missions we could send our
M. 8. C.-C. the sum of $260 a year and
with very little effort this could be
increased to $300 or even more. Surely
this is better than nothing. By this
small sum we would be evangelizing
150 heathen per year, and I feel that
no better monumental evidence of our
existence could be shown and in no
better manner could we bear out in our
work the notto of our association “For
Christ and the Church.”

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JURY DISAGREES
IN SLOOP MURDER TRIAL

s

Strong Evidence Against Negro
Moore—Details of Terrible
Vancouver Crime.

Vancouver, Oct.|28.—The assize court
was occupied all day yesterday with
the trial of James Moore, the negro
charged ' with the murder of Patrick
O’Brien on the svaterfront on June 13th
last. O’Brien’s .body -was found in his
fishing sloop on the following morning.
The boat lay, at the wharf in the East
End, between the Hastings mill and
the International| Ice & Cold Storage
Company’s warehouse. He lay with his
throat cut, and near him was an Indian
woman named Lizzie, who was also cut
and bleeding badly.. She was taken to
the hospital, where she subsequently
recovered,

A. D.‘Taylor, K, C., appeared for the
crown, and Mr. ¢. M. Woodworth for
the prisoner. ®

A boy named Newman gave evidence
in the ‘morning that“on the night be-
fore the murder he had seen a negro
going down toward O’Brien’s boat, He
thought he saw a knife in his hand.
He heard him call to O'Brien to come
out of the boat. 0O'Brien came out and
the .negro ‘told the boy to come down
and gee a fight. boy ran away and
a little later' he saw O’Brien ‘and the
negro come i walking  back ' together.
The boy _asked for some money that
had been promised him, and the negro
said he was going to fetch a police-
man. He identified the man in the box
as the negro he had seen, though since
that time Moore has had his moustache
shaved off. |

Clarberg, a man who had a boat
alongside, said that he had gone over
attracted by the woman’s moans, and
she told him then that another man
had already been there, but had gone
away. At the afternoon sitting the
first witness was Mr. Matthews, the
owner of the sloop that lay alongside
that of Patrick |O’Brien on the night
of the murder. He stated that he had
seen a negro like Moore round the
wharf on the. night of the murder.
‘While he could not positively identify
the man, he remembered that he wore

Detectives McDonald and Green told
how on the morning after the murder
they had gone down to the sloop, and
had there seen (’Brien lying on a bed
in the boat with his throat' cut. The
Indian woman [Lizzie was also lying
there in an app%:-:ngly dying condition.

They had her removed to the hospital,
and -afterwards | they went out to
Moore's shack on .the cemetery road
in South Vancouver. There they found
& blood-stainéd |shirt' and sOme 'other
clothing also spotted with blood-stains
was hidden away there.

A ' lady swore- that- she had seen
Moore going out on the car to South
Vancouver. She recognized him™@s the
man in the box, and she also recogpized
hig clothes. The Indian wWoman, fe,
was .called,

Mr., Woodworth asked if she. could
not be put to the test of identification,
like -the little gir! in' New Westminster,
by placing another colored man in the
box. |

Mr. Justiee Clement did not think it
necessary in this case, though the test
might be made/later,

The woman was called, but the mus-
cles of her face had been paralysed
as a result of the cutting she had de-
ceived, and she could only say *Yes”
and “No” in Tsimpsean, which was in-
terpreted to the court by Interpreter
Reid. [

Asked to describe where O’Bricn was
living she could not do so, as she could
not speak,

“She can understand me,” said the
interpreter, “but she cannot answer
beyond ‘Yes’ and *No.’”

Mr. Taylor then asked her if it was
a boat. He sald it was rather leading
but thought it excusable under the cir-
cumstances.

The woman said yes, he was living in
‘a boat, '

Mr. Taylor asked her if a man vis-
ited the boat tl}at night. She answered
ves. Crown c¢ounsel then asked suc-
cessively if it| was a white man, an
Indian or a Chinaman, and to all she
answered “No.”

Again the woman ran her fiinger
across her throat to indicate evidemtly
that this was what the negro had
done to O'Brien.

In answer to questions by the judge
she stated that the evening before the
murder O'Brien and the prisoner had
a quarrel about a pair of boots, thus
bearing out the evidence of the boy
Newman when he said that the pris-
oner had told him that O'Brien owed
him money for a pair of boots.

She said there was no light in the
boat when O’Brien’s, throat was cut,
but she recognized him all the same.
They were sleepihg. under the tar-
paulin when the accused crept under
and cut their throats;

Moore took the box in his own de-
fence. He denied the evidence of the
Indian woman entirely, saying he had
never been on.the boat that night. He
had left,the city to go home at 6.30 that
night. He had called on-a Mr, Fry to
buy some blasting powder, but found
he had sold some and came back to the
He had met a
friend and after knocking around a
little with him took a Davis street car
to Sixteenth avenue, where he met a
group of Hindus. He had asked the
police to try and hunt up these Hindus,
but it ‘had never been done. He had
also asked Mr. Woodworth to try to
find them. Mr. Woodworth afterwards
stated that he had tried to find them,
but they had gone away. ,

Moore accounted for the blood on his
clother by saying it came from a
wound in his arm caused in getting
through a wire fence on the night of\
the bush fire. He put his coat,on after
fighting the fire, and this accounted
for the blood bLeing inside his coat. If
there was any blood on the Iletters
in his pocket it must have been put
on' after he returned home as he had
no letters in his pockets while out
working.

Cross-examined by Mr, Taylor he
said that on Friday night, the night of
the murder, he had arrived home about
8 or 9 o’clock, and slept there all night.
The previous night he had been up all
night fighting a fire. The next day he
worked till noon and then came down
to the city. He did not know where
the Gore avenue slip was, as he was
not well acquainted with the city,

“Do. you.mean to say that that lit-
tle Newman boy when he swore three
times that he saw you that night, was
not telling the truth?” asked Crown
counsel,

“He never saw me. That's suah,”
said the witness. “He may have seen
sameébody else.”

*And when that Indian woman said
you were on the boat she was not
telling-the truth either?”

“She might have seen somebody.
She never saw me befoah she came
into this box.” He also denied that
the bloody shirt found by the detec-
tives in his shack belonged to him,

Mr. Taylor produced his sworn state-
ment in the police court that the shirt
was his. The prisoner said he could
not be positive what he had said then.

Summing Up.

Mr. Justice Clement said that his du-
ties in a sense were not heavy. as no
question of law arose. It was simply
a question of facts and these were all
before them. He did not intend to
trespass upon the jury's duties. They
were the sole judges of the facts, and
he would leave the matter in their
hands,

The jury retired at 10.50 p. m,

Jury Disagrees,

The jury, .after being absent for
about two hours and a half, found that
they could not agree and the court
adjourned till 11 o’'clock this morning.
The jury in the meantime will be kept
together to see’'whether an agreement
can be arrived at.

SWING BRIDGE WOULD
COST A MILLION

G. T. P. May Cross From Kaien
Island to Mainland Near
Iverness.

—

Prince Rupert, B, C., Oct. 27.—Patrick
Welch, of Spokane, Wash., and J. W.
Stewart, members of the firm of Foley,
Welch & Stewart, the railway con-
tractors who have the contract of
building the first hundred miles of the
Grand Trunk Pacific from Prince Ru-
pert to Copper river, came up on-the
Transit, arriving here on Thursday
evening. The Transit experienced rough
weather on the run up, and arrived
twenty-four hours late, having had to
anchor off Inverness al] night on ac-
count of some of the lights near the
entrance to the harbor being out.

Messrs, Welch, Stewart, J. B, L. Mac-
Donald, the firm’s superintendent of
construction, and several other officials
left by the G. T. P. steamer Distributor
on Saturday for Copper river on a tour
of- inspection. If the water in the
Skeena is favorable, the party will go
through to Hazelton and look over the
ground on the second hundred miles of
the road, the contract for which it is
stated on good authority, will shortly
be let, and for which Foley & Welch
will tender.

Arrangements .are Bow being made
by this firm for shipping in four steam-
shovels to be used on the work here and
near Inverness, where the choice of
routes for the railway has not yet been
made. It is understood the new route
from Kaien Island across Porpoise Isl-
and and then to the mainland near In-
verness, is considered the most favor-
able one. If this route is decided upon
a swing-bridge estimated to cost $1,000,-
000, will have to be build across Porpoise
channel; but even then it is claimed
the work can be done with less expense
and a better road-bed secured than by
following the original- survey on the
east side of Porpoise harbor and
through the famous Kane and Port
Edward townsites,

Speaking of the apparently slow prog-
ress that has been made in construc-
tion work between Prince Rupert and
Copper-river, owing to climatic condi-
tions and the difficulty experienced by
the sub-contractors in getting men to
work and keeping them once they have
been secured, Mr. Stewart said: ‘We
are handicapped up here, and if this
rain does not let up we will never get
the road built. We need from 1,500 to
2,000 more men, and as an inducement
we will advance them their fares. In
Washington where we are doing work
for the Great Northern railway, that
company-gjives men free transportation
over its linés from all points as far east
as Buffalo. But up here every man
seeking work must pay his fare, for
both the Canadian Pacific and the
Grand Trunk Pacific refuse free trans-
portation.”

In refutation of a rumor in circula-
tion that Japanese are being employed
in some of the construction camps, Mr.
Stewart in an interview with the Em-
pire, authorized that paper to state
“that Japanese or Chinese would not
be employed in any capacity in any of
the grading camps under the control
of Faley, Welch & Stewart; and that if
Japgnese or Chinése were drawing pay
from the firm at Prince Rupert it was
not known to the members of the firm.”

During Friday night's big wind storm
L. Morrow & Company’s large floating
slaughter house was blown from its
moorings and the piles driven around
it, which allowed the float to rise and
fall with the tide, were snapped off
below the surface of the water. Had it
not been for the wire cableg with which
the float was anchored to the shore, it
would have been driven across the har-
bor and wrecked.

Examination showed that the plles
which were driven eight months ago,
were eaten half through by the tor-
edoes, which caused them to break
off.
