“"Port "Arthur:

Chief Officer and Three Sailors
cun Were Saved.

Details have just been 1eceived by
mail from Yekohama of the wreck of
the Chinese cruiser I'u-Ching, which
occurred with great loss wi lite on the
Oth ult. The ¥u-Ching ariived at Pt
Arthur on June 8. ‘I'he weather befg
{foggy, she was unable to eater the buz-
bor, and was obliged to anehor outs.de.
Later the: weather cleaved up, but it re-
miins unknown why she did mot enter,
although advised to do so by Captain
Li, whose ship in deoek is flying the Com-
modore’s flag. During the night the
wind 'éhanged into a storm, blowing from
the southwest.: About 6 a.m. on the 9th
instant the Fu-ching dragged her anchor
and was driven towards the. siore. They
had ne time to let the second ancher go.,
as it was tied to the ship, and remained
in the same position when the vessel
wis on the rocks.

‘The Fu-ching was driven to the same
spot at which three years age a similar
accident occurred. The wind swung her
alongsideé the shore, with her bow peint-
“ing tor the north, and commenced dashing
‘her: on the beach. . Unfertunately she
fell on her staxgoard side, opening her
deck to the waves. The crew sought

FISHERIES.

It was expected that the salmon/ pack
of 1897 would be large, but the total
pack of 1,015,577 cases, an increase of
58 per cent. over and above the previous
highest record exceeded the hopes of the
most sangnine, The increase was al-
most exclusively from the Fraser river
and is accounted for principally by the
hatchery established there in 1884; the
diminution of seals in the Pacific oceaun
is believed to have had a beneficial ef-
fect on the salmon run. A combine of
the principal salmon canners in British
Columbia was formed, in December last
for the. purpose of preventing undue
competition in the British markets. This
has had a beseficial: effeet, and has work-
ed satisfactorily -in. the interests of all
concerned. ~ There were no changes in
the fisheries wegulations last year, neither
was the recommendation of the joint:
fisheries commission acted.:upon for -2
common close fishing season in ‘the Uni-
ted States waters contiguous -to F'ritish
Columbia.  The Dominien . government
receipts from salmon fishing licenses im
British Columbia ,amounted to about
$50,000 in 1897, whilst the total expendi-
ture of the department of fisheries was
not much over $10,000, The knowledge
of these facts adds to the disappointment
caused by the department’s =~ failure to
comply with; the canners’ request that
salmon hatcheries be established om the
Skeena and Naas rivers and on Rivers
inlet and additional hatcheries on the
Traser river, It was expected, further,
that a specialist would be stationed in
British Columbia for the purpose of
studying fish life more completely.

As coke is import-
ed. from KEngland and Germany, there
is no apparent reason why British Col-
umbia should not monopolize that mapr-.
ket. Japan also furmishes a market for
barley for malting anid other purposes,
and hops, oatmeal and breakfast food,
canned fruits, jamg and jellies. Apples
are in demand. British Columbia sal-
mon already finds a market there and
shipments are increasimg. Explosives
-are wanted for blasting purposes, and .a
good opening for business is reported.
The foregoing are al] the %rqd.ucts of the
estiablished industries of British Colum-
bia. Japan imports pig, bar, plate and
sheet ‘iron to the value of over seven
million “yen” per annum. The develop-
ment of railway work, in that -country,
China, Corea and Formosa will add en-
ormously to the demand for manufac-
tures of irom. It is therefore surprising
that the iron ore deposits of Brifish Col-
umbia do not receive more attention.
With proper blast furnaces, rolling mills.
and the usual attendant machinery, Brit-
ish Columbia shoeuld secure a large share
of the iron trade of the Orient." The
forests of this province are being looked
to with the view of the manufacture of
wood pulp. As Japan now imports wood
pulp from Germany and Sweden there
shounld be a market for the pulp of Brit-
ish Columbia. A large mill will be op-

THE GORDON CASE.

Hearing Set for Monday Before Mr.
Justice Walkem.

Then, just behind a point about 200 yards
away he saw other lights which blinked, as
though respo g In the same hellographic

' way. His detective instinct being arousad,

he resolved himself into a committee of
investigation, and, going up on the bank
for fear his tread on the pebbles might
scare the signallers into silence, he sneaked
up to them. Whetheér from the chance
which usually foils such ihings, or ns a re-

‘sult of a warning from a lookout who dis-

coveréed him, he knows unot, he was too
late, for when he neared the spot where
the lantern-swingers had been, he found
they had gone.

New -York, July 14.—August Keller, one
of the. gnnners abovard. the: battleship In-
diana, has written to his brother Charles
in Newark, N. J., a letter which throws
miore light en tlhie battle which Te-
sulted in the destruction of Admiral Cer-
vera’s squadron.
According to the young gunner, the In-
diana played a leading part in the fray.
