The squadron 
then returned ,and headed ft* Cape 
Gamova (Possiet bay), which it reached 
at 3.40 p.m. The enemy finally turned 
off when opposite Pallas bay and depart­
ed in a southerly direction,”

Carefully Guarded.
St. Petersburg, March 8.—The where­

abouts of Captain Reitzenstein’s Vladi­
vostock squadron is carefully guarded 
by the military authorities, but there is 
a strong impression here that when the 
seven Japanese warships appeared off 
the harbor Sunday and yesterday, the 
Russian squadron was outside, perhaps 
down the coast co-operating with the 
Russian land forces near the mouth of 
the Tumen river. If the Russians were 
outside and the Japanese definitely as­
certained that fact, a big sea fight has 
been imminent, as it is considered cer­
tain that the Japanese in that case will 
lie on and off Vladivostock to prevent 
the Russians returning, giving battle if 
the Russians are caught in the open sea. 
All the harbors along the coast in which 
the Russians might seek refuge are froz­
en and the squadron must eventually be 
forced to return to Vladivostock for 
coal.

Although the Japanese squadron is 
superior in numbers and guns, consisting 
of a battleship and: four armored cruis­
ers, two of which are believed to be the 
Idsumo and' the" Yakumo, and two un­
armored cruisers, the four armored 
cruisers under Captain Reitzenstein, the 
Rossia, Gromobol, Rurik andi Bogatyr, ' 
are among the finest vessels in the Rus­
sian navy, constituting, as sister ships, a 
homogenous fighting unit, and experts 
here are not certain that they could not 
take the measure of Rear Admiral Uriu’s 
ships.

A naval service organ here urges 
lengthily that the present Japanese naval 
disposition presages a movement on a 
larger scale in the sea of Japan, and the 
paper accounts for all the Japanese ships, 
except the battleship Yashima and the 
armored cruiser- Tokiwa, one of the first 
class protected cruisers and five second 
class, reckoning the battleships Uii and 
Shikishima, the armored cruisers Iwate 
and Asama and the protected cruiser 
Takashaho as being injured.

AT VLADIVOSTOCK.

FIGHTING EXPECTED SHORTLY. Inhabitants in Good Spirits—Chinese and 
. Koreans Enrolled' in Navy.

Vladivostock, March 8—Despite the 
appearance of the Japanese fleet off the 
harbor yesterday and the bombardment 
of Sunday, the inhabitants of Vladi­
vostock are in good! spirits. Crowds 
promenade the streets as usual, includ­
ing many women, A performance at the 
theatre is announced for to-night.

Many suspected Japanese 1 have been 
arrested, but when examined they were 
proved to be Chinamen or Koreans, com­
manders of merchant vessels and' pilots, 
who having a thorough knowledge of the 
coast and of navigation, have been en­
rolled' as ensigns in the havy.

Snow has been falling for the last two 
days.

New York, March 8.—A special from 
Vienna to the Times says: “According 
to the Neue Freie Presse, Count Becken- 
dorff, Russian ambassador at the court 
of St. James, returned to London from 
St. Petersburg bearing an autograph 
letter from the Czar to King Edward, in 
which mention (was made of eventual 
mediation and arbitration between Ja­
pan and Russia.”

To-day, at midday, the enemy 
again entered Usuri bay and approach­
ed the point from which they bombarded 
the harbor yesterday. They left again 
making for the open sea.

The Associated Press learns that the 
Russian authorities have been approach­
ed, indirectly, by American shipping 
firms, desiring authority to fit out priva­
teers to prey upon Japanese commerce, 
but that they met with no encourage­
ment. In just what form ,theev,<N^;1 
came, or on whose behalf they were 
made, could not be ascertained, as the 
government would not even consider 
them. iae Associated Press is able to 
announce officially that Russia will not 
issue letters of marque.

Paris, March 8.—The Matin publishes 
a dispatch from Tokio saying the Japan­
ese navy department has announced that 
thirteen Russian warships, representing 
a total of 94,000 tone, have received in­
juries since the opening of hostiMties.

The Matin's Harbin correspondent 
says: “General Sagharoff, commanding 
the first army corps, arrived at Harbin 
yesterday. Troops continue to pass 
■through Harbin, bound to the south. The 
railroad is working with admirable re­
gularity and Harbin has every appear­
ance of a military town. The troops are 
drilled continuously. Fighting in Korea 
is expected shortly.”

RUMORS OF ENGAGEMENT.

London, March 9.—The Daily Tele- 
ph this morning publishes a dispatchffra

from Tokio, March 8th, saying: “It 
is reported that the Japanese fleet en­
gaged the Russian Vladivostock squad­
ron at sea yesterday. The result of the 
engagement is not announced, but it is 
believed that the Russian ships were de­
stroyed or captured.”

Far Eastern dispatches make no fur­
ther mention of the ramor that the Rus­
sian Vladivostock squaJron has been en­
gaged, and the Tokio correspondent of 
tne Daily Telegraph, cabling on the 
night of Tuesday, March 8th, says: “No 
details have yet been received of the 
fight at Vladivostock.”

The whereabouts of the Vladivostock 
squadron is still unknown, and it would 
appear to be quite unlikely that a naval 
battle has occurred.

The sending of Marquis Ito on a mis­
sion to Korea is regarded here as the 
most significant news of the day, and 
it is believed to indicate a virtual pro­
tectorate over Korea, which will become 
the Japanese military base and source 
of supplies. Marquis Ito enjoys a great 
prestige in Korea.

It is reported from Shanghai that 
Viceroy Alexieff is preparing to remove 
his headquarters to Harbin, after hav­
ing in vain ordered the Tartar general 
to dismiss the Chinese garrison at Muk­
den.

Anxiety in St. Petersburg Regarding Its 
Aims.

Great Damage to Property Is Reported 
—Business Crippled.Russia Says She May Be Compelled to 

Take Measures- to Defend Her 
Interests.St. Petersburg, March 9.—The unde­

fined misgivings existing in very high 
quarters here regarding the ultimate 
aims and purpose of the foreign policy 
of the United States were voiced to-day 
in the following remarkable statement 
to the Associated Press:

1 “Were it not for a single unknown 
quantity the European situation at pre­
sent would be as perfect as possible. For 
the avoidance of one thing every chan­
cellory in Europe has been straining 
every nerve, namely, to prevent the en­
tanglement of an outside power in this 
•war. That unknown quantity is your 
state department. The situation- follow­
ing the outbreak of hostilties was ex­
ceedingly delicate and surcharged! with 
dangerous- possibilities to the peace of 
the world and the level-headed states­
men! of Europe instantly co-operated to 
make a general catastrophe itnpossible, 
■when almost at the inception Secretary 
Hay’s circular note for the neutraliza­
tion of China almost ditched them, 
happily he did not press it to a point 
where differences were sure to have 
arisen, and as it turned out, owing to tire 
length to which the powers gave ad­
hesion to its principles, it really contri­
buted- to the trend which all desired. 
The note might have proved- disastrous 
did: not, the 'present moment find all of 
Europe practically in accord as to what 
should tie done. The only place uncer­
tainty is expected- is Washington. We 
are at sea ns to what to expect from 'Mr. 
Hay. American diplomacy in these later 
days is so aggressive, so startling sud­
den in the way it proposes propositions 
to the remainder of the world, that w«( 
have not time to prepare for the shodk. 
It is a very great nightmare to Europe.

“The present situation is like an alge­
braic problem. Every quantity in the 
equation- is known except one, and that 
on© is Mr. Hay. He represents X. If 
we know what lie stood for or what he 
intended to do the solution would be 
■easy.”

In the House of Commons to-day Dun­
can V. Pirie (Liberal) after calling atten­
tion Vo the public utterances of the chan­
cellor of the exchequer, Austen Cham­
berlain, and other members of the gov­
ernment on the fiscal question, moved 
“That this House, noting the continued) 
agitation in favor of protective or pref­
erential tariffs which is encouraged1 by 
t’he language used by certain of His Ma­
jesty’s ministers, deem it necessary to ex­
press its condemnation of any such 
policy.”

Herbert Asquith, the principal oppos­
ing speaker, drew from Premier Balfour 
the admission that he had withdrawn 
the memorandum presented! to the cab­
inet advocating preferential tariffs and! 
a- tax on food. The Premier said) he did 
not believe the country would accept any 
fiscal arrangement with the colonies in­
volving the taxation of food, and con­
tended that Unionists who dedired to go 
further than that were entitled’ to their 
view, but that they need not, therefore, 
vote against the government.

Mr. Pirie’s motion was finally reject­
ed1, 289 votes to 243, and loud opposition 
cheers greeted the reduction in fhe gov­
ernment’s majority. A number of free- 
food’ Unionists supported Mr. Pirie, and) 
some protectionists abstained from vot­
ing.

For the pre­
sent it is recognized that these forces are 
independent of the direct authority and 
control of the Imperial government, 
which therefore is not responsible for 
their presence. But the fact of their 
presence is called to the attention of the 
Imperial government, and should- their 
continuance on the frontier lead to dep­
redations and acts of lawlessness, Rus­
sia will- take the measures necessary to’ 
safeguard- her interests.”

The foregoing is not the literal text, 
but the purport of the terms of the 
representations.

The Chinese troops referred to are 
those of General Ma and General Yuan 
Shi Kai, the commander-in-chief. The 
latter is the Viveroy of Chi Li province, 
and his troops originally were organized 
by the late Li Hung -Chang. Therefore 
they are subject to provincial instead of 
Imperial control.

CANADIAN NOTES. SATISFACTORY TO LEFT FOR FRONT.GOVERNMENTS BILLS. I TOOK NEW SHIPT! Japanese Soldiers Embarked Wednesday 
Afternoon to Take Part in War.

Wednesday afternoon Capt. S. Wada 
and Private M. Ikada, both cavalry men 
of the first Japanese reserves, left this 
city to join the forces defending the 
honor of the nation to which they belong 
against the Russians. They have been 
ordered to report for service as soon as 
possible, and accordingly took the first 
steamer leaving after the instructions 
arrived. They left on the Iyo Mara yes­
terday afternoon.

The Japanese residents of Victoria 
turned out and did honor to them upon 
their departure. A procession was form­
ed, and they all marched to the ocean 
docks. At -the head of the column was 
borne a large banner, and following it 
were the two cavalry men. Their friends 
took up their position behind.

At the wharf the greatest enthusiasm 
was displayed as the soldiers bid adieu 
to their countrymen. The patriotic spirit 
of the Japanese was very much in evi­
dence, and the military men were given 
a grand send off.

Their Application is Reviewed By 
United States Consul Smith in 

His Report.
Presbyterian Home Missions—Death of 

Archbishop Maohray—Assisting 
J “ Industries.H IDE NUC our it miHon. A. E. Smith, United States con­

sul, in a report forwarded to Washing­
ton, reviews the British Columbia gov­
ernment's fiscal measures. The report 
is as follows:

“The funded indebtedness of the prov­
ince of British Columbia is $8,500,000. 
The deficit of the fiscal year ended June 
30th, 1903, was $1,510,820.68, and the 
anticipated deficit of the fiscal year end­
ing June 30th, 1904, is $298,089.65.

“The provincial treasury being entirely 
depleted of funds to pay current ex­
penses, an extra session of the legisla­
ture was called November 27th, 1903, un­
der the auspices of the new government, 
the banks having refused to advance 
necessary funds to run the government 
unless certain measures were passed to 
provide additional receipts. In conse­
quence, after a protracted struggle, the 
legislature passed an assessment act, 
which it is estimated will increase the 
revenue at least $200,000. This assess­
ment law, which is retroactive and go.es 
into effect at once, affects nearly eveVy 
business in the province, and has aroused 
much feeling and bitter opposition, but 
it was demanded by those who loaned 
the government the funds necessary for 
its conduct and thus pushed through the 
legislature.

“An amendment to the ‘Land' Act’ was 
also passed, doubling the timber license, 
which is now made $140 for one year 
for each 640 acres of land west of the 
Cascade range and $115 for the same 
time east of said range; for each five 
years $700 west and $575 east of the 
Cascade range. The schedule on all tim­
ber and wood cut is also largely in­
creased. An additional income of several 
thousand dollars is also expected from 
this source. Through what is claimed to 
have been a clerical error In drafting 
this act, the owners of timber land 
crown granted prior to 1887 are free to 
export their logs, cedar or fir, to the 
United states, upon the payment of the 
royalty of 50 cents per 1,000 feet.

“It is not doubted that the government 
fully intended, when it drafted the bill, 
to embrace within its application timber 
lands crown granted prior to 1887, but 
by àome mistake such was not done. 
The order-in-conncil prohibiting the ex­
portation of cedar logs does not affect 
the lands in question, and export of tim­
ber cut from them can only be prevenfed 
by an amendment to the present act. 
Ever since the passage of the order-in­
council prohibiting the exportation of 
cedar logs from farm lands held under 
license, the holders of lands 
granted prior to April, 1887, have been 
selling to American mills. The owners 
of such are still in a position to sell to 
the American mills.

“A law was also passed making an in­
crease in the assessment of railway com­
panies’ land from $3,000 to $10,000 per 
mile. This law nas also naturally 
caused great remonstrances on the part 
of the railroad companies, 'and it is be­
lieved will retard the building of needed 
new lines in the province. The burden 
of this increased taxation, of course, 
comes chiefly on the Canadian Pacific 
railway and the Esquimalt & Nanaimo 
railway.

“It is confidently expected that these 
measures will relieve the existing finan­
cial stringency and produce enough 
revenue to more than overcome the ex­
pected deficit in the revenues of the prov­
ince for the present -year, and indeed to 
show a balance on the credit side for the 
fiscal year ending June 30th, 1904.

“With this end in view the government 
has dispensed with a number of the 
members of the civil service, from which 
a saving of $20,000 to $30,000 in salaries 
is assured.

“A law was also passed for an addi­
tional loan of $1,000,000, the same to be 
raised by the sale of debentures bearing 
5 per cent, interest, payable half-yearly 
by the treasurer of British Columbia. 
The debentures mature in ten equal pay­
ments of $100,000 each on the first day 
of March, commencing with 1905, the 
final payment occurring March 1st, 
1914.”

Toronto, March 9.—The annual meet­
ing of the Presbyterian home mission 
board was held1 yesterday. The reports 
presented were very encouraging. The 
total amount collected during the year 
was $114,000. It was decided to appro­
priate $27,500 to the synod of British 
Columbia; also $2,500 for work among 
foreigners in British Columbia, ana 
$4,000 for t)he Yukon.

Soo Industries.
Premier Ross last night explained the 

Ontario government’s plan to assist in 
rehabilitation of the Soo industries. It 
is proposed to guarantee for two years 
at 4 per cent, the two million dollar 
bond of the Algoma Central railway.

Lake Superior Consolidated.
The Lake Superior Consolidated, 

when reorganized with three Canadian 
directors, the president of which, it is 
understood, will be C. D. Warren, presi­
dent of the Traders’ bank, of Toronto, 
will issue bonds to the amount of $10,- 
000,000, one million of which to be re­
served for working expenses and1 the 
Speyer loan. A11 other liabilities will 
be paid out of a government loan,

C. Fielding Dead.
Halifax, N. S„ March 9.—'Charles 

Fielding, aged 83 years, father of Hon. 
W. 8. Fielding, died to-dây at Noel, 
Hants county. Deceased did' business in 
Halifax previous to 1850, but of late 
years has been a resident of Noel.

Death of Archbishop.
Winnipeg, March. 9. — Archbishop 

MaChray, primate of all Canada, who 
has been seriously ill for several days, 
died; this evening from pneumonia. The 
deceased was in his 73rd year and one of 
the best known theologists and collegians 
in the Anglican church in America.

Montreal Fire.
Montreal, March 9.—Fire this morning 

damaged t'he stock of the Canadian Jew­
elry & Importing, Company, Comfort 
Soap Company, Metropolitan House 
Furnishing Company, Trudeau & Oo., 
wholesale tobacconists, and the R. Guer- 
tin Company, to the extent of $75,000. 
The larger portion of this was to the 
stock of the jewelry company, whose 
stock was valued at $5,000. The loss is 
well covered by insurance.

Dominion Line.

would not carry any first-class passen­
gers, accommodations being divided into, 
second and third.

One Million .and a Half.'
The announcement of the purchase of 

the plant of the Locomotive & Machine

that the price paid was $1,500,000. Of 
this $400,000 will be 'used to retire the 
bonds of the company and $450,000 to 
pay various créditons, the balance pay­
able in 4 per cent, bonds going to vend­
ers.

OFFICERS ELECTED.
London, March 8.—The Grand. Trunik 

railway shareholders at a meeting to-day 
ratified the agreement with the Canadian 
government for the construction1 of a 
Grand Trank line to the Pacific coast’.

The decision was arrived at only after 
a. prolonged discussion. The meeting 
was packed, and at one stage of the pro­
ceedings the tone was unmistakably hos­
tile to embarking in so huge an enter­
prise. General Manager Hays, who hao 
come from Canada specially to attend 
the meeting, saved the situation, and 
when the final vote was taken there were 
only a few opponents to the Grand Trunk 
railroad undertaking to build a trans­
continental road.

Sir Charles Rivers Wilson, president 
of the company, explained the plan to 
extend the Grand Trunk to the Pacific. 
He declared that it was the most im­
portant question ever put before the 
shareholders of the Grand Trunk rail­
road. The new line, he added, was 
justified by the flow of prosperity from 
the Easit to the West and the increasing 
of immigration into Canada from the 
United States. The Grand Trunk could1 
not hope to receive such generous treat­
ment from the Canadian government as 
the Canadian Pacific railway, but the 
Premier, Sir Wilfrid Laurier, had acted 
absolutely fairly, in spite of violent poli­
tical' opposition, with the object of ob­
taining additional facilities for the de­
velopment of Canada. The president 
characterized the deposit demanded by 
the Canadian government as “an ex­
tremely unnecessary and unreasonable 
demand.”

Then the shareholders representing 
blocks of fifty and more shares, rose and 
declared they had not had sufficient time 
to consider so huge an enterprise. An 
amendment was proposed by Geo. Allen, 
who had resigned his seat in the director­
ate on account of the proposition, in 
which Mr. AU en declared the intended 
action would ruin the Grand Trank rail­
road. Several large shareholders with­
drew their proxies and placed them in 
the hands of the directors.

The president in reply to cries of “ad­
journ,” explained that the Canadian par­
liament at its meeting on March lOtib 
must have an answer one way or the 
other.

Vice-President Smi there openly attri­
buted some of the criticism to the insti­
gation of rival railroads.

Then General Manager Hays bluntly* 
told the shareholders that if they did 
not accept the Canadian offer other in­
fluences would, and that without a trans­
continental extension the future of the 
Grand Trank would be gloomy in the 
extreme. ,

He prophesied a great future for the 
Grand Trunk Pacific, which would be 
able to hold its own in competition with 
.the existing systems in Canada and the 
United States.

After over two and a half hours’ dis­
cussion Mr. Allen’s amendment was de­
feated, and the agreement was ratified.

Important Business at Meeting of Y. M. C. 
A. Directors—Communication 

From St. Louis.
Capt. Hill, one of the saloon passen­

gers, was the commander, who took to 
Japan one of the new cruisers—Nisshin 
and Kasuga—for the Japanese navy. He 
had charge of the Nisshin. He was 36 
days on the voyage, seven of which were 
spent in port. The voyage was extreme­
ly ekeitmg. In the Red Sea the Rus­
sian fleet, comprising two cruisers, one 
battleship and eight or nine torpedo 
boats, apparently gave chase, and the 
officers of the Nisshin were under the 
impression that they were in for a bat­
tle at sea. Not wishing to face such 
tremendous odds, more steam was got­
ten up aboard the Japanese ships. Two 
boilers were brought into service on the 
Nisshin, and the speed was increased to 
18 knots an hour without any difficulty. 
The Russian vessels followed for a time, 
but soon fell behind. The war had not 
then been declared, but those on the 
ships were aware that it might occur at 
any time.

Capt. Hill says that the two new 
cruisers are comparable to any of the 
ships in the Japanese navy. On arriv­
ing at Japan he was everywhere en feted. 
The ships when turned over to the Jap­
anese, and the crews which took them 
out from Genoa, were paid off. Capt. 
Hill thinks it very probable that these 
vessels participated in the bombardment 
of Vladivostock, if it took place, but he 
doubts very much if the ice would per­
mit of a squadron approaching within 
25 or 35 miles of that port.

Before leaving Japan he had a talk 
with many of the Japanese admirals, and 
they all gave him to understand that 
Port Arthur must fall. They were not 
anxious about Vladivostock, but having 
once accomplished their purposes at Port 
Arthur their next move would be on 
shore. It was here they expected to 
have the hardest fighting.

When Capt. Hill left Japan it was 
felt that the Russian fleet was already 
pretty well in hand. The Variag, the 
Russian cruiser sunk off Chemulpo, was 
being raised as fast as possible. She 
lies in about six fathoms of water. She 
will be patched up and pumped out, and 
Capt. Hill believes will be added to the 
Japanese fleet in a very few months.

At Tokio Capt. Hill banquetted with 
all the press correspondents there.detain­
ed. The newspapermen were greatly dis­
appointed over being prevented from 
going to the front, but they had the as­
surance that just so soon as the war 
plans have matured they will be allowed 
to proceed to the front. The Japs first

Berlin, March 8.—The matter of the 
resignation of the hereditary Prince of 
Saxe-Mfeieigen, brother-in-law of Em­
peror William, from the command of 
the sixth army corps, which followed the 
issuance of an order by the Prince in 
which he advised private soldiers to 
lodge complaints when they were ill- 
treated, came up in the reichstag to-day.

Heinrich Ernst Mueller asked War 
Minister Von Eenem: “Can you disprove 
the statement that the Prince received 
a letter in the handwriting of Emperor 
William demanding that he revoke his 
order on the subject of the ill-treatment 
of soldiers, and that thereupon the 
Prince handed in his resignation?” Offi­
cial proof exists of this in a cabinet order 
dated the very day on which His Ma­
jesty’s letter to the Prince was written. 
This order says that the demand by the 
Prince that soldiers be reminded of their 
duty to lodge complaints when ill-treated, 
should be rectified to read “have a right 
to complain when ill-treated.” The rea­
son why this matter made such a pain­
ful impression is that hundreds of thou­
sands of people now believe that any 
army officer who tries energetically to 
stop the ill-treatment of privates will be 
disciplined.

He said that civilian officers bitterly 
complain that the nobility is given pre­
ference in army promotions.

General Von Einem said: “I mttst 
answer that as an undisguised attack 
upon the highest officer in the army. He 
speaks as if His Majesty had not protest­
ed personally, with all energÿ, against 
the ill-treatment of soldiers, and as if 
the Emperor had dismissed this officer 
for acting in accordance with his own 
principles. Where shall we end if a dis­
cussion is held here in the reichstag 
every Ain^q His Majesty appoints 

ndihg ^general ?”
Referring to the complaint that army 

officers belonging to the nobility were 
given preference over civilians, the min­
ister of war said: “If His Majesty re­
wards the merits of the nobles, it is not 
our business to criticise.”

General Von Einem denied also that 
dandyism prevails among officers. He 
declined to be drawn into further de­
bate with the Socilaists.

George Ledebour (Socialist-Democrat) 
said: “Yon want to frustrate our ideas 
with force of arms, but wait until we get 
a majority and have the power to realize 
our ideas, then the German people will 
not be restrained by a coterie of “junk­
ers’ and military men from carrying out 
its will. If the minority resists our ma­
jority, I can assure you that the ma­
jority will be man enough to master 
your minority.”

Dixon’s body is literally riddled with 
bullets. The few remnants of clothing 
still hanging to him flutter in the wind 
like ribbons. The wholes affair was 
done in the glare of electric lights. No 
masks were used and handkerchiefs were 
not even resorted to by any of the men 
to conceal their faces. It is neverthe­
less the general opinion hete that it will 
be a difficult task to secure the convic­
tion of any of the participants in the 
tragedy. The affair is greatly regretted 
by the better class of citizens, although 
there is no attempt made anywhere to 
conceal the gratification at the outcome.

A settlement regarding the refusal of 
admittance to the Victoria theatre to Lee 
Mong Kow and his friends has been arriv­
ed at, and no legal action will be taken. 
The cause of the trouble was fully explain­
ed in. the Times a few days ago. Lee Mong 
Kow had purchased a number of tickets 
for a matinee performance in the theatre. 
Upon the arrival of the party they were 
refused admittance downstairs, on the 
ground that Chinese were, excluded front 
that part of the building.

Lee Mong Kow’s position was a most 
embarrassing one under the circumstances. 
He sought redress by taking steps to re­
cover damages from Mr. Boscowltz, the 
proprietor of the theatre.

Action has, however, been dropped In 
consequence of a letter being received from 
Mr. Boscowltz by W. Moresby, solicitor for 
Lee Mong Kow. The letter has been con­
sidered satisfactory, and in view of it no 
proceedings will be taken. Mr. Boscowltz’» 
letter states that he deeply regrets that 
Lee Mohg Kow should have felt hurt or 
been Inconvenienced by anything which 
occurred at the time. Mr. Boscowltz fur­
ther assured him that at any future time 
he will be only too glad of an opportunity 
to reinstate himself In the personal regard 
of Mr. Lee Mong Kow, and that in so doing 
he w-111 extend every consideration possible.

Col. Marchand and the Field Marshal’s 
Aims in China.Springfield, Ohio, March 9.—The 

situation here to-day is quiet, with the 
militia from Dayton, Miamiasburg and 
other points maintaing order. It is 
thought that there witli be no more 
violence since the troops have taken 
possession.

Preceding the firing of the building the 
mob, at a distance of 100 feet, shot at 
the front of the building for an hour, but 
it is not known whether anyone was in­
jured.

The fire spread, and at midnight ah 
entire block on Washington! street was 
on fire.

Seven companies of state troops, in­
cluding commands from XLenia, Urbane, 
Dayton, Kenton and Miamiasburg, are 
guarding the bttfned negro district and 
the adjoining territory. Rioting Bas 
ceased, and the fire has burned itself out 
after destroying twenty buildings. Lead­
ers of the mob openly threatened to burn 
the western levee district as soon as their 
work in the eastern district was com­
pleted, but the troops are guarding the 
western district, and it will probably be 
saved.

Tiie fire burned out at 2.30 a. m. 
Among the buildings destroyed' were a 
Dumber of saloons patronized by negroes 
andl whites.

The total number of soldiers in the 
city is 35 officers and 313 men.

Paris, March 9.—Col. Marchand, the 
hero of Fashoda, in the course of an in­
terview published in the Matin to-day, is 
quoted as saying that the late Field 
Marshal Von Waldersee, while in com­
mand of the allied forces at Pekin, had 
the purpose of making the province of 
Chi-li part of the German possessions in 
Shan Tung, and was prevented only 
through repeated representations of 
Russia to Germany. The colonel, who 
accompanied the French forces to Pekin, 
describes his intimate personal relations 
with the field marshal during the opera­
tions of the allies, and adds that Von 
Waldersee complimented Marchand on 
the latter’s African achievements, and in­
vited him frequently to be a guest at his 
table. He discussed the organization 
and merits of the French army.

Concerning the present war, Colonel 
Marchand remarked : “Field Marshal 
Von Waldersee was too diplomatic to 
express an opinion upon the general po­
sition which already was soon to be 
presented, and which is now being solved 
by recourse to arms. He strictly carried 
out his rale to advance German inter­
ests. He desired particularly that Chi-li 
should become in some way a hinderiand 
to German Shan Tung, and repeated 
representations by Russia alone prevent­
ed him from carrying out his project.”

It is apparently puzzled, 
like a good many common people, at the 
spectacle of a fierce wrestling match be­
tween a lot of public-spirited Tories for 
offices completely destitute of emolu­
ments. The case was such a remarkable 
çne that we do not wonder our con­
temporary was absolutely reft of breath 
and speech for a time.

We are told at 'last that the govern­
ment was so anxious to faithfully and 
religiously carry out the unwelcome trust 
forced upon it that it retired; into a re­
treat and considered the police commis­
sion appointments for a month langer 
than the usual time. Then; it came forth 
and in every instance nominated' men 
whom the citizens, if the elections were 
in liheir gift, would have been the last 
men to choose. It is because such is the 
fact that all the fuss is being kicked up. 
It is not the opposition press that is do­
ing the protesting, as is suggested by the 
Colonist. The city councils and the peo­
ple are wroth. Strong Conservative® in 
Victoria, Vancouver, Greenwood! and 
other places have joined in the chorus of 
condemnation. Are they acting “im­
pudently” and “dishonestly" in. protesting 
against appointments that are reprobated 
by nine-tenths of the citizens they rep­
resent"?

Why was the Vancouver charter 
amended', contrary to the expressed 
wishes of the city council, on the initi­
ative of Wilson, Bowser and Garden? 
.Was it not for the purpose of adding to 
the patronage at the disposal of the dis- | 
languished trio ? In justice to Messrs. 
Tatlow and MaeGowan it must be ad­
mitted that they seemed to regard1 such 
petty intriguing as beneath them. Did 
not the Hon. Charles Wilson, K. C„ 
admit publicly in Vancouver that it was 
the policy of the government to drag 
every possible source of political strength, 
within its net? Is it not the fact that 
he boastedl that no Grit would be ap­
pointed! upon police commissions while 
there was an unbnried Tory in British, 
Columbia ? That was the purport of Ms 
defence in the Vancouver case. Was not 
that equivalent to saying that it was the 
purpose of the government to apply the 
power it possessed not for the welfare 
and good government of cities, but for 
political purposes? It acted with that 
object in view in the ease of Victoria. 
Its action indicates its opinion of Tory­
ism in this city. We should be sorry to 
believe that its appointees are even aver­
age specimens of the Oonservtlve party 
in this portion of Canada.

The government cannot be relieved of 
responsibility for what it has done by 
assertions that it merely did; what it was 
compelled to do. Its outrageous course

VANCOUVER AFTER
THE UNIVERSITY.

In Victoria the prevailing opinion 
seems to be that it would be premature 
to talk about the establishment of a 
British Columbia university at the pre­
sent time. In Vancouver the subject is 
a live one. Local magnates are organ­
izing for the purpose of endowing a uni­
versity with a large land grant in the 
neighborhood1 of the Terminal City. They 
are to be commended for their zeal, They 
know what we ought to know: that 
action which may lead to the eventual 
establishment of an institution for the 
higher education of British Columbians 
cannot be premature. The endowment 
of Toronto university was secured1 a 
great many years before there was 
thought to be any demand for suçhi a 
school. It was an easy matter to confer 
a land grant when land was of no value. 
The longer action, is postponed in British 
Columbia the more difficult it will be to 
convince the government of the necessi­
ties of the case. We would like to know 
whether there are not individuals or 
companies in Victoria as public-spirited 
and! as far-seeing as there are in, Van­
couver. There are numerous' sites in the 
neighborhood of the city that would be 
ideal places in wMch to plant a univer­
sity. There are advantages of climate 
to be found here such as are not to be 
met with in. any portion of the Domin­
ion. Many residents of the prairies who 
have come here and. purchased property 
for the purpose of settling down for life 
will testify to that fact. It is estimated 
that in ten years at the present rate of 
progress there will be at least a "million 
people in the Northwest Territories 
alone. They will be the most prosperous 
class in the country. A large proportion 
of them will spend all the winter and! a 
considerable portion of the year in Bri­
tish Columbia. . They will congregate in 
the places which afford the greatest at­
tractions. If it were, possible for Vic­
toria to add to her admirable climatic 
conditions the advantages of higher 
education at minimum, cost her position 
as a residential city without a rival 
would be established. This is a matter 
for the most serious consideration of the 
Tourist Association or of any other pub­
lic body or private individual. It is a 
question that was raised in this city in 
the first instance. The people of Van­
couver, with their usual enterprise, have 
taken it up more seriously than we have 
and/ are going about the business in­
volved in a more determined! and practi­
cal manner. We say, “yet a little sleep.” 
They say, “we must act at once."

It will serve this 
view to isolate her from Denmark, and 
Denmark from Sweden, or to foster 
carefully their rivalry.” With regard to 
Great Britain, Peter counsels this coun­
try to cultivate alliance with us in com­
mercial matters in preference to all 
other. The next advice tendered to Rus­
sia:

“Sweden dismembered, Persia van- 
direction of Constantinople and the In­
dies. He who reigns there will be the 
true ruler of the world. To work this 
out raise wars continually—at one time 
against Turkey, at another against Per­
sia; hasten the decay of Persia, and 
penetrate to the Persian Gulf; establish, 
if possible, via Syria, the ancient com­
merce of the east, and push onwards to 
the Indies, which aye the entrepot of the 
world. Once there, you need not fear 
-the gold of England." '

“Sweeden dismembered, Persia van­
quished, Poland subjugated, Turkey 
conquered, our armies concentrated, the 
Black Sea and the Baltic swept by our 
fleet, and secretly, first to the Court of 
Versailles, and then, to that of Vienna to 
share with them the empire of the world.” 
Peter then explains that, if either of 
these powers fall into the scheme, the 
other can be conquered easily, and, hav­
ing done this, the new ally is to be 
crushed, leaving Russia in possession of 
all the east, and the major part of 
Europe.

G. T. R. AND BRITISH COLUMBIA.

Now that all doubts as to Che con­
struction, of the Grand Trunk Pacific 
Railway have been removed toy the 
action of the shareholders of the old! 
company in approving of the contract 
with the Canadian government, it will 
be interesting to British. Columbians to 
observe the attitude of the Conserva­
tive members of the House of Commons 
towards the project. •

It will be remembered that thq opposi­
tion as a whole expressed its disapproba­
tion of the original scheme, claimed! that 
the time was not ripe for the develop­
ment of such a gigantic undertaking, and/ 
that the whole thing was merely a 
scheme for the enrichment of a few in­
dividuals and the accumulation of a huge 
election fund. As to the majority of the 
allegations, Mr. Borden and his follow­
ers. have had their answer. The bargain 
made with the company by Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier, who conducted the negotiations 
himself, was so much in favor of "Che 
country that the company was compelled 
to ask for modifications in order to 
secure the necessary capital. It is not 
probable that the opposition will change 
its attitude now that it has been found 
necessary to relax in a slight degree the 
forms of the contract. And in connection 
with1 the position of the Conservative 
party there is a feature of special inter­
est to the people .of " British Columbia. 
When the question.- of the immedi­
ate construction of the new line 
was under consideration- last year it will 
be remembered that several newspapers 
and speakers took exception to Che ex­
penditure of an enormous sum of money 
in order to drive a line of railway 
through an unproductive and barren sea 
of mountains to the coast. They held 
thaC was a section o-f line for which there 
was no present demand, 
carried through a territory in which 
there was no human life at present, and! 
in which there was no likelihood of any 
movement of consequence for years to 
come. The prairie section might be of 
service. The land is there ready for the 
plough and the population is pouring in 
to turn the wealth lying in the soil to 
immediate account. They said, give Che 
prairies development railways, 
these byways connect with the great 
arteries already built. Take advantage 
of the water and rail communications 
already established, and1 you will have 
done all that is required of you at a 
minimum cost .to the country.

That was the attitude of the Conser­
vative party (possibly not so candidly ex­
pressed) towards the Grand Trunk 
Pacific Railway scheme as it affected 
British Columbia. It is not likely that 
view will be changed now that it is ap­
parent the modification of the terms was 
asked for largely in reference to the 
British Columbia section. The increase 
in the bond guarantee applies to the 
mountain portion of the road. No doubt 
the opposition would, like to inquire why 
Che country should burden itself with a 
greatly increased load for the construc­
tion of a section of road of doubtful 
utility.

We have no doubt the answer will be 
that the government has determined to 
make the work complete. As it has set 
its hand1 to the business iC is convinced 
that it will be well to do it thoroughly. 
British Columbia should not be condemn­
ed t'o perpetual isolation and stagnation 
simply because nature turned her out of 
a rugged mould.' Sir Wilfrid' Laurier 
takes the position that the demand from 
this province for development rail­
ways is justified. The Grand Trunk 
Pacific Railway will 'be the most effec­
tive colonizer that has crossed the moun­
tains for twenty years.

Bat there are other reasons why the 
plans of the opposition should not be ac­
cepted. There are several reasons wtoy 
another trunk line from the Atlantic to 
the Pacific should be built. One reason 
is that there is a vast tract of valuable 
land lying north of the present zone of

He prefers the small talk about 
the current affairs of .this evanescent 
world to deep, metaphysical and theo­
logical speculations about the future. 
Newspapers are compelled to make al­
lowances for such weaknesses. Those 
wMch refuse to make a note of the trivi­
al affairs of this shallow world and give 
up all their space to the things that 
really matter are for the most part re­
garded with contempt and disdain by the 
people who live in this sphere of 
realities. We hope that sfome day they 
may be brought to see the error of their 
ways. But as in the meantime we are 
in the midst of them and of them, as by 
them “we live and imove and have our 
being” as a newspaper, we are compelled 
to make some concessions to their 
idiosyncrasies.

Above all, it may be that; the great 
ruler of the universe has such large af­
fairs on his hands that tie does not care 
whether the people here below worship 
him specially on the first or on the 
seventh day of the week. Possibly he 
does not pay any heed at all to 
humah arbitrary divisions of time. The 
correspondence is closed.

A NATIONAL ALTRUIST.

Russians are deeply pained at the dis­
trust of the designs' of their leaders 
manifested in this part of the world. 
They plead most tearfully for a renewaP 
of the old understanding with the United 
States. They cannot understand why 
Anglo-SaxonJom should frown upon a 
Christian nation bordering on extremity 
and smile in approval upon acts, how­
ever gallant, of a pack of heathens. They 
are stemming the tide of barbarism 
which threatens civilization. If it flows 
over them it will eventually submerge all 
that is good and beautiful, benign and 
merciful, in government. A very pathe­
tic plea, but Russia has a history, and 
that history robs the appeal of a good 
deal of its force. The day has gone by 
for men to smile approval upon the 
deeds of a devil performed in the name 
of the gentle founder of Christianity. 
Besides there is the question of policy 
to consider. In these days it is consider­
ed expedient for nations of predatory in­
stincts to give reasons for their acts of 
aggression. In times when rwar might 
be declared at the whim of a potentate 
there was no necessity for subterfuge. 
They seized such territory as they covet­
ed, if they could. The Czar’s legions in 
their last southern excusion “for the pro­
tection of Christians” descended upon 
Constantinople. They went back, not 
because they were menaced by a British 
fleet, but because it was the will of 
their master. So we are told. 
But if they had thought them­
selves master of the situation on that 
occasion they would have been in Con­
stantinople yet. It would have been 
such a case as Manchuria. The Chris­
tians would not have been safe without 
the protecting arm which responds to 
the promptings of that great Christian 
heart.

But sceptical people will look into the 
heart of things. There are advantages 
in the Russian system of “government.” 
It has the saving grace of continuity of 
purpose. There is no fluctuation in re­
sponse to the will of an indeterminate, 
vacillating electorate. The statesman 
takes up the burden at the point where 
his predecessor laid it down and the 
dominating purpose is never relaxed un­
til it is crortned with success. The pres­
ent Czar is a man of peace. Nor is 
there any doubt that he is in earnest in 
his desire to avoid bloodshed. But there 
is reason to believe that the Czar is re­
garded by his counsellors as a weakling. 
They conduct the affairs of the country 
nominally in conformity with his will, 
but actually in pursuance of a fixed and 
definite purpose. The plan upon which 
they are acting is said to have been pre­
pared toy no less a ipersonage «that Peter 
the Great, whb aimed at the conquest of 
the world. His programme has been 
made public by the London Chronicle. It 
is said to be preserved in the archives 
of the palace of Peterhoff. The fact 
that a considerable part of the pro­
gramme has already been performed and 
that the whole Of it is in tune with 
much more than has been attempted 
lends strength to the claim of authentici­
ty. Peter counselled his successors to 
“keep the Russian nation In a constant 
state of warlike readiness, and the sol­
dier prepared for battle and warlike ac­
tivity; choose the most opportune mo­
ments for aggression, and thus make 
peace serve the ends of war, and war 

/ promote the objects of peace, in the in­
terest of the aggrandisement and grow­
ing prosperity of Russia.”

Then follow instructions tor the schjo-

settlemmt that can never be apiplied-to 
practical uses until it is opened; for set­
tlement by railways. That is why the 
eastern section of the line is to be built 
by the government. Another reason is 
that an outlet to tidewater for the en­
ormous crops of grain and other produce 
which will be taken off the great ex­
panse of prairie lands, an outlet alto­
gether independent of the 'American 
routes, is deemed to be absolutely neces­
sary. The Grand Trunk people dldl not 
approve of that aspect of the scheme. 
They would have preferred the alterna­
tive plan suggested by the leader of the 
Conservative party in. the House of Com­
mons. In fact that is the form in which 
Mr. Hays first placed Che suggestion be­
fore the ministers. But it was rejected. 
All the great -Canadian lines have at pre­
sent intimate connections with the trans­
portation companies and1 seaports of the 
United States. The new line is to toe ex­
clusively Canadian. It is to extend from 
the Atlantic to the Pacific. That is 
w*hat the great majority of the people 
of Canadla are in favor of. IC is what 
the vast majority of the people will vote 
for when they get the opportunity to ex­
press an opinion. The electorate of 
British Columbia, with the exception of 
the insignificant minority represented! in 
and by the McBride government, will 
heartily endorse the railway policy of the 
Laurier administration.

To the Editor:—In your issue of 
February 5th an article appears, repre­
senting, with other things, the Indian vil­
lage of Clo-oose as being a most suitable 
place for establishing a lifeboat station. 
As the article is liable to mislead per­
sons not acquainted with this part of the 
coast, etc., will you kindly give the fol­
lowing corrections space in your columns.

Clo-oose is mentioned as being the 
only place of egress or ingress during a 
storm between Port Renfrew and Cape 
Beale. There is no such place between 
Sooke and Barclay Sound during a 
storm. D’d Capt. Townsend, whose 
name is mentioned, ever stop at Clo- 
oose during a storm ?

Mention is made of Clo-oose having a 
good beach to launch a lifeboat. For a 
small sealing boat or canoe it is all right 
in ordinary weather (not in a storm) ; 
any one with a knowledge of lifeboat 
work will know that a sandy beach is 
not the best of places to launch one 
during a heavy sea or surf, especially 
when the .beach is studed with small 
rocks.

The article states that the Carmanah 
mail is landed at Clo-oose because it is 
impossible to launch a boat at Car­
manah. The mail is landed there be­
cause it suits me to have it that way. 
As a rule there are only two men at 
Carmanah. In case of absence, sick­
ness, snow, fog, or even a:vessel signal­
ling, only one man is available to take 
a 22-foot boat off. When it is possible 
to hire Indians the mail is not landed, at 
Clo-oose (I pay a share of canoe hire- 
end also for having the mail brought 
hère from Clo-oose). I have known peo­
ple walk from Clo-oose to Carmanah to 
make sure of catcMng the steamer. I 
have done the same thing myself. 
Walked to Clo-oose (once), but it was be­
cause I could not get reliable help.

As to Indians who handle their dug- 
outs in tremendous seas, making a good 
life-saving crew, I have never yet seen 
the/m out in a heavy sea. Indians are 
like others, good in their place and with 
things they understand, but that is not 
a lifeboat. I think a white crew would 
be good enough. Indians will not re­
main on hand continually unless paid, 
and more than wMte men, who in case 
of danger or in a tight place, they would 
be far Jess liable to lose their heads. 
As to the brave and sympathetic young 
Indian who save the Puritan’s crew at 
the risk of his life, etc., being under­
paid, I know every circumstance in con­
nection with that wreck (and others). 
Had the crew waited an hour longer 
they would have walked ashore dry. The 
Indian .received $100 and a gold medal, 
which he lost, and through misrepresen­
tations as to the manner of losing it re­
ceived another. Is a certain price to be 
set on men’s lives, so much per head? 
According to the Indian’s statement no 
doubt he may seem to be underpaid. I 
had the facts from Capt. Atwood.

Mentioned is made as to the point near 
Clo-oose and another near the wreck of 
the Michigan as being a suitable place 
to establish a lookout, as a good view of 
the coast would be obtained from E. of 
Bonilla to 18 miles W. I state that 
from no part of the coast west of Bon­
illa can more than a few hundred yards 
east of that point be seen. A vessel 
ashore half a mile east of Bonilla can 
not he seen.

It| is not for me to say whether a life­
boat is necessary on this part of the 
coast or not, but I suppose I may give 
an opinion. I know every slightest cir­
cumstance in connection with any wreck 
that has occurred between Paeheena 
Bay and San Juan during the last 13 
years (and some before), and on no oc­
casion would a lifeboat have been of 
Service in saving -the crew unless on the 
spot immediately. The crews have al­
ways been ashore before the wrecks 
were known. The barque Sarah’s boat 
was sighted from Carmanah at daylight, 
and the lighthouse boat sent to the 
wreck to assist the remainder of the 
crew. The Michigan wreck was un­
known until one of her boats stopped at 
Carmanah on the way to Neah Bay. 
Help andp revisions were sent to her 
from here. The Vesta and Uncle John 
crews reported themselves having walk­
ed into Clo-oose and Carmanah. The 
Janet Cowan was ashore twelve days 
before the wreck was known, being in­
visible from Carmanah. Jt was sighted 
accidentally from Bonilla Point by my 
son and the other lineman (Mr. J. 
Cooper), and at the same time by two 
more of my boys from the rocks in front 
of the lighthouse. My son, with Mr. 
Cooper, took his whaleboat, and by 
watching their chance managed to land 
near the wreck and bring 13 of the 
crew, some of whom were frost bitten, 
here for shelter, blankets, medicine, etc'., 
being kept here by the government for 
that purpose.

The Puritan was sighted when the fog 
cleared, 3 p.m.; the Wempe Bros, was 
Sighted at daylight, both from Car­
manah.

A KIND OF A CRANK.
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UNFAIR FISHERY REGULATIONS.

A matter which bears a very close 
resemblance to our own fish trap con­
undrum is agitating the extra good 
people of Eastern Canada. The Great 
Lakes are international waters. On the 
northern side stringent regulations are 
enforced! for the purpose of preventing 
the extermination of the fish by too 
zealous and possibly sometimes greedy 
fishermen. On the southern sidle no suc!h 
precautions are taken. The industrious 
neCter plies his vocation in season and 
out. He does 'his utmost on all days and 
in all seasons to meet the demand! for 
his delicacies. He invades Canadian 
waters when he deems the time oppor­
tune and carries off a goodly spoil. He 
even boasts that he can bear the cost of 
a certain number of seizures yearly out 
of the extra catch he secures in the pre­
served waters. The natural consequences 
are becoming manifest. Fish are scarce.

Canadians have borne the unequal 
conditions with patience up to the pre­
sent time. They have bowed their head® 
meekly to the deprecatory hand-raising 
signs of government officials. Now they 
are asking determinedly of what avail 
their abstinence. The fish are being ex­
terminated,- and Canadians are denied 
even " the last consolatory benefit of as­
sisting in the work of denudation. 
They say the work could not toe carried 
out more speedily if they had a hand in 
it. They venture remonstratively to sug­
gest that it is possible their neighbors 
might be brought to a realization of the 
value of that which they are destroying 
if they were permitted to behold tine 
prodigal work of other destroyers. In 
fact, in the East now, as in' the West, 
there is a general demand that the con­
ditions as to the taking of fish shall be 
mad'e the same on one side of fhe line 
as on the other. And) it is the only 
reasonable and common sense attitude.

If the salmon on the Pacific coast are 
to be exterminated, British Columbians, 
to whom the fish really belong should not 
be denied the right to participate in the 
final scramble. It is folly to main­
tain that fish' traips are destructive to 
fish life and should not be erected in this 
province, while on the other side of the 
water our neighbors enjoy all the ad­
vantages of cheap operations, with ab* 
ity to place on the market at a lower 
price. But, as a matter of fact, the 
taking of fish in traps can be regulated 
just as effectually as under any other 
system of fishing. The Sound canner» 
are doubtless just as anxious that their 
business shall be carried on in perpetuity 
as their neighbors on this side are. With 
the operations carried on on both sides 
under t’he same conditions the onus of re­
fusing to consent to the imposition of 
regulations that would preserve the fish­
eries from destruction would rest upon 
the cannery men of fhe Sound. While 
conditions remain as they are at present 
they will simply do as their countrymen 
on the lakes are doing. Make all they 
can and take chances for the future. Are 
Chey so much to be blamed? Is it not 
their complaisant and1 compliant neigh-) 
hour who is at fault?

Why not go to the root of the evil? 
Why not try a fundamental remedy for 
a fundamental wrong in the public 
ownership and operation of all public 
utilities?

Against public ownership its opponents 
have one never failing argument, they 
contend it is wasteful and corrupt, but 
even so, what are we to think of an 
economy which seeks only to save money 
at the expense of human life?

When we turn the pages of history 
back to the time of the ancient Druids 
and read of the human sacrifices they 
were wont to offer up to their gods, we 
feel thankful we were not living in the 
“good old times,” but what about our 
modern Druids and their modern meth­
ods of sacrificing human life to the al­
mighty dollar?

Janet Cowan instance, and' could also 
land the rocket apparatus if necessary. 
A crew of four or five could handle her 
and haul her up clear of the surf. Bonilla 
Point is the only place that commands a 
view of the /coast east and west. A 
lookout even there would only be of ser­
vice in clear weather; in fog or snow it 
would require a regular beach patrol.

There are no outlying shoals on this 
coast where a lifeboat would be of ser­
vice. A vessel going ashore here either 
goes high and dry or sinks at the edge 
of the rocks. The Vesta went nearly in­
to the woods. The Wempe Bros, sank, 
and in about eight heurs there was not 

sign of her. The vessels are always 
within easy rocket distance. In all the 
wrecks during 13 years only five men 
have been drowned, and four of these by 
their own, I will not say fault, but their 
own actions. The men who died on the 
Michigan and Cowan died from exposure 
after reaching fhe shore.

Ail wrecks bave occurred in fog or 
hazy weather, and during the winter 
months, and in easterly weather, Cowan 
excepted, although it had been blowing 
from the eastward. Clo-oose is seven 
miles west of Bonilla, consequently that 
much farther to leeward during the pre­
vailing winter winds. As many wrecks 
occur east of Carmanah as west, and it 
is an easy matter to run down with a 
fair wind, but to beat to windward in

The government of ‘China will not 
oppose the emigration of Mongolian 
laborers to South Africa.

JAP FLEET MET 
ON WAR MISSION

There are three divisions officially 
recognized in the country now. These are 
the Kluane, the Alsek and the Kas- 
kawulsh. Along the way there are ex­
cellent road houses at very convenient 
distances. Travellers therefore are al­
ways assured of having comfortable 
quarters each night on the way in to the 
fields. ,

It is now estimated that there are 500 
people in these districts, and before the 
Spring opens this will be very largely in­
creased. About 2,000 claims have been 
recorded. At present the records are 
registered at White Horse, but later un­
doubtedly a recording office will be open­
ed somewhere in the district.

Ample provision is being made for the 
enforcement of law and order. Sta­
tions for bodies of the Northwest Mount­
ed Police are be ng established along the 
trail and in the districts mentioned. The 
first of these will be at Takhini, 22 
miles from White Horse. The next will 
be at Mendenhall Landing, which is 40 
miles farther on. This point will be the 
head of navigation.by the Takhini river 
from White Horse, and at Mendenhall 
Landing, the supplies and passengers 
tering the diggings during the summer 
season will transfer to the wagon way. 
Other Mounted Police stations will be 
located at Champagne Landing, on the 
Kaskawulsh river, Pine creek, Bear 
creek, where the present trail separates 
into two forks, one for Ruby creek sec­
tion and the other for Alsek. another at 
Ruby creek and one at Bullion.

Little doubt is now entertained that 
thé districts represented by the discover­
ies made will be permanent in character, 
and that for some time to come it will he 
the great centre for gold seekers in the 
north.

The government, it is understood, will 
begin ,the construction of a permanent 
road as soon as possible in the spring. 
The present winter road is adapted only 
for the winter. With the . opening of 
summer the trail will in many parts be 
flooded, and for a considerable time will 
be swamp lands. The government road 
will, it is expected, take a different route, 
and will be run so as to pass directly 
through the three divisions to which al­
lusion has been made. The building of 
a road is not attended with great difficul­
ties. The country is comparatively easy 
to build through.

At intervals veins of ^-esh discoveries 
are taken to White Horse. The difficulty 
of carrying on prospecting operations in 
the winter, however, are great. In many 
parts, especially in thé valleys, there is a 
considerable depth of snow, and in order 
to be worked the ground beneath has to 
be thawed.

Advices received here from the FarWith over 700 tons of miscellaneous 

freight for Victoria and Esquimalt, the 
China Mùtual liner Pin Suey, CapL 
War ran, arrived on Tuesday from Liv­
erpool, via Calcutta, Hongkong, Chinese 
and Japanese ports. The big freighter, 
which is one of the largest carriers com­
ing to this port, left Yokohama, her last 
port of call, fifteen days ago. The voy­
age from that city to Victoria was ex­
ceedingly rough but uneventful

It was while steaming up the Japan 
coast that the chief excitement of the 
whole voyage was realized. Japan being 
alive with military and naval activity, 
something interesting happened at nearly 
every port of call. At Yokohama the 
.Nisshin and Kasuga, the two new Jap­
anese cruisers recently purchased from 
(Chili, had just arrived and the officers 
of the Pin Suey had the pleasure of at­
tending some of the receptions tendered 
the officers of the two vessels. After 
they had been feted at Yokohama they 
were taken to Toki© and were there ac­
corded another royal welcome.

In conversation with one of the officers 
of these ships Chief Officer Bailey, of the 
China Mutual liner, was informed that 
the two .cruisers were constantly in fear 
of being attacked by the Russian fleet 
from the time of leaving Hongkong 
They steamed north from Hongkong un­
der all possible speed; a very vigilant 
watch for tbe enemy was maintained 
throughout:; the guns were loaded and 
the men stood at their posts ready at a 
moment’s notice for action. The ships 
averaged about 14 knots an hour on the 
trip, and would have been driven faster 
had the weather permitted. At one time 
the speed was increased to 16 knots, but 
the sea broke on deck with such force 
that to continue the pace would have 
meant the destruction of the upper 
works.

Chief Officer Bailey, who was here a 
good many years ago in the ship City of 
Vienna, is pretty well acquainted with 
Vladivostok and describes the place as 
more strongly fortified than Port Arthur. 
There are upwards of a hundred guns 
around the city, he says, and there are a 
few outlying projections of land from 
the main harbor which have batteries on 
them and which serve as a great protec­
tion for the city.

Second Officer Eaton, of the Pin Suey, 
tells of an exciting experience with the 
Japanese squadron off Nagasaki. He 
was on the bridge one fine night and the 
steamer was bowling along. at about a 
12-knot rate when off Nagasaka a great 
lot of black looking hulks loomed up sud­
denly on the surface. Not a light was 
displayed by the vessels until the Pin 
Suey was almost into them. The blind­
ing glare of electric light was suddenly 
turned on the merchant $hip and it was 
seen that the strangers were a fleet of 
Japanese warships which the chief officer 
afterwards learned were on their way to 
Port Arthur. The fleet, after making a 
survey of the Pin Suey with their power­
ful searchlights, paid no more attention 
to her and proceeded on their way.

Dr. Bradley, another of the Pin Suey’s 
officers, reports that the general Impres­
sion entertained in Japan was that in­
stead of a mile and a half of railway 
having been blown up there is in all up­
wards of one hundred miles destroyed 
between Harbin and Port Arthur. This 
had been planned by the Japs some time 
before the commencement of the war. 
Th Japs who were to carry out the work 
were dressed as Chinese.

Dr. Bradley also tells of an attempt 
made by Bennett Burleigh, the corres­
pondent of the London Telegraph, to 
elude the vigilance of the officials at 
Tokio. Mr. Burleigh had been detained 
at Tokio with over a score of other cor­
respondents, and one day slipped quietly* 
out of town. He managed to travel as 
far as Nagasaki, where it is thought he 
hoped to embark for Port Arthur. He 

here taken in hand, however, and 
sent back to Tokio. None, excepting the 
British attache, were taken aboard Ad­
miral Togo’s ship, all the other naval 
and military representatives of foreign 
nations being left behind.

MINES OF POPLAR.

Messrs. Pool andi Young Will Install a 
Forty-Stamp Mill.

“W. B. Poo-1, of this city, and J. J. 
Young, of Calgary, who are large stock­
holders of the Great Northern Mines, 
Limited, leave for the coast to-ndghiC,” 
says Saturday’s Nelson News. “It is 
their intention to order while at the coast 
ten additional stamps with the necessary 
equipment for the Oyster-Criterion mill 
at Camborne, owned1 by the Great 
Northern mines. The mill already has 
ten stamps, three flue vannera, com­
pressor plant, waterwheels and other 
machinery. There is so much ore in 
sight in the Oyster-Criterion group of 
mdn'es, owned by the company, that it 
has been decided' to double the present 
capacity of the mill.

“It is the intention of Messrs. Pool 
and Young, while at the coast to arrange 
for the installation of a 40-stamp mill for 
the reduction of the ores from the Lucky 
Jack and Swede groups in the Poplar 
creek camp.

“Mr. Pool in speaking about this mat­
ter said: ‘Spring seems to be here and, 
anyhow, we might just as well make an 
early start as to put it off till later in 
the year. The Oysfer-Oriterion can 
furnish all1 the ore necessary to keep a 
20-stamp mill, or even a much larger 
plant, in constant operation.

“ ‘As far as our properties in the 
Poplar camp are concerned, I have no 
fears concerning them. The tunnel on 
the Luck Jack lead has been driven in 
for a distance of 320 feet. The breast 
of the tunnel now has a vertical depth 
of 175 feet, and the ore is just as rich 
as it was at the surface. Our explor­
ations on the Swede group have disclosed’ 
that till ere is sufficient ore to keep many 
stamps in motion. There are fifteen leads 
on the two groups and altl of them carry 
pay ore. When Mr. Young and! myself 
reach the coast we intend to immediately 
order Che ten stamps- for the Oyster- 
Criterion mill and also to secure figures 
for the 40-stamp mill for the Poplar pro­
perties. It will run into a considerable 
sum- to erect a 40-stamp milt and to pro­
vide itw ith waterwheels and other 
paraphernalia, but tbe values are lying 
idle in the ledges on our properties in 
Poplar and it might as well be extracted 
now as to leave it for our heirs and 
assigns to do it. We mean business and' 
intend to have the addition to the Oyster- 
Criterion mill and the 40-stamp mil'l for 
Poplar in operation at the earliest pos­
sible moment.’ ”

The pilgrims 
provide their own food and cook it them­
selves, as Mahommedans will eat nothing 
unless cooked by one of their own people. 
The food consists principally of rice and 
dried fish, or brown sugar, and, before 
every meal, their religion demands that 
a prayer he offered up. Their devotions 
take place at sunrise, noon, and sundown, 
or usually at least five times a day. All 
who can afford it carry a compass to tell 
them in which direction to bow in prayer 
for, according to their ideas, prayers are 
useless unless offered in the direction of 
Mahomet’s tomb. Whilst at prayer the 
women cover themselves with long white 
robes. Another curious custom is that 
the pilgrims must wash parts of their 
body before going to prayer. A small 
can of sea water is all that is used for 
the purpose. When one sees the faith 
of these people you cannot help admiring 
them.

“About one death occurs daily, if no 
malignant fever breaks out. In case of 
death the body is washed, wrapped up in 
a new white shroud, a weight, generally 
a fire-bar provided by the ship, is lash­
ed to it, and with a prayer consign the 
remains to tbe deep.

THE BALKANS.

Russian, Opinion Is Against Any Out­
break But* Officials Realize Danger 

Is Not Over.

BACKWOODSMAN.

'LDIERS AND SAILORS, TOO.

St. Petersburg, March 9.—Careful in­
quiry concerning the outlook in the Bal­
kans develops that the prevailing opin­
ion in- government as well as I” diplo­
matic circles is against an outbreak of 
war in the spring, although the danger 
is not considered' passed. A. perfect 
understanding exists between Russia and 
Austria, and besides the Russian authori­
ties appear to be completely satisfied re­
garding the attitude of Bulgaria.

What assurances authorities have con­
cerning Bulgaria are not known, but they 
do not tally with direct information from 
other sources, representing Bulgaria as 
mobilizing, with having her plans per­
fected for an invasion of Turkey and as 
being confident that she can defeat the 
Turks single-handed.

Evidently the Porte also is alarmed 
at the outlook, as &n American, a repre­
sentative of an ordnance firm who came 
here to act as broker in the sale ot 
iSouth American warships to Russia bur 
who arrived too late, has been request­
ed to go to Constantinople immediately, 
the Sultan desiring to purchase a large 
supply of guns.

It is a mistake to imagine that Russia 
is so engrossed with its affairs in ths 
Far East as to be unable to give atten­
tion to the Balkans. She has restrained 
from removing troops from the vicinity 
of the Roumanian frontier, and will be 
prepared if necessary, to assume her 
share in the event» of war.

The week opened on the 2nd with a rising 

barometer, and during that day the pres­
sure increased until by evening its area had 
extended from the Pacific to Manitoba, and 
was accompanied by fair cold weather; but 
the interval was only brief, for on the 3rd 
an ocean disturbance moved down from the 
northward and became central off Vancou­
ver Island, causing strong easterly gales 
on the outside coast, an hourly wind velo­
city of 60 miles being reported from Ta- 
*oosh. Prom this date to thé close of the 
week low pressure areas have covered the 
Pacific slope, and weather conditions have 
been stormy and unsettled. The rainfall 
has been unusually heavy, not only on Van­
couver Island and the Lower Mainland, but 
also throughout the North Pacific states. 
Sleet and snow fell at various points, chief­
ly on the higher lands; at Barkerville 
falling on the 4th, 7th and 8th. A thunder­
storm occurred at Eureka, Cal., on the 7th, 
and on that and the succeeding day a phe­
nomenal rainfall was reported there of over 
4 Inches.

“The Chinese Empire Reform Asso­

ciation is holding its annual meeting in 
Vancouver. Delegates are in attendance 
from British Columbia points, and also 
as far East as Montreal. Lee Folk 
Gay, president of the Victoria branch, 
is presiding ever the convention.

Mr. President, Ladles- and Gentlemen:— 
In presenting you with a report of our local 
branch of the Bible Society, I shall confine 
it to the work # done locally, but before do­
ing so I would Like to state that-ours Is the 
strongest auxiliary of the parent society, 
with 514 branches in Ontario and 113 in 
Manitoba and British Columbia.

It supports eight colporteurs, who go from 
house to house In the newer parts of the 
land, principally in Algema, Manitoba, the 
Northwest and British Columbia, supplying 
the Word of God, selling it at cost to those 
able and anxious to buy, giving it to those 
who cannot afford to buy. In 1902, 36,012 
copies of the Word, in whole or in part, 
were distributed by the colporteurs. Within 
the Dominion of Canada the society#ls cir­
culating the Word in over 20 languages and 
dialects. During the year we received a 
visit from two commissioners, Revs. B. 
Bryan and J. Gibson, representing the 
Upper Canada Bible Society,, also from 
Rev. G. H. Bondfleld, the agent of the 
British and Foreign Bible Society in China, 
all being sent out with thé object of stimu­
lating the branches In different parts of the 
Dominion to greater activity in the work. 
The latter informed us that It? 
sary, in order to accomplish what the Bible 
Society had in hand, that the sum of,
000 should be raised, and towards which the 
auxiliary in Canada had promised to raise 
the sum of fifty thousand dollars.

In regard to the work ' of the Victoria 
branch, our colporteur, although prevented 
from prosecuting his work continuously, 
various settlements on Vancouver Island 
have been visited and faithfully canvassed, 
good work having been done at the mines, 
sawmills, lumber camps and on ships, and 
the reports go to show the necessity of such 
work.

The following is taken from the report» 
of 10 month» of last year’s work: Number 
of miles travelled, 2,434; number of visits 
made, 8,208; number of Bibles and Testa­
ments sold, 2,007; number of Bibles and 
Testaments given away, 157; number of

Prominent Imperial War Office Officials 
Leave for the Orient to Watch 

the Campaign.
In regard to the last named communi­

cation, Chairman Jay explained that it 
did not mean that the Mayor and aider- 
men were opposed to the expenditure.

ERN SIR FLEMING ON
TRANSCONTINENTAL LINE

ISH Some of the Reason! Why He Favors 
Location—A Seaport ou Hud­

son Bay.

ish ‘■Build Up Canada” was the subject of
a most interesting address delivered to 
the Canadian Club, Toronto, recently, by 
Sir Sandford Fleming, in which he stated 
most succinctly the reasons for 
structiug the new transcontinental rail­
way on a
bay than Lake Superior. Sir Sandford 
in opening recalled that in 1858 he had 
spoken at Port Hope on the same topic, 
ami described conditions of that day. He 
DOted the interesting fact that in 1868 
the inhabitants of the Northwest, which 

exports tens of millions of wheat, 
nearing starvation for want of it, 

and that Eastern Canadians sent up 
grain to Fort Garry. Some of the 
pioneer public works, the canals, were 
referred to, and he quoted from the Port 
Hope lecture the picture of a phase of 
daily railway traffic in the then distant 

"Train after train from the Pa­
cific laden with the wealth of Eastern 
climes, the Indian nabob returning to his 
native land, the fat Chinaman in his fan­
tastic dress, the native prince accom­
panied with all the pomp and splendor 
of Eastern magnificence—all passing 
panoramic-like before you on their way 
to pay homage to our royal mistress.”

The railway development in Canada 
since that time was shown by a reference 
to the map, with, however, but the sin­
gle track of the C. P. R. leading 
Ontario to Manitoba, a fact which to 
him demanded serious and

Immediate Attention.
There was rapid settlement in the West, 
ami railway development in Manitoba 
and beyond, but what will follow if no 
substantial effort is made to reclaim the 
vast intervening territory ? He feared 
the people of Canada would be separated 
into two groups by an unpopulated wil­
derness constituting a dangerous area of 
cleavage. We are unwilling to think 
that political separation will follow, but 
we must not hide our heads in the sand 
and remain in a fool’s paradise, but must 
look at the facts. That single line of 
railway would be very easily attacked at 
a critical moment, and we would be sep­
arated.

Sir Sandford described this intervening 
area, stretching from Manitoba to the 
Saguenay, and running 300 or 350 miles 
north from the C. P. R.' line, as a space 
equal in area to more than four prov-, 
inces of Manitoba. It is almost unmap­
ped, wholly unopened, wholly unsettled, 
practically without a white inhabitant. 
Much of it is in the geographical centre 
of our country, and may be regarded as 
the body itself. Moose Factory, on its 
northern side, and on the margin of Hud­
son Bay, has a winter and summer tem­
perature the same as Winnipeg, and the 
average snowfall is less than half that 
of Montreal and Quebec The worst that 
can be said of this great region is that 
it is a woodland wilderness. The terri­
tory in question is the natural home of 
pulpwood, and of this forest of wealth we 
may look for an inexhaustible supply. 
He quoted Hon. Sydney Fisher as say­
ing,“There is a great abundance of splen­
did agricultural land,” and added, and 
undisturbed mineral deposits. In a 
country so extensive as this, a tract of 
virgin wild land more than double the 
superficial area of England, Ireland and

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PROPAGATION OF gerlings were planted, the sale of their 
progeny in San Francisco in 1900 was 
in excess of 1,500,000 pounds. They are 
to be found in, the markets every day 
in the year, and are sold for less than 
in any eastern city. They had noc 
spread along the coast like the shad. The 
only one recorded as being taken north 
of California was a thirty-pound ie- 
niale caught in a fish trap at Point Rob­
erta in 1900. There is no evidence rd 
show that the introduction of these nou- 
indigenous fishgs into the Sacramento 
has been injurious to the indigenous 
fishes of that river.

The laws passed in California for the 
protection of salmon were non-effective 
up to 1895. The law passed that year 
was drawn by the speaker, framed with 
a full knowledge of the needs of the sal­
mon, and its operation has been a great 
factor in restoring the run. Adequate 
protection to salmon is as essential as 
the maintenance of hatcheries. The sat­
isfactory condition of the fisheries of 
California is the result of the efforts of 
the non-political fish commission which 
has that industry in charge.

The eggs are then 
taken to the hatchery, washed, measured 
to " ascertain their number 
placed in wire baskets which are put in 
troughs of running water. The care of 
the egg is very important. They must 
be kept free from the minute vegetable 
and aquatic life which attacks them. 
They hatch in from 60 to 100 days, de­
pending on the temperature of the 
water.
