Lieut. Belque said: “This is a war
of righteousness brought about by dis-
honest and cruel brigandage. Germany
had most cruelly outraged the right
of little Belgium and Great Britain
had been forced to come in with
France and Russia to curb the mad
ambition of the Kaiser,

“France has done well, Russia has
surprised the world and while Great
Britain,—by Britain I mean the Em-
pire—has done nobly but,—and I hope
I will not be misunderstood,—she has
not done all that she is capable of.
Some men say they will not enlist be-
cause they are opposed to militarism,
The Empire is not asking for men to
fight for militarism but to put it down,
and the sooner the Allies succeed in
crushing the militarism of Germany
the better it will be for this world in
which we live.

French-Canadians Loyal,

“The 69th is a French-Canadian
regiment and it is no more than right
that they should rally to the help of
the flag which as conferred on them
the greatest liberty enjoyed anywhere
on the face of the earth. When the
time comes,—and may it be soon—
for the 69th to go overseas, they will
be found ready and eager to do their
bit for the Empire which means so
much to us all.

“One hundred years ago when, per-
haps they had not the same reasons
to love the flag as today, the French.
Canadians @id not hesitate to shed
their blood to repel invasion and to-
day they are proud to be fighting side
by side with English-Canadians to
preserve to another people the liberty
they have themselves enjoyed. As re.
gards reward the only reward they
want {s a consciousness of having done
their duty.”

Lieut. Beique concluded with an ex-
tract from Robert Burng’ “Returned
Soldier.” His Worship then called on
Dr. F. J. Hogan to sing and he respond-
ed with “Mother England.”

Mr. Burng has
just returned from spending the sum-
mer and fall in England and France,
where he has been looking after the
interesty of his finm who have large
contracts from both the British and
French governments. While on the
other side Mr, Burns visited London,
Paris, Marseilles, Bordeaux and other
centres,

When asked if the war had made|our

any particular difference in conditions,
Mr. Burng said the people did not talk
much about war in London, in fact not
as much as they do on this side” They
tad made up their minds that there
wés a talk to be done and it was now
considered a part of the ondinary
day’s work. The people have no doubt
at all of the ultimate outcome, all they
are concerned about is the length of
time necessary to finish the job,

There lip more of the actual effect
of war to be seen in France, it being
nearer the scene of action, wounded
and sick soldiers are to be seen in
eveny street but the French people are
just as determined to fight this war to
a finish as are the people of Great
Britain,

Mr. Burns sald his firm had been
shipping beef and pork all summer
and fall to the Allies both to France
and England. The British govern-
ment buy all their meat already killed
and have it shipped in cold storage.
The Fremch buy theirs on. the hoof
and have it shipped alive to the differ-
ent ports from which it ds distributed
to the army in the fleld, Some idea
of  the labor involved in getting a
cargo of beef ready for shipment may
be gathered from the fact that it re-
quires from seven to eleven thousand
head, according to the size of the boat,
to be killed and dressed. The Bumns
Co. have four large abattoirs located
at Calgary, Edmonton, Vancouver and
Seattle. They also have a number of
ranches in Alberta and reise g large
number of the cattle they kill them-
selves. Since the beginning of the
war they have been shipping lange
quantities of meats to the Allies arm-
ies and they have large contracts yet
to be filled.

Trooper Brewister is connected with
the 6th Mounted Rifies = fighting
“Somewhere in France,” and gives
some interesting news regarding the
lihottwldxornttbm ‘The,
Jetter reads as follows
France, Doe. 7, 1916,

Dear Father:—I received your let-
ter of November 15, also the papers,
and the clipping of Guy Turner’s let-
ter; have been looking for Guy ever
sincé I have beem here, but I guess
he is some little distance from where
we are. I saw two other fellows of
nch that were on the Valley
Rail¥ay staff—Jack McNairn ‘and Col-
well.

1 have seen some of the boys of the
26th. They are on & different part of
the line from us. Otty Barnes was
looking for me one day, but I was out
looking sround a town near where

|we were, and so missed seeing him.

He is sergeant now. Have not seen
Frnest. yet but will try to look him
up as soon as possible. It is quite
hard to find the bHoys as we are al-
ways on the move from one place to
another.

We have just got out of the trench-
es after being in for eight days. We
now have four days out, and then four
days in the trenches again, but after
that we expect to be out in rest bil-
lets for fitleen or twenty. days, and it
so we will be out for Christmes at a
town near here.

While we were in the tremches it
was work day and night. I was on
listening post three nights, and on
that job it leeeps us going. There is
a post between the enemy's trench
and ours and two men sit out there
in a hole in the ground all night, in
front of our barbed wine entangle-
ments. Both sides send up flares all
night, which light up the whole place,
I tell you it is a pretty scary job out
there. Our brigade, including the 4th
and 5th regiments was all in at once
this last time. Both the 4th and 5th
had quite a number of casualties, bud
we had very few—only three. men
wounded.

I am glad you are sending some
more tobacco with my Christmas
parcel, and keep sending along all
the socks you like, as they can be put
to good use.

I am quite well except for the cold
which we all have. Will write again
as soon as I can, but do not worry
as long as you get a fleld card now
and again, as it is pretty hard always
to get a chance to write letters.
