Will Leave Country.
Both the former king and Prince 

George, it was announced today by 
Premier Zaimis, intend to leave the 
country immediately. It is reported 
that they will embark on a British war­
ship and proceed to Switzerland, by 
way of Italy. It is presumed that 
Prince Alexander will take up his 
kingly duties with full acceptation of 
the ideas which the protecting pow­
ers desire to be put into effect in the 
government of Greece during the pres­
ent war. He is 24 years of age, and 
has been free from anti-Entente pro­
clivities.

Affairs in Greece, which several 
times since the outbreak of the war 
have seemed on the verge of a settle­
ment, recently have taken on such an 
aspect of uncertainty that it bôcame 
necessary for the powers to act with 
decision. M. Jonnart was selected to 
proceed to Athens for the purpose of 
laying before the premier the aims 
which France, Great Britain and Rus­
sia had with respect to establishing 
unity of feeling among the Greeks and 
greater security for the Entente forces 
engaged in operations in the east 
While he informed the premier that 
troops had been placed at his disposal, 
he appealed to that official to use his 
influence towards a peaceful settle­
ment. The troops, according to M. 
Jonnart’s Instructions, were not to 
land until the king had given his an­
swer.

If hon. members consulted 
the auditor general’s report they would 
find that the province was entitled to 
the sum of $4,207.19 from the C.P.R. 
as its share of receipts up to January 
1st, 1916. Since that time there tyad 
been a large Increase In traffic, the 
railway had been built up to the 
specifications of the C.P.R. and the 
company had inspected It thoroughly 
before taking It over on a 40 per cent, 
basis. He thought Instead of being 
abused he should get credit for doing 
something for the development of the 
province. All he got for the railway 
was $10.500 a mile the other side of 
Fredericton. There was another road 
recently built, the Minto Railway. 
That was constructed to help the coal 
owners to deliver their coal; It was 
part of a system for which friends of 
the members of the present govern­
ment used to vote two or three hun­
dred thousand dollars every session 
or so with the Idea of getting It com­
pleted to Fredericton It was fre­
quently referred to in that House as a 
right 'of way and two streaks of rust. 
Its management had been so bad that 
an Investigation was necessary and it 
was found that the money put into it 
had been lost and the peculiar thing 
about It was that the men who had 
lost the money had lost their memor­
ies too. The Southampton Railway 
was built all fair and above board; 
anyway it had cost him $20,000 more 
than he had received for it. The Cen­
tral Road had been taken off the 
shoulders of the government and it 
does not cost the province one cent for 
operation, yet it. is put down In the 
auditor’s report as a liability and this 
in the face of the fact that the C.P.R. 
pays all the interest and principal, too.

THE VALLEY RAILWAY ENQUIRY.

Some newspapers published outside of this province have referred to re­
cent developments in connection with the construction of the St. John Val­
ley Railway as If they constituted evidence of corruption upon the part of 
the late administration ot New Brunswick. This is always to be expected 
of the Liberal party press, but It will be noticed that those papers paid little 
or no attention to the recent scandalous revelations in British Columbia.

It is evidently the desire of the commission investigating Valley Railway 
matters to endeavor to bring out something to the discredit of the recent 
administration. This is evident by its action in regard to Mr. Cozzolino. As 
soon as he had made his brief statement the commission adjourned until 
June 19th, making no attempt to secure easily available evidence on the 
other side, but allowing Mr. Cozzolino's story to be circulated uncontradict­
ed and unexplained throughout the length and breadth of the country.

No member of the late Government had anything to do xvlth the letting 
of the Valley Railway contracts. The whole management of that road has 
been entrusted to an independent commission consisting of F. W. Sumner. 
Richard O’Leary. J. D. Palmer. E. Girouard and W. Shives Fisher, all of 
whom are men of high business standing and undoubted integrity. The con­
tracts were let by these gentlemen without dictation or interference, and let 
to the lowest tenderer, but not until that tenderer had substantially reduced 
the prices on some of the items.

The duty of Royal Commissioner Stevens cannot be sufficiently dis­
charged without calling to the stand every member of the late provincial 
administration and every member of the Board ot Directors of the Valley 
Railway Co. Unless this is done, the investigation will be stamped as en­
tirely partisan in character, and conclusions arrived at by such a method 
will have neither justice, reason nor evidence to sustain them.

Daniel Littlejohn had died in France 
as the result of wounds received dur­
ing a battle in one of the recent big 
drives. The sad message was rec^vea 
by his wife. Mrs. Gertrude Littlejohn, 
of 104 Britain street, in a telegram 
from Ottawa. The brave soldier died 
in No. Four Field Ambulance, Mav 
31st.

Private Littlejohn trained in St.

He fought side by side with his New 
Brunswick comrades for the past 
seven months and was through a num­
ber of big dri\res before he received 
his fatal wounds.

He is survived by his wife and six 
small children, the youngest only six 
months old ;also three brothers, James 
and Alexander of this city, and 
Thomas of Boston; and three sisters, 
Mrs. E. A. Coolen of Halifax, Mrs. E.

The deceased is well known through­
out the Maritime Provinces in ath­
letic circles where he has given ex­
hibitions of boxing.

SIR ROBERT BORDEN'S OPPOR­
TUNITY.

The selective conscription measure 
introduced by the Premier on Monday 
is now before Parliament and mem­
bers on both sides of the House are 
engaged in digesting it in preparation 
for the second reading which may 
come today, but is more likely to go 
over to Thursday or Friday.

It is noxv for Parliament to say 
whether the measure shall be expe­
ditiously enacted and made effective 
at an early date or whether it Is to be 
held back, its principle opposed and Its 
operation delayed. There was some 
hope that the measure xvould go 
through with comparatively little dis­
cussion but this seems to be glimmer­
ing away now that Sir Wilfrid and a 
wing of his party are definitely oppos­
ed to it.

If there is bitter opposition in the 
j House, as seems likely, the result will 
be delay, and In a great war measure 
such as this, delays cannot be permit­
ted. If Sir Robert Borden is unable to 
secure from Parliament that support 
essential to the quick passage ot this 
legislation, then he must go beyond 
Parliament and secure from the people 
the mandate to replenish the ranks of 
Canada's fighting forces.

The Premier's position is undeniably 
strong. He has but one paramount 
purpose and that the winning of the 
war insofar as Canadian effort can at­
tain that end. In such a situation he 
cannot tolerate the delay which ob­
struction would cause. The future 
security of Canada may well depend 
upon the issue which today is before 
our law makers. The issue is big, 
throbbing, vital. It goes above and 
beyond politics and parties.

135.45 in 1907, to $354.042.52 In 1916. 
He questioned the fairness pursued by 
the government including in the state­
ment to the bonded debt such liabili­
ties as those in connection with the 
International Railway and the Mtnto 
Railway, which the province would 
never be called upon to meet by rea­
son of the arrangements which the 
late administration had consummated.

Mr. Tilley showed that the govern­
ment’s boastings in regarding to hav­
ing to the province the amount prev 
iously paid for the collection of suc­
cession duties were not Justified. The 
average annual cost for the collection 
of these fees for the past nine years 
had been $2,385 and the government 
paid a deputy attorney general $2,000 
for work previously attended to by the 
former attorney general in order to 
allow the present incumbent to stay 
at his home in Bathurst where the 
enormous saving to the people of the 
province.

Favor* Suffrage.
Mr. Tilley continuing said he admit­

ted there had been some interesting 
things on his own side of the House 
which some of his party would like to 
wash their hands of. That was one of 
the reasons why he hoped women 
would be admitted to the franchise. 
He believed that the entrance of wo­
men into provincial affairs would re­
sult in better conditions. In this mat­

In 1916 under the1 
late government the stumpage rev­
enue had been 8354,042. There was a 
great difference.

The total liability and bonded in­
debtedness had been said by the hon. 
member from Moncton to total $20,- 
000,000. but in making that statement 
he had not taken Into account liabil­
ities which had been reduced. The 
International Railway which had been 
taken over by the Canadian Govern­
ment Railways was one and the Fred 
erlcton and Grand Lake Railway, now 
a part of the C.P.R.. was another. In 
these particulars the pro-tern minister 
of finance did not give due justice to 
the province or his own financial 
statement. The government support 
ers were open to the charge of insin­
cerity In claiming that economy would 
be secured through the appointment of 
a deputy attorney general. For the 
past nine years the attorney general 
had collected the succession duties 
without a deputy. The real saving 
brought about by the appointment 
would amount to no more than $385.

Speakers on the opposite side of the 
House had placed great weight upon 
the fact that in the last eight years 
the provincial debt had increased $3,- 
451,000. Yet one of the first acts of 
the new administration had been to 
Increase the public debt $700,000 for 
permanent bridges and half a milion 
for highways, an Increase in bonded 
indebtedness of $1,200,000.

Synopsis of Canadian Northwest Land 
Regulations. .

The sole head of a family, or any 
male over 18 years old, who was at the 
commencement of the present war, and 
has since continued to be, a British 
subject or a subject of an allied or neu­
tral country, may homestead a quarter- 
section of available Dominion Land In 
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. 
Applicant must appear in person at 
Dominion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency 
for District. Entry by proxy may be 
made on certain conditions. Duties— 
Six months Residence upon and culti­
vation of land in each of three years.

In certain districts a homesteader 
may secure an adjoining quarter-sec­
tion as pre-emption. Price $3.00 per 
acre.
each of three years after earning 
homestead patent and cultivate 60 
acres extra. May obtain pre-emption 
patent as soon as homestead patent on 
certain conditions.

A settler after obtaining homestead 
patent if he cannot secure a pre-emp­
tion, may take a purchased homestead 
In certain districts. Price $3.00 per 
acre. Must reside six months In each 
of three years, cultivate 60 acres and 
erect a house worth $300.00.

Holders of entries may count time of 
employment ae farm laborers In Can­
ada during 1917, aa residence duties 
under certain conditions.
