(Experimental Farm Note.)

About Winter Layers.—It is thought
that farmers keep hens until too old
for profitable winter egg production
and it is also a common belief that
late hatched pullets commence to lay
only during the following spring. Teo
throw some light on this subject, 1t
wase decided in 1915 to compare early
puliets, late pullets, yearling hens,
and old hens as winter layers, at the
Cap Rouge Experimental Station.

The Experiment.—The experiment
began on the finst day of November
and ended on the last day of Febru-
ary, during five consecutive years.
The number of birds in each pen was
about 25, and the whole lot occupied
the same house. A strict record was
kept of all feed consumed, also of
all eggs produced by every pen. At
the beginning and at the end of eash
experiment the birde were waighed
so that, in the spring, the “Ziin or
loss in weight could be credited ce
debited to them.

The Results.—If the cost of pro-
duction of one dozen of eggs, during
winter, is taken as 100 for early pul
lets, hatcaed before May, #t would be
represented by 24) for yearling heas,
by 280 for ate jullets, hatched after
April, and Ly S48 fi old heme. In
ther words, waen jullets hatched he-
fore May produ~rd a certain number
of eggs at a o:st of §1.00, vearling
hens produced the same number at
a cost of $2.49, puilets hatched after
April at a f $2¢0 and old hens
a cost of <R.4o.

Weight of Eggs—It is sometimes
objected that, though early pulletls lay

al

more eggs than yearling or older
hens, the size of the eggs is such
that they would bring much less if

ever eggs sold by weight. Tak-

ing the figures from the present ex-
periment, we find that, for the same
weight of cges, when it cost $1.00 to
produce th it} pullets, it
cost  $2.35 them with
vearling hens, $2.92 with late pullets,
and $8.10 with olkd hex It will be
seen thaf, as sted, wedght of
opggs  from a little larger
than that from early pullets, but the

difference does not materially change
the figures for the cost per dozem.
Qs

Same Birds Compared.—The birds
used fer this experiment were not
gpocially bred for egg production, so

that the early pullets put in each
yvear were not from better stock than
the yearling or older hens, Two sea-
sons, the vearting hens used for this
experiment were the same birds, with
the exception of a very few which
had died, as the ones in the pen of
early pullete of the previous year, and
in both cases they were, for cost of
production, below the new lot of
early pullets taken indiscrimfmately
in the farm flock.

Farly Pullets Best-—That earty pud
lets are the cheapest prodwcers of
winter eggs has been told and writs
ten so often that it is like am old
story. But a carefully conducted em
periment will again remind farmers
of a well known fact which they often
seem liable to forget.
