Jamaica, since Governor Eyre quenched 
in blood what he regarded as a rebellion, 
has been governed as a sort of Crown 
Colony, under an Act of the British Par- 
liament, which gives the people very little 
influence in public affairs.

"A great deal has been said in St. 
John about the non-enforcement of the 
Act here. We grant that it is not nearly 
as well carried out as it might be or ought 
to be ; but this is not the fault of the 
Act itself, which is simple and comprehen- 
sive, but of those who undertake or whose 
duty it is to secure its administration. 
The solution of the difficulty consists in 
the temperance men coming forward and 
openly assuming the responsibility of pro- 
secutions, and unless they are prepared 
to do this in St. John they had better not 
adopt the Act. We say this, although 
we wish to see the law carried there, and 
believe it to be a law calculated to do 
much good. The temperance people must 
be prepared to use the same energy in 
forcing it as they employ in securing its 
adoption, or they had better let it alone. 
Let us not be understood as intimating 
that the temperance people of Fredericton 
have not shown promptness and determi- 
nation in the matter ; they have shown 
both ; and we are sure that they will 
prove themselves fully equal to the new 
responsibility which has been thrown 
upon them. The failure of the prosecu- 
tion in Tennant’s case is not indicative of 
any weakness in the Act itself or on the 
part of its friends here. It is simply the 
result of a special state of circumstances 
which may not and need not occur else- 
where.”

A sad case of destitution was brought 
to light in Quebec a few days ago—that 
of a mother and daughter living in a cel- 
lar in the suburbs of the city, utterly 
destitute of food, clothing, furniture or 
fire. The mother was removed to the 
hospital, but died shortly after.

men of capital encourage and assist am­
bitious, enterprising young men to make 
their way in life; that those capitalists do 
not act ou merely business principles, but 
are moved by philanthropy or patriotism 
when determining what to do with their 
money. It also hugs the silly idea that 
great manufactures could be created in 
every town and village in Canada if the 
men who have some money were pleased 
to use it patriotically. It says in another 
article ;—

The real cause of the discontent it 
speaks of, is traceable to a great lack of 
enterprise and go-aheadativeness in our 
people. We have an abundance of spare 
wealth boarded up by our monied men, 
The Government bas given every pro 
tection necessary to foster industries 
that are now absolutely required In the 
country, and for which we bave so long 
been dependent on our neighbors.

Instead of availing ourselves of the 
advantages offered for creating new 
businesses, that will give employment to 
our y uug men and keep them at home, 
and at the same time open up the now 
hidden wealth of our country, we bare 
been waiting patiently—and for what? 
For perhaps strangers to come among us, 
and do for us what we will not do for 
ourselves. And now that our young men 
have waited until further forbearance 
will cease to be avlrtne, and are striking 
ont for places where better facilities are 
offered them, charges are made on the 
one hand that they are deserting their 
homes, and on the other that the Govern­
ment is driving them out. Place the 
blame where It properly belongs; apply 
the remedy so long neglected, and there 
will be no further complaints of our 
young men going away.

Thia is mere silliness, but if it is not, 
the reproaches of the Press apply to its 
own friends and patrons, who possess a 
considerable share of the wealth of Wood­
stock. If the Press chooses to look over 
the boundary line it will probably find 
that there is no more enterprise or go- 
aheaditiveness in the neighboring town of 
Houlton, Me., than in Woodstock, and 
that the farmers on that side of the line 
are not more prosperous or wealthy than 
the farmers of Carleton.

Those who raised absurd expectations 
as to the effects of Protection on the in­
dustries of the country, those who taught 
the young men to expect that the Gov­
ernment, or some political party, or phil­
anthropic individuals would do all that 
was necessary to ensure their success in 
life, and that there is a better and easier 
road to prosperity than that which may 
be opened by intelligence, industry, en­
ergy and self-reliance, these are the men 
who, by raising expectations that can 
never be realised, prepared the way for 
the exodus which we all so greatly de­
plore. The Press says:—

We are beginning to realize that in ex- 
sorting our young men, we have made 
the worst bargain we possibly could. It 
may be very well to give them advice to 
stay at home, but io our humble opinion 
it would be better to give them some 
tangible inducements to do so. Who of 
the monied men of Woodstock bas ever 
taken a young man of brains aud given 
him a start in business, without loading 
him so heavily with Bonds, Mortgages 
and other securities that the business, 
instead of making a man of him has gone 
ie swell the book account of his friend 
Most of our young men have been driven 
out of the country by those who should 
have encouraged them to remain in it.

And now some whine because they 
bad not patriotism enough to stay and 
struggle—for what? In most eases to 
find others reaping the benefits of their 
labors. Far the better way would it be 
to employ the surplus capital of our 
County in building up useful industries, 
that would give employment to our 
workman, and make markets for our 
farmers. Give our young men a ohanoe, 
tor they are in reality the bone and 
sinew of the country. If a proper value 
la not accorded them at home, we will 
net join in blaming them for going 
where a better estimate will be placed 
upon them, and whore they will have 
greater inducements to work, and better 
prospects for gaining a competence.

Here the same fatal error that young 
men should look to others for their suc­
cess, for a chance of being properly 
valued, is inculcated. It is the essence 
of the false principle on which protection 
rests.

But these articles in the Press are fraught 
with valuable information, and from them 
those who still hug the delusion—Protect- 
ion—should learn that the N. P. is not 
only a failure, bat that it has done much 
positive injury and has greatly promoted 
the emigration from Canada which its 
advocates said it would put an end to.

The peo­
ple of those countries can not easily be 
induced to settle in a country in which 
the temperature for weeks at a time is 
35 ° to 45 ° below zero, in which “ the 
majority of months are snow and the 
minority are mosquitoes and, although 
the ultra loyal may think it treasonable 
to say so, people who emigrate from any 
country in Europe do not - with a few 
exceptions—desire to become again the 
subjects of any sovereign.

The proposal to divide the North West 
territories into four or more Provincial 
districts is rather startling. Any such 
action is manifestly premature. The po­
pulation is still small, and for some years 
to come the government created by the 
Mackenzie Government would be quite 
sufficient. As if to make the proposal 
for more governments and governors ap­
pear all the more preposterous, Mr. 
Dewdney, who is now nominally the 
Lieutenant Governor and Indian Commis­
sioner for all the territory, is amusing 
himself in Ottawa, as he did last year, 
and it is said will not go to the country 
he is supposed to govern until next sum­
mer. Sir John, with the audacity which 
he so often relies upon to carry him out 
of difficult positions, declared that Mr. 
Dewdney’s advice is so valuable to him as 
Minister of the Interior that he will, 
while he remains in office, always keep 
Mr. Dewdney in Ottawa during the win­
ter. All the advice Mr. Dewdney or any 
other man could give may as well be given 
in one or half a dozen letters. By a man 
so able as Sir John he could be pumped 
dry in two or three interviews. Probably 
no one supposes that the reason given by 
the Premier is the true and only reason 
why Mr. Dewdney is allowed to disport 
himself in Ottawa every winter, and all 
the wintor through.

THE POLICE MAGISTRATE.—B. Lester 
Peters, Esq., has been appointed Police 
Magistrate in the place of the late Mr. 
Gilbert, at a salary of $1,000 in addition 
to the $2,000 which he already receives 
as Common Clerk. Of course there are 
many who approve of the appointment, 
which it appears the Common Council 
secretly recommended, but on the other 
hand there are not a few, even of the 
friends of Mr. Peters and of the Govern­
ment, who openly express their disap. 
proval, claiming that the contemplated 
saving could be effected in other ways, 
without impairing the character or the 
efficiency of the police department. In 
point of ability no one questions Mr. 
Peters’ qualification, and the Globe says, 
perhaps truly, that he will give dignity 
to the office; but Mr. Peters is not the 
only capable and dignified man in the 
city, and besides the occupant of such a 
position should possess other qualifica­
tions which it would appear were not 
taken into account by those who recom­
mended or those who made the appoint­
ment. The Globe already advocates a 
“readjustment” of matters in such a way 
as to relieve Mr. Peters of some of his 
duties.

The vote on the question of rejecting 
or adopting the Canada Temperance Act 
in this city will be taken on Thursday 
next, and from present appearances 
there will be a pretty large vote. This is 
as it should be. Indeed we would like to 
see every qualified voter go to the polls, 
so that, whatever the result, there may be 
a majority of the electorate on the one 
side or the other. The more the question 
is discussed the more objectionable ap­
pears the attempt to force on this com­
munity a law which its warmeat advocates 
do not pretend to say can be enforced as 
other laws are. Indeed the argument of 
the temperance speakers that the fines 
imposed on those who violate the law are 
expected to more than make up for the 
loss of license revenue to the city, is 
proof positive that they know that the 
law can not be enforced. All that they 
hope to effect is to force respectable 
people out of business, and, to degrade and 
drive the “traffic into the “slums,” with 
the charicteristics of which some of the 
orators would appear to be pretty famil- 
iar. As matters look at present we are 
glad to be able to believe that the 
attempt to thus disgrace our city and our 
citizens will fail.

The negotiations between Germany and 
Rome have not yet come to a conclusion.

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be pleased to know that this statement is 
true, but, although made so often by 
ministers during their journeyings round 
the country last summer and’ fall, and 
now repeated in the Governor General’s 
speech, what it really means should be 
carefully enquired into. The public ac­
counts say that $608,732 were in that 
same year expended on capital account. 
Capital account, having been re-opened 
by Sir 0. Tupper, it is necessary to en­
quire particularly whether many things 
are not charged to it such as in Mr. Mac­
kenzie’s time were charged to “ working 
expenses.”

It is stated in the speech that a Royal 
Commission was appointed to ‘Enquire 
into the question of factory labor, and 
into the beet means of promoting the 
comfort and well being of the working 
man and his family without undue inter­
ference with the development of our man­
ufacturing industries.” This is a curious 
sentence, and shows how completely the 
present Government desire to subordinate 
labor to capital. Last year and the year 
before Dr. Bergin, of Cornwall, intro­
duced, but did not press, a Factory Bill. 
Last session it was stated that a commis­
sion of enquiry would issue. The com­
mission contrived to make very little 
noise, and few heard of it until now. It 
is time that something were done to pro­
tect the children of tender years employed 
in some of the large factories.

Of last year’s surplus we are told that 
some has been used in redeeming six per 
cent, debentures, and the remainder ap­
plied to works chargeable to capital ac- 
count. It is a grievous thing that the 
people should be taxed so enormously to 
pay for the public works in the North 
West or in Ontario, for which the people 
who are to derive all the benefit from 
them should pay in good time. Sir John 
A. Macdonald asserts that enough of 
money will be got from the lands to pay 
the sixty millions or thereabouts which 
the country is to contribute to the coat of 
tile Canada Pacific Railway, but the rent 
we pay to the Indiana in money, food, 
etc., the cost of the mounted police, the 
cost of the North West Government in 
all its branches, and the cost of surveying 
and putting the lands on the market ex­
ceed very greatly all the money yet re­
ceived for those lands, and we doubt if 
even five years hence a single dollar of 
the capital paid out on account of the 
railroad will have been recouped. We 
should, perhaps, be thankful that the 
surplus is used even so well.

COMMON COUNCIL.

The Council met on Wednesday last.
A number of appeals for relief from 

taxes were reported on, in most cases fa­
vorably.

It was resolved, by the casting vote of 
the Mayor, to abolish all bye-laws for the 
inspection of coal. It was also resolved 
to prepare a Bill to exempt fresh fish for 
export from payment of tolls.

The Committee on the gas sewer sub­
mitted their former report refusing per­
mission to the gas company to empty 
their sewer at Charlotte street extension. 
This was adopted.

It was ordered, by a vote of 9 to 8, 
that an Assessment Bill be prepared on 
the following basis : (1) that all property 
and income be rated at their full value; 
(2) that merchandize be rated on the 
average stock held, and a reduction allow­
ed for indebtedness on personal property 
beyond debts due the person ; (3) that 
property to the amount of $500 of a 
widow, or unmarried female, or wife de­
serted by her husband be exempt.

The Chamberlain presented his report 
for last year, showing the receipts from 
all sources to have been $720,256, and 
the expenditure $649,721, leaving a ba­
lance to the credit of the city of $70,735. 
The total debt, funded and unfunded, on 
the 31st December last, waa $1,249,803, 
a decrease during 1881 of $8,500. The 
report was referred to the Finance Com 
mittee, and Richard Whiteside was ap­
pointed auditor.

New Brunswick Legislature,
The Local Legislature opened on 

Thursday last, meeting for the first time 
in the new Parliament Building. The 
event was regarded as one of very great 
interest by the officials and people of 
Fredericton. Crowds of people flocked 
to the city, and the opening was attended 
by more than the usual petty pomp and 
display. A grand Ball was given on 
Thursday night, and if its success was at 
all proportionate to the preparations 
made, and all the talk about it before­
hand, it must indeed have been a very 
brilliant affair.

The following is the Lieut. Governor’s 
speech to the assembled legislators:—

SPEECH :

Mr. President and Honorable Gentlemen 
of the Legislative Council:

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House
qf Assembly :
“I am happy to be able to express to you 

my full appreciation of the auspicious cir- 
cumstances under which we meet. The 
affairs of the Province appear to me to be 
in a very favorable position; our people are 
reaping the rewards and advantages of their 
industry; the labors of the Farmer have 
been followed and crowned with the bless­
ing of Divine Providence; and the com­
mercial and trade depression, which for so 
long a time was so general and injurious, is 
rapidly leaving us, if it have not already 
wholly passed away. We should be de­
voutly thankful to the Supreme Giver of 
All Good for these manifestations of His 
mercy and goodness toward us.

“I congratulate you, also, that the pro 
vision you made for the construction of 
Legislative Buildings has resulted in the 
completion of this handsome and com­
modious edifice. I trust and think it will 
be found well adapted for the purposes to 
which It- is to be devoted, and a fitting 
place for the meeting of the representa­
tives of the people in the Legislative As­
sembly of their own Province. While it 
is our duty to preserve steadfastly our in- 
ternal and independent rights, in legi- 
timate subjection to the recognized func- 
tions of the Federal Authority under the 
constitution, ft is equally important to 
maintain those institutions which are 
essential to the efficiency of the service 
and the good government of the Province, 
with the dignity becoming their import­
ance, at the same time having due regard 
to economy consistent with our financial 
ability and the public requirements.

“You are aware that a good deal of at­
tention has—and particularly of late years 
—been given to the agricultural affairs of 
the province. For some time past, my ad- 
visers have devoted much time to their 
consideration. It is quite to be ex pected 
that in a young country like ours, great in­
terest will be felt, especially by the young- 
er portion of the population, in all those 
subjects which are intimately connected 
with the welfare of the province and their 
own success inlife. This is a subject peculiar­
ly within our competence and jurisdiction. 
The right discharge of our duties in rela­
tion to Agriculture will necessarily afford 
additional incentives to our young men to 
settle themselves contentedly within our 
own boundaries on our valuable lands no 
easily accessable to them. This is a matter 
of present and pressing importance. I be­
lieve the policy of my Government on this 
subject has thus far not only received your 
approval but also the approval of the 
people at large. I am glad therefore to as­
sure you that the money granted during 
the last Session for the importation of im­

The proposal to divide the North­
west into four districts might be a very 
proper one, but it was difficult to say 
where the centres of population would be, 
and, therefore, what should be the 
boundaries of the districts. We are told 
that the white people needed more atten­
tion, and the Indians more attention in 
the Northwest, yet strange to say, both 
the Indian Commissioner and the Govern­
or of the Northwest wore here in Ottawa. 
He was sorry to see no measure promised 
to facilitate the transfer of property in 
the Northwest. He referred at some 
length to Pacific Railway matters, and 
spoke of the rates charged by the Syndi­
cate, he said that though possible to be 
borne, they were far beyond what should 
be borne by new settlers. The civil 
service bill is promised again. Mr. 
Bergon would preserve political patron- 
age but appoint only capable men. He 
(Blake) held that political patronage was 
the cause of the greatest abuses of the 
service. The bill for winding up insolvent 
banks was an old dish often offered and 
withdrawn. He would be glad to have 
seen the promise of a measure to provide 
more comprehensive measures for extra­
dition.
