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requires food rich in casein and fat-form­
ing elements, such as bran, crushed corn 
and oats, well steamed.so as to be easily 
assimilated with other bulky food, oil 
meal, boiled potatoes, turnips, and man­
gel wurzels. Brewers’ grains and glucose 
are not butter or cheese producing foods 
and no fermenting food is healthy for 
milch cows, in any capacity. The 
crowning food of all is barley meal, bean 
meal, pea meal, and lentils. With 
these, the butter takes on that bright 
annato color, having a sweet, firm, nutty 
taste, and both milk and butter keep 
their flavor and color better than when 
fed on any other kind of food.

Raw turnips give the milk a rancid 
smell, and the butter has a sort of nip 
to the taste. Butter or cheese made 
from the milk of swill-fed eows will not 
keep sweet or fresh for many hours. 
The cheese becomes hollow and f.etid, 
watery fluid fills the the .space; in a 
short time it will fall to pieces, giving 
off a loathsome smell, and instead of 
weighing 60 pounds, as it did when it 
left the press, it will not weigh 40 
pounds in ten days after being placed 
in the drying room.

This is proof that the food must be 
adapted to the purpose for which the 
cow is wanted, ft makes no difference 
what the breed of cows is. Any breed 
that will give a large flow of milk should 
be selected, if quantity is wanted. If 
quality is desired, it can be improved 
by feeding and good care. Milk is a 
highly nitrogenous and ossiferous food, 
as nature is first concerned in growing 
the frame and developing blood, bone 
and muscle.

An everyday example can easily be 
given to prove that a grass-fed cow will 
only give one pound of butter to twenty 
five of milk, when a corn meal diet will 
give one pound to ten of milk; and a 
cow fed on bran or pea meal has been 
known to give one pound of butter to six 
of milk - and milk of a superior quality 
is left after the cream has been taken off, 
with casein of the richest kind and best 
adapted to the manufacture of cheese.

Agriculture. the stones is groats or the whole 
kernels, dust, seeds, etc., and these 
must be separated. By moans of a 
combination of sieves and fans the 
groats are separated from the other 
material, and are then ready for 
grinding. For oxira quality of meal 
the oats may again bo shelled, and 
also passed through a brushing 
machine. The grinding of them 
must not long delayed, as a few weeks 
exposure renders them unfit for mill­
ing. In grinding the groat the great 
rim is to avoid pulverization, and to 
have the granules cut square and of 
uniform size. Oatmeal is generally 
denominated by the cut, though these 
terms have different meanings in 
different districts. After the grind­
ing, the meal is passed through sieves 
and these siftings graded according 
to sizo.”

In many 
sections of the Province the farmers 
are not in a position to go into beef 
raising for the domestic or foreign 
market, and whatever of profit they 
derive from their cattle is in dairy 
products alone. A good dairy cow 
will pay for itself several times over, 
but a beef producer alone only makes 
one return for the cost of its susten­
ance.

will bo encountered everywhere, wo 
must prepare ourselves to furnish pro 
duels, not of the common or medium 
quality, but the best. The best are in 
demand in every market nt paying 
prices, and of the lower grades there 
is always an over-supply that goes 
begging.

If the question arises as to the steps 
necessary to inaugurate some of the 
necessary improvements we would in­
dicate first—using a better class of 
sires, something better than the cold 
blooded scrubs soon on —if wo must 
say it—the majority of farms, second­
ly furnishing all kinds of stock a more 
generous supply and greater variety 
of food. The extra expense of pro­
curing purely bred males is the cause 
of a Targe per cent, of stock raisers 
using scrubs or grade instead and the 
result is that no perceptible improve­
ment is made, when an expenditure of 
a few more dollars would have pur­
chased a siro that would have loft an 
indelible impress of improvement 
along with enhanced value on hun­
dreds of animals that would come af­
ter. Our breeders must understand 
that like produces like and that breed­
ing scrubs together is a waste of time; 
that breeding from grade sires in this 
enlightened ago is little botter thau 
shiftless—something no wide-awake, 
well-posted man should be guilty of 
when it can possibly bo avoided.

High Feed for Young Stock.B
Our farmers in general have an 

immense deal to learn in the way of 
making the raising of stock for beef 
a paying branch of farm industry. 
Most probably they know more than 
they are able, or care to practice. 
In an article, elsewhere, “Don’t use 

|Scrubs,” one reason is hinted at, why 
]many farmers fail to raise good stock 
for beef—generally they use miser­
able scrub, instead of purely bred, 
males for breeding purposes. But, 
even when the sire is of good blood, 
his progeny will not grow into grand, 
heavy animals, unless they are care­
fully and constantly fed from their 
youth up. Very commonly, for the 
first three months, the calf is allowed 
just food enough to keep it in a fair­
ly thrifty condition; then it is turn­
ed out to grass, and just makes out 
to live until at the beginning of win­
ter it comes up to the barn with all 
its iibs showing through its hide. 
During the winter, it makes but poor 
growth, but in spring it picks up a 
little on the new grass. It continues 
to grow slowly until at three or four 
years it begins to be fattened for the 
market. Not many cattle, says an 
New England farmer, are sent to the 
butcher before that age, and if that 
is true of Maine and Massachusetts, 
we may say, that it is also true of 
New Brunswick. The calf ought to 
be well fed from its birth, and to se­
cure rapid growth, the supply of 
food must be limited only by tlie 
digestive capacity of the animal. 
The high feeding of young animals 
is the secret of successful stock rais­
ing, says a practical New England 
breeder :—

" Repeated experiments have shown 
that a young animal requires the least 
amount of food to produce a pound of 
flesh, and that, all other conditions being 
the same, each pound of growth, after 
maturity, costs more than the pound 
just preceding it. The eareful experi­
ments of Mr. J. B. Lawes, of Rotham- 
stead, England, proved that the cost of 
putting on live weight is in direct pro- 
portion to the age and size of the ani­
mal, and that a young animal will make 
a greater daily gain than a mature one, 
and with less food. A calf which had 
been fed upon the milk of its dam, with 
a quart of meal and oats daily, weighed 
385 pounds at the age of three months: 
its feed was then increased to two quart 
of meal, and at six months old it weigh­
ed 560 pounds, having gained in three 
months, 285 pounds, or over three pound

OWS'FEI NEW BRUNSWICK RAILWAY. Now that the black polls have 
come to this Province to stay, and to 
become, as is most likely, favorites, 
it is well to know as much of their an­
tecedent as possible. This much can 
be said about them, if the following 
account of their ancestry, taken from 
an English journal, is correct, they 
arc a long descended breed of cattle:-

Heredotus, in his Fourth Book dedi­
cated to Melpomene, notes the exis­
tence of polled or hornless cattle 
among the herd of ancient Scythians. 
Possibly this is the earliest notice of 
polled animals of the bovine species, 
Ono of the earliest notices of polled 
cattle in Scotland is made by Hector 
Boece—educated at Aberdeen Uni- 
versity, in his work published early 
in the sixteenth century. Captain 
Birt, 1712, in one of his noted “Let­
ters," describes the singular appear­
ance, “like so many Lincolnshire 
calves," presented by 50 cows that 
“had no horns,” in swimming across 
a ferry. Sir Walter Scott in his Old 
Mortality, (the scene of which, how­
ever, it laid about 1670,) mentions a 
“ humble-cow—the best in the byre," 
of Noil Blaine. Dr. Norman Macleod 
in his Reminiscences of a Highland 
Parish, gives a beautiful legend, the

STIFF JOINTS on Horses.
The First Calf.

It is often the case, when a heifer 
has lier first calf, -that the farmer 
thinks she will not give more milk 
than will keep her calf in good con­
dition, and lets them run together to 
teach her the mystery of being milk­
ed when she has her next calf. In 
this decision there are two mistakes 
that go far to spoil the cow for future 
usefulness. Cows are largely the 
creatures of habit, and with their 
first calf everything is new and 
strange to them, and they readily 
submit to be milked, and think it is 
all right ; but suffer them to run with 
the calf the first season, and a vicious 
habit is established that they will 
hardly forget in a lifetime. If they 
ever submit to be milked quietly, it 
is evidently under protest. But 
there is a greater objection than this 
The calf, running with the cow, draws 
the milk every hour or two, so that 
the milk vessels are at no time dis­
tended with milk, though the quanti­
ty secreted in a given time may bo 
large. But this is the natural time 
to distend the milk ducts and expend 
the udder to a good capacity for hold­
ing milk. When, with her next calf, 
you require the milk to be retained 
twelve hours, the udder becomes hard 
and painful, and the milk leaks from 
the teats, or, more likely, nature ac­
commodates the quantity of the milk 
secretek to the capacity to retain it, 
and the cow becomes permanently a 
small milker. Much of the future 
character of a cow, therefore, depends 
on her treaement with her first calf.

If 
both uro obtained from a distance the 
expense will bo greater. In some 
sections the walls of the silo may bo 
cheaply constructed of hewn logs, 
laid up as they ordinarily uro to form 
a log building. If a ravine is utilized 
for a silo all the expense of excavat­
ing is saved, If the bottom of the 
silo is on a level with the floor of the 
barn or feeding shod, there is a great 
saving effected in moving the ensilage 
August Goffart estimates the cost of 
gathering, hauling, chopping and 
packing a ton of corn fodder io 
France at one franc, or about twenty 
cents. Several persons in this coun­
try put the cost of the above work at 
from sixty to seventy-five cents per 
ton. When the corn is raised on high 
priced land, which is manured by 
commercial fertilizers, the cost of 
raising, harvesting and packing is 
generally about 82 per ton.

In the country, where a farmer keeps 
cows for butter, a certain mode of feed­
ing is the rule, and for the special manu­
facture of cheese, the same. When 
butter and cheese are both wanted, a 
double demand is required of the milk, 
and food should be given in accordance 
with this demand.

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The Globe’s Commissioners Conclusions

The Toronto Globe sent a special commis- 
•ioner to Ireland, in order, that, he might, by 
actual observation, and by personal conversa­
tion with persons in different ranks of life 
arrive at some true idea of the cause of the 
chronic trouble in the country, and of the 
feeling of the people of different classes to­
wards the Land League and the Land Act. 
This commissioner ended his mission on the 
20th December, and his last letter to the 
Globe contains his conclusions on the whole 
matter. It is said, that an outsider or an on­
looker at a quarrel, or conflict sees more— 
more clearly and with less bias—than a par­
ticipant.

The Globe’s Commissioner, we think, has 
much more sympathy with the people and 
tenant farmer class of Ireland, than with the 
landlords, but his letters have shown fair- 
mindedness and a determination to keep sym­
pathy pretty well under in the relation of 
facts.)

The picture he has drawn of the present 
state and prospects of Ireland is very gloomy. 
The real, deep seated, central cause of the 
trouble in Ireland, he maintains, is, that the 
land at present occupied by a a very large 
proportion of the tenantry, is utterly inade­
quate for the support of the population which 
depends upon it. To the small farmer, or 
cottier class, a reduction of rent to one half, 
would do nothing of much avail. These 
poor people are always struggling on the 
verge of destitution, and painfully striving 
to extract a bare subsistence from their few 
acres of rocky and boggy soil, and are 
wretchedly clad, poorly fed, overwhelmed 
with debt, and dependent upon other resour­
ces, such as remittances from sons and daugh­
ters in America and Australia, or the few 
pounds earned by annual migrations to Eng­
lish and Scottish harvest fields. They de­
sire to have the vast inland areas, in the pos­
session of the great landlords, and now, given 
up to unprofitable pasturage opened up and 
shared ont to them for cultivation. But the 
vested rights of the landlords stand in the 
way. Such being the position and propel­
ling desire of a great mass of the Irish people, 
there is no prospect that a measure like the 
Land Act will allay the trouble in the coun­
try. Among the better class of tenant far­
mers, who can afford “to try the Court,” 
the Land Act is much less popular than it 
was two months ago. They have found that 
the entering of their cases in the Court, 
does not bar evictions, or relieve from paying 
rent until the Court gives its decisions, and 
these decisions in the majority of instances, 
are appealed against by the landlords. They 
are thus exposed to irritating delay and ex­
pense litigation. The " Act" has failed also 
according to the Commissioner, to give satis­
faction on account of the numerous excep­
tions ; it cannot break leases, forced on ten­
ants by landlords, previous to and in antici­
pation of the Land Act of 1870, it does not 
interfere with future tenancies, it does not 
lessen the hold of the landlords on the vast 
areas of waste lands, and does nothing to­
wards replacing the overcrowded population 
of the towns on land from which they or 
their ancestors were evicted. The Com- 
missiouer testifies to the feeling of absolute 
detestation of the British Government, grow­
ing out of the coercion Act and the arrest of 
Parnell etc., which prevails among the rank 
and file of the people of Ireland in town and 
country ; a feeling, which he thinks will en­
dure with the present generation, and will 
not pass away, unless very different methods 
of “ pacification” to those at present adopted 
are pursued.

If the conclusions of Commissioner “de Ire- 
lando quirendo,” are correct, the Land Act 
will give satisfaction to only a competitively 
few ; while the mass of the people, outside of 
those in any way identified with Landlord­
ism, will remain in a state of discontent and

Mlaritime farmer. Fredericton Historical Society.

The meeting of this Society last Thursday, 
in the Council Chamber, was well attended, 
and interesting throughout. Still it is hoped 
that there will be a stronger muster of mem­
bers at subsequent meetings. The Society, 
already numbers 44 members, and there 
should be little difficulty in increasing the 
number to 60 before the next quarterly meet­
ing in April. The President Geo. E. Fensty 
Esq., addressed the meeting at some length, 
on the objects at which the Society ought to 
aim, and threw out a number of suggestions 
regarding subjects which members should 
take up. Several interesting papers, he 
thought, might be written on Fredericton, 
giving the history of the old House of As­
sembly, Government House, and the old bur­
ial grounds in and about the city. A proposal 
which he made in absence of any better offer 
by any other member of the Society, to read 
a*paper on " the history of the 60th Regt, and 
its celebrated march to Quebec,” at the next 
meeting was cordially accepted. He read a 
circular addressed to the people of the Pro­
vince, and asking their assistance to enable 
the Society to carry out its objects, which, 
saving the last paragraph (which was struck 
out) met with approval. We are glad to 
notice that several of the papers of the 
Provinoe have given this circular publicity. 
We will publish it next week.

The speaking at the meeting was informal 
and conversational, and all the better for that 
President Jack spoke of the “ Athenaeum” 
and the historical labors of the late lamented 
Dr. Robb. Some of his remarks and those of 
Dr. Rand, brought up a matter in which the 
Historical Society of N. S. has taken some 
interest, namely, the publication of a transla­
tion of the French M. S. S., relating to the 
early history of Acadie. And thia led to the 
inquiry, “ what has become of the originals 
were they all destroyed in the St. John fire 
of 1877 P" Professor Bailey’s suggestion that 
papers on subjects, not strictly historical, but 
relating to the geology and natural history of 
the Province etc., might be read with profit 
at the meetings of the Society, was warmly 
approved. When the question arose,“ where 
shall the Society next meet P" it was quickly 
solved by the Attorney General, who very 
handsomely placed the rooms above the office 
of his firm, which has been occupied as the 
Legislative Library, at the disposal of the 
Society. Nothing could well be better, as a 
temporary place of meeting, and for storing 
the documents etc., which it is hoped will be 
poured in on the Society from all parte of the 
Province.

The Toronto Globe has had a commissioner 
in the Northwest, as well as in Ireland, and 
in a communication on the 10th inet., he 
summed up his impressions of that great 
region. He has great admiration for vast 
tracts of its soil, and equal faith in the grand 
future before the country at large, but he 
does not iudulge in general indiscriminate, 
landation. He holds that very absurd and 
mischievous falsehoods have been published 
regarding the climate of the Northwest,] [Its 
winters are, as yet but little understood. 
Speaking of the Bow River country, which is 
admirably adapted for cattle ranching, he 
maintains that it would be risky for ranch- 
men to count on the certainty of large herds 
of cattle being able to graze out all winter. 
It is possible, that there might occur a pro­
longed absence of the “ Chinook" winds and 
in that case the hills would not be swept bare 
of the snow, and the cattle, who, unlike 
horses cannot paw for a living, would have a 
very hard time of it. Stocks of hay must 
be laid in to meet all eventualities of wea­
ther and sickness, if ranchmen, would insure 
themselves against losses. He says that for 
any one to maintain that people do not suf­
fer more with the cold in Winnipeg when 
the mercury stands at 45 e below zero, than 
they would in Ontario with the mercury at 
zero, is the silliest nonsense. He has experi­
enced in different parts of Ontario and Que­
bec, temperatures ranging from 30° to 40° 
below zero, and he maintains that he found 
corresponding temperatures in the N. W. 
territory, Manitoba and Winnipeg, just as 
disagreeable as he ever considered them in 
the old Provinces. In Winnipeg in early 
December, with the temperature less than 
30 below zero, he, not only found the cold 
remarkably penetrating, but the atmosphere 
out of doors almost unbreathable. He char­
acterises as « arrant trash" the assertion that 
Manitoba has an atmosphere of crystal, and 
that"though the temperature is often low the 
air is so pure and dry, that it would not in­
jure the most delicate of respiratory organs. 
It would be suicidal for consumptives to win­
ter in Winnipeg but he says, Calgary, and Fort 
McLeod, nestling in the very shadows of the 
Rocky Mountains, have proved themselves 
excellent places for persons with pulmonary 
complaints; but it must be remembered that, 
a belt of country about 1,000 miles wide, in­
tervenes between Calgary and Winnipeg.

The Commissioner is very pronounced in 
his favorable opinion of the broad tongue of 
land lying between Battle River and the 
North Saskatchewan ; there is to be found the 
very best of agricultural lands, prairies of ex­
ceeding rich soil, not much damaged by 
sloughs and marshes ; the situation of Bat­
tleford town or village “the capital of 
the Northwest" he holds as compared with 
other settlements there, possesses many ad­
vantages both in a commercial and agricul­
tural point of view. The winter there is 
milder than elsewhere. Being at the junc­
tion of the Battle River and North Saskat­
chewan, it has facilities for navigation north- 
west, south-west and eastward, and for heavy 
freight waggon, communication over the un­
dulating treeless Plains not well supplied 
by water to Calgary. Calgary is in the very 
heart of the gazing country, and all the way 
south to Fort McLeod, the soil is of the rich­
est black loam. Ranchmen discourage agri­
cultural settlement here, besides the land be­
ing so close to the mountains, farmers would 
stand the risk of having their harvests nip­
ped by the summer frosts which occasion­
ally blow down from them. The commis- 
ioner has not a favorable opinion of the situ­
ation of Edmunton, lying in rather close 
proximity to the mountains, and having ex­
tensive lowlying flats and muskegs to the 
south, southeast and north-west of it. The 
climate is open to objection, and the town is 
much isolated, being almost unapproachable 
in summer except by steamers, which make 
very few trips during the season.

The northwest is, without doubt a grand 
and glorious heritage for the Dominion, and 
every true Canadian will hope that it will b° 
rapidly settled, but it should not have attrac­
tions strong enough to drag New Bruns- 
wickers from their native Province, where 
the climate is on the whole better, where the 
soil though not so rich as the best in the N 
West, is capable of raising cereals and roots, 
which stand comparison with those raised on 
the prairies, and where there are social, edu­
cational and other advantages, which settlers 
in the midst of the plains cannot hope to 
have for a century or a half.

REMNANTSCLOTHS.Cost of the Garfield family fund, and the cost 
of the various Garfield monuments, Charles 
Guiteau has altogether been a very expensive 
American citizen.

Sir Henry Bulwer, just appointed Gover­
nor of Natal, is a nephew of the late eminent 
Lord Lytton and of Sir Henry Bulwer, after-1 
ward Lord Dalling, the friend of Webster, 
and for a long time Minister at Washington. 
He is 46 years old. He has been private 
secretary to the Governor of Prince Edward 
Island, resident Commissioner in the Ionian 
Islands, Treasurer of Trinidad, Administrator 
of Dominica, Governor of Labuan, Consul at 
Borneo, and Lieutenant-Governor of Natal.

During the last five years the Church of 
England has given at the rate of £141,000 a 
year for the endowment of her new churches; 
within the last forty years she has built over 
5.100 new parsonages, in addition to old ones 
restored, and has increased her incumbents 
by nearly 8,000. Her curates at present 
number some 5,800, and she raises £932,000 
a year to pay them, of which £400,000 is 
paid by incumbents. The Church of Eng­
land raises voluntarily over £5,500,000 a 
year ; that is, nearly £460,000 a month.

Prince Bismarch is writing his memoirs, 
being assisted in his work by his sons, the 
Counts Herbert and Wilhelm. The Chan- 
cellor will only contribute a portion of the 
book, touching more especially on the period 
of Conflict between the Government and the 
Prussian Diet, on the wars of 1866 and 1870, 
and on his stay at St. Petersburg and at 
Paris. Herbert will treat of the Prince’s 
childhood and youth, while his younger 
brother will take down his father's impres­
sions and reminiscences of the Prussian, 
German, and foreign Ministers with whom 
he bas csme into contract during his career.

The Irish papers give some refreshing 
biographical souvenirs of Lord Trevor, whose 
wife's jewels were etolen from Bryn Rinalt 
House, Denbighshire, some short time since. 
His Lordship was for many years M. P. for 
the county of Down, and was one of the bril­
liant luminaries raised to the peerage by the 
expiring Tory Ministry. It is stated that 
within twelve months one hundred servants 
have left his service, and two months ago 
his Lordship figured in anything but a favor­
able light in a Westminster police court in 
regard to one of them. Lord Trevor’s oratory 
is distinguished from that of his contem­
poraries by a plentiful seasoning of " bedads” 
and “ begads."

We regret to learn of the death of John 
Steadman, Esq.; which occurred at Hope- 
well Cape, A. C., at 1 o’clock last Thursday 
morning. Mr. Steadman was well known 
throughout the Province, and particularly 
in Albert County, where he has been em­
ployed in searching for minerals of various 
kinds for many years. His life was devoted 
to the study of mineralogy and the develop­
ment of various properties that promised t 
be productive, and he must have acquired a 
great deal of knowledge of the mineral re­
sources ef the country, which is to be hoped 
he imparted to others when be found as be 
did some time ago, that his end waa ap­
proaching. Mr. Steadman was a brother of 
the Hon. James T. Steadman, J. C. C. of 
this city.

ANNUAL disaffection smothered by coercive force, but | are in their destructive state when they are 
always ready to break out in violence. "larvæ,” and they continue in the larval con­

dition from about a year to two years, 
their existence as perfect insects as of short 
duration. Mr. Gould fears the gradual ex­
tinction of both the evergreen and deciduous 
trees of New Brunswick forests, unless the 
ravages of the larvæ are checked. But have 
not these ravages gone on more or less since 
the creation, and yet there never has been 
any want of lumber? Still what he says is 
worth considering. The numerous families 
of beetles, have their natural enemies in the 
birds, in the black-capped and Hudson Bay 
titmouse, the nuthatches, kinglets and creep- 
ere, sparrows and many of the warblers ; and 
the sparrow hawk, jay and crow, prey upon 
the perfect insects. But says he, there is no 
hope of the birds being able to check the in­
crease of these insects, so long as the farmer 
allows his stumps to stand until they rot, in­
stead of burning them the fieri year, and 
builds his fences of evergreen trees, without 
first stripping the bark off. Nor as long as 
the lumbermen leave their tops, limbs and 
stumps to rot in the woods, (for these are 
the vast nurseries) together with the injured 
trees, crippled by felling timber, that are 
eending forth an ever increasing army of in­
sects, which, if not arrested, will in a few 
years, destroy the young coniferous forests of 
New Brunswick. The only check to the 
multiplication of these pests is, to burn all 
stumps, tops, brush and injured trees, each 
year, wherever man destroys the forest.

Christmas Sale! Ontario Legislature.

The Legislative session in the Dominion 
has commenced. The Ontario Local Legis­
lature led off, it met last Thursday, in To. 
ronto. The Governor, for the Government, 
was enabled to congratulate the province on 
its fairly flourishing condition, thanks to the 
harvest, and to the boom in manufacturing 
industry, (though the Grit government do 
not lay much stress on that, of course,) and 
also on the amount of revenue derived from 
the Crown Lands, which is greater this 
year than in any year since the depression 
took place in the lumbering industry. Bills 
relating to market fees and toll gates, to the 
establishment of a Bureau of agricultural 
statistics, to remove the difficulty in the 
way of takinfi the teetimony of agnostics- 
that is, unbelievers—in court, will be intro­
duced, among others. The Mowatt Govt, 
will likely resent the action of the Dominion 
Government in disallowing the Ontario 
Streams’ Bill, by bringing in a similar meas­
ure, and they will say some hard things 
against Sir John and the Ontario boundary 
award. The opposition, though small, will 
at times enliven the Session by attacking all 
the acts of the government and their manage­
ment of the public departments, especially 
that of education.

Of course the doings of the Legislature of 
Ontario are interesting and important, to its 
own people, but, we imagine, a great many 
ot them will be far more aroused and excited 
by the Grand Fancy Ball, to be soon given 
in Government House. It is to be the most 
important event of the kind that has ever 
occurred in Toronto, end will only be a little 
less magnificent than Earl Dufferin’s famous 
entertainment at Rideau Hall, a few years 
ago. The Legislative session in this pro­
vince is also to be distinguished by a Ball.

Some Facts in Warren C. Perrigo’s 
Early History, and Particulars 

of his Present Difficulties.

Proposed •• Loaf” on the County.

To the Editor of the Maritime Farmer :
SIR,—I see by the Herald that an effort is 

being made to induce the County Council to 
fit up the lower flat of the Court House for 
offices, and that the cost is stated to be $2,000. 
Another argument put forth in favor of this 
scheme is the safety it would afford to the 
records and public documents.

Will any one, whose judgment can be relied 
upon, say that the Court House can be made 
a place of safety for the County Records and 
the papers connected with the several depart­
ments proposed to be located in that building 
for $2,000? It is arrant nonsense; it will 
require at least five times that amount to do 
all that will be required; and the County will 
find it out if this Council should decide to de 
such a foolish piece of business. I can tell 
the Councillors the ratepayers will not thank 
them for adding such an amount to the taxes 
just now, when they will not receive one cent 
back.

The Court House is a large building, in 
which there are a number of fires, and when 
all the offices arc removed to it these will be 
double the present number. Is not this a se­
rious risk to expose all our valuable records 
to ? We know that stoves are a most danger- 

ous mode of heating such large buildings, and 
fires frequently occur from them.

To keep the records in safety very great ex­
pense must be incurred to provide a vault for 
each Department. Is all this to be done for 
$2,000? It will take all that amount for each 
of the Departments.

Is it proposed to charge the officials rent for 
their offices ? Certainly not ; who ever heard 
of this being done ? Do the County pay the rent 
for the present offices? No. It is easy to sec 
why the officials all want the new arrange­
ment. The County will be put to a cost of 
ten thousand dollars, the interest of which will 
be $600 ; sinking fund $1,000, or say $1,600 
per annum, in order to give the officials FINE 
offices, free OF rent. Tell the officials that 
they will be charged a rent equal to the inter­
est, or their salaries reduced that much, and 
they will change their tunc very quickly. The 
next thing we would be told, immediately 
after the change was a fixed fact, that heating 
so many offices with stoves was not safe, and 
a steam apparatus must be put in, and an en­
gineer employed to run it—all paid for by the 
County. This would cost between $3,000 and 
$5,000, say $4,000, which, with fuel and en­
gineer’s wages, would be a pretty heavy bill. 
Would the officials pay any part of this? No. 
Just so much more added to their salaries! 
Surely, Mr. Editor, the Council will not do 
such a wrong to the ratepayers ; if they do, 
they will hear from many

rigo’s mother, and his father also hailed from 
Nova Scotia, l’errigo senior left Moncton 
about twenty-five years ago, and is under­
stood to be living with a eon in the United 
States. After being here some fifteen years 
ago as noticed last week, Warren C. Perrigo 
was married to a Mies Wilson, whose brother, 
a respectable farmer lives a few miles from 
Moncton.

This is the Edinburgh Scotsman’s opinion 
of the North-West Mounted Police, as given 
by its special correspondent, Rev. Dr. Mc­
Gregor, who accompanied the Governor-Gen­
eral in his expedition :—

" There is not a finer body of cavalry in 
the world than these Mounted Police. There 
are but 300 of them, but they manage to 
keep in perfect security and order the whole 
of the North-West, a territory as large as 
France and Germany combined. Thanks to 
them, and still more to a persistent adher­
ence on the part of the Dominion Govern­
ment to a course of firm but righteous treat­
ment with regard to the Indians, I have it 
on the authority of Mr. Dewdney, the Chief 
Indian Commissioner, that a person can 
travel alone over the whole of the North- 
West and be hundreds of miles from any 
white man, with absolute certainty that no 
Indian will hurt him in purse or in person. 
An opposite policy has produced quite a 
different state of things on the other side 
of the boundary line. There, no man dare 
trust himself, unarmed and alone, within 
the reach of an Indian. The North-West 
Police are drilled and dressed exactly like 
dragoons. They wear white helmets, with 
brass spikes, and red tunics with yellow 
facings, and are armed with carbine and 
revolver. Being never out of the saddle 
they are magnificent horsemen. On Monday
